Fifty-seven years ago, there was a0
Foreign Missionary Society of the Baptists in
Nova Sootis, New Brunswick, or Prince
Edward Island.

At that time, all the contributions given
by the Baptist people of these Provinces,
for the aid of missionary labor, were sent
to the American Baptist Missionary Union.
The first Foreign Missionary Bociely was
formed in the year mz at Gonud, N 8.
Al ibuti to
be weut to the United 8hhl until the year
1889, when the Associations of N. 8, sad’
N. B. formed s united society for the
maintensnoe of Foreign Missiovs.

This Society now wanted someone whom
they might send as & missionary, and God
s00n gave them & man avxious to oarry the
glad tidinges of great joy to the heathea.
Thie man was Richard E. Burpe, bomm
ia the county of York, N. B., and converted
in Fredericton.

He studied at Horton Academy and
Acadia College, from which he was gradust.
ed in 1844,—a member of the second olass
that left those halls. While at College, he
took grest interest in the spiritual welfare
of the etadent,

Soon after graduating, Mr, Burpe married
a dsughter of Dr. Lewis Johnson of Wolf
ville.

Tt was decided that in the spring of 1845,
Mr, and Mrs, Burpe should start on their
voyage to Indis, to preach the Gospel &
whatever tribe of people God led them.
On April 15th, the farewell service took
place in Granville street church, Halifex ;
immediately after which, the wissionaries
ssiled to Boston, where they embarked on
board the ship *“Woodside” and started on
their voyage to India,

On July 17, in mikccean, Mr. Burpe
wrote: * The bope of winning some souls
10 Christ in that dark land, enables me to

say, * Blow on ye winds, over the
waves ve ship, basten to to ycoder.
distant vhore.’ "

our missionaries—the first who went from
these shores—step) ed on ‘Iadia’s benighted
lsnd. After remasining in this clty térs
few weeks, enjoyirg the hoapitality of the
Rev, Mr, Leslie, one of the English
missionaries, Mr. snd Mrs, Burps went to
livein the city of Akyab, pleassntly situsted
on the east cosst of the Bay of Bengal.
There acd then the imissionaries com»
mwenced the study of the Burman aad
Karen languages, and’ remained in this
vlsce aboul & year and s half. As Mr.
Barpe became acquainted with the great
needs of the people, their degradation, and
their willinguess to receive the gospel, be
was saxious for (he Society st home to
send out more men to preach to the thou~
ssndeof perishing eouls. In the city of
Akysb, Mr. Btilson, an American mission-
ary, presided over s church of thirty
mewbers ; and as the Society did not wish
Mz, Burpe to labor in places alveady
oooupied by [Eoglish or American
miseionaries, be, therefore, in the summer
of 1847, began to work among the Karens
fim Morgui, the most important town of
Tenswberim. The situation of Mergui was
i-unbdnlr Burpe s dpﬂﬁlhllld
Soalthfl. whish &
afterward proved to be rather imaginary
than true.

The exertion was
w00 great osutidering the heat, and the
result was that he received a severe cold
which never entirely left him. From this
time his health gradually failed ; but the
weaker he grew, the stronger grew his:

Very reluciantly did the miseionaries
leave the little band of ohristians and the
wultitade of benighted souls in Mergui |

yot they koew that §n all probability lo
nnﬂn in Mdinlh'lnh longer would
unfit Mr, Buspe for the work he loved so
well. THey spent one month at Maulmain
in the company of Dr. Judson, and went
trom there to Akyab. Soon after arriving
here, Mr. Burpe, who could not rest unless
he was telling someone about the Jove of
the true God, went inland to a place called
Ramree, where he found three christians
smong & large population of heathen. But
his zeal was greater than his strength, and
he was obliged lo return to Akyab. After
making several visits to Muulmsin snd
other plages, and finding that be grew
weaker inetead of stronger, Mr. and Mr,
Burpe decided to give up the work for the
present and to retarn to their native land.

On the 30th of November, 1849, they
started on the return voyage to Nova Scotie
where they arrived on May 4th, after an
absence of @ve years. As soon as he
arrived in Nova Scotia, Mt, Burpe wished
to visit all (he churches and tell the people
about the sufferigs of the heathes ; but
his physician eaid he ought not to travel or
speak in public. As he could not talk
face to face with the people, Mr. Burpe
wrote several articles urging the christiane
to put forth more earnest endeavors for the
spread of the gospel, and these articles
were published in the Christian Messenger.

Mr. Burpe spent the spring of 1851 in the
Bouthern Btates and returaed again in June
with his health e0 much improved that he
wae able, during the summer, 1o visit ibe
Associations and presen! the claims of the

Although Mr. Burpe’s life was a short
ohe it was by no means sn umsucoessful
one, and all the results of his work we may
never know. The most marked fuuut
hie character was his faithfalness.

In closing we may notice two reasons for
his sncoess. First: When he was preparing
to go to India L is name becamae a household
word throughout these provinoes, and
nearly every christian prayed that he might
be used of God for the salvation of sonle,
Even the children were taught to pray for
him, and thus from many ssxious hearts,
old and youug, the prayer *“ God bless our
missionaries,” ayended to the fthrove on
high.

Did our friends observe that ae the com-
mauded Sabdath ? If not they are observ-
ing other days as the S8abbath than the one
which they claim that the Lord com manded.
Out >f this dilemma, we see no way of
ercape but the one which leads to our own
understanding of the divine law of the
Babbatb. Namely, that & seventh part of
time in its count by daye, aball be a Lord’s
day—the “Sabjath of the Lord thy God
that it is not material where the count

ins; when onoce society has become
united in observing the sam & seventh, eo as
to have it the unanimous, undisturbed dsy
of appointed apiritual worsbipand work.
