The
firet two have already been accomplished and all
that is needed is the third. The
Holland would by one stroke. place the German
Empire in the possession of colonies, second ounly
to those of Britain in extent and value, while Hol-
land itself, with its commanding sea coast, and the
maritime character of its people, would round out
and complete the position of Germany to an extent,
that would enable her to contest with Britain for
supremacy on the high seas. In order to carry out
this design, it was stated that Germany was willing
to placate France by allowing her to -annex Bel-
glum, This would certainly please France. It has
always been understood, that Germany is only
watching for an opportunity to accomplish her pur-
pose. The fact that Holland is at present suffering
from a great industrial strike of the railway em-
ployes, of which Germany has complained as ivjur-
ing her trade, is said to give the desired opportun-
ity. If Germany and France were to agree on the
1i;xes projected, Great Britain, considering the fact
that she is just recovering from a great war, to-
gether with the attitude of the Dutch during that
war, would hardly undertake by herself to protect
Holland, although, without deubt, her sympathies
would be strongly with that nation.

The Ontarlo ILegislature is in
session, but nothing has been
done since Mr. Gamey sprang upon that body the
charge of bribery on the part of the Government, or
at least one member of it, through an agent or
agents.

The Opposition,on the aether hand,contends that the
charges should be referred to the Committee on
Elections. The discussion for the pastten days has
been, whether to pursue this or that course. The
composition of the tribunal is a matter of little
moment to the general public. What they want to
know is are these charges true or are they false?
It has been asserted that the Government has con-
sulted the counsel for the defence as to the scope of
the inquiry. This may or may not be true. It
ought not to be done, and the fulest power should
be given to the judges to get the facts and not limit
the evidence to what is purely legal.

Let ua be careful lest we commit the nnfortunate and
wicked mistake of that rich and covetous church-mem-
ber, who excused himse!f from glving on the ground, he
said that “‘God loveth a cheerful giver,”’ and as he did
not feel that he could dispense his substauce in a cheer-
ful spirit, he regarded hir self as vnder no obligation to
give at all. His church took the position, very wisely,
we think, that he was a fit subj:ct for church discipline,
and as he would not or could not chaunge his view, after
patiently ‘‘laborimg with him," excluded him from
Christian fellowship. He has eince died. It is to be
ho. ed that a merciful and all-knowing God, with keenger
discernmient of the motives of the human heart than his
brethren of the church militant, has not seen it neces-
rary to ‘'sbut him out' of the church trinmphant as
well.

In First Corinthians 16 : 1.2, Panl announces the
Apostolic Method of Christian Giving (») It was to
be systematic. A stated time wes designated. It wonld
seem that the apostle * gave order' to the clurches of
Galatia, as also to this Corinthian church to make their
tscollection’” on *‘the first day of 'he week.”" Auditis
to be observed that this ‘‘collection’’ was to be individ-
ual and particalar. “'Let each one of you lay by in
store.’’ There was to be no more ‘‘dropping of pennies, ’
no dodge of a collection box; preparation was to be
made in advance; each one was to do something accord-
iong to a clearly defined rule.

The * first day of the week ' in the circunmstances of
these ancient Ch istians was donbtless the best time to
secure the largest results, or it would not have been pre-
scribed. It might not su't onr modern notions and habita
#0 well. But it is an apostolic precedent, and establishes
for all time the principle that rach churchmember shon'd
bave a fixed, systematic, invariable period for making
contributions for the Lord’s canse. How few Christians
avail themselves of this wise and only rafe method
agsivst haphszud, impulsive and inadcquate giving !

(b) It was to Le definite in amount. As we are left
in no uncertainty as to a definite principle of time which
is fundamental in Christian giving, so neither can we go
astray as to the amount which it is incumbent upon us to
bestow. ‘‘ Hach one is to lay by bim in store, as he may
prosper.”’ A systematic time and a prescribed amount
are alike determined by this apostolic ** order.” And to
this rule the apostle does not seem to have left any room
for fillng exceptions If then in his wiviog the Christian
should sdopt this '* Apostolic Method,'’ and apply it ac
cording to this * Ha'vest Law," and practice itin this
* Macedonian Spirit,"” the Lord's treasury would be fill-
ed, the financial difficulties which embarrase 'he canse of
Christ would disappesr, and incldenially what a marvel-
ous revolution in the activitics and snccesses of Christ's

kipgdom would ccme to pars !—Sel

The Standard Atlas of Protestant Mis-
sions,

This is a volume just issued by the Studemt
Volunteer Movenient. Its copy-right title is ‘A
Geography and Atlas of Protestant Missions’ by Har-
lan P. Beach. The 'work is in two volumes.
It is without a peer in the realm of mis-
sionary -litcrature to-day. Years will elapse
before this Atl.s will be superseded by another still
more minute and up-to-date. There are fifteen
plates each ‘occupying two pages, and twelve pages
of statistics, these with the twenty-page index
naming in alphabetical order all the Protestant
mission stations in the world, make it the most
valuable missionary compend I have yet seen.

The book 1s the long-expected supplementary
volume of the Geography of Protestant Jmissions,
issued by the Student Volunteer Movement about a
year ago.

The statistics in the atlas represent the status of
the missionary movement at the very beginning of
the twentieth century.

The admirable system of indexing enables one to
find very readily any station, however remote or
obscure, on the map, and also what society is carry-
ing on the work at that station. This shows the
great value of the present work to all those who
would keep well-informed touching world-wide
evangelization. The criticism, that we sometimes
hear that the church is playing at miuionl. will

find its refutation in this work.
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While it may be true that the home churches are
dallying with this, their supreme business, yet the
thousands of stations which dot these fifteen maps
show that a great army of workers are in the red line
at the front in this warfare against heathenism, and
that world-wide triumphs for the cross are sure to
be the result. Just take the map of India and see
how many red lines appear, though of tourse there
are immense areas as yet unoccupied.

The Student Volunteer Movement has already
done a great work for the churches of Jesus Christ,
but in the publication of these two volumes, the
past has been exceeded. Every missionary library
should possess these volumes and every chnrch
should see that its pastor possesses tkem, they
are a thesaurus of information.

FRIENDS AND SUPPOLTERS OF ACADIA UNI-
VEBSITY.

Inview of the newand important undertaking in behalf
of Acadia University, which has recently become a matter
of public knowledge, it seems necessary that some com-
prehensive statément relativg therrto should be placed
before the constituency without fuither delay.

It should be borne in mind that when the finances of
Acadia are under diecussion, the obligstions of the Board
of Governors include the finances not only of Acadia
College, but also of Acadia Ladies' Seminary, ard of
Horton Colleglate Academy. While the accounts of the
three ‘mstitutions are kept separately, the one board is
respinsible for the whole enterprise

At the outset it will be well to make plain

for some comprehensive scheme of finsncial relief and
enrichment, and this in spite of the recent Forward
Movement which was carried throngh soccessfu'ly. That
movement evabled the Board to improve the Academy
building, to reduce the debts ou the Academy and
Seminary, and to add forty thiussrd dollars to the Col-
1-ge endowment, but it lefc the {nstitutions still rerloualy
embarrassed with debt, and with new demands urgently
seserting themselves especially in the case of the Col-
lege. Without the Forward Movement matters must
have been by this time In a most critical condition ; with
it, although a crisis bas been safely passed, the foture
has been by no means made secure. or its «ffislency
gusranteed.

to its permaneut resources. A moment’s refiection on
the social standards which professors are expected to
maintain, on their expenses for books, on the need of
their getting out into the larger world for stimulus du:-
ing vacstion time, and on the inevitable old age which
some day must come to them, will reves] the fact that
the salaries g!enn st Acadis are unressonably small.
They cannot be kept where they are without starving the
essenyial Nfe of the institution. Fqually ia there a de-
mand for resdjustment and expansion in order to do
justice to the stu’ents and meet the present.day educs-
tional demends, Eipecially i this true in respect to the
Natural Sciences We would not ask for abler men in
Mathematics and the Natural Sclences than Professors
Haley, Haycock and C. C. Jones, who are already direct-
ing t‘n- branches at Acadis, and are doing most excel-
lent work ; bat in justice to these men, to tbe students
who are lookivg in the direction of the sciences for their
life work, an ' to the country which we are seeking with
other insti*utic ' to serve, these professors and students
must have increased facilities, and at the earliest moment
another professor must be added, and a separate build-
ing must be erected for the acience work.

Baseball goes with a hot summer day, foothall with a
Jenden antumn ‘sky. snow-shoeing with = white world,
plied into drifts but, when the word ‘dce-boat ' ie
mentioned, any one who has ever enjoyed the sport sees
.l‘lll in imsginstion the wide frozen jake, steel-colored,
dashed, perhinps, with thin streaks of anow; und he gasps
javoluntarily, and seems to shrink for warmth's sake in-
to bis smallest bodily compase, as he thinks of speeding,
shooting. flying—seleet your awiftest verb—throngh the

. frosty sir at the rate of fifty, filty-five, sixty miles an

hour ! .
Tee-boating is certainly the swiftest sport, and an ice-

boater shou'd bear ss his heraldic symbol a swallow fly-
ing with the gale. For the npeed of the fee-boat ls greater
than the rate-of the wind Th's seems at first im ossible,
but a little reflection will show that it is trus. The three
smooth steel runners of theice boit on the level ice cause
practicslly no friction, so that, when she {8 runniog di-
rectly befcre the wind, her speed won'd be equal to the
rate of the wird, gaining Mttle, probably, by her momen-
fum ; but, when she veers (o the right or left so that the
wind {s ' on her quarter.”’ the ice-boat mdves across the
hypothennse of a right angled triangle, and her speed
will be is much greater than that of the wind &8s the
hypotheruse ia greater than the gide of such a triangle.

(Who would evér think, eays my high-school reader,
that geométry Would help a fellow sail an ire-*oat ?

I the bost is well built, there is not®mueh likelihood
of it npsetting. The two out runners are so wide apart
that, even if the one to windward should be lifted from
the ice, as frequently occurs, it {s not easy to overturn
the structure. And when, occasionally, something breaks
and the boat is wrecked or upset, and {ts occupants are
thrown overboard, the accideut is not often dargerous.
If the bost s going swittly when the accident occurs, the
unfortunate ice-boater may have a prolonged slide on the
smooth ice, and tear some of bis many wraps, and simu-
late & hockey ball in motion ; bnt, when st last Fe comes
to a full stop and plcks himself no, he fiade that hischief
misfortune {s that he must take a slippery walk of any-
where from one to ten miles in length, and perhapsaban-
don his wrecked i-e boat

There is not much denger from colliding for two rea-
sops, the roominess of & luke where the sport wouli be
intrduced »t all, and the easiness with which an ice-boat
is steered. Of all the vehicles that man manages. from
& wheeibarrow {0 sn ocean steamer, the ice-boat is the
easlest to steer, ' the quickest on her heels,'’  Before a
regatta you may be standivg on the ice, watching the
ice-boats, b'g and Jittle, as they mar cavre, darting back
snd forth, in and out, like swallows around a barn in
summer, when, turning around, yom look wpin mortal
terror to behold one of the largest contestants, a winged
stick of timber forty feet long, bearing directls down on
you like a huge arrow coming swift as & fast express and
belore you have time to shriek or clutch the air,the belm
has been put * hard sbont,’’ and the great winter bird is

speeding off the other way.
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The real danger in ice-boating lies in the open water.
In every large lnke, even in midwinter, there are always
« gir-holes ' Generally these are in the form of great
cracke extending for miles. These cracks sometimes will
he a few feet across, and then the ice-boat will akim
over them without wetting her feet, but addingto the
excitement of her orcupants, +

Sometimes, however, the cracke are wide, or the air-
holes are I'ttle sean : and then there is danger. For to
the cccupants of the boat the open watsr often looks ex-
actly the same as the good bard ice or the patches of
snow that have drifted on the lake. Addto this deceptive
appearance the g¢'amounr of the sun shining in the steer-
er's eyes, the tears cansed by the cold wind, and the
velocity of a mile a minute, or a little less, and you bave
the elements of a tragely.

While I war pastor of a church in Madison, Wisconsin,
there ocenrred ome of the ssddest acciderts that ever
cansed a death on Lake Mendota ; and, as it was accom-
psuled with an nipiring exhibition of herolsm, I will
close my article by telling it

The heautiful halls of the University of Wisconsin look
out over the lake, and one ryrning the students in a frot-
ernity bouse were having their usunl evening chat, when
one of them snggested that they go for an ice-boat ride.
The sugge tion wae at once taken up, and in s few minu.
tes a lone ice-boat with three occuoants was glid'ng to
and fru over the glesming ice. It was not the inteption
to go far, but soon they found theinselves gliding past
Picnie Poivt, three miles from town.

This was the n'ost dangerons part of the lake, as a
great crack was always open here. But this the students
did pot know. In the moonlight the glitter of the water
was much the same as that of the ice, and in a second,
without any warning, the boys and their ekeleton boat
were p'unged into & strip of water rixty feet wide. their

momentum cairying them into the centre of the crack.

1d Waller, the strongest of the three, at once plunged
into the cold water and strnck out for the firm ice. He
gained it wnfely, but it was only by his greatest effort
that he was able to grasp it ard pull bimself, with his
} eavy clothes, up ont of the water. Having done this,
he looked back and saw that the other boys were still
clinging to the almost sunken timbers of the boat. He
ealled to them to ewim for it before they got 8o cold that
they could not do'so. This one of them attempted jo do,
but sfter & few strokes be lost his strength and wounld
Have drowned, had not Waller jumped into the water
and swam to his relief. How he succeeded in getting the
benumbed and drowning student to the ice-edge, and
how he then climbed up himeelf and got his companion
out will always be & worder to himself and all who hear
of it,

But this true tale of heroism is not yet done. The third
boy was nﬁll clivging to the submerged ice-boat. He
could not swim.

What must have been the agony of mind of that hero
on the jce as he learned this fact, we can only conjecture.
We. only knew that for the third time he sprang into the
icy water

Bravely he struck ont for the ice:boat, but this was
more than even his sturdy physique conld tand. He
felt the crsmps gripping him, and knew he mnust turn
back, He reached the ice-edge, and with the asslstance
of the boy whom he had saved he managed for the third
time to drsg himeelf out of the lake.

“The thermometer was at fifteen below zero, By the
shortest cut the town was two and one-half miles away.
The nearest house was half a mile away, and showed no
light. Waller called to the drowning boy to i\'y to hold
on till they could get him help ; he despatched his com-
epanion 1o the farmbonee and he himself ran the two and
a half miles to his boar'ing house, where he fell on the
floor in the doorway, whispering ; *‘ Phil—in—lake,
(’\Bul, when assistance arrived, it was too late ; and,
when the story of the drowning was told next day, two
thousand students and many others hecame mourners for

the unfortunate victim of the accident and admirers of

its hero, who was then and for several weeks afterward
nuconscicusly fighting a fever, but consciously, in his
delirlum, still stroggling in the icy water to save his

companions. g

To the joy of all Madison be ultimately recovered, and
the last I heard of him positively be was with Roosevelt

How Ailsie Saved the Bible.

It was in the year 1555 when Queen Mary sat npon
the Hoglish throne with her Spanish husband at her
side, ard filled the land with trouble because of her ter-
rible persecution of the Protestants.

April 1, 1903.

In the west of England was a little village called Har-
rant. At one end of the hamlet, standing apart from
the few dwellings scattered along either side of its sin-
gle street, was the blacksmith's shop, with his small

. house jnst back of it, and e tiny garden in the rear.

The smith's wife wan dead, but his bonny, blue-eyed
little daughter kept his house When lonely, she push-
ed aside a small pane! in theend of the shop, and crept
in and rtaved with him, unless the sound of voices or
hool.beats on the rosd drove her away, for she was a shy
child

One day, when she had stolen in, her father was
standing hehind the door

It would behopeless for us to try to learn in one short
article or many, all this beautiful parable teaches. Itis
packed with pith and pointe. It sags with suggestions.
We sha'l pick out a few of the most prominent and prac-
ticals

Fanciful interpretations are to be avoided. We ahall
guin in clearness by grouping around the main thought,
which is Neighborliness.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD OF NEIGHBORLINESS.

That was & vifal question with the Jews in the time of
Christ. It is wilh us today. They had the law of the
stranger, but it was buried benesth the rubbish of pre-
judice and traditionalism. There is no more tragic thing
in history than the gradual surrender of the Jewish beart
to selfishness. Outpost after outpost was lost until theilr
life was cramped behind a Chinese wall of unneighborli-
nees. Jesus came tn break down this wall of partition
and to strefch ont their horizon, He endeavoured to
bring back to the primitive position of loving God and
our neighbor, In order to do this he fixed the bounds of
ne'ghborbood.

With a few quick strokes he perfectly pictured the lack
of neighborliness in the priest and Levite : and then it
reality in the good Samaratian. We stand apell bound
before this masterplece. It is the consummation of art,
and the perlect exoression of the heart. The priest and the
Levite had their neighborhood, but it was too narrow:
They found it in ceremoninl perforynance. The S:Ennm-
tian found his along the pathway of ordinary duties
wherever that might be,  He was right, ' The nelghbor-
hood of neighborliness is where we come in contact with
ovor brother,

THE NATIONALITY OF NE.GHBRORLINKSS

The Jews picked out thelr nelghbors among those of
their own kin; but Jesur broadened the circle, He
brovght out strongly in this parable that Need is the
only fationality which he recogniz:s. The Priest and
Levits might have helped a wounded priest or Levite ;
bat they would have spurned a wounded Samaritan.
Jesus with one rapid stroke extends the boundas of neigh-
borliness. The Samaritan broke down the wall of pre-
jodice to rescuea fallen man  He has ‘aught us that
wherever a sonl is in need, there is our brother.

Do vou see how thia stretches out vislon? It takes in
clvilized and heathen, bond and free. It moves out into
the margin of barbarism which surrounds us everywhere.
It touchea the degraded heathen in Teluguland, and
shrinks not from the loatheome in our own commnnity.
The Christian who follows the teaching of this parable
will have no boundary dispute There will be no need
of a New Comumission, for the Great Comm'ssion covers
itall. We are neighbors to the whole world In need.

THE MASTRR MOTIVE OF NEIGHBORLINESS,

This the parable makes very evident. Our service is
not sincere unless it is self-sacrificlng. The Priest and
the Levite consulted their own convenience; but the Good
Samaritan thought only of the man's condition. They
were in too great hurry to care for a wounded brother;
he dropped his business at a cry for help. They stopped
their ears to his groans; he stooped to stannch his
wounds, They ran away from the problem of neigh-
borliness; but this good man patiently kept at the task,
and solved it for himself and future generations.

What made the difference with these people ? There
is only one answer. They worked from different
motives. The Priest had official religion, the Samaritan
had heart religion. The one wounld pass his spoiled
neighbor because the giving of help wonld soil his gar-
ments; the other unhesitatingly knelt in the dast and
dirt 'o do bis duty., The one was hastening to his home
to enjoy his food and wine; the other willingly gave
thess up to save a life. One excused himself, but the
other rushed to the rescue. There need be no uncertain

sound here. The Priest and the Levite lacked Love
as their master motive. The Samaritan was moved by
vothing elae. He had nothing to giin by exposing bim-
self to robbers on **The Blooly Way,'" as the road from
J-rusalem to Jericho was called. There was no ueces-
sity which compelled him to nurse all night the stranger
of a heted race. No one asked him to pay the bill or
promise the future. He assumed all this becatse he was
under the law of love, and he must obey his master
motive,

The practical application of this parable is “Go thon
and do likewise.”” That {s the only kind of holiness that
ingennine. All else is-gpurions and not acceptable to
God or man. We oughf always to live in the town
called Neighborliness and on the street called Lave

The Good Samarilan.

This lawyer ‘o whom Jesus told 'his parable came to
the Saviour to tempt him,—that is, nut merely to try
him. but to catch and trip him, if possible Tnstead Jesns
bronght him face to face with daty,—and daty, too,
which Jesus led him to s'ate himself in the most author-
itat've terms. And when ‘the man sought to slp out
from the pressure of Jesus' direct way with him. Jesus
told him this parable, and pressed on him the duty of
neighborliness : ** Go thon and do likewise.” Whoever
has dealings with Jesus is sure to be confronted with the
duty of service. Even those who crme to * tempt *'
him canvot face him without feeling themselves confromt-
ed with daty, * c

Jesus' parable teaches incidentslly the dangers of re
ligion. Religious people need s'ways to bz on their
guard leat the forms of religionsness cover over vital
gudliness. The priest and Levite had become »o formal-
jz:d that they went clean past a human cre turs in need
Liing in their very road. All of us need to be careful
lest religion brcome With us a meré matter of worship,
or form. o conviction or caste. - There can be mno true
godiiness without brotherliness Joha declared this un-
equivoeally, The man who professed to love God, and
who did pot love and pity and help his brother, John
sald was a lier, And that is the worst that can be said
of any man

Jeaus' parable *iso shows incidentally his conte mpt
for racial lines of prejudice. The Jews despised the
Semaritens. The priest and Levite would not have
eaten fod defiled by the Samaritan's touch Jeaus
plcked out & man of the outcsst ve~ple to illustrate the
spirit of true neighborlivess, Jesus never said saything
evil about the Sasmaritans, and his irflaence breaks
down race feeling, and leads men to recognize and ad-
mire goudness even when foand in the ostracizsd or un-.
privileged people.

And how illuminative la Jesus’ ides of neighborliness!
Itis & matter of geography with him. It is related of
Dr. Skinner that once he nsked n parishioner for sowe
wissionary contribution, and was met with a discourag-
ing reply, the parishioner alleging thet his duty was
owed tobis neighb.re. ‘‘Who are your neighbors?"
usked Dr. 8kinner. The man, who wsas not & genercus
spirit, and who desired to reduce their number to the
lowest liwrit replied : ‘The men whose lands touch
mine.”” “How deep do you own ?'’ asked Dr. Skinner.
'To the centre of the earth,’” was the nncompromising
reply. ‘Very well,” said Dr. Skianer, “‘thea all the
landholders in the world are your neighbors. You all
meet there.”” That was jesus' idea O.'y his notion
was wider stlll. Every mun is my velghbor who needs
me. Ishow myself neighborly when I help him in his
need,

Neigb riiness is a homely thing. That is exactly its
beauty, Whatever can be called homeltke is among the
best things in the wurld. A ity Is a hed
plrce without the spirit of good neighborliness, How
diff-rent it is when every one is full of helpiviness, and
ready to do anything possible to aid and cheer others !

Of course, it is some trouble to help people. The good
Simaritan was put out a bit. He had to walk. while the
injured man rode. He was doubtless delayed somewhat,
and it ¢ st him thought and a little money, and he did
not do it for the sake of being immortalizsd in s story,
But these are q-estions which true neighborliness mever
stoos to consider. Itis the epirit of nvquestioning, in-
stantaneous, cheerful helpfulness.

Are you deemed a good neighber? or do your meigh-
bors think ill of youn ?

We are all giving others endless trouble all the time.
Tt is a slight matter to take some trouble for others.

It is @ good thing to act & neighbor promptly. If the
Simar'tan had stopped to argue whether he was justified
in taking the tronble, the gocd impulse might have died,
and the poor man too.—Sel.

If she fails at this point she will lag
at the other.also. There are churches, and pastors too,
mo-e's the pity, that concentrate all their efforts upon
the home church, and the consequence in too many
instances, is financial embarcassmsnt. And this will be
the case so long as this saicidal policy {s pursued.
Heaven's windows will never be opened to such a

chureh  because. thete is disobedience to the plain,

poitive command of the Lord to that charch—to preach
the gospel Lo every creature, and thisshe doss not try to
do. There are those whosay, let the motive be what it
will, “if these Christians believe in Jesus Christ, as they
say they do, and that the heathen are lost without the
gospe!, why do they not go to work with all the earnest-
ners of their souls, to send, or to carry, the glad news to
those whom they say are perishing.’””
