London, March 19.—The British battleships Irresistible
and Ocean and the French battleship Bouvet were blown up
by floating mines, while engaged with the remainder of the
Allied fleet in attacking the forts in the narrows of the Dard-
anelles Thursday. 4

The British battleship Irresistible

' was commanded by Captain the Hon.
Stanhope Hawke, and in times of
peace had a complement of 780 men.
She was the largest of the three Allled
battleships sunk; being of 15,000 tons

of mines, but the British Admiralty asserts that the Turks and
the Germans set floating containers of explosives adrift and
#hese were carried down by the current into the water where
e Allied ships had gathered inside the entrance of the
Straits.

All the ships that were sunk were old ones, the Bouvet having been
pleted nearly y years ago and the Ocean and Irresistible in
1896. They were useful, however, for the work in which they were en-
gaged in the Dar The h British ships are being re-
placed by the battleships Queen and Impl b Is of a il
type. They are said to have started some tima ago for near eastern
waters in anticipation of just such losses as have now occurred. The
other ships engaged in the fighting, the British battle cruiser Infiexible
and the French battleship Gaudolis were hit by sheils and damaged.
The British casualties, according to the British official report, “were
not-heavy, considering the scale of the operations.”

The famage done to the Turkish forts by the heavy bombardment
has not yet been ascertained. It is stated that the operations against
them are continuing. The forts attacked were those on elther side of
the Keppez Bay and on Keppez Point, outside the narrows, and those on
Kilid Bahr and Chanak in the narrows.

The Keppez forts replied strongly when the battleships advanced
firlng up the Dardanelles and all the ships were hit. It Is asserted that
these forts finally were silenced and a bombardment of those in the
narrows was under way when the three battieships struck the mines.

(BRITISH ADMIRALTY
BELIEVES KARLSRUN
SUNK IN NOVEMBER

London, Mar. 20.—The Secretary
of the British Admiralty announces
that theré is every reagon to be-
lleve that the German cruiser
Karlsruhe was sunk in the neigh-
borhood of the West Indles %t the
beginning of November, and that
those of her crew who were res-
cued, reached Germany early in
December on the steamer Rio
Grande, which had been acting in
concert with the Karlsruhe.

His Excellency said that the bill

Casuaities Among British Officers.

London, March 19.—A casualty list
of officers received from the British

headquarters in the field under date
of March 15, gives the names of 83
officers, including Hindus, who were
killed or have dled from wounds, and
of 123 wounded or missing.

This brings up the total casualties
among officers since March 10, as of-
ficially reported, to 195 killed or dead
from wounds, and 816 wounded or
missing.

No. 8—"Has it been shown that
Auguste Dugal requested L. Auguste
Dugal to cash said cheque, and does
this accpunt for the signatures of both
appearing on the back of said cheque
when presented at the Bank of Mont-
real?”

No, 9—="Was the Department of
Public Works or the government
aware of the correct Christian names
and surname of the leader of the op-
position in this House, and do his
names correspond exactly with those
of the parties mentioned in the trans-
action involved in the above ques
tions?"”

Ottawa, Mar. 19.—At the opening of
the House Mr. Edmond Proulx, of
Prescott, gave notice of a bill to
amend the Senate and House of Com-
mons €0 as to provide that mo com-
pany of which a member of either
chamber is a director, or in which he
owns, directly or indirectly, a con-
trolling interest, may receive a con-
tract from the government, The law
at present is that a member of the
House is prevented from having con-
tract dealings with the government,
but may be a shareholder, or largely
interested in companies having con-
tracts with the government, except in
connection with public works.

Bank Act Amedment.

The House then went into commit~
tee on Hon. W. T. White's resolution
to amend the Bank Act so as to permit
banks up to August 1, 1915, to lend
money for the purchuase of seed grain
upon the security of the grain pur-
chased, the crop to be grown there-
from, and the grain threshed from the
crop.

Mr. White said that the general
credit or standing of the borrower
would still be the determining factor
in advances made. At the present the
law did not give the banks liens on
growing -crop, though they might be

on thé grain after 1t was
harvested. o legislation could not
be made compulsory, unless the banks
were also supplied with the money.

To Hon, Wm. Pugsley, who objected
to the fact that the lien still will be a
secret one, the minister stated that
there was he inconvenience that a
vast number of liens would have to be
registered, iIf bank liens w: made
public ones, and that machinery for
registering them would have to be
provided in the province of Quebec,
where at present there was none. The
bill was finally given a first reading.

In reply to a question by Mr. E. M.
MacDonald, at this juncture, Sir
Robert Borden stated that committees
of the cabinet council had been ap-
pointed to supervise purchases of war
supplies made by the Canadlan gov-
ernment or by Allied governments
through this one.

The House then took up Royal
Mounted Police estimates. The Prime
Minister stated there was now a total
force of 1,260 officers and men. The
government of Saskatchewan was
cantemplating the establishment of its
own provincial police force, but he
expected a satisfactory answer would
be arrived at with Alberta'to continue
the Mounted Police in that province.

Under the head of miscellaneous
ftems was an appropriation for a sta-
tue of Champlain at Orilla. This led
Mr. Edmund Proulx to ask whether
Champlain had not landed at Nepean
Point first, and he was informed there
was already a statue of Champlain
on Nepean Point,

Mr. A. K. MacLean suggested that
a statue should be erected to OCan-
ada's greatest historian, Parkman,

Hon. T. C. Cargrain took exception
to the statement that he was Can-
ada's greatest historian and Sir Wik
frid Laurier pointed out that Garneau
might have a claim in this regard.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier reminded the
House that it was proposed, in con-
nection with the celebration of one
hundred years of peace between Can-
ada and the United States, to erect a
statue of Parkman in Ottawa, one of
Queen Victoria in Washington and one
Washington in London,

The preliminary hearing in the case
against Policeman Joseph -H. Jeffery,
charged with stealing nine dollars
from Hum Moon Hun in Hop Lee's
store, Mill street, Saturday night last,
was concluded in the Police Court
yesterday. Jeffery was committed for
trial and thé Magistrate stated that
he would accept bail for $2,000, the
prisoner for that amount and two sure-
ties of $1,000 each. He stipulated,
however, that the sureties must be
property owners ahd he would grant
three days to allow Jeffery to procure
the necessary bail.

Daniel Mullin, K. C. was present for
the prosecution and J. A. Barry repre-
sented the defemdant.

He'was just
paying a visit to Hop Lee on Satur-
day night. Witness said he did not
smoke in any of the rooms.

Took Pen, Money and Keys

Harry Willie testified” that it was
nearly ten o'clock when lie went to
Hop Lee's and saw Jeffery. Jeffery
said “Hullo;” I said ‘“What you want
in here,” he caught me by coat, point-
ed a revolver at me and told me to
80 in middle room and to keep quiet.

He
also took a fountain pen and black
silk handkerchief which he kept. Wit
ness said he had not got goeds back
again. A couplg of keys were also
taken. Witness identified the pen
and keys as hig property, they being
produced in court by Ye Hoey who
claimed Jeffery returned them to him
on Monday morning. Witness saw
Jeffery take hold of Hop Lee by the
neck and demand $500 ‘or opium.
Jeffery put his hand in Hop's pocket
and took a bill from him, Jeffery
then fired a shot at Hum Gow.

Hum Ging sworn sald he cbnducted
a laundry on Paradise Row and had
been in this country sixteen years.

The Germans had noted the move-
ment and fired, but hit nobody.
“We got yithin seven feet of the
bunch in that old house and heard
them whispering,” sald one member

took the position over from an English
regiment they found the crest too low
for their height and had to raise it
several inches. The Canadians have
shown characteristi¢c ingenuity and
initiative in arranging the trenches
to suit themselves, and besides, have
made them wholly dry and comfort-
able.
“This beats Salisbury Plain” they
kept saying, referring to their experi-
ence in drilling and waiting in Eng-
land. “All we need was to be in,”
sald the colonel. We came from
home to fight and we are fighting.
There is no trouble about discipline.
Every man is keyed up and right on
the job.”
The entire contingent of Canadians
was as chipper as a winning baseball
team. “We won't care to go to the
fire-works any more when we return
home,” said & man from Ontario, who
asked the correspondent if he knew
Toronto and Buffalo. “We get enough
of German flares” the man added as
the flares kept raising at intervals.
“They are worried lest we are going
to spring an attack on them, and we
shall, pretty soon, too, I hope,” the
soldier said.

Death of Rev. A. Billington,

In speaking of the verdict rendered
by the coroner’s jury last night re the
bettering of the patrol system, Chief
of Police Simpson said that he thought
a motor patrol vehicle would be a
great improvement over the present
system and would, in a very short
time, for itself. With the motor
vehicle the calls could be made more
promptly, and it would easily do away
with the outside lockups, As long as
there has been a police force in the
city there have been outside lockups
in different sections where prisoners
have been lodged.

Chief Simpson has made a rule
whereby when prisoners are arrested
the officer ,will summon . the 'patrol
and have the prisoner taken to the cen-
tral police station where he will be
constantly under the watch of the po-
liceman on duty there. If the prison-
er is left in one of the outside lockups
he i not looked after by-the officers
on the beats and if anything happens
tc him he, being alone, he cannot sum-
mon assistance. :
