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OUR PART IN TOE WAR.
There is much more to the loyal stand 

of the British oversea dominions in this 
Empire struggle than mere support to 
Great Britain on the field of battle. It 
is proof that British rule and British 
law gre just and fair, and are the basis 
for freedom that has never 'been sur­
passed. It is an answer to those who 
thought that Canada, Australia, New 
Zealand, India, Newfoundland and South, 
Africa were not so much a part of thé' 
Empire, and as ready to share the Bpfc- 
pirf’s burdens, as Great Britain. Since 
this war was started by the Kaiser thd 
wisdom of Gréât Britain in her dealings 
with her oversea possessions has been 
demonstrated in many ways. Whàt a

In commenting upon this loyalty ahd 
what It means to the Empire and 
Allies the Boston Transcript, which has 
discussed the war and questions bearing 
upon it with great fairness, points out 
that tbe Empire’s strength Is being con­
centrated, and will continue to be con­
centrated, at a time whets Germany can 
ho longer look for aid yutside her own 
borders. Says the Transcript: ,

“Great Britain is drawing military and 
naval support from its colonies and de­
pendencies at the very time when those 
of Germany are falling one after another 
into the hands of the enemy.

Australian and New 
Zealand troops are participating to the 
Dardanelles compaign, and the Austral­
ian navy has tbe exploit of the destruct­
ion of the Bmden to its credit, The 
presence of Australian and New Zealand 
soldiers in Turkey bears testimony to 
the effectiveness of the military systems 
of those dependrooies. Australia on its 
way to realise the ideal of a nation In 
arms had before the war begun a citizen 
army of more than 17<MX)0 men who had 
received at least some training for war. 
The Australian organization was out­
lined by Kitchener four years ago and 
thanks to hi* suggestion the Australian 
military academy is copied from West 
Point, of which he is an admirer.”

Norton, N. Bu, June 18—A drowning 
accident was narrowly averted in the 

! Kennebecasis river here today when 
; Harold Gillies, about sixteen years old, 
would have lost his life had it not been 
for the plucky efforts of his comrade, 
Willie Steele.

Young Gillies, who is a son of Mr 
and Mrs. Arthur Gillies, of ' Bellislt 
Creek, attends the advanced department 
of the school here, and at the noon hour 
today, in company with some other 
boys, went to the river for the purpose 
of bathing. Just what happened is .not 

■ known, but it is supposed he was seised 
! with cramps, as his comrade heard him 
call for help and noticed he was sink­
ing-

After he had drifted to shallow water 
Willie Steele was able to get hold of 
him and succeeded in bringing him to 
shore. The alarm being given, a large 
crowd was soon at the scene and every 
means of restoration was used, but it 
was some time before he showed signs 
of life. On regaining consciousness he 
was carried to the home of C. B. Beld- 
ing. His condition is improving and 
the danger is thought to be passed.

Donald Clayton, aged eight years, son 

of Superintendent Joshua P. Clayton, of 
Ferahill Cemetery, was drowned in the 
Marsh Creek, last evening.

'The body of the young lad was re­
covered by ' John O’Leary, assisted by 
F. McCabe, at 9.48 o’clock last night, 
fifteen minutes after the men had ar­
rived at the scene of the fatality with 
the city’s grappling irons.

The first word of the loss of young 
Clayton was brought to the father by a 
lad named Hunter. Hunter had called 
at the Clayton home in Ferahill, short­
ly before 7 o’clock, and, later, while 
walking down the hill, saw Donald 
Clayton seated on Travis’ bridge with a 
fishing rod in his hand. Hunter hurried 
cut to watch his friend fishing; but 
when he reached the small structure 
which spans the creek, at a point op­
posite Ferahill, he saw only a fishing 
rod and cap floating in the water.

Stunned for a moment by the awfpf 
thought that flashed to his mind, the 
bay gazed breathlessly at the familiar 
objects. He knew what had occurred. 
Then he sped to sound the alarm.

Superintendent Clayton, together with 
his sons and several passers-by, were 
making frantic search for the. body; but 
without result.

Count}' policeman Saunders was later 
notified, and also Chief Simpson and 
Commissioner Russell, who despatched a 
motor car for John O’Leary and F. Mc­
Cabe, with instructions to bring the 
dty’s grappling irons.

Unfortunately, the mesage to Com­
missioner Russell named Little River as 
the scene of the fatality and valuable 
time was lost while the car was driven 
there. O’Leary, with McCabe and 
County Policemen Saunders, located 
the body fifteen minutes after the grap­
ples were lowered Into Marsh Creek. 
Detective Worrell was a member of the 
search party.

Coroner Roberts, in answer to a tel­
ephone call, gave permission to have the 
body removed to the Clayton residence 
as the body had been submerged more 
than two hours.

There is a depth of twenty-five feet of 
water in the creek at the Travis bridge, 
and a depth of thirty feet where the 
body was found, a short distance be­
low the span. '

vive five brothers and three sisters;

FIELD MARSHAL SIR JOHN FRENCH. aGeneral Headquarters of the British Army in France, via London, June 19 
—Yesterday, the centennial anniversary of the battle of Waterloo, Field Mar­
shal Sir John French, the British commander, visited a cavalry division not 
long out of the trenches.

The general stood in the centre of the square before the Tenth Hussars, 
once Ms own regiment, and before the famous First Life Guards. Sir John 
did not make a speech, but spoke as soldier to soldier, hesitating fos words 
at times in Ms emotion. The men were actually seeing their commander-in­
chief who, in the complicated immensity of modern warfare, is only a name 
to them.

“I know,” said General French, “what you were capaMe of, and you have 
shown that you are equal to ahy work required of a soldier. It inquires 
more dogged tenacity, more courage to stand for many days in the trenches 
than to make one brave charge.

“Against that dastardly attack at Ypres, with a weapon against ail 
usages, when the cloud of gas rolled over your trenches, gasping, Minded and 
fit darkness you stood your ground with a determination wMch prevented dis­
aster.” ■!

MEDICINAL PLANTS 
GROWING IN N. B.

OF COMMERCIAL VALUE
To describe, or even to give a list of 

the five hundred verities of plants that 
come under the head of medicinal, as 
given in a more than ordinarily inter­
esting bulletin 'by Assistant Dominion 
Botanist J. Adams, M.A, would take 
up an exceptional amount of space. Mr. 
Adams entitles his puolication, “Medi­
cinal Plants and Their Cultivation in 
Canada.” It to Bulletin No. 28, Second 
Series, of the experimental farms, and 
can be had free by addressing the Public­
ations Branch, Department of Agricul­
ture, Ottawa. Director Grisdale, of the 
Dominion Experimental Farms, makes a 
correct estimate when he says “Such'in- 
formation as to contained in this pub­
lication should be of value to many of 
our farmers.” Dominion Botanist Gas- 
sow explains that the bulletin owes its 
preparations to the numerous inquiries 
received from time to time relating to 
the cultivation of plants possessed of cer­
tain medicinal of health-restoring proper­
ties. Mr. Adams, who was formerly 
lecturer on 'Botany and Vegetable 
Materia Medica at Dublin, Ireland, sug­
gests that no farmer runs any risk by 
devoting a small plot of about an aero 
to drug culture as an experiment for a 
few years. But for anybody to go head­
long into the business as a speculation 
would be unwise.

After dealing with soil, climate, culti­
vation, collection, drying, imports and 
exports, and explaining the terms used, 
Mr. Adams gives prominence, with faith­
ful illustrations in outline, to the medi­
cinal plants in demand. These briefly 
are:

The pope replied that there was no 
need of concealing that the interests of 
the Holy See had been considered, and 
added: “The state of war puts three in­
terests in danger. We are at the present 
time in an uncertain situation. I must 
recognize, that the Italian government is 
giving us some proofs of its good inten- 
lonk. Our relations are improved, but 
conditions are as yet not to our entire 
satisfaction. For example, could they 
not let pe keep my guards intact. I 
need to guarantee the material security 
of my person4 and of the artistic treas­
ures whifch surround me. They took 
twenty of ray guards, several officers 
and others whom I cannot readily re­
dace.

“If the Germans had only known it, 
we were isolated, our company I mean, 
but they thought we were pretty strong, 
tod retired. Not having any support on 
our left or rear, we dug in and by morn­
ing we were six feet under ground, in a 
well, protected position with a good field 
of fire. The Germans then put their 
artillery on to us try to blow up our 
trench, but out of 278 shells, some of 
them ‘Jack Johnsons’ and ‘coal boxes,’ 
as these are called, as when they ex­
plode it sounds like a ton of coal being 
dumped on a cellar floor, and makes a 
hole six feet deep, I only counted 278 
in an hour and a half with the loss of 
about a dozen men, they struck before 
and aft, I am thankful to say. Well 
that day, the Buffs came up to.our sup­
port, and they lost 100 men, getting them; 
in by shell fire- We remained there for 
four or five days, I . can’t remember 
which, and were relieved by the Rifle 
Brigade. Then we came back to trenches 
on the Yscr Canal, and we remained 
there one day and night, then advanced 
and dug Ourselves in about two miles 
away under shell and rifle fire the whole 
time. Then we marched fifteen miles 
back here and are refitting and getting 
a lot of new men. The Canadian casu­
alties will be about 6,000, but we held 
the Germans and prevented them from 
breaking through to Calais, and gave 
time for reinforcements to come up.

“We had -a little talk from General 
Alderson today and he seemed pleased 
at the showing the Canadians have 
made. I certainly was lucky, f have 
been hit by shrapnel, but not skin 
broken, only ‘bruises; buried under earth 
In a trench, and bullets flying all around, 
but still alive with nerves shaken a bit,, 
but will be all right with few days’ rest 
When we go from here, I don’t know, 
there Is a big drive on somewhere, we 

’will be pushed in to fill up or take some 
trenches, and so it will go on until we 
wear out the Germans.”
