l THAT rublic moress will not be granted in
o aid of schools taugkt between Dec. 30th,
1871, and Janusry 15th, 1872,

2. That the Boundaries st School Districts es-
tablished under the authority of “ the U~mmon
Schoois Act. 1871,”’ will shortly be posted in each
School District of the Province. : :

8. That the first Annual bchool Meeting will

e convened in the School Disiricts of the Pro-
vince on January 11th, 1872, at 10 <’clock, A. 31
by notives isaned by the County Iuspectors, and
way be continued till 4 o’clock, P M,

4. That the duries and powers of the Annual
School Meeting. ne preseribed by ** the Common
8ch rols Aet, 1871,” are, in brief, as follows:

(1). The election from among the qualified
veters present i, . :-ersons resident in the
Diatrict and rated in the Parish Assess-
meant List in respect of real and personal
property or income, and persons non-reei-
dent in the Parish but rated on property
in the District) of a Chairman to preside
over the meeting, The Chairman ias to
determine sll Twniona of orier, to take
the votes of qunalified voters only, to decide
neeording to the majority of votes, and to
give a casting vote in case of an equality
of votes.
