Honesty’s Punishment.
{From the Boston Post.}
The recent diamond case in New York
adds confirmation to the fact already es-
tablished, that honest endeavor to comply

-} with the vexatious requirements of the

revenue laws is more liable to punish-
ment than the boldest frauds. The cir-
cumstances are peculiarly striking. An
Englishman in South Africa, wishing to
send a package of diamonds to this coun-
try, and having no knowledge of our
laws or the latest ‘‘circulars” of the de-
partment regulating imports, addressed
his goods through the mails to the Col-
lector of the port, requesting that officer
to assess the proper duties on them,

charge his fees, and collect of the agents

to whom the diamonds were consigned,
on delivery. Nothing could have shown

a more honest desire to conform to the
strictest letter of thelaw of which he was
ignorant. But it seems that the endeavor
itself was a violation of law. By.the
very means which the importer used to
place his goods in the hands of the Go-
vernment for full collection of daties, he
was adjudged guilty of an attempt to de-
fraud the revenue. For among other
regrlations of the Department is one for-
bidding the importation of diamonds
through the mails. On this point the
Collector seized with promptness. No
notice was given the merchants to whom
the diamonds were consigned, and no
action was taken to secure the duty to
which the Government was on-
titled on the importation. The diamonds
were promptly advertised for sale as for-
feited goods; and thus alone were their
owners made aware that their property
was in r, or that any irregularity
existed. Intercession was made by a
gentleman hlﬁl: in political favor at Wash-
ington, and privilege of proving the
absence of intent to defrand was granted
the merchants, followed by the return of
their goods on payment of duties, costs,
fees and other exactions.

" acceptance of his resignation and the
equally prompt election of a successor
must have taken him by surprise. The
promptitudé with which the Right used
their vietory, and accepted the situation
without Thiers, shows that their prc-
gramme had been carefully prepared in
advance.

THE GREAT TORNADO—EIGHT KILLED AND
MANY WOUNDED—A VILLAGE DE-
STROYED. ,

: CHI1caGo, May 24.

A special from the tornado in Wash-
ington, Iowa, adds nothing to the previ-
ous despatches. The extent of country
devastated by the storm is probably not
very great, as despatches from along its
supposed route outside of Washington
County in answer to telegraph inquiries,

- report that it did not reach them. Mc-

Donough, Ill., where almost a precisely
similar tomado occurred about the same
time is some 250 miles, a little east by
south of Washington County, Iowa.

W ASHINGTON, Iowa, May 24.

- Additional particulars of the tornado

make the damage a great deal more than
heretofore reported. Six more persons
died, making eight in all. The names of
the vlctims not before reported, are La
den Housel, Mr. Davidson, a daughter of
Jacob Seek, and two children of Henry
Waters. There are many others whose
lives are despaired of. These are all re-
ported within 6 or 8- miles on the line of
the storm.

To what extent the storm raged in
other parts of the country is not yet
learned. Am enormous amount of pro-
perty has been destroyed. It is impos-
sible to describe the scene after the
terrible storm had passed. It re-
sembled a long tract of country that had
been suddenly flooded and everything
carried away, as if the water had left

* everything in complete ruin.

The force of the storm was such that
nothing resisted it. Heavy objects were
carried over a quarter of a mile and
thrown to the ground with such violence
as . to half imbed them in the earth.
‘Wagons and farm implements of all kinds
were thrown all around and even the
spokes were brokén out of the wagon
wheels. A hog was found pierced througi

~ and pinned to the ground by a spike of

timber; two by four inches. Over 1000
persons from this place visited the scene|.
yesterday and rendered all the assistance
in their power to the sufferers.

Paris, May 25.
THIERS RESIGNS AND MARSHALL MCMAHON
MADE PRESIDENT.

The Thiers Government was defeated

in the French Assembly Saturday by a
small majority. Intense excitement fol-
lowed. The Ministers tendered their re-
signations, which were accepted by
Thiers, who then resigned the Presiden-
cy. A motion to appoint a new President

_ caused a tumult in the Assembly, the Left
moving that Thiers’ resignation should
not be accepted. The latter motion was
lost by a vote of 368 to 339, and Marshall
MacMahen was chosen President by 890
votes,—the Left abstaining from the bal-
lot. MacMahon accepted and it was an-
nounced that the Ministers would retain
their offices temporarily. The people
 were greatly excited, but no disturbance

occurred. .

the Haymarket.

What we see we may report—but not
overminutely; and as for comment, we
had better omit any. So, understanding
our duty, we wander through the crowd.

It is nearly midnight. A considerable
stream is pouring into the Haymarket from
GreatWindmill St.inwhich thoroughfare is
situated a large dancing saloon known as
the Argyle rooms, and licensed byan act
of George III.. Observe how many of
these leaders of the demi-monde drive
away in their own private broughams.
Note the monograms on the panels and
the neat liveries of driver and footman.
ﬁwd clusters round the entrance of
tHIS licensed establishment to watch the
departing ladies, some of its number
feeling flattered if they should receive
from one of them a nod of recognition, a
tap of the fan, a friendly wink. The at-
tendant policeman finds it difficult to
keep the road clear. Like Fdstidius
Brisk, in Every Man out of his Humor,
he “swears tersely and with variety.”
But his efforts are ineffectual. Till the
last brougham has driven away, till the
last anonyma unattended has tripped off,
till the lights are turned out, the little
crowd stands staring intently as if some
very meritorious action were being per-
formed. But it flashes across eme’s mind
4hat just such a litle crowd will gather
round a corpse, or hang about the door
of a house where murder has been done.
Remembering which, one shudders and
turns away.And from what class of society
are the incomes drawn to pay for. these
broughams, for these jewels, for these
dresses? From every class. It is openly
visited—this haunt—by men of wealth
and of what is popuiarly denominated
«Spotless reputation.” That big burly
man with the florid complexion is
Sir—— ——, a celebrated city banker.
He spends the early part of the eveuing
behind the scenes at one of the theatres.
He is finishing up the night here. That
evil-visaged and elderly person with his
hair brushed over his temples might have
been a coster-monger, but . is in reality
a lord. He has been mixed up in a
variety of shady transactions, the most
notorious being that of the famous
« Restorer of Youth,” who has been
recently liberated from Newgate. On each
arm hangs a girl smoking a cigarette.
The combined ages of his protegees
would not reach his own by ten years.
To-night he patrols the Haymarket; to-
morrow night he will be making laws for
the government of Britain. Heis one of
our hereditary legislators.

of the staff noted as being the best-dress-
ed and most enipty-headed in London.
The number of old men to be found here
always excites astonishment. How their
white heads—in a few years to be laid
under the sod—contrast with the flaxen
or auburn or black tresses of their com-
panions! but how well harmonized are
their senile mumblings with the hard,
hollow, ringing laugh of the dames! The
laugh heard here is th: most dismal
cachinnation ever uttered. It reminds
one of Swinburne's line—
* Laughter heard far dewn in hell.”

In this revel of Circe strange characters
meet. Billiard-markers jostle marquises.
Clerks smoke cigars under the noses of
merchants, and as the crowd slowly
passes up and down in two unceasing
streams the buzz of conversation surges,
the hollow laugh is repeated ; all is motion
and gayety and abandon. ‘Let us be
merry, for—to-morrow we diel!”—Har-
per's Magazine for June.

The British Army.

Writing, many years a%:, on the condi-
tion of England, Thomas Carlyle express-
ed a hope that armies of men trained to
fight and kill one another would some
day give place to armies of industry,
commanded by captains of industry, who
should subdue the earth in a way very
different from that of the slaughterers.
In one sense, the hope expressed by the
deep-thinking author is about to be real-
ized, for the British army is becoming a
working army. - Every man who enlists
may, if he will, learn a trade, the choice
being left to him; and thus at the same
time that he is subjecting himself to dis-
cipline, and acquiring habits of obedience,
he may become an artificer. skilful or not,
according to his capabilities. It is one
of the miseries of a soldier’s life in time
of peace that during one half of his time
he has nothing to do, and he frequently
falls into mischief in consequence.
the new system he will be saved from
this misery, and be taught a good trade
in addition to military duties; so that
should he desire to quit the army at the
end of his term, he will be well qualified
to earn his living, and to prove himself a
useful member of society.
