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AUSTRALIA AND CANADA.

The development of the trade and
resources of Australia can very well be
compared with that of Canada. At any
rate Canada can not well object to the
instituting of a comparisen on the ground
of geographical disadvantages. With
mxty millions of people at her side, a
purchasing power still further south, and
the English market within a distance of
two th seven dred miles of
Quebec, it will scarcely be said that the
island) of Australia, twelve th
miles from the English market, seven
thousand from the nearest city of our
neighbors, and nearly seven thousand
five hundred from Canads, should have
market advantages which we in Canada
cannot possess. Both are British
colonies, practically under the the same
system of government, Australia being
divided into provinoes or colonies as was
Canada before Confederation. Al-
though not of the same age, Canada
has the advantage of about half
s oentury. In square miles we
have also the advantage of our sister
colony, in the possession of nearly one
bundred thousand more. In soil and
resources we are about equal, and in
climate both are well favored.

A comparison of population and trade
will be interesting, as showing how much
truth, if any, there is in the Canadian
tory contention that our progress of late
years is due mainly to the trade
policy and the general -dmimltn-
tion of our govermment, It will be re-
membered that at the Montreal Board
of Trade banquet last month, the mem-
bers of government present, while refer-
ring to the wonderful natural advantages
of our y, its in ber,
minerals and fish, did not hesitate toim-
ply that the system of protection adopt:
ed by the government contributed large-
ly to “the phenomenal progressin the
development of our resources.” The
Australian colonies have not adopted
the protective policy. New South Wales
is strictly a free trade colony; the other
colonies have merely a small tariff for
revenue purposes. Comparison of re-
sults will, therefore, be of some interest.

In 1840 when Melbourne, the chief
city in Australia, had but a population of
less than six thousand, Montreal, our

3 h
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idea of the prosperity which our friends
in thy Antipodes must emjoy. Itis to
be noted that in no line in which Aus-
tralia bas taken an active interest does
Canada lead.

Another point in favor of Australia is
the continually increasing value of her
land. A few weeks ago an article ap-
peared in the London Christian World
directing attention to this point. Here
is an instance: A farming property%nd
been purchased some miles out of Mel-
burne ten years ago for £2,000 ; last year,
on the death of its owner, it brought at
private sale a fraction over £11,000. This
is in very striking contrast to the
recent transfer of one of our best farms
in this province, in Sunbury Co., a
few months ago at $4,000, the
original price being $6,000.

Another feature in Australian enter-
prise is the happy position of the work-
ingman., Untaxed, comparatively speak-
ing, on the necessaries of life, he finds
living cheaper than in “protected”
countries ; and in addition to this his
rate of wages is much higher than in
Canada. As an i : about four

In one item alone, that of wool, Aus-
tralia exported in 1885 more in value
than Canada’s entire exports, the value
of the wool being something over ninety-
nine millions of dollars. In minerals she
has made wonderful progressjin devel-
opment, outstripping Canada altogether.
In the article of coal alone, although we
have larger regions of ooal bed, her trade
is considerable larger than that of ours.
In breadstuff, although of late years we
make a good showing, Australia leads us
considerably. Comparing the returns cf
our North-west, our principal wheat pro-
ducing distriet, for 1887, with the returns
of their chief wheat producing colony,
South Australia, for 1885, the latest we
have at hand, we find that where the
North-west exported to the value of
something over six million dollars, South
Australia sent to the different markets of
the world breadstuff to the value of over
ten millions. Even in the exporting of
live stock our younger colony leads
us, Victoria alone having exported in
1885 to the value ot something over
$4,500,000.

Then the air being denser
contains more oxygen inan eiual vhl-
ume, and that gas being quickly sap-
plied, the combustion is fiercer and
more perfect.

The Cases Against the Queen
And Barker Resumed.

Several Well Known Citizens
Examined as Witnesses.

Some Interesting Evidence Taken
=-Adjourned Until Tuesday.

Loug before the opening of the police
court yesterday morning the room* was
literally packed with citisens, young and
old, who had gone early in order to obtain
standing space, and those who waited un-
til the hour announced for the opening were
unable to get in at all. The

Case Against John A. Edwards
was first taken up, and the examination of
witnesses resumed.

Mr. McOready was preseat for the prese-
cution, but Mr. Geo. F. Gregory, whom the
temperance party had engaged as his coun-
sel, was unable to attend, having an argu-
ment before the supreme court. Mr. Van-
Wart was present again for the defence.

Wm. F, Pollard, sworn, said he was a
carpenter, resided in Fredericton, knew de-
fendant, John A. Edwards, had seen him
around the Queen Hotel. Supposed he
stopped at the Queen Hotel, did not know
whether he did or not. Would not swear
that he did not stop there. Witness had
been in the hotel in January and had done
work there as a carpenter. He worked
there all of January except the firat fort-
night. Robert McElvaney was the man who
first employed him to work about the
Qaeen Hotel, that was tour or five years
ago. He worked for McElvaney two months,,
been working at the Queen ever since. In
answer to the question, ““Who have you
worked for since ?”” witness said for any
man that employed him. The shop was at-
tached to the Queen Hotel. COould not say
whose building 1t was; defendant gave him
the privilege of going there and fitting it up
as & carpenter shop. He paid no rent. He
had done some cornicing about the hotel in
the month of January. It was under the di-
rection of Robt. Winters. To Mr. M y's
question, “Who paid you tor dfing the
work?”’ witness answered, ‘‘bave not got
any pay yet.”” Noone sent him to Mr.
Winters. Mr. Winters came to him about
the job, and told him what he wanted him
to do.

Q—To whom did you charge tbe work ?

A—Have not made any charge.

Q—Whom do you expect to pay you for it ?
(objected and allowed.)

A—D'1l get my money for it all right; I
suppose Fred Nicholson will pay me.

Had done other work besides the cornio-

A—No, I do not.

Witness had been in the bar room between
the dates named iu the information. Oould
not say whom he saw there. His business
called him there and he had to go. Could
not say if any person was there or not. The
bar room was heated by hot water pipes
and he had to go into the room to repair
them. He saw some images sitting on the
shelves back of the counter, and some
of McKee's beer. “ Anything else?"’
Saw some bottles, might find »
ocouple of cigars if you looked around.
That was all that he knew was in the bar.
Saw nothing om the counter, not even a
pitcher. Got a drink of beer out of a bottle.
Nobody gave it to him.. He went in quiet.
ly, took it and drank it. He had no other
drink beside that. Could not swear whether
or not he had been in the bar room at
sny other time between the dates men-
tioned. Mr. Edwards paid bim some money
on -Saturday night last for fixing a sled.

VaaWart ohjacted to Mr. McOready's ques-
tion, “Did you formerly board thers 7’ on
the ground that the witness should confine
himself to the datef named in the informa-
tion. The question was allowed aund the
witness answered that he bad. He left the
hotel about & year agn. Had not been in
the bar room between the dates named in
the information. Had been in no other
room thaa the office between those dates, and
purchased no liquor, nor had he seen any.

John R. Haines testified that he wasa
carpenter. He knew defendant, but could
not say that he lived in the city. It he
wanted to see him he would go to the Queen
Hotel. Witness had been in the hotel be-
tween the 4th and 26th days of January
last. Was not there on any business, just
went down to drop in.
