text is I Timothy iii, 16, "‘Great is
the mystery of godhneas ”

Ignordnce is g 'Stunted scoffer. “As
a dwarf she will ridicule the helping
hand of knowledge, which she js too
short of stature to réach. As am
iconoclastic waif of the strect she
will ‘hurl derisive missiles at the big
square windows of the temple of
wisdom, whosc walls she is too puny
to topple down. ‘““‘Come,”’ said an
aristocratic but very ignorant wo-
man of London to her guest—‘‘come
into the front room. I want to show
you a poor, crazy, deluded and yet
harmless old man. He seems to have
an inteiligent face, but there he sits
in the house just across the street
hour after hour, day after day and
week after weck as a little. child,
with a clay pipe, blowing soap bub-
bles.”” Who was the frivolous hostess
who was patronizingly asking -her
guest to laugh at the old man who
seemed to find employment in blow-
ing a few soap bubbles in Leicester
Square, London? Not one person of
this generation ever heard of her
name. Who was the poor, silly old
man of intelligent face, with a penny
clay pipe;, blowing soap bubbles? He
was Isaac Newton, whose skull in-
cased the greatest brain of his time.
He ‘was lsaa¢g Newton, labonously,
intensely, unremjftingly studying the
laws of the refrpetjon of light, for
which inyestigations and discoveries
he was 'to be heonored by scicntific so-
cieties all around the woild, It -is
never safe to take public opinion as

a guide in estimating men or things.
hha]low critics often assume a

A sapient mien and in supercilious tone

deride the wisdom they cannot cem-
prehend. A stuffed owl with spectacles
on nose may pose in a museum as an
emblem of wisdom, ‘but the winged
denizen of the forest hooting in-the
darkness is no feathered oracle,

How often have the pure white
garments of wisdom been bespattered
and befouled by blatant, bombastic
ignorance!! How often has the philo-
sopher and the truth seeker been
taunted with his failure to solve the
probléms of the universel He does
not know everything; no man more
conscious of that fact then he!
should he on that account desert the
fountain of wisdom and refrain al-
together from drinking at the Pier-
ian spring? Should the scientific
student be so discouraged at his
limitations as to destroy the tele-
scope because it docs not reach the
limits of space? Should he throw
away his microscope because it does
not magnify enough? Is he to burn
out with senseless. passion eyes that
are not omniscient ‘and wreck his
eardrums because they fail to detect
remote harmonics? Isaac: Newton,
himself the greatest philosopher of
his time, was one of the humblest of
men.. At the end of his life he said:
“I know not how I may appear to
others. As for myself, I seem to be
like a schoolboy playing at the foot
of the sand dunes, gathering here a
white shell and a swoother stone
than ordinary, while the great sea
of knowledge lies all unexplored be-
fore me."’ Because a man
does not know everything, that is no
reason why he should dcspise the
“temple of wisdom.”” ~ Because here
and there a veil or a mist cannot be
penetrated, that is no reason why he
should become a ground mole and
not try to follow in the self revealed
footprints of truth.

There are two purposes for this
sermon. The first .is to/ talk abont
some of the great mysteries of the
gospel. I would show you that
ahout every church altar there are
great Appalachian ranges, great tow-
ering mountain peaks of mysteries.

' So high they are that the mind of

man ' cannot aftain to them, yet
each bears the mark of divine certi-
tude, the mark of the cross is stamp-
ed upon {fiem as the Moupt of the
Holy Cross in Colorado bears the
sign of the cross.. To this sign we
bow and believe, even though we
cannot understand. Peter cowld not
understand; John of the Apocalypse
could not understand, and Paul, be«
holding them, ‘exclaimed,
the mystery of godliness!'” What
those mighty ' intellects could not

‘arate throncs in heaven.' !t u a
Jnystery to be reverently accepted be-
yond the power of the human mind
to understand, and that it should be
80 is not strange, for God himself
has declared, ‘‘As the heavcn. are
higher than  the earth, so are my

ways higher than your ways gnd my |

thoughts than your thoughts.’” We
cannot explain the personmality = of
God any more than you can tell why
the grass grows or the sun shines.
But' we do feel and know that, like
the grass and the light, the Trinity
of the Godhead is a great divine
fact. _And, furthermore, we do fecl
and kfow that ~as God the Fathor
lives, so Christ was born into this ;
world not only to save ug from sin,
but also to prove that God the Croa—
tor is a God of love.. Mystery, my- j
stery, mystery! A high, deep, im-
penetrable and overpowering my-
stery! Yet the mystery of the Fath-
er, Son and Holy Spirit is a fact
revealed to us, to be accepted by
faith and bringing to all who so re-
ceive it a message of joy and peace.

Consider How near this conception
of Christ, the Divine Son manifested
in human flesh, brings the Deity to
us. If we did not have the manifest-
ation of God’s love in Jesus Christ,

how would we worship? Evem ths:

lowest forms of religious truths can-
not exist in the heart of man Wwith-
out some kind of an incarnation. I

said some years ago in India to a .

Buddhist priest: ‘‘You do not be-
lieve that these hidcous idols of wood
and clay and stone have any divine
power? You do not believe that
those bleared eyes and that horrible
grin and that twisted body is a
god? You know you do not. Why,
I could knock him down with my
hand. I could crush him with the
heel of my foot.””  ““Oh, yes,” an-
swered the priest. ‘“What you say is
true. We intelligent leaders of the
east do not believe those idols are
gods. But the common people can-
not conceive of a spirit God, as our
prophet has revealed him to us,. So
we give the common people a god of
clay and woord, which they can see
and touch.’”” Drother, our God has
sent us Jesus Christ in the flesh. He
came as a revelation of God. Ie
came so that our finite minds might
grasp the infinite. He camé to show
us that God could suffer a8 we suf-
fer and be tempted as we are tempt-
ed, yet be without sin. He came as
a God of never cnding love. Mystery!
Mysatery! The Trinity is an inex-
plainable mystery. Yet it is a my-
stery we all need, a mystery we
should all aceept. It is a mystery
essential to our peace,

Thus ths mystery of the Trinity
means simply this: God the Father
comes to us and says: ‘‘To explain
to you all things, my child, vwould
be to set before you what you could
not comprehend. Your mind is too
weak to grasp it, any more than a
little child in his father’s laboratory
can understand or grasp the chemical
principle of the achesion of the basic
elements. But if you sce the God-:
head veiled by a human form, if you
see the Spirit of God animating a°
being like yourself, if you come imn
contact with the divine perfections,
active in  human environment, you
will then have a glimpse of the
glory of the Godhead and ,realize-
something of ithe supernal mystery of
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. All
this I will show to prove that I am
God, the I_oving Father, and ye are
my children.’ To-day we find the
Trinity a mystery. But, though a
mystery, deep an hlgh and overpow-
ering, it.is a mystery so simple that
a little child can reverence the ma-

_jesty of the Father, can realize the

love of the Son and can yield to the
influence of the Holy Spirit. Great
and yet beautiful and simple is the
mystery ofl.godliness in Jesus Christ.

Yet, though I
was born a Calvinist and have been
baptized in a Calvinistic church and
have received my theological educa-
tion in a Calvinistic seminary, yet
to-day I feel just as much at home in
the Methodist Church as I do in the
Presbyterian. I could just as logh
cally be a member of a Methodist
conference as [ am now 'a member of
a Calvinistic presbytery,

The Taystery of why God ever Iet
sin come into the world: It is am
inexplicable mystery. It is & mys-
tery the more inexplicable because,
from a human standpoint, if there
had been no sin then there would
have been no need of a place of fu-
ture punishment, But, after we have
once accepted the belief that a lav-
ing God has allowed sin to come
into this world for a purpose which
we cannot fathom or analyze, then
we find that some of the most beau-
tiful sacrifices of Christian heroes
and heroines have been inspired
from this ‘source to overcome the
awiul and eternal effécts of evil. If
there had been no sin  there wouid
have been no Moflatts and Whipples
and Judsons, no Carcys and Tay-
lors, no Wilsons and Brainerds, no
Patons and Flliotts in the mission-
ary ficlds trying to save the ignor-
ant brutal and cannibalistic sav-
ages from the awful degradation of
their lives. If there had been no sin
+here would have been no Catherine
Booth# as ‘‘angels of light’ labor-
ing among the London slums, nao
Howards among the prisons, no
Williamses * to reach out rescuing
hands from the Young Men’s Chris-
tian Associations. If there were no
gifi there would be no such saving
work for us to do for Christ as we
can one and all now perform in his
name.

Mystery of the resurrection: How
is the transformation between earth
and heaven to take place? We know
not. We cannot explain. The more
we study it the deeper becomes the
mystery. But though the resurrec-
tion is a mystery, though we cannot
by human reason understand how
these ‘poor bodies of ours can be so
transformed that they will live fory
ever, we can when reason halts pro-
ceed under the higher - guidance of
faith and accept the assurance of
the - Secriptures, that ‘‘this wmortal
shall put on immortality,”’ and that
“‘if our earthly house of this taber-
nacle be dissolved we have a build
ing of God, a house not made with
hands, eternal in the heavens.” How
can this body which we lay in the
grave, giving it over to corruption,
ever be revived? We do not know
how, but we believe God and exclaim
in triumph with the Patriarch,
know that my Redeemer liveth, a!
at last he shall stand upon the
earth, and after my skin,’ even this
body, is destroyed, then without my
flesh shall I see God.”” Nor are we
left “exclusively to faith, for nature
herself gives us a hint of a trans-
formation so significant as to be en~
couraging. The other day my little
girl brought to me a paper box, in
which she had confined a caterpil-
lar. This caterpillar had wrapped
himself up in a cocoon. The cocoon
looked exactly like a shroud. After
awhile the caterpillar will emerge
from that cocoon transformed into
a beautiful butterfly. You cannot
explain that transformation. Neither
can I. Shall we witness the wonder-
ful .process of the caterpillar’s meta-
morphosis from worm to butterfly
and yet refuse to believe that God
can, if he will, transform the phy-
sical body into a “heavenly body?

I have preached this sermon on
mysteriés because I want young
people, and especially young men, to
fully realize that there are some
statements found in the Bible that
they should ‘accept in faith, though
they may never fully understand
them in this life. Oh, man, if you
are not ready to accept some facts
- about Christ and salvation you can-
not understand then you are like a
foolish man trying to encompass the

BRITAIN'S STRATEGIC ROUTE,

; Brooklyn Eagle.

The reported determination of the
British government to semnd six or
‘seven regiments to Camada, ‘where
they will bs maimtained in readiness
for duty im Asia, suggests the value
of the Canadian Pacific Railroad as a
strategic route to the far east. The
difference in time between trangport
services starting from: Englamd, for,
say, Corea, by the two most available
Toutes, may not bz so great, although
the course through the Mediterranean,
the Suez, Canal, the Red Sea, the Guilf
of Aden, the Indian Ocean, the Straits
of Malacdea, the Pescadores Chanmel
and the Yellow eea, ‘is longer by at
least a thousand miles than the route
across the Atlantic to Quebsc, Mont-
real or Halifax, thence to Victoria by
rail and thence to Asia by steamer.
But the chief advantage. of the lat-
ter route to Great Britain is offered
by the availabliity of several Canadian
cities as depots where troops may be
concentrated weeks and months before
they are meeded for campaign pur-

. No European power, except
Russia, could move men and munitions
of war into northern Asia as rapidly
a8 Great Britain can move them with
the aid of the Canadian Pacific. The
possession of this route by Great Brit-
ain ‘would’ therefore be a factor of
enormous value in the event of war
involving other nations than Japan
and Russia. The stationmg of troops
in Canada is not a threat. It jsa pre-
caution which any other nation would
take, and it will be welcomed by the
Canadians themselves as an evidemce
' that the Imperial conmection is to
become for the first time a vital ele-
ment in world politics.

On November 21, 1885, the birthday
of the Orown Princess, Bt. George’s
church was consecrated the Right
Rev. Bishop Titcomb, Coddjutor Bis-
hdp for North and Central Europe.
He was assisted by the resident
chaplain, R. B. Earel, several clergy-
men  holding Anglican charges in
other German cities, as well as {two
or three clergypen (rom England.
Their Imperfal Highnesses, the Crown
Prince and Princess with the Royal:
children were present at the service,
and as the chaplain was leaving (the
chancel, the Crown. Prince went for-
ward, took him by the hand fapd
puaced the other hand on  his
shoulder, thus offering a silent
though eloguont testimony . to Mr.
Eavels efiorts.

Before building operations were
commenced, Professor Raschdoff, the
court architect, went to 'England at
the wish of the Crowm Princess (for
the purpose of  studying  Englksh
architeoture. The- result is a build-
ing of great beauty. and the.ibest
workmanship. The style is modern-
izéd German Gothic. The church has
two public entrances, the first, per-
haps the most used, being through
and from the beautiful grounds of
the -Mombijou Garden. The second,
witn covered way, is from ‘the Or-
anienburger. Strasse, and was omly
added seven years ago, His Majesty,
the "Emperor, graciously .assuining
the ex,dpeme. The structure itself is
formed of rather dark mottled red
atones and these being very irregu-
larly shapedy the outer walls present
a very pleasing effect.

In the spire of the church there
hanging, yet their
silvery tones are never heard. It
seems to have been beyond the ‘power
of the architect to arrange them so.
they could be conveniently rung.
This -is  mortifying  knowledge
indeed. , The present chaplain was
asked one Sunday evening by Her
Ma jesty. the Emprese Frederick, why

.the bells were not ringing, ‘but of

Ascending the stome steps,im the

open porch leading from the Monbi-

jou Gardem, we open the massive

oaken doors’ and find ourselves im a

roomy vestibule containing _various
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little compartments for the recep-
tioni of great coats, umbrellas, go-
loshes and other cold and rainy wea-
accessories. Divesting ourselves
of these we open the inner door to t.
wain body of the sacred edifice, an
rause a moment om the threshold to
note the harmonious blending of the
inter;or artistic workmanship, which
is softly lighted up by a subdued
sunlight strewm'ng in through richly
stained glass windows, replete with
‘well-known . Biblical wepresentations.
Entering, within we -motice the
pews and floor are of oak in amtique
finish, the latter besimg slightly elev-
vated above the co d tile pavement

is visible pt the dull cri cov-
ered foot rests upon which kmeel the
devout worshippers. The sanctuary
walls are laid with modestly timted
majolica tiles resting upon a marble
base about five feet high, in sombre
tones of red. The untique oaken ceil-
ing. is ‘arched, heavily, but handsomely
panelled-in a style belonging to an
old English period. The left hand
side ‘of the church presents somewhat
the npman of an addition to the
| miain y, the highest line of its
one-sided diagonal ‘roof being laid
wpon wmajolica tiled archways, sup-
ported by massive tubular red-tomed
grahite pillars brought from the
Raven: Mountains, for ~which stone
these are famous. : .

A similar archway across the cem-
.tral end of the church leads into the
chancel, which contaims pews for the
accommodation of the volugtary
choir,  On the left side, with all but
its imposing front .enclosed, 8tands
the powerful, rich toned orgam, built
at the order of the Crown Princess.
Against . the chance] wall at the back
and directly im the ceptre, the com-
munion table is placed, The Rocredos
-above it ,a very beautiful representa-
tion in mosaic of the Last Supper,
with carved carved oak frame, was
the gift of the 'Crown Prinecéss, as
‘were also the handsome brass stamd-
ards in . the sanctuary. The altar
Cross, eucharistic, cdndlesticks .and
vases were given by the Empress Au-
gusta, The vesper candlesticks ‘were
added by .the present chaplain, amd
the brass altar desk ‘was the gift of
Mirs. Kruger, but not the wife of the
mnoted Oom: Paul, of South African
fame.

The altar frontals were presented
by different donors—the white by the
the then Consul-General, Mr. G. von
Bleichroder, the red and the green
by the Crown Prince amd Primcess,
and the violet by the Pr.mcess Chris-
tian of Schleswig-Holstein. -

The handsome brass lectern was the
gift of Mr. and Mrs .Sydney Everett.
Mir. Everett ‘was them secretary to
the American legation.

The large folio bible was given by
the Crown: Princess. It had origimally
been presented to Her Imperial High-
ness by the 8. P. €. R.

One gift, the holy communion set of
plate, had been presented four years
previously to the building of ‘the per-
manent chuych, by an anonymous
donoT,

The large window over the altar,
representing the  four evangelists,
with a half-figare of our Lord above,
flanked by the evangelical symbals,
and with the English, German, Saxon
and Prussiam coats of arms below, was
given in ‘October, 1898, by H. I. M. the
Empress Frederick, in memory of the
late Emperer, her husband. |

To the right of the chancel.and to-
wards the cemtral part of the main
outer wiall, a separately added wing,
with its own private emtrance, com-
tains thé royal pew, so oftem occupied
by the Crown Princess and her royal
daughters, who frequently accompan-
ied her, The panellings of its emnd
‘wall, show etched designs of the
Scotch thistle, the shamrock, and the
red Y of England alternately. The
window im the side wall representing
the angel of peace holding the arms
of England and Germany, contains the
best stained gluss im the church. It
forms part of the Gecoirations of the
royal pew, aad was given by the con-
gregation. The beautiful rose window,
over the royal psw was the gift of sor-
rowful worshippers in memory of the
short-lived but greatly beloved Em-
peror ~ Frederick. It represents an
angel bearing a scroll upon which the
words, ‘“Thy will be done,” are im-
/scribed.

The jubilee window, on the wight
hamd side of the church, and mearest
the mwoyal seats, represents Solomon
Teceiving a thamk offering from the
Queen of ‘Sheba, It pears the inscrip-
tiom, “Victoria, Queen and Empress,
in memory of her Jubilee, 1887, and
was given by the congregatiom, who
thus honored Great Britaim’'s faith-
ful gueen.

The window mext to it, with figures
of St. Michael and of St. George and
the Dragon, was given in 1898 by His
Excellency, Sir Edward Mialet, former-
ly ambassador at Berlin, Lady Ermyn-
trude Mualet, the present Duke of
Bzdford and Lady Ela Russell, “In
memory of I-lut'mg's. 9th Duke of Bed-
ford, ob., 1891.” .

The.large window over the entramce
door with figures of St. George and
St.. Michael and.emblammtic,ggum
of Peace and Plenty—a very fine work
‘—was given by the late Duke of Bed-
ford in mcmoti of the former ambas-
sador, the Right-Hon. Lord Ampthill
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‘lee, June, 21, 1887, a s&pecial thanks-
giving service was held at St. George's
Church, and an address was semt to
Her Majesty. In the following year
the church was in April 21, visited by
Her Majesty, Queen Victoria, whose
signature is to be seen in the vestry
book, with many other royal auto-
graphs; and, on an addreas being pre-
sented by the chaplain and congrega-
tion, Her Majesty sent a.very graci-
ous Teply to their kind and welcome

greeting.

When the beloved old Kaiser Wil-
helm 1., died in 1888, memorial services
‘were held at St. George's, the one
on the Sunday following the funeral
{;ing attended by the Primce  of

ales and Prince Albert Victor. The
iliness and death of the Kaiser Fred-
erick, after his too short reign of but
.a few months, cawsed deepest sorrow
to theu{!nglbh residents ofd;l::li‘i:. To
them the loss was great indeed,
who had :;;ir interests so much at
heart, and had shewn them so much
kindness and sympathy, and ‘who had
as Crown Priuce, many times assem-
E‘l:d with them to worship. On the
ay of ‘the fumeral a memorial ser-
yice was held im the weautiful little
| church, and an address of condolemce
was presented to the Empress by the
British and A;mu'ica;: members o;;!tho
congregation; Op the Sunday ter
The.

In the following ‘year, while on a
parochial visit to g.risn, Bishop Wil-
kinson had an imterview . with 'the
present Emperor, aund His Majesty
promised to take imto comsideration
the grant of a site in the Momhijou
Garden for a chaplain’s residemce. As
yet, however, there seems but little
prospects of its realization, since, as 1
before remarked, the negessary funds
have not been obtained.

After ten years’ residence im Berlm,
the Rev. R.' B, Earic resigned the
chaplaincy and returned to England.
JA period of royal progr im the
history of the church marks his years
of labor here. Throughout he enjoyed
the support of the Imuperial House, the
‘bassy and the Bishop; the results of
his efforts are lasting memorials of his
zeal and emergy. Om his arrival at
Berlin the congregation only number-
ed about 120; on his departure it tax-
ed to the utmost the increased accom-
modation of the mew church. In the
first year of his champlaincy the stip-
end ‘'was about a thousand dollars; in
the last year he received two thous-
and. Upon, his assuming charge the
number of communicants was omly
187 ; when he left it was 2.023. When
leaving the city the R:v. R. B. Earie
‘wias presented with a handsome il-
lustrated address and a purse of two
hundred and fifty dollars,

The present chaplain, the Rov. J.
H. Fry, atcepted the appointment to
the chaplaincy upon the resigmation
of the Rev. F. Owen, who held the po-
sition for a short time after the de-
parture of the Rev. R. B. Earie. When
Mr. ¥Fry came to: Berlin he  was
very warmly. welcomed by the Dow-
ager Empress  Frederick, from whom
he ever received marked kindmess. He
was also greeted with the heartiest
welcomes by., the church committee
and ; the czutegatim,gwenlly, and
has enjoyed a yvery happy period z:
labor. in Berlin, notwithstafding -t
fact that upon several ogcasions ad-
verse clouds have darkemed the ec-
clesiastical sky.The first of these was
the outbreak of the Boer war, when
the feeling agaimst England became
very strong, and many who had hith-
erto shown kindly imterest towards
the Anglican commumity Wwithdrew
their friendchip; many Americans
who disapproved of England’s action
left the church, and as a result there
was a great falling off im the rev-

enues,

The death of the Empress Freder-
ick, too, in 1901} was a very great
blow and entailed a heavy loss to
the income, tle rent alone of the Roy-
al Pew amounting to $150 per annum,
The present Emperor, I believe, has
graciously consented to becoms a
patron,of the church, but as events
in court circles move rather slowly
his patronage has not yet been offiy
cially given, and the congregation
must £till make up the loss of rev-
enue which the deatli of the Empress
Frederick entailed.

It has been the sad privilege of Rev.
Mr. Fry to officiate at many memor-
ial services, the saddest and most im-
ipressive being the one held for the
late Queen Victoria. The first of
sorrowful services was that held on
Jan. 30, 1896, for H. E. General Run-
yan, Ambassador of the U. 8.'A. The
church was crowded with the Diplo-
matic ‘Corps, represemntatives of the
Emperor and of the Empress Freder-
ick, and the officers of the German
army. The funeral oration was given
by the Rev. Dr.  Dickie, who is in
charge of the American Undenomina-
tional Chureh here. -

On Feb. 5, 1896, the chaplain held
a second memorial service, this ‘being
for Prince Hanry of Battenmbuyg, who
had died of fever on his way home
from Africa. The Emperor and Em-
press, the Empress Fredeérick and
many, princes and princesses, with
the officers of the Gardes Du Corps,
attended the service. =~ : :

On April 6, 1897, Mr. Fry officiated
at the funeral of H. E. Lady La-
acel wife of the British Amhassa-
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thorities were langely represented at
the ‘solemf - servicé. The Emperor
and Empress were themselves pres-
ent, several princes and princesses,
the whole diplomatic corps, and the
officers of Queen Victoria’s Regi-
ment. Y -

On Jan. 222, 1901, two memorial sar-
vices were held in succession for her
late Majesty Queen Victoria, the
first being official in character was
attended only by royalty —and uni-
formed people.’ The Emperor, who, of
course, was in England at this timey
was represented by Prince Frederick
Leopold, but the Bmpress was per-
sonally present. The Dowager Em-
‘press Frederick was represented by
Prince Augustus, Prince Oscar, Prin-
cess Henry of Prussia, Prince Al-
brecht’s three sons, Duchess William
of Mecklenburg, Princess Earnest of
Saxe-Albany, Princess Reuss, Hered-
itary Prince Charles of Hohenzollern,
Princess Pless and Count von Wedel-
Bruche. The German chancellor and
his wife, Count and Countess von Bu-
low, with many members of the
Reichtag, were present on behall of
the German Government. All the
ambassadors and their suites, the
ministers. and secretaries of state,
Knights of the Black Eagle, Chiefs
of the three Tmperia] Cabinets, the
officers in uniform of the late Queen
Victoria’s Regiment and the whole
diplomatic corps also joined in ‘the
service, the church being completely
filled. |

The second service was held immedi-
ately upon the conclusion of the first,
and was attended only by the mem-
bers of the congregation, all being
clad in deep mourning. As was the
case in the former. the pews were
all occupied and the service deeply
impressive. ‘Appropriate prayers and
hymns were said and sung,.and the
chaplain. delivered an address upon
the Queen as a Christian Woman.

The death of the mmpress Freder-
ick, foundress of the beautiful little
church, was the greatest blow that
has fallen upon it. Sad, indeed, was
the memorial servies . held for Her
Majesty on Aug. 18, 1901. Occur-
ring at the same time as the intery
ment took place at Potsdam, only the
lesser members of the embassies were
left to represent the public grief.
This mournful gathering was more
like that of a sorrowing little family
gathered together within the sacred
precincts of the home, facing the
melancholy truth that new its chil-
dren . had Jlost the last protecting |
arm and oust henceforth go for-
ward alone to battle with the con-
tending elements of the world.

On Jan. 22, 1902, the anniversary
of Her Majesty Queen Victoria's
death, a memorial service was again
held in St. George’s Church. The Em-
peror and Empress, Pringe and Prin-
cess Henry of Prussia, Prince and
[Princess Frederick Leopold, Duchess
of Albany, Duke of Saxe-Cobourg and
Gotha, Princess of Albany, Princess
Henry of Pless, the Regent of Bruns-
wick and hiy two sons, the German
Chancellor, Count von Bulow and
many other meémbers of the nobility,
as well as state representatives as-
sembled with the congregation to
pay 'a second tribute of vespect to
the memory of the Queen, whose
greatness and goodness will never
become obliterated from the world's
history. oy

In this present year, again upon
Jan. 22, the dnniversary of Queen
Victoria’s death was the church the
scene of an impressive service, the
Memorial Brasses of Her late Ma4
jesty and the late Empress Frederiok
being unveiled by His Hajesty, the
Emperor, who was attended by many
members of his court. The church,
admittance to which was obthined by
special cards of admission, was filled
to overflowing. ‘The appointed houn
for the commencement of the service
was eleven o'clock, and shortly before
this time the Crown Prince and
Prince Eitel-Frederick entered the
sacred edifice, the large congregation
rising and remaining standing until
the Princes took their seats. in the
royal pew. Punctually at the above
named hour the Emperor arrived at
the private entrande. to the church;
wearing the handsome uniform of a
eolonel of the British Regiment, the
Royal Dragoons. He was received at
the door by Sir Frank Lascelles, the
British Ambassador in Berlin, with
whom were  the mewmbers of the Brit-
ish Embassy, by .the chaplain of the
ehurch, Rev. J. H. Fry, the Bishop of
Rochester and the church wardens.
The American Ambassador, Mr.
Charlemuagne Tower, with members of
the U. S. Embassy, and many uniy
formed officers occupied prominent
seats.

The Emperor was led to a seatl
prepared for him on the right hand
side ‘of . the altar, the congregation
rising and remaining standing = with
His Majesty and attendants during
the playing of the National Anthem.
The besutiful fo'io  Bible and the
prayer book, both elegantly bound in
the finest of silver grey plush, with
covers emblazoned by
the intertwined English and Prussi-
an coats of arms, surrounded by the
respective crowns of each—these two.
gifts the most prized of all those pre-
sented to the .c%‘m\h by his royal mo-
ther as Crown Princess—rested upon
two silver grey satin cushions before
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hand corner those of Scotland; Ire-
land and Wales at the two lower
corners, the Welsh harp ocoupying
that to the left; on the right gmnd
centre the dear old flag of eur own

| beloved Canada; on the other side

that of India, and at the bottom, of
Australia, Britain’s three great colon-
ies. The border at the bottom is of
the rose, shamrock and thistle; the
other spaces being of the olive and
laurel ;alternate, for peace and vie-
tory. .

The central object of the Empr
Frederick tablet is the bronze medal-
lion of the late Empress with an oak~
en branch on the one side and an olive
branch on the other, for stremgth and
victory. The following  inscription is
imseribed beneath :—

“To' the memory of Victoria Ade-
laide Mary Louise, Princess Boyal of
Great Britain .apd Ireland, Emipress

‘Frederick of Germany, born Novem-

ber 21, 1840, died August 5, 1901. This
tablet is erected by the English and
‘American members of the congrega-
tion in grateful remembrance of Her
Imperial Majesty as the foundress of
this beautiful Church of St. George
in the year of our Lord, 1883.”

This memorial bears neither
nor flags ther¢on, the whole
being composed of the r
shamrock and the thistle.

The singing of a hymn, the utters
ance of a short prayer and the read-
ing of a Psalm formed the first half
of the mervice, at the conclusion of
which the unveiling ceremony took
place, the lymperor veing led to the
altar by ' the British Ambassador.
Upon the werds, “To the praise and
glory of God, in memory of Queem
Victoria, Empress of India,” being
said by the Bishop, the dainty hang-
i covering the Queen Victoria tab-
let was loosed at thel command of His
Majesty, and the beautiful memor-
ial exposed to view. Stepping to the
other side of the altar the Emperor,
by a similar gracious sign, sanction-
ed the umcovering of the Empress
Frederick memorijal. L

‘As thé silken hanging fell from be-
fore the. tablet bearing his meother’s
image, His Majesty sto before it
for a moment or. two i verential
attitude, and, looking into his face
as he gazed into that memorial im-
age, one was led, to wonder as to the
nature of the thought possessing his
imperial mind. Was it - the knowl-
edge that one day in the near or dis-
tant future some loving hand would
be performing 2 like tribute to his

memory, or was it realization experi- &

enced of the grave .tespom‘vbilit!;g,’:r
resting upon the shoulders of an -
press: Consort.f A grave responsibil-
ity .indeed, owing to its double na-
ture. The first, that of a faithful
wife, her womanly nature exerting
its tender influence over the sterner
one of  the reigping sovereign, that:
all which is noblest and best within
him might centre its Torea upon the
welfare of his country; the second;
that of 'a loving, devoted mother,
faithfully directing the forward foot-
steps of a suceeeding monarch, thati
no march of retrogression should dim
the glory of his honored birthright.
