Newfoundland and (ireat Britain, and all places within the Postal Union cither by Canadian or 
New York Mail Steamers, not exceeding A os. in weight, ft cents, and tlv • cents for each additional 
lia’f ounce or fraction thereof. The above rates must, in all cases, be prepaid by iiostage stamps.

Bkoihtkhku Lkttkkh, for places in Canada and Newfoundland, must be piv|iaid by stamp, in ad­
dition to the postage rate, 2 cents eaoh. To the United States and to the United Kingdom, 5 cents 
each. Registered stamps are no, accepted in payment of postage.

IIk-Dikkctkd Lkttkkh.— betters re-directed to places in Canada and the United States without 
being taken out of the Post-ottice, are not liable to any additional jiostagc, hut if taken from the 
Post-office and subsequently re-|K)stod, they must be prenant at least one full rate for Canada, and 
in full for the United States, in default of which they will be sent to the Dead Letter Office.

Post Cards.—Post Cards are issued at oiio cent each, and may he sent to any address in Canada 
or the United States. Post cards are also issued at 2 cents each for transmission to (ireat Britain, 
Newfoundland and to all Postal Union countries. Iteply cards two cents each. Nothing must be 
attached to the card, nor mint the card he cut or defaced in any way.

Newspapers and Pkr iodic aim,--Transient Newspapers within the Dominion, the United States, 
or Newfoundland, one cent per four ounces or fraction thereof. A single |xi|»er weighin' less 
than one ounce will lie forwarded for $ cent. Newspujiers jsvstod for city de ivory must be orepaid 
$ cent. To the United Kingdom and all Knropean countries, a cent each new»pa|>er under two 
ounces. A single pai»er weighing move than four ounces will be subject to two or more rates of 
jsistago.

Money Okdirs. —On Money Order* drawn by any Money Order Office in Canada or any other 
Money Order Office ii. the Dominion, the commission is as follows :—Not exceeding .<4, 2 cents ;

SUMMARY OF STATISTICS, 1885.

ONTARIO, QUEBEC AND MANITOBA.

There are now 97 churches on the roll of Ontario, Quebec and 
Manitoba, of these 72 have sent in reports ns against 05 last year. 
The returns of 9 additional churches have l)een made up from last 
year’s reports, making 81 in all and leaving 10 churches wholly 
unreported. These 10 churches are Alton, Bolton, Edgeworth, 
Embro, North Erin, Owen Sound, Parkdale, Tilbury, Northern, 
Whitby, Belle Riviere, Franklin Centre, Inverness, Quebec, Rock 
Island Stanstead, St. Andrews and Pilot Mound.

The following is a summary of the .statistics of the 81 churches 
aliove referred to, except Sn so far as relates to additions'and 
losses in membership, and reported decrease in the matter of fi­
nances, the former of which are taken from the 72 churches re­
ported this year, and the latter is arrived at by comparison of 
those 00 churches which have reported lx)th years :—

N. B.—Embro and Park dale have sent in reports too late to be entered in 

the above summary. Embro returns 35 members received on profession of 
faith, and a net increase of 32. These numbers added to those above make 
a total of 841 received on profession of faith, and a total net increase of 029.
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NARRATIVE OF THE CHURCHES.

The past yiiir 1ms been one of great blessing to our churches, 
if not financially, at least spiritually, and in this we greatly re­
joice. We have no fear as to the raising of all the money that is 
needed, so long as the spiritual life of the churches is healthy and 
growing, and that such is the case we record with devout grati­
tude to God.

A year ago we were gladdened by learning that 727 had been 
received into our churches on profession of faith, and a net in­
crease remained after deducting losses from various causes of 
404. This year our statistics report that 72 churches received 
800 on profession of faith, and a net increase is left of .507—add 
to this the Einbro church, a report of which followed me after 1 
left home, and which shows the reception of 8.5 on profession of 
faith, and a net increase of 82, and a grand total is reached of 
020—or 24.5 more than last year.

This increase has been very generally shared in by the churches 
of the whole denomination, but more especially by those of On­
tario.

Some of the churches report having held special revival servi­
ces, among which is Stratford, under the pastorate of Rev. E. E. 
Gordon-Smith. Stratford records a net increase of 82 in its mem- 
bership, and of 8080 in its finances, in regard to which latter item 
Mr. Gordon-Smith makes mention in his report to your secretary 
gratefully acknowledging “the timely and generous (financial) 
help of individuals and churches.”

Warwick Zion and Watford, the two fields of the Rev. R. Hayr 
also report gracious seasons of revival, in connection with which 
mention is made of the successful labours of Mr. Gay, the Evan­
gelist. The increase in these two churches for the past year is 28.

Eaton also had the services of Mr. Gay, and much good is be­
lieved to have been accomplished. I am not able however to 
state the numerical results. Other churches have I believe held 
revival services, hut I am not able to give any particulars of them, 
as these are the only ones made mention of in the reports that 
came to my hand. It may not be out of place to say here that 
comparatively few of the Churches have responded to the request 
of the Union to give information to the Statistical Secretary, in
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•order that this narrative might he compiled. I hope that another 
Secretary may have a happier experience in this respect.

Other churches without holding special services have experi­
enced a continual blessing on the ordinary means of grace. Sev­
eral pastors gratefully speak of a deepening interest in religious 
matters, and many have had the joy of receiving large accessions 
to their membership. Belleville reports a net increase of 21. 
Bowman ville of 15 ; this church has also completed its organiza­
tion by the election of four deacons, the first in as many years. 
•Cobourg, 17 ; Forest, 2b ; Forest (Lake Shore), 21 ; Hamilton, 24 ; 
Kingston Bethel, 10; Toronto Bond Street, 74; Toronto Western, 
15; Toronto York ville, 40; Toronto Riversides 20; Vnionville, 
15. 1 might go on to speak of others who have an increase of
numbers less than these, but still very encouraging. Some have 
received a goodly number, and yet by reason of deaths, or re­
movals, or the revision of the roll, are not able to report a large 
increase at the end of the year. Few indeed—only 0—have re­
ceived none on profession of faith. These (> are all in Ontario; of 
these one is vacant, and the rest are presided over by earnest, faith­
ful pastors : may their hearts be rejoiced by large ingatherings 
during the coming year.

The past year has been signalized by the formation of several 
new churches. At Dalston, the Rev. J. V. Wright has organized 
a church of 17 members. They have also built a church and par­
sonage at a cost of #2,700, of which only #800 remains to be paid.

At St. Thomas, also, a church has been formed, numbering 27 
.souls. A church building and parsonage have been purchased at 
a cost of #8,150.

At Hawkesbury, a church has been formed with a membership 
of 18, and a school organized in connection with it at Sandy Hill.

A mission and Sunday school have also l>een organized at 
Woodstock.

It is pleasing also to notice the resuscitation of old churches. 
Speedside has sent returns to your secretary for the first time in 
a number of years ; so also have Union ville and Fergus.

Union ville has held special services and reports a net increase 
of 15, and has I believe also had the honor of sending one of its 
converts, a fine young man, to the college.

Fergus was closed for years, and had ceased to exist as a church. 
Rev. J. R. Black has however reorganized and at present con­
ducts it in connection with his own field. It has a membership
of 27.
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We are glad also to note tlmt Montreal Zion rejoices in the set­
tlement of the Rev.H. A.McIntyre, B.A., and returns a fair increase 
in its membership. In these places and in others we find a new 
fulfilment of the old promise, “ They that shall be of thee shall 
build the old waste places, thou «hall rai°e up the foundation of 
many generations, and thou shalt lie called the repairer of the 
breach, the restorer of paths to dwell in.

In regard to the finances of the past year, the report is not so 
encouraging. Sixty churches report a decrease, amounting in all 
to SI (),()80. This comparison of finances as you will see is neces­
sarily confined to those churches which reported last year as well 
as this. A comparison of the grand totals of this year with those 
of last would give us no information, as the number of reporting 
churches is not the same in each case.

The increase or decrease in, membership on the other hand is 
calculated on the basis of this year's returns only, as the returns 
themselves, if correct, contain all the elements necessary for such 
calculation.

But against this decrease of #10,038 in the GO churches report­
ing both years, we must not forget to reckon the increased fi­
nances of those churches which have been organized or resusci­
tated during the past year, but which since they had not before 
appeared on the rolls could not enter into such comparison as I 
have made.

Our statistics in these and many other matters, must remain 
comparatively imperfect and incorrect until every church, and 
especially every pastor, feels an individual responsibility in this 
matter. Statistics are the result of co-operative agencies, and 
the perfection of the whole is dependent upon the perfection of 
everj’ part.

Speaking again of finances, there are several churches to whom 
the past year has been a financial as well as a spiritual suc­
cess. At Forest and Lake Shore, at Dalston and in other places, 
new churches have been built or purdhased as already indicated. 
Other churches, as Calvary, (Montreal), and Zion, (Toronto), re­
poli a material reduction of church debt. I am glad too that the 
pastor of Calvary church reports as one of the points of interest, 
“ sending a young man to college ”—and truly that is a point of 
great interest. Young men have gone from other churches of 
which no mention is made in the reports. I am glad that one 
pastor has referred to the matter as a “ point of interest.” May 
there be many such interesting facts to report.



NARRATIVE OF THE (HVRVHES.

It would l>v both an interesting and a probable task, to en­
quire into the causes of the large additions to our membership 
(luring the past two years, It may have resulted in part from a 
growing zeal pervading the whole community. In some cases it 
has evidently resulted from special revival services.

Hut 1 1 relieve it is in great part due to a simpler and more con­
stant reiteration from our pulpits of the special truths of Re­
demption, of repentance towards God and faith in our Lord Jesus 
Christ. We are to declare all the counsel of God, hut we must 
never forget that the counsel of God all centres in His purpose to 
redeem the world, and while it is our duty to enforce the ethics 
of religion, I believe it is our duty specially to preach Christ’s 
Gospel of love and mercy to a sinful world. Looking over our 
whole field and speaking from some knowledge of the facts, and 
s leaking too, 1 trust in all charity, 1 record it as my conviction 
that that preaching which aims at the conversion of sinners, will 
most likely produce it. A change from the merely ethical style 
of preaching, to the evangelical, has produced a corresponding re­
sult in the conversion of souls. I believe also that we are learn­
ing better than ever not only to cast the net into the deep, hut 
also to draw it to the shore full of fishes, not only to sow the 
seed, hut also to put in the sickle and reap the harvest.

We must know how to do both, and especially shall we find as 
our Sunday School statistics will show, that our hope largely lies 
in bringing the children to Jesus.

May God give constantly his blessing, and establish the work 
of our hands.

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SUNDAY SCHOOL COMMITTEE’S REPOUT.

The union took a very important step in 
when it appointed a Sunday School Committei

advance last year,
*

appointed a Sunday ►'School t-ommittee to gatlier statis­
tics and further the interests of our Sunday School work. The 
salvation of the children, means the salvation of the world, and 
any care or labor spent in their behalf, is sure to meet with a 
rich reward. Your Committee have not been able to do all they 
could desire in this the first year of their work, but they have 
made a beginning and laid a foundation for future operations.

Circular letters have been1 sent to the various Sunday Schools 
in Ontario, (Quebec and Manitoba, asking for information in re­
gard to methods of organization, membership, finances and result 
of work, to which b2 replies have 1k*cu received.

Six of these S. Schools have been returned as Union S. S., the 
rest are all Congregational. The number of officers and teachers 
engaged in these 02 schools is 798: à 11 oi the teachers (not officers) 
are not members of any church, although no doubt many of them 
may be Christians. We believe it to be highly important not 
only that every teacher should be a personal disciple of Christ, 
but also a professed disciple, that he may witness of Christ to his 
scholars, not only by the truth, but also by his personal example.

Coming now to the scholars we find that there are G,859 en­
rolled, with an average attendance of 4,953, or a little over 02 per 
cent. It is pleasing also to learn that 079 of these scholars, or 
nearly 10 per cent, are members of the church. It is probable 
that even a far larger proportion might be obtained if we had 
more practical faith in the reality of child piety, and took more 
pains to gather the lambs within the fold. Too often children 
are allowed to grow up from the very infant class and pass out of 
the school through the adult classes without much if any personal 
dealing on the part of either pastor or teachers. It is well nigh 
impossible for a pastor, be lie ever so earnest, to come into per­
sonal contact with every scholar of the S. S , at least not so much 
as he would like, but it is the duty as well as the privilege of the 
teacher to deal with each individual member of his class, and if 
our teachers were more faithful in this work, far greater results 
would be achieved.
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Another important question was asked in regard to the per 
cent, of scholars usually attending the preaching service*. Dr. 
Vincent lias wisely said that “ if he could have hut one ser­
vice, he w’ould put his boy into the church service." The school 
is not intended to take the place of the church, only to supplement 
it. We reckon it therefore a giatifying feature of this report that 
it out of the 02 schools report 100 per cent, of scholars attending 
the church services, while 10 report over 75 per cent., and 7 re­
port 50 per cent, and over. There are however 13 Sunday Schools 
that give no answer to this question, not we presume from any 
lack of appreciation of the importance of the subject, but from 
the difficulty of estimating the facts. We hope that one of the 
good results of these enquiries will be that schools will gixemore 
attention to the matters now brought before them.

Methods.—Coming now to the methods of work, we learn 
that all the schools but 5, are held all the year. 21 hold their 
session in the morning; 1 alternately morning and afternoon,and 
I both morning and afternoon ; 20 only have teachers’ study 
meetings ; 44 have teachers’ business meetings, some of these only 
very occasionally ; 50 have reviews, either from the supevinten- 
dent’s desk, or in the individual classes ; four others report open 
session, with Temperance or Missionary addresses, instead of re­
views; 15 schools also report having children’s meetings distinct 
from the ordinary session ; 19 have Temperance Societies in con­
nection with the schools, while several others have a school 
pledge, but no organized Temperance Society ; others again re­
port a Union Children’s Temperance Society in the town or village.

Literature.—Questions were also asked concerning the litera­
ture of the S. S., from which we find that most of the schools 
have both lesson help# for the teachers, as well as papers for the 
children. The lesson helps and papers chiefly in use are Cook’s 
and the Congregational Publications, besides which appear the 
S. S. Times, Northern Messenger, Canadian Messenger, Witness, 
Band of Hope, British Workman, and others. 19 ot the Sunday 
Schools have no library; the remaining 43 reporting have 11,518 
volumes.

Finances—Passing now to the item of finances, we learn that 
the expense of these 02 schools during the past year has been 
83,340, of which 82,910 have been raised in the schools, while 81,- 
050 have been contributed for Mission and 8369 for other objects, 
making a total of 84,341, or an average of 50 cents for each 
teacher and scholar during the year. The most gratifying feature 
however of this item is the 81,050 contributed for missions.
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Results.—But what, we may ask, is the practical result of all 
this Sabbath School labour. It is right that we should look for 
results and expect them, while at the same time we recognize 
that S. S. work cannot be measured nor can its results be statis­
tically shown. It is an educating force, whose results flow 
through all life and through eternity. Nevertheless we have 
ventured to ask two questions, one as to the number of children 
who have signed the pledge,and another as to the number that have 
united with the church during the past year. The replies we 
have received inform us that no less than 494 children have sign­
ed the pledge during the past year, while several S. S. reply that 
no record of numbers has been kept, but that nearly all the school 
is pledged. 258 children have also united with the church dur­
ing the year. May the Good Shepherd watch over these iambs 
of the fold. }

Such are the facts that we have learned, and now lay before 
you. This we do with feelings of great gratitude for the state of 
success which they reveal, and with hope of yet greater blessings 
in the future. We have no recommendations to present to you, 
except that the union order the printing of these statistics and of 
this report a:so, in the Year Book.

The above Totals are based on Returns received from Churches and Sta­
tions which ap}>ear in the County Lists of the English Year Book. Certi- 
tied returns have, however, been received from individual Churches in differ­
ent parts of England and Wales regarding 100 Mission Stations of which the 
Year Book contains no record, at which accommodation is provided for 27,- 
270 persons. Of these Stations 118 are in England with 10,007 sittings, and 
51 in Wales with 11,200 sittings.

Adding these to the tigures of the Tables, there is shown a grand total of 
Churches, Branch-churches, and Mission stations in England and Wales, of 
4,347, of which 1,022 are in Wales ; and a total sitting accommodation of 
1,568,357 of which 336,051 are in Wales.

In the Religious Census of 1851, the number of places credited to the 
Congregational body was 3,244, and sittings 1,002,507. In the 38 years 
which have elapsed there has been an addition of 1,103 buildings and 565,- 
850 sittings ; an increase of over 33 buildings, and 17,147 sittings per 
annum.

IV. SCOTLAND.

There are in Scotland 102 Congregational churches, of which 
12 are vacant. Aberdeen has 5, Dundee (>, Edinburgh (i, Glas­
gow 12, Highlands 4, Orkney Isles 2, and Shetland Islands 10; 
114 ministers, of whom 25 are without pastoral charge and 2 lay 
pastors.

THE UNION MEETINGS OF I-ss:>.

In the month of .lime when the landscape puts on fresh glory, 
it is pleasing to journey under bright skies to u city Itounded by 
blue waters and watch-tower heights. Such enebantnients didn
the “ambitious city” otter those* who were delegates elect to the 
Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec, at its annual meet­
ing this year. Their joy was heightened by the prospect of meet­
ing with the kind hearts and the many old-time ( \ aggregation- 
a lists in the honored church in Hamilton. It was indeed a year 
of joy to them, it was their jubilee. Not every one could review 
that half century, but there were some whose thought ranged 
over these fifty years of precious remembrances and hallowed re­
flections. When other fifty years have passed, may the leaves of 
memory be turned with as pleasing recollections as those of these 
vanished years of joy.

Of the annual sermon by Rev. H. Fed ley, B. A., on “ Ye shall ho 
witnesses unto me,” it may* suffice here to sav that it was a ser- 
mon of note by “a man of mark.” May the truths voiced by the 
preacher be used by the Holy Spirit to make all our lives diviner 
in their purpose and stronger in their holy strife.

Thursday morning with its blessed hour of prayer passed all 
too quickly, and at ten o’clock the Union docket presented its 
red letter record,—the chairman’s annual address, by the Rev. 
John Burton, B. I)., Toronto. How much of truth was brought 
down to us from the past, how much of gold from the centuries 
that were, mid how much of glad prophecy from the view-point 
of to-day, by that address will appear complete in another part 
of this Year Book. Whence are we ( and why are we here ? are 
questions well and fully answered in the chairman’s review and 
unfolding. Judged by the tests of impartiality of sympathy, and 
illumination of discourse, the address merits an enduring trans­
script. If

“Words arc thing», and a small drop of ink 
“Falling like dew upon a thought produces 
“That which makes thousand», perhaps millions think”—

then the mission of the Chairman’s words of light anti gladden­
ing will lie manifold and memorable. Let us as congregationalists,
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accept our indicated place, and do our Heaven given work, thank­
ful that God has anointed us with his odorous oil to v'reHtle to-day 
and believing that if we do this day’s work well, we shall surely 
reign to-morrow.

In the afternoon the Canada Congregational M issionaw Society 
held its annual meeting. The parted Unions—our own, and that 
of the maritime Provinces are again united. We hope that this 
time they arc well married, ami through all changes of wind and 
weather their one great altar tire will burn purely heavenward.

The report of the Missionary Superintendent, Rdv. Thos. Halb 
containing important and inspiriting information of the new 
churches established and of the older churches progress, caused 
gratitude to spring from many souls.

At 8 o’clock in tin; evening the public Missionary Meeting of 
this Society was held. The Rev. Dr. Cornish was in the chair, 
and introduced in order the appointed speakers; the Revs. Wm. 
Hastings of London, England ; V. S. Pedley, B. A., and Dr. Steven­
son. The Temperance campaign in the Fatherland,—the need for 
well directed missionary work at home,—the liberty of Christ, 
now ami forever,—these great themes tired the speakers and 
thrilled the large andienet-. Wit, wisdom and eloquence, zeal and 
laughter, music and cheer, went together to make the evening 
glorious. Dr. Stephenson s speech glowed with sincere admira­
tion of the principles and spirit of true Congregationalism. There 
is every certainty that if our churches are only careful not to be 
too /mie/x*at, so independent as that they will not let Cod help 
them ; their future fortunes need never droop, that is, (lod him­
self will be with them to befreml ami render strong.

Un Friday morning after the devotional service the final balot 
for chairman was proceeded with, resulting in the choice of the 
Rev. D. McGregor, M. A., Guelph. A resolution bearing on the 
Temperance Scott Act was submitted by H. J. (Mark, Esq., of 
Toronto. Strong charges were made against the traffic and its 
supporters, and none left in doubt as to the soundness of the min­
isters and delegates on this burning question of our day.

In the afternoon the Congregational College of B. N. A., pre­
sented its reports for the year. The Rev. D. Cornish, Secretary, 
submitted the details of the work, showing that the position and 
prospects of the College are now better and brighter than at any 
period of its history. Those more immediately concerned in the 
direction of the (ftiairs of the College merit the best proofs of our
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sympathy, ami the students, our congratulations oil their attain­
ments and splendid opportunities in Montreal. May our young 
men there acquit themselves so as that they will lie prepared to 
take the foremost places should ( lod appoint them thereto. May 
His richest hlessings rest upon the hope of all our churches—the 
college and our students.

Friday was devoted to “Our Jubilee Churches.” a very in­
teresting paper prepared by Rev. Henry Wilkes, 1). ])., and read 
by Rev. Dr. Cornish ; and the Foreign Missionary Society’s Re-

port, read by the Srarhfrtj, the Rev. Hugh Pedley, B. A. The
formation of a Woman's Missionary Society was by resolution

recommended by the Rev. D. McGregor, and warmly supported 
by the Miss. Society. Much is hoped for, from this movement in 
the interests of missions at home and abroad. It is eminently

•r

fitting that woman’s empire should thus be publicly recognized 
and emphasized in the Christian endeavor to “lift the earth- 
crushed heart to hope and heaven.”

The social entertainment of the evening kindly provided by 
the ladies of the Hamilton church, afforded all a most delightful 
social season. The Rev. John Morton, the good and cordial Pas­
te a* presided. Addresses of welcome and of thanks for welcomes, 
were given by Rev. J. W. A. Steward, of Hamilton, Rev. John 
Salmon, B. A., Toronto, and Rev. J. B. Si Icon, Winnipeg. Mr. 
Silcox paid a deserved tribute to the citizen soldiers of our country, 
and uttered some earnest words respecting the shameful treat­
ment to which the Half-breeds and Indians of the North-west have 
been subjected at the hands of Canadians.

The presence of the Rev. W. Ewing, should also be noted as a 
pleasing incident in the meeting. Mr. Ewing is now laboring in 
Fargo, Dakota, and has already become profitably Americanized.

The Rev. H. D. Hunter, M. A.,of London, moved to establish a 
cause in British Columbia. May success attend this venture of 
faith.

On Saturday morning the Statistical Report was brought for­
ward by Rev. W. H. Warriner, B. I). The report was prepared 
with great care and exhibited facts of vital moment to the 
churches. We can but hope that Mr. Warritier’s mantle may pass 
down upon his successors in this office.

Saturday afternoon and evening were left open for members of 
the uuion to roam by land or sea at their own sweet will.
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< a Sunday morning the Rev.'H. Hughes of Paris, preached in 
the Congregational Church, according to Union appointment, and 
the Rev. Dr. Stevenson in the evening. The Lord’s supper was 
observed at the close. In the afternoon a Sunday-school service 
was held in the church, and addresses made by Revs. Dr. Gunner, 
Thos. Hall^A. F. McGregor, C. S. Pedley, W. Wetherald, W. H. 
Warriner, and Mr. Walker, Indian Missionary.

Monday was devoted to unfinished business—the Labrador 
mission, and in the evening the Foreign Missionary Society, at 
which the Rev. 1) Currie was set apart to the mission work in 
West Central Africa. The Rev. Dr. Jackson was chosen modera­
tor, and the official parts of the ordination services]w ere perform­
ed by Revs. Dr. Stevenson, John Burton, and XV. H. Allworth. A 
number of cordial votes of thanks were tendered, and the time 
came for the Union to closejits sessions, and the friends to 
speak their kind farewell TheJUnion will meet next year in 
Ottawa, and if the church there can furnish such a kindly-atten­
tive Secretary, and as open-hearted a people as the Hamilton 
church, there will be no dearth of kind offices or of the delights 
of Christian friendship.

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THE MARITIME UNION FOR 188).

Many years before the “Declaration of Independence,” the 
principles of uur " Faith and Order ’ were planted on the rock- 
ribbed shores of Nova Scotia.

Congregationalism in the Lower Provinces has been true to its 
history. In its boundless charity it has given men and churches, 
and money to other communions, without even a desire to be “ re­
membered by the deeds it has done.” Perhaps its chief mission 
is to provide other denominations with means to live and thrive. 
Its influence, however, in this part of the Dominion is not to be 
measured by the number of its churches. It prides itself on the 
contributions in members and ministers it has sent to Ontario 
and Quebec, and the benefits it has bestowed on our cousins 
across the line.

The men of to-day sigh over lost opportunities ; but conscious 
of past negligence and present power they are concentrating their 
forces by the impulse of a new life derived from closer contact 
with brethren in the Upper Provinces.

A profound feeling of respect for the men and the years that are 
gone mantles heartaml brain, as you meet for work and fellowship 
with a church that has outlived the storms and the changes of a 
century. The one at Chebogue is not large,—some of the mightiest 
civil and moral revolutions which have convulsed human hearts 
and rocked imperial thrones, have had their origin in the chamb­
ers of a single brain. So this church, like many another, has 
given birth to men and churches whose influence is ever widening.

The recent meetings were well attended by ministers, delegates 
and visitors. The number of ladies present is a prophecy of the 
influence that womanhood aspires to exert on political measures, 
educational institutions and congregational unions. Several of 
our students contributed to the interest and power of the con­
vention. .

The key note was struck by the Rev. S. Sykes in an admirable 
sermon based on Rom. viii. Ü4 : “ We are saved by hope. ’ The 
meetings were characterized by a profound spiritual feeling. The
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members of the Union were as anxious that the forces of con­
science, of heart and of intellect be quickened, as they were to 
perform the legitimate work of the hour.

The reports from the churches were expressive of life and hope.
A strong denominational spirit was manifested by the intense 

interest awakened by lively and intelligent discussion of “Trust 
deeds,’ “ The Vanadian 1 nde^n'ndentT the “Year Book” and the 
necessity of circulating literature of a denominational character.

The Missionary society was well represented, the enthusiasm 
aroused crystallized into a good collection. The facts presented 
will convince oui' Western brethren that the deficit is not as large 
as they anticipated.

The conspicuous part the ladies take in the society, should pro­
voke our fair sisters in the West “ to do likewise.” Half the rev­
enue was raised by them.

The college had a larger share of attention than is usual, and if 
words are worth their face value, it will receive a greater amount 
of practical sympathy in the near future.

Several of the meetings were of a semi-evangelistic character 
and were much appreciated by the crowds that gathered to them. 
The one on “ grassy lawn, neath illimitable azures and crimson 
glories,” reminds one of the narratives in the New Testament or 
of the immense gatherings on the hills and in the valleys of the 
land which gave birth to the Bible Society, preachers of Boaner- 
gie temperament, and hundreds of Congregational churches, 
though the population is not half as largo as that in our fair Do­
minion.

The attention of the brethren was not confined to local or de­
nominational objects. Their broad churchism was embodied in 
resolutions of a more national character, viz., Sabbath desecration, 
affairs in the North-west, and the Temperance Movement.

We need scarcely add, the meetings received additional inter­
est and power from the delegation from the Union of Ontario and 
Quebec.

Mr. Sanderson was warmly welcomed as delegate, ex-chairman, 
ami especially on account of former connection with the churches 
in these Provinces. His speeches had the right ring. The music 
of his w ords remains.

We are familiar with the broad churchism, the protests against 
sectarianism, and the advocacy of Christian Union on the basis 
of Congregationalism by the editor of The Canadian Independent. 
But Mr. Burton’s avowed loyalty to the principle which gave in-
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spiration to the poetry of Milton, the heroism of Cromwell, the 
self-sacrifice of the Pilgrim Fathers, and the evangelism of Whit­
field gave us fresh courage. We hope his promise to visit the 
Union next year will be fulfilled.

Space forbids the mention of the many kind words spoken in 
favour of his better half.

The ubiquitous Superintendent of Missions, “the cheapest in­
stitution’ we can boast of, was the sunbeam of our Conference. 
He is always full—on this occasion he overflowed—in shining 
speech and Irish wit. But his intense earnestness and profound 
spiritual sympathy was more manifest than on previous visits.

Some of the glory emanating from the bright galaxy of our 
Canadian ministers was reflected on the Union by the popular 
pastor of Brantford. Mr. Fuller is well and favorably known to 
the churches by the sea. He was listened to with respect and 
admiration. His sermon and addresses were the expression of a 
warm heart. They sparkled with poetic beauty. His words 
were powerful, born of a profound conviction that the truths utter­
ed are lasting as the throne of Cod.
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CONGREGATIONAL POLITY AND WORK.

Three questions press upon every man for an answer : Whence 
am I ? Why am I here ? Whiiher am I going? As these are an­
swered, life passes with a hope and an aim ; or ends in darkness 
and despair. May it not be well for us, pastors of and representa­
tives from what are known as Congregational churches, assembled, 
to ask regarding those churches which have a common name,— 
Whence came they ? Have they a distinctive work to do ? What 
of their future ?

Regarding the third of these questions I shall say little, I pro­
fess no skill in horoscopy ; to the answering of the other ques­
tions, 1 propose to devote the time placed by custom at my dis­
posal.

Without preface or apology I at once ask the first : “ Whence 
are 'ire ? By the 'ire understanding the body of professing Chris­
tians denominated Congregational or Independent, for confessed­
ly such a body exists, or if you prefer it, a number of churches 
exist, called distinctively by these names. The present has its 
roots in the past, what has the past to say regarding the origin 
of Congregational or Independent churches ? Mosheim s statement 
in his ecclesiastical history, that “all the churches in those prim­
itive times were independent bodies, none of them subject to the 
jurisdiction of any other,’ has done yeoman service in establish­
ing the dogma that Independent churches exist jure dirt no. It 
may do us no harm boldly to enquire what real force there is in 
this jm diviimm. This question I shall endeavor to illustrate, 
not argue, that for the position to be taken in this address I may 
not have to stop at every stage to quote chapter and verse ; though 
for the principles to be propounded 1 trust we may truly trust­
ingly say, “Thus saith the Lord.”

It is assumed e. g, with growing confidence that every individ­
ual church or congregation has a right to " call ” its pastor, at 
least to have an influential voice in the selection. 1 am not aware 
of any direct precept or example in the New' Testament on which 
such a claim can rest. I read, Acts vi, 5, that at the instance of 
“|the twelve,’ seven men of good report were chosen over the busi­
ness regarding the widows who were supposed to have been ne­
glected in the daily ministration, which evidently was not the min­
istration of the word, nor ordinances, but the distribution of the
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charities of the church. Because we elect to the House of Com­
mons, that does not imply that we elect our king ; and the election 
of “ the seven does not carry with it the election to the pastorate.

We also read “that they have set themselves to minister unto the 
saints, 1 Cor., xvi, 15, coupled with an exhortation “thatye also 
be in subjection unto such. ' Paul emphatically declares himself 
to be an apostle, not from man, neither through man, but through 
Jesus Christ,” Gal. i, 1 ; and though Timothy was evidently an 
accredited teacher, set apart by “the laying on of the hands of 
the presbytery," that is of the assembled elders, there is no indica­
tion that the church at Ephesus chose him, or that of Crete the 
oversight of Titus. Nor are we told how “the elders in.every 
city ” Titus i, 5, received their appointment. How the bishops 
or presbyters were chosen by the respective assemblies of the New 
Testament is not a matter qf express or implied command, or wen 
of example. The early church was a missionary church among an 
alien people. ( )ur churches are in confessedly Christian lands.given 
the exact church order of the primitive day, it may be questioned 
whether under changed environment the same were possible to-day.

There is a proverb generally accepted, “Necessity knows no 
law,” as the expression of a principle it is very shallow. Necessity 
is law. Let but the “must" be righteously predicated and the 
law is implied. Not the must of selfishness as found for example 
in the excuse rendered for sharp dealing, “ a man must live, for 
men have honourably died where life would have been the price 
of dishonour. An assembly of Christian men howeVer if they 
would, as an assembly, do their work, and utilize the varied gifts of 
the individual members, must organize if only by appointing a 
chairman. That “ must ” represents a divine ordinance,ior in Him 
we live and move and have our being, therefore a divine right. 
From the inevitable condition of life, Christian life,would ] boldly 
maintain the principle of a Church’s right to call its pastor, though 
as ljoldly under exceptional circumstances would 1 maintain the 
contrary. In other words, God gives to His church a life and a 
revelation, ami says: “ Work out your own salvation. 1 have 
deemed it wise to thus illustrate my view of jan Jirintnn, that 
constant reference may not be needed hereafter.

Congregationalism as a distinct form of Christian church life 
has, and for generations has had, a local habitation, a specific work, 
and a name ; 1 purpose then to ask how, inspired by life and 
guided by revelation, it arose in these later years ; then shall we 
I Hi enabled to read its jn* ilivhrum, and to answer why it ought 
to remain. In doing so I shall allude to its rise in England and
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in Scotland. The spiritual life of England under the Tudors and 
their national church was nut such as would .minister to a mind 
diseased, or pluck from the heart a rooted sorrow. Superstition, 
ignorance, with a morality making light of such , venial sins us 
licentiousness and drunkenness while it looked with horror upon 
an altar cloth a priest’s hands had not washed, was not the best 
calculated to lead in the ways of righteousness and consequent 
peace ; nor was much true comfort to be fourni in church services 
where little was known of the Bible, no preaching, only a round 
of ceremonial follies performed by men the greater part of whose 
time was spent in ale houses and the general sports of the day.
1 am far from desirous of giving an impression that this state of 
things was universal. Such names as Hooker, Ridley, Latimer, 
and others e _ " ; well known, may suffice to preserve the estab­
lishment from the charge of utter corruption ; but it is to In; re­
membered that men lived and died frequently within the limits 
of a single county, ami if one parish was under the darkness, no 
possibility of light was there for the poor needy parishoner save 
as he struck it for himself. The word parish suggests another 
recollection. The parish was the church, all within its bounds 
who had received baptism—and all were under legal obligation to 
be baptised,—were members; certainly fellownh ip in our sense of 
the word was an idle dream. The clergy thus became the legal 
dispensers of God’s grace, and personal religion was the exception, 
certainly not the rule. The following facts may speak regarding 
the prevailing religion of the people. In 1 •")()!), £14 was left to 
a priest for continuing at Rome to sing at five different shrines 
for the repose of the soul of the testator. In 1 T>"l() Tyndal de­
clared there were 20,000 priests in England who could not trans­
late the Lord’s prayer into English, and Bishop Hooper found 
scores in Gloucestershire who were unable to tell its author ! 
“ Darkness covered the land and gross darkness the people.” 
Luther stumbled across a dusty bible and found light. Wicklife 
had given to his Saxon followers an English Bible, and the dark­
ness became apparent. “ The entrance of thy word giveth light.” 
Men found little but baptized paganism in the establishment of 
the day. What were they to do i They could but step aside and 
search the Scriptures. They searched, and*the tire burned—ne­
cessity was laid upon them 4o preach-they preached ; with bitter­
ness, it may be said. When men have convicted a system of 
utter falseness, and feel its prosecuting power, it is extremely un­
generous to demand from them the tenderness we feel in happy 
surroundings. They could see no light in the establishment 
which under pains and penalties demanded their devotion, and

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like the Israelites they left the flesh puts of Egypt to worship in 
the desert. It is not in lily purpose to follow them through per­
secution, struggle and death, rather to indicate that the move­
ment with which the names of Robert Browne, Isaac Barrow, John 
Robinson, and their coadjutors are associated, (not however by 
them begun but the rather systematized,) was the endeavor to 
serve God, and to worship Him in sincerity and in truth. Early 
Independency was life struggling out from a living tomb. It had 
a juM (liviumu to air. Speaking of these times Dr. Dexter says : 
“ I use the word Congregationalism to designate that system of 
thought, faith and practice, which starting with the dictum that 
the conditions of church life are revealed in the Bible, and are 
thence to be evolved by reverent common sense, assisted, but 
never controlled by, all other sources of knowledge ; interprets 
that book as teaching the reality and independent competency of 
the local church, and the duty of fraternity and co-working be­
tween such churches ; from these two truths, developing its en­
tire system of principles, privileges and obligations.” We accept 
this statement. It was the positing of God’s word as the supreme 
rule, and Christian life in the members as the true consecration.

Let us glance at Scotland. The tale of the Covenanters is well 
known, not too well, their heroism may well call forth our admir­
ation, their sufferings our sympathy. The theology and the aim 
of the Scottish Covenanters and of the English Independents 
were in substance identical. The Westminster confession of faith 
embodies the common theology, liberty was the aim. But the 
Stuarts were on the English throne, a royal race about which 
the only heroism found was the fidelity of the northern clans as 
they clung to their cause. That element led to political compli­
cations, and separated Covenanter from Ironside when union had 
advanced the cause of British freedom by centuries. Dunbar may 
have been a victory on one side, as it certainly was a defeat 
on the other ; it was a terrible mistake for both. Scotland settled 
down into Presbyterianism, the struggle being ov< r, as English 
Nonconformity after the restoration did into Independency. 
After an era of comparative enjoyment, reaping thg fruit of the 
martyrs’ struggle, religious life in Scotland confessedly declined. 
Burns’ “Cotter’s Saturday Night ’ was still to be seen in many a 
peaceful valley, on many a hillside, through many a village, hut 
“Holy Willie’s prayer ” too truly pictured the orthodox pharisee, 
and “ Holy Fair ” too many a communion gathering. A move­
ment began with which the Haldanes were intimately connected; 
under this quickening, earnest voices were raised against prevail­
ing vices, urging closer fellowship on the part of those who named
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the Lord Jesus in sincerity. Against this irregular preaching 
and fellowship, General Assembly and Synod protested, the 
“ Kirk ” and the Presbyterian dissenters (for Scottish dissent was 
Presbyterian) alike denounced “secret meetings, abusing the 
name of liberty as a cover for secret democracy and anarchy— 
preachers who had not attended a regular course of philosophy 
and divinity in some of the universities of the nation, and who 
had not been regularly licensed to preach the Gospel.” Hence 
going back of presbytery and confession, some twelve or fourteen 
persons assembled in a private.house in George Street, Edinburgh; 
(1798,) relying on the Spirit’s presence, guided by the word of God, 
they constituted themselves into a church for Christian fellowship. 
What else could they do? ' Undeniably zealous in a good cause, 
neither national nor dissenting churches of the Presbyterian polity 
and creed would hold them, they must do their master’s work, 
they began accordingly. (Prior to this the Glassiter and Sande- 
manians had established independent communities, but the present 
Congregationalism of Scotland is the direct outcome of the 
movement under the Haldanes.)

A review of Welch ecclesiastical history, as of the recent re­
markable movement in the Scandinavian churches, would only 
repeat the illustration, we simply refer to them—time forbids 
even a hasty review—as strengthening historically the position 
we are taking. Congregationalism was the struggle of light 
against darkness, of life against shackles.

Of late years at agricultural exhibitions an egg-hatching ap­
paratus has been seen ; by a judicious application of heat and 
flannel the care of the mother lârd has been sufficiently imitated 
to secure success. 1 have heard of a German chemist who had 
succeeded in building up an egg chemically identical with the 
natural one, with one small difference—it would not hatch. It 
seems to be the prerogative of deity to give life. Man may 
galvanize a corpse and secure muscular action, he cannot 
galvanize into being. Similarly a state may foster a church, 
develop its powers, stimulate its growth ; kings may be 
nursing fathers, queens nursing mothers, but they are powerless 
to give the vital spark ; organizations may construct in all out­
ward elements a New Testament church, but if the life is wanting 
the manufactured egg fails to produce. You cannot create a Chris­
tian by any legal suasion, the Spirit of Christ only can quicken the 
dead soul ; a man may attend schools of philosophy and have his 
head filled with thoughts of other men wanting the divine call, 
no licensure can make him a faithful minister of the grace of God. 
An assembly may be formed, outwardly if you will,after a supposed
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Divine model, but if Christ is not present in the hearts of those 
constituting the assembly, there may be a club, but not an New 
Testament church. Churches are not made by political machinery, 
nor manufactured by ecclesiastical chemistry. Christians, Christian 
teachers, Christian churches, are—as was Paul’s apostleship— 
“ not from men, neither through men, but through Jesus Christ, 
and God the Father, who raised him from the dead.” The state 
church ignored this, as Canons ix, x, xi, most plainly declare, 
to practically witness for this truth, Congregationalism arose ; 
therefore historically Congregationalism has been not so much a 
polity as a life seek:ng for air, for freedom to worship God.

At this juncture we may remember that “ independency, lib­
erty ” was not strictly viewed as an end, but as a means to an 
end. It was an end striven for, only that a further end might 
be attained. Had the liberty of prophesying been given to the 
early Independents, they had not separated. This is as true of the 
Haldanes «as of the early dissenters. As a matter of fact, when 
under Cromwell Independency prevailed, liberty was not only 
enjoyed, but allowed. In this respect the sturdy champions of 
the Commonwealth differed greatly from contemporary stragglers 
for religious freedom. George Bull, at St. George’s, near Bristol, 
repeated his Episcopalian liturgy, and Richard Baxter, at Kidder­
minster, kept on his Presbyterian way under Cromwell’s triers, 
whose duty required them to seek for evidences of spiritual life 
rather than for the marks of a blind orthodoxy. In this respect 
they followed the Primitive church, which as Bishop Lightfoot 
maintains esteemed Episcopal sanction rather than Episcopal or­
dination, character rather than obedience to a rite. To say that 
these triers did not always act consistently is simply to say they 
were men, not angels. Let him that is without sin, cast the first 
stone at them. Those English Independents of Cromwell’s day, 
however, did what no other Christian body of men ever did or 
seem to be capable of doing now ; possessed of state patronage 
they (jam the liberty they demanded, and suppressed, when they 
did suppress, forms of worship, not as forms of religious life, but 
because those who used the same sought under cover thereof to 
subvert the state under which their liberty was enjoyed. We 
need not bow our head for English Independency. Dr. Dale, in 
his lecture on the English Independents, says : “ It is not clear 
that these separatists had «as yet developed any very definite 
theory of church polity. Tiny seem to have been Congregation- 
alists in their practice, but there is nothing to show that they held 
the theory of Congregationalism.*’ In other words the jas diet- 
hum for which they contended was the liberty to live a Christian

life without offence ; to develop a Christian character according 
to the Divine word rather than by an outward conformity impos­
ed with pains and penalties. As recently in Scandinavia, the 
forms ami impositions of prevailing church life were adverse to 
spiritual power and growth ; the living longed to be free, and 
found in Primitive Congregationalism “ the liberty wherewith 
Christ made free.”

Has that liberty been so attained by the various denominations 
to-day, as to render a distinct testimony such as Congregationalism 
is supposed to give unnecessary ? I should be untrue to the 
principle thus far illustrated, that Congregationalism is life rather 
than polity, did I deny—or only with bated breath attirm—that 
Christian hearts may beat equally under surplice, chasuble, Geneva- 
gown, the simple garb of unpretending Presbyter; or that a 
church may gather under vaulted roof as well as within the humble 
conventicle. There are two noteworthy missionary societies 
existing, ils thoroughly supported by Congregational means and 
instrumentality as any denominational society, which still retain 
their original undenominational character,—the London Mission­
ary and the American Board of Commissioners of Foreign 
Missions. Congregationalism, true to itself, is unsectarian ; 
that characteristic is at once its justification, its strength, and 
its weakness. If its polity is a necessary outcome of its character, 
the character justifies the polity, not the polity the character. As 
of old, its voice to-day is, you can enforce neither uniformity nor 
orthodoxy by either lav* or creed ; only as the outcome of living 
hearts, touched and united by the Spirit of Christ, can you have 
an uniformity and an orthodoxy that can claim the name of 
Christian. Is that testimony still needed ? 1 shall endeavor to
reply, and if in doing so 1 succeed in making manifest that there 
is still a ground for Congregationalism or Independency to occupy, 
I shall be entirely misrepresented by any construction of my words 
which makes invidious comparisons with other Chiistian bodies, 
or which would deny to me the right I cherish beyond any right 
of polity or prejudice, to take any man of Christlike character by 
the hand and call him without a “ but ’ a brother in the Lord.

I was much interested once reading an article on the lessons to 
be derived from the Roman and Anglican churches. Speaking 
specialljr of the latter, its services were pointed out as an appeal­
ing to the element of worship in our nature, and certainly its at­
tractions for the cultured on the one hand and for the very ignorant 
on the other, is not to be set wholly down to human depravity. 
“ A man may smile, and smile and be a villain,’ yet a smile from a 
loving heart is priceless. A heartless service is rottenness, but shall
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we say the same of praise made vocal ? Let it be allowed therefore 
that the Anglican liturgy witnesses to the seemliness of worship, 
and that in addition to the general Christian work performed, it 
stands distinctively forth as the exponent of public worship. Other 
organizations e.g. the Presbyterian, may represent definiteness of 
belief ; the genius of the system is to sharply define, have belief 
decisively expressed ; an ideal worthy of being aimed after, and 
whose absence would not be a blessing to the church militant. 
And thus we might pass in review the various sections of the 
Christian church (save those, and there are such, as owe their 
origin and continuance to the crank.) discovering in each a dis­
tinct testimony, a minon d' etat. It is important for Congregation­
alism to know its own distinctive mission.

Some time ago, driving through one of our fine farming dis­
tricts, 1 was struck by the appearam e of a fine maple tree at each 
of the corners of a plot on which the house was built, and within 
which the garden was planted. Three of them grew as it were 
in the open, a picture of one would have stood equally for the 
picture of all. They were alike symmetrical, luxuriant, free. At 
the corner where the fourth tree was, the carriage house had been 
built, and though the growth had been even more luxuriant than in 
the case of the other three, and the owner had with an eye to 
symmetry occasionally trimmed the branches, there was an one­
sidedness in the appearance of this tree which stood out in mark­
ed contrast with the free unrestrained symmetry of the others. 
The three grew unrestrained, the fourth was cramped. It makes 
all the difference in the world whether a man works out from his 
own consciousness a creed like unto that of his neighbor, or re­
ceives it as by the impress of another mind rigid’y moulding bis 
own I confess that the practice common in many gardens of 
clipping evergreens into the conical shape never commended it­
self to my taste, the free beauty of the box and spruce cannot 
be even approached by the gardener’s shears ; there are some strag­
gling scrubby natures however that are nothing without this ar­
tificial shaping. Clip them well. The forest finds room for all, 
and the world is made up of ever varying characters. Congrega­
tionalism professes to give a liberty beyond any other polity; its 
right to a denominational existence depends upon its being able 
to develop in that liberty, not scrubby stra?g ing plants in the 
garden of the Lord, but vigorous symmetrical palm trees, flourish­
ing in the courts of our God.

But these general considerations aie mere platitudes unless 
they are applied to actual conditions of life, and if there is to be 
a distinctive work, it becomes necessary that the differentia be
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indicated. Again disavowing the right of any one to read 
invidious comparisons into my words, and asking pardon for 
burdening my illustrations with personal remembrances, I would 
essay a statement of facts. Independent, Puritan and Coven­
anter alike accepted the theology known as Calvinistic, and that 
not in any modified form, but as differentiated from its rival system 
Arminianism by the “five points ” of the Synod of Dort. I am 
not concerned to-day with the scriptural ness or non-scripturalness 
of that system. I was educated in it, and have breathed my re­
ligious life in its atmosphere, I at least ought to appreciate jts 
consistency and its power, so do not expect from me any refuta­
tion of its dogmas You enter a school where one of the Calvin­
istic symbols is held as the rule of faith, subordinate it is true, 
and yet as a basis of fellowship, or at Jeast of office bearing, and 
this confession is placed in your hands with the Scriptures, you 
are expected to read these Scriptures in its light. I am not say­
ing this is an evil, on the other hand I look back to the exercise 
as one of strength and of keen intellectual enjoyment. Your 
thesis was before you, you hunted up the proof, and placed with 
something like a feeling of triumph the Q. E. D. at the end. 
There was also a ministration of life and experience therein. But 
there is another exercise, at least as potent for the practice of 
spiritual athletics in the mysteries of God :—Here friend is the 
Bible, in it are contained the dealings of God with a special peo­
ple that His way may be known upon earth, together with the 
revelation of Ris purposes to the end that His saving health may 
come upon all nations Here too are appliances of study, here too 
sympathizing teachers; work out for yourselves, under God’s im­
plored guidance, the truths which make wise unto Salvation. 
Live free in God’s own sunlight, and develop like unto your 
brother, not under the clipping of theological shears, but by the 
power of that life which makes Christian by rendering Christlike.

To this it may be with force urged : are we then to be ever 
learning and never come to the knowledge of the truth ? It is not 
necessary to be always verifying the Logarithm tables, or New­
ton’s law of gravitation. And if the Nicene fathers rightly de­
fined the Scriptural doctrine of the Trinity, why should it be 
necessary to traverse the same ground ? At any rate give the 
formula, let him who has time verify, the worker may be content 
to accept in faith. The difference between scientific verification 
and theological is simply this,—once proved water is hydrogen 
and oxygen, and the formula stands for all time the statement of 
an universal fact. Theology, Gospel theology, must in its 
quickening power commend itself u to every man’s conscience,” I
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can therefore no more verify for you than I can eat anti digest for 
you. Religous truth must be personally apprehended, each for 
himself must receive and appropriate, therefore

“ The living faith of the settlors old,
A dead profession their children may hold.”

The formula called the Nicene creed, couched in language7of 
theological controversy, designed to catch the Artan heretic, can 
never apply to the heart and conscience the quickening cleansing 
power of the work and spiritual presence of the Sonrof God. 
Therefore though “the great cloud of witnesses,” “the traditions 
of the fathers” are not by any means to be despised, each^heart 
for itself must prove all things, and apprehend in its own way 
the deep things of God.

To illustrate the difference in its application to formula of be­
lief : In “ His Majesty’s Declaration ” affixed to the “ Thirty-Nine 
Articles ” of the Established Church of England and Wales occur 
these words of authority: “No man hereafter shall either 
print or preach to draw the article aside any way, but shall sub­
mit to it in the plain and full meaning thereof.”

Four years ago the National Council of Congregational churches 
in the United States appointed a committee to name a commis­
sion whose duty it should be to formulate a .statement of what 
the Congregational churches in the IT. S. generally 1>elieve and 
teach. A statement of doctrine, evangelical without being sec­
tarian has been the result. The “ articles ” are to l>e submitted 
unto ; the statement is the simple declaration of what is l>elieved 
—the ground of fellowship l>eing the revelation made bv God in 
the Bible.

Some of our dudes, it is said, amputate the toe to avoid corns, 
a more reasonable way would lie to avoid the pointed toe boot ; 
however tastes differ.

Here then seems to me to l>e the distinctive ground of Congre­
gationalism. It has faith in Christian life to work out its own 
symmetry, inviting neither amputation or corns, it leaves men 
free to work out their theology in the fear of God and in love 
of the brethren. It has no Calvinistic mesh to catch the Armin- 
ian, nor an Arminian fence to exclude the Calvinist ; it is tolerant 
alike of a bishop’s mitre and of a wide-awake hat ; it has doctrines, 
for Christ taught ; it imposes none because “ taught of Christ ” 
the Christlike must follow. But is not this an easy go-as-you- 
like kind of faith. Let us see : read Zech. ii, 1—5. Visions of future 
glory were being unfolded to Israel toiling midst foe and hard­
ship in the rebuilding of temple and city. The man with measur­
ing line goes forth to begin the plan, to see how great should be
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its breadth, how great its length. Stay, says the angel, Jerusalem 
is not to be measured. No walls must cramp her future growth 
and glory. There is, or was in the Capitol at Washington a 
fresco—the pioneer pilgrims of the great republic have just 
reached the mountain height and see laid out before them in 
mighty plains, rolling uplands, flowing rivers and fertile vales, 
the great western continent—contemplating the scene in the light 
of the nation’s future they exclaim,

“ No pent-up Utica contracts our powers, •
The great the boundless continent is ours.”

God’s kingdom in heart experience, in outflowing sympathy, in 
righteousness, and in truth, is not to be contracted. “Jerusalem 
will remain as villages unwalled on account of men and cattle in 
her midst.” Ah ! but there is danger in this unwalled extension. 
Enemies may come in : the light thus diffused may depart. 
Courage timid heart, where is thy faith : “ I will be to her—tis 
the utterance of Jehovah—a wall of tire round about, this shall 
l>c your protection ; and a glory in her midst.” This is the heri­
tage of the sen ants of the Lord, and their righteousness shall be 
from me saith Jehovah ; and there is no true Congregationalism 
where this circling tire and indwelling glory is not manifestly 
present.

I am aware of the necessity of human thought and% life that 
truths held must be in some sense formulated, and therefore that 
the cry against creeds is often meaningless. The mere statement 
of a man’s belief is a creed ; so also the basis on which fellowship 
is granted. In simple communication with brethren something 
must be said ; dogma predicated. Nor does it avail to say our 
creed is the Bible, (though the admission is being freely made 
that the Bible is an orthodox book, i. e., that they who would 
reject Evangelical teachings must in some way do so against the 
Scriptures,) for when we answer what do the Scriptures teach, 
that answer be it ever so inclusive is tvclusive also. For my 
part I would accept as the creed of an united Christendom what 
appears to me to have liven an early song of belief ; 1 Cor., xv, 
•t, 4. “ Christ died for our sins, according to the Scriptures, was
buried, and hath been raised on the third day according to the 
Scriptures,” where you will note not only the facts, but the quali­
fying clause which links the entire revelation contained in the 
Bible together, “ according to the Scriptures.” Hence I confess 
sympathy with the English Union in’electing Edward White to 
the chairmanship, notwithstanding his view, honestly, reverently 
propounded on Life in Christ, not because he holds certain views,
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but l>ecau8e he is an acknowledged Christian man. I can say 
this freely because I have read White’s “ Life in Christ,” ts impor­
tant parts with some care, and unhesitatingly express my conviction 
that “ Conditional Immortality ” is not a doctrine of the Bible. 
Thomas Binney, R. W. Dale, and Baldwin Brown, were not ex­
cluded Christian fellowship for decided views on eschatology not 
in full accord with the orthodoxy of the day. The evangelical 
church of Christ cannot let such men go. Not that the Union 
endorses the views by those men held, but the Christlike charac­
ter of the men, for “Christ’s love rebukes no home love, breaks no 
tie of kin apart. Better heresy in doctrine than heresy in heart.” 
“According to the Scriptures” we must exclude, not from brother­
hood, but from Christian fellowship, those who confess not that 
Jesus Christ is come in the Hesh, and that he died for our sins 
and rose again according to the Scriptures. To go further would 
be to forsake scriptural Christianity,yet in ^me such catholic direc­
tion as this true Christian union is I believe ultimately to be 
found, and I know of no denominational body more free to work 
this problem of Christian fellowship out on pure New Testament 
lines than the body denominated Congregational.

I have indicated an inclusiveness which may be misinterpreted. 
E. g. Thomas Binney accepted what is known as “Conditional im­
mortality,” but Thomas Binney preached Christ and not con­
ditional immortality. If any man believed it to be his special 
mission to preach an eschatology or an atonement contrary to 
the received orthodoxy of the day, I unhesitatingly say he should 
not do so within orthodox lines. Let him like John the fore­
runner utter his voice in the desert, but like John he must ven­
ture his head if he has the courage of his convictions. A mano
who reverently accepts Christ and preaches Him, I would not 
exclude because his honest interpretation of God’s word leads him 
humbly where Dale and Binney stand. I base my fellowship 
on faith in Christ, not on acceptance of a formula, which to me 
with mental reservations may mean one thing, to my brother 
another. The position open for Congregationalism to occupy, 
and to occupy in strict accord with its traditions and fundamen­
tal principles, is the broad ground of evangelical Christianity— 
the one avowed unsectarian denomination. How are we to occu­
py it ? To say “ depend upon, wait for, the pouring out of the 
Spirit,” is to propound at the same time the grandest, most vital 
truth the Christian church can possess—and the veriest platitude 
if the words allow us to stand at ease. All Christendom waits 
for the outpouring—we equally with the rest. “ Power from on 
high ” may our faith be large enough to receive it.
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Hilt its manifestation. Our College must he a channel through 
which we may look for this power to How. I am far from desir­
ing to see repeated the mistake of the Scottish churches, viz : that 
unless a man had attended a school of philosophy and been duly 
licensed, a recognized pulpit was not to be opened unto him. A 
college be it ever so well established and maintained can no more 
make an effective minister of the New Testament than an estab­
lishment of agricultural implements can manufacture a farm or 
cause grain to flourish in a sandy waste ; but given the man, and 
a well equipped college can direct, culture, endow', open up veins 
of spiritual gold, broaden the prospect so that sympathies enlarge,* 
give judicial fairness, and fu.nish a workman w ith valuable tools 
for work.

Ecclesiasticism has made it the minister's prerogative to baptize, 
presjde at the Lord’s table, pronounce the benediction, with a 
multitude of other et cetera«. “ Christ sent me not to baptize,
but to preach the Gospel” was Paul’s indignant declaration as 
men exalted the rite into the life and divided on a name. The 
New Testament, and we may add the apostolic, church of history 
made little beyond “ decency and order” of formal consecration 
and ordinance, but “ lay hands hastily on no man ” are words of 
Divine direction, certainly not on “ a novice, i.e. ‘ one newly come 
to the faith’ lest being puffed up he fall into the condemnation of the 
devil.” What care 1 for authority to pour water upon a child’s 
face, to handle platter and cup, to lift up hands and say the Lord 
bless you, compated with the prerogative to preach the word,and 
to authoritatively expound the unsearchable riches of Christ ? Our 
college is designed pre-eminently to tit men not to be ecclesiastics but 
to teach, and that with no contracted sympathy, but on a plane 
permitting fellowship with all who call .lesus Lord. Permit me to 
indicate its special line, distinguishing it denominationally. Each 
denominational college has a denominational work. May I in­
dulge the paradox that the denominational work of ours is undc-

speciai pre
what confessedly good men have held, what has given nerve to 
righteousness in the world, is worthy of our sympa thy and study, 
but a broader Evangelical truth underlies them all even as “ the 
church of (lod which was at Corinth” had deeper foundations, 
wider bounds, than the sects which monopolized names, exclud­
ing brethren. That broader teaching we find in the records of 
Christ’s life and doctrine, and in the Scriptures wdiich testify of 
Him. And I am persuaded that in a correct exegesis of the text,

• .
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with the light of the vast aids this critical age affords, is to be 
found the true harmonizing of the differences which divide the 
Christian churches. So long as Scripture is expounded by a sys­
tem, so long systems antagonize ; when we can use systems— 
Christian or otherwise, to put us in general sympathy with human 
kind—and bring this knowledge simply to Jesus’ feet for his 
direction, we are in a fair way to learn what that systematic 
theology is—if systematic it be—which is “ broad as the love of 
God, and narrow as bis righteousness.’’ It has been written that 
there are in the theology of a period the permanent and the tran­
sitory elements ; the sceptics deny the former, dogmatists the 
Latter. We may be truly kept from scepticism by holding fast 
the revelations God has given us in the scriptures of truth ; from 
intolerant dogmatism by our freedom from the authoritative bands 
of an interpreting system. Free to read, not free to reject the 
revealed wi!l of God, we bring a spirit of willing reverence into 
our obedience ; thus knowing the truth, the truth doth make us 
free indeed. But a college erected to expound a system cannot 
occupy this position, one free to treat with reverent boldness can. 
Such a college a Congregational college may be ; is it an Utopian 
dream to see in our own that ideal in process of being realized ? 
and to find in men thus equipped a band of primitive Christian 
workers tilled with zeal and knowledge whose influence will be 
so marked upon the character of this Dominion that the coming 
generation will rise to call us blessed ?

I would venture a few words on politics. The Congregational 
churches of England by force of circumstances art liberal, and 
their influence is felt to be great in the politics of the country. I 
should deeply deprecate in Canada the use of the pulpit on any 
partizan question of the day, and 1 have the impression that our 
English brethren would have more spiritual power were they 
less decidedly politicians. But there are questions regarding civil 
righteousness and individual liberty which we should not evade. 
There are the righteous adjustments of labour and capital of land 
relations, the questions of sanitary and of temperance reform, the 
integrity of the home, and the honest administration of public 
affairs. Such questions are deeper than party issues, and should 
be met by the prophets of theN ew Testament as by ',he prophets 
of the Old. If unto Cæsar are to be rendered the things that are 
Cæsar’s, we must know what things are his, that we may rightly 
render unto God the things that are God’s. I know this requires 
careful handling, but if we use our liberty wisely, with a broad 
spirit of Christian catholicity, we shall be fulfilling part of our 
mission, furthering the Gospel which gives peace on earth and
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proclaims good will among men. We can handle the burning 
questions of the day with strong grasp if we only use aright our 
untrammelled liberty—vv ovxjht.

I would say a word on oiyunizatioo. For mere forms let 
graceless bigots fight, their presence or their absence is to ine of 
little moment .so Ions: as we have the visible manifestations of 
sympathy and oneness. This 1 would insist upon, some means of 
expressing mutual confidence and regard,for isolation is not inde­
pendency, Congregationalism is mindful of the great congregation, 
it is not an expression of mutual regard e. g. for a church to say 
“ the settlement of our pastor is a matter that concerns ourselves.” 
It does concern “ ourselves ” and a great deal more if brotherhood 
is to be maintained. We gain confidence from others in propor­
tion to the confidence we place in those others. Hence the spirit 
of what is known as the council system should be made manifest. 
“ I care for nobody ” begets the " nobody cares for me ” We need 
intercommunion, the more the better ; fraternity manifested other­
wise than by a mere name. Organization in this direction we 
must have, or everybody’s business becomes no one’s and the work 
is not done.

I should in this connection like to hurl a stone against a 
prevalent sentiment that a principle of Congregational 
churches is “ the majority must rule.” That was precisely what 
the early Independents opposed. A majority would have imposed 
vestments,liturgy, conformity ; Nay,said those sturdy champions 
for liberty, we may be a minority, but the minority has light to 
liberty. The fact is Congregational churches should not rule but 
consult, and in ninety-nine cases out of a hundred theendispeacefully 
reached. Let the result be made to depend upon the counting of 
hands and you invite canvassing, caucusing, party ism, and all the 
bitternesses of political strife. Conversing recently with a minis­
ter of another denomination regarding denominational character­
istics, he said “ the best working members in my church are Con­
gregational ists,” and as one looks here and there through the 
various sections of the church (putting aside the case of those who 
seek church fellowship for society’s ” sake,) we see constantly 
among those most truly active therein,men and women, whose in­
spiration was received within the fellowship called Congregational. 
Enquire why they are found in another fold, and you will learn 
that in one of those waves of sentiment or will which occasionally 
sweep over communities a majority, because they were a majority, 
claimed the right to have their own way, and that in such a man­
ner as compelled a minority that had a spark of self respect to 
find another fellowship and field. I am not pleading for minority



rule, but for that spirit which leads an assembly to carry its reso­
lutions by moral strength and Christian brotherhood, not by dint 
of superior numbers. In the practical working out of a church’s 
polity, no greater mistake can be clung to than the settlement of 
difficult questions by the counting of hands. In a true Indepen­
dent church, Love rulea, all else is sounding brass and clang:ng 
cymbal.

41 There is a comfort in the strength of love ;
“’Twill make a thing endurable, which else
41 Would break the heart.”

This truth suggests another :—Our great dramatist makes one of 
his characters say, “ He that steals my purse steals trash,—but he 
that takes from me my good name—leaves me poor indeed.” Un­
derstand by 44 name ” the correct designation of character, and em­
phatically we say, rob Congregationalism thereof, and it is poor 
indeed. Sacerdotalism may retain the aroma of consecration 
where character is gone ; dogmatism may insist upon 44 the form 
of sound words ” where life is extinct ; the organization and the 
creed still remain ; under both the crowd may gather, the temple 
tnay be full, and with the enthusiasm of the Ephesian mob the 
creed may be repeated with deafening clamour ; let Independency 
be robbed of its character and its power is gone, its work done. 
Let us remember this, we cannot be judged merely by our statis­
tical tables. Numbers and financial strength are at present on 
the side of the world with its vanities and lusts. The New York 
Hour, a society paper, in a recent issue writes, 44 This is a trivial 
age ; men are not in earnest in any of the affairs of life. Culture 
is a pretense, art a humbug. Learning is despised. Nobody wants 
truth or accuracy excepta few old fashioned folks. If people are 
amused they are satisfied.” There is some truth in this, the 
tone of our public press as it panders to the prevailing taste in 
order 44 to make it pay ” manifests the same. If the end of Con­
gregationalism is to make it pajr then it must pander also, only 
the devil will outbid it eventually in the world’s great auction 
mart. If its work is to witness to the power of free Christian 
life, it must do so sometimes at least, as it nobly has done in 
years gone by, in derision, poverty and pain It will win at last. 
As I take this to be the mission, any mere pandering to the 
41 groundlings ” is to hinder the work, rob the denomination of its 
good name and leave it poor indeed. We need to be rich in in* 
telligence, moral strength and love, we cannot afford to court the 
world’s smile, having hid from us the light of the Father’s 
countenance,
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l conclude. In this a crisis of the denomination s history, whan 
the question is being continually raised " what is Congregation­
alism, and its specific work,” I thought it well to indicate at 
some length what seems to me to be its distinct line of operation. 
Believing tro that unity of purpose gives unity of spirit, I have 
urged that this purpose be distiecfcly understood and fallowed. 
If the broad principles of an apostolic Christianity are worthy of 
being maintained, as I verily believe they are, Congregationalism 
has yet a mission before it Are we the men to carry it on ? By 
striving to answer practically that question we shall best preserve 
our liberty, and manifest our right to live. We can then truly 
boa*t of being Catholic without being Papal ; Episcopal not pre- 
latical ; Unitarian but not Socinian ; Baptists, but not sectaries on a 
mere rite; Congregational, Independent, Free, yet not using lib­
erty as a cloke; a faithful brotherhood .whose union is not ephemeral, 
but among those unseen eternals that endure when forms and 
foibles are passed forever away.

“ Our heart» confese the saints elect,
Who, twain in faith, in love agree,

We melt not in an acid sect 
The Christian pearl of charity.”

We have all sung “ Thou 0 Christ art all I want.1 In those words 
Charles Wesley would appear to have anticipated the cry of the 
Christian world to-day. If there is one more earnest demand on 
the part of the lay element in our churches, it is—as Dr. Fair- 
bairn has lately expressed it—Let us “ return to Christ the per­
sonal, the historical, the real,” and the church that most success­
fully brings the present generation into direct contact with the 
Prophet of Nazareth as He was and is in his native glory, is the 
church that w ill be doing the greatest work for God in this pres­
ent generation. The world has grown wTearv of systems, and 
longs for its Saviour. Since upon the midnight clear the angels 
sang their song of “ Peace,” the w'orld ecclesiastical as well as 
political has suffered “ twro thousand years of wrong,” for “ man 
at w ar wTith man hears not the love song which they sang,” and 
wreary hearts amid earth’s Babel sounds, waiting for the promised 
day impatiently cry

“Oh ! hush the noise ye men[of strife, and hear the angels sing.”

This age is fruitful in the coining of new words;we have heliocentric, 
geocentric, to express a true as against a false astronomical sys­
tem, and we have left far behind the day when this little earth 
was viewed as the centre of the great universe of God : we no\y
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see the word Christocentric, and therein is expressed the only 
new theology worth pursuing in contrast with the old, and which 
loe are free to pursue—not Calvinocentric, Episcopocentric, Cale- 
doniocentric,—no not even Americocentric, but Christocentric, 
where Christ is all and in all. Let this practically be the key­
note of our denominationalism spoken in college and missions, in 
fellowship and work, and we can cheerfully sing

41 The promised time is hastening on,
By prophet bards foretold,

When with the ever circling years 
Comes round the age of gold ;

When peace shall over all the earth 
Its undimmed splendor fling,

And the whole world send back the song 
Which now the angels sing. ”
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CONSTITUTION.

i. That the name of this Association be “Thk Cost * relational Union of 
Ontario an i> Qverkc.

ii. Th t it shall consist of Congregational or Independent churches, and of 
ministers of the same church order who are either in the pastoral office or 
(being members of Congregational churches) are engaged in evangelistic or 
educational service. approved or received at a general meeting.

III. That this Union is founded on a full recognition of the distinctive prin­
ciples of Congregational churches, namely, the Scriptural right of every sep­
arate church to maint lin perfect independence in its government and admin­
istration, and, therefore, that the Union shall not assume legislative or ad­
ministrative authority, or in any case become a court of appeal.

lv. That the following are the objects contemplated in its formation.-—1. 
To promote evangelical religion in connection with the Congregational denom­
ination. 2. To cultivate brotherly affection and co-operation in everything 
relating to the interest of the associated churches. .‘I. To establish a frater­
nal correspondence with smaller bodies elsewhere. 4. To address an annual 
or occasional letter to the associated churches, accompanied with such infor­
mation as may be deemed necessary. 5. To obtain accurate statistical infor­
mation relative to the Congregational churches throughout the British 
American Provinces. b. To hold consultation on questions of interest con­
nected with the cause of Christ in general.

v. To promote the accomplishment of these objects, and the general inter­
ests of the Union, an annual meeting of its memtiers shall be held, each of 
the associated churches being represented by two lay delegatus ; the meetings 
to be held at such time and place as may lie appointed at each annual meeting.

vi. That the officers of the Union be a chairman, secretary-treasurer, sta­
tistical secretary, minute i jeretary and committee, all to lie chosen annually 
from its members, who shall execute the instructions of the Union, and pre- 
I>are a docket of business for the annual meeting.

vu. That alterations may be made in this constitution at any annual meet­
ing. provided that notice of such alterations has been given at the meeting 
next preceding.

STANDING RULES.

1. Applications for admission to the Union, whether by churches or minis­
ters should he made in writing; and after having been read to the Union shall be 
referred to a standing committee on membership. Churches so applying shall 
present the written recommendation of three members of the Union. Min­
isters bearing regular hitters of dismissal from a kindred Congregational or­
ganization, and those who furnish evidence of having completed a course of 
study in the Congregational College of British North America, and having 
lieen ordained to the ministry, may be received at once on these grounds. 
Other ministers shall be required to bring proof of (1) their membership in a 
Congregational church ; (2) their ordination to the ministry ; (tt) if they have 
come from any other denomination, their good standing therein ; and they 
shall satisfy the membership committee in relation to their literary acquire­
ments, and their doctrinal and ecclesiastical views ; (4) should the member­
ship committee be satisfied on these points, and recommend the applicant for 
membership, the recommendation shall be filed with the secretary, and the
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application anil recommendation shall then lie over until the next annual 
meet ini', when a two-third» vote of the members present shall be requisite for 
admission into membership.

2. The Vnion shall meet annually on the Wednesday after the first Sab­
bath in June, at 7 : JO p.m., when tfie annual sermon will be delivered.

3. The rnion shall then be organized under the presidency of the chairman, 
or, failing him, a chairman pro tno., to be chosen by th i I’nion ; by the elec­
tion of minute secretaries and re(M>rters, the calling of the roll, the appoint­
ment of standing committees on business, memliership, nomination and 
finance, on nomination by the committee of the Vnion.

4. < hi Thursday morning, immediately after the devotional exercises, the 
chairman’s address shall be delivered, and the roll shall be called, and the 
chairman for the next year shall lie elected by oailot without nomination. 
For this puqtose the ballot pa|»crs shall be sent by the statistical secretary to 
every member of the Vnion and every church connected with it, along with 
the blanks for statistical returns, to be handed in on Thursdaÿ morning on 
entering the place where the Vnion is held, which ballots shall he counted by 
scrutineers appointed by the Vnion committee for the purjiose.

5. The committee of the Vnion shall then present their annual report.
4». The meetings shall be daily opened and closed with prayer ; the morn­

ing devotional exercises to extend to an hour.
7. No motion shall be discussed unless seconded ; no mendier shall s}»eak 

twice to the same motion without permission from the chair ; and every mo­
tion shall be presented in writing by the mover, if required by the chair.

8. The roll shall be called and the minutes of the preceding day read at 
the opening of each day’s session, and the minutes of the last day at the close 
of the session.

tl. The church in whose locality the annual meeting shall lie held, shall Ihî 
requested to celebrate the Lord's Supper in connection with such meeting.

10. On Monday evening, during the sitting of the Vnion, a public meeting 
of the Union shall lie held.

11. Application shall be made by the statistical secretary, one month at least 
before the annual meeting,for statistics of the several churches, and a brief nar­
rative of the state of religion among them, that he may prepare a condensed 
narrative of the whole for the annual meeting, and for publication, if so ordered.

12. A collection for the funds of the Union shall be made annually in each 
church, on or near the Lord’s day prior to the meeting. From this source, 
the finance committee, after providing for other necessary expenses, shall pay, 
in full, if possible, the travelling fares of (1) ministerial members who are 
pastors or members of Congregational churches within the Provinces of On­
tario aim Quebec ; and (2) one delegate from each church contributing not 
less than the sum of five dollars to its funds ; or if unable to pay in full, shall 
deduct from the chum of each, such equal amount as may be found necessary ; 
such payment not to be made until after the tinal adjournment, except with 
leave of the Union.

13. The delegates from the Union to corresponding bodies, who may fail to 
fulfil their appointment by personal attendance, shall address these Ixslies 
by letter, communicating in substance such information and sentiments as 
they would furnish if present at their annual convocations.

14. All supplies of pulpits required during the Sunday in which the Union 
is in session, which are not otherwise provided for, shall be tilled by the 
nomination committee in connection with tne pastor of the church where the 
Union is held, and a copy of such appointments shall he posted on the door 
of the church where the Vnion is assembled.
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RESOLUTIONS AND DECLARATION OF FAITH.

The following resolutions were adopted by the Congregational Union of 
<hitario and Quebec, at the annual meetings, held in (luelph, June, 1877, 
and London, Ont., June, 1878.

In reference to the doctrinal statement, it should be distinctly understood 
that it has been adopted by the Union, neither as a creed to be subscribed, 
nor as a scientific document by which the belief of the churches is minutely 
declared.

It has been intentionally drawn up in simple language, so that the several 
members of our churches may refer to it, as a brief statement of what is gen­
erally believed^by those connected with the Congregational denomination in 
Canada. Its cordial and unanimous adoption gave a striking and practical 
illustration of the unity of opinion on the cardinal doctrines of the Christian 
faith, which exists so largely in the body.

“ Forasmuch as our denominational attitude toward modern re­
ligious thought may, from the freedom of our ecclesiastical polity, 
lx? unintentionally misapprehended, we hereby affirm our con­
tinued adhesion to the historical principles of our hotly, and de­
clare our belief :

“ 1. That human formulations of dogma, whether in the form 
of written creeds or articles of religion, are neither conducive to 
unity of faith, nor preventive of error, ami that the Holy Scrip­
tures alone are the true standard of religious belief.

“ 2. That as the Bible is the inspired revelation of the Divine 
mind and will, to the diligent and prayerful student light may he 
expected to break from its pages. Nevertheless, from its devout 
study for ages by the best and wisest men, such light, while it 
may secure a riclier development of its fundamental truths, will 
certainly never mar nor displace them.

“ 3. That as a denomination we are unwilling to accept the the- 
. ology of any man or class of men as authoritative ; nevertheless 

on all material points we are still in general accord with the car­
dinal doctrines held by the fathers of Congregationalism, holding 
such views, not because they held them, but because, like them, 
we find them in the Word of God.

“ 4. That, whilst we claim, we concede the free exercise of pri­
vate judgment on all matters coming within the legitimate range 
of reason ; hence every brother must be held responsible for his 
own distinct opinions without compromising the opinions of his 
brethren. Nevertheless we rejoice in the substantial doctrinal 
harmony which exists amongst us.”
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DOCTRINAL STATEMENT.

The Congregational Churches of Canada hold—
1. That the Scriptures of the Old and New Testament are the 

inspired records of God’s mind and will.
2. That there is one God, infinite in His nature and perfections, 

the Creator and Governor of the universe.
3. That the Father is Divine, that the Son is Divine, and that 

the Holy Spirit is Divine ; Divine in the sense that they are one 
God.

4. That the Son, as the Divine Word, was in the beginning 
with God and was God, but that to redeem us from sin and death, 
in the fulness of the times, He took upon Him our very nature, 
and in our nature suffered even unto death.

5. That by the Holy Spirit the soul is born again and sancti­
fied.

G. That man was originally t cated in the divine image, but 
through disobedience to the c< imand of God fell from his first 
estate and involved himself ii uin.

7. That salvation has n secured through the absolute 
righteousness and atoning death of the Lord Jesus ; that through 
faith in H:m alone can we be saved, and that a true faith will 
ever be followed by holiness of life.

8. That the Lord Jesus will come again to judge the quick and 
dead ; and at the last day there will be a general resurrection ; 
that after the judgment those who are approved of Christ shall 
enter on a life of everlasting blessedness, but that those who are 
condemned shall receive the due wages of sin, everlasting punish­
ment.

9. That there is one Holy Catholic Church, which comprehends 
all, in all climes and ages, who truly believe in the Lord Jesus 
Christ.

10. That each local church should be constituted and governed 
by the revealed will of the Divine Head, our Lord Jesus Christ.

11. That each local church should be composed exclusively of 
those who give credible evidence of their having become “ new 
creatures in Christ Jesus;” that it should be complete in itself ; 
independent of all ecclesiastical,authority ; that it should exercise 
the right of receiving its own members ; of maintaining its own 
discipline ; of appointing its own officers ; in a word of conduct­
ing its own affairs, in harmony witli the principles of the New
Testament.
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. 12. That toxvards sister churches, the attitude of the local 
church should be that of a co-equal, with the free exercise of 
Christian sympathy, mutual co-operation, and, if needful, of re­
spectful remonstrance, yet without authoritative interference or 
control.

18. That each local church should have its own bishop or 
bishops, and its deacons. The othee of the bishop should include 
the preaching of the Word, and the spiritual oversight and rule 
of the church the bishop ruling, not as a lord over God’s heri­
tage, hut as the servant of Christ. The work of the deacons 
should primarily Ik‘ the care of the poor of the church ; but they 
may he a linard of consultation for the bishop, and when desir­
able an executive for the temporalities of the church.

I k That the Lord’s Supper should he administered as often as 
prescribed by the church, i

If). That baptism should be administered to infants: and to 
adults not previously baptized, on the profession of their faith, 
in 1 Kith eases by the application of water to the subject.

Hi. That as the Congregational Cnion is neither a elm roll nor 
a church court, connection with it, however, in many respects 
highly desirable, is nevertheless purely voluntary, and should bv 
sought for mutual benefit and for the promotion of the general

1. Phut previous to the formation of a m*\v vllurch of our 
order, a council of pastors and delegates of sister churches should 
he called by the parties desiring to 1e so formed into such a 
church, and that statements and documents relating to the pro­
posed organization should he presented to the.Council thus form­
ed, ami its advice in the matter sought.

2. That in the ordination, recognition or installation of pastors, 
and in the setting apart of evangelists in or among our churches, 
the church over whom the pastor is to he placed, or of which the 
evangelist is a member, should call a ( 'ouncil, before whom should 
lie laid the call of the church, and the credentials of the pastor 
elect, or the evangelist, as the case may he, and the advice of the 
Council sought in relation thereto.

it. That a Council consists of the representatives of churches,not 
individuals, and it is expedient that each church consulted should 
he represented hy its pastor and a delegate, and should embrace/ 
though not exclusively, the sister Congregational churches con­
tiguous to the church or people seeking advice.

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The thirty-second annual meeting of the Congregational Union 
of ( Ontario ami Quebec held its first session in the Congregational
Church, Hamilton, June 10th, 1885, at 8 p. in. The Rev. Hugh 
Pedley, B.A., of Cobourg, preached the Union sermon from Acts,
i, 8 : “ Ye shall he witnesses unto me. ’ The Revs. .1. Burton, H.I >., 
Chairman of the Union, Dr. Stevenson and H. 1). Hunter, took 
part in the devotional services.

At the close of the service the Union assembled for the trans­
action of business ; the Rev. J. Burton, B.D., Chairman, presiding. 
The Union Committee presented the following recommendations
as to the election of Chairman.

let. That, this Union interprets Sanding Rule No. 4 to mean that only
ministers and delegates present shall have the right to east their ballots

2nd. That in order to an election there must be a majoiity of the votes east.
3rd. That in ease there be no election at the first ballot, the names of the 

three highest candidates be deellied and the balloting be further proceeded 
with.

4th. That the Rev. Dr. Stevenson and Mr. 11. H. Cox be appointed scru­
tineers, and that the Rev. W. H. Warriner collect the ballots.

5th. That the ballot for Chairman be taken immediately at the close of 
the Chairman's address.

The minutes of the 
former meeting were read and confirmed. Rev. Dr. Burns was 
on motion requested to sit as a corresponding member. The Rev. 
John Burton, the Chairman of the Union, then delivered the 
annual address, entitled : “Congregational Polity and Work.” 
From whence does it come, why it is here, to what it is tending.

Rev. Dr. Burns (Methodist,) was introduced, and spoke a few' 
words, having previously been received as an honorary member. 
He tendered an invitation to the Union to attend a reception at 
the Ladies’ College on Friday evening.

An invitation was received from the Hamilton Fire Brigade to 
witness a review prepared especially for the Union.

At the request of the Hamilton E'ntimj Timea, James W. 
Pedley was appointed reporter for that paper.

A notice of motion was presented from Mr. Alfred Howell, dele­
gate of Zion Church, Toronto, to petition the Legislature of the 
Province of Ontario, for an Act providing a statutory model Trust 
Deed with short Form under which lands may l>e acquired and 
held by Congregational Churches in this Province; and providing 
that individual churches may, if desirous of doing so, bring lands 
now held for use under the operation of such Act,with such other 
provisions as may be considered proper.

Applications for dismission from the nion were reeviyed from 
Rev. XV. Stacey, Rev. R. Brown and Rev. J. Brown. Referred to 
Membership Committee.

Applications for membership in the 1 non were received from 
Rev. A. XV. Richardson, Rev. XV. H. N. Shannon and Rev. G. A. 
Jamieson. Referred to Membership Committee.

Invitation was received to attend a so< ial of the Congregational 
Church, Hamilton, and was accepted.

Invitations were received from Bond-st Church .Toronto, invit­
ing the Union to hold its next meeting tl « re, also from the Ottawa 
church to the same effect; both referre 1 to the Nomination Com­
mittee.

The balloting for Chairman for 1880 was then proceeded with, 
and while the ballots were being count-••!, the following motion
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was presented by H. J. Clark, and un motion referred to Business 
Committee, to appoint a time for its discussion :

That this Union, compiled of reprenentativcs, ministerial ami lay, of the 
Congregational Churches of Ontario and Quebec, has heard with deep regret 
of the amendments introduced into the Scott Act by the Senate of the Do­
minion. •

This Union most respectfully petitions the House of Commons not to con­
cur iu these amendments, as they involve a serious breach of faith W’th those 
constituencies which have voted upon the Act as it now stands, and by ma­
jorities exceeding in the aggregate Fifty Thousand have testified their ap­
proval of its provisions, while these amendments would practically nullify 
the Act, and rob the electors of the results of the exercise of their franchise; 
further, this Union finds that the experience of places where the sale of beer 
especially has been encouraged,shows that drunkenness,brutality and immor­
ality have greatly increased, and this Union believes that any attempt to fos­
ter the sale in this Domin'on would be followed by like lamentable results.

The .scrutineers reported that the three names receiving the 
highest numbers of votes for Chairman for 18HG, were the Revs. 
J). McGregor, B.A., H. 1). Hunter and J. Morton, no one of whom 
had received sufficient votes for his election. A second liai lot 
was then taken up with the same result. The hour for adjourn­
ment having arrived, and no election having liecn made, it was
moved l>v the Rev. J. Wood and seconded by Rev. K. D. Silcox, • «
and carried—

That standing rule No. 4 be suMjHMided, ;md the election of Chairman be 
the first item of business for Friday morning.

Rev. J Morton pronounced the lnnediction, and the Union ad­
journed until Friday morning at 10 o’clock.

. Friday morning, June 12th, 1885.
After an hour of devotion conducted by Rev. (î. Fuller, the 

Union reassembled at 10 a.m. The minutes of the previous ses­
sion were read and confirmed.

The Rev. H. J). Hunter then presented the report of Business 
<omhiittev, giving order of business for day.

On.motion the Rev.Messrs.Kmpson Gay. Dr. Hunter,J.W. Gold­
smith of St. John Church, and \V. Carson of Ccntennary Church, 
of Hamilton, were invited to sit with the Union as corresponding 
members.

An application was read from Rev. H. A. McIntyre, for mem­
bership in the Union : also one from the Rev. J. B. Saer, for dis­
missal : )>uth were on motion referred to the membership com­
mittee.
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Rev. J. Wood presented import of Membership Committee, re- 
<x>mmcnding that the Rev. A. W. Richer Ison, of South Caledon, . 
Ont., Rev. W. H. N. Shannon of Forest, Ont., and Rev. U. A. 
Jamieson, rc. iding at Stratford, Ont., be received into member­
ship of this Union ; and that letters of dismissal be granted (1) 
Rev. .John Brown, of Nelson, Man., (2) Rev. R. Brown, of Del- 
orange, Man., to the Presbyterian Church of Canada ; (J) Rev. W. 
Stacey, now of Street, Somersetshire, England, formerly of Belle­
ville, Ont.

On motion, Rev. W. Ewing, of Fargo, Dak., and Rev. F. Hast­
ings, of London, Eng., were invited to sit as corresponding mem­
ber» of this Union.

The third ballot for Chairman was then taken up, and declar­
ed indefinite. Motion made and duly seconded and carried that

The interpretation of Standing Rule No. 4 l»e suspended, and the name 
which has the lowest number of votes of the three lie dropped. Rev. J. 
Morton’s name was then dropjjed. A fourth ballot was proceeded with.and re­
sulted in the election of Rev. D. Mdiregor, M. A., as Chairman of the Cnion 
for 188<i.

The annual report of the Union ( bmmittcu was presented, and 
on motion received, and eonsideied wriatim and then adopted 
with the exception of certain points referred to the Business Com­
mittee.

The following is the report as finally adopted :

THIKTY-SKOIM) AX MAI. REPORT OF THE mXUREtiATIOXAI. I XIoN
OF ONTARIO AM) ^CEIIEC'.

After a lapse of ten years we are glad to meet once more in the fair city of 
Hamilton, and though saddened at the recollection of the changes that have 
taken place since our last meeting here, and especially at the thought that he 
who was at that time pastor of the church is no longer with us, we congratulate 
the church on the harmony and prosperity it enjoys under its'present beloved 
pastor, Rev. Jno. Mortuii. During the year just closed there have been 
some gaps made in our ranks. One honored minister, the Rev. Edward 
Ebbs, has been removed from us, and together with his loss we have to de­
plore that of several of our brethren of the diaconatc. In the death of such 
men as Mr. Edward Beckett and Mr. Robert Thompson, we lose from our 
Cnion familiar faces, and from our denomination faithful friends.

The past year though unmarked by any unusual event in our church life, . 
lias been one of harmony and steady work. Some new churches have sprung 
up, and there has been a general advance all along the line. A most en­
couraging feature in our outlook is the new life which is come to our Collego 
since the opening of the new building in Montreal. We trust that in these 
days, when the educational question is so much to the front in ln>th church' 
and stare, we, in harmony with our traditions and our faith, may occupy aii 
advanced and honorable position.
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It would not be fitting in this report if no reference should be made to 
certain matters which have recently been agitating the public mind. 
Wo have to deplore the fact that after years of unbroken peace our country 
has been of late the scene of civil strife and bloodshed. We cannot, how­
ever, forbear expressing our profound satisfaction at the readiness w ith which 
our citizen soldiers resjamded *o the call to arms, and the splendid courage 
they have show n ujam the field of battle. We rejoice at the success which 
has crowr A their arms, and trust that ere long peace shall be completely 
restored to our land ; nor can we in this connection forbear to express our 
profound sorrow at the loss of so many brave and faithful men, who with true 
British heroism fell at their post in defence of their country and homes ; and 
we most earnestly pray that to the families of all such there may be afforded 
now and always the grace, comfort and consolation of our blessed Lord.

Though it is probable that special resolutions on the subject w ill be intro­
duced, we venture to take this opportunity of expressing our regret at the 
action recently taken by the Senate in reference to the Scott Act. We feel sorry 
that the body in which the Act originated should have led off in the attempt to 
rob it of its efficiency. We hope that the action of the Upper House will not 
be sustained by the representatives of the people, and that a fair and full 
trial shall be given to this effort to purge the land from the evils of intem­
perance.

The resolution passed at the last session of the Union in reference to the 
holding of a General Council of Congregational Churches was transmitted to 
the Secretary of the Congregational Union of England and Wales, and we 
are pleased to learn that that body decided to issue a circular letter to the 
various Congregational Unions and Associations throughout the world in 
order to test the feeling in regard to this matter.

In the interest of those who at an annual meeting have the task of provid­
ing billets for delegates to the Union, we would urge U|M>n all ministers and 
delegates the duty of promptly sending in their names in order to receive 
billets. We would also ask them to notify those who entertain them, and in 
ease of failure to come, to send due notice to the Secretary of the church. 
Through neglect in this matter, great inconvenience is caused and serious 
prejudice is created against the whole system of billeting.

The resolutions of condolence to the Queen, and of congratulation to the 
Governor-tie. oral, were duly sent and suitably acknowledged.

Y our Committee beg to make the following recommendations :
1st, That the attention of the Union be again called to certain matters that 

were introduced last year, viz : The advisability of adopting the statement of 
belief lately prepared by a committee of the American brethren, and also the 
question of a Tuesday session of the Union.

2nd, That the Minutes of the Union shall be engrossed in a book regularly 
kept for the purpose, and shall be signed by the Chairman and Secretary.

•trd, That inasmuch as it was last year resolved to hold an Annual Confer­
ence on the State of Religion, the Chairman and Secretary of the Union to­
gether with the Pastor of the Hamilton Church, shall be a committee to make 
suitable arrangements for holding such a Conference next year.

4th, That in the future a committee composed of the Secretary of the Union 
and the pastor of the church where the Union is held, be empowered to make 
all necessary arrangements for the conduct of the morning devotional services 
of the Union.
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The Rev. J. G. Sanderson presented the report of the Nomina­
tion Committee, assigning the preachers for Sunday, June 14th. 
Report received.

The resolution relating to the Scott Act, and of which notice 
had been given on Thursday morning, moved by H. J. Clarke, 
and seconded by Rev. Geo. Purkis, was after a very earnest and 
general discussion, carried unanimously.

.Moved by Mr. Alf. Howell, and seconded by Mr. Geo. Pirn,

That n |>etition bv presented to the Legislature of Ontario at its next ses­
sion for an Act providing a statutory form of model Trust Deed with Short 
Form u dvr which lands may he acquired and held by Congregational 
Churches in this Province, and providing that individual churches may, if 
desirous of doing so. bring lands now held for their use under the opera­
tion of such Act and Trust-Deed, with such other provisions as may he con­
sidered necessary to effect the same. And that such petitions be signed by 
the Chairman and Secretary of this meeting and three ministers and three 
lay delegates attending this meeting, on behalf of the Union.

And that individual churches in the Province be recommended to join in 
the same by procuring duplicates or copies of such petition, or the material 
parts of it, to be Hgned by their Trustees and members, or some person ap­
pointed by resolution of the church to sign the same on behalf of the church, 
to be transmitted when signed to the Secretary of the Legislative Committee 
of this Union.

The motion was received,and on motion was referred to a com­
mittee composed of Messrs. Alf. Howell (Convener), P. H. Burton, 
Revs. Dr. Jackson, J. Wood, Tiios. Hall, Messrs. Geo. Pim and 
Geo. Hague.

Moved by Rev. Dr. Jackson and duly seconded,
That the Secretary of this Union be and is hereby instructed to amend the 

form of Model Deed issued by the Union, by striking out from the third line 
the words “to facilitate the conveyance of Real Property," and insert in 
their stead the words, “ respecting short forms of conveyance.’

This was also referred to the Model Trust Deed Committee.
The Rev. J. G. Sanderson presented the report of the Nomina­

tion Committee, recommending that the invitation of the Ottawa 
church for the next meeting of the Union be accepted. It was 
moved in amendment by the Rev. Chas. Duff, and seconded by 
Mr. Win. McCartney, that the invitation cf Bond Street Church, 
Toronto, be accepted. On vote the recommendation of the Com­
mittee was sustained.
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The report also recommended the following officers for the

Moved in amendment to amendment by Rev. Geo Fuller and 
seconded by Rev. C. S. Pedley, B.A.,

That it be published in the Year Book alone.
Amendment to amendment carried.
On motion the report of the Business Committee was then re­

ceive l an l adopted as a whole, and also Order of Business therein 
recommended.

The Rev. W. H XVarriner,B A., B.D., Statistical Secretary, then 
read his report. Reception and adoption of this report moved by 
Rev. Hugh Pedley and seconded by Rev. J. Salmon, accompanied 
with warmest thanks for admirable reports and ardent zeal in 
Ids work.

The Union Sermon was preached by the Rev. H. Hughes, of 

Paris, in the Hamilton Congregational Church : text, Phillippians, 
iv., 10.
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At 2:45 p.m., a Sunday-school service was held." Addresses 
by Revs% Dr. Gunner, T. Hall, A. F. McGregor, B.A., C. S. Pedley, 
B.A., W. Walker, (Indian Missionary), W. Wetherald, and XV. H. 
Warriner, B.D.

In the evening at 7 o’clock, the Rev. J. F. Stevenson, D.D., of 
Montreal, preached from the text, Matt. xv. 34. At the close of 
the public service, the members of the Union assembled at the 
eommunion of the Lord’s Supper, the pastor of the church being 
assisted by the Revs. Mr. Hastings, of London, England, Dr. Cor­
nish, and XX7. Hay.

. Monday, June 15th, 1885.
The Union met for devotional services at 9 o’clock, presided 

over by Mr* John M. M. Dutt, of Montreal. At 10 o'clock the 
Chairman called the meeting to order, and requested Rev. Mr. 
MacCallum to open the session with prayer. The minutes of the 
previous session were then read and adopted.

An invitation was received from the Secretary of the \\ M. C. 
A., offering the members of the Union the use of their roofos. Arc. 
The invitation was accepted with thanks, an apology being made 
to the Union for the delay in tendering this invitation, it having 
lieing overlooked.

This will be enough to pay all the claims filed, and leave a small balance tx 

remain in the Treasury of 35c. *
Members have to be congratulated on the state of the finances, which 

show revenue and expenditure so nearly balanced, but we feel it our duty to 
remind you that this happy result is owing in large measure to the fact that a 
majority of the Ministers and Delegates have only a short distance to travel 
in coming to Hamilton, and so the average rate of expenses is comparatively 
small. But, as the city of Ottawa has Wen decided upon as the place where* 
our meetings are to be held next year, the conditions will be changed, and 
the average rate of expenses will be much higher, and so a much larger 
amount will be required to pay the whole. In view of this fact wo beg leave 
to recommend, that the rule referred to above should W changed, and that 
in future churches should be required to contribute at least one-half of the

amount claimed by their representatives for expenses, to entitle them tu par­
ticipation in the distribution.

The Committee on the legislation respecting Model Trust Deeds beg to re­

port, that having considered the matter, they approve of the principles of the 
resolutions referred to them, viz :

1. That individual churches should have the power of controlling and di­
recting the action of trustees with regard to the church property, instead of 
an option being left with the trustees to take action or not as to them may 
seem good.

‘2. That, where church property is now held under a common deed, or with­
out any deed declaring the trusts upon which it is held, the church should 
have tlie power by some simple proceeding authorized by law, and with or 
without the consent of the person in whom the title may la* for the time be­
ing be vested, to bring the property under the operation of the present De­
nominational trusts or some authorized Trust Deed which shall contain those 
trusts w ith such amendments and additions as may be in the interests of the 
churches.

3. That each church should be enabled when it may be deemed advisable 
by such church, to change the site of the chapel or church budding to any 
other site which to it may seem good.

4. That the draft Act of the Ontario Legistature with forms of Mode! 
Trust Deed and other forms which with a petition to tlie Legislature have 
been prepared and submitted by Mr. A. Howell, appear to your committee 
well adapted to give effect to the foregoing principle; and your committee 
respectfully recommends :lmt a committee on legislation lie appointed, of 
members residing in or near Toronto, to take the necessary steps to procure 
the legislation referred to, and tliât Messrs. (îeo. Pim, P. H. Burton, H. J. 
Clark, (ieo. Scott. A. Howell, with Mr. Howell as Convener, be such a com­
mittee; and that the petition be signed by the Chairman and Secretary of the 
Union, three ministers and three lay delegates on behalf of this Union, and 
a similar petition to be sent to each church in the Province for signature; 
and that the Canada Congregational Missionary Society and the several 
churches in the Province tie requested by such committee to contribute to 
the expense incidental to such legislation.

And that the committee be authorized to obtain such assistance, legal or 
other, as may be thought proper. (Signed by George Pirn, Tlios. Hall, John 
Wood and À. Howell.)

Moved By Mr. Alt'. Howell, seconded by Mr. George Pirn, that 
the report be received and adopted.

Moved in amendment by Rev. Dv. Jackson and seconded by 
Rev. C. Duff*, that the report be referred to the Union Committee 
for 18S(i, with instructions to report at the next meeting of the 
Union.

The names of Rev. J. B. Saer, B. 1)., Pastor of the Congrega­
tional Church, St. John, N. B., and Rev. Mr. Watson, Pastor of 
the Congregational Church, Chelxrgue, were announced as apply­
ing for Meinfiership in the Union. At a subsequent meeting 
they were accepted.

A letter was read from Rev. I. L. Benian, asking for a letter of 
dismissal from the Union to the Hampshire Association of Con­
gregational Churches ; which request was granted.

Rev. William McIntosh was elected Chairman of the Union 
until next Annual Meeting. He accepted the office with a few 
appropriate* remarks.

The other officers and the Union Committee were then elected.
A Resolution of approval and recommendation of the Year

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At the evening meeting, the Rev. John Burton, B. D., in re­
sponse to a re<|Uust of the Union, delivered the nrldress delivered 

Chairman of the Congregational 1 nion of ( hitario and Queliec, 
at its late meeting in Hamilton, Ont.

Sahhath morning the Annual Sermon was preached by Rev. S. 
Sykes, of Liverpool, X. S.. from Romans <S:24: “ We are .saved by 
Lope;’ after which the Lon Vs Supper was observed, the Pastor 
of Zion Church, Chebogue, presiding, assisted by Rev. Messrs. 
Hall, Sanderson, ('ox and Barker. A large Sabbath School meet­
ing was held in the afternoon, ami addressed by Revs. Shipper- 
lev, Hall, Fuller and others. Rev. Geo. Fuller, of Brantford, < hit., 
preached in the evening to a large'aml attentive congregation, 
from John I l:2«S: “The Master is come ami calleth for thee. An 
interesting prayer-meeting closed the services of the day. A 
IiUiiiIht of the churches in the adjoining town of Yarmouth. a> 
veil as of other denominations in the neighborhood, were sup­
plied by members of the Union and ministers in attendance.

On Monday forenoon, Rev. Messrs. Hall, Sanderson and Fuller, 
delegates from the Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec, 
as well as Rev. Mr. Burton, the Chairman of the Union, present­
ed the friendly greetings of the body which they represented, and 
gave interesting accounts of the work of the Missionary Societies, 
home and foreign, as well as the work of the Congregational Col­
lege of Montreal.

The Statistical Secretary reported twenty churches in connec­
tion with the Union. Seventeen of these churches had reported 
congregations numbering 3,432, with a church membership of 
1.199. The addititions to the churches during the year had been 
G*> by profession and 21 by letter.

In the afternoon the Union Committee held its annual session 
iii concert with the members of the executive of the Canada Con­
gregational Missionary Society. The Ladies’ Home Missionary 
Society also held its annual meeting. The following officers* were 
eiected :—President, Miss Lottie R. Upton, St. John; Vice-Presi­
dents, Mrs. Coffin, of Cornwallis, and Mrs. Sellen, of Liverpool; 
Secretary, Mis $ Jedidah Tupper, Milton; Treasurer, Mrs. C. H. 
Dearborn, St. John. Addresses were made by Rev. Tlios. Hall, 
Missionary Superintendent, and Mr. James Woodrov, Treasurer 
of the Union.

In the evening the annual Missionary Meeting of the Union 
was held, Arch. Barker, of Sheffield, presiding. Addresses were 
made as follow** :—liy James Woodrow, representing the Ladies’
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Home Missionary Society by request; Rev. Messrs. Sanderson 
and Hall representing the Canada Congregational Missionary So­
ciety, and Mr. Burton representing the College. A collection of 
$17 was then taken up, after which the following resolution was 
adopted :—

14 Whereas, This Union having heard with pleasure the address of Rev. John 
Burton, B.D., concerning the present condition and outlook of the Cuiigre 
gational College of British North America,

Resolved, That we commend it to the liberal support and prayerful sym­
pathy of the churches of this Union, and express the hope that at a very 
early day the staff of Professors may be efficiently increased.

On Tuesday forenoon, after devotional exercises, led by Rev. 
J. B. Saer, the following brethren were appointed a Sub-Commit­
tee for the transaction of interim business: Rev. Messrs. McIn­
tosh, Barker, Shepperley, Woodrow and Sykes.

On Motion of Business Committee,—
Resolved, That Revs. McIntosh, Saer and Mr. James Woodrow' be dele­

gates to the Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec ;
Also, That Revs. Sykes and Cox bo delegates to Maine Conference ;
Also, That Revs. McIntosh, Sanderson and Saer represent this Union on 

the Executi/o Committee of the Canada Congregational Missionary Society, 
and Revs. Sykes and Barker on the General Committee.

Resolutions against Sabbath desecration ; against intemper­
ance ; approval of the Scott Act ; and in relation to Sunday School 
work were adopted. Also a resolution of thanks to God for the 
termination of the war in the North-West.

W. H. G. Temple, of Yarmouth, applied for endorsation in 
view of his entering the work of the Congregational Ministry, 
and a resolution endorsing Mr. Temple as far as the Constitution 
of the Union gave authority in that direction was adopted.

In the afternoon the Executive of the Canada Congregational 
Missionary Society met and transacted Missionary business.

At 4 o’clock a religious service was held on the lawn in front 
of the Parsonage, at which earnest addresses were delivered by 
Mr. Fuller, Mr. Gerry and Mr. Temple. A collection on behalf 
of Foreign Missions was taken up.

In the evening the closing meeting of the Union was held, the 
Chairman, Rev. YV. McIntosh, presiding. Addresses were given 
by Rev. Messrs. Saer, Barker, McCallum and Gerry ; also by Mr. 
Mitchell, delegate from Keswick Ridge.

A hearty vote of thanks was given the Rev. J. Barton for his 
address delivered on Saturday evening ; also to the Rev. Messrs. 
Sykes and Fuller for their sermons on Sabbath.
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The same also, to the various Railroad and Steamboat lines for 
their generous reduction of fares ; and to the good friends of 
Chebogue for their princely hospitality to the members of the 
Union and visitors.

The Union then adjourned, to meet in Keswick Ridge, N. B., 
the first Saturday in July, 1886, at 9.30 a. m.

College,”] out of my estate, without any charge or deduction 
whatever, to be paid with all convenient speed after my decease ; 
and I direct that the receipt for the said sum of the Treasurer 
for the time being of the said College shall be a sufficient and 
valid discharge of said legacy.

N. B.—The Act of Incorporation contains the following clause :
“ No bequest in favor of said Corporation shall he valid unless 

n\ade at least six months before the death of the person makimj 
the same."
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BY-LAWS AND REGULATIONS.

CHAPTER I.
OF THE CORPORATION.

1. The Corporation is called 44 The Conor eoational Colleoe of British 
North America.”

2. Its object is to educate ministers for the Congregational churches of 
Canada and the other Provinces of British North America.

3. Contributors of two dollars annually to the funds of the College are 
members of the Corporation. A contributor in arrears one year shall not be 
qualified to vote at the meetings of the Corporation, or to exercise his other 
rights of membership. The Treasurer’s subscription lists shall be taken as 
evidence of contribution.

4. Churches contributing for the previous year to the current expense 
fund of the College the sum of ten dollars, or upwards, may be represented 
at the meeting of the Corporation by one delegate for each church ; those 
contributing twenty-tive dollars, or upwards, for the previous year, by two 
delegates ; and those contributing fifty dollars, or upwarls, for the previous 
year, by three delegates.

5. All who contribute, or may have contributed, at any one time, the sum 
of two hundred dollars, or upwards, not including annual subscriptions, to 
any one or more of the objects set forth on page 4, or to any other special 
object or objects, shall be life members of the Corporation.

(>. A regular meeting of the Corporation is held annually for the reception 
of the report of the retiring Directors, the election of a new Board, accord­
ing to provision hereinafter named, and the transaction of other ordinal*)7 
necessary business.

7. The annual meeting is held at the same time and place as that of the 
Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec.

8. Special meetings of the Corporation may be held for the transaction of 
special business at the call of the Board of Directors, or on a requisition to 
that effect to the Chairman of the Board of Directors, signed by at least 
twenty members of the Corporation ; provided always that no such special 
meetings be held without one month’s public notice thereof in an accredited 
newspaper in Toronto and Montreal, and also in the Canadian Independent.

CHAPTER II.
OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS.

1. The Board of Directors is elected from members of the Corporation, 
and consists of a Chairman, Treasurer, one or more Secretaries, and twenty- 
five members. Five members of the Board constitute a quorum.

2. Five members of the Board shall retire annually, in rotation, but shall 
be eligible for re-election.
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3. The powers and duties of the Board are :
(1) The management of the finances of the College. (2) The appoint­

ment and removal of officers of the College, subject to the revision of the 
Corporation. (3) The general oversight and management of the affairs of 
the College. (4) The framing of by-laws for the domestic economy of the 
College and the conduct and discipline of the students, and (C) the presenta­
tion of an annual report of the general condition of the College to the Cor­
poration at the annual regular meeting.

4. Any member of the Board absent from its meetings for a year shall be 
held, ip»p facto, to have vacated 1rs seat, but may be re-appointed or re-elect­
ed thereto.

0. The proceedings of the Board arc subject to and regulated by by-laws, 
which may be enacted, amended ur repealed, after duo notice thereof, at any 
annual regular meeting of the Corporation.

<>. Vacancies in the Board, whether occurring by death, or resignation, or 
otherwise, may be filled by the Board as soon after their occurrence as it may 
see fit.

jCHAPTER III.
OF THE PROFESSORS.

1. The officers of the College shall be a Principal, and such other Profes­
sors and Lecturers as may be associated with him from time to time, of whom 
the Principal and Professors shall be members of a Congregational church.

2. The officers of the College shall receive their appointment from the 
Board of Directors, as before provided ; and in case of resignation of or re­
moval from any office, excciit for cause, three months’ notice thereof shall be 
required ; provided, always, that no appointment or removal shall be valid 
unless made at a meeting of the Board specially called for that purpose, at 
which not less than a majority of the Board must be present.

3. The duties and salaries of the officers of the College shall be determin­
ed by such regulations as the Board of Directors may from time to time or­
dain in that behalf.

4. The Principal and Professors, with such clerical members of the Board 
as may from time to time lie appointed by it, constitute the Faculty of The­
ology, and as such are entrusted with the educational work of the College, 
subject to the sanction and control of the Board of Directors.

5. In cases of discipline the Faculty may admonish or reprimand a student, 
or prohibit his attendance on the classes, preliminary to reporting him to the 
Board to be further dealt with.

6. Meetings of the Faculty shall bo held monthly during the session, and 
the Faculty are required to make regular reports of their proceedings to the 
Board.

7. The Principal of the College shall be cjr officio chairman of the Faculty, 
and one of its members shall be appointed annually by the Board to act as 
secretary of the Faculty.

CHAPTER IV.
OF CANDIDATES FOR ADMISSION.

1. Every candidate for admission into the College must present to the Di­
rectors the testimony of the church of which he is a member, respecting his 
piety and suitableness to the work of the ministry, together with a written 
statement of the grounds of his own conviction that ho is called of God to 
that work and of his views of Christian doctrine and Church goverment.
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2. Candidates for the admission to the full course must be prepared to pass 
the Matriculation Examination in the McGill University.

3. Candidates who are graduates of any University, or who can satisfy the 
Board that they are otherwise possessed of sufficient acquirements, may be at 
once admitted to the Theological course ; also, as exceptional cases, such 
candidates may be admitted to that course as it may be expedient, in the 
judgment of the Directors, to train as preachers, without the ordinary liter­
ary culture.

4. Candidates, other than University graduates, on entering shall be sub­
jected to a written examination in the following subjects :—

(«) In English :—Writing from dictation, Composition ; Grammar ; His­
tory of England.

(b) In Mathematics :—Arithmetic ; Euclid’s Elements, Books i and ii.
(c) In Classics :—Elements of Greek Grammar, and translation from the 

Greek into English of a portion of one of the Gospels.
5. They shall be required to take a full year in the University in the study 

of such subjects as the Faculty may designate previous to commencing their 
Theological work.

<>. Approved candidates are received on a probation of four months, at the 
close of which, if the result of their probation be satisfactory, they are ad­
mitted as regular students of the College.

CHAPTER V.
OF THE STUDENTS.

1. Students are during their Literary course under the general supervision 
of the Theological! Professors, and take such subjects in the Theological de­
partment as the Board may direct.

2. The students, both in the Literary and Theological departments, are 
required to attend exclusively to the studies approved by the Board.

3. Every student, on his admission to the College, is required to sign a 
declaration of obedience and consent to the By-laws and Regulations of the 
College.

4. Pecuniary aid, when necessary, may be granted to them from the funds, 
the amount in each case to be fixed by the Board at the beginning of the 
session.

5. Attendance upon the classes in the College and the use of the Library 
is allowed without charge to the students.

0. As a part of their preparation for their future work, the students, under 
the sanction of the Directors, may preach the Gospel as they have the op­
portunity.

7. Every student, when admitted into the College, on the expiration of 
the term of his probation, is required to procure a formal dismissal from the 
church to which he formerly belonged, and, without delay, to obtain admis­
sion into a Congregational church in Montreal. Such dismissal and admis­
sion must be reported by him to the Board. Furthermore, he is expected to 
be as regular as possible in his attendance upon the services, ordinances and 
church-meetings of the church to which he belongs during his College course.

8. Students are not allowed, during their College course, to enter into the 
marriage relationship without the knowledge and consent of the Board of 
Directors.
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9. Students who leave College without obtaining the official sanction and 
discharge of the Board are required to refund to the College the amount ex­
pended by it for their education.

10. Churches who desire the services of students with the view of perma­
nent settlement in the pastorate, or otherwise, are requested to communicate 
with the Board through the Secretary.

CHAPTER VI.
OF THE COURSE OF STUDY AND EXAMINATIONS.

1. The full course of study extends over five sessions, and is divided into 
a Literal y course of two sessions and a Theological course of three sessions.

2. In the Theological department, the course of study includes the original 
Languages of the Scriptures, Biblical Literature, Systematic and Pastoral' 
Theology, Church History, Homiletics, and Exegesis of the Greek Testa­
ment, with such other accessory subjects as the Board of Directors may from 
time to time appoint.

3. In the Theological course, the students are examined at the close of 
each session in all the subject* of the year. The examinations are conduct­
ed by examiners (among whom the Theological Professors are included) 
chosen by the Board of Directors, and by means of printed questions and 
written answers to the same. Those who pass are arranged according to 
their proficiency, as 1st class, 2nd class, and 3rd class. If a student fails to 
pass in any subject, he is required to undergo a supplementary examination 
in the same. The result of these sessional examinations are recorded by the 
Board and reported to the Corporation at the annual meeting.

4. The session of the Theological department begins in the second week in 
September and ends in the second week in April.

f>. The professors are at liberty to hold, during the session, such class ex­
aminations as they may deem necessary, either in the manner aforesaid or 
orally.

<>. In the Literary course students are required to pass such examinations 
as may be appointed by the Faculty of Arts of the McGill University. The 
Board of Directors are required to obtain from the said Faculty of Arts a re­
port of the examinations of the students in the several subjects thereof, and 
also of their attendance and conduct during the session in the University, 
and to present the same at the annual meeting of the Corporation.

CHAPTER VII.
GENERAL REGULATIONS.

1. Alterations may be made in these By-laws and Regulations, or new ones 
added, by any regular meeting of the Corporation, provided that notice of 
such alterations or additions has been given at the meeting next preceding.

COURSE OF STUDY.

According to the regulations of the College the full course of study extends 
over five sessions, and is divided into a Literary course of two sessions, and a 
Theological course of three sessions. Candidates for admission to the full 
course must be prepared to pass the Matriculation Examination of the McGill 
University in the following subjects.

Classics, Mathematics and English.
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In Claude*.—Latin Grammar, Greek Grammar, and one easy Latin and one easy Greek author. 
The author# recommended are : Cicero (against Cataline I. and 11.); Virgil (Æneid B. I.) 
Xenophon (Anabasis B. 1.); Homer (Iliad B. I.)

In Mathematics. Arithmetic ; Algebra, to simple equations, inclusive ; Euclid's Elements, Books 
I., II. and III.

In Emjlish — Writing from dictation. English Composition. A Paper on English Grammar and 
Hinton

For the literary and scientific subjects of the full course, the students at­
tend the classes of the Faculty of Arts in McGill College according to the 
terms of affiliation with the University ; in which Faculty the full course ex­
tends over four years, and leads to the degree of 13.A. But in the third and 
fourth years, Theological students are allowed exemptions from attendance 
on certain classes should they desire it. Thus the studies of the third and 
fourth years of the full course are piosecuted simultaneously in the Faculty 
of Theology and in the Faculty of Arts. The work of the fifth year is con­
fined to the Faculty of Theology.

The following is the course of study in the University which students in
Theology must pass through in order to obtain the degree of B. A. :

Third Year.—Latin or Greek; Mathematical Physics (Mechanics and Hydrostatics); any two of 

the following departments French or German or Henrew (whichever the student has taken 
in the first two years) ; Experimental Physics; Zoology ; Eug.ish and Khe.oric; together 
with one Additional Department, for which see below.

Fourth Year.- Latin or Greek same language rs in third year ; Mathematical Physics (as in 
third year); Mental and Moral Philosophy; any two of the following departiuente—French or 
German (same language as in previous years) ; Experimental Physics; Geology ; Hi.story ; 
and one Additional Department (the same as chosen in the third y ear), for which se» ' jlow.

(X.B.—The Additional Department referred to alxne, of which one must he selected, the same 
department lieing taken in both the third and fourth years, arc as follows, viz.: (1) Classics, includ­
ing I>atin and Gr^ek. (2) Mathematical Physics, including Optics, with Astronomy. (.1) Natural 
Science, including Chemistry, Mineralogy and Geology of Canada. (4) Mental and Moral Philoso­
phy. (5) English with History, (ti) One Modem Language or Hebrew.)

(N.B. —Theological students are entitled to exemption from the Additional Department, or any 
one of the Ordinary Dc)»artmcnts required in the third or fourth years.).

The Theological course proper begins with the third year of the full course 
and extends over three full sessions. It embraces the following subjects :— 
(1) Systematic Theology; (2) Historical Theology; (3) Pastoral Theology; (4) 
Homiletics; (5) Greek Testament Exegesis; (6)Church History; (7) Evidences 
and Biblical Literature.

In both departments, the session begins at the middle of September; and 
examinations are held at Christmas and at the end of the session' in the 
several subjects of the year. Students must pass these examinations as a 
condition of maintaining their proper status. Candidates who are admitted 
to the Theological course proper (“Sh >rter”), in accordance with Sec. 3, 
Chap. iv. of the Regulations, are required to attend such classes in McGill 
College as the Faculty of Theology may deem expedient, and also to pass the 
examination of such classes.
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REGULATIONS FOR THE COURSE OF STUDY AND EX-

3. The Examinations shall be held at the same time and place, annually, 

as the Sessional Examinations of the College, and the Degree shall be con­
ferred at the public closing serviqp of the session.
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4. Candidates for examination, at any of the above-named Examinations, 
must notify the Secretary of the Faculty of their intention to present them­
selves for examination, not later than January 1st; and candidates other than 
students now (1885), or hereafter, passing through their College Course must 
produce certificates of having duly completed their course in the College.

5. The fee for the Degree of B. D. shall be ten dollars, to be paid to the 
Secretary of the Faculty prior to the conferring of the Degree.

6. The Hood of the Bachelor of Divinity shall be of black corded silk, 
lined with white silk with a three inch border of Bishop s purple.

fulness of the prosperity and success, especially in the largely increased 
number of students, which have been vouchsafed to the College during the 
past session, the first under the new order of things ; and’earnestly trusts 
that all interested in the thorough efficiency of the Institution will be en­
couraged and stimulated by this success to a fuller appreciation of its impor­
tance and yalue to the churches in the work of training men to serve them 
in the ministry of God’s Holy Word.

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REPORT FOR SESSION, 1884-85.

Before submitting their Report of the past Session, of 1884-5, 
being their 46th in the history of the College, it is proper that as 
matter of history, special mention should be made of the open­
ing of the new College building. This, with appropriate dedica­
tory ceremonies, took place on the evening of Friday, June 6th, 
1884, in the Assembly Hall of the College.

The Congregational Vnion of Ontario and Quebec was at that 
time holding its Annual Meeting in Montreal, and there was a 
very large attendance of imembers of the Union, and also of the 
several Churches of Montreal. George Hague, Esq., presided, 
and the devotional service was conducted by the Rev. George 
Robertson, B. A., of Melbourne, Que., after which Mr. J. S. Mc- 
Lachlan, on behalf of the donors, made the presentation of the 
building to the Corporation by a deed of gift, which was accept­
ed by the Chairman on behalf of the College. The dedicatory 
prayer was offered by Rev. Dr. Jackson, of Kingston, Ont., which 
was followed by addresses by Principal Stevenson, on “The 
training which the College seeks to impart for the work of the 
Ministry ;” by Dr. Wilkes, giving reminiscences of the past his­
tory of the Denomination and of the College; and bv Rev. W.H. 
Allworth, of Frame, Ont., on behalf of former alumni of the 
College. Addresses of sympathy and congratulation were also 
delivered by Rev. J. Edgar Hill, of St. Andrew’s Church, Mon­
treal ; Rev. T. Latleur, and Rev. A. G. Upham, of the Baptist 
Church ; whilst expressions of regret at inability to be present 
were received from the Lord Bishop of Montreal, Rev. Principal 
MacVicar, Ven. Archdeacon Leach, Dean of the Faculty of Arts 
of McGill College, Rev. G. H. Wells, of the American Presbyte­
rian Church, Rev. Canon Norman, Bishop Ussher, of the Reform­
ed Episcopal Church, and other ministers who were absent from 
the city. The tone of the meeting was enthusiastic and encour­
aging for the future of the College.

The session of 1884-85, was opened with the usual public ser­
vice, held for the first time in the Assembly Hall of the College, 
on the evening of September 18th, 1884. The Rev. F. H. Mar­
ling, by invitation of the Board, delivered the opening address 
to the students, which was very able and stimulating. The
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attendance was large, and the interest manifested was greatly in 
advance of that of any former occasioài.

The session opened amidst circumstances full of encouragement, 
for whilst for years past the cry had been for increased numbers 
of candidates for admission into the College, there were the names 
of no less than Î) applicants:—1 from Newfoundland, and 1 from 
Cape Breton, in the east; 2 from Montreal ; 5 from divers parts 
of Ontario ; and 1 from Ireland. After the usual probation, 8 of 
these were received as regular students ; one being advised to 
withdraw7 his application for a year, in order to secure further 
preparation. The Sessional Roil, therefore, at the close of the

The work of the session in the several classes was carried on 
■without interruption ; and the attendance of the students was 
satisfactory. Acting on the powers placed in their hands at the 
last Annual Meeting, your Board without delay secured the ser­
vices, for special courses of lectures, of the Rev. Jno. Burton, B.D., 
on Apologetics ; of the Rev. S. N. Jackson, M.D., on the History, 
Polity, and Administration of Congregationalism ; and of the Rev. 
Wm. Wetherald, On Practical Theology. Your Board regret that 
Dr. Jackson, owing to ill health, was unable to deliver the course 
assigned to him, but it is hoped he may be aide to do so next ses­
sion. Mr. Burton made two visits during the session, and delivered 
course of seventeen lectures on the subject allotted to him ; and a 
Mr. Wetherald made his course to consist of ten lectures. Your 
Board have every reason to believe that both these courses were 
of great value to the students, and were highly appreciated by 
them. As Mr. Burton was not able to cover all the ground laid
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out by him in his synopsis, it is recommended that he be invited 
to resume and to continue the course next session.

Mr. Hill conducted his class in Elementary Greek, as in previ­
ous sessions.

The following are the Reports presented by the several Profes­
sors of the work of the classes under their charge :—

(1) Dr. Wilkes reports :—
I have to report my usual course of lectures on Systematic Theology—two 

each week—comprising during the session the subjects of Inspiration, the 
Nature and Attributes uf God, The Holy Trinity, The Creation, Angels 
good and bad, Providence, Man, his original state, his probation and fall; 
the Origin of Evil, and the Nature of Sin. A lecture a week has been given 
on Old Testament Introduction, having relation to the Pentateuch, a portion 
of the Minor Prophets, and several books of the Hagiographa. On Church 
History, one lecture a week jias been given on the Reformation of the 10th 
Century as affecting the several Countries of Europe. The Senior class in 
the first half of the Session received lectures on the Decalogue, and during 
the second half on the History of theO.T. Canon. Examinations on three of 
the above subjects were held at Christmas, and a Sessional Examination on 
each of them. The results are appended. The class of eight wrote essays 
(in five subjects which I appointed, with results creditable to them and grati­
fying to me. Rev. George Robertson, B. A., of Melbourne; Rev. E. Brain- 
erd, M. A., of Sherbrooke, and Rev. E. M. Hill, of Calvary Church, Mon­
treal, assisted me in the Sessional Examinations.

(2) Dr. Cornish reports:—
1 have to report that during the Session 1884-5, l met the Class for Greek 

Test. Exegesis regularly twice a week, with two or three days omission, and 
that we read in Class the last five chapters of St. Mark, and the first seven 
of the Acts. At the close of the Session an Examination of three hours' 
length was held in the work done, with the results given in the Class-lists of 
the Sessional Examinations.

(8) Dr. Stevenson reports :—
I have to report that during the past session of the College the general con­

duct of the students has been very satisfactory. They have been diligent, 
orderly, and in every way respectful to those who have charge of the institu­
tion. The health of the students has been good, and their domestic comfort 
ably secured by the care and good management of the House Committee and 
of the excellent matron. The Home Missionary Stations, Franklin Centre, 
Hawkesbury, and Brock ville, have been regularly supplied, and the services 
rendered are much appreciated. My own work as professor has been 
pleasant and I hope profitable to the classes. I have lectured with regular­
ity on the nubjects of New Testament Theology, Historical Theology, and 
Homiletics. On the first subject we have used Oosterzee’s text book, with 
my own supplementary lectures. On Historical Theology I have lectured as 
to the doctrine of the Divine Nature and Attributes, and on that of the 
Trinity, as treated by the Ante-Nicene Fathers, with special notices of Neo- 
Platonism and the Gnostic theories. In Homiletics the class has read a part
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of Shedd’s handbook, and has written outlines of sermons, as well as fully 
written discourses, which have been criticized both by the class and the Pro- 
tessor. In all these subjects I have been gratified by the care and attention, 
and, in some instances, by the marked progress of the students.

I may add that the harmony and good understanding among the Professors 
and Lecturers has been altogether unbroken. The brethren who have visited 
us as Lecturers have done excellent work, and left the most pleasa.it impres­
sion. We look forward to the advantage of a course of lecturers on Congre­
gationalism, which the imperfect health and many engagements of the lecturer 
have for the present postponed. Meanwhile the wo»*k of the session has 
been good and pleasant.

The residence of the students together in our College building is of great 
advantage to them. It gives them a keener sense of mutual relation, a great 
stimulus in their work, and lays the foundation, we may hope and believe, 
of precious and lasting friendships in after life. I believe also that it contri­
butes to their spiritual life, and their love of the great work before them.

(4) Mr. Burton reports :—
My course of nine lectures, already given, c mprised an introduction to 

Butler’s Analogy, and directions for reading the same. Subsequently a se­
ries of questions on Butler were set; the answers are before me. The ques­
tions are in the Principal’s hands. The lectures further dealt with the ques­
tion, Can we Know ( iod i and How ? ; after which Christianity was looked 
upon as a fact to be accounted for, and the conclusion reached that Christ 
was and is the great personality of Christianity, and to be listened to as a teach­
er, trustworthy and authoritative. Systematic Theology must treat of what 
Christ said of himself, and of the authority with which he endowed his fol-. 
lowers to teach in his name.

E

The general trustworthiness of the records is a link in the chain of argu­
ment I desire to giye that the present Session’s Course may be complete.

I have left “ The Theistic Argument” by Diman for study during the sec­
ond term of the Session. The papers given in by the students (whose at­
tendance and attention during the delivery of the lectures were all that 
could be desired), plainly show that a knowledge of a text-b >ok by our stu­
dents is scarcely to be expected without the accompaniment of a teacher’s 

relections. For the correction therefore of imperfect apprehension of But­
er, and for the better understanding of Diman, in addition to the matter al­
ready mentioned, I should like to meet the students again this Session, say 
during one week, and would suggest from February 2nd, to February Oth.

As the subject allotted to me takes shape, it seems that some knowledge 
of those religions which, in this cosmopolitan age are being compared with 
Christianity, is practically necessary. I am therefore contemplating (D.V.) 
for the next Session, should it meet with the Board's approval, some lectures 
on what Max Muller calls the Science of Religion. I know this is in some 
measure presumption, but the conviction presses heavily upon me, as 1 know 
it does upon our beloved Principal, that if our New College departure is to 
be under God’s blessing a success, and the denomination be ittelf in the 
country, we must strain every nerve to be abreast of the age, and a little in 
advance in College culture for our future pastors, as well as in spiritual life.

lie Examination papers. The replies are generally good; none foolish; 
though in most instances they would stand better as indication of attention 
to the lectures than as studies of the Analogy.
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In accordance with previous plans I again visited the College and deliver­
ed a final course of five lectures; reviewing first the answers given to the 
Examination Papers of the Christinas season. The Theistic Argument by 
Diman was introduced as a text book. Some account was given of the Early 
Christian Records as regards the evidence of authenticity, and a connected 
resume of the Entire Course.

The final Examination >vas held—Dr. Stevenson attending, and the results 
must be deemed satisfactory The paper was valued at one hundred marks, 
and the results are appended.

The examinations in the several classes of the Department of 
Theology were duly held; and the results which wdll be publish­
ed in appendix were creditable to the students. The thanks of 
the Corporation are due to Revs. G. H. Wells, II. K. Black, Geo. 
Robertson, E. M. Hill, and E. R. Brainard, as assistant examiners.

The following awrard of Medal and Exhibitions was made.

The Calvary Chvrch Silver Medal, to George Whyte, Third Year, Theologi­
cal Couise.

Thx Robert Anderson Exhibit Uni offrît), to James W. Pedley, B.A., Third 
Year, Theological Course.

The Robert Anderson Exhibition of $20t to Joseph K. Vnsworth, B.A., 
First Year, Theological Course.

The Robert Anderson Exhibition of frdO, for the Second Year, was not award­
ed, in consequence of inadequate answering ; but Mr. Anderson has kindly 
allowed it to be held in reserve for award as an extra prize next session.

Messrs. Currie. A. W. Gerrie, J. W. Ped’ey, and Whyte have 
completed their Course of Study, and have received the certificate 
of the College to that effect. They all leave enjoying the full con­
fidence and best wdshes of both the Faculty and the Board :— 
Mr. Currie for Missionary service in Central Africa, and the rest 
for service in the ministry of our home churches. With one or 
two exceptions, all the other students have been appointed to 
Mission fields in different parts of the Dominion for the summer 
vacation.

The session was brought to a close with a large and much in­
terested meeting on April 9th. The Rev. Messrs. Morton,, of 
Hamilton, and Hunter, of London, in willing response to the in­
vitation sent them, delivered the addresses to the students and 
churches, for which they deserve the best thanks of this meeting.
. Official reports have been received from the Faculty of Arts of 
the University touching the progress of the students attending 
the classes therein.. Mr. Currie has passed the Examinations for 
the degree of B.A., and Mr. Jno. P. Gerrie has passed for the In­
termediate Examination. Messrs. Braithwraite, Gerrie (Jno. P.)>
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Pcdley,(H.,) Macatlum, Pritchard, and Mason, have passed the Ex­
aminations and kept the terms of their respective years, as under­
graduates.

During the vacation the Principal was able to visit the churches 
at Ottawa, Toronto, Guelph, Stratford, London, Paris, and Brant­
ford, on behalf of the college ; and from all he received and re­
ported a hearty welcome, and much generous interest manifested 
for the college.

The secretary attended the meetings of the Congregational 
lTnion of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and four places be­
sides, at which he did and said what he could for the same object.

A pleasing incident of the session, was the presentation to the 
college, by Mrs. Jno. Pophain, of Montreal, of a portrait painted 
from the life, by Miss Brooks, an L.iglish artist, of our revered 
friend the Rev. Dr. Wilkes, for many years principal of the col­
lege. Your Board accepted this valuable gift, which now hangs 
in the Assembly Hall of the college, in the following terms, which 
they think should be recorded here :—

‘‘Resolved unanimously :—That the Board have great pleasure in accept­
ing from Mrs. Popham her valuable gift to the College of the portrait of one 
who has had such a long and honourable connection with the college, and 
with the Denomination for which it is sustained, as their revered friend, 
Rev. Dr. Wilkes, has had ; and they respectfully tender to Mrs. Popham 
their cordial thanks for her gift.”

Under the careful superintendence of Rev. E. M. Hill, who has 
kindly, by appointment of your Board, acted as librarian, the 
books have been carefully transferred to the new building, and 
re-arranged in the room set apart for the library. A very valu­
able addition has been made to the library by the donation of 
some three bundled volumes, carefully selected from the library 
of the late Rev. E. Ebbs, at the request of Mrs. Ebbs, by Rev. H. 
D. Powis. Fur a time Mr. Ebbs was Secretary of the College, 
and was always a zealous fiiend and liberal promoter of its inter­
ests, as well as one of its oldest students—facts which your Board 
recognized last June by inviting him to speak on behalf of the 
Alumni at the dedication of the college, but owing to the weak 
state of his health he had to reluctantly decline the invitation. 
Your Board acknowledged this gift by the following resolution of 
thanks to Mrs. Ebbs :—

“iResolved:—That aa a Board we respectfully beg to tender to Mrs. Ebbs 
our sincere sympathy and condolence w ith her in the heavy loss she has sus­
tained by the death of her much-esteemed husband. Mr. Ebbs was for a 
time secretary of the college and a member of the Board of Directors, and 
through the whole of his ministerial life a warm friend and supporter of this



institution ; and, therefore, whilst thanking Mrs. Ebbs for her timely and 
valuable gift of books to the library now reported, we beg to assure her that 
in no better way could she have perpetuated, in connection with the college, 
the memory of him whom all who knew him held in high respect for the ster­
ling worth of his character and usefulness of his life."

In accordance witli the resolution of the last Annual Meeting, 
your Board have to report that they have, in conjunction with 
the Faculty, drawn up a course of study, and framed regulations 
for giving effect to the provisions of the Act to confer Degrees in 
Divinity, a copy of which they now submit.

Passing on to what may be designated as the family-life of the 
college, your Board are pleased, to be able to report that regula­
tions and arrangements based on the principles submitted to the 
last Annual Meeting have been framed, and have been found to 
work satisfactorily. ,

The college has been fortunate in securing for the position of 
matron a lady who came from England with high testimonials as 
to her capacity and skill; and it is simply due to her to say, that 
by her attention, and good management of the household, she has 
more than justified the recommendations she brought with her.

A* House Committee was appointed to exercise, in conjunction 
with the matron, a genereral supervision of affairs, and they de­
serve thanks for the care and economy with which they have 
done their work. The Principal also has faithfully fulfilled the 
part devolving upon him as head of the college family. The gen­
eral result has been more successful and gratifying than might 
have been reasonably anticipated,considering the new and untried 
circumstances under which the session began, and that, too, in a 
new building, Not a case of serious ill health occurred in the 
whole household ; the students enjoyed something of the comfort 
and feeling of home-life,of which they have not been backward in 
showing their appreciation nor has any trouble or improper con­
duct arisen on their part, calling for the intervention of the col­
lege authorities, and thus have they sustained the high reputa­
tion borne by the students of this college, with only here and 
there an exception, all through the past years of its history.

Gratifying too, is the financial aspect of the case, showing as it 
does that all these good results have been secured with a singular 
economy of expenditure, the report of the House Committee show­
ing-total disbursements, SI,838.34 ; receipts for board, SI,541.70.

Your Board recommend that Lists of Benefactors, in money or 
books, above a given sum, be printed in the Annual Reports of 
the College ; and for this purpose they have had such lists care­
fully prepared.
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Dr. Wilkes, as Treasurer of the uninvested portion of the sec­
ond $20,000 Endowment Fund, reports that one addition of $100 
has been made to the fund during the year, and $5.72 interest. 
The amount now in the Savings Sank is $284.50 ; $3,000 on ac­
count of this fund having been invested, as reported to the last 
Annual Meeting.

The Treasurer’s statement herewith presented, shows:—Re­
ceipts from all sources, $0,287.14. In these are included $1,201-, 
39, grant from the Colonial Missionary Society; $2,020.35, con­
tributions from churches or persons to current expense fund; $1,- 
541.70, payments by students on account of board ; and $1,430.- 
30, interest from Endowment Funds.

The Disbursements have amounted to $0,853.90 ; in which are 
included $2,000.00 on account of salaries to Professors and Lee- 
turers; $1,320, grants to students in aid of board; $1,838.34, on 
account of house-keeping : and $533.33, payments special to the 
year. Thus, a balance of $905.29 remains due the Treasurer, 
which includes the above named special sum of $533.33, and the 
deficit of $338.47 from last year; or $871.80, which leaves the 
real deficit on account of the past session, $133.49.

In view of the extraordinary effort made by the Churches and 
individuals, whereby the sum of $1,344.37 was actually raised 
for the Furnishing Fund, and in view of the exceptionally large 
number of Students in attendance, the state of the Finances need 
not be regarded as discouraging, but rather the opposite, show­
ing as it does enlarged generosity and sympathy on behalf of the 
College. At the same time, your Board feel it to be their duty to 
urge with renewed emphasis upon the attention of all concernent 
the imperative claims of the College to a generous support, if it 
is to be maintained in a state of proper efficiency for doing the 
important work required by the Churches at its hands.

In accordance with§2,Chap. II.,of the By-laws,the Rev. Dr.Wilkes, 
Rev. W. H. Allworth, Messrs. Jamieson, Theo. Lyman and Walker 
are the retiring members of the Board this year, but they are 
eligible for re-election. Under the altered conditions of the 
Board’s existence it is deemed proper by the Board not to pre­
sent any nomination for filling these vacancies, but to leave the 
matter in the hands of the Annual Meeting.

ANNUAL REPORT.

Twenty-eighth Annual Report or the Directors or the Congregational 
Provident Fund Society for the Year Ending 30th May, 1885.

The report which your Board had to lay l>efore you last year 
was a painfully disappointing one ; and the prospects for the 
coming year were very doubtful and unpromising. The Board 
feared that necessity might compel them to make a reduction in 
the annuities ; but, as is often the case, God was better to us 
than our fears, and we are now most thankful to have to report 
that this step has not been required. All the annuities have been 
promptly paid, though they amounted to one hundred dollars 
more than we had calculated upon.

At the last annual meeting it was resolved “ That the Secreta- 
41 ry be, and he is hereby, instructed to prepare and issue a circu- 
41 lar, appealing to all the Churches to place the Fund once more 
4< upon a stable basis, by agreeing to subscribe certain fixed 
4‘ amounts annually, and tliat they signify their response to such 
41 appeal not later than the month of September next.”

In accordance therewith the Secretary prepared and issued a 
circular to eighty-three Churches. In response thereto thirty- 
three Churches sent subscriptions amounting to #909.27 ; and do­
nations were received to the extent of $67.25, making the total 
of free contributions during the year $976.52. In our last report 
we expressed our conviction that the Churches would loyally 
stand by the Society in its time of need; and we are greatly 
gratified to have to say that our confidence was not misplaced.
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manner for a comparatively short time, and by God’s blessing 
the Fund will be once more in a stable financial position ; but 
meantime the help of the Churches is absolutely necessary to 
enable us to keep up the payment of the annuities ; and we 
would earnestly urge the large proportion of Churches who did 
not respond to the appeal last year, to commence the good work 
in the coming year The usefulness of the Fund cannot be ques­
tioned, nor the good done overestimated, when it is considered 
that it has paid up to this time, to the widows of deceased min­
isters, the sum of $10,350.

The Board regrets to report that since last meeting our much 
esteemed brother, Rev. Edward Ebbs, has been taken away ; and 
his widow has l>een added to the list of annuitants, which latter 
now embraces ten widows and seven children, and involves an 
annual payment of $1*180, as will be seen by the financial state­
ment.

The investments of the Widows’ and Orphans’ Branch have 
yielded about the amount we estimated in our last report. The 
Montreal Loan and Mortgage Company resumed the payment of 
dividends in September ; and two semi-annual dividends have 
lieen received during the year, at the rate of six percent, per an­
num on the reduced value of the stock.

One item in the receipts may require explanation, viz : “ Pro­
vincial Loan Company stock dividend ten per cent.,$315.”

The Branch holds sixty-three shares of the stock of this com­
pany, which for some years past has paid no dividend. This wa> 
valued in our last year’s statement at sixty per cent. The Com­
pany is now in liquidation, and has commenced to payback stock 
dividends to its shareholders. This item of $315 represents the 
joint stock dividend of ten percent. ; and in the statement of in­
vestments the stock is reduced by the amount so received.

The actual excess of receipts over expenditure on the year has 
been $487, and we hope through the continued liberality of the 
Churches in the coming year, that we may be able to report a 
surplus of at least no less a sum.

The attention of the Churches having been specially given to 

the imperative needs of the Widows’ and Orphans Branch, all 
their collections for the year have been devoted to it, consequent­
ly the increase on this Branch on the year merely represents the 
interest and premiums from Beneficiaries. Its investments 
amount now to $3,000, of which $2,000 is interest bearing.

The C<iamliuth I mlepemlnit has been edited and conducted by 
the Rev. John Burton, B.D, during another year with his usual 
care and ability. The financial statement in regard to the InJe- 
jtnnlntf shows an even balance between receipts and expendituies* 
there is however an indebtedness of $33.88 due to the editor and 
manager, which goes into the accounts of another year.

The very able Sunday School Notes gratuitously prepared by 
H. J. Clark, Esq., have beer* discontinued as other means have 
been provided to supply k>ur Sunday Schools with necessary liter­
ature, to which reference will be made further on.

The Directors express regret that the Churches do not take a 
greater interest in this, the chief bond of union among us It is 
hoped that the subscriptions will be greatly multiplied during 
the coming vear.

The Year Book has again been edited by The Rev. S. N. Jack- 
son, M D. It is sufficient to say that it is equal to any of its pre­
decessors and a volume of which the Congregational Churches in 
Canada may well be proud. There is in this department a balance 
of #157.04 in hand for the operations of the ensuing year.

It is with regret that we have to record the resignation of Dr. 
Jackson of a work which he has so ably conducted for several 
years. The shareholders of this company and the denomination 
as a whole owe a debt of gratitude to Dr. Jackson for his valuable 
services in this connection.

It is with pleasure however that we have to announce, that 
while the pressure of other work has compelled Dr. Jackson to 
give up the management of the Year Book , a successor has been 
found in the Rev. NV. H. Warriner, B.D., who will spare no pains 
to keep up the reputation which the Year Book has won under 
his predecessor.

A change has also been made in the matter of the Secretary- 
Treasurer. David Higgins, Esq., who for four years has faithfully 
and gratuitously served the company in that capacity, resigned 
his position in August of last year.

Your Directors have already expressed to Mr. Higgins their ap­
preciation of his work and thanks for his services. The Rev. W. 
H. Warriner was appointed his successor.
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In pursuance of the instructions of the last Annual Meeting, 
your Directors have made arrangements with the Congregational 
Publishing Society of Boston for the providing of Sunday School 
literature for our Sunday Schools.

The arrangements entered into with the Boston House are very 
generous towards this company. The Boston Society also en­
gages to place Congregational Churches in Canada on the same 
footing as the Churches in the United States in respect to dona­
tions of Sunday School literature to needy Missionary Churches, 
on the understanding however, that if such assistance amount to 
anything considerable, our Churches shall contribute to the Mis­
sionary Funds of the Society as do the Churches in the United 
States. This department was also put into the hands of the Rev. 
W. H. Warriner, whose report, including the sale of Church 
Hymn Books, shows that a bus'ness of 8220.5G has been done 
with a net profit to the com pan)' of 821.91.

There are 22 Churches in Ontario which have purchased these 
publications during the past year.

It is to be hoped that before another report is presented, the 
number will be largely increased, and that the Quebec Churches 
as well as those in Ontario will realize the advantages of using 
these papers, which are according to the competent authority of 
the last National Congregational Council, equal to any ami supe­
rior to most.

We earnestly commend these publications to the patronage of 
all the Churches, confident that they will prove of great advan­
tage to the Denomination.

In concluding this Report, the Directors would express the sat­
isfaction with which they close the operations of another year. 
The company is in a much better position now than when the 
present Board took office. Every department is in healthy opera­
tion, and the outlook for the future is most encouraging

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CONSTITUTION.

ARTICLE I.—NAME.
This Corporation shall be called “The Canada Com;relational Mission­

ary Society,” and shall conduct its operations within the limits of the Do­
minion of Canada.

ARTICLE II.—OBJECTS.

The objects of the Society shall be as set forth in the Act of Incorporation, 
namely,—to plant and foster Congregational Churches in suitable localities ; 
to aid churches in sustaining their pastors where required.

ARTICLE III.—MEMBERSHIP.
All persons being members or adherents of Congregational churches pay­

ing two dollars annually into the funds of the Society shall he members, and 
those who subscribe at one time twenty dollars or more shall be life mem­
bers. Churches subscribing annually ten dollars or more may be represented 
at the annual meetings of the Society by one delegate, and cl lurches subscrib­
ing tifty dollars or more may be represented by two delegates. Each Auxiliary 
branch contributing annually to the funds of the Society ten dollars or more 
may be represented by one delegate. The above mentioned subscribers and 
delegates shall constitute the membership of the Corporation.

ARTICLE IV.—OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES.
The officers of this Society shall be a President, a Secretary, a Treasurer,a 

Superintendent and two Auditors. The Standing Committees shall be a 
General Committee and an Executive Committee. These officers and com­
mittees shall be appointed at the annual meeting of the Society, and shall 
all be members of the Corporation. The General Committee shall consist of 
the President, Secretary, Treasurer, Superintendent, and not more than 
twenty-live members. The Executive Committee shall be composed of the 
President, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the Superintendent, the Honorary 
Secretary, and one member from each District Association within the 
bounds of the operations of the Society, who may be nominated by the As­
sociation.

ARTICLE V.—DUTIES OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES.
The President shall preside at all meetings of the Society and its commit­

tees when practicable, and shall seek to promote the general interests of the 
Society’s work.

The Secretary shall have charge of the books and correspondence of the 
Society, shall call the meetings of the Society and its committees, and shall 
exhibit the records of proceedings at each meeting.

The Treasurer shall have charge of the funds of the Society, disbursing 
them as directed by the General or Executive Committees, and shall present 
annually a full account of all receipts and disbursements.

The Superintendent shall be under the direction of the Executive Commit­
tee, to whom he shall report quarterly, visit the churches of the Congrega­
tional order within the bounds of the Society’s operations with a view of 
deepening their interest in its work and of securing liberal contributions for 
the Society, and shall explore new mission fields, secure missionaries for 
vacant churches, and have a general oversight of the interests and work of 
the Society.
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The Auditors shall examine the accounts of the Society when required, and 
make an annual audit of the Treasurer’s books previous to the annual meet­
ings of the Society.

The General Committee shall exercise all the corporate powers of the So­
ciety, have charge of the annual mission grants made to the churches, exam­
ine, employ and direct all the missionaries of the Society, and have a gener­
al supervision of its affairs. They shall present a report of the work of the 
Society at each of its annual meetings.

The Executive Committee shall have full charge and power for the admin­
istration of the affairs of the Society during the interval between the annual 
meetings of the General Committee; shall receive all applications from 
churches for aid from the Society and report thereon to the General Commit­
tee, to whom they shall also make an annual report of their proceedings.

ARTICLE VI. —MEETINGS.

This Corporation shall meet annually on the first Thursday after the first 
Sunday in dune at the place where the Congregational Union of Ontario and 
(Quebec assembles. A public annual missionary meeting shall be held on the 
evening of the same day. Special meetings for the despatch of special busi­
ness may bo called by the Executive Committee at such time and place as 
may be deemed desirable, provided that a month’s notice be given thereof.

All sums of money specially collected, given or bequeathed for the purpose, 

together with the proceeds received from the sale of disused church property, 
shall form a Church Extension and Building Fund, which shall be invested 
by the Corporation who may apply the income thereof by the General or 
the Executive Committee by way of loans or otherwise for the organization 
of churches in new fields, and for the erection or enlargement of places of 
worship where they may be required.

ARTICLE VIII. —AUXILIARY SOCIETIES.
Auxiliary branches of this Society may be formed in churches „nd locali­

pastor have been fulfilled shall be inserted. Churches aided by this Society
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are required to m.tke an annual collection for its funds, and to keep their 
property sufficiently insured, and all such churches acquiring pr<q>erty shall 
have inserted in the Trust Deed a clause providing that in case the church 
shall at any time be disbanded or cease to exist the property shall revert to 
this Society.

ARTICLE XI.—RECEIVING AND DISMISSING PASTORS.
Churches aided by this Society are req tired so far as practicable in «the 

settlement and dismissal of pastors to carry out the recommendations passed 
by the Congregational Vnion of Ontario and Quebec in 187b in relation to 
Councils, in cases where this is impracticable the sanction of the Executive 
Committee must be obtained before a settlement or dismissal of a pastor is 
consummated.

ARTICLE XII.—CONVEYING PROPERTY.

The President, Secretary and Treasurer shall be the duly authorized per­
sons on behalf of the General Committee or the Executive Committee to 
convey and accept conveyances of real estate and to receive and discharge 
mortgages as advised from time to time by the Corporation, and shall affix 
the Corporation seal to all such legal documents when required.

AN ACT RESPECTING THE CANADA CONGREGATIONAL
MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

Whereas the Canada Congregational Missionary Society, a cor­
poration duly incorporated by the Legislature of the Province of 
Ontario, and the Congregational Union of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick, a corporation duly incorporated by Acts of the Leg­
islatures of the Provinces of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, 
have, for general mission purposes, united and amalgamated by 
unanimous consent, under the name of the Congregational Soci­
ety, and since the month of July, one thousand eight hundred 
and eighty-four, have carried on operations as one society, under 
the above name ; and whereas the said amalgamated societies 
have, by petition, set forth that they are desirous of having the 
said union ratified, and have prayed that they may be constituted 
one corporation, under the name of the Canada Congregational 
Missionary Society, and as such be vested with the property, real 
and personal, of both of the said societies, and be granted such 
powers as are needed for the purposes of the said corporation 
throughout Canada ; and whereas it is expedient to grant the 
prayer of the said petition : Therefore Her Majesty, by and with 
the advice and consent of the Senate and House of Commons of 
Canada, enacts as follows

l
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V.

1. The union of the said two corporations, on the basis agreed 
upon between themselves, as set forth in the schedule A, hereun­
to attached, is hereby ratified ami confirmed, and the said amal­
gamated corporations are hereby constituted and declared to be 
one l>ody corporate and politic, by the name of “ The Canada 
Congregational M issionary Society.”

2. The objects of the .society shall be to plant and foster Con­
gregational churches in suitable localities, to aid churches in sus­
taining their pastor, where required, and the manner and con­
ditions of its conduct and management, shall be as set forth in 
the constitution thereof, a copy whereof is hereto attached as 
schedule B.

8. All the estate, real and personal, belonging to or held in 
trust for or to the usq of either of the said heretofore existing 
societies, shall henceforth he held by and vested in, or held in 
trust for, as the case may be, the corporation hereby constituted, 
upon the same trusts and for the same purposes for which they 
have heretofore been so held as aforesaid.

4. All the property, real and personal, under the jurisdiction 
of the Parliament of Canada, held in trust for or to the use of 
any congregation, station or mission in connection with either of 
the heretofore existing societies, shall henceforth be held, used 
and administered under the same trusts and in the same manner 
in connection with the corporation hereby constituted.

."). The said corporation may acquire, by purchase, gift, devise 
or otherwise, and hold and convey, such real estate, not exceed­
ing five thousand dollars in annual value, as the purposes of the 
said corporation require*: Provided, that the corporation shall, 
within ten years after its acquisition of any real estate, sell or 
otherwise dispose of and alienate so much of such real estate as 
is not required for the purposes of the corporation : and provided 
also, that any devise of real estate shall be subject* to the laws 
respecting devises of real estate to religious corporations, in force 
at the time of such devise, in the Province or Territory in which 
such real estate is situate, so far as the same apply to the said 
corporation.

0. The said corporation shall have power to make advances, by 
way of loan or gift, out of its funds, to assist in the erection of 
theological colleges, Sunday schools, churches, or parsonages, as 
the general committee direct and approve, and may take or hold 
any real or personal estate, or securities thereon, mortgaged or 
assigned to the said corporation to .secure payment of such loans,

7. The said corporation may, from time to time, for the pur­
pose of investment, lend money upon the security of real estate, 
and purchase debentures of municipal or public school corpora­
tions, or Government securities, and from time to time may re­
alize such securities as it deems expedient.

8. If at any time the said corporation shall need a temporary 
advance of money for the purposes for which it is incorporated, 
it shall have the power to secure such advance by way of mort­
gage upon its real estate or otherwise, as shall be determined by 
the general or executive committee for the time being.

SCHEDULE A.
For general missionary purposes, it is hereby agreed that a union be and is 

hereby consummated between the Congregational Union of Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick and the Canada Congregational Missionary Society, the lat­
ter society consenting thereto through its representatives.

1. That the Maritime Provinces be recognized as having within their 
bounds two or more district associations, which associations shall be repre­
sented on the executive committee by one representative from each, such 
representative to be nominated by the Union of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick at its annual meeting.

2. That they be represented on the general committee by such delegates 
as the Union of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick may annually nominate, 
the number not to exceed four.

5. That this union shall go into effect on the first day of July, one thou­
sand eight hundred and eighty-four.

the Hon. Senator Sullivan, M.D., for their kind offices in this matter.

sembled in the Congregational Union of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, to 
convey to them our cordial greetings and to seek to further :he interests of

Moved by Rev. D. Macallum, seconded and
Resolved,—That in the opinion of this Society it is desirable to secure the 

• services of a suitable evangelist who shall be the accredited Missionary Evan­
gelist of the Society, to labor under the direction of the Executive Commit­
tee with our churches and mission fields, and the Committee are requested to 
consider this matter with full power to act.—Carried.

On motion the following was unanimously carried :
Resolved,—That the thanks of this Society be hereby given to the Colonial 

Missionary Society, for the aid rendered in carrying on our mission work in 
•Canada, and that the Committee of that Society be informed that in cur 
opinion there was never a time when such aid is likely to produce so encour­
aging results as at the present.

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Moved by Rev. H. D. Hunter, seconded by H. J. Clark, Esq.,

Resolved,—That in the opinion of this Corporation, mission work should be 
undertaken in the Province of British Columbia, and that the Executive 
Committee be requested to open a mission there as soon as practicable.

The meeting then adjourned to assemble at the call of the
President. ,

The Annual Missionary meeting was held on Thursday evening, 
at 8 o’clock, the Rev. Dr. Cornish presiding. After the usual de­
votional services, the Rev. William Hastings, of London, England, 
addressed the meeting. He was followed by the Rev. C. S. Ped- 
ley, B.A., of New Durham, Ont.

neighborhood of Ottawa, Kingston and Montreal, with a view of giving effect 
to this recommendation, namely—Mrs. John Wood, (convener), Mrs. A. J. 
Stephens, Mrs. J. R. Lamb, Ottawa ; Mrs. J. F. Stevenson. Miss Martha 
Richardson, Montreal ; Mrs. D. Mac,ilium, St. Elmo ; Mrs. W. D. Hendry, 
Mrs. B. W. Robertson, Miss M. Folger, Kingston ; with power to add to 
their number.

On motion the minutes were taken as read and adopted, and

The thirty-second annual report of the Canada Congregational 
Missionary Society is presented to the members of the Corpora­
tion with feelings of great gratitude to God, in that the lives of 
all the officers and missionaries have been spared, and a large 
measure of success has attended their services.

UNION WITH THE MARITIME PROVINCES.
At the last annual meeting the President and Secretary were 

appointed as your deputation to visit the Congregational Union 
of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, with full power to negotiate 
and arrange with them a Union of the two Societies for Mission­
ary work. The deputation, together with the Missionary Super­
intendent, attended the meeting held in Economy, N. S., and 
with the brethren there agreed upon the following plan of union, 
which was unanimously adopted :

11 For general Missionary purposes it is hereby agreed that a 
“ Union be and is hereby consummated between the Congrega- 
44 tional Union of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick and the Can- 
44 ada Congregational Misionary Society—the latter Society con- 
41 senting thereto through its representatives.

441. That the Maritime Provinces be recognized as having two 
44 or more District Associations, which Associations shall be rep­
resented on the Executive Committee by one representative 
44 from each, such representative to be nominated by the Union of 
44 Nova Scotia and New Brunswick at its annual meeting.

44 52. That they be represented on the General Committee by 
44 such delegates as the Union of Nova Scotia and New Bruns- 
44 wick may annually nominate, the number not to exceed four.

44 3. That the Committee of the Congregational Union of Nova 
44 Scotia and New Brunswick shall collect the income accruing 
44 from the invested funds, and shall through its Treasurer forward 
44 the same to the Treasurer of the Society on the understanding 
44 that the full amount shall be returned annually to be expended 
4* within the bounds of the Maritime Provinces, or as the terms of 
44 bequest may demand.

44 4. That it shall be the duty of the Missionary Superinten- 
44 dent to make periodical and special visits if necessary to the 
44 Provinces of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.
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“ 5. That this Union shav go into effect on the first day of 
Julv, 1884.”.

ZSince the first of July last, the operations of this Society have 
included the Congregational Missions of the Maritime Provinces,, 
and the mission field new open to us, and for which we as Con­
gregation» lists are responsible, isco-extensive with the lei.gthand 
breadth of the Dominion.

ACT OF INCORPORATION.

In order legally to carry on the work of the Society in the 
various Provinces, it was found necessary f o obtain from the Do­
minion Parliament an A ct of Incorporation, sanctioning the Union 
with the Maritime Provinces and giving general corporate powers 
for the whole Dominion. Through the kind offices of the Hon. 
J. J. C. Abbott, M.P., the Hon Senator Sullivan, M.D., and others, 
this has been secured—the Parliament remitting all fees, less the 
necessary expenses for translation and printing. The best thanks 
of the Society are due to the gentlemen mentioned for the great 
interest they evinced in securing the passage of this Act.

THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

Five meetings, including that immediately succeeding the last 
annual meeting, have been held during the year by the Executive 
Committee, at each of which a large amount of business has been 
attended to, usually occupying the attention of the members for 
two days. 11 has been proposed that the meeting in December, 
which is not of so great importance as the others, should l>e dis­
continued, in order thereby to proportionately decrease the ex­
pense of administration. While this would leave four meetings 
of the committee for the year, but two of these would call for 
travelling expenses, as both the first and the last in the year are 
held in connection w ith the annual gathering. The travelling 
expenses for ;he year now* closed have been Si28.10, against $80.- 
90 for the previous year.

MISSIONARY OPERATIONS.

The number of churches and mission stations under the care of 
the Society during the past year has been seventy-five, of which 
number forty-seven are organized churches and twenty-eight 
preaching stations. These are distribuuted throughout the Prov­
inces as follow s : Ontario, thirty churches and five stations ; 
Quebec, five churches and nine stations ; Nova Scotia, twelve 
churches and fourteen stations. Among these is the Indian Con­
gregational Church at Saugeea and the French Congregational

%
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Church at Belle Riviere. Several other fields have been open to us 
and their needs have been great, but for the want of both men 
and means we have been unable to occupy them. Owing to the 
unsettled state of Manitoba and the North West, and the diffi­
culty in securing suitable men for the work, nothing has been 
done by the Society in that vast mission field during the year.

MARKS OF PROORKSS.

Aside from the general work of the Superintendent and Mis­
sionaries and the gratifying increase of church members, the fol­
lowing are special marks of progress which should encourage us ; 
New churches have been organized in Belle Riviere, Quel>ec ; 
Hawkesbury, Ont.; Dalston, Ont.; Fergus, Ont.; St. Thomas, Ont.; 
while in Woodstock, Ont., a mission has been started which bids 
fair in a short time to become a self-supporting church. The 
churches at Dalston and Fergus are not dependent upon the So­
ciety, but are associated with self-sustaining churches. In Noel, 
N. S., a parsonage and glebe of eighteen acres has been purchas­
ed. In Middleville, Ont., a beautiful stone church has been erect­
ed and its entire cost provided for. At Parkdale, Toronto, a lot 
has been purchased and they are proceeding to erect a church 
building. At Dalston, Ont., a new church has been built. In St. 
Thomas, Ont., a . hurch and parsOiiage have been secured, and at 
Lake Shore, Forest, Ont., a church has been purchased. The 
Western church, Toronto, and St. Elmo, Ont., nave decided to 
undertake to do without further aid from the Society, while one 
other church, namely, Bowmanville, Ont., is asking for a dimin­
ished grant.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

During the past few months several urgent letters have been 
received from Congregational Ministers in Washington Territory, 
U. S.. setting forth the great need in the adjoining Province of 
British Columbia. In Western Washington Territory, there are 
over twenty Congregational churches, but just across the British 
lines not one. In the beautiful city of Victoria, the capital of 
the Province, which is seemingly destined to be the largest city 
in the North West, there are a number of Congregational fami­
lies anxious to be organized into a church, while at Mew West­
minster,, Port Moody, Manaim and several other places there are 
open doors and urgent needs. With the completion of the Pa­
cific Railway, this fair Pacific Province is brought near to us, and
its great mission claims should be recognized and undertaken.

%
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THE GEOROE ROBERTSON MISSION FUND.

There has been received from the estate of the late George 
Robertson, of Kingston, the additional sum of $500, which with 
added interest now amounts to $3,568.57. Of this sum $1,700 is 
invested in a loan on real estate, secured by first mortgages, and 
bearing interest at six per cent. This fund will now give an in- 

• come of about $200, which income the Testator desired should be 
used in the employment of an Evangelist to laboi among the Con­
gregational churches of Ontario and Quebec.

EVANGELIST.

For a long time it has been felt that our churches have greatly 
needed a suitable and regularly accredited Evangelist who would 
be able to assist pastors in special work and give attention to our 
vacant mission fields. By supplementing the income of the 
George Robertson Mission Fund by about $400, the Committee 
believe they could secure the services of a brother held in high 
esteem by our churches, who has had large experience in the min­
istry and who in the opinion of the Committee would be eminent­
ly successful in the work of an Evangelist. They would there­
fore request the consideration of this matter by the Corporation.

C HURCH EXTENSION AND BUILDING FUND.

To the Church Extension and Building Fund there has been 
added during the year $218 received from the Meaford mortgage, 
which with the interest makes a total for this fund of $1,297.21. 
Arrangements have been made to invest the greater part of this 
sum in a loan to the Parkdale church, Toronto, security being 
taken on their new church property. This loan calls for interest 
at six per cent., but it has been proposed that the Society should, 

. through its committee, remit the interest for the first year or two 
and thus aid the newly planted church.

MANITOBA FUND.

he special and generous gift of $2,000, made in the previous 
ear for the opening of new fields in Manitoba and the North 
est, is still in the hands of the Society for the reasons before 

mentioned. This fund with accrued inter» ,t and a former bal­
ance now amounts to $2,171.30. 'Hiis will be administered as 
soon as the condition of things in those regions will warrant and 
suitable available missionaries can be fourni.-

%
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OTHER TRUST FUNDS.
#

Aside from the special sums mentioned, there arc certain trust 
funds connected witli the Gorham bequests which have to be ad­
ministered in connection with Congregational missions in Nova 
Scotia. These embrace the Gorham property in Liverpool, a 
mortgage in Halifax, amounting to $51,200 old currency ; eighteen 
shares in the Bank of Nova Scotia, and two shares in the Bank 
of British North America. Since the union in July last, the Trea­
surer has received $12G from these funds.

FINANCES.

The total receipts fur General Missionary purposes amount to 
$G,3l8.88,and the expenditure to $7,579, which leaves the sum of 
SI ,200.12 unprovided fon The receipts from the Provinces of On­
tario and Quebec are $4 .‘$14.22, against $4,930.35 of last year, leav­
ing a slim tage for these Provinces o/$01G.13. The receipts from the 
Provinces of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick are$55G.37 against 
Si,3.T(S.42 of the former year, leaving a shortage for the Maritime 
Provinces of $800.05 ; but in this connection it should be stated 
that the churches and invested funds of the lower Provinces have 
had to make up a deficiency of $209.94 due their treasurer at the 
time of the union of the two Missionary Societies, so that their 
actual shortage is only $530.11. The receipts from the churches 
within the bounds of the various Asscciations as compared with 
last year are as follows :—

The expenditure for the past year, as stated above, has been 
$7,579, against $7,985.23, or $400.23 less than the previous year, 
including Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. The expenditure 
among the missions in the various associations as compared with

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The amount we shall be entitled to receive from the Colonial 
Missionary Society for this year will be $974 against $1,384 last 
year, a decrease of $410. There is now due for the July quarter 
$1,345, to provide for which there is only this amount of $974 
from the Colonial Society, leaving a further balance of $371 to 
add to that already owing the Treasurer, and which will make 
our actual deficit $1,631.

PROVIDING AGAINST A DEFIC IT.

The deficit of $1,405*12, of which sum $178.83 was inherited 
from the previous year, will greatly interfere with our work for 
the incoming missionary year of 1885-6, and must cause a de­
crease in the grants which would have otherwise been made. In 
order to prevent such a possible recurrence, your committee are of 
the opinion that in all future grants and salaries made to church­
es and officers of the Society the Treasurer should withhold a cer­
tain percentage of each payment until the last payment for the 
year is made, when, if the funds are sufficient, the full grant or 
salary shall be paid ; but should there not be sufficient funds at 
the close of the year to pay the amounts in full, each church and 
officer to whom appropriations have been made shall share pro­
rata the amount of such deficiency. Not only will this prevent 
the deficiency of one year from cripling the whole of the suc­
ceeding year, but also be a stimulus to the churches to ex­
ert every energy in meeting the claims of the Society. The Com­
mittee therefore would recommend that you should, as a Society, 
consider this or some other scheme, whereby we may be saved 
from the consequences of recurring deficits.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT.

During the past year I have labored to the best of my ability 
to promote the cause of Christ in connection with the Canada 
Congregational Missionary Society, and to further all the interests 
of our churches throughout the Dominion. I have consecrated to 
this service every power and faculty of my body and mind. I 
amgrateful to the Giver of all good for any measure of success, 
for the blessing of health, for safety while constantly exposed to 
danger, and for grace to reconcile me to the discomfort of almost 
continuous absence from home. The kindness and cordiality with 
which I have been received by the brethren, the hearty co-opera­
tion of the churches, and the practical sympathy of all, have made 
my work pleasant

The first two months of the missionary year were spent in 
the Maritime Provinces. The union of the Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick Missionary Society with the Canada Congre­
gational Missionary Society has increased your responsibility, 
and the labours of your officers, but such a union is of vital 
importance to the churches. No part of the field so much 
needs oversight and encouragement. It is hoped that the new 
arrangement will strengthen and enable them to extend their im­
portant work. They expect to supply their pulpits from our own 
College, to send students themselves, and co-operate in future 
even more cordially than they have done in the past. I found 
many places where there is destitution of the means of grace, or 
of evangelical preaching. In four of the principle cities of those 
Provinces we are not represented. This proves a serious hind­
rance to the worx of our churches throughout the country, and 
some of the best of our members are lost to us. They have been 
fostering churches in small villages, and in rural parts, while they 
have neglected large cities such as Halifax, Charlottetown, Wind­
sor, Truro, New Glasgow, Moncton, Fred rick ton. We should be 
wiser in our generation. It is not yet too late ; without doubt 
there is ample room for us in all these places, and in many others. 
I would suggest with regard to the Maritime Provinces, as well 
as to other parts of the Dominion, that we plant our new churches 
only in centres of population. I am strongly of the opinion that 
the future of Congregationalism in Canada depends upon pushing 
our missionary operations in such places.
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I have tried to keep our mission churches supplied throughout 
the year, and I have been fairly successful, very few being left for 
any length of time w ithout the regular ministry of the word. I 
have found this part of my work the most difficult. Where will we 
get suitable pastors for our vacant churches ? is one of the most 
perplexing questions of the hour. Pursuant to instructions, I re­
organized the Indian mission, and reinstalled the pastor, the Rev. 
Wm. Walker. I consider that good work has been done among 
the Indians of French Bay, and would earnestly recommend a 
continuance of the same under the auspices of your Society. I 
also learned of other most destitute Indians further north, who 
are very anxious to have a missionary labour among them.

As specially instructed by the Executh . I organized a new 
church at Hawkesbury, the result print illy of the labours of 
the students of the College, during the * ions and the vacations. 
I visited Fergus, and after a thorou _ canvass from house to 
house, found the former adherents of the church anxious to make 
another trial. They unanimously desired the Rev. J. R. Blank, 
B.A., Garafvaxa, to supply them. He consented, and has succed- 
ed in getting a good congregation, and organizing a church. This 
has been accomplished without any expense to your Society. 
I organized with concurrence of the Frome and London churches, 
a church in the city of St. Thomas, which has a membership of 
twenty-seven, a good congregation and promising Sunday school. 
There have been organized in all five new churches during the past 
year. I spent a week in the flourishing town of Woodstock, visit­
ing from house to house, after which I was satisfied there was a 
good opening for a church. Held services in the town hall with 
satisfactory results. Organized a Sunday school, and arranged 
and secured a supply. A church will be organized shortly, and 
a building erected. It is probable the church in this place will 
be independent from the start.

I have sought by sermons, addresses and letters, to bring the 
claims of the Society before the churches, the Sunday schools 
and the Ladies’ Auxiliaries. I believe that substantial spiritual 
progress has been made throughout the bounds of the Society dur­
ing the year. There have been revivals, and awakenings, and 
many have been gathered into fellowship with our mission 
churches. There is a great work before us in this vast Dominion. 
In Prince Edward Island, Cape Breton, Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, the North West Territo­
ries and in distant British Columbia,—the fields of missionary 
•enterprise are opening before us. I will mention a few of the
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places in the Province of Ontario where we should have church­
es : Cornwall, Smithsfalls, Perth, Napanee, Osh aw a, Port Hoper 
Peterborough, Lindsay, Collingwood, Orillia, Brampton, Walker- 
ton, St. Mary’s, Chatham, Windsor, Ingersol, Galt, Goderich,Mount 
Forest, Milton, Norwich, Orangeville, Owen Sound, Petrolia, 
Strathroy, Waterville. We must not be satisfied to stand still, 
or merely hold what we have already. We cannot long hold our 
own unless we are pfogressive. With the prospect of large ad­
ditions to the ministry through our own College, we only require 
a more liberal financial support to enable us to extend our wrork 
in every part of the land.

Our income at present is not adequate to sustain the work we 
have already assumed ; we need at least to double it if we are to 
extend. That this can be done I have not the least doubt, but 
there must be more self-dbnial, more systematic effort ; more ear­
nest faith and prayer.

During the year I have attended two unions, two associations, 
taken part in two church organizings, one church dedication, 
one ordination and three installations,—have written regularly 
for the Canadian Independent regarding the work of the church­
es. 1 have delivered 304 sermons and addresses and travelled 
nearly 12,000 miles. I have conducted an extensive correspond­
ence arising out of my work. I have sought in every way to 
consolidate and extend the work of the Society.

Space forbids a long report here, and my quarterlies submitted 
to the Executive, as well as my published letters giving details 
of w ork generally obviate the necessity.

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REPORTS FROM THE CHURCHES.

WESTERN ASSOCIATION, ONTARIO.

Forest.—This mission embraces Forest, Warwick and Lake 
Shore, and is under the pastoral charge of Rev. W. H. N. Shannon. 
Missionary grant, SI00 ; collection for the Society, S4-G.00. The 
half-yearly reports are as follows :

“ In presenting our report for the last six months, ending Dec. 1st, 1884, it 
is with gratitude to God for his many mercies and blessings to us. The past 
half year has been the best we have enjoyed for some time, the Lord has been 
with us, blessing us abundantly. We have three appointments preaching at 
each every Sabbath, and once at each through the week. The prayer meet­
ings have been well attended, and much interest taken in the work by all 
the members and friends. Average attendance at Forest is 160; Ebenezer,200; 
Lake Shore, 150. We have organized a Sabbath school in Forest with 8 
teachers and 50 scholors. The Ebenezer Sabbath school in in a very flourish­
ing condition, average attendance, 90 scholars. We have made 150 pas­
toral visits on the field. The people are warm hearted and kind, and seem 
delighted when their pastor calls. I have had many opportunities of speak­
ing a word for the Master in the homes of people who never came to church, 
and some of them have come out regularly since to hear the Gospel. We 
have added to our Forest church by letter, 2 ; by profession, 1. Ebenezer- 
Warwick by profession, 9 ; Lake Shore by profession, 4. The indications of 
spiritual growth in the churches is good, many are now anxious about their 
soul’s salvation, and we trust will soon find the Lord Jesus. We have had 
no losses during the last six months, for which we are very thankful to Him 
whose we are. We have had no special collections during the half year ended. 
We have no Ladies’ Missionary Society, nor monthly prayer meeting for 
Foreign Misions. Our salary has been punctually paid by the churches. 
We have purchased the brick church at the Lake Shore, which 1 as owned 
by the M. E. body, for $700 ; $200 have been paid, the rest is subscribed. 
It was opened on Sabbath, the 23rd Nov., by Rev. Thos Hall. It is a very 
neat and comfortable church. We have also bought the fine church in Forest 
also owned by the M. E. body,which was opened July 6th,’84. Rev.R. Hay,

• of Watford, preached in the morning, Rev. J. Williamson, of Arkona, in the 
. afternoon. Rev. E. L. Russell, B.D., in the evening. This property cost 
$2.300. Over $500 has already been paid, and the balance subscribed. We 
look hopefully to the future. We expect this coming year to see a great 

. awakening in all our churches.”
44 This report embraces a period of twenty-five weeks. The three appoint­

ments have been regularly supplied. I conduct three prayer meetings every 
week, one at each appointment. The attendance during the past winter has 
been real good. The average attendance at Forest has been 100 ; Lake Shore 
160 ; Ebenezer (Warwick) 160. Our Sabbath school in Forest is in a healthy 
condition. We have 11 officers and teachers, and 60 scholars, and much in-
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terest ia now being taken in this department of our work. Ebenezer school 
is now doing a grand work. Duncan Campbell, Esq., is still superintendent. 
They have 0 teachers and an average attendance of 80 scholars. I have made 
125 visits among my congregations and those not attending any church. 
These visits have done much good. We have had a large ingathering of souls 
for our hire during the special services held during the winter. We had a 
blessed work of grace at the Lake Shore appointment, and as a result seven­
teen were added to our church, and more to be taken in at next communion. 
Our meetings at this point lasted live weeks, and though the weather was 
bitter cold, yet the church was crowded almost every night. Our Christian

Ïoung people from Forest helped us in the work and did much good. The 
<ake Shore people have great reason to thank God and go forward. In 

Forest we have also had a gracious shower of refreshing. Rev. J. Salmon 
of Toronto, and Bro. Gordon-Smith, of Stratford, very kindly assisted us in 
December holding special meetings. In January we held united meetings 
with the Methodist church, which proved a great blessing to many. In Feb­
ruary, twenty-two united with our Forest church, mostly young people. It 
was a pleasing sight to see sq many young people sitting at the Master's table 
remembering the dear Lord Jesus. I have the pleasure of teaching a young 
ladie’s Bible class in our Sunday school, and my heart was filled with joy 
seeing them all brought tv the Saviour. At Ebenezer, Mr. Gay conducted 
a special meeting for two weeks, ten professed conversion, one united with 
our church. We are still looking to Jesus, and we expect greater ingather­
ings. Many are still unsaved, the fields are white to the harvest. The good 
Lord help us all to work faithfully in the field. One of our number (a mem­
ber of Ebenezer) has been removed to the better land, and when the Master 
called she was ready. The total number received into fellowship during last 
six months has been forty: The older members have received much spiritual 
good, and have been delighted to see so many of their children brought to 
the Lord Jesus. Our collection for Home Missionary Society has been $40. 
When we get out of debt we hope to be able to do much better.”

Kincardine.—Pastor, Rev. C. L. Ross; grant, #200 ; collection 
#50. First and second half yearly reports are as follows :

“ I have preached three times every Sabbath, some-times four times, and 
several times on week evenings. The attendance has been excellent. We 
have had a crowded sanctuary. Our people have a grand spiritual appetite, 
and that sets them up to work for the Master—“ Blessed are they that hunger 
and thirst after righteousness.” Our Sabbath school is doing a grand work ; 
numbers of children have been gathered in from the different lines near. 
The Lord’s supper w'as dispensed here last Sabbath, when many of the Lord’s 
people from different Presbyterian churches in the neighborhood attended 
with us. The “ Beauty of the Lord ” was on the assembly of his people. So 
sensible were the people of the presence of the Lord on that day,that when the 
time to close came, they would scarcely leave the place where the joy of the Lord 
had so filled their hearts. One believer said he had not experienced such joy 
in the Lord for sixteen years before. I preached in English and Grelic. On the 
way to their homes many of them were speaking of the sermons, and bringing 
again before themselves and others the precious lessons which it furnished, 
A Communion Sabbath here is always a glorious season. Our hearts were 
made glad during the month of August by a visit from our excellent brother, 
Rev. D. McGregor, of Guelph. ( )ur people were all delighted to see him. 
His talks and sermons were full of rich gospel truths, and were helpful to all.
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Mr. McGregor’s visit here will be long remembered with pleasure. We had 
a visit from our beloved superintendent of missions in October, which cheered 
us all very much indeed. Five new members hav3 lately been added to the 
church. The services are well attended on the Sabbath day. The Lord is 
blessing his word. The Sabbath school is doing a good work. We were 
very much in need of a shed at this meeting house to shelter the teams, and
I have got the people to commence building a fine one, which will cost quite 
a sum. We have got into our new manse, and it is quite comfortable.”

“ By the good hand of the Lord upon me, 1 have been enabled to go 
through the work here during the last four months with pleasure to myself, 
and I trust with benefit to many souls. We held a series of meetings here 
during the month of January, which were well attended. People gathered 
to the sanctuary from the different lines and points from crossing to crossing, 
and they did not wait in vain. The Lord poured out his Spirit upon the 
people, and saints were revived, and many sinners were awakened and 
brought to Jesus. The Lord has indeed blessed us. Since I wrote last elev­
en have been received into the church, two by letter, and nine on the profes­
sion of their faith in Jesus. I preach three times every Sabbath, once in 
Gaelic, and twice in English. Our services on Sabbath are all well attended. 
Some of our Gaelic friends come twelve and fifteen miles to hear the gospel 
in their mother tongue. From 400 to 450 attend the English services, and 
from 80 to 100 the Gaelic services. I have two prayer meetings every week, 
one in Gaelic and the other in English. I ha/e also family meetings which 
are very much appreciated by the people. We have a fine Sabbath School 
with 100 children on the roll, and an average attendance of eighty-five schol­
ars. Our superintendent and the teachers are active workers. We h ive a 
teacher s meeting in the manse once a month. 1 have preached sixty-two 
sermons since the New Year here, besides helping some of our Presbyterian 
brethren at their communion services, and I have made fifty pastoral visits. 
There are indications of spiritual growth in the church. The members have 
done their best in aiding all the schemes of the denomination during the 
year, they have also built a very fine shed for the comfort of the dumb ani­
mals, which carry them to the house of God. The people have shown much 
kindness to the pastor and his family during the stormy and cold winter.”

New Durham.—This mission embraces New Durham, Kelvin 
and Hatchley, over which the Rev. Chas. A. Pedley, B. A., is pas­
tor, and whose reports are dated Dec. 4, 1884, and May C, 1885. 
Grant, $150 ; collection, $48.25.

“ The present report covers the work done in New Durham, Kelvin and 
Hatchley during the last seven months. 1 hold three services every Sunday; 
the alternate Sundays presenting the following variety : 1st, New Durham,
II ; Hatchley, 3 ; Kelvin, 7. 2nd, New Durham, 11 and 7 ; Kelvin, 3. 
The second service in New Durham dates from the beginning of October. I 
have a weekly night service in each of the two main stations. Average at­
tendance in New Durham, about 20; Kelvin, 15; average attendance on Sun­
day, New Durham, morning and evening 100; Kelvin, 45; Hatchley, 35. No 
denominational Sunday school. The additions to the church have been in Kel­
vin, 6 ; 3 by letter from Presbyterian church, and 3 on profession of faith,—in 
New Durham,3,on profession of faith. The congregations in Kelvin have about 
hold their own ; in Hatchley have been somewhat fluctuating, and in New 
Durham have slightly increased. We have been holding special evangelistic
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services for the past five weeks, and are continuing them. The result so far 
has been a great quickening of the church, and the bringing of several, 
chiefly heads of families, men and women, to decision for Christ. Owing to 
circumstances detaining them in their own fields, 1 have not had the benefit 
of the help of brethren in the neighborhood as much as 1 had hoped. Breth­
ren Fuller and Hughes have been with us and have done us good. We have 
also had a sermon each from the Baptist minister at Norwich (who, by the 
way has a very flourishing church on the spot where we might have been if 
we had not been too much afraid), and the assistant Methodist minister here. 
The chief obstacle to the work seems to be the difficulty of preserving a 
Catholic spirit in a country neighborhood where two churches attempt to 
work side by side. A man might as well try to live with two wives. But 
we are fairly on the way to conquer this problem. I believe we have no La­
dies' Missionary Society yet, nor are we doing anything forJForeign Missions. 
This will not be the case very long I hope.”

“ At the wnting of my last half-yearly report we wore holding special ser­
vices in New Durham, and a deep seriousness was upon the community. I 
expected the work to be contihued through the winter, but, owing largely I 
believe to the fact that we allowed ourselves at Christmas time to be divert­
ed to the getting up of a tea meeting, the interest in the services died, and 
when we began again after holidays we had no encouragement to continue. 
The results are hard to get at, but others are less inclined than I am to take 
a despondent view. We have had additions to the church at each commu­
nion service this winter, and there are others whom we expect to receive. The 
week night service which was originally in the form of an undenominational 
Bible class has been reorganized,and is now the church prayer meeting. The 
attendance has been very irregular through the winter, but under the new 
arrangement we have good prospect of an improvement. We had a meeting 
last night in the Methodist church to discuss Sabbath school work, and the 
feeling of that meeting was that it would be best to continue the union 
school. Our people would like to organize a school in connection with the 
chqrch, for some reasons, but I did not feel disposed to take the responsibili­
ty of dissolving a union which our Methodist brethren desired to maintain. 
It is probable therefore, that the old arrangement will hold for the present. 
Eight members have been received since Christinas, one by letter, making 
eleven for the year. Most of those who unite with the church are admitted 
by baptism, infant baptism not having been practiced in this neighborhood 
to any extent. The congregal ions have been somewhat smaller for the last 
six months. Perhaps sickness in the neighborhood and bad weather would 
account for it. A Literary Society meeting in the church on Saturday eve­
nings has been largely attended, and perhaps may have affected injuriously 
the Sunday morning attendance. We have no organization as yet for the 
furtherance of missions. The weekly offering system works well in New 
Durham, and in spite of a great tightness in the money market, my salary is 
not far behind. In Kelvin 1 have to report an apparent gradual decay of the 
cause. The building of the new church has not done what it was expected 
to do in bringing out the energy of the congregation to sustain the work of 
the church. The fact seems to be that there are too many sects in Kelvin, 
and we are unable to keep above the position of seeming to be engaged in a 
degrading tight for existence. The removal of several of our adherents has 
weakened the cause still further, although perhaps not financially to any 
great extent at present. They are however, somewhat behind with my sal­
ary. No additions have been made to the church during the half-year, and 
the congregations are somewhat smaller. The Sunday «chool per contra, is
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in a flourishing condition. It was until now a union school, but by the with­
drawal of other elements from the management has cqme under the watch 
and care of the church. Average attendance over 30. The fortnightly ser­
vice in Hatchley is attended by about 30 people, and they have a Sunday 
school in the neighborhood, meeting every Sunday morning. Of this I can­
not speak ; I see no prospect of this mission developing into a church or giv­
ing any aid to the Missionary Society; though if one could give time to visit 
the people and hold week night services he might do something.”

St. Catharineh.—Rev. Wm. Wetheralds first half-yearly report 
covers seven months, May to November inclusive, and his second 
from December 1st, 1884, to May 1st, 1885. Grant, #300 ; col­
lection, $30 :

141 have little to report ot special interest. " Our work has been of the 
plodding kind, trying to do faithfully the duty of each day as it comes. We 
have, as heretofore reported, one city, and one country station. At the for­
mer Sunday services are regularly held, but the Thursday evening service in 
the country, like the Yorkshireman’s weddingdepends on the weather. For 
some time our Sunday attendance was seriously affected by the Salvation 
Army, whose barracks are j ust around the corner. But of late the number 
attending our services has been greater than at any time since my last report, 
except perhaps when some 44 Hallelujah hurricane ” at the barracks has otter­
ed special attraction to our young folks. 1 preach as best I can. The presence 
and power of the Master are sensibly felt. The people are good listeners and 
are often deeply impressed, but the church does not grow. During the sum­
mer we have had but three admissions on profession of faith, and two have 
gone from us. My stipend is paid with rigid punctuality, but the outgoes of 
needful current expenses exceed the incomes from legitimate sources, and 
nothing more effectually undermines the spiritual life of a church than a re­
sort to concerts, entertainments, etc., as means of raising money for church 
use. Our Sabbath schools prosper, and our Wednesday evening prayer meet­
ings are delightful. It would 1 think be hard to find a more lively and de­
voted band of sixteen or twenty, than that which meets here in jierfect free­
dom of suggestion, question, song or prayer. We keep up one anothers’s 
-courage, not like boys whistling in a graveyard, but in the confidt nee cf hope. 
Our building fund increases slowly. Of course a better house in a more 
central spot would be an important factor in our growth and prosperity.”

14 Another year of service has almost gone, with no sense of failure in the 
retrospect—there is disappointment that much less has been accomplished 
than was aimed at a year ago. This report covers twenty-one weeks. Ab­
sent for a month at Montreal and Kingston—my place was worthily tilled by 
our brother W. W. Smith, late of Newmarket. Hie services were gratefully 
appreciated by the church, and he found opportunity to post himself on the 
early history of St. Catharines. During ten more weeks I was all but laid 
aside, because a chesnut rail was harder than my head when the cutter upset. 
But our two weekly preaching services have been regularly sustained w ith an 
average attendance of fify-tive orsixty. Uur Wednesday evening prayer meeting 
attended by twenty to twenty-five—the cream of the church—isalwaysa time 
of refreshing from the presence of the Lord, and our one Sunday school, 
under its devoted superintendent Edwin T. Reed, continues to prosper with 
one hundred and fourteen on the roll, and seventy-five as an average attend­
ance. From the cause above noted, pastoral visits have been irregular and
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infrequent. I regret this, because the service is a potent factor in the pros­
perity of the church. Great grace and sanctified common sense are needed 
to make the service effective. Many of the good people are glad to s< e you. 
They are excellent absorbents of counsel and instruction,—and then the 
“ sweet time ” they have had too often affords a plausible substitute for atten­
dance at prayer meeting, and for opening the pocket-book. We have added 
to the church five members on profession and one by letter, and have had 
three removals, two by letter and one by death. Cheering signs of growth 
in grace are manifested in some, but “half Israel and half Ashdod,” de­
scribes the condition of others. During the year collections have been made 
—for the Union, #5 ; for the Canada Congregational Missionary Society, $30; 
for the College, $15 ; for Foreign Missions, $10 ; for other benevolent pur­
poses, $18 ; and my stipend has been punctually paid. Little has been done 
to increase our building fund. I would gladly transfer this duty to more ef­
ficient hands than mine. Not a few of our members were out of work dur­
ing the long winter, and some had a daily struggle to keep the wolf from the 
door. If there is first a willing mind, it is accepted according to that a man 
hath and not according to thait he hath not.

Stratford.—Rev. C. E. Gordon-Smith's report is for the last 
half-year from Dec. 1st, 1884 to May 1st, 1885. Grant, £400 ; 
collection, £16.

“ In presenting the half-yearly report of work done in this district during 
the last 24 weeks, we give praise and glory to our Divine Father for the abun­
dant revelation of his love to the churches of Stratford in the outpouring of 
His Holy Spirit in the gracious revival which it has been our joy to experi­
ence, and in which, for some ten weeks all the churches most heaitily and 
cordially co-ojasrated, and unitedly and severally rejoice in the harvest reaped, 
since multitudes have been bom to God, and many belièvers quickened into 
a nobler life of faith and love in Christ Jesus. The work of conversion has 
been chiefly among those who have regularly attended church services, and 
been under religious influences in the home and school. While the larger 
churches of the city seemed to be gaining the greater blessing, we sincerely 
rejoice that as a church we have come in for a goodly share of Divine favour, 
which is manifest in the renewed life of the members, characterized by a 
cordial and social spirit before unknown. We have been much en­
couraged by the unprecedented addition of numbers into our church fellow­
ship. Thirty-one having united with us during the last six months, twenty- 
seven on profession of faith in Christ, and six by letter. We have not gained 
largely from those outside our own borders, but many who have been worship­
pers with us 1 gave their ownselves to the Lord and unto us by the will of 
God.’ Our preaching services on the whole have been well sustained, the 
morning averaging ninety in attendance, the evening about two hundred. 
The afternoon is occupied with the Sabbath school and the pastors Bible 
class, the progress of both of which during the winter has been most gratify­
ing. A good brother minister (Rev. G. A. Jameson) having been residing 
here has been appointed superintendent and finds great favour with the 
young people. The growth has been gradual and sure during the year so that 
in place of some thirty names on the bocks, we have now over one hundred, 
with an average attendance of eighty-five. A prayer meeting is held every 
Sunday evening before service, and sometimes another after the service, in 
which the people take part in prayer, testimony and praise. Also at the week
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night preaching service we frequently in this way gain their co-operation, the 
attendance at which servies lias recently been a matter of congratulation. 
Our greatest difficulty is a financial one, owing to the very heavy debt on the 
church property and from the depressed state of the church in the past, the 
accumulation of interest, which in addition to our incidental expenses we 
have been trying to meet, $700 was due on the 1st of Feb. last. By the ad­
vice of some of your committee we have increased our principal to $5000, and 
got it out at less interest, and with that, and the kindly donations of indi­
viduals and churches in the Dominion, we have reduced th i arrears to $250, 
and we are anxiously looking for further kindly help to wipe off this liability, 
when we hope to be able to meet our yearly amount and respond to the calls 
of the Foreign Missionary Society, the College and other benevolent schemes 
which it would be a true pleasure to do were we in a position. The Canada 
Congregational Missionory Society has of course had a collection, (though by 
reason of inclement weather not so large as we had hoped) and the college 
fund has also been before us—but other objects we have been compelled to 
forego. The friends of the church have worked together most amicably, and, 
in every way have they so far fulfilled their obligations to myself. With 
your continued financial assistance, we hope to be able yet with God’s gracious 
blessing to show that the church in Stratford is worthy of your sympathy be­
cause of the great persistent, yet successful work she is seeking to accomplish 
for God in winning souls to His kingdom."

Tilbury Centres—Rev. E. J. Burgess sends the first half-yearly 
report, date Jan. 12th, 1885, after which he resigned his pastoral 
charge. Grant, SI00; collection, $9 :

“This report emoraces twenty five weeks labor in Edgeworth and Tilbury 
Centre and Strongfield. I have charge of three Sunday schools. In my 
pastoral work I have made about two visits per week. Have preached thirty 
sermons. Given four lectures. The average attendance at principal station, 
one hundred ; total number under pastoral care including children, two hun­
dred and eighty-five, total present membership, forty-two Total number of 
scholars in three schools, two hündred. I cannot give the contributions to 
Home Missionary Society, as the collectors have not yet reported. The 
Superintendent, Mr. Hall, has made arrangements for a student to follow up 
the work here in the spring.”

- Wingham.—Rev. M. J. Totten, who has been the acting pastor 
in this mission, has given an account of his labours in the two fol­
lowing half-yearly reports. Grant, $208 ; collection, $35.20.

“ I have been laboring four months here and they have been some of the 
happiest months of my life ; I have had such liberty of utterance and such 
divine help in my ministrations. The congregations have gradually increased 
and we have a very subdued attention to the word of the Lord. We have two 
services on the Sabbath and two in the week—one in a cottage I have lately 
opened in Lower Wingham. After consulting one of our leading men in tho 
church on the subject, we report about 175 as an average morning attendance 
on the Sabbath, and about 150 at night, with about 50 at the prayer meeting 
in the church, and from 20 to 30 in our cottage meeting. We have one Sab-
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bath school, about 50 is the average attendance, and as to the number of pas­
toral visits weekly, I cannot say, as I kept no notes of such visitations; all my 
people have been visited more than once save one family or two, and I have 
made it a special duty to enquire after strangers and visit them. There were 
seven persons admitted to membership on the 3rd of August; we have had no 
church meetings or means of introducing any others since, but 1 know of 
several who are now awaiting membership, especially strangers who have come 
to worship with us. As to the spiritual growth of the church, Mr. Ritchie 
thinks it is largely on the increase both amongst old and young. The young 
have formed an inquiry meeting (inquiry after truûh) which they hold 
once in the week amongrt themselves, showing that the spirit of enquiry is 
abroad. We have a Ladies’ Home Missionary Society and it is at work, its ef­
forts have been used for the Sabbath school in the torm of a library and Sun­
day school hymn books. No special collections have been made, and no 
monthly Missionary prayer meetings have been held. My salary has been 
duly paid, and 1 know of no special obstacles in our way for doing the Lord’s 
work in Wingham. I am thankful for what I have seen and felt since I have 
been here, and trust that this young church will become vigorous and strong 
if it is wisely and carefully dealt with.”

44 In reporting from this station, 1 beg to state that I have been laboring this 
half year under considerable disadvantages arising from the fact of my not be­
ing the settled Pastor, numbers of people refusing to throw in their lot with 
us until it was known as to whether I should remain or not. Nevertheless 
progress has been made, and we have not abated one whit our efforts in try­
ing to build up our Zion on that account. The congregations have kept up 
fairly considering the winter season. Wo have added seven members to the 
church, and in addition to regular work and visitations we have been holding 
some three and four cottage meetings in various parts of the county almost ev­
ery week, besides having got up in the town some union prayer meetings 
conducted by lay brethren, from four to eight in a week, and we believe our 
efforts have not been wholly in vain in the Lord.”

•

Wiarton.—Grant, $200; collections, $20; Rev. Chas. E. Bolton, 
pastor. The following are half-yearly reports from this church.—

“This report embraces twenty-six weeks. I preach twice in one Sunday, 
and superintend the Sunday school, teaching the Bible class; on the alternate 
Sunday I preach twice in Wiarton, and once at Colpoys. Average of each 
service about 66; regular prayer meeting at Wiarton. and a service of song, 
and a prayer meeting at Colpoys occasionally, one of the Deacons has a prayer 
meetings in the outskirts of Wiarton which is well attended. Our Sunday 
school at Wiarton averages 02 ; the union Sunday school at Colpoys, 30. 
Visits 120 the last six months 1 .‘sides calls. There have been 6 additions by 
profession. Our meetings are all marked by earnest attention and interest. 
The prayer meetings are much improved. Our attendance at the Wiarton 
services have increased by at least twenty. Missionary collections not in yet. 
We have put new seats in the church, which has been the means of postpon­
ing the missionary work. It will receive immediate attention. We have 
made improvements which, when completed, will cost about seventy dollars, 
all provided for. Special obstacle, our forces are divided between Wiarton 
and Colpoy’s—it is not as bad now as we are growing here. Our children's 
meetings still hold on, and are very gratifying. Altogether we are going 
ahead. We are much in advance of what we were, and still hoping and look-
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ing for better things. We have worked in temperance work and Christian 
work, and the Lord has blessed it. The Scott Act hn » been carried with a 
splendid majority, and we trust that it will be rigidly enforced.”

“ The seventeen weeks embraced in this report, have been so very stormy, 
that we might expect a marked decrease in the attendance upon all religious 
services. Happily such is not our experience, we have held our own in com­
parison with last half-vear’s report. With the exception of one Lord’s day 
our regular services in Wiarton and Colpoys have been held. Weekly prayer 
meetings in Wiarton, a cottage meeting outside the v;liage, and an occasional 
prayer meeting at Colpoys have been conducted as usual. Ninety-eight pas­
toral visits have been made, and two members received into fellowship by 
letter. As we have paid off all our debts, and improved our church to the 
extent of fifty dollars, with some additional improvements in view, we have 
not been able to contribute as we would like to denominational enterprises. 
Five dollars have been sent to the provident fund. Our missionary collec­
tion will lie about twenty dollars, as last year, (forwarded very soon). One 
great difficulty we have to contend with is removals. People will not settle 
down in a church, and identify themselves and their families with it, unless 
they expect to reside in that vicinity for some time. We have much cause for 
thankfulness and encouragement, w'ith a share of discouragement.”

CENTRAL ASSOCIATION, ONTARIO.

Alton <uul North Erin.—This mission is without a settled pas­
tor, and has been worked by Rev. Jas. Hay, and student J. W. 
Pedley, who spent his summer (1884) vacation there. His re­
port covers twenty-two weeks, preaching morning and evening at 
Alton and in the afternoon at North Erin, and conducting a Bible 
class and two prayer meetings weekly. “ Alton,” he says, “is in 
a slough of despond.” Their beautiful church is burnt. There 
rests upon the people a heavy debt. They have no suitable place 
of worship. They are discouraged, and unless there be some hope 
of permenancy in the way of a permanent supply, the outlook is 
not “ bright.” At ;he invitation of the Rev. Thos. Hall, the Rev. • 
Jas. Hay was induced to try this field. He entered upon it on the 
8th October, 1884, and reports from that date to May, 1885, per­
forming the same duties as Mr. Pedley, with about the same re­
sults. Later he sends a more hopeful report, from which we ex­
tract the following. Collection, £15.61 :

“ On the whole there has been some improvement, remarked not simply by 
your missionary but by the people ; that is in the Alton congregation. In 
our morning congregations we have had an increase from an average of sixty 
to an average of about eighty. In the evening the congregation from forty of 
an average have growa to about sixty. The Sabbath school which flagged 
during the severe weather of midwinter, has of late improved perceptibly, 
and promises early further growth. Ou" prayer meetings have been since the 
visit among us of our brother Wing in midwinter, merged in a united prayer 
meeting, holden alternately in the three several places of worship, and have
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been fairly well attended The people of the congregation here are concern* 
ing themselves as to how the advantage they have gained is to be held from 
this time, seeing they know r >t how the place is to be supplied. Just now 
they are making a decided push in the way of re-erecting the old church edi­
fice. * * # In regard to North Erin, 1 have only to report that the con­
gregations have continued about where 1 found them last fall, rising above 
or falling below thirty, according as the weather or the roads were more or 
less propitious. ’’

Barrie and Vespra.—Rev. J. I. Hindley, M. A., sends two re­
ports, but the second includes the whole year. Grant, $200 ; 
collection, $50 :

“ I beg to submit the follow ing as my report of the churches at Barrie and 
Vespra, under my pastorate ,for the year 1884-’85, 62 weeks. land 2 — 
Three sermons each Sabbath, and five prayer meetings per week. 3—Attend­
ance in Barrie over one hundred, in Vespra about seventy-five. 4—One Sab­
bath school in each church; average attendance in Barrie, eighty; in Vespra, 
twenty-five. 6—About one thousand visits, ti—Twelve additions on pro­
fession; three by letter. 7—I can see many indications of spiritual growth. 
Young people’s prayer meeting well attended, and three other prayer meet­
ings in connection with the church, are entered into with much interest, and 
display a deep religious inquiry. 8 —Some thirty have moved away from us 
during the year, seeking employment elsewhere We trust they are labor­
ing for the Master where they are. 9—Collections have been made for 
Home and Foreign Missions, for the Union, for the Centraal Association. 
Missionary collections not all in yet, but 1 think they will reach $<>0 or $70, 
perhaps more. Collections for the Association, $8; for the Union, $6. Col­
lection for the College to be taken up this week. 10—There is a Ladies’ Aux­
iliary Missionary Society; they have collected all the monies for the Canada 
Congregational Missionary Society. 11—We have missionary prayer meetings 
quarterly, and make collei ;ions for Foreign Missions. 12—My salary has 
been punctually paid in Barrie, but not in Vespra. 13—The Salvation 
Army I consider has hindered my work in Barrie very materially. They 
often interrupt our services by the noise of their drum; they draw away 

• our young people, and create a false taste within them, leading them to 
hanker after that which is excitable and emotional rather than for the “sin­
cere milk of the word.” Indirectly also, they have produced much immoral­
ity in the town. The number who have been compelled to leave Barrie in 
pursuit of work, have weakened us somewhat. We have still about eighty 
members in the town, but many of them are poor, and unable to give much. 
In fact we have been compelled to assist some of them during the winter 
months as they were out of employment. Since starting the church here 
one hundred and fifteen have joined it, or one hundred and one have been 
added to the fourteen “charter members.” As you will see, some thirty-five 
have since been removed ; some may return, some will not. The people gave 
liberally at first to the church building, and now feel the pressure of nearly 
$6,000. We have paid some $3,200, and hope soon to reduce the remaining 
$1,800 by $300. We had hoped a year ago to have been able very soon to do 
without any grant, but these removals have weakened us, and the hard times
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presses us sorely, so that we may need to ask for $300 this year. We are 
trying to raise all we can. and will not make a formal request until the 
Union meeting, hoping to ask for as little as possible.”

Bowmanvillt.—Rev. W. H. Warriner’s two reports are dated 
Dec 1st, 1884, and April 23rd, 1885. Grant, Si50 ; collection, 
$46.00 :

“ It is with pleasure that I present you my half-yearly report. Since writ­
ing you in May last, we have received fifteen new members, eight of whom 
are heads of families, the rest being young people chiefly from my Bible class. 
Eleven of the fifteen were received on profusion of faith. Having dismissed 
two in the same period, our membership is now 15 males and 43 females, 
total 68. The congregations are about the same in number, fluctuating 1 am 
sorry to say with the weather, but numbering in fair days from one hundred 
and fifty to two hundred. The Thursday prayer meeting is enjoyed by a good 
number, (from thirty to ' >rty), and until last week we have also hac a young 
people’s prayer meeting, which however is now to be changed into a cottage 
meeting. The Sunday school has increased, the verage number of scholars 
in attendance being now seventy and over. Eight from my Bible class united 
with the church during the year. The number of families having sittings in 
the church is sixty, and these 1 have visited on an average three times during 
the period covered by this report. My salary is paid punctually and weekly. 
The finances are fair, with no improvement however on last report, except 
in the gradual reduction of the debt by the Ladies’ Aid Society. The church 
realizes its obligations to the Missionary Society, and is grateful for the valu­
able assistance it has thus far received. It will strive to be independent as 
soon as possible. As for myself I have to acknowledge with thankfulness 
the promptness with which my quarterly draft has always been forwarded 
and 1 assure j^u I wiii do my utmost to make, with God’s blessing, this church 
fruitful in p**ty and good works.”

“The work here has gone on quietly since our last report. Two members 
have been added to us, making our number fifty-nine. Our congregations 
are good considering the size of the town and the number of churches. Our 
Sunday school is in good order, with an excellent staff of teachers. We have 
just now only one prayer meeting in the week which is well attended. The 
principal event of this winter has been the election of four deacons, the 
church having been without the services of officers since Mr. H.O’Hara removed 
to Toronto some four years ago. This important matter was delayed in order 
that the Church might have ample opportunity to choose good and wise men, 
which I am happy to say has now been accomplished. The finances of the 
church have suffered on account of business depression, death and removals, 
notwithstanding which however we have felt it to be our duty to try and do 
with a less missionary grant than formerly. The usual collections have * 
been taken up for the Missionary Society College, and Provident Fund. The 
first receiving $40, the second $16 and the third $10. 1 find in looking over
my record that my visits during the five months covered by this report have 
been one hundred and ninety. I have been absent from my pulpit only once, 
the Sabbath services have been a constant pleasure to myself and I have re­
ceived many tokens of the appreciation of my people. It is again my pleas­
ing duty to record the hearty sympathy and co-operation given to me by all 
the people. We are hopeful of increasing good.”
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Caledon and Church ill.—Rev. A. XV. Richardson, B. A., settled in 
this field last summer, and the following is an extract from his re­
port. Grant, $150 ; collection, SI 5.57.

“ I have to report from Caledon that services here have been held as usual. 
Sabbath school on Sunday morning at 10 o’clock, in which the Pilgrim Quar­
terlies are chiefly used ; preaching service» at 11 a.in., with a weekly prayer 
meeting on Thursday nights, all of which have been very well attended, con­
sidering the state of the roads and the severe winter weather. We also have 
a regular monthly church meeting, and a teachers’ meeting for lesson study 
has been commenced. Two members have been received this year (1885), 
both on profession of faith, one a young women and the other a young man 
of about 18 years. There has been much to encourage in this field during the 
past year, especially the last six months, even though our numbers have not 
increased very much. One of the Sun Jay school classes surprised me by 
handing in $1.61, money collected Sunday by Sunday for missionary purpos­
es, expressing the wish that it be sent away for the “ Morning Star ” Mission. 
Ten of the scholars subscribe for the Day»priiiq% a little missionary paper. 
Lately the Bible class and one of the infant classes have also started mission­
ary collections—in the former they average fifty cents per Sunday. One 
prayer meeting night a month is now devoted to missions, when nev s from 
the diirerent fields is read from the Missionary Herald. At Churchill we 
have been at peace, united heart and hand. It’s a great pleasure to speak to 
these people—attentive, sympathetic and kind. On account of bad roils 1 
have missed three or four Sundays, which would not have been done had the 
distance not been so great. Here we have no additions. There is a manifest 
interest in eternal things on the part of some young people. Two of our 
oldest members have gone beyond the cloud, both of whom tilled up the allot­
ted time of man.”

French Bay.—This is an Indian Congregational church, under 
the pastoral care of the Rev. XVm. XValker. Grant, £200 ; Mr. 
Walker reports :

41 I have not been absent from my field of labor any longer than two weeks. 
The Saugeen hand of Chippewas have appointed me as a delegate to attend the 
Grand Council which was held at Cape Crocker, and which lasted five days; 
the delegation came from divers places ; the most lettered of the different 
tribes of Indians in Canada, to consider the welfare of their own race of 
people, and 1 was also sent to Christian Island to attend the grand discussion 
which was held on the said island, in consideration of the different denomi­
nation of Indians in Canada, to meet once a year on that island, to promote 
Christian knowledge—a sort of a union. I have preached twice regularly on 
Sunday in my church, and taught the senior class in connection with the 
Sunday school. The morning congregations have been good, averaging about 
sixty or seventy. I have received none into our fellowship during the six 
months. In the Saugeen Reserve settlement I have preached in a nice brick 
school house once regularly on every other Sunday in the afternoon, and 
taught the Sunday school. The congregation of this place have attended 
the services, averaging from thirty to forty. A few whites have been with 
us in praising the Lord Jesus Christ. I conducted the prayer meetings in 
•ur church. My church has no* been able to do anything in the matter of 
finances. I have been depending upon the late Indian Missionary Society
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for support. I have done my duty up to last March 31, ’84, in visiting and 
preaching. My Sunday congregation suffered through the five men quarrel­
ing with the majority of the members and its pastor. The five men were 
dissatisfied of my marriage, consequently I was suspended by the late Indian 
Missionary Society. One of my deacons, Charles Mashuhkewawedong (I do 
not know whether you can pronounce that name which means thunder,) took 
the work. Owing to his old age and being unlettered, the congregation 
would not turn out, however he did his best to keep up the meeting. 1 oc­
casionally helped him in Divine services. I kept up the Sunday schools 
both places until 1 was called away to yisit my own folks on the north shore. 
August and September the Sunday school was vacant. The local preachers 
of the neighboring church had to say a good deal of the disturbances through 
their jealousy, which interfered the cause a good deal, but 1 rejoice that the 
Lord has been w ith his work in gathering his precious jewels. Up to the 
time Kev. Thos. Hall’s visiting to this church and reinstalled me • s a pastor 
to our church, 1 have not failed to fulfil my duty, visiting and praying with 
the sick. 1 preached twice regularly on Sundays and taught the senior class 
in our Sunday schools, the usual attendance being forty-eight scholars and 
five teachers. The Sunday school raised a few' dollars a year, they have been 
able to do a little toward helping the mission of late. The morning congre­
gation is good, averaging about forty to fifty, with good singing. The even­
ing congregation is small. Our last communion, about forty wrere seated at 
our table, and a very pleasant meeting. My congregation have been able to 
collect a few’ dollars for the late Indian missionary society. They did a 
little for the foreign mission last year. The church debt is #17. I have 
made thirty-eight visits within two months. Quite a number of the members 
are away from home reeking work for a living ; it is a hard year for them 
this year, their crops have been a failure on account of dry weather, which 
occurred here all last summer. We will have larger attendance in our Divine 
services, the Sunday school will be larger too, when my people come home 
from their hunting. They will be all home in the month of March next, and 
I intend to hold special services in the month of March. I am greatly en­
couraged with the work of the Lord, the young people regularly attending 
the services. My daily prayer is that the Lord would sustain me and uphold 
mo to stand firm to tell the love of Jesus, and be tilled with praying spirit. 
The old members of our church, numbering eight, four of them widows are, 
getting very feeble with old age, depending upon the young to do all the 
finance matters, they are unable to do any help in the cause, but I do believe 
that they do live with daily prayer. I believe the young will do better for 
the welfare of the church and in supporting their pastor in future. The 
friends of this Indian mission have done a good w'ork here in sending charit­
able gifts to the Sunday school scholars of this church. Mrs. J. F. Steven­
son, of Montreal, from Emanuel church, has kindly sent a Christmas 1h>x for 
our Sunday school, in which contain many precious gifts. Mrs. E. J. Mc- 
Dunnough, of Toronto, has not failed in sending her annual charitable gifts 
to the Sunday school of this mission, it has been the means of gathering 
many precious souls in this church of Hod. At a committee meeting a few' 
weeks ago an old chief, Fredk. Wah be zee, applied to become a member in 
the Sunday school, an old man about sixty years of age; when asked the 
reason why he wanted to become a member in the Sunday school, the reply 
he gave, to teach. The old chief Wall be zee, is Mrs. Walker's grandfather. 
We put his name on the roll with the rest of the scholars, and called him an 
elder, gave him a seat. He is to read the ten commandments Sunday after 
Sunday and teach a little catechism and close the school by prayer, repeating
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the Lord’s prayer occassionaily. Why should I be discouraged, it is evidently 
the work is going to revive, and King Jesus is leading on. The devil is 
raging, who tried to destroy the church of God, the Mighty King has come 
to defend, and Him I praise for His glorious victory. I am determined to 
hold up the banner and say to my fellow county men look unto King Jesus 
and be ye saved."

44 We have had three deaths. Eight dropped for drunkenness. I am glad 
the Scott Act is coining in force up here ; it will be a great blessing to many 
poor children who have been deprived of their victuals, by their parents using 
constantly the intoxicating cup. There has been almost a famine up here 
last winter, the previous summer was awfully dry, fishing was a failure. 1 do 
not think my church members will be able to raise any funds toward my 
support. They will help me put in my crop, that’s about all they can do for 
this year, that will be just as good as money to me. We have good services 
on Lord’s‘Day. 1 have some young people who will join the church very soon. 
We have a very good Sunday school, a very interesting one. We have also 
a prayer meeting, but it is small, nevertheless the Lord is upholding his work 
hero. I have no reason to discourage, the Lord is my shepherd, I shall not 
want. Remember us in your prayers. 1 am yours faithfully in the blessed 
hope.”

Manilla.—This mission collected $21.0">, and was supplied by 
student George Whyte, who, after giving a graphic description of 
the village and church thus writes :

44 Mr. McIntyre and a devoted band of Sunday school teachers have kept 
the Sunday school goihg right on through the whole of the dreary vacancy ; 
and it is to their credit that many discouragements of such an interregnum 
have not blotted out the sun. I found the church in an expectant although 
discouraged state; and although for a short time I had to work comparatively 
atone, the work contained many elements of encouragement. After awhile 
the interest became general, and the Saviour’s presence was more or less telt. 
In addition to the usual Sunday services, I taught the Bible class and ad­
dressed the children on the lesson regularly. Every week we had a prayer 
meeting in the church and an evangelistic cottage meeting in one or other of 
the more distant parts of the neighborhood. 1 visited the people in course 
and regularly, talking and reading with the older people in their native lan­
guage ; and after forming the people’s acquaintance, 1 introduced the subject 
of personal religion as I could find opportunity. The congregations number­
ed eighty to one hundred in the forenoons, and one hundred and twenty to 
one hundred and fifty or two hundred in the evenings. When the long dis­
tances which many had to come are taken into account, these congregations 
apeak well for the people’s desire to hear the word of the Lord. At the last 
communion, eight new members were received into fellowship, seven on pro­
fession, and one by letter. A few more are on the eve of confessing Christ 
publicly ; and when the Missionary Society shall have sent the church the 
promised pastor, no doubt these will be made manifest."

Parkdale, Toronto.—Grant, $300 ; no collection. Rev. Chas. 
Duff, M.A., in his first report refers chiefly to financial affairs of 
the church ; and in his second, under date June 3rd, 1885, he 
writes :

44 My report must of necessity be very brief. I cannot say we are in so 
good a position as I wish we were in. Still the future is before us, and we
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certainly are in a very prosperous part of the city of Toronto, and its most 
thriving suburb, and if wo cannot soon go forward to life, it will be because 
there is no life in us. As you know we secured our lot in the middle of 
April, and ha/e now begun to build. We expect to open in July, probably 
not bef ire the last of the month, though our contract calls for the finishing 
before that time. I cannot say much for the spiritual advancement of the 
church. The winter has been very hard on some of our people, two or three 
families. Some of our members have moved away, and we have not been 
without those who desire pre-eminence in a young and small church. Our 
Sabbath school is doing well, and our congregations are all that we can ex­
pect from the amount of labor that is, and that has been for some months, 
put upon them. The business of purchasing the lot and attending to matters 
of building, seeing that everything was right, has devolved upon myself very 
largely, and 1 have learned that ‘‘one thing at a time ” is a good motto to be 
kept in mind in the Lord’s work, as well as that of men. The Lord certainly 
has been mindful of us ; and 1 doubt not he will bless us.”

Toronto, Western.—Rev.A.F.McGregor,B.A.,pastor. This church 
will in future become a congregation of true “ independents,” they 
having resolved to cease making any claim on the parent society 
this year, and by resolution shown their gratitude by tendering 
thanks for past aid from the society “at whose hands we have 
been so kindly dealt with.” The first report is dated Jan. 15, 
1885, and his second, April 28, 1885. Grant, $200; collection,

14 This report covers twenty-six weeks, throughout which I have been en­
abled to preach every Sunday. Peace and prosperity have been graciously 
bestowed to the church. The finances have decidedly improved, so much so 
that a better exhibit all round has not been presented at any former period. 
Since July, seven members have joined on profession and three by letter. 
The attendance at the various public services w as about the same as previous­
ly reported. The evening congregations have almost invariably been good. 
The Sunday school though decreased in numbers somewhat, as compared 
with the previous year is in better tone and lately has increased in scholars 
and strengthened in finances. A young people’s 44 Society of Christian En­
deavor ” is maintained with growing efficiency, and also the monthly mission­
ary prayer meetings, contributions having been made to the American Board, 
and to the Canada Congregational Foreign Missionary Society. The obstacles 
we contend with are not peculiar to us, save indeed the hitherto unsubduable 
one, an inadequate building for the proper worship of God. The Ladies' 
Aid have collected about $200 during the year towards the building fund,

. and the hope imbedded in the minds of not a few is, that trying to be faith­
ful in little, God will some day make glad our hearts by leading us out of the 
narrow into a wide and open place. . This certainly is the constant tonic of 
the pastor’s soul. 4 In aUentio ac ape erit wstra furtitudo.’ ”

44 A resolution having been passed at the last business meeting of our 
. church recommending that no Missionary grant be asked for this year, it is 

ivobable that this action will develop any power of liberality in giving that 
itherto may have been unexercised. We sincerely hope it may. Our mem­

bers, as a rule, with whatever else they may be chargeable are not guilty of 
meanness of spirit in giving to the cause of Christ. The fact that they have 

. been recipients of aid from without thus long cannot I think be to their dis-

E
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credit, cumbered* as they have been with a perplexing debt on their propertyr 
and unprovided as yet with a church building proper. Whatever may be 
thought by lovers of the graceless with regard to our public religious edihces, 
there is a worthy class in all our cities to-day who rest their demand for an 
attractive sanctuary on the foundations of the necessary. During the seven­
teen weeks included in this report, four members have been received on pro­
fession of faith and five by letter. The attendance and tone of our Sunday 
School have improved very much and a good work of grace is going on in 
many hearts. The meetings of “The Society of Christian Endeavor" hâve 
been well sustained all winter, and our Sunday evening services in particular 
have been enjoyed by many strangers as well as by our own people. 1 have 
devoted the Sunday morning service—in the matter of sermons to an exposi­
tion of the first Epistle tot ie Corinthians, and though perhaps not so popular, 
they have proven profitable to such as seek the riches of God’s own word. The 
monthly missionary prayer meeting, with collections for our Foreign Mission­
ary society, has received my attention, and I have ottered some prizes to our 
Sunday school scholars for an acquaintance with missions in Japan and India. 
The church has met its financial obligations to me this year, and moved to 
increase my salary by #100; but I feel that it cannot well do so and dispense 
with missionary aid all in one year, and 1 have therefore instructed the 
officers to that effect, believing as 1 do with George Macdonald, ihat 1 one of 
the grandest things in having rights is that, being your rights you may give 
them up.’ ”

Un tonville.—Rev. W. F. Wilmot sends two reports, but we 
give the first half-year’s report, dated Dec. 8th, 1884, the second 
being similar, in reference to the work of the mission. Grant, 
£100 ; collection, £27.50:

“ 1 came to this-field as a supply, by invitation, on June 7th, 1884 ; engag­
ed for and fulfilled a supply term of six months, at the end of which time 1 
was ordained, and settled as pastor of the church by a council, so this report 
will embrace about twenty-four weeks of labor. On this field we have but 
one church, two preaching services on Sabbath ; no outlying appointments, 
no week night preaching services. Average attendance on public preaching 
services, about one hundred. We conduct a week-night prayer meeting, also 
a week night cottage Bible reading, both of which have an average attendance 
of twenty. Average attendance at Sunday school, about sixty. Rastoral 
visitation during this term averages ten visits per week. Religious awaken­
ing and spiritual growth have been marked features of the work this term. 
Additions to church membership by letter five, by profession ten. For these 
encouraging features of the work, next to our God, wo are indebted to our 
excellent brother, Rev. A. Gay, itinerant evangelist, who with great accept­
ance to the people, and zeal for Christ, labored with us in a series of special 
services which we held during the summer. We have had no special 
collections, nor special contributions, this term, save the gift of a very beau­
tiful Bible, and a well-tilled purse, of which the supply pastor was the de­
lighted and grateful lecipient at a very brilliant welcome home banquet given 
him on the evening of October 25th, in the church, when he brought to her 
new- home at Vnionville his new-made bride. For these things, we thank 
both our God and the people. Salary for this term paid in full."

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EASTERN ASSOCIATION, ONTARIO.

Belleville.—Grant, $400 ; collection, $22.70. Rev. A. W. Main, 
late pastor of the church at Economy, N. S., thus makes his first 
report, dated May 20th, 1885 :

44 It always gives one pleasure to report successful work and encouraging 
prospects. Such is my duty in regard to this church. This report will cover 
four months of labor. I commenced my work here on the second Sab­
bath of December last. On the 23rd of December I was installed as pastor 
of this church by a council called for that purpose. Since that time we have 
been striving with the help of God to strengthen the things that remain 
and to gather from without to our vlorious Gospel and noble principles. We 
have endeavored to keep in sight the fact, that the mission of God's church 
is instrumentally to save the world by bringing the unconverted to the “Only 
Wise God” our Saviour. During this time a good deal of work has been 
performed, of which no detailed account could well be given; work that has 
been trying to sensibility, patience and fortitude. Yet with gratitude I can 
report progress. 1 have been enabled to perform the following labors, viz.: 
Sermons preached, forty-eight; prayer meetings attended, forty ; funerals, 
five; baptisms (adults), five; infants, seven; total, twelve. Sacramental ser­
vices, five; and have made one hundred and twenty-five pastoral calls ; I have 
welcomed to the church nineteen persons; seventeen by profession of faith, 
and two by letters. Our Sunday school (under the care of an esteemed su­
perintendent, Mr. Brown) is doing nobly. We have now over fifty names 
upon the roll, with an average attendance of forty. The week evening ser­
vices are well attended. Our congregations are slowly and I trust perma­
nently increasing. Financially the church is in better standing than it was 
six months ago. Their part of my salary is paid promptly; but the drawback 
to our work is in this line. Our church-building needs to be repaired this 
summer; we need 8200 for this purpose; where this is to come from I know 
not, but with God’s help we will do what we can. We know not what shall 
be in the future, the work may be heavier or lighter than now, but we do 
know that it is the Lord’s work. Our encouragement is, in the presence of 
Christ with us. We will grasp that promise: “Lo, I am with thee always.”

Brockville.—Mr. A. W. Gerrie, student, gives a report of his 
four and a half months’ labor in this mission, from which the fol­
lowing is an extract :

44 Having been appointed to labor in Brockville during the vacation, 1 re­
paired thither on May 3rd, and found the church much in the condition in 
which it had been in the winter when supplied from College. The church 
building is commodious and comfortable and free from debt. Some little re­
pairs, in the way of painting windows, etc., were effected during the summer. 
As to the work done in the four and one-half months of my stay in Brock­
ville, there is little to report. The work went steadily on, sometimes with 
encouragement and sometimes without it. The usual preaching services were 
conducted twice each Sunday, the average attendance being perhaps thirty or 
thirty-five. The Sunday school, which has been in existence not vet one 
year, was to me a pleasant and hopeful feature in the Brockville work. The 
attendance for the most part averaged about twenty, but towards the end of 
the term it continued in the neighborhood of thirty with marked indications
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of growth. Many of the children are poor, and for want of suitable clothing, 
etc., are often compelled to stay away. Had we some rich, large-hearted 
man in the church there is a grand work for him to do, in making it possible 
for these interesting little folks to attend Sabbath school every week the 
year round. There being no prayer meeting, one was commenced and car­
ried on weekly during the summer: although the number in attendance was 
never large, yet the meetings were interesting and 1 trust not without profit 
to some. Upwards of one hundred and twelve pastoral visits were made and' 
three funeral services conducted. Two of our little Sunday school boys were 
drowned in the river, one early in May and the other in July, and during 
the entire summer there lay upon a bed of weakness and pain, one of the 
oldest members of the church. Mrs. David Picken had united with the 
Brock ville church more than thirty years ago, and continued an earnest and 
consistent member of the same. Her last illness was long and trying, and on 
the evening of Sept. 1st., at the age of seventy-two she entered into life and 
rest.”

Middleville.—Grant, Si50 ; collection, $36.50. Rev. E. C.W. Mc- 
Coll, M.A., in his first half-yearly report under date Dec. 11th, 1884, 
after refering to many families in that district suffering from dip- 
thena, says :—“ The work among us is mainly in the comforting 
and upbuilding of Christians. There seems to be a feeling of ex- 
pectency of blessing in some quarters when services at the open­
ing of the new church take place.”

“ I enclose a brief report, whose aspect in one respect is véry unsatisfactory 
to myself, the absence of additions on profession of faith. 1 have tried to be 
faithful, pressing and assiduous, and I feel greatly distressed over the disap­
pointing result in that respect. From all that 1 can hear tH people feel very 
cordial to me and acknowledge satisfaction and help from my ministrations. 
They marvel at the success which has attended the new church building en­
te: prise, and I am glad to say :hat in all the proceedings connected with it 
the utmost harmony has prevailed. I still hope to chronicle open confes­
sions of Christ before the year runs much further away.”

“ Since the report furnished in December, matters have moved on in the 
way of quiet upbuilding of God’s people, I trust, but without the conver­
sions for which with anxious heart I have labored and hoped. The harmony 
and love of my people are a subject of thankfulness. Our new stone church 
in Middleville was opened for Divine service on Sabbath, February 8th. The 
opening sermon was preached by Rev. John Wood, of Ottawa. The pro­
ceedings, which were chronicled in the Independent, were very interesting. 
In the erection of the church we had liberal aid from members of the sister 
church in Lanark village, as well as from people of other denominations. 
The debt is all subscribed for, to be paid within the year. Our congregations 
have considerably increased since entering our new house of worship, and we 
do pray that it may become the birthplace of many precious souls.”

REPORTS FROM THE CHURCHES. 215

Maxville:—The mission field under the care of the Rev. D. 
Macallum, embraces St. Elmo, Maxville and Martintown. Grant, 
$100 ; collection. $123.18. This field is now self-sustained :

“ For the past four months there has not been anything special to rei>ort. 
1 trust there is a work of edification and growth in the church. We are en­
joying harmony and peace. The various organizations, such as Sabbath 
schools, prayer-meetings. Women’s Missionary societies, Mission bands and 
Young People’s meetings are doing well. A Women’s Missionary society was 
formed lately in connection with the Martintown church, which promises 
well, and another Mission band in connection with the Maxville church. 
The contributions to our various societies have been in advance of what they 
were last year.”

VanklcA• Hill and Hawkesbury.—Collection, $24.20. These 
stations are still supplied by College students. Mr. W. T. Currie 
occupied the field last summer, and in his report after referring 
to the great need of repairs to the church, says :

44 Sunday duties were not very light. In the morning 1 was driven to a 
little brick school house at Sandy hill, a distance of about two miles from 
where I was living. Here we have a Sunday school, at the close of which I 
conducted service. The attendance from the first was good, and there was a 
manifest interest in the preaching of the Word, which gave promise of good 
things to come. Then after dinner, one of the people in his turn drove me 
to Vankleek Hill, a distance of about six miles. In this place we have a 
small bnck church, free of debt, and a few faithful souls who have stood by 
the cause through thick and thin, and will likely stand by it to the end, (not 
of the cause) but of their time. Our congregation small at first was steadily 
on the increase toward the end of the season. If anything is to be done in 
building up the church in this place, 1 fancy it will be by a settled pastor. 
The afternoon service over, we drove back about five miles, rested awhile, 
then walked about two miles to Hawkesbury village, conducted meeting and 
then returned to my boarding house. On the first Sunday in July, we ob­
served the ordinance of the lord’s supper, both in Vankleek Hill and Hawkes­
bury, thus making for the day six meetings, twelve miles drive, and three 
miles walk. My chief attention was devoted to the work in Hawkesbury. 
There we organized a small choir to lead the singing. I could help it very 
little, not being a singer myself, still we practised every week. The young 
people did the best they could, and many said the singing improved. In ad­
dition to this practice, we had also a meeting on Thursday evening of each 
week, partly to practice singing but chiefly for prayer and the study of the 
Scriptures. At this meeting our average attendance was about thirty five. 
I made some visits every week , but kept no account of how many, nor of the 
number of miles travelled during the season. It certainly was not very small 
however. On Aug. 28th, we held a tea meeting in the town hall, Hawkes­
bury, for the purpose of raising funds to repair our church building in ♦\afc

Slace. It was moderately successful, and we realized about thirty-eight 
ollars. Rev. Mr. Willett then subscribed ten dollars, so with some funds 

gathered from other sources in addition to the above, we had enough to 
ahingle the roof, build a new chimney, and put the windows in proper order, 
and the work was done. About this time we secured the assistance of the 
Rev. Mr. Gay, evangelist, to carry on a series of special meetings. We
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commenced work on Sunday, Aug. dlst, at Sandyhill school house, and con­
tinued there every night- (Saturday excepted) for one week. During this 
time about a dozen expressed their determination to live henceforth for 
Christ. On Sunday, Sept. 7th, we began a series of meetings in Hawkesbury 
village, which lasted two weeks and a half. The results were much better 
than even our warmest friends expected. Mr. (Jay worked earnestly and 
well. His addresses were listened to by the people with pleasure anc. profit. 
The meetings were conducted in a quiet and orderly manner. Mr. Hall went 
out to Hawkesbury and succeeded in forming a church; thus one more is added 
to our number, and one which represents healthy growth/'

QUEBEC ASSOCIATION.

Belle Riviere.—Grant, $50. Rev. A. F. Rivard for the first 
half year reports as follows :

“ Meetings were held regularly on Sabbath morning, Sunday school in the 
afternoon, and visiting of thk aged and sick in the latter part of the day. 
District meetings were held at different points of the field every week, alter­
nating between East Settlement, St. Martin, Ste. Monique or Ste. Marie. 
St. Martin and Ste. Marie are the points where much interest is manifested 
in the meetings that are held, and in the reading of the word of God by 
Roman Catholics. They are quiet seekers after the truth, and do not wish 
the fact to be made known in any public manner. Some of the French pro­
testants are suffering persecution from their neighbors. It does them good. 
Many of the people at Belle Riviere, French speaking and English speaking 
people, would feel encouraged to take interest in the work, if they had the 
assurance the mission is going to live. My wife has been an efficient help in 
visiting families, and giving help to poor and sick. A day school has been 
kept at Belle Riviere, towards the maintenance of which the English and 
the French protestants have subscribed $ÎK).—Miss Armstrong, of Laehute, 
being an excellent leacher. A large amount however is needed to maintain 
the school the whole year. This also may be mentioned, that the church and 
parsonage are in need of repairs. On the question of finance, something 
more than $100, (perhaps $126,) was secured after June *84, during my trip 
in Andover and Cambridge in July. In my book of church registrations 
for '84, returned lately to the prothonotary at Ste. Scholastique, was twelve 
registrations of acts of baptism (infant), marriage and burial.

Eaton.—Rev. Geo. Skinner’s reports are dated Dec. 16th, 1884, 
and May 13th, 1885. Grant, $150; collection, $28.

We have much to be thankful for and although there much to discourage 
us in reference to the cause of Christ here, yet we feel the Lord is with us 
and are encouraged from the tokens he has given to us of his blessings. Death 
has invaded our ranks. Three of our members have been called “home,” 
and three who usually communed with us and were supporters of our cause 
have been called to rest, since our last report. Since July we have received 
five into our fellowship and three more have signified their intention of unit­
ing with us at the beginning of next month. During the last two weeks we 
have had special services conducted by Rev. Alex. Gay, assisted by Rev. Geo. 
Robertson, B. A., of Melbourne, which were quite well attended, and the
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• Christiana were greatly quickened and editied, and several profess to have found 
Christ precious. We have three services every Sabbath, and I have a class m 
Sabbath school. Our Sabbath school averages about forty, and I believe it is 
on the increase both in numbers and interest. There is service morning and 
evening in the church, and every Sabbath afternoon alternately between 
Learned Plain and Kingsley neighborhood, and at the latter place there is 
quite a large Sabbath school, which will, 1 trust, be productive of much good. 
We have one prayer meeting every week with an average attendance of over 
twenty. The interest is good.”

“We have three services on the Lord’s day; and three prayer meetings in 
two weeks; the attendance at these are fair—from fifteen to thirty-five. Dos­
ing the Christmas holidays Mr. John P. Gerrie and Mr. Davies, students of

• our college, were with us and we had special services for two weeks with good 
results at Learned Plain. There were ten or more who professed to be br >ughfc 
to a saving knowledge of the truth, and the interest taken in Bible study since 
that time by the young converts and others has been truly gratifying. Dos­
ing the year we have lost four of our church members by death and four other» 
have received letters of dismissal. We have received seven into the church 
on profession of faith, (two since our last report,) and one by letter, which 
makes eight in all. We have collected about $4 for foreign missions, $5 for 
provident fund, and #28 for Canada Congregational Missionary Society. The 
interest in the cause of Christ has not decreased and I believe the people are 
much encouraged. Ths salary promised has been paid. The indication of 
spiritual growth in the church and of religious enquiry in the congregation 
has been encouraging. Lately we sent #5 to the Congregational Coliege, and 
are collecting for foreign mission provident fund, #5; and Canada Congrega­
tional missionary society and British and Foreign Bible society, #11. There 
is no ladies’ auxiliary missionary society here. Our Sabbath congregation will 
average sixty-five in the morning, thirty-five in the afternoon and forty-five 
in the evening. My salary has not been as punctually paid by the church as 
we could wish, but we have received the missionary grant regularly for which 
we are very thankful. Our people are united and everything has gone on 
harmoniously, and I believe there is an increasing desire to see souls brought 
to the knowledge of the truth. It will be fifty years next November since oar 
church and society was organized here. Good work has been done in the past* 
May the Lord still continue to favor Zion is our prayer.”

Fitch Bay :—Rev. L. P. Adams sends two reports under dates 
Dec. 3rd, 1884, and April 20th, 1885. Grant,S100; collection, 

: $9.85 :
“We have four preaching places besides Fitch Bay—Ayers Flatt, where 

we have several church members and a good chapel built principally by our 
friends. The other places are Boy >• ton, a small village on the Massawippe 
Valley Railroad, and Tichurst and Brown’s Hill At the three last mention-

• ed places we held service in school rooms. We have a few members in all of 
these places, and it seems necessary not only for their sakes to keep up the 
appointments but for many others that come to hear the gospel, and we hope 
to get good. I preach at Fitch Bay three Sabbath mornings and go to the

« out stations afternoons and evenings, and the fourth Sabbath at Ayer*» 
Flatt and turn back for afternoon and evening. In this way I can give the 
gospel to very many that I could not in any other way, and it affords me an

• opportunity for a great deal of pastoral work. We have at Fitch Bay and
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Ayer’s Flatt a nice hoj>eful Sabbath school, which is kept up through the 
year, but at Boynton and, Brown’s Hill they close up when cold weather 
comes in the fall, i have lady collectors at work in each of these places, and 
I hope before the end of the year to put into the hands of the Missionary 
committee more than any year before. While 1 speak of the work done 1 
earnestly wiih I could say something more flattering of the fruit of the 
work, but if 1 can't rejoice in gathering in the sheaves, I have pleasure in 
sowing the seed, and trust God that it is not in vain.”

“ 1 have preaching service in five places—Fitch Bay, Ayer’s Flatt, Boyn­
ton, North Stan stead and Brown’s Hill. The number present at these pub­
lic services varies with the weather and the traveling—from twenty-five to 
over one hundred. We have a weekly evening prayer meeting at Fitch Bay 
and Ayer’s Flatt, and Sabbath schools at Fitch Bay and at Ayer’s Flatt 
through the year, and at Boynton through the summer and fall, and a Bible 
class in connection with the schools at Fitch Bay and Ayer’s Flatt. We have 
a temperance conference and prayer-meeting in connection with our congre­
gation and Sabbath school every other Thursday evening. I have a great 
deal of pastoral work with the sick, and many funeral services; perhaps, this 
is owing to my long pastoratp here. My health has been very good, and 
things in connection with the mission have moved pleasantly and peaceably 
With the members of the church, and’sinners give respectful attention to the 
Word, and apparently almost persuaded but unwilling to make the surren­
der, but I trust that our work is not in vain in the Lord.”

WaterviUe.—Grant, Si 25 ; collections, S43.75. Rev. Geo. Pur- 
kis’ first half-yearly report is omitted, it being embodied in the 
second, dated April 28th, 1885, which is as follows :

“In looking back over the year now past, I feel that while there is much 
calculated to humble, there is also great cause for thankfulness. I have been 
able to be at my post much more constantly than during the previous year, 
when I was frequently called away to supply vacant churches, all of which 
have since secured settled pastors. During the year I have been out of my 
place three Sabbaths ; the first in attending the Union meeting in Montreal, 
the second in the month of October, when 1 exchanged with tlie Rev. L. P. 
Adams, in order to preach missionary sermons in each other's fields, and one 
Sabbath in the month of January, when laid by with a severe cold. During 
the year I have preached in Waterville 03 times, at Lavers 19 times, at 
Reed’s 13 times, Capelton 46 times, Eustice 6 times, and 9 times in various 
other places, making in all 150 sermons, 9 of which were funeral sermons. 
Eustice is a new station, which I have taken up since the new year. I go 
there instead of Reed’s, there being a prospect of a much better congregation, 
and as yet the attendance has been good. At present I go there once in two 
weeks. They w*ant a weekly service, and probably I shall attempt it before 
long, either by withdrawing from Lavers, or by making Capelton a fortnight­
ly appointment, that will depend on whether one of the copper companies, 
who closed up early last year, should resume work or not. On account of 
their closing my congregations in that place have been much smaller, and 
the financial returns have declined in proportion. In October last we had 
Mr. Gay, evangelist, with us for two weeks, and I trust that the seed sown 
may yet bring forth fruit, although there was no evidence of conversions at 
tiie time. We must however learn to cast our bread upon the waters, believ­
ing it shall be found after many days. The past year with us has been a 
time of sowing rather than of reaping—may the sowing prove not to have
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been in vain. During the year we have only received two members on pro­
fession, while we have dismissed two by letter, three have died, and one re­
moved by excision, making a reduction of four during the year. In our 
church and congregation we have quite a number of Swedish members, many 
of whom were connected with what is called the Free Churches in Sweden: 
when a short time ago wo elected new deacons, there were two Scotchmen 
and two Swedes chosen. We have contributed this year to the Canada Con­
gregational Missionary Society $43.75, $14.75 of this was by our Ladies’ mis­
sionary society, who also sent $14.75 to the Rev. Chas. Brooks, of Constan­
tinople, for his school. The Sabbath school contributed $14.00 toward the 
missionary ship “ Morning Star.” We also sent $15.00 to the evangelization 
fund, $11.00 to the union fund, and $31.77 to the Bible society. There are 
many other worthy objects to which I would be glad to have the church con­
tribute to, but our people are not wealthy, and I cannot see my way clear to 
urge them to do more at present.”

NOVA SCOTIA.

Chebogue, X. &—^Grant, #200; collection, #49. Rex'. XV. H. 
Watson sends two reports; the first is dated Dec. 1, 1884, and 
after referring to the church being now free from debt, and certain 
improvements effected, and many tokens of good feeling between 
pastor and people shown him, he writes :

<4We hold two services each Sabbath and one Sabbath school. Attendance at 
services will average one hundred and twenty-live, Sunday school about thirty. 
Our prayer meetings are being attended better as the winte** evenings ad­
vance—perhaps forty during the thirty weeks of this report. VVe have had 
a time of spiritual refreshing, as twelve have been added to us by profession 
and three by letter. We have lost one by letter and one has gone to the 
upper church to join in the 4 new song.’ Thus we stand thirteen of an in­
crease for which we thank God and take courage. We have held a mission­
ary social at parsonage, at which wo realized $5 ; also took up collection $5 
m church. A male missionary society this summer has realised $9.50, by 
planting oats and potatoes. The Ladies’ Aid has a missionary society and 
they have collected a fair sum which will be forwarded soon. We have not 
introduced monthly missionary prayer meetings yet, but will bring the matter 
up soon. Our prospect for aggressive work is smsll, as the country is over- 
churched and inhabitants scarce. We have four churches in this small village, 
and several other denominations are represented among the inhabitants. The 
tone of religious thought and enquiry is not high, and so we labour on in the 
hope that the Spirit will kindle into a flame the sleepy ones, and encourage 
to greater efforts those who are already willing helpers in the great work. 
Have probably paid one hundred and fifty pastoral visits during terni of this 
report. We have every cause for thankfulness chat this church, from whose 
midst so many have gone forth to do battle for the Lord, is, instead of being 
a thing of the past, giving indication of many years future usefulness being 
its portion. May God bless and prosper 4 Old Zion ’ and fill each of its mem­
bers with spiritual life, and give the pastor wisdom to guide aright.”

44 Things in Chebogue remain quiet ; for past nineteen weeks have carried 
on the services of the church at a great disadvantage owing to the severe 
weather we have had, yet in spite of hard weather and bad roads we have

#
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only missed holding service one Sabbath evening all winter. I could not 
strike an average, as the attendance has been so varied,but it would be small. 
The prayer meeting service held on Thursday evenings continues to h -Id the 
young people, we have on an average at this service from thirty-tive to forty. 
Our Sabbath school is as the days get warm on the increase. My record of 
visiting does not stand very high, as the roads have been many times during 
the winter impossible to travel far upon. Keeping no horse, I have to let 
the distant members alone until the sun clears the way. Have managed to 
make ninety visits during this time. We have no additions to record ; one 
loss by death. Our ladies’auxiliary continues to do good work. Last year 
they sent #411.58 to Home missionary society, we trust they will not be behind 
hand this year. They have undertaken to paint the inside of the church this 
month. We took #5 from funds and sent to provident fund. The Sabbath 
schorl took fourteen shares in ship ‘ Morning Star,' We shall take up collec­
tion for college in May. Have commenced monthly missionary meetings on 
first Thursday of each month and find them interesting ; collections taken for 
foreign missions. My salary has been paid me very promptly and as you 
will see by the church returns has been raised #25.00 for current year. The 
field has changed considerably ,sinee 1 first came here. When 1 arrived, there 
v as only one preaching service, alternate morning and evening in Baptist 
church, while in the Presbyterian there were only occasional services. Now 
we have r« gular morning and evening serv'ces in Baptist church and regular 
services in Presbyterian every alternate Sabbath. There is little doubt in 
my mind that our order does no harm where it exists, but acts as a leaven 
upon all denominations. The great drawback to our growth here is depopu­
lation. The young people keep going away and no new ones come in. In 
summer time the men nearly all go away fishing and we see them but seldom. 
We lost by removal to Yarmouth two of our most active members with their 
family of five, two of these were members of the church. We are losing 
other two members in the same way, but we have the consolation that what 
the mother church loses in this way the daughter gets in town.”

Baddeck, C. B.— Grant, $175 Rev. J. Shipperly, in his second 
half-yearly report, dated May 1885, says :

“ During the last half-year the services of this church have been regularly 
conducted by myself. One Sabbath in three, with visiting, generally during 
the preceding and succeeding one or two days. A prayer-meeting on the 
Monday evening has been generally well attended, after the two services of 
the previous Sabbath, which are attended by from fifty to one hundred and 
fifty persons in our own church edifice. Our Sabbath school, which is held 
in the afternoon, and while two other schools are in session, is attended by 
about twenty-three young persons, but that has now suffered loss by the re­
moval of our late superintendent and his large family. They, however, go 
to our other church at Margaree, where they have formerly attended. This 
event also removes the help of four of our Baddeck church members. We 
have to report no additions to this church during the period, and although 
the interest has been well maintained no marked spiritual growth can be 
named. Our influence, however, as a church, has a salutary effect on the 
locality, and is, apart from ourselves, a means of an increased spiritual 
work. Our collections are, with one exception, and that for our Canada 
Congregational Missionary Society, all for local church purposes. The estab­
lishing of our church operations at Baddeck have been made such an object 
that all contributions, including pastor’s silary,have yielded :o that with the

%
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exception of £12 for the whole year There are only just enough obstacles 
to our church progress and work to test the zeal of our friends and prove the 
courage of many of our congregation. The spirit with which our efforts have 
been pushed and are pressing forward seem to have stirred up in more than one 
quarter some alarm and opposition. We do not object to this, as it shows 
there is around us now some ecclesiastical movement. There are results of 
our work at Baddeck which would amply repay for all the effort made, even 
though the church should now ceaie to exist, but with Hod’s help it will not. 
The finishing of the interior of our place of worship is progressing.”

Economy, X. S.—Rev. A. W. Main, who is now the stationed 
pastor of the church at Belleville, Ont., sends his last report from 
this field, under dale December 2Gth, 1884 :

44 In making out this report for our little church in Economy, I am pleased 
to say that during the past six months the work of the Lord has still con­
tinued to prosper in our hands. We have held no social services, but a 
deep spiritual interest has been experienced in the church, and souls have 
found peace in believing in Jesus. I have received seven on profession of 
faith, and two reinstated. There are now fifty five families whom 1 consider 
under the pastoral care. I have called upon them once a quarter, making 
nine hundred and ten calls. We have at present ninety-one members. 
Tw'cnty-five of these are away from home. This has been a great source of 
discouragement, so many of the active members being absent. I preached 
twice upon the Sabbath, morning and evening, and our average attendance 
was over a hundred and fifty. The Sabbath school is held immediately after 
the morning service, and the average attendance is fifty. On Sabbath after­
noon I went out to a back station and held services. The regular prayer 
meeting on Wednesday evening is well sustained, and the young peoples* 
prayer meeting on Saturday evening has proved a blessing to the church. I 
have still continued the children’s meeting and am satisfied that much good 
can be done in this way. There is a pastor’s Bible class in connection with the 
Sunday school. A monthly missionary meeting is regularly hold, and a col­
lection taken. My salary is paid up. There is a small debt on the church, 
but not to discourage them. 1 know of no obstacle in the way of the work, 
but the want of a pastor. They are a band of faithful willing workers, and 
are worthy of the confidence and affection of our churches.*'

Manchester, X. S.—Grant, #75; Collection, #8. Rev. Jacob 
Whitman’s first half-yearly report, dated Ncv. 18th, 1884, is as 
follows:—

“In reporting from this field, 1 am glad to )>e able to say that in some re­
spects the cause here is more hopeful. The visit of Rev. Thomas Hall, our 
missionary superintendent had the desired effect upon our people in this 
place, encouraging them to take a more decided stand; and may their con­
nection with the Canada Congregational Missionary Society be the means of 
much good to the church in Manchester. I have continued my regular .week 
services of preaching and prayer, and have reason to hope that I have not 
labored in vain. The average attendance in about sixty. The Sabbath school 
was started again in August, and continued till the days became short and 
cold when it was closed for the season. Number of scholars in attendance, 
thirty. With a good staff of workers, they might be brought up to sixty.
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During the List three months two persons have been received into the church 
by profession, and there are others who appear to be serious inclined ; may 
the Lord lead them to cdnfess Christ and ‘go into the vineyard and 
work. Fait of the minister’s sala-y is paid up on the subscription list. I 
hope to collect something for home missionary work in December, as that is 
the time most suitable in this community, as the seamen are home.”

“ I send you my half-year's report for the second term. I have held regu­
lar services at Manchester and Ragged Head, as the severe winter weather 
would permit me. The attendance has been good at all the services, and 
indications show that they have been beneficial. Since the commencement 
of the year 1 have made one hundred and ten visits, read die scriptures and 
prayed with fifty-one families. The number of sermons preached in Man­
chester station, five hundred and three. The sum guaranteed is not all paid 
up yet, but is expected to be at the end of the year. May the preach­
ing of the word of (rod in this place be like the seed sown on good ground, 
spring up an<t yield fruit to the glory of the Lord. Mr. Solandt arrived in 
Manchester on the 31st of April, and had a very pleasing reception. May 
his labors be greatly blessed to the people.”

Noel, X. 8.—Rev. J. Wi Vox sends the following ns his first 
half-yearly report, dated Dec. 9th, 1884. Grant,$200; collection, 
$109.00.

“ I regret that I cannot report greater success. During the term that this 
report covers we have had no additions in the whole field, and have sustained 
the loss of several by death and otherwise. Nevertheless there seems to be 
greater interest taken in spiritual things and more activity in all departments 
of church life and work. But the field is too wide and the people too scat­
tered for either successful work or satisfactory results. The largest amount 
of work is done in Noel, it being the principal station, and has the parsonage. 
There are three preaching services in the month here and one weekly prayer- 
meeting? Sabbath congregations averaging about one hundred. There is a 
Ladies’ Auxiliary missionary society in good working order here. The Sab­
bath school is very interesting and is growing. Good collections are taken 
for the home mission and other funds as the Year Book shows. Having 
bought a parsonage lot of eighteen acres with house <md barn thereupon we 
are now busily engaged in obtaining funds to finish the house next spring 
and prepare the whole for occupation. On account of removals and other 
causes we have been compelled to disorganize our little church in Moose 
Brook and sell our property. The proceeds of the sale have been used in 
clearing the debts against property, with a balance of $105 still in my hands. 
I still preach to a small congregation in a hall in the neighborhood, and visit 
the few scattered families that are there. We have poor prospects in this 
field. Noel Road congregation averages about seventy or eighty and raises 
$25 or $30 for my salary. I preach here one Sabbath morning in the 
month. We have a few adherents here in Lower Selmah; the congregations 
average about sixty or seventy, and are deeply interested in the word of 
God. 1 preach here fortnightly on Sabbath morning and evening alternately. 
There is a good Sabbath school here for the summer months only. In Mait­
land the congregations are on the increase and the indications are very hope­
ful. If our church were finished here and it were possible to hold services 
oftener than once a month as at present, th ' *e is every reason to believe that 
we should make rapid progress. Thanks to our three friends in Ontario and 
•Quebec, for their timely gift of $100. We have been able to secure our build-

ing from the weather, and have some preparations made for doing further 
work when the spring opens. In South Maitland we preach monthly and 
visit the people. We have a congregation averaging about seventy or eighty, 
which might be greativ enlarged by more frequent services and more regular 
and frequent visitations. The buidling is yet quite unfinished, but attempts 
are being made to carry the work forward to completion.”

Second half-yearly report is as follows:—“I have been able to keep up my 
regular appointments without interruption in all the stations during the winter. 
There are seven preaching stations in all. A monthly service in Maitland 
and South Maitland; a monthly service in Moose Brook ; the same in South 
Noel; fortnightly in Lower Seltnah; thrice a month in Noel. Considerable 
interest has been manifested by the people in the preaching services at all the 
stations. Three weekly prayer meetings have been sustained. 1 have made 
a large number of regular pastoral visitations, yet not as many as I could wish, 
much sickness and death have necessitated m >re than t he usual amount of time 
and strength spent in visiting the sick and afflicted. We have raised #108 
for Canada Congregational missionary society, #10 for foreign missions, and 
#10 for the college. The Sabbath school is succeeding in Noel, has been able 
to keep on all winter with unabated zeal. Three other schools in the field are 
summer schools. Upon the whole field there are encouraging tokens.”

Pleasant River and Ohio, X. S.—Grant, 8200 ; collection, 810. 
Rev. W. Peacock reports for the first year, under date Dec. 10, 
1885, as follows :

“ There has been a good regular attendance at all our places of worship, 
yet none have been admitted to fellowship during the past six months. At 
Pleasant River there is a Ladies’ Home missionary society, which is doing all 
it can in the interest of the Master’s kingdom. At all three stations there is 
a Sabbath school well managed and doing much to help the young. Of late 
the parsonage has undergone much needed repairs. My desire is that sinners 
may be converted and much good done in the name of the Lord.”

In his second half-yearly report he writes : 44 The Lord's cause here is 
moving steadily along. Sabbath schools close 1 for winter months have been 
re-opened with a good attendance. At Pleasant River several of the young 
are being moved in interest of the good things of the kingdom. In the church 
at Ohio there is great need of renewed spiritual life and advancement. On 
Sabbath and week day services the attendance and interest are good. The 
people are of German descent, and religiously have been followers of Luther. 
Here there are many young people to be brought to the Saviour.”

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CONSTITUTION.

• I. NAME.
The Canada Congregational Foreign Missionary Society.

II. OBJECT.
To spread the knowledge of the gospel among the heathen and other unen­

lightened people.
III. MEMBERS.

Persons subscribing 82 annually, ministers and other representatives of con­
gregations contributing 810 annually, shall be members. Every benefactor 
making a donation of 840 at one time shall be a life member.

IV. ANNUAL MEETING.
A general meeting of the society shall be held annually to appoint officers 

and directors, receive reports, audit accounts, and to deliberate on any meas­
ures which may promote the object of the society. At such meetings all 
matters shall be determined by the majority of the members present.

V. COMMITTEES.
Directors are empowered to sub-divide into committees for managing funds, 

making reports, and such like, but no proceedings of the committees shall be 
valid till ratified at an ordinary meeting of the board. Not less than three 
directors, exclusive of the officers of the society, shall constitute a meeting of 
the board for the despatch of business. The treasurer and secretary shall be 
ex-officio entitled to meet and vote with the directors of the society.

VI. FUNDS. *1 •VWCd
All funds arising from donations, legacies, subscriptions, collections, or 

otherwise, shall be lodged by the treasurer as soon as collected with the bank­
ers of the society.

VII. POWER TO REVISE.
The foregoing regulations shall be subject to such modifications as the mem­

bers ot the society at their annual meeting may from time to time think propel.

BY-LAWS.

I. ANNUAL MEETING.
The annual meeting of the members may be held at the same time and 

place as the Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec. All arrangements 
for the meeting shall be made by the directors.

II. ANNUAL MEETING OF DIRECTORS.
A special meeting of the directors shall be held previous to the annual meet­

ing of the members, to prepare the list of directors, committees and officers 
for the ensuing year, to be submitted at the annual meeting, as well as to 
transmit any other business connected with the society.
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III. ANNIVERSARY SERVICES.

Missionary sermons slvill be preached on the fourth Sunday in June in the 
churches open to the society’s use, and such other services shall be held as 
the society may from time to time appoint.

IV. NOMINATION OF DIRECTORS.
The number of directors shall not exceed fifty. Directors shall be 

nominated by district associations or other Congregational organizations 
where associations do not exist in British North America and Newfoundland. 
All such nominations shall be reported to the meeting of directors imme­
diately preceding the imnual meeting of the members, and any deficiency in 
the n initiation list, whether caused by the failure of district associations, or 
other organizations to nominate or otherwise, shall be supplied by the meet­
ing. Vacancies occurring in the board may be filled at any time.

V. MEETINGS OF DIRECTORS.
All meetings of the directors for the transaction of the business of the so­

ciety shall be held in such places and at such times as may be agreed upon by 
the directors. (

VI. OFFICERS OF THE SOCIETY.

The officers of the society shall be a president, vice-president, treasurer 
and secretary. Should any of the offices become vacant during the year by 
resignatiôn or otherwise, the board shall have power to elect others to fill the 
vacancies. Should the president and the vice-president, be absent from the 
meeting the board may elect a chairman for the occasion.

PROCEEDINGS OF ANNUAL MEETING.

The fourth annual meeting of the Society was held in the 
Hamilton church on the afternoon of Monday, June 15th, Rev. 
T. Hall being u: the chair. The meeting had been crowded out 
of its usual place on Friday. Rev. R. Hay offered prayer. Min­
utes of the last annual meeting were read and approved. Rev. 
H. Pedley, secretary, read the annual report ; the recommenda­
tions of which were taken up seriatim, then the report was adopt­
ed as a whole. Rev. D. McGregor gave notice of a motion to the 
effect that the constitution be so amended as to fix the represen­
tation upon the Board of Directors and the Executive. Treasur­
er’s report was then read and adopted. Revs. E. M. Hill, T. Hall, 
and R. K. Black were appointed to attend the annual meeting of 
the American Board of Foreign missions, to be held in Boston, 
Mass., next October. Mr. Walter T. Currie, missionary elect, was 
then introduced and spoke of his prospective work. Rev. Dr. 
Stevenson spoke of Mr. Currie’s career as a student, giving his 
warm approval of the appointment. Rev. S. N. Jackson testified 
to a long acquaintance and high estimation of the candidate. The 
meeting then adjourned.
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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE SECRETARY.

In presenting its 4th annual report your Board of Directors 
takes pie «sure in recording that the past year lias been one of pro­
gress. There has been an increase of about 20% in the re.ularcon- 
trihutions, and as this hn> taken place without any special stimu­
lus it is a fair criterion of the growth of interest in our work. A 
still more important feature of this report is that it brings before 
the Society in a practical furm the question of entering upon the 
actual field rf operations. About the beginning of the \ear the 
secretary received information that Mr. W. T. Currie, one of the 
students of our College, was contemplating Foreign M issionarv 
work, and had already entered into preliminary negotiations with 
the American Board. A coirespondence with him ar.d als » with 
the Board at once arose, and the following is the result: The Board 
has expressed its willingness that Mr. Currie should go forth under 
its sanction as the îepresentative of the Canadian churches; that 
the mission under his charge should be known specifically as the 
Canadian Mission; and that whenever it was deemed advisable, 
the Board would consent to any equitable arrangement for the 
transference of the mission from its partial control to the sole man­
agement of our Society. It might be well to say that in all the 
negotiations the Board has shown the greatest sympathy with our 
aims, and the utmost readiness to acquiesce in whatever arrange­
ments might best promote the interest of the Canadian churches 
in Foreign Missions. In view, therefore, of the growing interest 
in our churches as manifested by a steadily increasing contribution 
list, a list which is likely to be still further swelled by the co-op­
eration of the churches of the Lower Provinces; and especially in 
view of the fact that one of our own sons trained in our college and 
known to the churches, has placed himself at our disposal, your 
Board beg leave to make the following recommendations:—

1st.—That this society is rejoiced to hear of the determination of Mr. W.* 
T. Currie, a graduate of the Congregational College of British Aorth America, 
to undertake the work of Christ in foreign lands, and while not forgetting be­
loved Canadian workers already in the field does now accept of Mr. Currie as 
ita special representative in this great work.

2nd.—That Mr.Currie, in accordance with his own desire and the expressed 
willingness of the American Board, be designated to the West Coast Africa 
Mission of the Board, the exact location of his special mission being left in 
the hands of the Executive Committee of the Society, acting in consultation
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with the American Board; also that the designation and ordination be held if 
possible in c nection with the present session of the Congregational Union 
of Ontario and Quebec.

3rd.—That we are prepared as a Society to assume the responsibility of 
providing for Mr. Currie’s salary, and beyond this to do what we can towards 
securing for linn a complete outtit.

4th.—That as a considerable time will elapse before the arrival of the sea­
son most suitable for sailing to Africa, Mr. Currie place himself at the dispo­
sal of the Executive Committee for the'purpose of visiting the churches, in 
order to give them an opportunity to become personally acquainted with him 
and to quicken their interest in the foreign work.

. Your Board would further recommend:—
lit. That this Society request its Executive Committee to consult with the 

Canada Congregational Missionary Society in reference to the formation of a 
Women’s Board of missions, home and foreign, and if possible to proceed at 
once to the formation of a Provisional Board.

2nd. That the following be the officers of the society for the ensuing year:— 
President—B. W. Robertson, Esq.; Vice-President—Geo. Hague, Esq.; Secre­
tary—Rev. E. M. Hill; Treasurer—T. B. Macaulay, Esq.; Board of Directors 
—Revs. Dr. Stevenson, D. Macallum, Geo. Willett, J. G. Sanderson, Dr. 
Jackson, A. L. McFadyen, C. Duff, John Wood, Geo. Fuller, Dr. Wild, 
Thos. Hall, D. McGregor, H. D. Hunter, H. Pedley, and Messrs. J. Adams, 
Jas.
