It was easy to know that some animal
within the covert must be the musician, and
the noise must come from some [itle creature
suited to produce it. [ instantly distendea the
lower part of the flower, and placing it in full
hight, could discover troops of littls insecls
fisking with wild jollity among the narrow
pedestals that supported its leaves, and the lit-
tle threads that occupied its centre.

What a fragrant world for their habitation !
what a perfect security from all annoyance in
the dusky husk that surrounded the scene of
action. Adapting a microscope to take in at
one view the whole base of the flower, | gave
myself un opportunity of contemplating what
they were about, and this for many days toge-
ther, without giving them the least distar-
bance. Thas [ coull discover their economy,
their passions; art had given what nature
seemed to have denied to the objects of con-
templation.

The base of the flower extended itself, un-
der its influence, to a vast plain; the slender
stems of the leaves became trunks of so many
slately cedars; the threads in the middle
seemed columns of massy structure, supporting
at the top of their several ornaments ; and the
narrow spaces between were enlarged into
walks, parterres, and terraces.

A proposition made by Mr. Cunard to the

commitice of merchams appointed at the for-
mer meeting, was read.  He states that he is
willing to establish this port as a terminus for
his vessels, on condition that, by a twenty
years contract, a wharf and dock” suitable for
his accommodation should be provided Ly the
gentlemen interested here, free of expense to
him, they having the privilege, however, to
charge the owners of goods for wharfage and
storage. This offer, it appears, was made not-
withstanding the most advantageous terms
offered Mr. C. by merchants in New-York.
It was stated that he was ready to leave the
situation of the wharf to be deciled by the
convenience of the citizens, The boats are to
run through to this port only stopping at Ha-
lifax. Thiere will be four as large as the Great
Western, and two smaller ones for any emer-
gency.
It was proposed that the requisite funds
should be raised under the charter of the Ocean
f\'uugalmn('mn;mu\. granted by the Legisla-
ture ot its last session. This company is not
yet organized, and as all the necessary powers
for the procuring a wharf and making arrange-
ments with Mr. Cunard could be obtained by
its charter, the most convenient way of mak-
ing these arrangements seemed to be by taking
advantage of this act of corporation. The
whole subject, however, was left to & com-
wittee of twenty.-—Boston Daily Advertiser,
