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CORRESPONDENCE

Dear Sir I have a

THE grievanee to ventilate,

UNION. and my reason for writ

ing as 1 do is a sincere

desire to Keep up the standard of com
fort hitherto set by the University Un
ion.  Consequently T hope to avoid in
curring undue animosity on the part of
our friends, the House Committee, by
this complaint,

The matter for complaint is the man
agement of the literature in the reading
room,  Reeently the House Committee
has threatened to suspend of fenders along
certain lines.  In principle, at least, this
is not undesirable.  But there is a greater
evil than the one to which attention is
thereby drawn, and if suspension he the
remedy, then the rectifying of this evil
will entail the suspension of the House
Committee (not that I have any desire
to precipitate sreh a catastrophe).

I say the evil is greater than the one
referred to in the notice issued by the
Heomse Committee, because, in common
with the general slackness of manage
ment of the reading room, it is respons
ible for those very mutilations that the
House Committee complains of.

And so, Mr. Editor, my complaint is
that the periodicals are excessively un-
punctual in arrival. Now, there is no oh
vions excuse for this state of affairs. If
the news agent is to blame, enstom should
be transferred to a more businesslike per-
son.  But surely the blame does not lie

in this direction, for one can pay a visit
to the University Club, and there on the
well-stocked table of the reading room
one sees the material for the condemna
tion of the House Committee, (I say
Hoose Committee advisedly, since, shohld
a reading room committee be in exis
tenee, this omission on my part will he
pardoned by all impartial readers.)

I'he receipts for the season of 1907
amounted to $2,448.90, including £825 re
ceived from the grounds and athletic
ommitte I'he  receipts  for 1908
amounted to #1.875.65, including the sale
of railroad tickets, commissions thereon,
and a balance of $24.55 remaining in the
bank after last year's transactions. The
expenditure for 1908 amounted to $2,
E.02. The expenditure for the season
Jjust ended reached the total of $2,539.26.
Fhis included the cost of railroad tickets
for students who took advantage of the

cheap rates offered to the football team,
the actual expenses amounting to $2,-
203.16, a decrease in expenditure for the
recent season of $127.36.

It may be said in explanation of fig
ures offered that difference in bookkeep-
ing methods render comparisons diffic ult,
