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BISHOP vs. DOCTOR.

A LATE SERMON BY THE PRINCIPAL OF
QUEEN'S, REV. DR. GRANY, CRITICISED
BY BISHOY CLEARY.

The following sermon was delivered by
the Bishop of Kingston in St, Mary’s
Cathedral yesterday :

Last Monday there appeared in a local
journal what purported to be a report of
a sermon delivered the previous day by
the Principal of Queen’s University in
the University Convocation Hall, For
the rev. principal I entertain sincere
respect. The exalted position he occu-
pies, and Lis repute for eminent scholar-
ship, and his grave oflicial responsibility
to society in this province, Catholic as
well as Protestant, in regard of the
higher educatior of youth, add great
importance to his utterances and dis-
pose the minds of many for ready accept-
ance of his teachings. Had the startling
theories set forth in the published sermon
been propounded by a Protestant clergy-
man holding no position of command or
intluence over any section of my flock, it
is probable that I should not deem it my
duty to pass any public criticism upon it.
But now a painful obligation llL‘VOh:e.‘!
upon me, as bishop of this diocese and div-
inely commissioned guardian of thesacred
deposit, to correct certain grievous errors
ventilated inthat sermon respecting theDe
ity and Divine Providence and the miracu-
lous operations by which the Son of God
in the flesh confirmed Iis mission to
men. To me, as truly as to the Apostle
of the nations, the word applies “neces-
sity lieth upon me,” for woe is unto me
it I preach not the gospel, (1 Cor. 9c.),
and the command to me is “‘Preach the
word, be instant in season, out ot season,
reprove, entreat, rebuke in all patience
and doctrine.” (11 Tim. 4 c¢.) This
morning I will deal with the first part of
the published sermon, which treats of
God’s government of men, and will
pursue the subject this evening at ves.
pers. On another Sunday I will, please
God, deal with the second part of that
sermon, which

SHAMEFULLY VILIFIES THE MIRACLES
of Our Lord Jesus Christ, The following
is the extract from Principal Grant’s dis
course to which attention was called :

“If a man had used the rds  ‘all
power in heaven and earth is given unto
me,’ he would have been surg to
added, erefore I will accomplish mj
own ends;’ but Ch added : ‘There
fore, go ye,' ete. *All power is God’s,
and all the agency is man’s,” and Christ,
understanding this, spoke in accordance
therewith. In support of the latter state.
ment the Principal alluded to electricity,
which has existed since creatiom, but
never used until man, the agent, acquired
it of necessity., The same might be
said with regard to the vast prairies,
which are God’s ; they were vseless, how-
ever, till man went upon them and culti-
vated them, illustrating that man alone
can do nothing, but when hnked to God
he can do everything. The speaker
alluded to the miracles of Christ’s time,
and said that there were much greater
miracles performed to day. Our Saviour
Lad cured two blind men, but now men
are curing thousands, and institutions
have been established for that purpose
alone, The miracle of the Pentecost
was nothing in comparison to what
can be done to-day, when a man
can sit in his room and
through the medium of the press speak
to millions of people. 'The miracles of
old were principally clustered around
two great epoclis—when Israel becamo a
nation by the power of God, and when
the nation to which Christianity was
given was collapsing. Miracles were
performed during Christ’s time, but
never was an angel nsed to preach the
message of salvation, that duty falling to
the lot of men, who were even mist
and one-sided ineome of their views.”

In the allusion to Christ healing
blind the Principal did not draw
parison, but desired to point out that if
the things that were accomplished to
day were performed in the days of old
they would have been pronounced mir-
acles.

A GENERAL PRINCIPLE
is here laid down, that “all power
is God’s, and all agency is wman’s.”
It is applied to both the supernatural
and the natural order of life, the latter
being adduced for illusiration of the
former; and we are told that “Chrisi,
understanding this priuciple, spoke in
accordance therewith,” and this is why
He did not, in sequence to his allirma-
tion of his own omnipotence, add the de-
claration, “Therefore 1 will accomplish
my own ends,” but rather added,
‘I'herefore, go ye,” &e. Now, this prin-
ciple is egregiously erroneous, It errs
against philosophy, that is, against rea-
son, in respect of natural operations ;
and against Christian faith, in respect of
both the natural and the supernatural,
For it is an established dogma of philo-
sophy that God the Creator is the
Ruler and Governor of the universe, and
holds in his hands not only “power” but
“agency ;" and He does not abandon
His creatures to themselves, but sustains,

controls, aids and directs all and each,
even the least of them, conducting them
to their appointed ends by His active
and immediate influence upon them,
suitably to the nature assigned by Him
to each ; and in regard of man, who is a
moral and free agent, this co.operation
of God, the Supreme Ruler and Gover.
nor, is physical for merely physical acts,
and both physical and
MORAL FOR ALL MORAL ACTS,

This dogma flows directly from the
nature of the Godhead, which, as it is act-
ually infiuite in every order of perfection,
possesses in itself the supereminent plen
itude of all reality; and, by consequence,
there cannot possibly be any entity, any
act, any reality, or any good, moral or
physical (and all physical acts are physi-
cally good), in the whole sphere of the eren
tion, that has not its existence in God,
from God, by God, in his immensity, from
His l‘)uumy, by His agency, Thesovereign
dominion of God over every creature
likewise involves this truth, that there
1sno agency whatever in man indepen-
dent of, or separable from, the agency of
tod, concurring physically and immedi-
ately with him_in reducing to action the
i,owus of mind and body, wherewith God

Timself has invested him ; so that God be
the lord of man’s action and man’s con-
crete acts no less than of his life and his
faculties of agency. Furthermore, the
absolute necessity for God’s conservation,
active and continuous, of man’s existence
and life and possession of his mental and
bodily powers in continuity, holds equally
for thedivine conservation of those vital
powers in their exercise, and consequently
for divine concurrence in every single
action of man, These truths, relating
to God of infinite majesty, and His
intimate relations wlth IHis creatures,
although reason may apprehend them
with certainty, even prior to revelation,
cannot be adequately comprehended by
our enfeebled intellects. “He that iz a
searcher of majesty, shali be overwhelmed
by glory.” Our mental vision is dazzled
as we look upon God. We may, how-
ever, form some faint idea of our exis-
tence in God’s immensity, and our con
servation in life and faculty by God, and
our dependence on His co-operation for
all our actions by consideration of other
things in nature.

For instance, the feathered tribe live,
breathe and move through the bound-
less regions of air; they are sustained
in their flight by its power; they are
nourished and invigorated by its ener-
gizing properties, and are dependent on
its agency for the warbling of their joy-
ous notes and the communication of
their melodious message to men for the
praize of the Great Creator. So also
the finny inhabitants of the deep, as
they rove in perpetual silence through
the imniensity ot the ocean, live by the
watery element out of which they were
formed by God on the fifth day of the
creation; they are upheld by its resist-
ing powers, and derive motion from its
reactive agency. The earth and its fel-
low planets, lifted up on high,
and supported by no material founda-
tions, are set, each in its place by the
finger of God, and borne by Ilis myster-
ious agency along the lines of their pre-
seribed orbits, in the infinity of space,
with mathematical precision, ever acting
and reacting on each other, and harmoniz-
ing the “music of the spheres” vo the
praises of their God. “The heavens shew
forth the glory of God, and the firmament
declareth the work of His hands; day to
day uttereth speech, and night to night
sheweth knowledge.” (Psalm 18.) The
child in the womb living by the life-blood
of its mother, vitally affected in its organ-
ism by her constitutional and hygienic
conditions, quickened by the pulsations of
her heart, and trobbing in response to
her nervous emotions, conveys the idea
of life within life and agency sustained
by agency, and parental conservation
and filial dependence. And thus nature
all around help us to realize in some
slight degree the truths of philosophy
and religion which I have been endeav-
ouring to explain to you. To this two-
fold principle of God's active physical
conservation of man in life and power,
and His indispensable concurrence in
our actions is referred the primary

DUTY O INTELLIGENT CREATURES,

to worship the Creator, omnipresent and
ommipotient, humbly adoring Him as the
tole source of vitality and power and
agency and actin the universe, and con-
fessing with grateful heart our absolute
dependance on his good-will for our be-
ing, our life, our health'and energy of
mind and body, for all whatsoever we
are, or have, or may have done of good,
and giving glory to God for all, because
he 1s the tirst cause ol all, the supreme
agent, and we are wholly his, and our
works are His, and by His right hand we
are upheld throughout all the success-
ive movements of our existence, On
the same two-fold principleis based logi-
cally the congoling dogma of Divine P’ro-
vidence watching over and ruling and
governing the moral order of the uni-
verse, dealing with every human indi-
vidual in the most minute aflairs of life,
with families, also, and nations and races,
for the good of all, “reaching from end to
end mightily, and crdering all things
sweetly” (Wisdom 8 ¢.).  So intimate i3
the connection between these dogmas
that whosoever impugued the former, as
Epicurns, among the ancients, and the
deluded followers of Spinoza and Socinus,
with the Rationalists generally, in modern
times, have felt bound to impugn the
latter also ; whereas the Pagan philos-
ophurs of highest name, Plato, Plotinus,
Cicero, Seneca and others, as well as all
Christian philosophers in every age, in
their defence of God’s providence, have
recognized its logical basis in the doctrine
of divine conservation and divine concur-
rence in the actions of creatures.

affecting the honor of God and her
children’s duty of fear and love towards
him. Testimonies of fathers and doc-
torc and popes and councils might bhe
adduced without number. But 1 bring
forward onme testimony only; it is her
beautiful morning prayer, appointed for
her million priests and religious men
and women, to be recited by them, pub-
licly or privately, in her name, from day
to day, in behalf of her children “0
Lord God Almighty, who hast brought
us safely to the beginning of this day,
preserve us to-day by Thy power, that we
may fall into no sin this day ;

through Thy help we may here and for
ever and ever be saved and delivered,
O Saviour of the world, who livest and
reignest for ever and ever,” How little
does she, the great Catholic Church,
believe in the principle that “all power
is God’s, and

ALL AGENCY IS MAN'S,”

The Bishop next addressed himself to
Principal Grant’s two illustrations cf the
principle, *“All power is Cod’s and all
agency is man’s,” drawn from electricity
and agriculture, laving explained the
various divisions of agency, or eilicient
causes—the primary and secondary, the
adequate and partial, the co-ordinate and
subordinate, the material, instrumental
and disposing canses—he delivered a most
interesting and instructive exposition of
God’s primary, adequate and co-ordinate
agency in all man's operations. HHe
showed how very small is man’s own part
in the agency of his own acts compared
with that of the Creator; man be-
ing merely a secondary and partial
agent, and, in regard of the production
of electricity and the fruits of the pr
ries, and his operations upon material
nature generally, being only a disposing
cause, whose elliciency has no 1mme-
diate physical irfluence upon the desired
effect, but i3 limited to the arrange-
ments of the material and instrumen-
tal causes, preparatory to the effective
agency of God by and with the forces of
nature supplied by Himself and sust (
by Him in their actual exertion.
Bishop made the telegraph operator a
very small “agent” indeed,his whole work
being the pressure of his finger
wire. Hereis the beginning of *
in relation to the eftect; all the previ
acts, the preparation ofthe acids and met
als and their combinati belong to the
disposing cause. Here al the

END OF THE OPERATC AGENCY,
the transmission of the electric move-
ment along the wires and under the
mighty deep, being agency of God
through material forces created and
energized dmrectly and
Himself. By a similar scientific analy
He placed the agriculturist in a very
humble position of “agency” by the side
of God, his whole work consisting in the
opening of the sod, throwing a grain of
corn into it, and leaving it there to rot.
Having done this much, said the Bishop,
the agriculturist may retire to his bed, or
betake himself to travel, from October to
August, and on returning to his field will
see a crop of corn raised by God’s good
providence for the food ¢f man., For
which reason it is not to the farmer, but
to our Heavenly Father, we return thanks
each time we have partaken of a whole-
some meal. Farme ploughed and
delved and cast their seed into the soil
for seven successive ycars in the land of
Pharoah, and God, refusing to pour out
His bounty upon sinful man, left the
Egyptians without produce of grain, Ile
did the same for the space of three years
in Israel for punishment of King Achab,
in compliiavee with the prayer of Elias,
Should He in anger be pleased to inflict
a like chastisement hereafter upon the
inhabitants of this Dominion,the principle,
“All power is God’s, and all agency is
man’s,” will not meet popular acceptance
in those days.

The Bishop promised to return to his
subject at vespers and deal with it scrip-
turally.

Train tho Boys for Bnsiness,

There is one element in the home in-
truction of boys to which too litile atten-
tion has been given; and that is the culti-
vation of habits of punctuality, eystem,
order and responsibility,

In many households, bova’ lives besween
twelve and seventeen years are gensrally
the caluest of their existence. Up in the
morniog just in eeason for hreakfast ;
nothing to do but to start off early enough
not to be late; looking upon an ecrand as
taking so much time and memory away
from enjoyment; little thought of personal
appearance except when reminded by
mother to “soruce up” a little; finding his

wvardrobe always where mother puts it; in
fact having nothing to do but enjoy him-
gelf.  Thus his life goes oa till school ends,
Then he is ready for business, Vain
thought! At this point he, perhaps, mects
with his first great struggle. Many times
during our business experience have we
witnessed failures c.uu.\mll by the absence
of thorough home discipline. How the
boy without this great advautage fails is
thus fairly deseribad by the Scientific
American :
ITe goes into an office where everything
stem, order, precision. He is expected
Lo keep things neat and nruh-lluvr sometimee
kindle fires, or do errands—in short, to
become a part of & nicely regulated
machine, where everything moves in sys-
tematic grooves, and each one is responsi-
ble for correctness in his department, and
where, in place of ministers to his com-
fort, he finds taskmasters, more or lees
lenient to be sure, and everything in
marked contrast to his previous life. In
many inslances the change is too great,
| Ervors become very numerous; blunders,
overlooked at fiest, get to be a matter of
serious moment; then patieuce is over-
tasked, and the boy is told his services are
no longer needed. This is the first blow,
and sometimes he never rallies from it,
[hen comes the surprise to the parents,
who too often never know the real cause,
nor where they have failed in the training
of their children.

Wi vauted, is for every boy to
Anivg special to do: to have
some duty at a definite hour, and to learn
to watch for that time to come; to be
auswerable for a certain portion of the
routine of the household; to be trained to
anticipate the time when he may enter the
ranks of business, and to be fortified with
habits of energy, aceuracy and application
often of more importance than vsupurticiai
book learning,

COLORED CATHOLICS.

In last Sunday’s New York Sun, James
Redpath, writing from Baltimore, gives
the following interesting account of Sk,
Frances’ Convent in that city which is
managed by the colored Oblate Sisters of
- Providence., This convent was opened in
1829, and is situated on Chase street and
Forrest place on a commanding height
overlookfn the city, All this part of
Baltimore ﬁna been built within & few
years, and is one of the many evidences
that you see on every eide of the rapidly-
rowing prosperity of the beautiful city,
he convent is a large, fourstory brick
building, without the slightest pretension
to architectural taste. It looks more like
a factory than an academy of the church,
There are 1o outside stairs or fire escapes
to it, and if there should be a sudden con-
flagration there is every probability that
the result would be sudden loss of life,
After entering the little garden, you see
placed over a contribution box at the main
entrauce this suggestive and pious placard :
“St. Joseph, aid us to get another pair of
stairs in case of fire.” Above the contri-
bution box is a small plaster image of St,
Joseph.,  The venerable mother superior
of the convent is a colored lady, who will
complete her fiftieth year of continuous
service as a eister in the course of a few
weeks, She has lived in it, as pupil and
sister, #ince her Glh year.  She still exer -
cises the suthority of the mother, although
her assistant, Sister Teresa,relieves her from
the more laborious duties, Sister Mary
Louisa Noel, the mother superior, said that
THERE ARE THIRTY TWO PRoFESSED NUNS
twonovices and one postulant (all colored
ladies) at present aseoclated in the work
of the cunvent. Before an applicant can
become a professed nun she must stay six
wonths as a postulant, then eighteen ad-
ditioual months as a novice, after which
she 1= ualified to take the vows of a nun,
L this order, as in the order of the Sisters
of Charity, these vows are annually re-
newed, aud the slster may return to the
world at the end of each year without
scandal or ceclesdastical permission, bat if,
for auy cause, & nun desires to withdraw
during the year she must secure a special
dispensation in order to coutinue in full
commuuion with the church. I asked
Sister Teresa, an intelligent and educated
lady of middle age, to tell me the daily
routine of the lives of the sisters at this
convent. “We rise every morning,” she
said, “at 4:30, summer and winter, We
are engaged in prayers in the chapel till
5:30, T:cn.;; allowed twenty rainutes t
dress, At 5:30,if itisa day when we
have no mess in our own chapel, we go
out to the church a few blocks away. We
get home about 6:45. Then we are en-
gaged {u the ordinary duties of the house
till 7:30, bave breakfast till 7:45, and then
each sister goes to her own work. School
begius at O o'clock and comtinues tiil 12
Then the sisters go to the chapel ia the
house to eay the offise of the Blessed
Virgin, which consists of reciting five
psalins,  This takes usto 12:30, Then we
have diusner.

THE EARLY SCOTTISH CHURCH,

The Scottish dynasty, in the person of
Kenneth MacAlpin, uniting the kingdoms
of the Scots and the Picts, the Columban
church bhad recovered her pre-eminence
over the churches and monasteries of Pict.
land, Its primacy, re-established and re-
organized, was transferred to Dunkeld, in
the heart of the new kingdom, and its
abbott became the first Bishop of Fortrenn
or Pictland, and theacknowledged head of
the Columban monastic bodiesand the Pic-
tish church, At his death the bishopric was
transferred to Abernethy, then the princi-
pal seat of the royal authority, The dis-
tricts between the Forth and Spey at this
time ceased to be called Pictland or Fort-
renn, and became known as Alban, and
their sole, or perhaps rather chief, Bishop
took the same designation. In 908 King
Constantine called a great assembly of his
principal men to the Moothill of Scone,
where he and the Bishop Cellach solemnly
swore to preserve the fnws and discipline
of the faith and the rights of the Church
and of the Gospels, This solemn act ap-
pears to have given a final constitution to
the Scottish Chuich. Cellach, as first
Bichop of St. Audrews, tranemitted the
primacy, transferred now for the last
time, to his successors, long ealled Episcopi
Albaniw, and the ecclesiastical jurisdiction
of the sec reas tly with the
temporal authority of the ki

eign invasion and domestic revolutisn
were about to unsettle whatever organiza-
tion it possessed, and no records have sur-

The expulsion of the Columbans from
Pictish territory was a misfortune. The
monasteries fell at onee into the hands of
rapacious laymen who assumed the title
of Abbot, and transmitted the secularized
property to their descendauts by heredi-
tary succession. The monasteries them-
selves did not remain vacant, but the
motley band of retainers who assumed tho
profession of monks were a dicgrace to it,
The description of the condition of the
former religious houses in Northumbria,
lefs us by Bade, probably applies equally
to Scotland. Sometimes the most powes-
ful chieftain of the neighborhood was ap
polnted protector or patron of the com-
munity, and then usurped the whole
authority and appropriated tho lands to
his own use, leaving a pittance to the
clergy, if these were not his own sons and
relations, Sometimes the tribe of the
founder claimed the succetsion to the
abbacy in one of their members, and a
flagrant instance of this abuse in the kin.

" THE REV. FATHER COFIFEY.

“Therefore take unto you the armor of
God, thatyon may be able to resist in the
evil day, and to stand in all things per-
fect,” (St. Paul, Eph. vi, 13.)

The Apostle St. Paul, in his anxiety and
salicitude for the Ephesians, whom he had
converted to the faith, addressed them an
epistle replete with earnest exhortation and
inspiriting counsel, He told them of the
great blessings they had received through
Christ Jesus. He recalled the time when
ihey were dead in offerces and sin, and
reminded them that “Goed, who is rich in
mercy, hath quickened them in Christ,
hath rrised them up and made them sit
in Li, ' places through Christ Jesus,” And
he pi. ed for them to the Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, that “being rooted and
founded in charity they might be able to
know the charity of Christ which su_rg)asm-
eth all knowledge, and that they might be
filled unio all the fullness of God.”

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THE BRUTALITY OF LANDLORD-
ISM.

Irish landlordism, though in a state of
dissolution and nearing death, has lost
none of its old-time rapacity aud brutal-
ity. There are yet among the Irish land-
lords men who not ouly wish, but hope
that not one Catholic Irishman were left
in Ireland. By emigration or extermin-
ation, or by hoth means, they wonld drive
their Catholic fellow-countryman from his
home, his kindred and motherland, We
look back with dismay and horror to the
days of Uromwell. But Cromwell at his
worst was no worse than many Irish
landlords. He had the power which they
had not always, of carrying out his pur-
pose, but he was never animated by deeper
and deadlier batred of Iiish Catholics than
certain of the cruel, petty tyrants known
as [rishlandlords, In 1860-1 took place the
heari-rending eviction, or rather exter-
mination, of Gleaveigh, in Done-
gel, immortalized by the lamented
A. M. Sullivan, in his “New Ireland.”
The exterminating hero of Glenveigh has
his rivals for fame in the later history of
the country. An Irish correspondent
writes to America :

“The Lrish papers must have given you
another name fatally gimilar to Glenveigh
—it is that of Denbeigh in Kerry, where
a scion of the nobility is trying his hand
at extermination by turning out, at one
gweep, upward of 300 persons on the bleak,
barren hillsides, where their own industry
had forced the stony earth to yic“ them
a scauty and precarious subsistence.

ing men, Since the opening of the ses-
sion the Irish party has made itself felt
in Parliament, Mr. Harrington’s amend-
ment to the addrees in regard ot enquiry
into the Maamstrasna case was, it is
is true, rejected by a majority of 219 to
47, but the debate was killing to the gov-
ernment, Mr. Gladstone was never so
weak as in his defence of Spencer ; Mr,
Parnell never so powerful as in his in-
dictment of that guilty official.  Mr, T,
P. O’Connor, who closed the debate, de-
livered one of the most powerful
speeches heard in this Parliament,

The second division of the session
took place on Lord Randolph Churchill’s
amendment censuring Mr. Chamberlain
for inciting to riot and disorder, The
amendment was defeated by the
narrow majority of 26, the vote
being 214 to 178, Had the Parnellites
voted with the government the
majority would have been about
90. They, however, voted with the min-
ority, to bring the government to a sense
of its own weakness. If the divisionson
the Franchise Bill betray similar weak-
ness, the Lords will soon effectually dis-
pose of the measure, The skill of Mr,
Parnell as a leader has carried dread
into the enmemy’s ranks, What is now
required is the closest unity both in the
legislature and in the country. With
unity and determination the Irish cause
is safe. For the present happy outlook
the Irish party is to be congratulated,

ary station at the place now ecalled
Sandwich, but then known as Pointe de
Montreal, The parish of the Assumption,
Sandwich, has formed part successively
of the dioceses of Quebee, Kingston and
Toronto, and is the mother parish of the
county of Essex, In 1782 a church was
erected at Pointe de Montreal by the ey,
M. Hnbert, then pastor of the
place, but afterwards Bishop of Quebec.
The new chiurch wus tha object of a
special and signal mark of favor from
Pope Pins VI. This waos a plenary in-
dulgence to be granted cé a year,
once on the Friday safter the octave of
Corpus Christi, and again on the feast of
the Assumption, the patronal festival of
the parvish, The original copy of the
Papal indult confer this privilege,
bearing date February, 5th, 1759, is pre-
served in the hives ol the parish.

The population of the parish ot the
Assumption was in 1790, 861, while that
of St. Anune’s, Detroit, was 1,469,

Th= year 180! was rendered memor-
able by the visit to Detroit of Mgr.

in the church of Assumption no fewer
than 500 per~ons. The largeness of this
number is not surprising when we con-
sider that this was the first episcopal
visitation since that of Mgr, de Pontbri-
ant in 1755,

At the beginning of this century West-
ern Canada was very thinly peopled,
The parish of the Assumption ot Detroit
was the only one in a territory now form-
ing several dioceses, The scttlers were
scattered all along the river Detroit, lake
St. Clair and a few on the river now
known as the Thames, In 1803 two new
stations were established, one at St,
Pierre on the Thames and the other at
Malden or Ambherstburg, The mother
church—the Assumption of Sandwich,
was the place of residence of the pastor,
who {or many years bad to serve
either by himself or through his

} H ‘ierre was, Liow-
ever, vizited but twice in the year, The
first vicar of Rev, Cure Marchand was M,
Gatien of Quobee, Ile came to Sandwich
in 1801 and remained five years, M.
Joseph Crevier arrived in 1316, some few
months after the visit of Mgr, Plessis,
M, Marchand died on the 16th of April,
1825. His memory is justly held in ven-
eration to the present day. Iis remains
repose with those of Father Potier and
M. Dufaux under the nave of the church
not far from the communion table, Ie
was succeeded by his vicar, M. Crevier.
Through the solicitude of the latter a
community of nuns came to Sandwich
to take charge of the girls’ school, and
for a time there was question of building
a convent, but the project fell to the
ground and the religious left the parish.

Rev, Angus MacDonell, pastor of St.
Raphael’s, Glengarry, succeeded M.,
Crevier in 1831, He held the position
of pastor of Sandwich for twelve years.
He was, however, absent for three years
during which time he was replaced, first
by M. Yvelin and afterwards by M.
Morin, Fathers Hay and Schneider also
served at Sandwich as curates during
the pastorate of Father Angus Mac-
Donell.

The old church was now threatened
with ruin, and the parish stood in the
face of a preesing necessity to build a
new one, Father MacDonell commenced
the erection of a beautiful and spacious
edifice, the walls of which were hardly
completed when Le left the mission to
be succeeded by the Jesuits, One of the

administration was to restore to the
society of Jesus the field of labor won to
Holy Church a century betore by the
apostolic ardor of Fathers De la Rich.
ardie and Potier. The coming of the
Jesuits changed the face of things at
Sandwich, They had at their head a
man who, besides a rare administrative
talent, was possessed of ardent zeal, a
rare gift of speech, and blessed with the
heart of an apostle, This was Father
Pierre Point, The Jesuits came to
Sandwich in August, 1843. God alone
knows all the good they accomplished
during the sixteen years of their Aposto.
late. Father Point had for assistants at
various timee—Fathers Nicholas Point,
Choue, Duranquet, Chazelle, Jaflre,
Menet, Ferard, Grunot, Mainguy, and
Conilleau, The new church was now
rapidly pushed to completion and dedi-
cated in 1846, Ten years later the dio-
cese of Toronto was divided, Out of its
western portion was formed the diocese
of London, whose first bishop, Mgr, Pin-
sonneault, obtained from Rome the
removal of the Episcopal See from
London to Sandwich and went to reside
at the latter place towards the close of
the summer of 1859,

The formation of the diocese of Lon-
don gave a new impetus to religion
throughout the western peninsula, At
the time of its establishment there were
but two parishes in the entire county of
Lssex, But soon after new muissions
were formed out of the old parish of the
Assumplion,

Since the accession of the Right Rev,
Dr. Walsh to the 8ee of London, more
especially, has religion made rapid and
marvellous progress in Essex as else-
where,

There are now in the county of Essex
thirteen flourishing parishes, and the
Catholic population has increased from
10,420 in 1861 to 19,101 in 1881, the
total population in the former year being
25,211, and in the latter 46,962, The
parish of Walkerville, the latest erected
in Essex by His Lowdship, is composed
of parts of Sandwich, Windsor and St.
Anne's, On Sunday last they had the
gratification of seeing their heautiful
new church dedicated by His Iordship
the Biskop,

T'his chureb, the corner—stone of which
waslaid on the 18th of May last, is one
of the finest in the diocese of London,
Ior some time befor. undertaking the
building of this beauntiful structure the
Bishop saw the necessity of providing his
people in that portion of his diocese
with additional church accommodation.
He visited the locality several times to
aeoertain the best site for the building,
and after due deliberation decided on
Walkerville, He entrusted the project
to the care of the Very Rev. Dean Wagz
ner, of Windsor, who, last spring, mads
the purchuse of a beautiful site on the
banks of the River Detroit,

On the 18th of May last the founda
tions were so far laid as to permit the
blessing of the corner-stone by the
Bishop, 2 ceremony which attracted a
conoourse from all the adjoining
country, The work of construction was
pushed on with vigor by Dean Wagner,
and on Sunday everything was in readi.
ness for the dedication.

The Bishop, vested in full pon-
tificals, was assisted by the Rev, Fathers
Coffey, of London, McBrady, At oulin,
and Mungovan, of Sandwich, the Very
Rev. Dean Wagner acting as mas-
ter of ceremonies, DBefore commene.

The name relected by Ilis Lordship
for the new church recalls historical re.
collections of the most touching inter st,
especially from the Catholic stand point,
In that precious little volume “Legends
of Detroit” we read the story of the
baptism of Lake St, Clair :

During the long winter months of
1678-9 there might have been witnessed
on the banks of the Niagara River, some
five miles above the Falls aud near the
mouth of what is now known as Cayuga
Creek, an undertaking new and unheard
of in that locality, and well calculated to
excite the wonder snd amazement of
the savage denizens of the surrounding
forests, ¢

It was the building of a ship by the
daring band of French explorers under
the Sieur de La Salle—the first sailing
vessel that ever navigated Lake Erie and
the upper lakes, and the pioneer of the
vast commerce that now plows these
waters,

Through the dreary winter the little
band of workmen toiled assiduously,
though their food at times was only
parched corn, and they had to depend to
a great extent on the uncertain supplies
of fish and game furnished by the In.
dians, while spikes, chains, anchors and
even cannon had to be carried up the
rocky steeps from the level of Lake
Ontario, The undaunted energy and
iron courage of their commander, La
Salle, aided by the pious exhortations of
the Recollet Chaplain, Louis He: nepin
bidding them to labor for the glory of
God and the honor of France, made then
indifterent to the taunts and jeers of the
jealous Indians,
were inflamed and their enthusiasm
aroused by glorious pictures of the new
discoveries 1o be made in the fur West :
of the great honors and fortunes all were
to acquire; of the new traflic that was to
be opened in the hidesof the wild cattla
that roamed in countless numbers over
the plaing; ot the inexhaustible supply
of furs they could draw from the ric b

mines of Mexico, and of the outlet for |

all this wealth which was to be found at
the mouth of the great Mississippi that
La Salle was to open to the ships of
France,

The shadows of the summer of 1670
had deepened before the little brigantine
of forty-five tons approached completion,
The commander had decided to name
Ler the “Griffin,” in allusion to the arms
of the Comte de Frontenae, whose sup-
porters wore “Griflins,” An expert
wood-carver from Rouen had carved for
the ship’s bows a wonderful image of the
fabled monster, half lion and half eagle,
with ears erect, emhlematic of strength,
swiftness and watchfuluess, But among
the more pious of the band the name was
deemed an evil one, and their supersti-
tious natures conjured up asters to
come, “For,” they said, “a vessel con-
structed for such an enterprise ought to
be named after the Blessed Lady, or at
least after one of the saints. La Salle
laughed at sueh notion wnd tried to im-
press on the minds of the Frenchmen
and Indians that the Griffin was a power-
ful Manitou, who would protect them
from all harm, and guide them safely to
their destination,

As Metiomek gave utterance to this
prophecy in deep and impressive tones,
amidst the most solemn silence, Fathers
Hennepin and Zenoble looked serious,
and the sailors ominously whispered to
each other their apprehensions, but La
Salle, with his usual exuberance of
spirits, carelessly laughed away the re-
bellious mutterings which fluttered like
a light cloud over the assembly,

On August 7, 1679, the great square
sails of the brigantine were set, and La
Salle, mounting the lofty stern, gave
orders to take a course of west by south,
and sailed away on the unknown waters,

Despite the prophecy, the voyage was
most prosperous, and favorable winds
carried them twenty leagues the first
night. On the 8th they made forty-five
leagues and passed a point which they
named St, Francis (now Long Point), On
the 9th they passed Point au Pelee; and
on the 10th, the feast ot St, Law-
rence, they saw the Trois Sceurs (Three
Sisters’ Islands,) standing like the three
Parcwc, guarding the terrestrial paradise
of le Detroit.

As they sailed by Girosse Isle and the
adjacent island, their spirits were won-
derfully exhilarated.

“We found,” says Father Hennepin in
his journal, “the country on both sides of
this beautiful strait, adorned with fine
open plains, Any number of stags, deer,
bear (by no means fierce, and very good
to eat) poules d’indes in abundance,
and all kinds of game. The vessel's

wild animals our French and Indian |
hunters shot and dregsed, The islands
on both shores of the straits are covered
with primeval forests, fruit trees, like
walnuts, chestnuts, plums and apple
trees, wild vines loaded with grapes, of
which latter some were gathered, and a
quantity of wine was made, The vast
herds of deer surprised us all, and it
appears to be the place of ull others
where the deer love to congregate,”
And so the pioneer ship eailed up “le
Detroit,” or the strait now called the
Detroit River and passed the site of the
present great city, They noticed on
shore the spot where ten years before
Dollier and Gallinee (who had visited
these regions in a birch bark canoe) had
broken in pieces the painted stone idol,
worshiped as a Manitou by the Indians,
They saw on the border of the forests the
Indian village of “l'euscha Grondie,”
and, to impress the fleeing savages, gave
them a grand salute from the guns—but
the boat glided too rapidly for them to
hear the 1mprecations hurled after them
by the Indians, and the winds kindly
wafted them away from the European
ears, “May the Manitou whom we wor-
ship,” they shouted, “and Wis Kin, who
guards the gates of the lakes, devour
the evil vale face who comes among us
with his white winged bird vomiting
forth fire, smoke and thunder: and may

the Manitou whom the black £gowns cast

in the lake many moons ago so trouble

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To convey dena of the material
wealth and varied productions of the
County of Essex we will cite from the
Ontario agricultural report (1881) which
last week supplied us with such valuable
information concerning the County of
Kent :

In this county gettlement was com-
menced as carly as 1700, principally by
French Canadians, which nationality is
still strongly represented in certain
localities, particularly in East and West
Sandwich, Six townships are reported as
still under process of settlement—the
remainder are settled,

The general character of the soil is
good. It consists, for the most part, of
black loam, with clay subsoil—in one or
two townships sandy loam predominates,
with clay, sand and, in some cases,
gravelly subsoil. The depth of soil
varies from four inches to three feet, but
generally it is from twelve to eighteen
inches. There is a good deal of marshy
land in the Township of Anderdon and
Malden, which is set down as unfit for
cultivation, but which may be rendered
cultivable by a proper system of drain-
age. There is no stony or hilly land in
the county—all is rolling, with the ex.
ception of the bottom lands, which are
reported Lo be in the proportion of 26
per cent. The cultivation of the soil is
undergoing steady improvement.  About
84 per cent, of the cultivable land is re-

evening

ported first for agricultural pur.
poses; about 12 per cent. second-class,and
the remainder third-class,

Except in the Townships of North
Colchester and Fast Sandwich, the
county is well watered by springs, rivers
and creeks. Water can be obtained by
digging at a depth of from four to one
hundred feet. In some townships wells
are dug to hold the surface water, In
Rochester Township artesian wells are
bored through blue clay to a depth of
one hundred feet, ;

The price of farms varies according to
the quality of the land, the improve-
ments made thereon, and the character
of the farm houses and outbuildings.
I'irst-class farms fetch from $30 to $65
per acre ; partially itnproved farms, from
$20 to $30 per acre ; bush lands, $16 to
$30 per acre, according to the quality of
the timber thereon. ;

About 44 per cent, of the cultivable
land is clear of stumps, There are no
pine stumps anywhere in ssex.

The fences appear to be exceptionally
good, particularly the road fences,
Black ash and oak are commonly used.
Board fences are being introduced on the
highways,

About 41 per cent. of the farm houses
are of brick, stone, or first-class frame—
the remainder are of log or inferior frame,
About 39 per cent, of the outbuildings
are reported first class ; the remainder
are inferior.

Very little uuder draining has been

done except in the Township of Goslield,
No report has been received as to the
proportion in which tiles are used, In
Gostield 1,000 acres have been under—
drained, Dut the Ontario Drainage Act,
for the reclamation of wet lands, has
done wonders for Essex, Under this
Act thousands of acres have been bronght
nto cultivation, and are to day yielding
a profitable return from land that was,
till recently, all but worthless,

Nearly all the farmers use improved
labour-saving machines, The exceptions
may be found on farms not sulliciently
cleared of stumps to render the employ-
ment of machines desirable,

The soil in Essex seems to have retained
a good dealof its primitive richness, and
little necessity has yet been experienced
for the introduction of artiticial manures,
In some instances, however, plaster and
salt have been used, mostly for corn and
clover,

The whole of the uncleared lands in
Essex are reported suitable for eultiva-
tion when cleared. In West Sandwich
some of the uncleared land would have
to be drained befire being brought un-
der tillage,

The chief products of 1ssex ara corn,
wheat, oats, fruit (apples, peaches, pears
and ‘,,'I‘:l)bl’h), tobacco, suzar cane, sor.
ghum, beef, pork, cheese and butter,
The soil is equally adapted to stock
raising, grain growing, or dairying,

Nearly two-thirds of the county is
still under bush, but there are indications
of rapid depletion, Noless than twenty-
five mills are at work cutting whitewood
(tulip), oak, ash, elm, hickory, bass, syca.
more, and other woods, for exportation
as lumber to the United States, where it
is used for various manufacturing pur

poses. This industry, it is said, brings
into '“ 3 A'I\HII:_\' ‘ \'(‘]}' year over ll'A“ a
million of dollars, and gives employ-

arge numbers of workmen dur-
inter—in fact, to the extent of
none memployed.  Charcoal
is also a newly developed in-
dustry, which must help to diminish the
area of uncleared land, There are thirty
charcoal kilns in the county, consuming
600 cords of wood weekly, The char-
coal is shipped to the United States and
used for iron smelting,

1e female descendants of the early
French settlers in this county are experts
in the braiding of straw hats and in the
knitting of woollen socks, These two
industries are estimated to produce
about §95,000 annually—the city of De-
troit having, it is stated, paid the I'rench
Canadian women of Essex £30,000 last
year for gtraw braid alone, The braid is
also exported to the Bast and even to
South America and xico, where it is
made up into fushionable shapes and
commands a ready —A manufactory
has been in operation at Walkerville,
for the last two years, for the produc-
tion of Glucose (grape sugar). Glucose is
used in the hrewing of 1 beer and in
the manufacture of confectionery. Com-
bined with syrup of sorghum, it will pro
bably be extensively uzed in the produe-
tion of molasses, a common grade of

bution to the police tax which has been
imposed upon the district. He naturally
enough refused to pay it, but the Magis-
trates who presided at the Killarney petty
sessions on October 7th, told him he would
have to do so, and they gave a decree
against him. It would bave been better
for Mr., Morphy if he bad left his
tenant unmolested in the holding. The
loss of his rent and of £27 into the bar-
gain is not a pleasant thing to contem-
plate,

It is o long since we have heard any
good thing of Irish landlordism that we
are glad to note one incident to its advan-
tage. One day recently the Enri of Ken-
mare was out hunting, and he and his
party suddenly came upon a group of
wretched human beings huddling together
on the roadside, outside a house which had
its doors and windows fastened up, The
picture needed but little explanation. It
was an evicted family, clinging to the spot
which had been their home, but from
which they had, thanks to the merciful
dispensation of Mr, Samuel M. Hussey,
been thrust out, Lord Kenmare did not
like the vight, Tle had not heard of the
eviction, and he at once showed that he
did not approve of it ; for he sent for a
hatchet, smashed in the door of the house,
and bade the tenant and his family re-
enter, This dramatic iucident, though
affording aredeeming feature in the black
chapter of landlordizm, is by 10 eans a
paliation or apology for the system, It
seems, in fact, more like a frenk than any-
thing else. When it is possible for the
agent to perpetrate, without the princi-
pal’s knowledge, such deeds as make even
the heart of the principal revolt, what
excuse can be offered for its maintenance ?
Much indignation hes been excited in
the locality where stands the venerable
and cherished relic of a memorable epoch
in Irish history—Sarsfield’s Rock—by a
report that some road contraetors are try-
ing to get an order from the magistrates
of New Pallas to quarry it away. It
would be looked upon as a very bigoted
proceeding if the law or the land permits
the county surveyor or any of his road
contractors to desecrate the sacred spot,
and it is asked how they do so in the face
of the resolution passed, in the vicinity of
the rock itself, on the 6th July last, in
the presence of the Archbishop of Cashel,
the Mayor of Limerick, and, at least, ten
thousand people, and which was as fol-
lows :—“That in our opinion Sarsfield’s
Rock should be reverenced as one of the
grand national monuments of our coun-
try; and we call upon the county Limer-
ick Grand Jury and the county surveyor
to prevent road contractors from desecrat-
ing it. That we think the present wooden
cross which surmounts the rock should be
replaced by a stone Celtic cross—a fitting
memorial to Sarsfield—on the spot where
he struck his best blow for Ireland.” At
the New Pallas petty sessions on Oct. 10,
on the recommendation of the county sur-
veyor, Mr. T, Fosberry, the magistrates
dismissed the application of contractors
fo; a legal fiat to quarry away the sacred
relic.

Limerick.

A blood-tax sale took place, on Oct, 7,
at New DPallas, at which it was shown
that the spirit of New Pallas is just as
high now asit was in the days whena
regular campaign had to be undertaken
in the district to collect the rack-rents,
and the famous fortress of “Tim Quinlan”
was regularly beleagured by the British
army. Another interesting fact to note
is that the redoubtable “Tim” himself is
still to the fore, fighting the blood-tax
gatherers as valiantly as he fought the
rack-renter in other years. One of
“Tim’s” cows was, in fact, seized and sold
to satisfy the harpy Crimes’ Act. The
proceedings at New Pailas were hrought
to a fitting conclusion by Mr. G. F. Ryan,
of the local League, who gave the reasons
of the people for resisting the tax, ina
clear, cogent and spirited way. 'l'hen the
inbought arrivals, gaily decked out, were
paraded through the village, and the
people went away, if not rejoicing at a
victory, at least glad that they had done
their duty, and taught tyranuy one more
memorable lesson.

Lord Lismore offered an aneroid barom-
eter to the Clonmel Corporation, and they
formally accepted it. Then the Corpora-
tion offered his lordship six names, whose
bearers he was asked to recommend as
magistrates, His lordship would not touch
any of them with a long pole—would not
recommend one of them to be elevated to
the dignity of the bench, which is graced
by so many ornaments of educated society.

Correspondence of the London Tablet.
THE RELIGIOUS DIFFICULTIES 3N
QUEBEC.

Ottawa, Canada, September 22nd, 1884,

More than a year has elapsed since, in
sending to the Tablet the definitive decis-
ion of the Holy See in reference to the
Laval University, and the religious differ-
ences which had grouped themselves
around that institution of learning, I ex-
claimed, Roma locutw est : causa finita est.
But alas! I was in error. Rome had
spoken, but its express directions did not
prevent certain rebellions spirits—men, be
1t noted, who claim to be the Catholics of
the province par excellonce—from continu-
ing the discussion, and persisting in
assaulting an institution which the Holy
See declared they were bound to support.
Here are the words of the Decree :

“Ilis Holiness has rigorously ordered, in
virtue of holy obedience, all the faithful,
as well as ecclesiastics of whatever degree
aud dignity, in Canada, not to dare in
future, by themselves or by others, by
acts or in writings, above all if they are
made public, to plot in any way against
the said university and its branch (succur-
sale), or to attack it in any manner what-
ever ; but rather that all, abstaining from
placing the least hindrance in the way of
the execution of the said decree, [of the
lst of February, 1876]should apply them-
selves, according to theirability, to favour

Smeul-
ders was sent to Canada as Apostolic Com-
missary with plenary powersin relation to
all matters affecting the Laval University
and the School of Medicine, as well as in
regard to all other existing ailferences, the
mensures taken by the Bishop against the
echool being meanwhile suspended, It
mwight have been expected that while the
ause was thus orce more sub judice, the
olic pres would have preserved are:-
peetful ce in sference to the points
in dispute. The two papers, however,
swented the reealcitrant section
L’ Etendard and La Verite—4id not cease
to pour out their cherges of freemasonry
apd libexalisin einst those who had
obeyed the decree of the [Holy See, al-
though the Bishops of the provinee in their
mandements Geclared the ¢l 35 to be
unfounded and calumnious.

Fall Manuring Corn Land.—We agree
with the opinion that whenever practic-
able, it is better to marure sod or other
laud that is to be put into corn next year,
in the fall, than to wait until spring. By
spreading the manure over the surface at
any time befcre winter, no strength will
be lost by decomposition, for the cold will
prevent this, On the other hand the mois-
ture of winter aud spring will dissolve
the soluble elements of the manure and
carry them into the soil. These elements
will mostly be retained by ihe first six
inches of top soil, and thus will be exactly
in place to F)L'u\_‘“t the new crop of corn at
its very start, It is as regards this poiut
of early advailabiiiy that the advantage of
fall over spring manuring is largely appar-
ent.

home to certain Dublin Castle officials,
and sneered at the Government’s anxiety
to retain in his exalted position that
“dear, good man, Earl Spencer, who had
winked at or condoned these outrages
by his subordinates.” There were sev-
eral interruptions of a personal sort
which made Mr. Parnell white with
anger. At such times he was compel'el
to pause on account of the cheers from
the Liberal benches, but when he made
a telling reply to the interrupter, coun-
ter cheers arose from the liome Rulers,
It is admitted that Mr, Parnell’s speech
was the finest he has ever made since
the Kilmainham 'I'reaty episode, Its
mmmediate effect, however, is not advan.
tageous to the Irish cause, ILhas simply
confirmed the Government in its deter-
mination to refuse an mquiry into the
Maamtrasna case,

In consequence of Mr, Gladstone’s re-
marks in the House refusing to sanction
a motion for investigation into the
Maamtrasna trial, the Irish party have
determined to raise the home rule ques-
tion before the close of the debate on
the address,

The Irish Times says the Parnellites
have resolved to vote against the Govern-
ment on the Franchise Bill.

Something of a sensation was caused
in the vicinity of St. James’ Palace
recently by a young scion of nobility,
Lord Ronald Sutherland Gower, attack-
ing one of the sentinels of the palace
with his cane, A policeman who inter-
tered was also struck by his lordship. An
inspector of police arriving on the scene,
took Lord Gower’s part, and reprimanded
the policeman, Itis understood that a
warrant has been issued for the arrest of
the young lord, but it has not yet been
served. In an interview Lord Gower
claims that he was wantonly insulted by
both sentry and policeman. Lord Gower
18 a son of the Duke of Sutherland.

The first of a series of meetings in be-
half of the Tichborne claimant has been
held in London, The claimant delivered
an address in which he declared his per-
secution by the Government was ascrib-
able to the fact that Mr. Gladstone's
daughter had married into the Tich-
borne family, and he had determined to
devote his life to obtaining justice for
himself and children, A resolution was
passed demanding that the claimant be
restored to his rightful position,

The British Government is preparing
to send a force to expel the Boers from
Mont sioas territory.

Radical members of Parliament are
combining to oppose the Government
compromise with the Lords or the Gov-
ernment solving the difliculty by creat-
ing Liberal Peers. The aim of the Radi-
cals is to widen the present breach and
maintain the agitation for the abolition
of the House ot Lords.

SCOTLAND.

A serious panic occurred in Glasgow
on November 1st, at the Star Theatre,
caused by a eryoffire, During the rush
of the audience to escape from the
building sixteen people were killed and
twelve seriously injured, The perform-
ance proceeded without interruption
until shortly after 9 o’clock, when some
person shouted “fire,” The whole audi-
ence instantly rose to their feet and
made a rush to the several exits, The
great mass of people in the pit, in rush-

"l"'go therefrom met the emhln’ orowd,
fearful and fatal block followed,
The wild shrieks of agony and despairing
cries for help could not then be an-
swered, The mass of panic-stricken
and struggling humanity were appealed
to by officers of the theatre and by the
police to hold back, but the appeals were
unheeded, The crazed crowd frantic-
ally pressed towards the outlets, tramp-
ling down and over the weaker ones,
until the street was reached. When the
theatre was finally cleared, sixteen
corpees were found on the stairs leading
from the gallery, and twelve }neruom
were s0 badly injured they only gave
evidence that life was not extinct by
their piteous moanings, Upon the first
alarm being rung the whole fire brigade
quickly went to the rescue, and with the
police did their utmost to allay the
{;nmc and rescue the dead and dying,

ut they were too late to be of much
effective service, The police and citi-
zens finally succeeded in forcing their
way into the building and then aided all
they could to escape to the street, but
the mass was 80 wedged they were sadly
interfered with in their humane labors,

EGYPT,

A Cairo dispatch says:—The rumors
from native sources to the eflect that
Khartoum has at last yielded to rebels
is causing great anxiety here and at Wady
Halfa. The rumor says that the rebels
recently received large reinforcements
from the Madhi, and made a determined
onslaught on Khartoum. Gen, Gordon
made a desperate resistance, but the
town was soon at tue mercy ot the enemy,
who gwarmed in from the country in
great numbers, Another report has it
that Gordon was surprised through
treachery and compelled to surrender
after a desperate attempt to drive back
the rebels.

A Cairo despatch says General Wolse-
ley has reached Sarras, The plan of
Wolseley’s expedition to Khartoum fur-
nished him a total force of 8,500 English
He will take 5,000 of these to

at Wady Halfa. The Mudir of Dongola
has promised to furnish a contingent of
3,000 men, composed of members of
mercenary tribes, armed with Remington
rifles, If an advance in force is deemed
necessary beyond Dongola the reserve
will be pushed on from Wady Halfa, sev-
eral gheikhs escorting Wolseley from
Wady Halfa to Ambigol, The Canadian
boatmen speak lightly of the obstruc-
tions and difliculties of the Nile catar-
acts,

Cairo, November 1.—A special dis-
patch to the Khedive from Dongola con-
veys the graphic recital of Chinese Gor-
don’s capture as told by an Arch Shiek
who left Shendy on October 7.

As long as seven weeks ago, runs the
story, Khartoum was surrounded by a
host of rebels from the Nile country, On
account of the scarcity of provisions ser-
ious disaffection arose among the garri-
#on, This feeling, though largely among
the men, was shared by the officers, who,
in a body, informed Gen, Gordon that
they believed the time had come to give
in, Gen. Gordon’s answer angered the
oflicers. They accused him of deceit, by
putting them in peril of their lives to
add to his personal glory in casc he with-
stood the repeated assauiis of the rebels
until the relief should come. Gordon
tried to calm them by saying that the
relief expedition had reached Dongola,
They demanded that he order an advance
to meet it. Gordon finally agreed to
meet it, Gordon finally agreed to this
and ordered Col. Stewart to prepare the
boats, Before this brave officer had
completed his arrangements some 8,000
of the garrison went over to the rebels
and Gordon found himself with about
2,000 whom he could trust, It was now
clear to GGordon that nothing was left but
retreat, and with the remmnant of his
force he dropped down the Nile towards
Shendy, The banks immediately swarm-
ed with rebels, who after a tew miles had
been passed threw continuous showers
of spears and arrows at the retreating
forces, Many were wounded and some
quite seriously. Thousands of natives
poured down from the mountain where
they had long been in waiting for the
final struggle, They harassed the troops
by pouring volleys into them from
rifles that they secured by treachery.
Their aim was good and many on the
boats were badiy wounded, When
Shendy was reached, it was in possession
of the rebels, Here they were met by
an eflective artillery fire, in trying to
evade which many of the boats were
grounded on the opposite bank of the
Nile, and their occupants taken prison-
ers, Many of the boats were then dis-
abled and those that succeeded in run-
ning the blockade gathered a short dis.
tance below Shendy for a consultation.
All this time they were followed by a
galling fire from the rebels on either
bank. Gordon ordered a return to Khar-
toum, rather than expose the remainder
of his command to certain death. At
this time Col, Stewart’s boat was far in
advance of the flotilla, and the eignal to
return was unseen by him, as he pro-
ceeded onward, He is known to have
passed Berber, but beyond that nothing
1s known of his fate, All the other boats
obeyed (iordon’s command and started
on the return, still followed by hordes of
rebels, maddened with the certainty of
victory over the great Gordon, The
command behaved nobly, but in the up-
ward passage were beset by myriads of
the enemy, and in attempting to pass
B8hendy the fire was so hot that Gordon
was compelled to surrender. Gordon
was immediately placed under a strong
guard and conveyed to the Mahdi’s head-
quarters. The other officers and men of
his command are still prisoners at
Shendy.

GERMANY.

Elections for members of the German
Reichstag have begun, In one district
in Berlin a Socialist Democrat obtained
1,000 majority over the combined vote
of the Liberals and Conservatives, This
is the first time a Socialist Democrat has
been elected in Berlin. One Liberal has
been re-elected, The results in other
districts are unknown,

There are great rejoicings in certain
circles in Paris because the cities of Metz,
Strasburg and Mulhouse, in Alsace Lor-
raine have returned to the Reichstag
several French candidates, It is con-
sidered certain that other districts will
return patriots.

y FRANCE.

The ique Francaise says the com-
ing elections for the French Senate and
Chamber will be a fierce struggle, the
enemies of the present regime having the
advantage on their side owing to the
agricultural discontent, the misfortune
of the Chinese wur and the deficit in the
budget, It says the country can be
trusted to again reject the Royalists,
who, if again badly beaten, must forever
disappear as a political party,

CANADIAN,

Letters have been received from the
detachment of Toronto Police who went
to Michipicoten, They had no difficulty
in landing, but shortly afterwards were
fired upon, They charged the crowd
and arrested some of the ringleaders,
Shots were fired into their boarding
house from a hill, wounding their cook.
They pursued the miscreants, who all
escaped, but afterwards one of them was
arrested, The seven prisoners were
brought before the Magistrate and re-
manded, The Torontonians think they
will have no trouble in quelling the riot,
and expect to remain in Michipicoten
only about a fortnight,

John McCormick, who was serving a
term in the jail for stealing, in Winnipeg,
recently escaped from the jail yard. He
was recaptured, and was given twelve
severe lashes by order of Attorney Gen-

IIe wasin hiding,
however, and the mob went to the Par-
liament Building, where they called Mr.

Miller. 1ie promised to answer within
two days, and said the answer would be
satisfactory to them, 1t is supposed
that he will let Miller go. 'The city and
Provincial police and a detachment of
the 90th Rifles were on hand, but the
crowd was orderly and needed no re-
pression, No such indignation has ever
before been seen in Winnipeg,

Port Colborne, Ont,, Nov, 1—The un-
fortunate vessel which was discovered
sunken about eight miles off Gull Island
the fore part of the week, and which was
supposed to be the schooner Van Val-
kenburg, has now been identified as the
schooner New Dominion, was en routc
from Cleveland to St. Catharines with
coal. The Dominion hailed {from Toronto,
registering 152 tons, and had a capacity
of between 300 and 400 tons, She was
owned and sailed by Capt. James Grif-
fith, and Capt.J.J. Daley. Griftith acted
as captain and Daley as mate. Both
undoubtedly went down with the vessel.
Capt. Gritlith’s wife’s sister acted as
stewardess, and it is now supposed to be
her body which came ashore at Pt, Mait-
land, Daniel Murray, a sailor before the
mast, who lived in St. Catharines, was
also one of the victims.
