A DISTASTEFUL DIPLOMATIST.

The Leader, a London paper, puts in a 
strong light the folly ol the present Coer- 
cionist Government in sending Mr. Cham­
berlain to America to negotiate the 
Fisheries Treaty. It Is not, perhaps, cor­
rect to eay that any treaty agreed to by 
Mr. Chamberlain would have been, for no 
other reason, rejected by the Senate of the 
United States, but it was no lets a proof 
of the insanity and utter Incompetency of 
the Government to appoint to the delicate 
task of negotiating a treaty a man who 
waa known to be so distasteful to the 
American people as Mr. Chamberlain, 
The sympathy of the Americans towards 
Ireland is real, and it was therefore foolish 
in the extreme to appoint as chief nego­
tiator for England a man against whom 
popular feeling was so strong on account 
of his bitter enmity to Irelai d. It was to 
be expected that such a man could not 
attain a satisfactory result. The Leader 
puts the matter in the following way :

‘'Lord Salisbury knew, no one better, 
that the appointment of Mr. Chamberlain 
as our Commissioner would be regarded 
as a premeditated insult by the Irish 
Americans and by the great body of all 
other Americans, who in the malu are in 
sympathy with the suffering Irish in Ire­
land. Lord Ssliebury Is nota tjro in such 
matters. He cannot be acquitted of delib 
eration in the course he took, and it ie 
fair to assume that he ki:ew that whatever 
Mr. Chamberlain favored would be likely 
to be resented and rejected by the United 
States Senate. That is enough to condemn 
him for being ready to plunge us luto 
war with the United States rather than 
forego the opportunity the dlspu e gave 
him of flouting the Ameiicaa Republic, 
which he hates as a Republic, and Its 
Irish citizens. To carry out tho policy 
which it may be fairly assumed was 
agreed upon, Mr. Ciamoerlatn. after bis 
appointment and before hta departure, 
indulged, to the amazement cf every one, 
for its breach of diplomatic etiquette, and 
its utter want of common sense, in 
speeches the most irritating to the Amer­
icans on the subj act of bit mission.”

THE FORGERIES COMMISSION.
The rumor has been pgaln circulated 

that Sister Mary Frances Clare, known as 
the Nun of Kenmate, baa left the Catholic 
Church, and in the Montreal Herald of 
the 9th Inst, the additional circumstance 
ie given that she has in prêts the history 
of her life and of her conversion to and 
from the Catholic Church. Sister Clare 
has herself mott emphatically denied the 
truth c.f these statements in a letter which 
appeared In the papers a few weeks ago.

The Parnell enquiry has not elicted any 
new developments of importance to tbe 
real issue. On behalf of the Times a large 
number of witnesses were examined to 
prove that agrarian outrages were com­
mitted, and an attempt has been ms de to 
connect the Irish leaders with them, but 
the effort bas miserably failed. There is 
scarcely a murder which has been com 
initted In Ireland for years which has not 
been brought forward with all its disgus­
ting details, as if all this proved complicity 
on the part of Mr. Parnell, who 
was at the time most of them 
occurred confined with his principal 
assistants In Kilinalnham and other jails.

It would 
appear, after all. that the Commission are 
determined to fix the guilt of every out­
rage that has ever been committed in Ire 
land on Mr. Parnell, if they can by any 
possibility make them appear to have 
connection with them. This waa what 
was suspected from t he bt ginning would 
be their course, as the Government took 
such pains to secure a partisan Commission. 
However, even in spite of the way In 
which the constitution of the Commissiuu 
was manipulated, there is no doubt tlat 
the Irish leaders will be found to be free 
of any connection with the agrarian out­
rages which are being described ad nauseam 
by the Times witnesses.

To the 
great dissatisfaction of the latter, the 
junior*, Bishop Hay supported the votes 
of the six seniors; and the priest of 
Barra was, in consequence, elected by 
the Cardinals of Propiganda This 
bishop-elect was the eon of Mr. McDon- 
aid, the Laird of Boiadale. He waa now 
Bishop of Polenio, in partibus and, aa 
Vicar Apostolic, chief pastor of all the 
Highlands. Hie consecration was de­
layed by the stale of the weather. Storms 
in the Western Islande prevented him 
from proceeding to Seal an, where it 
arranged that the ceremony should take 
place The deep snow made it impos­
sible for Bishop Hay to travel from Aber­
deen, so that it was not till Passion Sun­
day, Match 12, that he enjoyed the great 
satisfaction ot consecrating his former 
fellow-student. The consecration, with 
out the assistance of a second Bishop, 
was sanctioned by a formal dispensation. 
The Rev. Messrs Alexander Cameron 
and Jamea MacGillivray were present.

The Bishop of the Lowland District

This hopeful scion of the illus 
trious house of Gordon, which had so 
long and which still protected the Oath 
olics of the north, had been intriguing^ 
for some time, in order to stir up the 
populace of London with a view to force 
a repeal of tne measures of toleration 
which the Legislature bad provided lor 
England and Ireland, and would have 
extended to Scotland but for the popu 
lar excitement in that country. Tne 
popular will had prevailed there, why 
should it not in England also ï J 
thought Lord George Gordon, and a

wss safe for Bishop Hay to stay constantly 
at Edinburgh. So late as 1782, on occision 
of a visit to the family of a relative at 
Glasgow, Dr. Cleland, it was necessary for 
him to get away from that city very 
privately, “in a clandestine manner,” as is 
said, in order to avoid disturbance. By 
the month of August, the older chapel 
and priest’s residence, the building in 
Blackfriars’ Wjnd, was restored and 
opened. Everything looked so well that 
a friendly Protestant, Mr. Drummond, a 
clever lawyer, proposed the purchase of a 
large bouse In which there was space fora 
room that could be used as a chapel, forty 
feet long and fourteen high, representing 
at the same time to the Bishop that he 
must not have his church any more in “By 
corners,” but in an open part of the to wn 
and near protection.

It will be remembered that when the 
Relief Bills for England and Ireland were 
passed, a prayer for the king and royal 
family was generally adopted by the C*th- 
olics of those countries. The Catholics of 
Scotland, aware that the King and his 
Government were favorable to their 
claims, desired unanimously that a like 
prayer should be In use among themselves, 
but had hlterto refrained, lest it should be 
taken as a sign that their relief bill was 
still under consideration, and the half 
smothered embers of fanaticism be roused 
into new fury. If, however, it were found 
to be pleasing to Premier Lord North and 
His Majesty, they would unhesitatingly 
adopt it without regard to the ideas of 
their enemies.

Bishop Hay, still In London, was think 
tug of dividing his labors with a coadjutor, 
when the sad news reached him of 
the death of Bishop John Macdonald. An 
epidemic fever that was raging in Kuoy- 
dart country caused his death in a five 
days’ Illness. He bad caught the infection 
when attending the death-bed of a parish­
ioner, and, worn out as he was by Inces 
eant labor, he fell an easy prey to the 
severe attack. Bishop Hay, in Writing to 
the Principal of Valladolid, speaks of the 
deceased bishop as “our worthy and moat 
valuable friend.” He wrote in similar 
terjns to the Cardinal Prefect of Pro­
paganda, Costelli : “Our poor missions 
nave loEt in him a worthy prelate, a zeal 
one pastor, a learned and wlte priest; and 
I, a prudent adviser, a faithful friend, 
aud a support to my weakness.” In the 
same letter, the tihbop presented his 
request for a coadjutor to himself. He 
could not say that he was aged as yet; 
but he was old in constitution and weak 
in health. The labors of twenty years, in 
the missions, had impaired his strength, 
and he felt utterly inadequate to sustain 
the burden of the vicariate alone. The 
good Cardins! at once consented, and left 
n to the bishop to tame the party on 
whom his choice had fallen. At the same 
time, leave was given for the election of a 
successor to the deceased bbhop of the 
Highland district, and a dispensation 
grant*d to Biahop Hay to consecrate him 
alone without the assistance ot any other 
b ebop. Bifhcp Hay lott no time in 
naming Mr. Geddes, with whose excellent 
qualities he was so well acquainted. 
The nomination was cordially accepted 
by the clergy, Mr. Robert Grant 
of Douai alone dissenting, not that be 
thought Mr. Geddes waa not qualified for 
the episcopal cilice, but that he would 
continue to be more useful in bis position 
a* Principal of tfce College of Valladolid, 
which he bad hitherto conducted with 
eminent success. Mr. Geddes himself 
made no opposition to the ap 
pointment. The will of his super, 
iors was to him the will of Heaven 
In a letter to Abate Grant he said : 
“Among the meats of rendering things 
eat-y to me, I hope one that Providence 
will make me of, will be that of presetv 
ing long In life, my good friend, Bishop 
Hay, so that 1 may have little to do but 
to execute bis orders, in the doing of 
which, with the divine aid, I do not ap 
prehend much difficulty.” It wtsarrang’d 
that Mr. Geddes should remain another 
year in Spain ; but Biehop Hay desired 
that his consecration should take place 
without delay. It was appointed, accord­
ingly, that he should be consecrated, with 
out lose of time, at Madrid. To this the 
King of Spain not on!y consented, but 
also, at the same time, settled on the 
Biehop-eUct an annual pension of £106, 
chargeable on the wealthy See of Cuenca. 
As It was the custom in Spain that there 
should be a Potrinm, or Patron, the Duke 
of Hijar accepted this t flice In his own 
name and that of his brother-in-law, the 
Count of Montijo, who was then with the 
king at the Bscutial. It fell to the pat 
rinue to defray the expenses connected 
with the consecration. Bishop Hay hesrd 
of these preparations with the greatest 
satisfaction, and with pious gratitude to 
heaven, claimed aa hla friends, the friends 
of hie friend, the Bishop elect. The 
rite of consecration was performed with 
great solemnity at Madrid, in the 
church of the nun a of the Visita­
tion, where the excellent Mr. Geddes, 
together with the Bishops-elect of Uigal 
and of Almeria, was promoted to the 
Episcopate by Francis Loreuzana, Arch- 
bishop of Toledo. On this auspicious 
day Bishop Geddes dined with his 
patrinus. The good duke, knowing that 
he was fond of children, contrived a very 
graceful way of presenting him with a 
valuable cross and ring. The duke's 
young son, when at a game of play with 
the bishop, placed the gift in his hand. 
His Grace of Hyar alto presented the 
newly consecrated bishop to Hie Majesty 
the King, and to the princes and pria 
cesses The Archbishop inquired par­
ticularly about Bishop Hay, and desired 
to have a copy of bio works sent to him 
for hie library at Toledo. He also made 
a gilt to Bishop Geddes of a beautiful 
topaz ting which he had himself long 
worn.

On occasion of a Royal Proclamation 
ordaining a general fast day throughout 
the land on acocunt ol the critical cir- 
cumstances of the country, the bishop 
laid it aa a duty on all his people to use 
a Piayer lor the King and Royal Family, 
observing "that as it is the duty of every 
member of society to wish well to the 
country and the State to which he be 
longs, as the light of nature teaches, but 
alto as the Holy Scripture expressly 
commands, . ‘lo make supplications, 
prayers and intercessions for kings and 
all that are in high étalions, that we 
may Bad a quiet and peaceable life 
under their rule,’ (1 Tim ii ), in further 
ance of this okjtct, he directed the 
clergy when enumerating the objects of 
Iheir prayers before commencing mass, 
to mske special mention of the king, 
queen, royal family and all civil msgis' 
traies and rulers. He desired them also 
to intimate to their congregations that 
there would be public prayers on the 
3rd of February, the day appointed for 
the national fast.

With a view to introducing 
canonical discipline among the clergy,
which he bad been meditating for c::__
time, the bishop published a very long 
pastoral letter which might rather 
be desciibed as a treatise. An idea of it 
may be derived from the heads of the 
section into which it is divided.

them that the people of Scotland had no 
redress till they pulled down the Catho. 
lie chapels. At the word, the obedient 
mob rushed away to the chapels of the 
foreign ambassadors, which they speedily 
set on fire and demolished. On the fol­
lowing Monday numbers of idle and 
pre ttigate persons, ever ready for riot and 
plunder, swelled the ranks of the incen- 
diary mob. This accession of strength 
added to their violence. Several houses 
of prominent Catholics were attacked, 
plundered and destroyed. As their fury 
increased, they no longer made any dis­
tinction. All property was alike to them. 
Tros Tyriusquenullodiscrimineagitur. They 
hurried to Newgate and demanded the 
immediate release of some of their 
mates that were imprisoned there. This 
demand being rejected, they threw hie- 
brands and combustibles into the keep, 
er’s dwelling house. The Himes spread 
rapidly, aud the whole building was soon 
in a blaze. In the confusion and tenor ot 
the moment all the prisoners, more thao 
three hundred, escaped and joined the 
rioters. Five other prisons were treated 
in the same fashion. The new prison, 
Olerkenwell, the King's Bench, the Fleet 
prison and new Bridewell were given to 
to the fiâmes, together with many private 
residences. On that Monday night, 
London was seen blazing in thirty six 
different places at once. The mob then 
made tor the Bank of England, where, it 
would appear, they met with resistance 
for the first time. They were severely 
punished by the soldiers on duty there. 
The military now came in from the coun­
try; and it was time. The King 
and council, without waiting tor 
the tardy action ot the civic powers, 
gave orders to the officers to use vigor­
ously the force at their command, and 
scatter the rioters. Meanwhile, much 
damage was done, and more was feared. 
Such scenes of outrage and brutality, 
aud no means at hand, at least none
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or wounded, whilst many perished from 
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warrant of the Secretaries of State, Lord

This is a 
very fair specimen of the way in 
which Low Church Proteetante regard 
the Ritualists. But the Ritualists, like 
the other Protestants, refuse to sub- 
mit their judgment to that of the one 
Church which Christ has established, so 
that they stand as much outside of the 
Church of Christ as any of the other sectar­
ies. And from the Protestant point of view, 
they are j .st as much entitled to follow 
their private judgment as are the followers 
of Wesley, or Johanna Smthcote, Luther 
or Joe Smith, the prophet of Mormondom. 
Ritualism is simply one of the innumer­
able phases in which the Protestant prin­
ciple of private judgment necessarily 
manifests itself. The E-glieh-epeaklng 
worli.wili await with some curiosity the 
result of the attempt of the Archbishop 
of Canterbury and his Liw-Cuurch fol­
lowing to force the Ritualists to adopt 
their views, while they proclaim In their 
writings and with their lips, at the same 
time, full liberty for each individual to 
sit in judgment upon God’s Rivealed 
T.-uth, and to decide for themselves what 
they shall believe and practice.

Ritualism in Canada has taken as firm 
root as in England, and all the iffjrte of 
thejLiw Churchmen have, so fsr, been 
quite unable to crush it. The moat that 
could be effected in the Church synods 
here was a resolution passed a few years 
ago by the Toronto Church synod, con­
demnatory oi "Extreme Ritualism." As 
this resolution was passed unanimously, it 
is easy to see that the Ritualists did net 
consider that it could restrict them at 
all. The inability nf the Church of Eng­
land to deal with this question which so 
agitates it Is the cause why the new 
church, called ’’the Reformed Episcopal­
ian Church,” has its existence. The Re­
formed Episcopalians could not endure to 
be in one communion with the Ritualists, 
so they established a new Church in 
accordance with their Evangelical views, 
Their abesence, however, from the Church 
of England, gives the Ritualists so much 
more relative strength.

to show that the blood in the phials is 
clotted and dry. Then the phial is 
passed in front of the congregation, being 
turned several times, and Is then placed 
upon the altar. During the recital of the 
prayers It is seen that suddenly the blood 
becomes a liquid, and as the phial which 
contains It is moved around, the blood 
obeys the motions of the hand as any 
liquid Would do. The reliquary Is then 
taken in procession to the nave of the 
church to be kissed by those who ate 
present, after which it is placed in 
spicuous place, where it remains till about 
i) o’clock in the evening, at which hour it 
is shut up in the shrine from which it was 
taken. It is remarked that at this time, 
though still liquid, the enclosed blood Is 
beginning to harden again, and to stick to 
the sides of the vial.

The liquefaction usually takes place in 
a similar manner also seventeen times in 
the beginning of May, once on the Kith 
of December, and each day of the octave 
of the feist of the saint, that is, from the 
19th to the 26.hof September.

Learned men in the natural sciences, 
and especially chemistry, have several 
times subjected the matter to scrutiny to 
ascertain whether the liquefaction can be 
explained by natural causes, but all have 
acknowledged that it Is Inexplicable by 
any such means. Among those who have 
pronounced this j tdgment mey be 
tloned the English chemist, Sir Humphrey 
Davy; the Neapolitan De Luca; the emin­
ent mathematician of Naples, Nicholas 
Tergola, and the novelist, Alexander 
Dumas, er. De Luca and Dumas 
sceptici, and Sir Humphrey Davy 
Protestant. The reality of the phenom­
enon cannot be denied, for it is always 
witnessed by thousands of spectators; and 
though Voltaire and Lavoisier derided it 
as an imposture produced by heat or 
chemical action of some kind, It can be 
seen by all that there is no room for the 
operation of either of these agents; and 
even if it were possible to apply such in 
the presence of the multitudes, it is not to 
be supposed that for fifteen centuries such 
a delusion has been kept up by the 
canons of the cathedral, without the 
fraud being exposed by some one who 
must have been in the secret. There is 
no doubt that the wonderful occurrence 
la a miraculous manifestation of divine 
power.

ANTIQUITY Or TBE CBUBOH OF 
ENGLAND.

RITUALISM AND ITS OPPONENTS.the establishment of the hierarchy, cub- 
jset to St. Augustine, are given In full by 
the same historian, The disputes between 
St. Augustine and the British Bishops 
especially on the mode of keeping Enter, 
are nothing in favor of either of the 
Anglican theories, first, because the Eog 
llsh Church does not follow the British 
Bishops on this point, secondly, be­
cause the d ffsrences had been perpetuated 
merely by the difficulty of intercourse 
with Rome, inasmuch as the hostile pagan 
Saxons were masters of the country 
through which they would be obliged to 
pass ; and thirdly, because if the Angli­
can Bishops have any apostolic succession 
at all, their claim Is derived from Anglo- 
Sixon successors of St. Augustine, who, 
they pretend, consecrated them, snd not 
from the ancient line of British Bishops. 
There is, In fact, no evidence whatsoever 
that the British Blsbope denied the Pope's 
authority in these disputes. They re­
fused obedience to Augustine ; but as 
men often do wrong, knowing what is 
right, they often refuse to obey, even 
when they know that obedience is a duty, 
Indeed they acknowledged, when St, 
Augustine wrought a miracle before their 
eyes, that he was the "Apostle of Truth," 
nevertheless they adhered to their own 
observances, 
however, there was no dispute whatsoever 
between them.

Later on, Bede tell us that J ustus re­
ceived the Archiépiscopal dignity from 
Pope] Boniface V., and Pope Honotlus 
wrote to King Edwin that he had con­
ferred the archiépiscopal dignity on the 
metropolitans Honorine and Paullnus.

With regard to St. Anselm, it should 
suffice that William Rufus besought 
Pope Urban If. to confer on Anselm the 
primatial pallium, and that Urban ac­
ceded to bis desire. But, it may be added, 
that when the king desired himself to 
confer the pallium on Anselm, the latter 
answered that this was the prerogative of 
the Pontiff, not of the King. Moreover, 
Eidmet Informs us that when Anselm 
btgged of the Pope to accept his résigna 
tlon, the Pope refused to grant his request, 
and insisted on Anselm’s retention of his 
position.

We might quote much more to the 
same purpose, but what we have here 
adduced is quite sufficient to show the 
absurdity of the Anglican claim that either 
Anselm, Augustine, or the early British 
Bishops knew anything of the State- 
created Church which is now called “the 
Church of England." The only con­
nection between the ancient and modern 
Churches of England Is that the modern 
establishment has stolen the revenues of 
the ancient Church.
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Dr, King, Bishop of Lincoln, Is to be 
cited before the Archbishop of Canter­
bury on a charge of Ritualistic practices. 
Since be has occupied the See of Lincoln, 
the services in the Ccthedral have been 
Ritualistic in the extreme, eod bis photo­
graph has been long exhibited In the shop 
windows decked in mitre and crosier and 
elaborate vestments, and surrounded by 
clergy also in rich vestments. The Church 
Association, which favors the extremest 
LrwCourchlsm, loog ago demanded that 
Bishop King's practices should be stopped, 
but It was generally believed that the 
Primate had no jurisdiction by which to 
restrain him. Recent legal decisions, how 
ever, favor the belief that the Primate has 
control In this matter; «till it was not ex. 
peeled that any effort would be made to 
Interfere with him. It seems, however, 
thst the pt ersure brought to bear by the 
Low Church party has prevailed, and 
there will no doubt be a bitter contest, as 
these two parties in the Church are both 
firm in their convictions, and, as far as 
numerical strength goes, they are supposed 
to be not unevenly matched. The case 
will, therefore, exoite great curiosity 
among thoae who are neutral, to die- 
cover which party will be victorious in 
the ecclesiastical court, and to know how 
far the authority of the Primate extends 
over suffragan bishops in matters of this 
nature.

Tbe Archbishop of Canterbury, how­
ever, is not the highest tribunal. The 
final decision in all ecclesiastical 
rests with Lord Penzance, who must, of 
course, decide in accordance with the 
Acts of Parliament which determine the 
character of the Anglican Ritual, unless, 
indeed, new Acta of Parliament 
now to be passed bearing on the sub­
ject, which is not likely to be the 
It is confidently slated by tbe Ritualiate 
that tbe ordinal of Edward VI, author­
ises the use of the vestments which are 
such an eyesore to the Low Church 
school, so that it may be difficult enough 
to prove illegal usage against the Ritual- 
ista. Perhaps, indeed, it may be made 
to appear that the illegality ia chi* fly on 
the part of thoae who have introduced 
Puritanical simplicity into the offices of 
the Courch. It is not necessarily to be 
assumed that because the Bishop of 
Lincoln is to be brought to trial, there­
fore, in his person, Ritualism will be 
totally defeated. It may be that some 
practices used in bis and other Ritualie. 
tic Churches may be condemned as con 
trary to existing laws, but it is equally 
certain that many Ritualistic usages are 
ordered by the law, which are purposely 
aat aside by the Low Churchmen, and we 
are just as likely to witness the issuing 
of an injunction prescribing usages which 
Low Churchmen regard aa very “Popish," 
as of an it junction ordering the discon­
tinuance ol the ceremonies and vest­
ments which are used in very High 
Cnurches. It is easy to assert that 
English public opinion is against Ritual­
ism, and that it muot prevail in suppress­
ing it, but it is very doubtful whether or 
not this be the case. Down lo tbe 
present time, though isolated Bishops 
and clergy have taken occasion to con. 
demn in strong terms the Ritualistic 
practices, the Low Churchmen have 
never succeeded in getting an authori­
tative condemnation of them by Convo­
cation. The Low Church party does 
not seem to be any stronger than, if as 
strong as the Ritualistic parly, and both 
aim at securing the voice and votes 

parly in the 
Church. This middle parly, though 
not upholding Ritualism decisively, 
reccgnizis that the Ritualistic clergy are, 
for tbe most part, more zsaloua and de­
voted to their duties than tbe Evangelic»!*, 
a;d ia much swayed by this cous'deratlon 
to support the former against the attacks 
which the 1 Evangelicals,” so-cailed, make 
so pereletently upon them, At all events, 
whatever may be the result of the iffjit 
to restrain the Rbuslietn, it is aim- st 
tain that if anything like a greater uolly 
within the Church of England is to be ti 
upshot, the contest will be somewhat cf 
the nature of a drawn battle, after which 
each party will have to make a com­
promise cf some of Iho principles which 
thiy hold most dear. Protestantism In 
all its forms ia ever ready to make such 
com premises. All the talk about union 
between the various Protestant sects, to 
which we have been treated of late days, Is 
based upon the possibility and expediency 
of compromising doctrines in such a way 
that there may be complete liberty to 
accept or reject distinctive dcctrlnee. 
This Is not in accordance wiih the 
mission given by Christ to Hia apostles to 
teach "all things whatsoever He 
mended,” but it does accord somewhat 
with the fundamental principle of Pro­
testantism, which gives each individual 
the right to judge what doctrines he will 
accept, even though they be revealed by 
God : and In no other way could a union, 
such as Is from time to time proposed be­
tween different eectarlee, be effected.

In the case of Ritualism or High- 
Churehism, tbe Proteetant press generally 
make one eetioue error. They conitantly 
call It “Romanlem In dlagnlra.” Thru some 
yean ago the Rev. Lord Sydney Godol- 
phln Osborne «Id ; "Fat better would II

London, Sot., Nov. 24th, 1888. It la not very long elnce we had occa­
sion to make some strictures on s lecture 
delivered In the Memorial Church in thle 
city by Rev. U. D. Steele, of Goderich. 
The lecture vu on "the early British 
Church,” and was given about twelve 
months since. It le not fur tbe purpoee 
of renewing out stricture» on that lecture 
that we refer to It, but we speak of it for 
tbe purpose of pointing out, by the cun 
trast of opinions between Rev. Mr. Steele 
and the Bishop of Css lisle, tbe contra­
dictory positions which members of the 
Church of England muat take In order to 
make out plausible excuse» for tbe exiet- 
eoce of their schism and heresy.

According to the report of the Free 
P/ese of Nuv. 8, 1887, Itsv. Mr. Stsele 
•tated that "not until the reign of John 
wu the supiemecy of Rome acknowledgsd 
In the British Church ” E'stwhere in the 
lecture it was, however, stated that 
"Augustine and forty monks were sent 
over from Rome" for the purpoee of 
"instituting the Christian religion in 
England." However, the last expression 
is corrected by Mr. Steele himself In a 
letter which appeared In the Free Free of 
the following dsy. In this letter he elates, 
what is very true, that Christianity was 
not first introduced by Augustine. He 
adds, "Long previous to the mission lent 
by the Bishop of Rome at the end of the 
sixth century, there was a pure Christian 
Church In existence In England founded 
by the Apostles and their Immediate 
successors.” In another letter of 21st Nov. 
he calls St. Augustine and hie companion» 
“tbe Romish missionaries sent by Gre­
gory I, A. D 590," and he roundly 
berate» these “Romish” missionaries for 
Introducing “Romish” practices among 
the Anglo-Saxons, and for persecuting 
the pure Protestant Culdees, the suc­
cessor» of the Christiana of the earlier 
Church of the ancient Britons. He Is 
quite of the opinion of Sir Walter Scotl’a 
Mr* Meg Duds, who thought the early 
Brltcne “nane of your idolatrous Roman 
Saunta, but a Chaldee, whilk was doubtless 
quite another story."

Rev. Mr. Steele's account of the whole 
matter was accepted by his hearers as sat­
isfactory evidence of the great antiquity 
of the English Proteetant Church, which, 
therefore, muet date away back to the 
dey» of the apostles, instead of having 
been started by Henry VIII. : for Rev. 
J. B. Richardson moved, and the audience 
gave a hearty vote of thank» to the logical 
lecturer.

INCREASING HIS PARLIAMENT­
ARY MAJORITY.ST. JANDARIUS.

The liquefaction of the blood of St. 
Januarius took place aa usual this year In 
the great Duomo or Cathedral of Naples 
on the 19th of September, the feast day of 
the saint, that Is to «y, on the anniversary 
of his martyrdom. The miracle was wit­
nessed by many thousands of people, 
whose lively faith and devotion to the 
patron saint was indicated by their enthu­
siasm and fervor in tbe visible presence of 
the power of God. From a very early 
hour in the morning the cathedial wss 
crowded with a vast tbrorg of people. 
The Dlecusslonesays: “The vial containing 
tie blocd of our martyred Bishop was 
t ken from the reliquary In which it ie 
kept and the blood was seen to be, as 
usual, dried and crusted. The usual 
prayers continued for an hour and a half, 
and were followed by a solemn procession, 
in which the relic was carried from 
Capella del Tesoro, (the chapel of the 
treasure;, to the high altar, and at hall 
past ten o’clock, in sight of all the people, 
the miracle was verified once more. The 
entire people were In a state of the great­
est excitement ns the precious blocd of our 
patron and protector, which all had seen to 
be bud and dry, becime fresh aid liquid.”

From a very early period af.er the 
saint’s martyrdom Ibis miracle has taken 
place with wonderful regularity on tbe 
seme day, the anniversary of tbe martyr- 
dem, and always In pretence of a great 
crowd of people. The few occasions when 
ou that dsy the liquefaction of the blood 
has not taksn p’a:e, have betn regarded 
as marks of God’s disfavor towards the 
city on account of some grievous fruit 
which had been committed. The guns of 
the castle of St. E mo are ale ay a fired at 
tbo moment when the miracle trk<a piece, 
to notify the citizens of Its occurrence.

St Januarius was hern in NuphslnA. 
1). 272, and was consecrated B shop of 
Bsr.eventum In 303, when the persecution 
of Christians began under the Emperor 
Diocletian, In Ihe year 305 he was 
arrested while on a visit to imprisoned 
confessors of the faith at Nola, and being 
taken before the Governor Tlmotheus he 
was condemned to her cast to the wild 
beasts in the amphitheatre at Pazzuoll. 
The animals did not Injure him nor hia 
companions, so the holy martyrs were 
beheaded, Festus and Proculus, De- 
slderlus and others seffared this penalty 
with the holy Bishop, Two phials were 
filled with the blood of St. Januarius at 
the time of the execution, and were 
afterwards presented to Sevetue, Bishop 
of Naples, and in 400 the re 
malne of the martyr were also 
brought to Naplea. The larger of 
the phials would contain about 2 j cz. of 
water. Thla Is about two-thirds filled 
with a hard and dry eubstance of dark 
brown color. The print who li appointed 
for thla office turne upside down the 
reliquary in wMth the phiali ate fastened,

The rase of Mr. J. J. O'Kelly, M. P., 
being brought up on eppeal before the 
county court et Boyle, the sentence of 
four month»’ Imprisonment wee reduced 
to two monthe, and he wee made e first, 
class misdemeanant. The original sentence 
was passed by Messrs. Henn and Smith, 
but Ihe county court judge, Mr, 
O'Connor Mottle, said he "considered the 
sentence passed on Mr. 0 Kelly entirely 
too much, having regard to the circum­
stances.” He said that "as representative 
of a large and popoulous district the 
greatest latitude is to be given to his ex- 
pre.slons of opinion on that occasion, but 
on the other hand, there was very little in 
that speech that really could be 
demned. He had read speeches in Eog- 
land that denounced that act of Parlia­
ment, and denounced those courts, and eo 
far be agreed with Mr.O'Kelly that if a law 
of thisklnd were enforced in England the 
English people would look at it with the 
greatest possible suspicion. Mr. 0 Kelly 
did not, he was hsppy to say, make use of 
aoy discreditable cr treasonable or bad 
language."

The "crime" of which Mr. O'Kelly has 
been found guilty originated ts follows: 
In June an enquiry was held in Castlebar 
for the purpose of discovering evidence 
against a number of persons who 
suspected of planning a ermpaigu for the 
protection of tenants. Tbe wi'nesees had 
no evidence to give, or if they had they 
would give no information, and they 
were, in consequence, committed to jtil, 
from which they were afterwards released, 
as no information could be obtained from 
them. The day after their refusal to give 
evidence, v z., on the 24th of June, Mr. 
O'Kelly, addressing a meeting of hia con­
stituents at Boyle, criticized and de­
nounced the Government, especially for 
the law which established the Star 
Chamber Court for the manufacture of 
Informers. This law has been bitterly 
denounced In England end Scotland, as 
well aa In Ireland, and It was certainly 
within the province of a member of Parlia­
ment to denounce it. Nevertheless Mr. 
O'Kelly was proceeded against by tbe 
police, acting under direction of Secretary 
Balfour, on the plea that the meeting which 
Mr. O'Kelly addressed was an unlawful 
assemblage, and he waa sentenced to a 
term of Imprisonment equal to that to 
which some of the Balfast insurance 
forgers were condemned, and as Mr. 
Balfour has all along contended that the 
Irish political offenders are to be treated 
as common criminals, the removable mtg- 
Istrates paseed sentence on him to the 
earns effect. Judge Morris, however, 
plainly declared by hie decision that each 
a courra ie Improper aud tyrannical. He 
•aid :

“The Legislature bed wisely enacted 
that as regarded certain classes of offences 
which did not lead to violence nor to 
outrage not to breaches of the peace,

But the Bishop of Carlisle told a differ­
ent tale at the Church Congres» lately 
held In Manchester. According to him, 
St. Augustine and hie successors, as well 
aa the early Britons, were all Anglicans ! 
St. Anslem, St. Dunstan, the Venerable 
Bede, St. Thomas a Becket, even down to 
Sir Thomas Moore, Popea St Gregory 
also, and Eleutherlue, who sent Dyfan, 
Ffegan, and Medwy, to effect the couver 
sion of King Luclue or L'elrwg and hie 
subi icts. The Biship’s absurdities are no 
less glaring than those of Rev. Mr. 
Steele. The British, no less than the 
Anglo Saxon Church, acknowledged the 
authority of the Pope, though on Iho 
question of the observance of Eas­
ter they had fallen into an error of 
computation which prevailed when St. 
Augustine came to preach to the Anglo- 
Saxons. As evidence of this

The dloceee of Colcoutiml, In the 
ecclesiastical Province of Q lebcc, which, 
ever since the death of its first bishop, the 
lamented Bishop D. Racine, had remained 
without a spiritual head, has at list re 
celved one from the Holy Father In the 
person of the Most Reverend Doctor 
Louis Xazaire Begin. Doctor Bsgln was 
consecrated on the 28 :h October last, in 
the venerable Basilica of Quebec, by the 
hands of His Eminence Cardinal Taschc. 
reau, amidst an immense concourse of 
clergy and faithful from all parts 
of the Province. He left Quebec on the 
Gth ol the present month and took poa 
session of his See on the following day.

The new Bishop of Chicoutimi is one 
of the moat pious, learned and distin­
guished divines of the whole Dominion 
Attbr consecrating five years to theologi­
cal pursuits in tbe Gregorisin University 
ol Rome ami other celebrated seats of 
learning, he occupied for along period of 
his life the highest positions as professor 
of Theology, of Holy Scripture and of 
Sacred History in Ihe Lava) University. 
Four years sgo be was given the superin­
tendence ol tbo Laval Normal School, 
and was still fulfilling the duties of this 
important and responsible position when, 
to his sorrow and dismay, (be it said to 
his honor) tbe supreme will of the Holy 
Father ordered him to a new and huger 
field of labor.

Before leaving the old city wh'-ro for 
so many years he worked so z -elously in 
the interest of a sound and religious 
education for ycung people, he was the 
recipient of the most gratifying proofs ol 
the high and profound esteem in which 
he was held by his fellow citizens, both 
of Quebec and of Ltvie, bis native place. 
The principal citizens of both places 
clubbed together to tender to the 
new Bishop a testimonial of their 
veneration. They were cordially joined 
by tbe clergy. Besides numerous gifts 
of considerable value, they presented 
Monslgneur Begin a purse of very- neatly 
$5,000,

Needless to add that the new Bishop 
received the warmest and most cordial 
welcome at the hands of the laity and the 
revetend clergy of the diocese of Chicou­
timi.

The Anglo Saxon Chronicle states that 
to Eleutherlue, Bishop of Rome, "Luclue, 
king of Britain, sent letters prayiug that 
he might be made a Christian ; and he 
fulfilled that he requested. And they 
after wards continued In the true faith till 
the retgn of Diocletian.” Gotcelinue 
slates that in their conference with St, 
Augustine, the Biitish Bielnps maintoined 
their observances "by the authority of 
Pope ELutbeiins, t,hi»ir li st founder, 
alro ty the practices cf their holy fathers, 
the friends of God, and followers of tbe 
Apostles.” Venerable Bede says : "Lucius 
King of tbe Britons sent a letter to him 
(Eleutherlue; cntreatlrg him, that by his 
command he might be made a Christian. 
He soon obtained his pious request.” The 
very same statement is made in the British 
"Book of Llandaff,” and the names of 
three British Bishops were signed to 
the decrees of the Council of Arles 
held In 314, which was in full 
munton with the Pope, and which 
expressly acknowleged his authority. 
British prelates also assisted at tbe Ciun. 
cil of Sardlci In 347, at which Oslus pre­
sided as representing the Pope. This 
council expressly names the Pope as 
“their head, that is, the scat of Peter the 
Apostle.” All this does not look like a 
repudiation of Rome.

through V,000 miles of territory, and bap- 
tizïd more than 1,000,000 persons. There 
wae no expense attached to his mission, nor 
bad he wife or child to impede him in his 
triumphant march to the conquest of souls 
for virtue and for heaven.

It appears that Canon Taylor has arrived 
at the conclusion that the real cause of the 
failure of Protestant missionary work is 
found in the character of the men selected 
for this task. Exactly so. This cause was 
known to Francis Xavier three hundred 
years ago, and to the first apostles as the 
outset of Christian missionary work began 
now two thousand years hence. It takes 
the Protestant world a long time to find 
out the truth. Tnat a man to be a true 
disciple of the Author of Christianity, 
“should take up his cross, deny himself 
and thus follow Curist," is something the 
Protestant mind could never grasp, nor 
was it ever brought home to Pro­
testant conviction so forcibly as 
when attempts have been made by 
heretical missionaries to convert the 
heathen and subdue the proud spirit of 
unbelief to the sweet yoke of Cùristian 
faith and ethics. “If they are to succeed," 
exclaims the learned canon, “they must 
dedicate themselves to their mission, just 
as tbe Apostles did of old. They must 
serve not for pay but for the love of God." 
For having the hardihood to say and write 
this on a public j ournal the poor canon is 
belabored on all sides by “devoted church­
men," so we are told. What the church- 
men are devoted to, we can perfectly 
understand—their rich incomes and the 
vast sums it jwlng in from the easily duped 
among the plethoric ladies and well-to do 
business men who subscribe mightily to 
the greatest and most philanthropic of all 
works, the conversion of the heathen in 
foreign parts. But Canon Isaac Taj lit 
rises high above all their clam ora and 
persistently maintains that the Protest­
ant missionaries, to have any success, 
must copy the lives atd study the actions 
of the Catholic missicnaiits. Nor will it 
suffise that they study them : they must 
go and do likewise. Thus he insists that the 
agents and preachers in India and China 
“must give up all European comforts and 
European society, aid cast their lot in 
with the natives, and live as tb 
natives live, striving to make converts by 
their own resignation. Until that U done 
no thoroughly good results can be hoped 
for."

La?t 
winter, when diphtheria prevailed to some 
extent, and Catholic childreu were refused 
admission to the Nicholls* hospital, tbe 
bishop, moved by coinpa^on for his suf 
feting flock, actually converted the late 
bbhop’s residence into b. temporary 
hospital, where the little sufferers were 
cart-d for by the good Sisters of Notre 
Dame and o her nurses provided by tho 
friends of the afflicted. This incident 
showed His Lordship the necessity of 
bk'ng immediate aoabutes forme pro 
Lctiou of the suffering members of his 
il ck. He had no money at hit disposal, 
but, by surveying into town loin a'-d dis 
pr.stng to advantage of a field on the out­
skirts of the town,be succeeded in seeming 
funds sufficient to purchase a much more 
desirable- properly in the village of Ash- 
hurnham, r.«lj lining the town of Peter 
boro, ami separated only by the Otonabee 
river. Tbe proceeds of the hr e of lo‘a 
amounted to $10,000, wi'h nine lots un­
sold.

HOOTING MR. GLADSTONE.

Recent dispatches brought the news 
that “at Oxford a crowd, which was com­
posed largely of undergraduates, groaned 
and hooted Mr. Gladstone as he was 
driven to the residence of Warden 
Kelike." The learned gentlemen who 
preside over the godless universities must 
have lost all control, if they ever had any, 
over the pupils who attend their lectures.

The dfscuielon we referred to last week 
between Rev. Canon Taylor and the Eog- 
lish Church Mission Societies is bringing to 
the light of day what was hitherto confined 
to the knowledge of those most Interested. 
The training schools for the foreign mis­
sion obtained enotmoua eume from the 
pioue devotees, both rich and poor, in Eng­
land, who had at heart the conversion of 
the heathen populationi of Asia and 
Africa. By the revelation» of Canon 
Taylor, founded on valuable Information 
drawn forth from Indian civilian! and 
African travellers, two main queatlona 
cn the very interesting subject have 
been satisfactorily anawered. The firet 
is, have we reason to be aatlefied with the 
result» of miaalonary enterprise i Decid­
edly no, answers the learned Canon, for 
in China alone, out of an Increase of pop­
ulation at the rate of 4,600 000 last year, 
only 1G7 persons received Christian bap­
tism. To accomplish even this small work 
247 agents were employed, at a cost of 
about $75,000. At which rate, to make 
two converts in a year, three agents would 
have to be employed, at a coat of $1 OOO. 
In Northern India 715 agenta made 173 
converts, at a cost ol $34 1S6, or $1.000 a 
piece. If one convert iaso very expensive, 
how is it possible to convert the millions 
“who sit in darkness and in the shadow of 
death All the money end all tbe men 
In Cnristian countries could never succeed 
in esrabliehlrig the faith among the 
the keathon Chinese or the Brahminlcal 
Hindoos. And then the question might 
be raised, of what character Is the baptism 
a t given or of what nature Is the faith so 
imparted at such enormous expense, and 
with such heavy sacrifices 1 Is it baptism 
by immersion, which Eagli-h churchmen 
ridicule, or is it baptism by aspersion, 
in tbe administration of which scarcely 
one drop of wa*er reschv# the subject of 
the earned ordinance) O; is it a mere 
ceremony, or a seal of righteousnes» or a 
true sacrament instituted by Christ? 
“Without which no man can enter the 
kingdom of heaven ?" Very few, if any, 
of the agents believe in the latter. And 
If they do not Oellevs, themselves, that 
baptism Is a saving and necessary orditi 
fcr.ee essential to salvation, where is the 
sense of their making so msr y sacrifices 
of time and money to administer It to 
people who, w ith most Protestante, and 
with the vast majority of ministers aud 
missionary sgente, believe that they can 
live and die e d bs saved without it ) 
But Protestantirm would be nothing if it 
were not inconsistent.

And of what character is the faith im­
parted ? What code of doctrines is incul­
cated to the unfortunate Heathen who

Brother, who was tbe C( 
panion of Fathers Bretœuf and L’A 
manf, describing accurately the man 
and circumstances of Ibeir death, wh 
I am sure will be df the highest intei 
to the readere of your Quarterly.

The Report of the Archive» gives b 
the quaint French of the Brother's lei 
and the English translation. I send ; 
only the latter.

“Veritable account of the martyrd 
and moat hsppy death of Father Jean 
Bret œuf and of Father Gabriel L’A 
mant in New France, in the country 
the Huron» by the Iroquois, enemies 
the Failh.”

Father Jean de Brebœuf and Fat 
Gabriel L'AlIemant bad aet out from 
cabin, to go to a small bourg, called 
Ignace distant from our cabin abou 
short quarter of a league, to instruct 
savages and the new Christians ot t 
bourg. It wason the 16(hday of Mar 
(1G4U), in the morning, that we perceii 
a great fire at the place to which th 
two good fathers had gone. This 
made us very uneasy. We did not ki 
whether it was enemiea or whether 
fire had taken in some of the huts of 
village. The Rev. Father Paul Raguen 
our Superior, immediately reaolved 
send lome one to learn what might 
the cause. But no sooner had we forn 
the design of going there to aee, than 
perceived several savage» on tbe n 
coming straight towards ui. We 
thought it was the Iroquoia who w 
coming to attack us, but having eom 
ered them more closely, we perceii 
that it was Huron» who were flying tr 
the fight and who had eaeaped from 
combat. These poor savage» caused gr 
pity in ua.

They were all covered with woun 
One had hia head fractured ; another 
arm broken ; another had an arrow in 
eye ; another bad his arm cut ofl b; 
blow from an axe. In fine the day i 
passed receiving into our buta all tb 
poor wounded people, and in look 
with compassion towards the tire and i 
place where went these two good Falhi 
We saw the fire and the barbarians, 1 
we could not see anythiog of the t 
Fathers.

Here is what these savages told m 
the taking of tbe Bourg of St. Ignace s 
of the Fathers Jean de Brebœuf s 
Gabriel L'AlIemant :—

The Iroquois came to the number 
twelve hundred men ; took our villa; 
took Father Bret œuf and hia oompanu 
set fire to all the hut».

They proceeded to discharge their n 
on these two Fathers, for they took th 
both and stripped them entirely nak 
and fastened each to a post.

They tied both their hands togeth 
They tore the nails from their fingi 
They beat them with a shower oi bit 
from cudgels, on the shoulder», the loi 
the belly, the legs and) the lace, thi 
being no part of their body which i 
not endure this torment They told 
further : Although Father Brebœuf i 
overwhelmed under the weight ot thi 
blows, he did not cease continually 
speak of God, and to encourage all 
new Christiana who were captives li 
himself, to sufier well, that they mi| 
die well in order to go in company w 
him to Paradise, Whilst the good Fall

ARCHBISHOP RYAN'S SERMON.

Last Sunday, the 4lh inst., the eonse. 
oration of Right Rev. John S. Foley, for 
tbe diocese of Detroit, took place in the 
Baltimore Cathedral with great pomp 
and splendor. Gathered together in 
the sanctuary were Hie Eminence Uar 
dinal Gibbons, and a very large number 
of Archbishops, Bishops and priesti. 
The procession of the dignitaries of the 
Church was a very imposing aflair 
They proceeded from the Cardinal’» 
residence to tbe main entrance of the 
Cathedral, thousand» of peraona looking 
on with deep interest. Tbe procession 
wae headed by cross bearers, torch- 
bearers, acolyte» and thurifere swinging 
their Ihuriblec of fragrant incense 
There were twenty Archbishops and 
Bishops in line, besides a hundred 
prieate, and between one and two bun 
dred seminarians preparing for the 
priesthood.

After a week 
spent in the solitude of holy retreat, 
you beheld him prepared for this function 
by prostra ion upon lha <arlb from 
which he sprung, that he might feel that 
he ia but ‘dust and ashes while thus 
prostrate, God the Father, Son and Holy 
Ghost are invoked to have mercy on 
him. He shall be enthroned in the 
chair of authority, and bestow on you 
hia lirai blessing aa a Christian Biahop. 
That you may more fully appreciate tne 
significance of thia scene, I propose this 
morning to direct your attention to some 
considerations on tbe dignity, import­
ance and responsibilities of the episcopal 
office. The considerations will also, I 
trust, cause you to realize more fully the
command of tbe Apostles_

OBEY YOUR PRELATES 
and be subject to them, for they watch 
ae being to render an account of your 
eoule, that they may do this with joy, 
and not with grief. What chii fly ele 
vates the Biahop above the priest is that 
he haa the power to ordain men to these 
exalted functions, and has certain ruling 
powers over them when ordained. Not 
only can the Bishop ordain priests, but 
he has also power to consecrate hie 
fellow Bishops. He can produce his own 
equals. The order of the Episcopacy is 
the highest in the Churcn as a holy 
order: everything above it is solely of 
jurisdiction. An exaggerated estimate 
of tbe episcopal powers will tend Io 
Qallicaniem, whilst the contemplation of 
the vast powers of the Papacy, without 
advertence to the episcopscy, might lead 
to suspicion ol that absolutism with 
which the enemies of the Cuureh charge 
its constitution. She has sometimes 
been designated a great, absolute mon 
archy, because of the Pope’s power. At 
others she ia regarded as iike a republic 
because all her great offices, even that 
of the Pope himself, ie elective, and the 
maionty rules But all these comnari 
sons fail, the Cuureh is

Toe civil contract theory of marriage 

is etriotly m place in any system which 
banishes God from lhe world and human 
life. It is in order in rationalized com­
munities, in societies which haveceased 
to be Christian, Some of us are re­
proached for not being in accord with 
the spirit of the age ; how can it be, it the 
spirit ot the age and ita movements are 
practically atheistic ? To induce men 
to ignore God’s word and reject Hie law, 
to show men how to do without God, is 
tbe avowed aim of the advanced thinker 
of the day ; and the view of marriage, aa a 
civil contract only fall» in with the rest.

Unfortunately we cannot atop at that. 
The truth must be told, however painful 
it may strike the unaccustomed ear. 
This is not only a sign of an infidel society, 
it is also an outgrowth from the principles 
which form the evil side ot Protestant 
ism. There can be no doubt as to the 
genesis of this abomination. I quote the 
language of the bishop of Maine : “Lax­
ity of opinion and teachings on the 
sacrednesa ol the marriage bond and on 
the question of divorce originated among 
the Protestants oi Continental Europe in 
tbe sixteenth century. It soon began to 
appear in the legislation of lhe Proles 
tant States on that coutinent, and

“And from that time to the present it 
haa proceeded from one degree to an­
other in thia country until, especially in 
New England and in States most 
directly aflected by New England opin- 
ions and usages, the Christian concep.

Like him, bis 
right reverend brother to day leaves 
home and kindred for a new field of 
labor. Like his brother in sound judg­
ment, warm heart, and unattteted, 
practical piety, like him in great and de­
served popularity, Bishop Foley leaves 
now the city of his life friends to labor 
among strangers for the rest of hie days. 
Yet why «houid I say among strangers Î 
Deeper, stronger and more permanent 
than love of friends and kindred should 
be the bond that binds a Christian 
Bishop to hia people. Their lather, 
friend, leader and defender, the conse­
crated representative of the great Christ 
Himself, every fibre of his heart should 
vibrate for God and them.

1st. An iron tomahawk, which had 
baok of where the handle, now entirely 
gone, had been inserted, an iron socket 
into which must have been fastened a 
spike or some sharp pointed instrument.

2nd. An iron axe, evidently obtained 
from the French, with a stamp on each 
aide very much like 
crosses, fue face of this axe bears a 
deep dent. It is said that the Iroquois 
were always accustomed to dent in this 
manner all Ihe captuied axes of their 
enemies, as their more civilized followers 
spike the guns.

But may not this axe be one of those 
that had been made red hot and strung 
around the necks of Brebœuf and Lalle­
mant?

3d. A thimble, an ordinary tailor’s 
thimble of steel, with the mark of clotted 
blood still unon it, very likely the pro 
perty of the Fathers, for they 
polled to be their own tailors, and 
prepared to sew up the rents, which the 
briars and branches through which they 
passed in their missionary puroeys made 
in their cassocks and clothes

4th. A pewter smoking pipe. The 
total length of stem and bowl is tour and 
three fourth inches. The bowl is quite 
small, being about one inch in diameter 
at the opening. The mai ks of the 
smoker's teeth are quite plain upou Ihe 
stem This plainly, could not have been 
the work of an Indian, and could hardly 
have been owned by them. It is a fac 
simile of our common clay pipe, even to 
the small drop at the bottom of the bowl. 
Was it Father Brebœuf'» ?

6th, The bottom of either a small 
chalice or of a thurible or of an incense 
boat.

6th. A brass tea-spoon black with age, 
and somewhat worn at the right hand 
side near the top as if by frequent 
tact with the bottom of the cup or bowl, 
as must have been almost always the 
case with the Fathers in this country, 
going away from their scant meals, like 
the ancient Persians, hungry.

7 b. An Indian arrow-head made from 
a plate of copper, with the barbed points 
and short stem between them cut as if 
by some blunt instrument.

8'h. An ordinary Indian pipe bowl 
made of stone, and a few colored beads 

•or wampum.
The Kev, Father Campbell selected a 

small sharp piece of iron or steel about 
the size of a razor blade and just as sharp, 
whicn bears strong resemblance to the 
instrument seen in the hand of the 
murderous wretch, who, in the picture 
of the martyrdom of Bretœuf and 
Lallament, is represented cutting off 
a slice of the martyr’s flesh and 
devouring it before his eyes. One 
thing most certain about these relics 
is that they were dug up from the very 
site ot the martyrdom ot these Fathers, 
and there is a very strong probability of 
their being genuine relics of these holy 
men, who laid down their lives on this 
hallowed spot in the midst of the most 
cruel tortures for the sake of Christ their 
Divine Master.

It would indeed have been most 
gratifying if the exact spot where stood 
the stakes where the fathers 
mated their lives of sacrifice by the 
terribly severe agony they endured dur. 
ing that long day and night of the 16th 
and 17th of March, 1649, could bave been 
printed out ; but we were near enough. 
Here were all the surroundings of that 
dread day. Looking back to 1649 we 
could see the deep loss, its edge lined 
with the upright posts broken through 
here and there by the victoiious enemy, 
the smoking ruins of the chapel, Ihe 
still standing long bark cabins of the 
Huron., in which the old men and 
severely wounded warriors, and young 
wives and children were confined in 
dread expectation of their fate, perhaps 
already tied to the posts where they 
were to be consumed with their 
dwellings, the dense wood on the north 
and west, which shut them off from the 
view of the valley, where the Mission of 
St. Louis was already a mass of charred 
timber and smoking remains of ruined 
cabins and the retreat of St. Marv’s to 
to the northwest whence the Father 
Superior Father Kaguenau, and bis 
assistants could see the rising smoke and 
almost hear the savage yells of exultation 
over the sufferings of the helpless victims.

There is no mark, no chapel, not even 
a tablet or sign board to tell the chance 
traveller of the wonderful things done 
and suffered here for the cause of Christ. 
It is intended indeed at some future 
time to erect a chapel on these grounds 
to commemorate the glorious consumma­
tion of lives of heroic charity made by 
the great men, great saints, we may call 
them, upon this hallowed spot, 
a grand chance for some one or several 
of our wealthy Ca'holio laymen to com­
bine purchase the farm and erect a 
monument that will keep alive the 
memory of those holy priests on the 
spot where they died. After leaving 
Orillia, where I had received the greatest 
kindness from Father Campbell, I visited 
Penetanguishene on whose bay is the 
landing place of the first missionaries to 
the Hurons, already described, where the 
Rev, Father Ltboureau is erecting a 
large memorial church in honor of the 
martyrs of the Huron mission : Daniel, 
Brobœuf, Lallemant, Garnier and Cha- 
banei. On the return trip from lVne- 
tanguishene to Toronto, the course taken 
by the Iroquois in their invasion of the 
Huron Country after they had crossed 
the mouth of the Niagara river and 
coasted along the shores of Lake Ontario 
until they landed in the neighborhood of 
where Toronto now stands, could be 
seen. Carrying their canoes some dis- 
tance inland they struck Holland Run, 
and paddling and dragging their canoes 
they came by meana of this stream to 
Lake Himcoe, and then they were in the 
country of the Hurons, with easy access 
by water to almost every point.

On the east of the ridge on whieh the 
mission of St. Ignace was situated and 
which runs north and south through the 
Huron country, the land is generally 

g ; but on the west, to the shores of 
Huron it is flat, sandy, and, in many 

places, marshy. We may get some idea 
of what the twenty five Jesuit Fathers, 
who at one time or another labored in 
this Huron country, and the four Fran­
ciscan, or Becollet Fathers and one 
brother, who proceeded them suffered, 
when we reflect on the severity of the

long winter in these parts, where the 
thermometer is nearly always below zero 
ordinarily from ten to fifteen degrees! 
and frequently as low as twenty and even 
thirty. And, when we add to Ibis the 
piercing chilliness of the winds that blow 
from the Likes, and the Huron Country 
had lakes on the north, east, west ; and 
the poor protection the bark structures 
ot the Hurons afforded ; and the scant 
supplies of clothing the fathers had, on 
account of irregular and frequently in- 
terrupted communication with Quebec, 
and the intolerable smoke of the fires 
within the Indian huts, and the shoals 
of crowding and leaping vermin to which 
the savages were accustomed and the 
filthiness and the immodesty ot the 
Indian habits, we may well conclude that 
even if these pioneers and devoted ser 
vants ot God had never shed a drop of 
their blood they would lie well entitled 
to 'he honors due to martyrs.

The Scenes of the Huron Missions, and 
the Martyrdom of Fathers Brelxenf 

and Lallemant.

CONTINUED FROM LAST WEEK
ST. IGNACE.

On the dajr following the visit to St. 
Mary’s or Old Fort, Father Csmpbell and 
your correspondent set out with a horse 
and buggy on a long drive of nineteen 
miles for the site ol the mission of St. 
Ignace, the most interesting of all the 
points in this, for the American Catholic, 
most interesting country.

It was I be scene of tbe martyrdom of 
Fathers John de Bretœuf and Gabriel 
Lallemant.

To Mr. John Gilmary Shea we are 
deeply indebted for tbe accounts be bas 
gathered and given us in the History of 
tbe Catholic Missions among the Indian 
Tribes of tbe United States ; but in addi. 
tion to the account be bas given us in 
tbe above mentioned work I have found 
in the Report ol the Canadian Archives 
ol the year 1684 very kindly sent to me 
by Mr. Joseph Murphy of tbe Depart 
ment of Crown lands, Toronto, Onta­
rio, the copy of a letter written by 
the Jesuit Brother, who was the com­
panion of Fathers Bretœuf and L'Alte­
rnant, describing accurately the manner 
and circumstance» of their death, which 
I am sure will be df the highest interest 
to the readers of your Quarterly.

The Report of the Archives gives both 
the quaint French of the Brother's letter 
and the English translation. I send you 
only the latter.

“Veritable account of the martyrdom 
and most happy death of Father Jean de 
Bret œuf and of Father Gabriel L'Alle- 
mant in New France, in the country of 
the Huron» by the Iroquois, enemies of 
the Faith.”

Father Jean de Brebœuf and Father 
Gabriel L’Allemant bad net out from our 
cabin, to go to a small bourg, called St. 
Ignace distant from our cabin about a 
short quarter of a league, to instruct the 
savages and the new Christiana ot that 
bourg. It was on the 16ih day of March, 
(16-19/ in the morning, that we perceived 
a great tire at the place to which these 
two good fathers had gone. This fire 
made us very uneasy. We did not know 
whether it was enemies or whether tbe 
fire bad taken in acme of the huts of the 
village. The Rev. Father Paul Raguenau, 
our Superior, immediately resolved to 
send some one to learn what might be 
the cause. But no sooner had we formed 
the design of going there to see, than we 
perceived several savages on the road 
coming straight towards us. We all 
thought it was the Iroquois who were 
coming to attack ua, but having oonaid 
ered them more closely, we perceived 
that it was Huron» who were flying from 
the fight and who had escaped from the 
combat. These poor aavagea oauaed great 
pity in ua.

They were all covered with wound». 
One had hia head fractured ; another hia 
arm broken ; another had an arrow in hia 
eye ; another bad hia arm cut off by a 
blow from an axe. In fine the day was 
passed receiving into our buta oil these 
poor wounded people, and in looking 
with compassion towards the tire and the 
place where went these two good Fathers. 
We saw the fire and the barbarians, but 
vee could not see anything of the two 
Fathers.

Here is what these savages told us of 
the taking of tbe Bourg of St. Ignace and 
of the Fathers Jean de Brefcœuf and 
Gabriel L’Allemant :—

The Iroquois came to the number of 
twelve hundred men ; took our village ; 
took Father Bret œuf and hia companion ; 
set fire to all the huts.

They proceeded to discharge their rage 
on these two Fathers, for they took them 
both and stripped them entirely naked, 
and fastened each to a post.

They tied both their hands together. 
They tore the nails from their fingers. 
They beat them with a shower of blows 
from cudgels, on the shoulder», the loins, 
the belly, the legs and j the lace, there 
being no part of their body whieh did 
not endure this torment They told ua 
further : Although Father Bretoeul was 
overwhelmed under the weight ot these 
blows, he did not cease continually to 
speak of God, and to encourage all the 
new Christiana who were captives like 
himself, to suffer well, that they might 
die well in order to go in company with 
him to Paradise. Whilst the good Father 

thus encouraging there good people, 
a wretched Huron renegade, who had 
remained a captive with the Iroquois, 
and whom Father Brebœuf had formerly 
instructed and baptised, hearing him

The brutality cf the administration of

Meu ice Wallace, of Queenstown, the 

dilver of a steam threshing mactlue, was 
ordend by hi- employer to tsko tho 
machine to Killeagh fur the purpose of 
doing some work the character of which 
was not made known to him Oa his 
arrival at Killeagh he dlie wired that It 
was Intended he should thresh coin fur the 
emergencymeu engaged In the woik of 
eviction on the Punsouhy estate. Wallace 
theu threw up his post declaring that 
rather than disgrace himself by doing 
dirty wuik f r the land thieves be would 
go into the workhouse The engine itself 
seemed to loathe the work which it was 
required to perform, for on ita arrival at 
its destination the front axle broke, and 
no one could he got to repair it. The 
blacksmith at Killeagh refused positively, 
though a large sum was offered to him. 
It Is said that Mr, Ponsonby is hading out 
that It Is no easy task to evict his tenant» 
and that he la inclined to come to terms 
with them. He has already lost £14 000 
bv the e vict ions which he hst so heartlessly 
effected up to the present time.

A great effort Is being made in Scotland 
to secure a grand victory for the Home 
Rule cause at the next election. Estl 
Spencer and Mr. Bannerman Campbell 
addressed a meeting of 4 000 persons In 
U!a,gow at the end of September, and 
Other prominent members of tbe Liberal 
party have held equally enthusiastic meet­
ings in other localities, the resolutions In 
every case expressing confidence in Mr. 
Gladstone, end Indignation against the 
Government policy ol Coercion.

The National Indemnity fund now 
reaches the bindsome sum of .£14,000, 

Both candidates at Merthry-1 jdvll elec­
tion were Gladaton-an Liberals, the Tories 
finding they had no chance, and both are 
strongly In favor of Home Rule.

The Protestant Home Rule Association 
held their annual meeting at the end of 
September, and a large Increase of mem­
ber ehlp was shown, which is encouraging 
as an indication that the Nationalist feel­
ing ie not confined to Catholics, as the 
Coercloniet orators eu fondly represent. 
The gathering was numerous, »nd many 
Episcopalians and Presbyterians of high 
social standing assisted. Professor Gal­
braith presided.

This Is the way that Mr. Herbert Glad­
stone described tbe operation of tbe Coer­
cion Act, while speaking at Chester a few 
daj s ago : Ireland was of ail the civilize d 
countries iu the world, except perbsps 
Russia, the most police ridden country. 
While in Ireland the proportion of police 
to population was I in 250. In England It 
wus only 1 to 1,250. The Coercion Act 
now in force gave power to every indi­
vidual policeman and magistrate in Ire 
land to harms and bully the people 
almost at their pleasure.

The Pro tes taut Synod hv a very decisive 
majority, removed Rev. Professor Gal 
braith from the secretaryship of the synod 
In consequence of his expressed sentiments 
In favor of Home Rule. The efficiency 
with which the Rev, Professor discharged 
his duties for eighteen years proves that 
the members of the synod were moved 
solely by rabid partlztuehip to take this 

Instead of disgracing Professor 
Galbraith by their action, the synod have 
disgraced themselves.

The Ormonde ar.d King's Cjuntv Hunt
