offence, nor escape the connected penalty.

The spirit of the divine law should pervade
our minds, influence our every action, control
and direct all our mensures. The dictates
of conscience should be held sacred. Never
should we allow ourselves to be led to the
performance 'of any act which could be con-
strued into a disregard of God's authority,
or render us liable to the charge of payinga
greater defercnce to human opinions than to
divine law. Integrity and homesty of prin-
ciple should be tvercherished, aod, at all ba-.
zards, maintained. It is better, for us, by
manfully, and, if neoossary, even sternly refh-
sing to commit wrong at the dictation of
others, to suffer the loss of the favourable
opinion of some, which we would otherwise
highly value, than by yielding to it, to subd
Ject ourselves to the displeasure of Him
“ whose favour is life,” and whose maledic-
tion is more to be dreaded than death.

Itis perhaps too much to expect worldly-
minded men, whoare in the habit of regarding,
not what is really moral or religious obligation,
but rather what is expedient, and will serve
their purpoge for the present, practically to
admit the supremacy of the law of God,
though their refusal thus to act, affords them
no just grounds of exemption from its uni-
versal cluims ; but that Christian, God-fear-
ing men, should not only acknowledge
supremacy, but in all their decisions, and in

eansideration should juduce them to violate
20 plain and nndeniable an obligation. By
this unqualified surrender of themeelves
to the demands of the divine law, they can
alone expect the enjoyment of the approval
of their Judge, and of their own consciences,
—a blessing heyvond all price,—and be pre?

Heagan and Owen Sellivan,
as rioters, and.for assaulting the Mayor, (1he latter
with aknfe) have been committed for trial;- Aveh-
ibald Brown stands cammi‘ted for trial for feles-
niously shooting with inteat to kill; Charles Swee-
ny for striking the Mayor with a brick ; Putrick
Cceney, Daniel Driscoll, Jeremiah: McCartby'and
James Donovan, for shooting into the crowd and
throwing beicks, when several persons were killed,
sttucking Bogo’s wagyon, and committing other
acts of violence, have been partially examined and
remanded ; Joseph Corkery, charged as an active
ringleader; is an custody, snd wiil be examined
to-day. The Coroner's Inquests upen the podies
«f Delsy and Allan, who were shot, have resulted,
alter a laborious and paticnt enquiry extending
over eight daye,in verdicts of wilful niurder against
some person or peesons unkrown ; and in the case
ot Kichard Foster, who died of his wounls .on
Thursday, an inquest is now beinr held, and en-
quiries still ju progress.
