Story-telling is of ancient: origin,
We are all children ‘to seme extent.
But children are particularly inter-
ested in. stories. Hence the Sunday
School teacher should have the “Art
of Story-Telling”, ' which was the
subject of Rev. W. Harold Yonngs
closing address.

Why?

Why should we give'them stor-
jes? 1t is of fundamental import-

ance that we give pleasure to the|

children, so they may look forvyard
to Sunday. The teacher can then
,wm a’'way into the pupil's heart, and
gain attention in the class, and drive
the lesson home. By a story we canh
fix the truth in the child mind. But
dor't adorn your story with a moral
—it will carry its own moral ‘if viv-
idly told.
What Kind of Stories?

Fairy stories are of inestimable
valune for children of twelve years
and under, because of their imag-
inaiiye diep_osmon. Use nature stor-
ies also, for Nature is full of mater-
ial showing God’s care. = Historical
stories illuatrate bravery, faithful-
ness, courage, perseverafice and rev-
erance.

Stories from literature should be
used. Hawthorne, Dickens, Tolstoy,
Stevenson et al; are storehouses. But
original stories will live best. Make
some stories yourself to illustrate
truth,

How to Tell Stories

First of all, so prepare that the
story is a part of yourself. Get the
children around you in semi‘circle
if ‘possible. 'The story should first
of all grip 'you.© Then tell 4t sxmply,

My Dear Mother,—

I received your most looked-lor.
letter yesterday, dated: the 10;11. I
certainly was glad to hear you were
all well at home.
