The boys of the neighborhood have, during
the last two or three years, failed to buy
shirts, rolls of carpet, lead pwpe, and the
various other articles which lm\icﬂ constantly
drop out of their pockets, and which are
found on the sidewalk by sharp boys and
brought to second-hand merchants, so that
the owners may be sure to recover them.
There has also been a serious falling off in
the number of Mr. Abrahamson’s customers.

Each wheel was con
nected with one of the strings of the harp,
and was soarranged that after a certain num
ber of revolutions it would snddenly apply a
sort of railroad brake to the string and tem-
porarily silence it. These wheels, more-
over, were so contrived as to modulate
the sound of the harp, and the effect of
their rapid revolution was to produce a fine
crescendo. The device was certainly an ex-
tremely clever one, and it proved perfectly
successful,  When exposed to a soft gentle

MONTENEGRO'S SHARE.

The Montenegrin question was settled
at Monday's sitting of the Congress in
accordance with the Austrian pro e.
Montenegro receives a considerable in-
crease of territory on the north and
north-east, and acquires, subject to cer-
tain restrictions,Antivari with its harbor.
She does not obtain the shore south of
Antivari, and care is taken to leave about
twengy miles between Montenegro and
Servia for the contemplated Austrian
railway to Salonica. The terntory ceded
to Montenegro is about half what was
allotted her in the San Stefano treaty.

ROUMANIAN INDEPENDENCE.

In the discvssion of the Roumanian
question Lord Beaconsfield deplored but
contented himself with protesting against
Russia's infraction of teaties. Congress
declared the independence of Roumania
upon the condition that equality of civil
and religious rights be accorded to all
inhabitants, and that all foreign States
be treated equally with regard to com-
mercial treaties. Roumania will protest
st, but acquicsce in the cession of
Bessarabia.

THE BOSNIAY OCCUPATION.

During the discussion in the Congress
regarding the occupation of Bosnia by
Austria, Bismarck spoke in advocacy of
the proposition, and sharply rebuked the
Turkish Plenipotentaries for opposing
such occupation. A civil commission
will accompany the troops into Bosnia
and Herzegovina to organize the admin-
istration of the country. A large train
and 17 amnbulance hospitals will follow
the troops.

THE WAR INDEMNITY.

On the indemnity question England,
France and Italy refused to recognize
yriority for Russia's pecuniary claim.
tussia disclaimed any intention of claim-
"ing priority or exacting tervitory instead
of money. The Congress, in view of
Turkey's absolute inability to pay the in-
demnity, declined to take any action;
and left the matter for private settle-
ment between Turkey and Russia.

The Congress yesterday granted Mon-
tenegro an increase of territory, includ-
ing Antivari. It is said the Montene-
grins are not satisfied. The Government
of Bosnia has issued an invitation to the
inhabitants of that Province regardless of
creed to resist Austrian occupation,and is
freely distributingarms and ammunition.
It has been decided that Servia shall re-
tain Nisch but not Novi Bazar, the Kopa-
vnik defile forming the western frontier
of the new territory. It is possible that
next Monday the last real sitting will be
held and the treaty may be signed on
the following Tuesday or Wednesday.
Roumania asks for the harborof Kavarna
on the Black Sea as an additional price
for acquiesce.ce in the cession of Bessa-
rabia. ‘The Congress probabiy will not
object if Russia does not.

A SHOCKING CRIME.
A Colored Barber in Ingersoll Stabs
Three YMen With a Dirk Knife.

Ingersoll, July 2, 2 a. m.-——There was a
fearful outrage committed about
this morning by a negro named Neil,
formerly of London, but working here
now as a barber. He called at the Mec-
Murray House and was refused ad-
mission. He then took a dirk knife out
of his pocket and stabbed Mr. McMurray
in a most frightful manner. Mr. Capron,
the constable, and the McMurray House
hostler, while trying to arrest the negro,
were also cut in a shocking manner. The
town bells are now being rung to arouse
the citizens for the purpose of scouring
the country for the wretch, and if he is
caught it is feared he may be lynched.
The negro’s house in town has been brok-
eninto and searched. He formerly kept
a barber shop on King street, London.
Mr. McMurray, Mr. Capron, the con-
stable, also the hostler, are seriously
injured.

Ingersoll, Ont. July 3.—A large mob,
numbering about 150, are on the streets,
notifying all the colored people to leave
town by Saturday noon. They are
threatening to break into the ook and
Ladder Co.’s hall and take their ap-
paratus to pull down a rookery on King
street, and one on Thames street north,
kept by a disreputable character named
Josephine Mann, where Neil escaped
from the mob last night.

NIAGARA.

For the STANDARD.

To the occasional tourist the vicinity
of Clifton presents many an attractive
feature. ‘rom an eminence the rapids
and Falls of Niagara are in full view ; but
the excursionist who beholds these won-
ders for the first time, and who has read
various descriptions of the scene, is
rather more surprised at their apparent
smallness from what imagination had de-
picted than at the actual view of these
wonders themselves, The river here is
much narcower than farther up stream.
The repids are about a quarter of a mile
in extent, and just opposite (Goat Island
and Clifton station make the final plunge
into the deep, narrow chasm, which dur-
ing the lapse of ages these waters have
beea driliin out for themselves. The
roaring sounﬁ of the falling waters is not
so tremendous nor heard at so great a
distance as sensational reports led us to
believe. From the lower Suspension
bridge the falls look like a great white
sheet suspended across the chasm.

There are many beautiful scenes and
attractive places about Clifton. A new
museum has lately been opened here,
and the most enthusiastic naturalist may
have his desires gratified in viewing the
well preserved and beautiful specimens
of birds, animals, and other natural curi-
osities which are here exhibited. The
old museum has changed owners, Mr. 8.
Davis having lately purchased it with all
its surroundings, at & cost of forty-eight
thousand dollacs. This gentleman is now
owner of nearly all the property in the
vicinity of the falls on the Cnnaﬂinn side,
A large amount of money has lately been
expended in repairing and adding to the
garden and museum, and it is the inten-
tion to add a menagerie to the premises.

WaLLACE vs. GreaTr WEsTERY Ry, Co—
Appeal from the Court of Chancery. A
bonus of $10,000 had been granted to
the Wellingion Grey & Bruce Railway
by the township of Wallace, upon their
expressly undertaking that they would
maintain a station at Gowanstown and
stop trains there. The Great Western
Raiiway leased the line from the Wel-
lington, Grey & Bruce Railway,and leased
to maintain a station and stop trains at
Gowanstown. The bill was filed o com-
pel them to do so. The defendants set
up that the agreement made by the
Wellington, Grey & Bruce Railway was
not one capable of specific performance,
and that even if it were the defendants
were purchasers for value without notice
of the agreement, and were not compel-
lable to mainiain a station &t Gowans-
town. The Court of Chancery gave a
decree in favor of the plainiiffs, and
dirécted the defendants to stop all trains
at Gowanstown. The defendants ap-
pealed, snd the Court of Appeal now
dismissed the case without costs, and
directed that the decree of the Court of
Chancery should be varied, and should
order the defendants to stop only such
trains as they usually stopped at way
Stations.
