Details have been received of the dreadful 
massacre which lately took place in the terri­
tory of Hama, one of the 13 appointed Zulu 
chiefs. It appears that the massacre wae of ft 
moat unprovoked and cruel character. Hama 
had seized the cattle of the Abaqnlnsi tribe, 
and the latter were disposed to resist it if 
not to retaliate, but were pa-rifled and induced 
to disperse by the assurance that Mr. Os­
borne, the British Rsaident, would inquire 
into tbe matter. A certain proportion ol the 
tribe, including the chiefs and moat of the 
beadsmen, remained in order to see Mr. 
Osborne. Hama, however, did not give them 
this opportunity. Hie force at once fell upon 
them and killed about 1,200 men. The 
bloodthirsty warriors subsequently spread 
over tbe country and seised a 
her of kraals belonging to the Abaqu- 
lnsi, murdering wherever they found them 
many women aa well ae men who were unable 
to escape. It appears that when Hama saw 
Mr. Osborne he actually asked him for a pass 
that he might send to the Transvaal and re- 
oover such of the Abaqnlnsi cattle aa had 
escaped. Of coarse tbe pass was refused, bat 
unforâmately the impression is said to pre­
vail among the Zulus that England is the 
cans# of all this misery and bloodshed. Two 
natives—Mintshane and Mil wans—in giving 
an aecount of these deplorable occurrence», 
said : 44 Truly we Zulus did not kill in the old 
days of Panda and Cetywayo ; we just jostled 
one another, and few were hurt. It is y op 
Englishmen who have taught people to kill. ' 
It ie certain that the Zulus ought no longer 
to bave imposed upon them chiefs who are 
adepts in the work of massacre. and whose
