The stock
was divided between the owners of ..e
various properties, the Canadian Gold
fields syndicate Limited, receiving 640,
.5 sharess for the Lake Shore proper:y,
the remainder of the stock being divided
petween Messrs. George Gooderham, T.
(. Blackstock, of Toronto, John A. Finch
of Spokane, James Cronin of Moyie, and
J. C. Drewry of Rossland, according to
their several interests in the other prop-
erties. In speaking of the property yes-
terday to a Miner representative, Mr.
Dewry said:

“The mew company has a property
which has been pronounced by a number
of $he leading men of British Columbia as
thé biggest and best mine in British Col-
usbia. Both the St. Eugene and Lake
ghore “are well known shippers, and we
have over 80,000 tons of ore blocked out
i the mines. The Lake Shore is equipped
bwith 2 seven-drill compressor plant and
2 ten-drill compressér plant is now being
¢rected on the St. Eugene mill site along-
sde of the railway. The company also
has a 750-ton concentrator, which was
wmpleted  last week. The two ledges
which have already been proved on'the
lake Shore and St. Eugene, have also
been opened up at several.places on both
the Moyie and Queen of the Hills.

“The company has started five new tun-
els.on. the Moyie alone, and.these, with
wo ‘of the tunmels on the Lake . Shore
nd two on the St. Eugene, will be driven
head all. winter.

Mr. W. A. Campbell Thinks Well of
the Boundary Section.

IT IS ADISTRICT OF SURPRISES

He Thinks the Output of Ore Will Surprise
Even the [lost Optimistic—Oniy a Few of
tiae Ccmpanies Have Placed Their Stock
on the Market.

Mr. W, A. Campbell, who was formerly
an alderman of this city, is among the
guests at the AHan. He was formerly an
operator in mines here, and is still inter-
ested largely in the St. Paul and other
properties., Recently he took up his res-
idence in the Boundary country. He has
just returned from a wvmit to Spokane,
where he was looking after some deals in
connection with properties in the vicinity
of: Greenwood. , He was . seen by a. repre-
sentative of the Miner yesterday and was
asked:’ : '

“Are you going to locate in the Boun-
dary country, Mr. Campbell?” “Yes, I
have concluded  to stay with the Boun-
dary country and make Greenwood my
headquarters for my future operations.
That has been a district of surprises as
regards its mineral deposits, but when the
ore begins to be shipped and the tonnage
is made up, the most sanguine anticipa-
tions of the believers in the outcome of
the Boundary district will be exceeded.
This will, however, take time, and we
cannot . expect the output to reach large
proportions till after next @ year. We
must wait till proper development takes
place. We sometimes eapect too much,
and that too quickly in the mining busi-
ness. 'I'he mines of the Boundary are be-
ing developed in a proper manner by mea
who stand at the head of their profession,
and production is going to be rusifed
to the detriment of the properiies for the
purpose of boosting the stocks of the
mines.

“I have only to mention the names of
someé of the mining men who are in charge
of different mines to convince anyone who
will investigate the matter, that I am
correct in my  conclusion. Mr. Keefer,
M. E., has charge of the Mother Lode;
Mr, Frank Robbins, M. E., has charge
of the Brooklyn and Stemwinder, and
the other properties belonging tothe Do-
minion Copper company; Mr. W. Y.
Williams looks after the development of
the Iromsides, Knob Hill and the many
other properties owned by the Graves
eyndicate; Major R. G. Edwards Leckie,
M. E., is engineer in charge of the-fam-
ous B. C. mine in Summit ecamp; Mr. R.
E. Brown (Barbarian) looks after the
Monarch; I, myself, the Rathmullen, Gold
Drop and Winnipeg, the Brandon & Gold-
en Crown, the Snowshoe, the Jewel, the

000 in $1 shares. Of tne capital stock,
$250,000 goes to Messrs. Louis Blue . and
A. Fisher, and - the other $250,00) %o
Messrs. Peter Genelle & Co.-.In the prop-
erty controlled by the combine, there are
nine mills located' as follows: Rossland,
ymir, Nakusp, West Robson, Phocnix,
two at Greenwood and Rock Creek. In
addition to this, the new corporation has
large timber resérves in this section and
in the Boundary Creek country.

Mr. J. E. Poupore, the secretary of the
combine, was seen yesterday, and said:
“Qur object is not to raise the price of
Jumber, but rather to prevent competi-
tion, -As a result of wne close competi-
tion, there has been no profit in the lum-
ber business for some time past. How
will this be done? Well, in the first place
the price of lumber will be uniform. ' Say
a2 mill at West Robson gets an order for
lumber, and- has two-thirds of the kinds
included in the order in stock, how il
it -be filled? Formerly the order would
be filled if the mill man had to go to work
ai an additional expen»e, and often at-a
loss, to make the’ sizes which he did. not
happen to have. This was done so that
the other miil' men might not get a chance
to fill part of the order. Now;, however,
we will send-a part of the order to the
other mills to be filled.. There will be -no
profit killing competition like there  has
been. ‘Then, orders for lumber . will b2
filled at the point nearest to where it 1s
to be used. There are many advantazes
in the combine which are too numerous
to be mentioned. I think fré@¢now on
we will be assured of a reasor ;e profit,
and at the same time the public will get
its lumber just as cheaply as formerly,”
concluded Mr. Poupore.

ARE TALKING OF B. C.

People in the Old Country Are Interest-
ing.Themselves in Canada.

Mr. J. Ferguson McCrae has returned
from a four months vist to the Old Coun-
try. While he was away he visited Scot-
land and Englana. He spent a month at

" Kirkcudbrightshire at. the Castle Douglas,

where he had a merry time. 'He passed a
week in Newecastle and a fortnight in
Londen. ‘He found the sentiment  very
favorable to Canada and tius was especial-
ly the case when the Dominion offered to
send a contingent to South Africa, and
afterwards, when the troops sailed for
Cape Town wuere came a second offer. to
send more troops from here to South
Africa. The people felt over idere that
Canada had done the proper thing and
wag indeed a part and parcel of the em-
pire. Mr. McCrae thinks that Canadians
should travel more and when they do zo
to the Old Country they should not be
too modest and should talk “up Canada
and her great resources on every possible
occagion. “I did all that I could of this
form of missionary work and think all
ciuzens of this Dominion should do. like-
wise,” said Mr. McCrae. There is con-
siderable talk in London of our mines.
T.his was the case more during my recent
visit than during my former one. Wnat
they most want are dividend -paying
mines and they are commencing to get
them in the Le Roi and some other
Kootenay mines. He declared, however,
Lhat.the English have lately been pur-
chasing heavily in Souva Africa end Aus-
tralia. The belief is prevalent there that
there will be a great revival in the mining
mdustry.in South Africa after the war is
tt)l:’er and that larger profits will be made
ere.

Tons & Day.

in Rossland yesterday after an absence of
two and a half months. He came from
Republic over the Kettle Falls road and
reports that it was very muddy. This
road makes the distance between Repub-
lic and Kettle Falls only 35 miles. At
present it ig_traversed by stage, by sleigh
and on horséback. As' soon as the snow
hardens ‘a little it can be ‘traversed by
means of sleighs in six hours. Teamsters

The intention is to make it available for
wagons in the spring.

The Mountain Lion mill has reached
that stage where they are waiting for
the machinery. The machinery is at
Grand Forks and will be hauled in as
soon as the roads are in better condition.
Mr. Lansing’s Butte company is putting
in a reduction works and they are hauung
the machinery despite the mud, although
the cost is higher than if they wait-
ed till the roads are in a better condi-
tion.

Several propertiés will
soon reach the productive stage and Re-
public anticipates a very lively and pros-
perous era in the spring.

At the banquet of the St. Andrew’s

a little gold, raise some agricultural pro-

Ontario, ‘the
garden of Canada, is noted for her agri-
culture, lumber and mines. The North-
west Territories have immense areas on
which they raise grain, both for "home
production .and export abroad, and the
western portion is noted for its possibili- |
ties in the way of cattle raising. British
Columbia, however, he said, had mineés:
greater in value and extent than all of the
other provinces combined. Her wealth
of timber is not surpassed anywhere.
The giant firs of the province makes lum-
ber that cannot be beaten anywhere and
which is as good as wheat in the marts
of the world. The fisheries of salmon,
halibut, herring and cod have a capacity
sutncient to supply almost tne entire Do-
minion and leave some for export. ihe
agricultural land is very rich and when
properly cultivated yields the best results
to the husbandman. Then there are sec-
tions which are suited to cattle raising
and on some of these ranches are to be
found flocks comprising thousands of
cattle and sheep, which reveal that cae
province offers great advantages to the
stock raiser. Therefore, he held that
British Columbia having greater resources
and more mineral wealth than the other
provinces was destined, and before long,
t00, to become perhaps one of the greatest
sections in the Dominion.

A SMELTER AT MOYIE.

In a recent issue of the Miner we an-
nounced the fact that arrangements were

next year and we took the ground that
this, smelter would not only be able to
handle the ores of the St. Eugene Con-
solidated company, but that it, would
handle much of the ore from the Slocan
mines at such at rate for treatment as
would make it profitable to operate many
of those preperties.

being made to erect a smelter at Moyie ,

to Qdﬁnd every, interest of the railway‘

company have scouted the idea that Slocan
ores could be treated at such a smelter.
The arguments, if such they may be call-
ed, which they advamce, against such a
proposition are that the upgrade to Moyie
would make transportation- charges too
great as compared with those on the down
grade to Trail; tnat the cost of coke at
Moyie would not be able to reduce the
rate of treatment there more than 25
cents per ton over that at Trail; that
much cheaper power can be obtained at
Trail than at Moyie and that the Trail
smeler possesscs immense advdntages in
the fluxes which it has close at hand.
There is only one of these contentions
which bhas any reasonableness at all in it
and that is ~only apparently so. Tt
is true that the grade to Trail is a down
grade, but the grade to Moyie is not by
any means a heavy one, and here would
be less transhipment over it than over
the route to Trail at present adopted
were any ore being shipped: to that
smelter at the present time. It is true
too, that were the Trail smelter ,in the
possession of an “honest company seek-
ing to develop the mineral wealth of the
country a 'rae for treatmen could
be given there which would be little if
any higher than the smelter at Moyie will
be able to offer. But it must be remem-
bered that the Trail smelter is |ovl:oel'al;ed
by the C P. R. and their rate for freight
and treatment today is $20.50 per ton on
silver-lead ores; that is toey are identical
with the rates in Puebla, Omaha and
Denver after the haulage of the ore over
about 1,500 mues to these pointe. This
means that it is impossible that the vast
majority of the Slocan ores can be han-
dled at Trail owing to the piratical ex-
actions ‘of the smelter, which is in a con-
spiracy with the United States smelters
to retard the opening up of our silver-
lead districts. No hope, therefore, of re-
lief is to be expected from Trail. Were
a smelter constructed, as one undoubted-
ly will be at Moyie mnext year,
it will be able to treat ores
under $7 per ton
profit. It will be able to treat the pro-
duct of the Moyie mines at' less than
that owing to the fact that it will save
all - transportation rates and this is a
most important item and is especially so
where it is necessary to deal with the Can-
adian Pacific in.a place where that com:
pany has a monopoly. At Moyie they
have unexcelled fluxing material; there
are great quantities of lime at this point.
The contention that unere is cheaper
power. to be obtained at Trail than at
Moyie is entirely erroneous. The St.
Eugene Consolidated company has secured
aburdance of power from the streams in
that neighborhood and what they employ
therefora will be cheaper than that used
‘at Trail. According to the admission of
the C. P. R. itself Moyie will have an ad-
vantage in the cheapness of coke. It wi}l,
threfore, be seen thav in every respect
it will be able to offer better rates than

hands of psople who will conduct it hon-
edtly and for the best interests of the
country ‘The people of the province,
therefore, will leok forward to the erec-
tion of the smelter will interest because

TRADING IS RESTRICTED.

Tixe Canadian- mining stock market is
passing through one of those periodic lulls
which come and go and the reason there-

! for is sometimes hard to explain. In the
'present instance, however, the period of

comparative quietude is thought to be
one of the results of the war in South
Africa., There ‘has been no really great
decisive battle fought and this tends to
unsettle things financial and to .cause 2
tightening of the purse strings every-
where. Thid is particularly the case in
London, which is the financial heart of
the world, and when eapital is inclined
to be conservative there the example 18
followed by the rest of the world. ny
serious disturbance of financial affairs in
London is almost instantly felt all over
Canada and the United States. The tone
of the London market has been commun-
jcated to the smaller monetary centres
upon this continent and the result is a
withdrawal, in certain instances, of cred-
its, and this has affected Toronto and
Montreal stock dealings and restricted the
volume. The market locally, however, has
been rather lively and Rossland investors
have put more money into shares in the
last few months than ever before in the
history of the camp.

It is thought the ‘stringency in the
money markets will be very short lived.
Let the British army raise the siege of
Kimberley and Ladysmith and let it win
one or two good big battles from the
burghers and then there will be seen a
change in the complexion of affairs.
Money in London would jmmediately be-
come easy again and this would in turn

[be instantly reflected in Montreal and

Toronto and in other centres on this con-
tinent. Then credits would be easier and
there would be plenty of capital avail-
able for speculation. The result would be
that the stock market would soon resume
! its normal tone and more shares would be
' purchased than ever. The day for a great
British victory in South Africais not far
off, and the time for the final conquest of
the Boers lies only a little beyond: that.
With these evenis certain we <o not
! doubt that the time for a lively stock mav-
ket is only a little distance_ahead of us.

AS OTHERS SEE US.

Letter on tke Mining Conditions in Koot-
enay and Rossland.

You ask me to give you a general ‘dea
as to why the London market is so fear-
ful of investing in B. C. properties in
comparison with its investments else-
where. I do not know how I should an-
swer that quesuion, but if I do essay a
reply, behold in me not the mouthpiece
of that greatest and wealthiest of great

and wealthy bodies, but as one who has
numerous friends in the province anxious
to be informed thuely; also one who has
the welfare of the country at heart, and
who keenly appreciates all your zeal, en-
terprise and labors in promoting the in-
terests of the mines and welfare of Ross-
and, and 'has seen how poor a return
you are receiving for the same in the
form of English investments. Briefly,
the blame is with the province and its
legislators.

I have been .-asked repeatedly whether
the Transvaal war will have the effect of
turning the ‘attention 'of “capitalists to
British Columbia. I may safely say most
emphatically no, not as things are with
you now. .

The fact that investments in new en-
terprises, for a time, in that country un-
doubtedly have stopped for a time, (as

Lnghish capital ever seeks an outlet), 1t
seems to be the idea generally that 'the
present moment is opportune for the flow
ot capital to British Columbia. 'I'he pres-
ent war cannot be very long-lived, and
once the whole South ‘African ecountry 1s
brought under British rule, the greater
security such acquisition must necessarily
bring in its wake, will cause an almost in
describable bocm in the mining world
there—a boom hardly to be realized, so
far-reaching will its effects be. It is just
possible that after this bcom British- Co-
lumbia may “get a show.” It iS not cer-
tain, however; it is mevrely conditional,
and it is all embodied in that one word
“conditional.” You are as well aware as
myself that almost everyome who has
visited British Columbian mining camps,
and has been diligent in his -enquiries as
to their wealth, etc., bas invariably ex-
pressed the greatest surprise as to why
more English- capital does not find its
way into them. 3 i

I think Rudyard Kipling ought to be
ag good an authority as any, and he wise-
ly says: “Canada'is a good country; a
country with a good future. There are
all good things to be got out of the
ground.. Why don’t Knglishmen think
more of it as a field for English capital
and enterprise? Send your- folks to Can-
ada, and if they cannot go themselves, let
them send their money, plenty of it.”
Is not British Columbia the richest sec-
tion of Canada? These sentiments and
such advice, coming as they do from ome
so well versed, speak for themselves.
What, then, are the causes which tend
to frighten the English capitalist and in-
vestor? They may, I think, be attributed
to three distinet causes:

1. Pernicious legislation.

2. Want of advertisement.

3. The manner in which the confidence
of the English investor has in many cases
been abused.

Of the first I must say but little; the
subject of politics, or a criticism thereof,
is ever a dangercus subjeet to launch in-
to.. I will, however, say that, qo’].ong as
any trace of anything but, the. most equit-
able legislation, as much for the benefit
of the employees as employer, remains,
so long may you expect to find English
capital keep out of the country..

That would be more distressing to” all

you pioneers of Rossland and other camps,
or more heartbreaking, to find after all
your toil and labor, etc., than to be sad-
dled with an “eight-hour bill—a measure
the principles of which were understood
by but few who voted for it; the effects
whereof were never rightly communicated
to the miners, while its very operation is
denounced by many of the leaders of the
labor organization who seek to force it on
all employers and employees.
These, like yourself and myself and
others, who have interests in the various
mining camps and who are ever in touch
with the miners—always the soundest
judges of all legislation affecting mines—
can appreciate how and why this baneful
and disastrous (already) measure became
law.

When legislatofe commence to pander
to the labor votes- such unscrupulous
methods, can it be wondered why the
justice-loving English \investor refuses to
come under the ban of such measure or to
place his momney at the mercy of such
legislation?

I have spoken to members of the legis-
lature for the various districts in British
Columbia who voted for the bill last ses-
sion; they would give worlds could they
but undo the harm they have done them-
selves; they frankly admit that the far-
reaching injurious effects of the bill were
not placed before them in an intelligent
manner; they confess, moreover, to the
miners hatred of the measure, while ad-
ding that those who “returned” them to
the “house” have lost all confidence and
faith in them. The backers of the bill
are gradually awakening to the fact that
they have placed the first nail in their
own coffin. ;
In brief, with such legislation you must
expect nothing, and you won’t be disap-
pointed. Better to fight these accursed
labor organizations and live from hand
to mouth for a period, if need be, and
once and for all kill the labor leaders
daily onward march than struggle on in-
definitely with this sword of Damocles
ever suspended over your operations in
the future.

As to advertisement, or want of it,
rather. I have endeavored to urge on the
local governing ies' of all towns I have
visited in British Columbia as to the
necessity for united, strong and speedy
action in securing the adequate adver-
tisement of the province.

You have a country of which you may
justly feel proud. Testimony is forth-
coming to this in increasing quantities
day by day: Why not then proclaim this
far and wide.

The colonies, New South Wales,
Queensland, New Zealand, etc., etc., today
are spending tens of thousands of pounds
yearly in bringing before the public the
mineral, agricultural and other resources
of their countries. Their London agen-
cies are supplied with funds adequate for
the object in view. Their offices are of

ture been an ultimate loss to them? (),
the contrary, they have drawn to my cer.
tain knowledge investors from Briuy,
Columbia simply because they could get
to know something of the Australian ang
other colonies, and no information of apy
reliable sufficiency could be given then
of British Columbia. = What constitutes
the agency for British Columbia in Lop-
don apart from the bureau in the high
commissioners for Canada office? A ding
little office off a little alley which even .
London cabman fails often to find; not
even in “the city;” two miles away from
the mining offices and London Exchange:
not a single specimen of ore to show cali-
ers or inquirers; no special returns
the output of the mines; those prepared
by operating companies are of little value
to the English market.

Latterly an exhibition of the ores of
the “world’s mines” was held in London.
Tons and tons of ore came from all over
the world, but never a specimen of min-
utest size from British Columbia.

It is nothing short of an imiquity to
have the question of expense ever put for-
ward as an effectual reason for giving a
better locus standi to the agent general
for British Columbia.

Experientia docet and what say Austra-
lia, New :Zealand, etc., etc. Was ther
bread cast on the waters found hereafter?’
Yea, rapidly indeed, to the detriment of
British- Columbia. They all met their
difficulties half way in this manner, and
today their revenues increase amazingly.

No one feels the acuteness of his posi-
tion more than does Mr. William Walter,
the present attorney general for British
Columbia. A man of boundless energy,
deep reasoning, a wide knowledge of the
best means of pushing a rich country io
the front, -he has seen money slip through
his fingers, and yet. his position is not im-
proved one whit. I would be willing to
wager that were Mr. Walter, backed up
in any pay by the authorities, adequate
to his position he could and would draw to
B.C. a class of men who would be a creffit to
any mining centre—none of your remit-
tance men or loafers—men of standing
and capital; but no individual, be e
whom bhe may, will willingly recommend
an investor to turn to British Columbia,
much as he would like to do so.

A prominent office—it need not be
large—in the city with mineral, agricul-
tural and other specimens, returns from
the mines, latest quotations, up-to-date
maps, etc., etc., if a little further expen-
diture were necessitated here, it would
be amply repaid by those who would be
willing to try British Columbia as a field
for investment. %
These few points I feel sure if laid be-
fore your board of trade and brought
prominently - before the members for: the
district would help to give & stimulus not
only to Rossland and vicinity, but also
to the province at large. ~

Thirdly: Breach of confidence—and
here my remarks must - necessarily be
guarded and much must be read between
the lines.

It was only lately, and yet how wisely
remarked by a leading mining engineer not
unknown in British Columbia, that “the
small financial success which has hitherto
attended the mining operations of Brit-
ish companies in Western Canada (B. C.)
is not attributable in the smallest degree
to the scarcity of mineral or to unfaver-
able conditions of working, but. is the
effect. of causes which ought not to be
allowed to operate, and ﬂ ily be,
avoided ‘at the beginning amnd often over-
come at later stages by a knowledge of
the technical and commercial conditions
to be dealt with.” Again there are many
properties sold or floated as good, and
which are good, but have been rumored
useless and unprofitable by the manner
in which they have been worked, displaying
therein a complete ignorance of the crud-
est mining knowledge by those entrusted
with their development. All this has run
away with money, and consequently de-
tracted from dividends, and the public
has had its faith shaken considerably,
many for good, and seek ‘other invest-
ments. Economical mining, er reasonably
so, is still an unknown quantity in work-
ing many mines; large salaries being paid
to many whose services would never be
missed.

“Wild cats,” too, promoted and put on
the market by unscrupulous methods and
for a ccmmission’s sake, “got through at
any price,” sometimes at the cost of the
reputation, not only of the promoter, but
those reporting on propertiés;. all these
tend to make capital shy. I feel certain
that in these days when company pro-
motion has reduced itself to a fine art,
that it would be most desirable for all
properties to be put on the market to
pass through the hands of a certain body,
selected in each mining camp, in whose
integrity investors would bave every con-
fidence, and furthermore the same prop-
erties, if proved of the “wild cat” order,
be at once “posted” as such in all the
principal exchanges. Some system of
sifting .the wheat from the chaff is
necessary now more than ever, and no
one more devoutly wishes this measure
than do the brokers of British Columbia.
1 have, I think, said enough to show you
how we feel across the water and I am
sure these remarks will be accepted in the
spirit in which they are given, I did not
wish to say anytning on the subject as it
does not always pay to take up the role
of “Don Quixcte;” till you have asked
me and if my humble efforts can ever be
of any service to sossland and my many
friends there I shall always be pleased to
do all that lies in my power to bring about
this great millenium.

In conclusion, might I refer to a matter
which is doing Rossland no good and that
is the absence of a first class hotel. I
actually know many men who have de-
cided not “to go to Rossland again,” as
there is “no place to stop.” The town
which is forging ahead boasts of but three
hotels; one is usually described as being
most undesirable. I myself have been
unfortunately the victim of the unbusin-
ess-like methods of one of them. A big
pot of money is in any new enterprise in
this direction.

Anything I can do for furthering the
interests of tne town and show my hum-
ble appreciation of the zeal, deserving ef-
forts, etc., of yourself and confreres,
kindly let me know.

Mitle—The ground was ' located by
GGeorge D. Root on the 22nd July, 1897,
and recorded at Rossland on the 2sth
July, 1897. 1t is now owned by the
Evening Gold Mining Compan§, Limited,
who has had the property surveyed and
made application for ‘crown grant.

Location—This property is situated on
Nigger mountain, about two miles north-
west of ‘the .valuable Velvet,
and . Victory-Triumph mines on Sophie
mountain, and one mile north of the
promising property, Big Four, , on Santa
Rosa mountain. It is situated cloze to
Melville towmsite, and Big Sheep creek
passes close by the eastern gide line,
while the west fork of Big Sheep creek
runs nearly parallel with the south end
line, -and only a few hundred feet from
the property.

MR. J P. GRAVES RETURNED FROM
; PHOENIX.

Mining Development in the Properties in
and About Grand Forks—Mr. Langley
in the Boundary.

Grand Forks, B. C., Nov. 29.—(Special.)
—Jay P. Graves, gemeral manager of the
Knob Hill and Old Ironsides, has return-
ed from a trip to Phoenix. The Knob
Hill tunnel is now in 980 feet, and the
vertical depth at its face is 190 feet. The
ore now being encountered, according to
Mr, Graves; is the best in the history of
the mine’s development.
