HEROIC DEEDS
MARKED RETREAT

Soldiers: Who Were in Re-
tirement From Mons Re-
late Their Experiences

Sergeant Griffiiths, of the Welsh Re-
giment, has written home an interest-
ing letter, stating that at Mons he
enemy appeared as ten to one. He con-
tinues:

“Then began this awful retreat,
which should, and will, go down in
history as one of the greatest and
most glorious retirements ever done.

“The eneym were employing a lot of
motor lorries for the troops, which
kept pushing many of their infantry
towards our flanks and causing us to
march sometimes as many as twenty-
eight miles a day. We had to turn
and give them a check, which we al-
ways did well, and so we kept on—
ever southwards.
| Retreat Galled Them.

“Our boys were cursing because our
backs were towards them, but when
the British did turn, my word, what a
game! The 3rd Coldstreams could be
named the 3rd Cold Steels. Their bayo
net charge was a beauty, accounting,
we were informed, for over 800 Ger-
mans, and losing only about 80 killed
or wounded themselves.

“We were two miles outside a littie

|scout came up to say that whole divi-
sion of Germans were coming up on
our left. We could not get out of it,
for we were fairly caught.

“We charged those nearest to us,
and gave them all they wanted. In
the hand-to-hand fight my horse was
shot from under me. I was left be-
511111(1 and helpless, with my right arm
shot through the bone.

Helped Him Up.

“Sergt. Dodds happened to look
round, and seeing me on the graund,
he turned back alone and shouted“to
me, ‘Come along, Nolan, old boy; jump
up behind me." With his assistance I
got on his horse’s crup and held on
with my legs. We had got out of the
tight corner.

“But our troubles were mnot over.
Thirty of us had tor un the gauntlet
through the village, with the Germans
firing from the windows, to join the
main body. Only five got through.

In the mad rush through the village,
Dodds was also shot badly through
the leg, and the poor horse, which was
carrying us two, was also brought
down. The result was that the two
of us fell helpless to the ground, and
we were immediately surrounded by a
crowd of Germans, who yelled and act
ed like a lot of savages.

An Officer’s Revolver.

We saw them tearing practically ev-
erv bit of clothing from one of our
poor chaps who had been killed, and
in my own case they stripped me of
everything but my trousers and shirt.
"hey took from me the revolver that I
had taken from a German officer, and
one of them was about to strip me of
my shirt when a funny thing occurred.
I often laugh when I think of it.

“When I was looking.up and trying
to think as little as possible about my
arm, who should stand above me but
the captured German officer whose
guard had been killed. He said ‘You
are the man who took my revolver.
Let me have it back instantly.’ I said
that I had not got it., and that one of
his own men had relieved me of it. ¢
‘Then come with me,” he said, ‘and
find the man who took it, and I shall
have him shot.” I went around with
him as a matter of form, but I was not
having any. Even if I had found the
chadp who had taken the revolver I
shculd not have peached on the poor
devil, as I knew what his fate would
have been.

“Nolan was taken to the hospital
and abandoned there by the Germans,
who were attacked by a British cav-
alry brigade.

One cannot travel anywhere west
of the great fighting line without
coming across fugitives at every step,
or signs of the battle.

“I was at Nanteuil,” says one sold-
ier with his arm ir a sling. “I was
still fighting yesterday and the Ger-
mans were falling back. We heard
that the English had driven them
across the Marne. Ah, they are fine,
those English. We were on our side
for forty-eight hours under artillery
fire. We were chafing to get at the
Germans, but our officers would not
let us. Our time had not yet come.

“It was only when the enemy came
within 500 yards that we were allow-
ed to fire. We made a dash for them
a‘ter a few volleys and drove them
back, keeping under cover. But we
could not go far. The enemy’s bat-
teries and machine guns were always
ready to pour a murderous fire in our
direction. In two days we gained on-
ly a mile and a half.”

Tell How Th:y—Check\mated
The Strategy Of The
Germans

A number of letters have been re-
ceived in Caterham, the depot of the
Brigade of Guards, from men in the
4th Brigade of Guards, who took a
prominent part in the strategic with-
drawals of our troops. Several of
these letters were sent home by those
in charge of the wounded.

Th Coldstreams put up a heroic de-
fence at Landrecies who suddenly at-
tacked by the Kaiser’'s troops, and it
was at this engagement that Lieut.
Windsor Clive, the son of the Earl of
Plymouth, was killed.

A sergeant of the Coldstreams
wrote: “We were sorry to lose Mr.
Windsor Clive, who was a gentleman
and a soldier. He was knocked over
by the bursting of a shell. It mad-
dened our fellows, I can tell you.”

times our superior in numbers, and
attacking from all quarters fiercely,
Sir Douglas Haig had to keep his men
oin the march almost night and day.
We had a rough time of it. Our boys
were as lively as crickets, but under
fire as cool as you would wish. It was
getting dark when we found out that
the Kaiser's crush were coming thro’
a forest and we soon found out their
game.
Not a Man Got Through.

“It was to cut off our force, who
were retiring on to Le Cateau covered
by our cavalry. We had not long to
wait before they swarmed out of the
forest and entered the small town
from different directions. But we got
them everywhere, and stopped them,
not a man getting through.

“About two hundred of us drove
them down a street which led to the
principal thoroughfare we came upon
a mass of them. At this point we were
reinforced from two directions.

“We were pressed for a time but
they soon lost heart, and we actually
had to climb over their dead and
wounded, which were heaped up, to
get at the others. Then we had to race
away to another direction where they
were hurling their masses at us.
Those who did not get back-to the for-
est were knocked over.

“It looked at one time as if
would get round us, but they got a
surprise packet, for we cleared the
town and drove them back. I don’t
know how many we accounted for,
but I saw quite 150 heaped together
in one street.

Germans Last Effort.

“We had to continue our retreat
and had little rest until we got to
Compeigne. Here the Brigade had a
shaking up. It was the Germans’ last
desperate attempt to get through.

“What really happened I hardly
know. Never before did the Guards
fight as they did that day. We are
having reinforcements, and we shall
then have a chance of getting our own
back, for when pressed they will not
stand up to us.”

Sang the Irish Guardsmen

As They Awaited Ger-
man Attack

This is the story of the way in
which the Irish Guards, at M , met
the charge of three German cavalry
regiments and emerged from the en-
counter with undying glory.

It is the glory of what those saw
who were not themselves in the fir-
ing line and who awaited with ap-
prehension and wonderment the col-
lision between the grey hordes of the
Kaiser’s horsemen and the thin, but
unswerving line of Britishers in
khaki, who, with bayonets fixed, made
ready for their oncoming.

Shouted Adieux.

Those same Britishers had jovially
shouted their adieux to French troops
who had been retired from their im-
mediate neighborhood, and in the brief
interval before the crash came the
watchers could see officers = walking
up and down the lines, cracking jokes
with their men, and otherwise assist-
ing to maintain their excellent spirts.
When the German cavalry was only
200 yards away one man momentar-
ily put down his rifle and begged a
cigarette from a comrade which he
coolly lit.

Then they “prepared to receive cav-
alry,” and did it in better order and
with much less excitement than if
they had been about to witness the
finish of St. Leger. Three regiments
of German cavalry, splendidly horsed,
splendidly "equipped, charged a regi-
ment of Irish Infantry. The men who
had been joking and smoking rose up
to meet them, a bristling bulwark of
giants holding weapons of steel in
steel grips.

The Shock of Arms.

For a few minutes there was an
awful chaos of horses, soldiers grey
and soldiers yellow glittering lances
and bayonets, the automatic spit of
machine guns, the flashes of musketry,

Amidst it all the men in Xkhaki
stood immobile. Grimly, and without
budging, they threw back at the bayo-
net’'s point, in utter demoralisation,
the troops of the Kaiser, the men who
terrified the peasant villagers of Bel-
gium and France.

They wanted something to put on
their banner, and their casualty list
will show that, “if blood be the price,”
they achieved their aim. French sol-
diers tell me that, rising from the
ranks of the Irish, just before the
crash came, there reached them the
strains of songs they had never heard
before.

A French soldier hobbling along
with a bandaged face and a bullet in
his back, ventured to repeat from
memory the beginnings of a tune
made out to be that of “God Save Ire-
land,” and Whistle to me, said 1,” was
another of these strains.

This Cossack Some Fighter

Petrograd, Sept. 26.—Although he
received nine wounds in the chest
and back and lost a finger a few
weeks ago, Kozma Krjutchkoff, a Cos-
sack, who attacked 27 Uhlans single-
handed, has returned to the front and
is again with his regiment. Krjutch-
koff regarded his wounds inflicted by
Uhlan lancers, with contempt. “They
are not wounds,” he insisted, “for the
Germans cannot fight.”

The Cossack killed eleven of the 27
men against whom he fought alone,
and was standing out against the rest
single-handed when five comrades
came up and assisted him in despatch
ing the others. ‘“The Uhlans thought
I was cornered,” said Krjutchkoff,
“pbut I gave them no time to attack
me. An officer tried to cut me down,
but I hit him over the head. His hel-
met protected him, and then I got an-
gry and killed him. They were charg
ing me with lances, so I seized onme,
too, and drove it into- one after an-
other., I was too angry to feel the
thrusts they gave me. Finally five
comrades arrived, and the Germans
who were not killed or wounded
fled.”

HIS CAPTURE COST
THE ENEMY DEAR

And Even at That the Ger-
mans Couldn’t Hold
Him Prisoner

Trooper Beak, of the 4th Dragoon
Guards, writing home to his wife at
Crewe, gives an exciting story of his
escape from the Germans. After de-
scribing his journey from England he
says:

I .went straight to the front in the
firing line, and within two hours of
being there had three horses shot un-
der me. The last one was a Uhlan’s,
and that caused all the trouble. That
went down when I was in the midst
of them, and I got made prisoner
along with Sergeant-Major H—— of
ours.

We did not think we should ever
see England again, as just before
dusk on Wednesday afternoon they
made us strip every mortal stitch off
our bodies so that we could not
esgape. At the time they were being
hardly pressed by our troops. But in
the middle of the night we made a cut
for it, and got away.

I have one cqQnsolation, and that is
I killed two Uhlans and wounded one
before they captured me, and Sergeant
Major H claims he killed half-a-
dozen. I broke my sword clean in
half when I was recovering it from
the second one I plugged with it, and
I had to go into the third scramble
with only about nine inches and the
hilt left.

Terrible Time

“I think I shall never forget that
night as long as 1 live. We all had
wonderful escapes, with shrapnel
shells bursting continuously, high ex-
plosive shells, also; houses burning
and falling down from shell fire; the
intermittent rifle fire, with every now
and then furious bursts of fire when
the Germans attacked.

“Our biggest fight so far took place
at Landrecies. The Germans attack-
ed us in the town furiously. They
brought their guns to within fifty
yvards of us in the dark on the road,
and opened point-blank fire. Our
gunners brought up a gun by hand,
as no horse could have lived, and
knocked at least one of the German
guns opt first shot. This all at about
sixty yards.”

German Centre

FORCED FRENCH
BACK A LITTLE

But Allies Think He Cannot
Safely Extend His Lines
Any Further North

Loondon, Oct. 5.—General Von Kluk,
reinforced with troops from the Ger-
man centre, continues to make a de-
termined stand against the attempt
of the Allies to outflank him.

The French, who yesterday official-
ly reported that all the German at-
tacks had been repulsed, and that the
Allies had resumed the offensive, fol-
lowed this, today, by the announce-
ment that, while to the North of this,
the bhattle which commenced serious-
ly on Sept. 25 continues with great
violence, no decisive result has yet
been reached, and that at certain
points the French troops have had to
yvield ground.

The Germans, in their report issued
last night, say that the battle is pro-
ceeding successfully for them. Both
in London and Paris there is the
greatest confidence.

Although there is some surprise dis
played at the success of the Germans
in preventing the outflanking move-
ment, there is a feeling, however, that
the Germans cannot extend their line
much further North without weaken-
ing at some point along the rest of
the line.

The French communication says
there has been no change.

ALSACE CLEAR
OF THE GERMANS

None of Enemy’s Forces Op
posing French There

London, Oct. 6.—Telegraphing
from Belforte, France, the corres-
pondent of The Daily Mail says:
“The Germans are trying to make
the world believe that they still
hold Alsace, but: as a matter of
fact the French are there in thou-
sands and so well established that
the enemy has not dared to attack
them.

“There is nothing in front of the
French forces of occupation. If
they wish they could walk right
through to the Rhine.”

| hillside and also within a distance of
German works,sbeing on a slope of a
spur formed by a. subsidiary valley
running north, and a main vailley of
a river. It was a calm, sunny after-
noon, but misty, and from our point
of vantage, south of the river, it was
difficult exactly to locate on the far
band, the well-concealed trenches.

Sullen Boom of Guns.

“From far -and near the sullen boom
of guns echoed along the valley, and
at intervals in a different direction,
the sky was flecked with the almost
motionless smoke of anti-aircraft
shrapnel.

“Suddenly, and without any warn-
ing, for the reports of the distant
howitzers from which they were fired
could not be distinguished from other
distant reports, three or four heavy
shells fell into the village, sending up
huge clouds or smoke and dust, which
ascended in a brownish gray column.
To this no reply was made on our side.

“Shortly afterwards there was a
quick succession of reports from a
point some distance up the subsidiary
valley, on the side opposite our trench
es, and therefore rather on their flank.
It was not possible either by ear or hy
eye to locate the guns from which the
sound proceeded. AImost simultane-
ously, as it seemed, there was a cor-
responding succession of flashes and
sharp detonation in the valley of the
hillside, along what appeared to be
our trenches. There was then a pause
and several clouds of- smoke rose
slowly and remained stationary, spac
ed as regularly as poplars.

Suceession of Reports.

“Again there was .a succession ol
reports from German quick-firers on
the far side of the valley, and like
echoes of detonations of high explo-
sives and the row of expanding smoke¢
columns was prolonged by several

'DESPERATE HASTE

TO GET ANTWERP

Pound Away Unceasingly at
Forts With Heavy
Artillery

London, Oct. 5.—The Antwerp cor-
respondent of The Daily Telegraph,
telegraphing regarding the fighting
around Antwerp under date of Satur-
day says the Germans continue their
efforts to capture Antwerp.

They are in a desperate hurry to
accomplish it, pounding away un-
ceasingly with their artillery at the
forts of Waelhemand, Wavoe and St.
Catherines and flinging their infantry
forward in frantic efforts to break
through.

Their losses have been enormous
and the number of killed are estimat-
ed as high as 8,000.

During the present movement the
German big guns are not being work-
ed by regular soldiers but by men in
citizen’s clothing who wear only an
armlet to indicate their military oc-
cupation. Undoubtedly these men are
employed of the Krupp factory sum-
moned to replace the losses
the regular gun layers.

German shells have practically
wiped out most of the little villages
and hamlets in the outer circles of
the Antwerp defense.

The Germans still hold Malines al-
though at heavy cost, as the town is
the subject of a constant bombard-
ment from the Antwerp forts.
