A political erisis deveioped at the opening of the diet on Tuesday. The chief rea-

last October. This appointment was a surprise hoth in and out of Japan and was criti-
cized unfavorably by Japanese political leaders, who contended the premier did not
command public support. He is regarded as a representative of the radical militarist
section in Japan, although in an interview with the Associated Press shortly after his
appointment, he disavowed any policies of aggression. Japanese newspapers said the
premier did not command a majority in parliament and predicted that the outcome
would be dissolution of the House and a new election.

But that the
Kaiser was actually taking men cat
of hospitals where they had been
confined for months and compelling
them to fight for the fatherland will
amaze many.

Several prison-
ars taken since last November were
in such condition that they had 3
be sent to hospitals. They were rot
suffering from wounds. They were
just plain consumptives, and to their
nurses here and in France they de-

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BOMBING OF ESSE

BY A FRENCH AIRMAN

Thrilling Description

of Raid on the Krupp

Works Given by the Daring Raider

(By Lieut. Dancourt).
(Aviator with the French Army)
London.—Lieut. Dancourt, one of

the two French aviatorsswho drop-
ped bombs on the Krupp works at
Essen, has written the following ac-
count of his experience under the

title: “How I Bombed Essen.”

Indeed, it was very simple, as you
will see by these extracts from my
log-book, where 1 consighed some of
my impressions during my journey.

I would remind you first that two
French aeroplanes, one piloted by
Captain Beauchamps, the other by
me, effected the raid. Our machines
were of British design.

Although the distance to be cov-
ered was pretty nearly 500 miles, it
was not to frighten me.

Now, here are my notes, which
are brief but complete. Taking them
was briefly my only distraction, dur-
ing the seven hours that my flight
lasted.

11 a.m.—My friend Beauchamps
has just gone up, and I followed-two
minutaes later, 1,000 yards up, 2,000.
3,000, we kept on getting higher and
higher. The weather is clear with
just a few clouds over 2,000. The
air is distinctly cold.

12-1 p.m.—Full
lines.

We are seen and the anti-aircraft
guns start a curtain of fire, a little
forward, but too high, white puffs
of the 77 make a line of smoke
which I have not to cross. Soon the
shots beceme more and more num-
erous. Three hundred shots, at
least, must have been fired in a few
minutes time.

After a time I get right into the
smoke of the bursting shells and [
can hear pieces of steel whistle near,
very near. Oh! A Boche gunner rec-
tifies his range, but he is too low
now. So I go higher still and T pass.

Now there are shots on my left,
which burst with black smoke—105
calibre shells. This is getting more
serious.

The shots get nearer. 1 point to-
ward the left slightly and all of a
sudden I go 90 deg. to the left and
drop straight toward the ground for
300 feet. The game is finished and
the gunners are done. Out of spite,
they shoot all over the place, and
shells burst now at the back of me.
It looks as if I was going to get out
of trouble without much difficulty
now.

Some how my confidence increas-
es. Every minute insures that ev-
erything will go well. 1 cross over
to the right bank of the river. Many
long convoys of barges go up to-
ward Coblens. If only I did not have
the consignment of hombs to deliv-
er, I should go down to gun them.

Fights Three Airmen

I have been up for over four hours.
Where am I now? What is my
speed?

I turn right so
that the Bosche gunner loses the
lljange, but as I turn I see 1,500
jfeet or 2,000 feet under me, three
Boche planes which are giving chase
Their machines are as fast as mine.

I slacken for a few seconds, and,
going straight toward the most for-
ward of them, I swerve him at about
150 yards with three brusts of my
machine gun.

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{ HOW TO KEEP WELL

The. Mother.

HE MOTHER should endeavor to maintain hex,}lealth to the highest
point before and after the baby’s birth. She should do no heavy
work for at least four weeks after the baby’s birth. Particularly
she should not work out. If she has any headache, puffiness of the

" face and legs, indigestion or vomiting, she should realize that these are not

| the necessary accompaniments of pregnancy, but that they are indications

| of something wrong, and that she should AT ONCE consult a capable
| physician and have the condition remedied. She should eat easily digested
but good substantial food; keep her bowels regular, have plenty of outdoor
air, light exereise, and at least eight hours sleep in a well-aired room.

that it is a wonder the people living in them can be heéalthy. After the

baby is born the mother’s chief care should be directed to her child’s welfare.
Nursing the Bahy.

The mother’s milk is the baby’s best food. Nearly every mother should
be able to nurse her baby, and she should have every encouragement to
persevere in breast feeding for four or five months at least. If she works
out she cannot nurse the baby, and as a consequence artificial food, such as
cow’s milk or the expensive proprietary preparations are used, with the
common result that the baby gets diarrhoea and frequently dies. The first
great requisite then is, that to the mother must be left the care of the baby.

Artificial Food.

If for any reason the mother is unable to breast feed her baby, artificial
food must be used either partly or entirely. Then we are obliged to seek
| and recommend the best form of artificial food, but before doing so, physi-

cian, nurse, and mother must exbaust every means to keep up the breast
supply. Do not t&to do this by the use of beer, stout, wine, or any form
of alcoholics. These articles do not improve the breast food, and besides
they are bad for the baby. °

The best artificial food is cow’s milk modified to suit the needs of the
growing child. The milk should be carefully selected. It should be the
product of clean, healthy, well-kept cows. Certified milk is expensive, and
if such milk cannot. be procured then the raw milk should be pasteurized
or boiled. Some authorities claim that boiled milk is more easily digested
than raw milk. If raw, pasteurized, or boiled milk is used it should be
modified as follows: ; ;

THE FORMULA—1st Month.

A full-term baby will usually take in twenty-four hours:—
- Cream—Two ounces.

Skimnied Milk—Two ounces.

Boiled Water—Twelve ounces. b

Sugar of Milk—Six level teaspoorfuls.

The sugar of milk should be dissolved in a few ounces of boiled water.
Place this in a pitcher, add the cream, the skimmed milk, and the balance
of the boiled water, and stir-with a spoon. This mixture should preferably
Le put in twelve separate bottles and placed in an ice-box, or kept in the
pitcher and added to the bottle as used. The baby should during the first
month have a bottle every two hours from say four in the morning to ten
at night. The food should be warmed by sitting the bottle in hot water to
warm it to a comfortable heat. It should be fed through a large rubber
nipple which fits snugly over the neck of the bottle. Needless to say it is
important that bottles, nipples, and all utensils used should be kept scrup
ulously clean. Too great care cannot be taken in this regard.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John i, 13-22

Memory Verses, 15, 16—Golden Text
i Matt. xxi, 13—Commentary, Preparsc
]

by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

| As in our last lesson, our thoughts |
were carried to Jacob's dream
and that which it pointed onward to,

80 in this marriage at Cana, where He
wrought His first miracie and mani-
fested forth His glory (chapter i, 11),
Wwe are takep back to the first mar-
riage in Eden aud onward to the mar-
riage of the Lamb (Rev. xix, 6-9), after
which will come the kingdom, when
He will drink again the fruit of the
vine and others shall eat and drink at
His table in His kingdom (Luke xxii,
18, 30). If these earthen vessels of
ours, these mortal bodies, were as full
of the water of the word as the vessels
at the marriage were full of literal
water up to the brim, He could easily
change the water to, wine and we
would be filled with the Spirit and
with joy and peace in believing, and
perhaps be counted drunken, as the
disciples were at Pentecost (II Cor. iv,
7; Col. i1, 18; ‘Rom. xv, 13; Acts, ii,
18-15). As this marriage was at Cana
and that was Nathaniel's home (ii, 1;
xxi, 2), if it is of interest to you to think
of this as being the marriage of Na-
thaniel you are at liberty to do so until
you can see him and ask him about it.

But it is the Lord Jesus and not Na- |
thaniel in whom we are especially in- |
terested. ILet us not forget Mary's
word to the servants, “Whatsoever He
saith unto you, do it” (verse 5). After
a brief stay of a few days at Caper-
naum with His mother and His breth-
ren and His disciples, we next find
Him at Jerusalem at Passover time
(verses 12, 13). We think of the first
Passover to which He went with His
mother and Joseph when He was
twelve years old, and when, after three
days’ search for Him they found Him
in the temple, and when they asked
Him why He had so dealt with them
He replied, *“Wist ye not that I must
be about my KFather's business?” or, as
in the revised version, “in my Fa-
ther's hcuse” (Luke 1i, 42-51). We
now find Him again in the temple and
again He calls it “My Father's house”
(verses 13-17). In verses 18-22 He
speaks of His own body as the Tem-
ple, for both the tabernacle and the
temple were typical of Him as the true
tabernacle and temple, in whom God
dwelt (Heb. vili, 2). When God gave
Moses instructions to build the taber-
nacle In the wilderness He said, “Let
them make me a sanctuary that I may
dwell among them” (Ex, xxv, 8).

The temple/ was for the same pur*
pose that God might dwell in the midgt
of His people—Israel; an house for the
name of the Lord God of Israel that
all the people of the ¢arth might know
that the Lord is God and that there
is none else (I Kings viii, 20, 60). The
body prepared in the womb of Mary
was for the same purpose, as it is
written, A body hast thou prepared
me"” (Heb. x, 6). As we had it in a
recent lesson, ‘‘The word ‘was made
flesh,” ‘“God manifest in the flesh”
(John {, 14; I Tim. i, 16). Every re-
deemed person is now a temple or man-
aion, in which the Father, Son and
Spirit come to dwell (I Cor. vi, 19, 20;
John xiv, 17, 23), and all the redeemed
are living stones built upon the foun-
dation of Jesus Christ, the chief cor-
nerstone, in whom all the building,
fitly framed together, groweth unto an
holy temple in the Lord, an habitation
of God through the Spirit (Eph. ii, 19-
22; I Pet. 1i, 4, §).

The tabernacle and the temple might
be desecrated and defiled, and they
were; the individual believer also and
the whole company of believers called
the church may be defiled, but He who
was the true tabernacle and temple,
was never defiled by a sinful thought
or word or act; He was without sin,
He knew no sin, He did no sin. He
was the Lamb of God without blemish
and without spot. Therefore He could
as such bear our sins by dying in our
stead. “His own self bare our sins in
His own body on the tree” (I Pet. ii,
24), It is His own death and resur-
rection which He refers to in verses
18-22, They asked Him for a sign, and
He told them- that this would be the
sign, just as at a later date He spoke
of Jonah's experience as typical of His
death and resurrection (Matt. xii, 38-
40). In connection with the temple as
a type of Himself it is most interest-
ing and suggestive to note that in the
thirty-fourth year after its completion
it was desecrated and plundered by the
king of Bgypt (I Kings, vi, 37, 38; xiv,
25). It was probably in His thirty-
fourth year that He was crucified.

As to His cleansing the temple. He
did it again at the end of His ministry,
a8 recorded in Matt. xxi, 12, 13, when
He told them that they had made His
house a den of thieves instead of a
house of prayer. May He cleanse us |
from all that hinders and make us as
individual believers, all prayer. I like
to think of His two dwelling places,
heaven and the lowly heart of every
penitent sinner (Isa. 1vii, 15), and here
is another answer to the question in
last week's lesson, ‘Master, where
dwellest thou?' The last two verses
of our lesson chapter tell us that He
did not believe in all who sald they
believed in Him. He knoweth them
that are His. ' The word translated
“commit unto” in verse 24 is the same
word translated “‘belleved” in verse 23,
He considers our hearts and sees |
whether we are real and true or mere- |
ly professors. Words only amouat to |
nothing (I John ii, 4).

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John iij,

13-22

Memory Verses, 15, 16—Golden Text |

Matt. xxi, 13—Commentary, Preparsc
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

As in our last lesson, our thoughts
were carried back to Jacob's dream
and that which it pointed onward to,
80 in this marriage at Cana, where He
wrought His first miracie and mani-
fested forth His glory (chapter i, 11),
we are takep back to the first mar-
riage in Eden and onward to the mar-
riage of the Lamb (Rev. xix, 6-9), after
which will come the kingdom, when
He will drink again the fruit of the
vine and others shall eat and drink at
His table in His kingdom (Luke xxii,
18, 30). 1If these earthen vessels of
ours, these mortal bodies, were as full
of the water of the word as the vessels
at the marriage were full of literal
water up to the brim, He could easily
change the water to, wine and we
would be filled with the Spirit and
with joy and peace in believing, and
perhaps be counted drunken, as the
disciples were at Pentecost (II Cor. iy,
7; Col. {ii, 18; ‘Rom. xv, 13; Acts, ii,
18-15). As this marriage was at Cang
and that was Nathaniel's home (ii, 1;
xxi, 2), if it is of interest to you to think
of this as being the marriage of Na-
thaniel you are at liberty to do so until
you can see him and ask him about it.

But it is the Lord Jesus and not Na-

thaniel in whom we are especially in- |

terested. ILet us not forget Mary's
word to the servants, “Whatsoever He
saith unto you, do it” (verse 5). After
a brief stay of a few days at Caper-
naum with His mother and His breth-
ren and His disciples, we next find
Him at Jerusalem at Passover time
(verses 12, 13). We think of the first
Passover to which He went with His
mother and Joseph when He was
twelve years old, and when, after three
days’ search for Him they found Him
in the temple, and when they asked

: Him why He had so dealt with them

He replied, “Wist ye not that I must
be about my Father's business?” or, as
in the revised version, “in my Fa-
ther's hcuse” (Luke {i, 42-51). We
now find Him again in the temple and
again He calls it “My Father’'s house”
(verses 13-17). In verses 18-22 He
speaks of His own body as the Tem-
ple, for both the tabernacle and the
temple were typical of Him as the true
tabernacle and temple, in whom God
dwelt (Heb. vili, 2). When God gave
Moses instructions to build the taber-
nacle in the wilderness He said, ‘“Let
them make me a sanctuary that I may
dwell among them” (Ex, xxv, 8).

The temple/ was for the same pur*
pose that God might dwell in the migst
of His people—Israel; an house for the
name of the Lord God of Israel that
all the people of thre ¢arth might know
that the Lord is God and that there
is none else (I Kings viii, 20, 60). The
body prepared in the womb of Mary
was for the same purpose, as it is
written, “A body hast thou prepared
me” (Heb. x, 5). As we had it in a
recent lesson, “The word ‘'was made
flesh,” ‘“‘God manifest in the flesh”
(John {, 14; I Tim. ili, 16). Every re-
deemed person is now a temple or man-
sion, in which the Father, Son and
Spirit come to dwell (I Cor. vi, 19, 20;
John xiv, 17, 23), and all the redeemed
are living stones built upon the foun-
dation of Jesus Christ, the chief cor-
nerstone, in whom all the building,
fitly framed together, groweth unto an
holy temple in the Lord, an habitation
of God through the Spirit (Eph. ii, 18-
22; I Pet. 1i, 4, 5).

The tabernacle and the temple might
be desecrated and defiled, and they
were; the individual believer also and
the whole company of believers called
the church may be defiled, but He who
was the true tabernacle and temple,
was never defiled by a sinful thought
or word or act; He was without sin,
He knew no sin, He did no sin. He
was the Lamb of God without blemish
and without spot. Therefore He could
as such bear our sins by dying in our
stead. “His own self bare our sins in
His own body on the tree” (I Pet. ii,
24), It is His own death and resur-
rection which He refers to in verses
18-22. They asked Him for a sign, and
He told them- that this would be the
sign, just as at a later date He spoke
of Jonah's experience as typical of His
death and resurrection (Matt. xii, 38-
40). In connection with the temple as
a type of Himself it is most intereat-
fng and suggestive to note that in the
thirty-fourth vear after its completion
it was desecrated and plundered by the
king of Bgypt (I Kings, vi, 37, 38; xiv,
25). It was probably in His thirty-
fourth year that He was crucified.

As to His cleansing the temple. He
did it again at the end of His ministry,
as recorded in Matt. xxi, 12, 13, when
He told them that they had made His
house a den of thieves instead of a
house of prayer.
from all that hinders and make us as
individual believers, all prayer. I like
to think of His two dwelling places,
heaven and the lowly heart of every
penitent sinner (Isa. lvil, 15), and here
is another answer to the question in
last week's lesson, ‘Master, where
dwellest thou?' The last two verses
of our lesson chapter tell ns that He
did not believe in all who said they
believed in Hix.n. He knoweth them
that are His. The word tranpslated
“commit unto” in verse 24 is the same
word translated ‘‘belleved” in verse 23,
He considers our hearts and sees
whether we are real and true or mere-
ly professors. Words only amouant to
nothing (I John ii, 4).

Shoi't Review of the Work of the

there were 53 cases of theft during
1916 against 211 for 1915. It is
very- gratifying to motice the vast
improvement even in minor theft
cases. We had no burglaries in this
City during 1916. 38 lost children
were found by the Police and return-
ed’ to -their parents, as against 35
for 1915, ’

Notwithstanding the faet that
the-population of the City and su-
burbs is about 30,000, which we
have 'to Pelice, crime is steadily on
the deerease.

The eonduet of the officers and
men-during 1916 has been splendid.
In.spite of the faet that our staff
WAaS, very short and the duties of
the Police almost doubled, -both Of-
ficers and men were very zealous in
carrying out their various duties
during the vear.
