IN THE TRENCHES

Delos Spence writes from the ’tunchu in
France—Has not seen a German yet.

Mrs. David Spence, Charleston, is in
receipt of a letter from her son, Delos.
| The letter, in part, is as follows :

France, Feb. 20, 1916

Dear Mother — Am still in good
health, and like it first-rate ; althongh
we have a little excitement now and
then, mostlv from sheile. Ove landed
near us to-duy, when we were on a
work-party ; lut failed to explode.
Better to be bern lucky than rich, e)()’l

It is Sunday night ; althongh every
day seems the same: in fact, thiugs
were more active to-day than usual.
It has- been a ducdy day—-like May
weather over t.‘e-e For a wonder, it
did not rain.

I saw in a paper to-day that the old
53rd is still in Canads. It seeme
strange that they stay there so long.
There are mea in the 58rd, 45:h, and
other battaiions that have been in the
army about sixteen months or wore;
they enlisted long betore I did, cr lots
of the boys over here.

Received your parcel of tohacco
0.K, and was pleased to get if.. I
gave away severabpluge, as it is a treat
to the boys when on sentry or any
night work, as they cau’t smcke- for
fear of being seen by Fritz You
asked if there was anv duty on tobacco
sent cver here. No; there is none
whatever ; nor on tobacco sint to Eng-
land.

I bave been some time in the
trenches, and it no tun, the wet and
cold being the worst.  We weie iy the
firse line for a few davs; but are in
the reserve now, and it is better, as we
have good fires. We will be back in
the first line again soon, and then go
out for six days rest.. When in the
trenches, we crawl in the dug-outs on

hands and knees to sieep, ns thev are
oanly about fonr feet high. Although
only a few hundred yards from the
Germane, we never see one  In fact,
I have not seen one vet!  As the song
that we sing to the Germans, goes, “lf
you warnt to see your {ath-rland again,
old Fritz. keep your head dowao,
nanghity man.” It applies both ways,
Things wsre quiet at yresent, a- few
snells ceing Gred (mostly cug), and a
litile sniping.

A SEASONABLE SUGGESTION.

Now that the regular factor patron
is getting 4o think more and more
about cow testing, preparing in many
localities to take weights.and samples
as soon as the first cow freshens, it
would seem opportune for more fac-
tory owners to consider this matter
seriously. If a iarger and better
milk and cream supply is wanted,
then talk up cow testing, get more
patrons intevested. If reduced oper-
ating expenses are sought, with a
vicw a larger output of better qual-
ity, then rccommend cow te:ting to
every dairy farmer in the vicinity.
For in the ways above indicated, and
in very many others, the factory must
benefit.

The assistance from the dairy divi-
'sion of the Department of Agriculturs
at Ottawa is just as liberal as in
former years. Where a cow testing
association is organized and a thor-
oughly competent person will do the
testing of milk samples from indi-
vidual cows once a month, supplies
of preservative tablets and sulphuric
acid will be sent free of charge to-
gpther  with  the necessary blank
forms; beyond this, a payment of five
cents per sample te:ited will be made,

What is the motive behind the Ger-
man attack on Verdun? Is it a mil-
itary operation undertaken with a
burely military purpose? Or is it a
demonstration intended primarily to
Llnﬂucnce opinion outside Germany
and to strengthen the logic of Ger-
man arguments in favor of an early
peace?

From the strictly military point of
view the capture of Verdun would
materially improve the German posi-
tlon on the western front. It would
break the great French salient which
hag stretched since September, 1914,
to the northeast, east and southeast
about Verdun—running in the. form
of a half circle from rabant, on the
Meuse north of the French fortress,
to St. Mihiel, on the Meuse south of
it. The most easterly point of this
semicitcle s almost within artillery
range of Metz, the chief German base
in Lorraine. So leng as this French
salient is held the safety of Metz is
coripromised.

At St. Mihiel the Germans drove
late in 1914, a long, thin wedge into
the French line. At the tip of this
wedge they hold the banks of the
Meuse. But they are cramped into
an uncomfortably narrow space by
the French forceg holding the south-
ern curve of the Verdun salient and
other French forces stretching east
from below St. Mihiel to a point di-
retcly south of Metz. Pressure on
this German wedge would be relieved
and the German line would be advan-
tageously straightened and shortened
if the French should be obliged to
retire from Verdun and take up new
positions to the westward of the line
of the Aire. :

Perhaps as an offen:ive-defensive
operation the capture of Verdun or
its particular reduction, would repay
the sacrifices made by the Crown
Prince’s armies to clear this section
of the Meuse. The British made just
as heavy sucrifices, relatively, for
gains much less important, at Neuve
Chapelle. The French and British
had to submit to los:es just as severe
in their offensive last fall about Lens,
in proportion to the numbers en-
gaged.

But Germany does not need to fol-
low—she can hardly afford to follow
—the policy of “nibbling” on the
western front. She is playing the
Allies’ game in engaging in a war of
attrition. She holds both: French
and Belgian territory, and for fifteen
months’ past haz been satisfied mere-
ly to attack on the Russian and Bal-
kan fronts, economizing her strength
by remaining on the defensive in the
west. it is not probable that she
would have undertaken a task o cost-
Iy in lives as the capture of Verdun
if she has had no other object than
the” local succssses involved in a
straightening of her long line along
the Meuse. She must have had in
mind the moral and political effect
at this juncture of a vietory on the
west frocnt and have been willing to
gamble on that victory, however lim-
fted in values its strictly military
consequences might Dbe.

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ROUMANIA 1S DECIDED;

No Further Doubt Remains Regard- |”

ing Her Intentions. :

LONDON, March 20.—All doubt as
to Roumania’s course scems at an
end. Om the authority of persons
high 'in allied councils, whose names
for obvious reasons cannot be di-
vulged, I am able to predict—so far
as it is possible to anticipate events
—that Roumania will join the Allies,
probably in May.

Additional assurance to this effect

were given me Saturday by a French

/official who has just returned from a

fnission in the Balkans. He was as
confident that Roumania would cast
her lot with the Allies as that the
Germans would be defeated at Ver- |
dun. ;

Roumania is astir with prepara-
Her factories and ar-
senals are running night and day to
create the implements and supplies
formerly furnished by the Krupps
and the Skodas.

Railroads from Bucharest to Pre-
dal, on the Hungarian border, have
suspended all passenger traffic. For
ten days, say. the Havas correspon-
dent at Bucharest, nothing but mili-
tary trains have been allowed to
move toward the frontier. Trenches
have been prepared and everything
made ready for defence.

Machinery for shellmaking and
war supplies of all kinds is being
rushed from England tfirough Rus-
gia unimpeded by the countless
checks at frontiers.

Verdun has been a boomerang for
the Germans in the Balkans. The
rash undertaking was launched prin-
cipally for its effect on Roumania
and to hearten the failing Turks. It
has had the opposite result. It has
shown Roumania that the Teuton
tide has reached its ¢rest and split on
the rock of French resistance.

Roumania’s entry, it is believed,
has been timed with the grand allied
offensive on all fronts. On the east
fresh Russian armies, re-equipped
and re-munitioned, are awaiting the
coming of spring. In the Balkans
the Allies have gathered through the
winter 300,000 troops at Salonica for
the 'reconquest of Serbia and the in-
vasion of Bulgaria and Thrace. They
are under the command of General
Sarrail, the former French comman-
der of Verdun, one of the few com-
manders who have gone through the
war with the reputation of never hav-
ing experienced defeat.

ROUTED THE SENUSSIL

British Auto Squadron Performed
Remarkable Exploit in Egypt.

LONDON, March 20.—An official
statement issued by the War Office

| Saturday tells of the exploit of an

armored automobile squadron under
the Duke of Westminster on the
western frontifer of Egypt. It ap-
pears from the wording of the state-
ment that the Duke is present in per-
son on the Egyptian front. The
armored car squadron bearing his
name was presented by him to the
Government early in the war, and
distinguished itself at Neuve Cha-
pelle. >

According to Saturday’s statement
the squadron was used to dispose of
the Senussi gun defences in the pur-

suit of the tribesmen near Sollum, -

on the Egyptian-Tripolitan frontier.
The gunners in the machines shot
down the gun crews of a gun and
two machine guns which sought to
stay the pursuit, and the action fin-
ally resulted in the capture of all the
tribesmen’s artillery. The British

advance totalled 150 miles, !

The War Office issued the follow-
ing stafement Saturday mnight:

“Egypt: Reports have been Tre-
ceived from officers returned from
Sollum regarding the action of arm-
ored cars on Tuesday under the Duke
of Westminster. An aeroplane re-
connaissance discovered that the Bir-
war camp was empty, and orders
were given to pursue. The main
camp was seen 25 miles west of Sol-
lum.

“As the cars approached one gun
and two machine guns came into ac-
tion. These were smartly handled
by the enemy, but the gun teams
were shot down. The cars dashed at
the camp, the enemy scattered, and
the pursuit proceeded.

_“Our casualties were one officer
wounded. During the operation we
advanced 150 miles. The report of
Nuri’s death is untrue.”

Ninety shipwrecked sailors who
had landed on the Cyrenaica coast
and had been seized by the Senussi
were rescued.

The report concludes: “‘In three
weeks the force under Major-General
Peyton has captured the hostile com-
mander, killed or captured about 50
per cent. of the Turkish, subordinate
commanders, has driven and scatter-
ed the remnants of his force far be-
yond the Egyptian border, and has
taken all his artillery and machine
guns.”

Sir Sam in England.

LONDON, March 20.—Sir Sam
Hughes, Canadian Minister of Mili-
tia, arrived at Falmouth yesterday,
v;here he received the freedom of the
city.

It was recently stated in Ottawa
that Sir Sam had gone south for a
rest. It is understood that after a
visit to the Canadian units training
in England Sir Sam will go to Fland-
ers and spend some time with the
expeditionary force there.

War Policy Approved.

ROME, March 20.—The Chamber
of Deputies, at the conclusion of a
stormy session Saturday night, voted
to support the Government. A re-
solution in which approval of the
Government’s policy in the war was
unreservedly expressed was adopted
by a vote of 394 to 61.

Dissensions Depress Soldiers.

LONDON, March 20.—Canadians
largely aticnded St. Margaret’s yes-
terday whon Chaplain Shatford was
the special preacher. Speaking from
his experience at the front he said
nothing more depressed the men than
hearing of quarrels and dissensions
at home,

BATTLE FOUGHT IN AR

Greatest Cobflict Since War Be-
gan Occurs in Alsace.

With a Score of Combatants on
Each Side French and German
Aviators Engage in Struggle in
Which Seven Machines Are Driv-
en to Earth—Frenchmen Had
Raided Muelhausen and Dropped
Shells on Railway.

LONDON, March 20.—A raid by a
French aeroplane squadron compris-
ing 23 machines on upper Alsace
Saturday night resulted in one of the
greatest aerial battle fought in the
war. The number of German ma-
chines taking part in the engagement
is not announced, but the two
squadrons appear to have been fairly
evenly matched. Four French aero-
planes were driven to earth, and
three German machines. Two of the
German machines fell in flames. The
raid which precipitated the battle
was directed against Muelhausen and
Habsheim, on the edge of the Hart-
weld, just to the east of Muelhausen.
Altogether 72 shells were dropped on
the Muelhausen freight station and
the aviation camp at Habsheim.

The German sguadron, which rose
to drive off the invading French,
gave battle at once. One of the most
dramatic-incidents of the engage-
ment was a duel between a French
and a German machine, which Tre-
sulted in each of the two machines
being so riddled by the bullets of the
other’s machine gun that both were
compelled to descend. Three other
French aeroplanes were so seriously
damaged that they were forced to
land in enemy territory. *

The official announcement ‘of the
aerial battle given out yesterday in
Berlin says that the occupants of all
four of the French machines which
descended are dead. The German
statement says that seven inhabitants
were killed and thirteen injured at
Muelbausen by bombs dropped by the
French machines, and that one sol-
dier was killed at Habsheim.

Another raid of small proportions
was made by the French about the
same time on Metz, Chateau-Salins,
to the south-east of Metz, and Dieuze,
just east of Chateau-Salins. The tar-
gets in this raid, in which five
double-metored aeroplanes took part,
were the balloon station at Metz, the
ammunition depots near Chateau-

Salins and the aerodrome at Dieuze..

Twenty large shells were dropped on
the station at Metz, and ten more
were divided between the other two
objectives.

German aviators also executed two
raids Saturday on French railway
works, the first on the Clermont-
Verdun line and the second on the
line from Epinal to Vesoul, and also
bombarded the region to the south
of Dijon.

A German aeroplane, reconnoitring
in the Verdun region, was brought
down by-a Fremch machine near
Montseville, the German machine

' Janding within the French lines. This

was announced in the afternoon com-
munique.

Last night’s official communique
tells of the bringing down of an-
other German machine by Adjutant
Navarre, making the seventh ma-
chine brought down by that aviator.

The British  headquarters in

. France sends the following report on

aerial activity on the British front:

Hostile acroplanes were active, and
there were many combats. A hostile
machine was brought down in the vi-
cinity of Radinghem. One of our re-
connaissances was heavily engaged
but drove off all attacks and brought
down one hostile machine in a dam-
aged condition. All our machines re-
turned safely, having completed
their missions.

A German aeroplane from Coblenz
landed  at Herpt, Holland, according
to the Amsterdam Telegraaf. The
machine and its occupants were in-
terned.

FRENCH DESTROYER LOST.

The Renaudin is Sunk in Adriatic by
a Submarine.

PARIS, March 20.—The French
tokpedo boat destroyer Renaudin has
been sunk in the Adriatic by a sub-
marine. Three officers and 44 of the
crew were lost. Two officers and 34
of the crew were saved.

The Ministry of Marine made the
following official announcement last
night regarding the loss of the de-
stroyer: “‘The squadron torpedo boat
Renaudin was sunk in the Adriatic
by an enemy submarine on the morn-
ing of March 18. Three officers,
among whom were the commandant
and second officer, and 44 seamen
were lost. Two officers and 34 sea-
men were rescued by a French tor-
pedo boat which accompanied the
Renaudin.”

Brazil Has Not Seized German Ships.

RIO JANEIRO, March 20.—From
a reliable source it was declared that
the Brazilian Government, despite
reports to the contrary in circulation
in the United States, has taken no
action towards requisitioning merch-
ant vessels of German ownership in-
terned in Brazilian ports. According
to information published in the news-
papers, the Brazilian Government
would not consider taking such ac-
tion without an amicable agreement
with all interests concerned. The
neutrality of Brazil in the war be-
tweer Germany and Portugal has
been decreed.

“The Dawn of Art” is suggested in
the well known picture so named,
wherein the outline of a silhouetted fi-
gure is scratched upon the wall on
which it is shadowed.

The figures in early Egyptian art
are nearly alwaye suggestive of this
method of portrayal and figure sub-
jects largely preponderated in  early
decorative schemes.

Another peculiarity of art decora-
tions, in the period nearest its dawn,
was the ahsence of attempts at group-
ing of the rigurcs, they were mostly
profiles and separate and outline only,
without relief modelling. The advent
of the scuiptor relieved this monotony
in adaptation and application without
passing from the theme of the art mo-
tifs of tnat age, For centuries the

5 i
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human figure remained the prevailing |
feature of ornamentation.

In the early days of Greece, where
sculpture firet took definite artistic
form, we {ind Daeodalus, 1400 years
before the Christian era, producing
such representations of the deities
worshipped in. his age that he ob-
tained eufficient celebrity thereby to
ensura the existence of his name as
the first to excel in the art.

A thousand years later, Phidias gave
to the world those wonderful worke
now known as the “Elgin Marbles,”
which formed the frieze upon the
walls of the Parthenon at the Acropo-
lis of Athens.

These marblcgs—now in the British
Museum—are undeniably the finest ex-
amples of the grouping of figures—
men and horses—in low relief eculp-
tire, the worid has seen. The scene re-
presented is the solemn quinquennial
procession to the Temple of the Par-
thenon at Athene, in honor of Minerva,
the guarian goddess of the city, and
embraced in its compoeition all the |
external obeervances of the highest
festival of the Athenians. The whole
!)ooplc were represented in it, convey-
ing in solemn pomp, to this very Tem-
ple of the Parthenon the sacred veil
which was to be suspended before the
statue of the goddess within,

One more century and Lysippus
enters the list of Grzciam sculptors.
He rose to ¢mincnee from a very
humble pesition through his ciforis to
faithfully depic: the “human form
divine™® by the direet study of mature.
Hc rejected many of the old conven-
tiondl rules which earlier ariists had
followed. He aimed at idealizing
human beauty rather ihan faat »f the
gods, and at represenfing the grace
snd mobility” of the male fizure, Her-
cvles being lis favorite study. e
vas held in much regard, and Alexan-
der the Great paid 2 glorious tributo
to his merits when he sald, “Nonz
shall paint me but Apelles and no one
make my status but Lysippus.”

It is in the copying of tu> work
o® tliese great artists among the an-
cients that modern craftsmen arrive
at perfection. The study of the an-
tique is the nearest road to such per-
feotion and originality. A great master-
potter of the ecightecmth century de-
monstrated this in the ereatest cffort
of hig life's work. He argued that the
art of making copics would promote
{he art of making orlginals, and that
rothing could couniribute raore effec-
tually to diffuse a zoo0d taste thronzh
the arts than the power of multipiying
copies of fine things, as the wore
covies there were the mors celebrated
the original would be. Fverybady
wculd have a wish to sce the original
o2 a beautiful copy.

But, as:in the case of many
other valuable drugs and chemicals,
the United States has been depenaent
' in the past on_imporuation from Eur-
ope for its supply of tne supstance,
end war ccnditions have put a stop to
its arrival.

Recentiy one of the agents of the
U. S. Department of Commerce had
made a study cf the source and pro-
ducticn of thymel with a view to de-
termining the practicability of its
manufacture in America. The situa-
tion is promising, it develops, for its
chief source is a seed produced prin-
cipally in India, with which country
trade still may easily be carried on.
Before the Luropean war began prac-
tically the entire supply of seed was
sent to Germany, where thymol was
extracted. Of this drug the United
States imported in the year ended
June 30th, 1914, over 19,000 pounds.
Now because there has been practi-
cally no importations for @ year, the
price of this non-poisonous antiseptic
on the Amecrican markets has become
exceedingly high.

Increase Wheat Qutput

“The country whose agricultural
industry can be kept up to the maxi-l
mum of production in war time is the
one whose armies can remain  in
tke field the longest,” declured Mr.
A. E. Donovan, M P.P., speaking on
“Canada’s  Responsibilities”  befora
the Empire Club at the Cafe Royal on
Thursdav afternoon in Toronto.

*“While the old waxim, ‘An army
marches on its belly,’ has beea made
toread in these days of motor trans-
vort, ‘An army marches. on its gaso-
line,” still the old maxim is still true,”,]
continued Mr. Donovan. ¢Not only
must production be increased to sup-
ply the millions of men under arms
and therefore withdrawn from pro-
ductive lubor, but it is out of the
agricultural le‘rces of the country
that the nation nabled to pay the
war debts that e had to be con-
tracted; not only military efficiency
but food supply also, a great factor
in the struggle now being waged.

“Ontario’s. farmers have responded
heartilv to the appeal of the Minister
of Agriculture to plow more land,
break up more pasture and sow an
increased acreage of fall wheat. Our
annual production of wheat totals
some 27 miilion bushels, an increase
of seven millions over 1914, which
could easily be increased to 35 mil-
lion bushels.

“Our agricultural production has
not kept pace with the rapid growth
of the country and the consequently
greatly increased requirements of
the population. Manufacturing has
more than doubled in the past dozen
vears. Horses have increased in
number 50 per cent. and food ani-
mals 20 per cent.

“We must produce more and im-
port lees. To the last nine months
we have rednced the balance of trade
ageinst us by $80,006.000.”

Mr. Donovan stited that out of
36,000 boys sttending high schools
in the province, arrangements were
being made to have 15000 of them
assist in taking off the crops. Mr.

Sprinkle the formalin
solution over the grain; then shovel, Repeat tiis until grain is
moistened by the solution : then cover the pile with sacking, and leave for
3 or 4 hours, At the end of this time, spread the grain out thinly to dry ;
shovelling it over three or four times will hasten the drying. Forty gal-
lons of the formalin solution is sufficient 1o sprinitle thirty or forty bushels
of grain, smaller amounts in proportion.

Immersing the grain in a bag is sometimes. practised, and is equally
eftective.

DOMINION’S TRADE.

Will Reach One and a Half
Billion for Year.

Ottawa Report.—— The total trade
oI Ganada tor =he fiscal y2ar ending
March 21 méxt will in all prohability
reach the record figures of one and a
half billion dolars, Aaccording to the
mcnthly trade statement issued by
Hon. Dr. Reid, Minister of Customs,
tkis afternoon. The figures for the
oleven months ended February last
were $1,300,000,000, and Marca should
easily bring the total up to the one
and a half billion mark. The principal
fcature of the statement is the Iarge
inerease in the volume of exports over
the corresponding period of 1915, the
demestic exports for the elever months
of the present fiscal year belng $U53,-
196,000, compared with $364,299,060 for
the same —onths bf 1915. The exports
of February last were Jdouble those of
Fetruary, 1915, being $53,000,000,
against $28,000,000.

The conclusion 13
said to be streugthened py the fact
that Admiral von Capelle has been
chosen as the new Minister. He is
known mereiy as an excellent admin-
istrative officer, noc having had ship
command in the last tweniy-five years.
During this period he has been at the
admuralty, tirst as an advisor, then
in the budget departments, and finally
23 head of the administrative depari-
iaent. He was looked on as the right
hand man of Admiral von Tirpitz un-
til his retirement in last November.

The Tages Zeitunz, which has been
cne of the strongest supporters of
Admiral von Tirpitz; says that it is
“shaken by the news of the Admiral's
resignation, and does not at present
feel itself in a condition to make a
comment thereon,”

The Morgzn Post says:

“There will be universal regret that
circumstances made the retirement of
the Grand Admiral necessary., The
reasons for this, and the inner rela-
tions ef affairs with one another, can-
not now be discussed, but it will be
regretted that there was no other way
out.”

All the newspapers pay high compli-
ment to the carcer of Admiral von Tir-
pitz the Berliner Tasgeblatt terming
him “one of the few strong men of the
post-Bismarckian era.”

The new Minister Admiral von Ca-
pelle, assisted in working out the fleet
plans of Admiral von Tirpitz and he is
thoroughly familiar with the executive
and administrative work of the lm-
periai navy. He is just past sixty
years of age, He entered the navy in
1872, and became an Admiral in 1912,
His retirement last November was ex-
vlained as keing due to serious consid-
erations of health, He wasg ennobled

AWFUL WORK

OF THE “755"
 AGAINST HUNS

Man Back From Verdun
Tells of the Slaughter of
the Germans There.

NO FEAR (F RESULT

Heroic French, Under Ter-g
rible Fire, Foodless, Have j
Beaten Off Foes. |

London Cable—I have just re-
turn 4 from a short trip to the ieast-
ern front in France, toward Verdun,
and from-a visit to the first line
trenches at another part of the line.
The French are well prepared and
officers and men are all cheerful and
confident of success.

French artillery officers whom J
met on the train from Bar-le-Duc to
Paris on Sunday tota me that the Ger-
man fire had been slackening for
three days, with an occasional heavy
rain of shells at sundown. To prevent
reserves being moved up, the Ger-
mans, they sa:d, were wasting an
enormous number of snelis from their

5.9-inch guns on a curtain of firc
which was really spraying the ground
Patween the first anda secona liucs of

his battery was sheileu at the rate of
tix shots per minute for twenty-four
hours, while battleplanes operated
overhead, directing .the gunfire and
unsuceessfully dropping bombs. Ger-
man aeroplanes :ms0 wrieuw 0 diuvp
bombs or a bridge leading to Verdun,
to cut the French line of communi-
cation. The French anti-craft guns
failed to hit the battleplanes, but suc-
cceded in bringing dowin one Zeppelin
on March 8 whlle it was flying over
Verdun. -y

After having shelled his battery for
twenty-four hours, the major said, the
Giermans tried 1o taks his guns by as-
sault. As they came on in close for-
mation the ‘“seventy-tives” mowed,
them down in hundreds. At one poin®
there was a small gully in which the
German dead were piled twenty-five
feet high through the assailants try-
ing again and again to advance over
the bodies of their ccmrades. ¥rom
the opening of the bombardment untijl
the cessation of the infantry assaults,
a period of thirty-six hours, the of
ficers and men of the main battery cn
2 hill outside Verdun had neither food
nor water. This officer said he believ-
cd that the critical stage of the battle
had paszed.

AMRULANCIE WORK.

Walter Staniey, an English ambu-
lance driver attached to the French
Red Cross, returncd vesterday after
working sixteen days rushing the
wounded from Verdun to Bar-le-Duc.
\When this bombardment began the
French wounded were placed in bar-
racks at Verdun, which had bcen con-
verted into a hospital. There was algo
o small hospital with 125 beds near
the main kattery cn the south side of
the ecity. In::de of three hours the
latter was lled, while more than 50y
were lying on sirctchers outside. When
the Germans began shelling the town
the wounded had to be removed from
the hospital. As there were not en-
cugh French motor ambulances to do
the work, forty were rushed to Ver-
dun from the British Red Cross. Mach
car had accommodation for five
wounded on stretchers or eight seai-
cd.
