The Acadian The New Highway to Europe.

Much has been said aud written of lato 
about “The New Highway to the Orient.”

Why should we not have in the older 
East a competitive highway equal to 
that in the newer West ? There is no 
impossibility in the way.

extending half-way round the globe, span- 
ing two oceans and one continent.

The medium in which fiesh-w.iter II-h- 
oi live gives them a chance to 
distance only in the horizontal directmiq 
nnd the proper adjustment of the 
would make, under usual conditions, lie* 
optical axis take this direction. To me 
it seems impossible to explain the constant 
revolution of the eye-ball on any other 
hypothesis except that given, viz 
the optical axis extends forward instead 
of sidewise.

When a fish wishes to eat anything, 
either at tin» bottom of the pond or at 
the vurfoce of the water, it swims direct­
ly toward the object ; and in this ease 
the eyes are instantly adjusted in line 
with the body, so ns to bring the hinge 
of the particle desired upon the poster ioi 
portion of tho retina. In this case they 
lose their usual horizontal position.

If a fish wishes to turn to the right or 
left iw the water, says Professor Apgar 
*ri the vlmmdmr Angler, the first move­
ment is that of the eyes in unison in the 
direction of the training. This would 
be entirely unnecessary if the apparent 
nx;s was the axis of most distinct vision* 
os one of the eyes would see nil that was 
to he seen on the side <>f the turning. 
After tills movement of the eve,» the 
body turns enough to bring the « y» s into 
their normal position, ami there is again 
a movement of the eyes ntnl next a move­
ment of the body. This «aunes n peculiar 
jerking motion of the eyeballs during 
the. whole time of the turning of the 
body.
