19.—What promises to 
bo ono of the most successful operations 
for the transfusion of blood from the 
veins of ono person to the veins • of an­
other ever performed in this country 
came to light yesterday in Mercy Hos-

The patient is Mrs. P. H. Welch, wife 
of a dentist residing at COS North State 
street and daughter of the late John S. 
Cooke, of the Cooke Brewing Company. 
When she. was taken to the hospital a 
week ago Sunday she was given ton hours 
to live by the physicians. Last night 
she was reported as being on the road 
to health.

John R, Cooke, her brother, now head 
of the brewing company, was. the person 
who gave his blood to save his sister's 
life. Two and a half quarts of blood 
wore pumped from the artery in his wrist 
into the -veins in Mrs. Welch’s arm. Bt-

ionS a weak, faint feeling for several 
lys, Mr. Cooke has suffered no ill effects 

from this loss of blood.
, The operation was performed by Dr. 

John B. Murphy, ît-ond surgeon at the 
Mercy Hospital. Mrs. Welsh, who is P2 
years oi l and the mother of six children, 
L»<! been in ill health since last January, 
when she suffered a severe nervous shook 
at the result of fire in which her mother 
was injured at the North State street 
residence.

She became anaemic ami. so weak that 
the blood broke through the veins in her 
arms. She was wasting away day by 
d.-iv and the operation was adopted as a 
last heroic measure to save her life. It 
was feared that she might die on the

way to the hc-ep-lnl, so weak had she bc-

WAGON TONGUE.

HORSE MET PECULIAR DEATH ON 
STUART ST. THIS MORNING.

Heavy Wagon of Queen City Oil Com­
pany Going Down Hill Crashed Into 
Animal—Occupants of Rig,- Escaped 
Unhurt.

SENTENCE OF NINE MONTHS 
• ON ENGINEER MARK REID.

Hamilton Man Convicted at Guelph-Disobeyed 
Orders and Caused Wreck.

Guelph, Sept. 19.—The attention of 
Judge Anglin. at the Assizes yesterday 
was almost altogether occupied by the 
case against Mark B. Reid, of Hamilton, 
the engineer on the G. T. R. special fruit 
train at . the time of the Gouroek 
wreck. Various officials were examin­
ed, and the defendant was himself put 
into the box. He*put all. the blame 
for running past Hespeler on the engine 
which he was running. It was in 

dilapidated state when he left 
Harrisburg, continually bothered him 
with hot journals and! a broken pipe 
leading to the lubricator necessitated 

: Jiis getting out to the front of the en­
gine and doing the oiling by hand. He 
claimed to have run past Preston and 
Hespeler without knowing it, not not­
icing lights nor the crossing of the 
switches at those towns.

His Lordship, in summing up, was 
very impartial and left to the jury 
to * decide whether the accused man’s 
plea was a sufficient one to condone 
the oversight of not stopping at Hespe­
ler. The fact that it took 45 min­
utes to go a distance of 7)6 miles be­
tween Galt awl Hespeler, and the de­
fendant’s statement th#t he never not­
iced the time even then, were referred to 
briefly.

The jury then retired, and after being

out aboirt 16 minutes returned with 
a verdict of guilty and negligence. His 
Lordship, however, wanted the verdict 
more explicit, /nd upon Foreman 
Grierson consulting his fellow-jurors, 
he announced that they found him 
guilty on the second count, that ôf 
breaking the rules of the railroad. 
This is tile same count ns the one 
Conductor Thompson was convicted of. 
The jury was polled to make sure 
there was no misunderstanding, and each 
one said “Guilty.”

Sentenced This Morning.
Guelph, Ont.. Sept. 9.—(Special)—En­

gineer Mark Reid was sentenced this 
morning to nine months in the county 
jail. In pronouncing sentence. Justice 
Anglin stated that he had given the 
matter very serious consideration. He 
reoognnized the fact that Reid had suf­
fered much, and was in no sense a crim­
inal. However, the statute had been 
passed for the protection of the commun­
ity. Tlie railway men must be made to 
realize this. The maximum penalty was 
five years, and for a first offence one 
year should be imposed. In view of the 
loss of time and position that lie had 
suffered, this was reduced to nine 
month». “In making this decision.” said 
Justice Anglin, “the decision in Conduc­
tor Thompson’s cas# has been disregard­
ed completely.”

A team drawing one of the heavy 
wagons of the Queen City Oil Company 
caused a little excitement at the corner 
of Stuart and Bay streets this morning, 
running into and killing a horse belong­
ing to Edward Harris, grocer, 340. Bar­
ton street east. The animals were stand­
ing on Sheaffc street, when they became 
restless from flies, annoying them. The 
tie strap got tangled in their feet and 
broke. The horses turned north on Bay 
street and jogged along towards Barton, 
where a man tried to hold them. One 
of the animals stopped, but tlie other 
jumped on the sidewalk and the man let 
them go again, 'flic heavy weight of the 
oil tank gave the rig quite an impetus 
going down the hill, and the tongue of 
the wagon pierced the horse driven by 
Mr. Harris and his son, which was crest­
ing Stuart street. The animal died al­
most instantly. Tlie (>7eupants of thë 
rig escaped without, injuary.

The same team four or five years ago 
figured in a peculiar runaway on John 
street. The heavy tongue of the wagon 
pierced a telephone .pole in front of the 
Post Office, coming out the other side. 
It. was necessary to saw the tongue off 
before the wagon could be released.

MTARLANE SAYS 
ITS UNTRUE, TOO.

TELLS MAYOR STEWART HE 
NEVER SAID SAND INJURED PUPMS

And All That Was in Letter to Barrow 
Was Advice Not to Let Water Get 
Too Low—Sand Sucker Had Nothing 
to Do With It.

Mayor Stewart to-day, on the strength 
of enquiries he made ah the Beach pump­
ing house, gave a most emphatic denial 
to the story that sand was injuring the 
pumps at the Beach' and that this was 
caused by the sand sucker.

“I called Mr. McI'arlane up to get the 
facts,” said the Mayor. “He told me 
most positively lie liud never said the 
sandeuckcr was hurting the pumps and 
that 110 one could say that, because the. 
rakes had not been opened to see.Any 
sand that might have got. in, lie said, 
was caused by the water in tlie basins 
being low. If the sandsucker had been 
in Toronto, the same thing would have 
happened. Mr. McFarkine assured me 
that in the letter he sent Engineer Bor­
row there was nothing saying the pumps 
had been damaged.* Tire drift of it was 
iukising that the water be kept high.”

The Mayor said Mr. Barrow agreed 
with what Mr. McFarlane said about the 
letter.

Mr. McFarlane’s explanation of the 
sand is that the water was low and when 
the intake was opened full it carried the 
sand in. The water xvas pumped before 
it had time to settle, on account of the 
shortage. Tlie xvntor is low again to­
day, on account of the heavy ea,~t wind 
yesterday stirring the lake' up, eo that 
it was impossible to open the intakes.

Roffiey*Scpt. 19.—Enmity is being felt 
in the Vatican as the outcome of the 
demonstrations to-morroxv over the 37th 
anniversary of the fall of the temporal 
power of the papacy and the capture 
of Rome by the. Italians. Every year 
processions and demonstrations are in­
dulged in, but on this occasion the event 
has taken a decidedly anti-clerical turn, 
under the inspiration of the extreme 
parties, which has added to the ill-feel­
ing already existing. In the Vatican 
it is feared that it may lead to serious 
complications.

The general feeling in Vatican circles 
is that the xvhole revival of anti-cleri­
calism is due to the direct influence 
of the French enemies of the papacy, 
xvorking especially through Freemasonry 
and doing nil in their poxver to start 
in the Italian Peninsula an agitation 
against the church, similar to that in 
France.

Shook the Cardinal.
Baltimore, Sept, 10.—Cardinal Gibbons 

xvas seized forcibly and shaken by a 
crank in the street to-day, after the 
prelate had refused to give the man 
mcney.

Policemen and others rushed to the 
assistance of the aged cardinal and drag­
ged the man away.

The 
man folloxx'ed, importuning, but the car­
dinal shook his head and continued 
walking xvitliout slackening pace. Finally 
the beggar became abusive.

Then the cardinal stopped and faced 
.him- The beggar seized the prelate by 
the arm and shook him, shouting for 
money. The cardinal, who is greatly be- 
lox'ed in Baltimore, had no need to call 
for help. Half a dozen mea rushed to 
his assistance.

They grabbed the beggar, tore him 
axx*ay from his victim and started to 
pound him. A policeman arrived and 
the cardinal begged the men to stop 
and turn the culprit over to the police-

The men reluctantly released their 
prisoner and he xvas taken in charge by 
the police.

HORSE RAN AWAY.

William Burroughs Had an Exciting 
Time in a Roger’s Coal Wagon.

Yesterday afternoon botxveen 5 and G 
o’clock a lad named William Burroughs 
was driving one of Rogers’ coal xvagons 
down the Jolley Cut, when the box of 
the xvagon slipped up against the horse, 
frightening it and causing it to run 
a vrny. The lad did his best to hold the 
horse in, but the reins broke, and he, 
of course, lost the control of it that he 
hau. The animal sped down the Cut 
at a rapid gait, and in turning on to 
John street it ran on the boulevard op­
posite tit. Joseph’s Hospital, passing be­
tween the fence and line of trees. Be­
fore it reached the lower end of tho 
fence .the xvheel of the xvagon struck one 
of the trees, capsizing the wagon and 
pitching the lad into the hospital 
grounds, little the xvorse. The xvagon, 
however, xvas pretty badly damaged, 
and the horse, xvhicli xvas caught shortly 
after, suffered from an injury to one of 
its legs. The escape of the driver from 
death, or serious injury xvas almost mir­
aculous. When the lines parted, he lay 
doxvn on the bottom of the wagon, as 
bting the safest place, and no doubt 
this act of. his was xvhat saved him. 
Those who saw the accident expected to 
see him killed. But, although he was 
pitched into the hospital grounds,- he 
was neither a fit subject for the morgue, 
the operating table or a sick bed. He 
simply picked himself up, and walked 
over to the hospital, and telephoned 
doxvn town for assistance.

$7 FOR CASH

Will Be High Water Mark for Coal 
in Hamilton.

Coal at $7.25 a ton xvith 25 cents off 
for cash, Hamilton dealers say, Will 
the high water mark for black diamonds 
this year. In Toronto an adx’ance of 
25 cents xvas made yesterday, and coal 
is now selling there for $7.25 a ton, or 
just one dollar higher than last July.

At present coal is selling here for 
a ton with 25 cents off for cash. A pro­
minent dealer when asked this morning 
it an advance xvas to be made here, said, 
“I don’t see any reason xvhy it should 
ndt, and that is the xvay the dealers are 
talking noxv. They say they can not 
afford to handle it at the present price. 
No decision has been arrived at yet, but 
it. is likely that an advance xvill be made 
to $7.25 a ton xvith 25 cents off for cash. 
Under the conditions here it should not 
be higher.”

Besides the increase in xvages and the 
high rate for teams and teamsters set 
by the city, an important factor is the 
habit people have acquired of having 
coal delivered in hags.

“Fully 75 per cent, of our coal is de­
livered that xvay,” said a dealer to day. 
“This is caused by people building their 
houses so far back from the boulevard 
that it is impossible to deliver the coal 
xvith a chute.”

The evidence was 
heard by the Magistrate at East Toron­

to and this morning argument was con­
cluded.

On behalf of the Grand Trunk it was 
claimed that the xx-ork done was neces­
sary, and, moreover, it was not within 
the province of the Magistrate to define 
xvhat was necessary Sunday work, but 
that this duty lay xvith the Railway 
Commission. County Crown Attorney 
Brnyton, xvho conducted the prosectuion, 
xvhilc not agreeing with the interpreta­
tion of the Grand Trunk as to necessary 
work, was correct, agreed that it might 
be advisable to go to the Railway Com­
mission. Magistrate Ellis said that in 
his opinion tho Grand Trunk had com­
mitted a breach of the act, but lie con­
sidered that the act was too strong. He 
agreed to reserve judgment for a xveek 
till the Railxvay Board xvas consulted.

the candidacy, except Roosevelt. It is

PREPARING HOUSE FOR WINTER.
WINTER.

It is none too early to consider how to 
make the house shipshape to meet the 
winter season. The wise householder 
looks to his chimneys, if perchance wind 

! and rain and imperfect mortar have al­
lowed bricks to get loose. Ho scans them 
••from turret to foundation stone,’r espe­
cially in the attic and where they pass 
through floors and roof. Are there cleats 
on the roof to climb by, or other ladders 
quickly available in case of fire? Unhap- B 
pily, too many houses are put together | 
in dangerously shoddy fashion. Many an 
ornate fireplace scorches the wood in the 
wall beside it every time a fire is lighted. 
Have the unused chimneys swept. Swal­
lows’ nests and other rubbish clog them.

Have the furnace tested. See if any of 
theliot air or steam pipes nave rusted or 
become displaced while not in use. The 
electrical wiring, too, should be inspected 
thoroughly by a competent uml conscien­
tious electrician. A worn place in the in­
sulation is a constant menace of fire. 
Eternal vigilance alone prevents fire in 
the season when the heating apparatus U 
going full blast.

Izeaks in roofs of house or barn should 
be discovered and repaired before cold 
weather. Don’t wait until a ruined ceil­
ing proves that there is a leak.

Dead leaves choke the cave troughs 
they should be swept out or cistern 
water will lie defiled and the supply 
wasted bv overflowing where the pipes 
are clogged.

Drain pipes should be put into per­
fect order, so that no stoppage will cause 
freezing and bursting. See that the 
joints are all sound, with no sign of 
leaks. Bind supply water pipes to ob­
viate freezing and consequent plumbers’ 
Mils.

See that all window panes are whole 
and examine the rims outside for cracks 
in the putty. Much cold enters at such 
small, unnoticed crevices, causing 
draughts and consequent “had colds.”

Preparatory to taking down and stor­
ing window screens a little later, get a 
box of thumb tacks, with numbers on 
their heads, a pair of each number, suf­
ficient to supply all your windows. Put ! 
tack No. 1 in the left hand lower corner j 
of the screen frame ami its mate in the j 
window sill close by. Go through the j 
first floor numbering the screens tip- j

If the flies depart screens may be ! 
taken do^rt late in the month. Before 1 
putting them away carefully brush off j 
all dust and cobwebs and treat them to I 
«, coat of oil or paint to keep from rust. •

When thoroughly ilry they may be stor­
ed in the attic. As all are numbered to 
correspond with the windows, no contu­
sion will he necessary in putting then 
hack in the windows next spring.

Have the cellar windows screened 
against invasion by rats, field mice and 
other vermin, which will do untold dam­
age if they once become established. 
Such creatures make for the habitations 
of man when cold weather approaches.

Establish good circulation throughout 
the cellar, to dry and ventilate every cor­
ner, before winter vegetables are stored, 
the heating plant started and windows

Take down, thoroughly dust and store 
away awnings, folding them with care.

September is ti good month to paint 
the house, as the air is warm and dry 
and there is a minimum of dust flying. 
The paint will have time to harden well 
before the cold weather. Put on an-ex­
tra coat on the side facing the prevailing 
winds because of the ice storms, which 
are hard on painted surfaces.

SEIZED THE PRESS.

Mr. Houston Refused a Site in Prince 
Rupert.

Victoria, B. C\, Sept. 18.—The Grand 
Trunk’s harbor engineer of Prince Ru­
pert this afternoon took forcible pos­
session of the press of The Prince Rupert 
Empire. The press has been lying box­
ed on the wharf ever since July 9th, as 
the G. T. P. refused Mr. John Hous­
ton, its proprietor, leave to erect it on 
their property, and he has since had his 
printing done in the coast cities. Mr. 
Houston's intention was to have it set 
up in the Indian reserve when Mr. Bacon 
took the above action. Mr. Houston 
Las had a writ issued, and the Provin­
cial constable will bring it into court.

German Torpedo 
G 137.

Hamburg, Sept. 18.—Torpedo boat 
G 137, Which has attained a speed of 
33.9 knots, is declared to be the fastest 
war vessel afloat. This turbine boat is 
the result of extensive experiments ex­
tending over months, conducted by the 
Germania. Shipbuilding Company. Hith­
erto the fastest German torpedo boat 
had done only twenty-seven knots. At 
her first trial G. 137. did 32.5 knots, as 
against a contract speed of thirty. 
Later she attained 33.9 and still higher 
speeds are looked for. Her lines are 
said to be especially good, due to the 
fact that her builders made innumer­
able experiments with modela.

She showed great capacity for man­
oeuvring and splendid sea qualities. Her 
four large boilers of the German-Schulz 
type are in separate rooms and yield a 
greater head steam than guaranteed. Her 
turbines are of the Parsons type. Her 
tonnage -is 572, her horsepower 10.500, 
her armament 8.8 centimetres. She car­
ries three 5.2 centimetre quick-firing 
guns and three torpedo tube,3.

At the Vulcan yard at Stettin a tor­
pedo boat is now being built of 520 tons 
and 10,500 horsepower, with a minrnum 
speed of thirty knots. Her turbino^vill 
be of the Curtis type. The two IxmVs 
will be run together, and a test of the 
two types of turbines thus made.

Provinces, excepting 8 and 26,vi0t reserved, 
may be homesteaded by any person the soil 
Head of the family, or male over 18 years o( 
age. to the extent ot one-quarter seduon, ol 
160 acree, more or lose.

Application tor homstead entry must b« 
made In perecn by the applicant at the of« 
flee .of the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made on certald 
conditions by tho father, mother, son, daugh­
ter, brother, or sister of an Intending home*

An application for entry or Inspection mad« 
personally at any Sub-agent’s office may b< 
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, a*d if tbl 
land applied for Is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application la to have priority 
and the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction are 
received by mall.

In case of "personation" tho entry will b« 
summarily cancelled and the applicant will 
forfeit all priority of claim.

An application for Inspection muet be 
made In person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for Inspection will be received from 
an Individual until that application has b-isn 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry Is In good 
standing and not liable to concellation. may, 
subject to approval of Department, relin- 
oulsh It In favor of father, mother s-ou, 
daughter, brother or sister, if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban­
donment.

NEW FIRE ENGINE.
Test Made at Bay Yesterday .Was 

Quite Satisfactory.

The new fire engine, purchased by the 
city, was given a test, yesterday after­
noon, by Chief TenEyck, as to its suck­
ing qualities. The engine was taken to 
Browne’s wharf, at the foot of MacNab 
street, and was put to work. It took 
just nine and a half minutes to get the 
steam up to 100 pounds, and two min­
utes later, it blew off at 140 pounds.

Owing to the very high wind that was 
blowing off the bay, no accurate tests 
could be taken as to the length of 
stream thrown. Three one-inch streajus 
threw the water 136 feet, while two lilies 
of hose, running into what is called the 
Siamese nozzle, threw the water 200 feet.

Chief TenEyck expressed himself as 
well pleased with the engine, and was 
of the opinion that the city could not 
have secured a better one, for the money 
invested. The engine . ran smoothly 
without stop, for four hours, during 
which time there, were three lines of hose 
laid from it.

A number of the aldermen and city 
officials were present, and watched the 
test. Aid. Clark said he thought the 
engine was the liest yet.

Mr. Hugh Cameron, Superintendent of 
the Waterous Engine Works, who built 
the engine, Was present, and was pleased 
with the manner in which it did the
