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SAW ELSIE 
SIGEL’S BODY.

Chung Sin Helped to Tie Up Leon 
Ling’* Trunk.

Describes How He Saw the Remains 
After the Murder.

Murderer Still at Large—The Police 
. Saying Little.

New York, June 23.— Bullied and­
in timidated by detectives, threatened 
with prosecution and confused with a 
rapid fire of question, Chung Sin, one­
time room mate of Leon Ling, told this 
afternoon of Miss Sigel’a murder. I'nder 
the terrific pressure of the third degree, 
the little Chinese admitted that he 
had seen the body in Leon Ling’s room 
over the eighth avenue chop suey res­
taurant, and that he had touched it 
while it waa still warm; that he had 
smelled drugs, and had watched Leon 
Ling’s preparations for placing the body 
in the, trunk, where it was found hor­
ribly decomposed on Friday night last.

Chung Sin, in fact, if what was 
learned at the. criminal courts to day 
is correct, described almost everything 
concerning the murder of the girl ex­
cept the actual commission of the crime. 
He denied any implication in it, and 
protested stoutly that he was ignorant 
of the whereabouts of Leon Ling, the 
supposed murderer.

All day he was bullied, persuaded and 
entangled in a mass of questions by the 

' detectives and lawyers, but it was not 
till late in the afternoon that he broke 
down and told what he knew of the 
young missionary’s death. He was told 
that Iveon Jving had' been captured- and 
had laid, the blame upon his (Chung 
Sin’s)- shoulders. This, together with 
the persistent hammering at the pris­
oner. brought the confession.

From the man’s story, it is apparent 
that Elsie Sigel was first drugged with 
chloroform and then choked to death. 
She was killed apparently on the night 
of .lune 9, although Chung Sift appeared 
a little mixed in his dates. But he 
says that early in the morning of June 
It) he heard a strange noise in Leon’s 
room adjoining his, and, looking over 
the transom, saw the girl lying on the 
bed with a bloody towel over her mouth. 
He passed through the room to go out 
to wash his bauds and as he did so be 
touched the body, which was still warm. 
Afterwards he went down to the chop 
suey restaurant below, then returned to 
the room. Leon in the meantime had 
covered the body with a blanket up to 
the chin and had pulled a trunk to the 
middle of the floor. This trunk Leon 
was calmly emptying, preparatory to 
placing the body therein. The rope with 
which the body was bound was lying on 
Uie floor at the time, according to Chung

Chicago, .tune 23.—A fleecing hope, of 
freedom held out to a prisoner in Judge 
Bronto’s court yesterday was snatched 
from him in a way -that caused a sigh 
of pity to spread among the spectators 
when it was found t-hat the clerk of the 
court should have read the jury’s ver­
dict guilty instead of not guilty.

“Not guilty,” reed the clerk absent- 
mindedly. failing to note that he was 
reading the unsigned form.

O’Donmell jumped from his seat ex­
citedly, laughing, and wrung his law­
yer’s hand. He started from the room 
with his head in the air and his eyes 
sparkling. Then the mistake was dis­
covered, and O’Donnell was brought 
bank. Hie Lead sank on his chest as 
the real veredict was delivered: “Guilty 
and condemned to serv ethe term of his 
natural life in prison.”

No Child Criminal* ln the State of 

New York.

New York, June 22. Beginning next 
fall there will lie no; child criminals in 
this State, in the eye cTf-the law. That 
is to say, no child who then or thereafter 
commits what would be a crime in his 
elders would be dubbed a criminal, and 
so branded for all his future.

The fact was brought out to-day in the 
annual report of the children's court, 
which draws attention to a law of the 
Sta.te of New York recently passed, 
which goes into effect on Sept. 1. Un-dor 
this law no child in this State under the 
age of 16 years can be a criminal.

When a commitment is necessary the 
child will be sent to juvenile reforma­
tories and charitable institutions, and 
not to jail.

MARRY GIRL

Her Father Objected and Lorer 
Shot the Young Woman.

Her Mother Stabbed When Defend­
ing Her Daughter.

The Man Then Shot Himielf, Dy­
ing Instantly.

Albany, N. Y., June 23.—'Because he 
was refused the hand of Tonyea Desta- 
fano, aged 14, with whom he was des­
perately in love, Rohario Del Tapolo, 
aged 35, attempted to kill the girl and 
Iter mother to-day at their home in the* 
Italian colony, in the south end of the 
city, lie made his escape only to return 
to end his own life by shooting himself 
in the head in bhe room occupied by the 
young girl. He died almost instantly. 
The mother and daughter were removed 
to a hospital and are in a serious condi­
tion, suffering from bullet and stabbing 
wounds.

Alter being informed last night by 
the father of the girl that he could not 
marry his daughter, Del Tapolo returned 
tu the house early this morning and 
asked to see her. When informed By 
Mrs. Distafanio that she was still in 
bed and could not be seen, he went 
away, but returned a few minutes later 
it ltd demanded that he be permitted tq 
see Tonyea. Words passed betweep tihq 
mother and I>el Tapolo, when the girl 
appeared at the front door and attempt­
ed to act as peacemaker. After talking 
to her a short time the man suddenly 
pulled a thirtv-two calibre revolver from 
his pocket and fired twice at the girl, 
one of the bullets taking effect in the 
buck and passing through the side of 
the body. She staggered and the* tum­
bled over the railing of the etobp into 
the basement.

The mother rushed to the girl’s as­
sistance and was attacked by Del Tapi- 
lo, who used a knife wi^h a blade about 
five inches long. He stabbed her several 
times until, seeing a man approaching, 
he made his escape. He returned to the 
house and killed himself while search 
was being made for him.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

VNY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
IXminion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the. Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Apeney for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of lntendine homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of

111 weeps, begs h:s 
wife's forgiveness, throws the bottle out 
of the window and presumably never 
takes another drink. No one can find 
fault with the moral, but it hardly seems 
as light hearted an amusement as the 
weary shopper would wish.

Not content with being mournful and 
moral, the moving picture of to-day is 
also instructive. Whole series arc de­
voted to reproducing methods of manu­
facture or famous scene# of history. 
Sprinkle in a reasonable amount of .friv­
olous matter and what more could he ex­
pected for five cents or even ten?—New 
York Sun.

IN CAMP AT 
OLD NIAGARA.

‘ ‘Proxÿ Beer’ ’ Seized Yeslerday: 
Also Other Suspicious Stuff.

Trooper Who Had Sworn Allegl- i 

ance Twice Deported.

Three Big Events Yet Before the 
Camp is Over.

Niagara-on-the-Lake, June 23.—Three 
important events have yet to be pull­
ed off at the camp, the sham uattle, 
which takes place on Thursday, the 
tattoo of the the same evening, - and 
the march past, scheduled for Friday^ 

This year the sham fight is to be 
on a scale more elaborate than of old, 
Lieut.-Col. Thompson, of the Fifth In­
fantry, will command the “Ked” force, 
Lieut.-Col. J. Mason, of the Third In­
fantry, will command the “Blue.”

Although little of special interest 
was on yèsterday’s camp programme* 
there were several minor happenings.

HOW IT WORKS.

Some Details of the Wright Brothers* 
Wonderful Air Machine.

Almost every boy knows the name oi 
the Americans, Wilbur and Orvilté 
X\"right, and their aeroplane which 
astonished the world.

It consists of two surfaces of elotn, 
stretched on wooden frames and held 
apart by struts, a horizontal rudder in 
trout, a vertical one behind and an en- 
gfinv driving two propellers; there is 
nothing particularly startling about this. 
The meat, of the invention lies in the 
shape of the surfaces and the fact that 
this shape can be altered in the air.

Both ends of both planes—that is, the 
frames on which the cloth is stretched—* 
are movable, not upon hinges, but by 
bending the frames themselves—that ia, 
building under pressure, just as a rattan 
cane bends.

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ANNEXATION 
BEFORE BOARD
Petition to be Scrutinized by Com­

mission’s Secretary.

W. A. H. Duff Uses Some 
Pretty Strong Language.

Quite a Number of Those Inter­
ested Were Present.

At the meeting of the Ontario Rail­
way and Municipal Board, held at 
the Parliament building, Toronto, on 
Tuesday afternoon, the commissioners 
were waited upon by important depu­
tations from the city of Hamilton and 
township of Barton, to consider an ap­
plication for the annexation of a por­
tion of the township of Barton to the 
city of Hamilton, which was pemion- 
ed for by residents of Crown Point 
and other eastern sections, and op­
posed by the council of the township 
of Barton. The legal representatives 
present were Frank Waddell, K.C., 
representing the corporation of the 
city of Hamilton ; L. F. Stephens, on 
his own behalf, and as solicitor for 
ratepayers in the Crown Point sec­
tion; H. H. Robertson, on behalf of 
J. J. Scott and others ; S. D. Biggar, 
representing the residents south of 
King street and east of Sherman aven­
ue. The townsnip of Barton was rep­
resented by its solicitor, W. A. H. 
Duff and John Harrison. Among those 
present were Mayor McLaren. Aider- 
men Peregrine and Jutten and W. C. 
Brennan, of the City Engineer’s de­
partment; Warden J. Walter Gage and 
Councillors Hills, Gallagher, Rymal 
and Lewis, of the township council, 
and Messrs. Thos. Barnes, L. A. Hall, 
R. E. Kinsman, Wm. Strong, L. W. 
Waldron, J. M. Eastwood and R. S. 
Rider.

Mr. Stephens gave a concise presen­
tation of the case, reciting me diffi­
culties of sanitation, the- district whose 
claims he advocated, labored under 
the present time. He stated that the 
southern and adjoining territory 
should be included in the scheme for 
annexation, as it was contriuutory on 
account of natural drainage. He sub­
mitted a petition, which, he said, was 
signed by 475 ratepayers on me voters' 
list, out of 740 names.

Mr. Duff, the township solicitor, 
challenged the statement of Mr. Steph­
ens, and said he was prepared to prove 
that on this petition there was not 
the number of names required, as 
many of the property holders had 
signed a counter petition. He wished 
to make preliminary objection to the 
Railway Board dealing with the mat­
ter. Mr. Duff also said Hamilton’s 
position was fraudulent and dishon­
est. With very forcible argument, he 
affirmed that sufficient care had not 
been taken by Mr. Stephens or the 
city of Hamilton to find out who were 
actual ratepayers. He submitted as 
evidence the proclamation of 1903 that 
the city of Hamilton shall not annex 
any further territory, unless 50 per 
cent, of the ratepayers sanction it.

Mr. S. D. Biggar very reasonably 
pressed the board for a ruling on the 
status of what constituted a ratepayer 
and suggested that the petitions then 
before the board, should constitute 
the basis of consideration.

Chairman Leitch answered the sev­
eral objections. In dealing with such 
important questions, it was within 
their province to satisfy themselves 
most clearly that .they were on safe 
ground, and that the name? on the 
several petitions were bona fide. This 
was necessary to provide against any 
irregularity in procedure. It would 
be necessary, therefore, for the sec­
retary of the board. Mr. H. C. Small, 
to scrutinize the petition’s names.

On this point Mr. Duff contended 
that the costs for so doing should be 
borne by the applicants. This the 
board agreed to. The chairman order­
ed all legal documents to be filed. 
The scrutiny of the names will be 
made in Hamilton, by order of the 
board, and the verification will he 
made bv comparing the names of the 
ratepayers which appear on the pe­
titions with the names recorded on 
the voters’ list.

An important point was explained 
by Chairman Leitch. that a ratepayer 
holding more than one parcel of pro­
perty in the territory and regularly 
assessed, may sign a? a petitioner for 
each of the different assessments.

As the next meeting of the board will 
be held in the city of Toronto, on 
July 10th, it is altogether likely that 
the work of verifving the names will 
have been completed, so that the 
board may finally ,.i with this im­
portant matter on the above date.

ALMOST STARVED.
Family Imprisoned For Two Weeks 

in a Storm Cellar.

Galveston, Texas, June 23.—In remov­
ing a cyclone-wrecked house on the farm 
oi Ghas. Dilson, on Brown county, the 
wieckers discovered a storm cellar in 
which were Dilson and his wife and 12- 
vear-old daughter, more dead than alive. 
For two weeks they had been prisoners 
in the cellar, with Ibarely a morsel to eat 
for a week and nothing to drink for two

Raiw potatoes had been their subsist­
ence for six days. They will survive. 
After the storm which wrecked their 
home, the three Dilsons wer$ missed, 
and searchers believd that they had de­
serted their place and moved away. The 
house had been blown over and covered 
the storm cellar, which was about twen­
ty yards from the home, and searchers 
knew nothing about it.

The trio of prisoners tried to dig their 
way to the surface with their hands, and 
succeeded only in cutting a tunnel which 
afforded them air.

If a greater Hamilton is to comp and, 
"" realize that it surely will, it is impos­
sible to get away from the fact that we 
must have intelligent Christian men, 
with good business abilities, at t'he head 
of our industrial enterprises and to gov­
ern the civic affairs of our city, then, 
where are those men to come fromÎ- We 
know that the boys of to-day make the 
men of to-morrow, so therefore it is the 
development of the hoys of to-day that 
must he given the prominent place.

The object of the Y. M. C. A. is to 
develop the three sides of the boy. name­
ly, the physical, intellectual and spirit­
ual. Any two of these alone will not 
make a perfect man. and it is perfect 
men that Greater Hamilton must have.

The present boys' building is toy no 
means large enough to meet the need 
and is at present greatly overcrowded. 
It is only large enough to properly and 
comfortably accommodate 250 or 300 
boys, whereas there are over 400 
crowded in. and under these conditions 
it is difficult. to carry on the work, so 
as to obtain the best results.

Having been a member of the boys' de­
partment for nearly three years. I have 
a knowledge by experience of what the 
association can and does do for boys. 
Tn the athletic line tne aim is to de- 
' elop and promote true, clean sports­
manship throughout. In the education­
al line its libraries supply good, sensible 
and instructive literature of the very 
best type, and spiritually is shows the 
hoy that there is more to live for than 
self and points him to that higher plane 
of living which is so essential to him 
that would succeed, and as a member of 
the association T sincerely hope and be 
here that the citizens of Hamilton, real­
izing the importance of developing the 
boy. will do their utmost to advance 
and sustain this work, which is one of 
the greatest factors in the promotion of 
a greater Hamilton.

If the parents and business men of 
fHamJ’.lton were thoroughly acquainted 
with the details of the work the Y. M. 
C. A. is doing and realized the necessity 
of a 'more extensive work in the same, 
line, a building to accommodate 5.000 
hoys would be needed now. instead of 
one for 1,000.

Now in the little town of Clar- 
inda. wheer I spent some time, one of | 
the feature^ of the Fourth of July will 
be a parade, in which one hundred farm­
er? will show their automobiles. In that 
place twenty-five men have ordered ma­
chines which the factories have been un­
able to far to deliver.

"While I was theer a nice-looking 
automobile, driven by a farmer, came 
up to" my place. The farmer’s wife was 
with him, and in the tonneau were two 
big cans of cream. My man introduced 
him, and 1 asked him if he found the 
automobile economical.

“ 'I do.’ he said. ‘My place is thir­
teen miles out. I have to go to town 
every day With my cream and to trans­
act business. Before I got an automo­
bile it took a day for myself and a 
team of horses to make the trip. Now L 
am in town in forty-five jninulsa from 
the time I leave the farm.

“‘J am fit then for a day’s work and 
my horses are also in condition to do 
whatever is required of them. Three 
days' work of myself and a team of 
horses are thus saved each week.'

"In the old days when there was a 
bad slew in the road through which a 
loaded wagon could not be pulled by one 
team the farmers simply hitched on an­
other team and dragged it through. Now 
these places are fixed up ns on as they 
develop. If they cannot be fixed .any 
other way they put plank bridges over 
them. Otherwise they could not use 
their automobiles. Thus they make it 
easier and less expensive to get their 
heavy truck to market.”

Makes Farther Statements as to 
Transfers.

Putting Fermer Manager on List ef 
Contributories.

Toronto, June 22.—For two hours yes­
terday morning in the office of the Royal 
Trust Company, C'has. McGill gave evi­
dence before Official Referee Kappele 
regarding the 1,713 shares of stock which 
appear in his name on the list of con­
tributories having looked through ledgers 
and stock transfer books of the Ontario 
Bank, of which he was general man­
ager. Having familiarized himself and 
refreshed his memory upon some facts 
that were not clear to him, McGill 
was on hand at Mr. Kappele’s office at 
11 o’clock. Mr. James Bicknell, K. C., 
who appears on behalf of the liquidators 
of the bank, resumed" his cross-examina­
tion of McGill.
DIRECTORS LOOK OVER TRANSFERS.

“With reference to these transfers 
made twice a year to various parties, 
what part, if any, did the directors take 
in having those transfers made?” began 
Mr. Bicknell.

“I cannot connect the transfers with 
any particular event. Certain directors 
took them over for that purpose, 
knowing the purpose for which they took 
them over.”

"On Dec. 1, 1903. 400 shares were taken 
over by Charles McGill and R. Hall, as 
trustees. What authority did you have 
for this transaction?”

“None officially, but it was discussed 
with the directors.”

"Who is Mr. Hall?”
"He belongs to Peterboro.”

DEATH DUTIES.
German Clericals and Conservatives 

Resolve to Defeat Tax.

Berlin, June 22.—In the lobbies of the 
Reichstag the dissolution of Parliament 
was freely spoken of to-day as increas­
ingly possible. It is apparent that the 
Government cannot have its entire 
scheme of proposed taxation accepted; 
the Conservatives and Clericals are de­
termined to defeat the inheritance 
taxes.

Dissolution can take place only on 
joint action by the Emperor and the 
Federal Council. The proposal to im­
pose a yearly tax on bonds and stocks 
was adopted by 203 votes against 155. 
The tax is to be calculated on the basis 
of the average quotation for the preced­
ing year, and the rate of interest on this 
fore payment.

Contractor Says It Meant Loss of 
$100,000 a Year.

New York, June 22.—“I love my name, 
.fudge, but it costs me lots of money to 
keep it," John Vincent Smolensky told 
Judge Guy in the Supreme Court yes­
terday in support of an application to 
have his name changed to John Vincent 
Smolen.

Mr. Smolensky, who is a member of 
the building contracting firm of J. 
Harry Nicholson & Co., said that owing 
to the oddity of his name he had lost 
at least $100,090 a year for five years.

“The name,” he said, “interferes with 
my business progress, frequently and 
continuously preventing me from procur­
ing interviews with persons who have 
valuable building contracts to give out. 
In fact, entree into business circles is 
practically closed to me because of this

WOMEN WILL 
MEET IN ITALY.

Council of Women Form Educa­
tion Department.

Want Children Taught History 
Without Bias.

Favor Teaching of Domestic Sci­
ence to Girls.

Toronto, June 23.—With a garden 
party beside the cool shores of Lake 
Simcoe at the beautiful summer home 
of Lady Edgar in prospect, tb? Inter­
national Council of Women yesterday 
morning rushed their business along 
with great celerity, and practically 
cleared the agenda paper. The unfinish­
ed business, including a discussion on 
immigration questions, and consideration 
of the social problem commonly known 
as the “white slave traffic,” was post­
poned to a special session which will b“ 
held at the university on Friday night. 
To-day the delegates wjll visit Niagara 
Falls, and on Saturday they will have 
an opportunity of inspecting the Ontario 
Agricultural College at Guelph.

After the little flurry of Monday 
with regard to peace and arbitration, 
the Council returned yesterday morning 
to their usual calm ways. The greater 
part of the morning was occupied in the 
reception of reports from various Na­
tional Councils and Vice-Presidents, and 
while there was much of interest the 
reports were so inordinately long that 
l.ady Aberdeen had to appeal to the 
ladies to confine themselves to the 
salient facts. Among the items of in­
terest culled from the mass it appeared 
that the Danish Government is paying 
the travelling expenses of two of thi 
delegate^ from Denmark to the Interna 
tional Council of Women. The fact 
was appreciated by the delegates, all 
of whom considered it was an example 
which might be well followed.

The women of Greece want the 
right, to spend their own earnings 
without assistance from their hus­
bands. Desiring to do something really 
useful, however, they have formed 
themselves into an ambulance corps, and 
are ready to follow the defenders of 
their country to the field of battle and 
there go about an errand of mercy.

The women in Greece have also taken 
a practical part, led by Queen Olga, in 
prison reform. They have succeeded in 
bringing about the establishment of wo­
men's prisons in which there are no male 
wardens, and excellent results have fol­
k-wed their efforts to uplift, the unfor­
tunate class which come under the influ 
ence of the educational system which is 
carried on.

Twenty-one women are members of 
the Finnish Parliament, of whom nine 
are wives of workingmen. Baroness 
Gripenberg, in her report to the In-- 
ternational Council; expressed regret 
that, now the franchise had been 
granted, succeeding elections showed a 
decrease in its exercise.

Official sanction was given to the 
meeting to be held on Sunday" even­
ing in Massey Hall, when Mrs. May 
Wright Sewall will give an address on 
the educational aspect of tile peace and 
arbitration question.

THE NEXT MEETING PLACE.
Then the Council passed on to the 

selection of n meeting place for the 
quinquennial gathering of 1914. In­
vitations had been received from 
France. Norway, Australasia and Italy. 
The claims, if they may be so termed, 
were eloquently urged by the representa­
tives of each country, but finally it was 
decided that the next quinquennial 
meeting should be hehjl in Italy, after 
two ballots.

The Executive Committee will meet in 
Sweden in 1911. ayrl in the Netherlands 
in 1913.

IjOOK AFTER THE CHILDREN.
On behalf of the executive Lady Aber­

deen moved: "That, the National Coun­
cils should, during the quinquennial 
period, 1909-14, devote a large share of 
their attention to questions concerning 
children, ami should hold special discus­
sions on such questions at the next quin­
quennial meeting of the International 
Council of Women.”

The reason for the resolution was to 
enable them to establish a common plat­
form and a common line of action.

The resolution was seconded by the 
Marches» Bourbon, and carried without 
discussion.

AN IMPORTANT PROPOSAL.
Airs. Ogilvie Gordon, in moving that a 

standing committee on education should 
be formed, and National Councils who 
lmd not already an educational section 
should he recommended to adopt a simi­
lar course, pointed out that at present 
they had no organization for the collec­
tion of information in regard to this im­
portant matter. There were many spe­
cial aspects of education with which wo­
men alone could deal, hut the great im­
portant matter was that with public 
positions opening up for women they 
should endeavor to prepare themselves 
tu occupy them. Thereupon it was ne­
cessary that they should strive to give 
to women the highest educational ad­
vantages. They had already in some 
countries been able to open the univer­
sities to women, and it was by the inter­
change of information with regard to 
methods that they would obtain the 
greatest assistance in a campaign of 
progress. At the same time she consid­
ered that it was only when they ob­
tained the suffrage that the Govern­
ments would acknowledge the need of 
educating the girl equally with the boy.

TEACH DOMESTIC SUBJECTS.
Mrs. Gordon added to her resolution 

a rider in favor of the scientific and 
practical teaching of domestic subjects 
lu girls of all classes, and the establish­
ment of educational information and 
employment bureaus in connection with 
the schools.

Frau Hainisch seconded, and Mrs. 
Pauline Steinnian, United States, in sup. 
porting it, paid a high tribute to the 
worth of Mrs. Gordon. She personally 
felt the need in the United States of 
something being done for the children 
who left school at the age of 14 and 
found themselves at a loose end, not 
knowing how to select a course of study 
which would be of advantage to them. 
In that convention bureaus of the nature 
suggested by the resolution would be ol 
the greatest value.

The resoltuion was adopted unani­
mously, and Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon was 
enthusiastically elected convener of the 
new section.

The Council reaffirmed the resolu­
tions passed at the various public 
meetings in favor of the establishment 
of a section of public health, the need 
of women to serve on public bodies and 
the granting of the franchise to women.

MORE BLACK HAND.
Resident of Revelstoke Found Dead 

Wsth His Threat Cnt.

Victoria, B. C., June 22,-The activh 
ties of the '. Black Hand" in interior ci- 
ties of British Columbia have been 
resumed and panic reigns among Pro»- 
perous business men and their families 
in the case of Joseph Rameira, who 
broke jail at fVnie while awaiting trial 
, threatening Alexander Rizzotto and 
Louis Corose]lo, but was recaptured, evi­
dence was offered that Mrs. Corosello
had died during the period of suspense 
following the receipt of Rameira s let­
ters. being unable to atand the strain.

Two hundred and three hundred, res­
pectively, were asked of Rizzotto and 
Corosello for immunity. Otherwise their 
homes were to be burned and them­
selves killed. They kept their nerve 
and sought police assistance, thev and 
their homes being closely guarded. 
On Rameira being arrested paper 
and envelops similar to those em­
ployed in the threatening correspon­
dence were found. His handwriting was 
not disguised in the letters. He was sen­
tenced to fourteen years’ imprisonment 
a.nd the police are now looking for his 
associates, with whose assistance he was 
enabled to break jail.

While East Kootenay has been 
aroused against them the "Black 
Handers” have transferred their op­
erations to the West district, a recent 
murder at Reverstoke having the 
marks of the same outlaw band. The 
victim was Fred Orsatti, a petty rail­
way official and labor contractor. 
Three weeks ago he received a “Black 
Hand" letter threatening death unless 
he paid over a large sum. He passed 
the communication to the police and af­
terward received a second letter demand­
ing immediate p’ayment.

Both letters were ignored and last 
Saturday night Orsatti was attacked by 
two Italians, who cut his throat from 
car to ear, immediately making their 
escape. Orsatti died within an hour.

CENORSHIP OF PLAYS.

British Parliament is Likely to Abol­
ish It.

London, June 22.—There appears to 
be hope that the ridiculous censor­
ship of plays to which the British 
stage is subjected may be reformed, 
if not abolished, in the not distant 
future. Premier Asquith, replying to 
a question in the House of Commons 
this afternoon, admitted the matter 
needed an enquiry, which he thought 
should be carried out by a joint com­
mittee of the Lords and Commons.

THROUGH A BRIDGE.
Runaway Herse Takes a Great 

Tumble at Guelph.

Guelph, June 22.—Only a collision 
with a telegraph post prevented W. H. 
Beattie, druggist of this city, from be­
ing hurled by a runaway horse over the 
C. P. R. trestle bridge near the depot 
into the river below. Freed from the 
buggy in the collision, the frightened 
animal, owned by Mr. La Fontaine,, 
bolted on the bridge, its hoofs became 
lodged in the trestle work, and it roll­
ed over into the river about twenty- 
five feet below. Mr. Beattie, who was 
thrown out unhurt, waded into the wat­
er, about four feet deep, but the ani­
mal could not be made to budge.

Thinking that its back or neck was 
broken, it was finally decided to let the 
animal drown, but no sooner did it get 
its head under water than it revived and 
®*ruRRl®d out, little worse for the exper­
ience. Mr. Beattie was unhurt, anid only 
the buggy suffered damage.

TURKS DEFEATED.
Albaaiaos Inflict Loss of 350 Kill­

ed or Wounded.

X ienne, June 22.—The newspapers 
print an Uskub despatch recording the 
severe defeat of three regiments of 
Turkish infantry under Djavid Pasha 
by Albanians. Djavid Pasha attacked 
the Albanians in Petoss Pass, between 
Ipek and Jakova, and was repulsed, 
losing fourteenf officers and 350 men 
killed or wounded. Kiamil Bey, the 
'veil known Young Turk leader, was 
among the killed. Fresh troops have 
been ordered from Monaatir. The. Al­
ba nian insurgent» are reported to 
number 14,000. They declare that they 
will continue their resistance until they 
are granted full autonomy and Albanian 
prisoners are liberated.

TAXATÏ0NFRÊAKS
Hew French Government Intends 

to Raise Revenue.

Paris, June 22.—Hie details of tho 
proposed new taxation under the budget 
of 1910 have been published. A gradu­
ated tax is proposed on the net value of 
any succession in addition to the present 
legacy duties. The rate proposed for 
successions of from $200 to $2,000 is one- 
twentieth of one per cent. Above $2,000 
the rate increa'ses until a.n inheritance 
of $200,000 will pay one-half of one per 
cent. Succession exceeding $10,000,000 
«•ill pay '2 per cent.

A dog tax is proposed that is based on 
the number of dogs owned by the tax­
payer. Seven francs will be imposed for 
each dog up to five, fourteen francs each 
for twenty dogs or less and twenty-eight 
francs each for the dogs in a pack that 
numbers more than ffity.

A new tax of $1 pe liectilitre is pro­
posed on automobile essence. French 
colonial loans are to be subjected to in­
come tax stamp duties, thus assimilating 
tj rentes. The tax on displayed adver­
tisements is doubled.1

Every establishment selling drinks and 
food products will pay two francs annu­
ally, the revenues from this tax to be 
devoted to repressing frauds in such pro-

STEAMER SUNK.
Was in Collision During Heavy Fog 

on Lake Superior.

Detroit, Mich., June 22.—A special 
from Alpena, Mich.', to-night says: In 
a heavy fog at 9 o’clock this morning 
the steamer William Livingstone, be­
longing to the Tomlinson Fleet, qf Du­
luth, collided with and sank the steam­
er W. P. Thew, three miles off Thunder 
Bay Island. It is said the big steel 
freighter did not stop after hitting the 
smaller boat.

The crew of the Thew escaped in life­
boats, saving their effects, and were 
picked up by the steamer Mary Elphicke, 
southbound. The life-savers, responded 
to the Thew's signals of distress and as 
sisted the Elphicke in saving the crew.

E. W. Duncan was .epatain of the 
Thew, and she was owned by Hugh 
Havey, of Detroit. The Thew was light. 
She lies in 18 fathoms of water. Fog and 
smoke are hanging heavy over the lake, 
making navigation dangerous.

The Thew was built in 1884 and was 
132 feet long and 14 feet beam with a 
capacity of 207 gross tons. During the 
early spring she plied between Detrioit 
and Rogers Oity.

The steamer William Livingstone, of 
Detroit, is name dafter William Living­
stone, of Detroit, President of the Lake 
Carriers’ Association.

The Livingstone came out in April, 
1908, and is one of the largest steel 
freighters on the lakes. 8be was the first 
boat to pass through the Canadian canal 
at the “Soo" after the locks were re­
paired yesterday.

HAMILTON TO 
HAVE BRANCH

Of the Canadian Manufacturers, 
Association.

Arrangements Being Made 
the Annual Convention

For

To be Held Here During Month 
of September.

A very largely attended meeting of 
the Hamilton manufacturers was held 
last evening in the Board of Trade rooms 
to arrange for the handling of the con­
vention that is coming to the city on 
Sept. 14, 15 and 16, and also to form a 
branch of the Canadian Manufacturers’ 
Association. Mr. Robert Hobson acted 
as chairman, and Mr. C. A. Murton as 
secretary.

The chairman expressed his pleasure 
at the nature of the meeting, and said 
the arrangements had been well gone 
into, and a number of facts and figures 
were open for the inspection of those 
present.

It was decided that the committees be 
revised so that one member could be on 
only one committee.

Mr. Murray said it was possible that 
five hundred people would be here for 
the convention. The hotel accommoda­
tion would be all right, but it would be 
necessary to have private house accom­
modation also, and it was decided that 
the members of the Hamilton Manufac­
turers' Association should notify the 
secretary as to whether they could ac­
commodate some of the visitors. There 
will be five business sessions in the 
three days the convention is here.

Mr. John Hoodless said the gathering 
would be a very important one, and of 
great interest to everyone present. The 
hotel accommodation was one of the 
most pressing subjects. He felt confi­
dent in saying that' the organization of 
a branch of the Canadian Manufacturers’ 
Association in this city would have the 
hearty co-operation of*all.

Mr. Fearman announced that the 
Mountain View Hotel had the best of 
accommodation for at least twenty-five 
visitors to the convention.

The chairman thought the neeeeaarv 
expenditure would he about $3,01X1, but 
that amount could be-raised in time for 
the convention.

The executive committee was in­
structed to see that the committees are 
arranged in such a manner that they do 
not overlap.

A resolution was carried unanimously, 
as follows: “Whereas, Hamilton manu­
facturers occupy an Important place in 
the membership of the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Association, and. whereas, 
cities of less industrial importance than 
Hamilton are represented by branch 
offices of the Canadian Manufacturers’

FISH SUICIDE.
Lure ef Niagara Has Got on the 

Sturgeons' Nerves.

Niagara Fall., Ont., June 22. — Are 
the ftah in the Niagara River becom- 
mg stricken with a suicidal mania 
end crushing their brains out on 
the rocks along the lower river? That 
is the question that certain of the fob 
lowers of Ike Walton are endeavoring 
to answer.

W. J. Lee, an ardent fisherman, 
claims that he has seen scores of fish 
fush through the • water near the 
Queenston and Lewiston suspension 
bridge, only to dash out their brains 
on the rocks that line the banks. 
With characteristic fishermans zeal. 
Mr. Lee has set about to discover the 
cause of this curious mania for self- 
destruction, which ho says is parti­
cularly prevalent among sturgeon. K

"One case in particular I will re­
member throughout my life. I was 
fishing near the suspension bridge, 
below Brock’s Monument, one morn­
ing not long ago. I noticed the water 
rushing apart a short distance up 
the stream. Then T discerned a sturgeon, 
and it was no little minnow. It came 
head-on toward the bank, and, much 
to my surprise, dashed its brains out 
almost at my feet. Since that I have 
seen this performance repeated a 
numlyr of times. Before I saw the 
big sturgeon commit suicide, I had 
found many dead sturgeon along the 
river bank and wondered how they 
were being killed. In almost every 
instance I noticed that the heads were 
crushed,” said Mr. Lee to your corre­
spondent.

The attention of numbers of fisher­
men has been called to the strange 
actions of the sturgeon by Mr. Lee, 
and it is likely that the Anglers’ As­
sociation will conduct an interesting en­
quiry into the phenomena.

DISASTER IN 
COAL MINE.

Feirt That Many Men Have 
Perished in Explosion.

Ten Terribly Injured Men Brought 
to the Surface.

Relatives of the Men in the Mine 
Go Almost Crazy.

Pittsburg, June 23.—An explosion oc­
curred to-day in the mine of the Lacka­
wanna Coal & Coke Co., ait Wehrum, 
Indiana county. Over 100 men were in 
the mine. A number are reported in­
jured.

At 10.15 three bodies, terribly mutilat­
ed, had been recovered from the mine. At 
that hour ten injured men, some of them 
fatally, had also been taken to the sur-

As to t-he extent of the accident, noth­
ing definite can be ascertained at pres­
ent, but it is apparently serious.

Between 100 and 150 miners were in 
the mine.

The few men who escaped from the 
niine were burned and blaçkened, indicat­
ing that the force of the explosion was 
heavy. None of the men are in condition 
to give details, but from one it was 
learned that the explosion seemed to 
strike every portion of the mine simul 
taneously.

Rescuing parties are making little 
headway, owing to the great confusion 
at the mine. VS ork is also seriouslv re­
tarded by smoke from the pit- mouth 
and traces of the deadly after damp.

As soon ha it was known that an ac­
cident had occurred at the mine the 
greatest excitement prevailed both at 
the mine and in the little hamlet, a 
short distance away. Wives, mothers, 
sisters and brothers rushed to the mouth 
of the mine tearfully imploring some 
news as to the fate of their loved ones. 
A number of the foreign women scream­
ing and crying, tried to rush into the 
dark pit of death.

The company officials immediately en­
gaged the services of all the men thev 
could find and the work of restraining 
the hysterical relatives was undertaken.

In the meantime calls for help were 
quickly sent broadcast throughout the 
surrounding country and the task of 
reaching the unfortunate men in the 
mine was rapidly pushed forward.

Mr». Gould Gets an Additional Fee 
For Her Counsel.

Witnesses Testify to Mrs. Gould’s 
General Sobriety.

One Hotel Employee Who Got His 
Dates Mixed.

New York, June 23.—While counsel 
for Katherine Clemmons Gould 
brought up a reinforcement of wit­
nesses in one part of the Supreme 
Court yesterday to combat the charges 
of intoxication and misconduct made 
by the defence in her suit for separa­
tion- .the plaintiff won a victory in 
another part of the court by a decision 
of Justice Giegerich. He ruled that 
Mrs. Gould be allowed an additional 
counsel fee of $10,000, at the expense 
of her husband.

An allowance of $5,000 was made to 
Mrs. Gould last fall for the prosecu­
tion of her suit, at which time the 
court intimated that a subsequent ap­
plication for an increase might be en­
tertained. Attorneys for Mr. Gould 
protested to-day that it had not been 
shown that the wife was without suf­
ficient means to pay her counsel, 
but Justice Giegerich thougnt Other-

While this financial feature was be­
ing decided, Justice Dowling contin­
ued to hear the case proper. Hotel 
proprietor and hotel manager, who 
denied knowledge of any undue in­
timacy between Mrs. Gould and Dus­
tin Farnum, the actor, as the defense 
alleges; employees of Castle Gould, 
members of the crew of the Gould 
yacht, Niagara, hotel chefs, hairdress­
ers and seamstresses, who testified 
to Mrs. Gould’s sobriety on all occas­
ions that they could recall, constitut­
ed the bulk of the testimony of the 
reserve forces which were called by 
Mrs. Gould’s lawyer to-day. There 
are 30 or more such witnesses to be 
called.

At adjournment of court. Justice 
Dowling announced that he would sit 
to-morrow night until the case was 
finished, with the exception of Mrs. 
Gould’s testimony in rebuu..., if sne 
should be recalled to the witness 
stand.

What is a referendum?
A lot of people don't kqow exactly 

what it is. Ill Cleveland, O.. how­
ever, even the newsboys know what 
it is. The folk have tried it there— 
the first city in the country to do it.

The referendum means to refer back 
to the people. It is a device to allow 
the people to vote on all legislation 
before it is law. They call it the Big 
Stick in Cleveland—it lets the people 
kill the legislation they don’t want.

They don’t vote on all legislation, 
but only when the city council puts 
through something that a lot of peo­
ple are bitterly opposed to.

In this one city, where the referen­
dum has been tried, it applies only 
to street railway, legislation. They 
are having a campaign now for sign­
atures to a petition.

Men who are interested in circulat­
ing the petitions. Hired workers 
canvass from house to house. Tables 
and chairs are set up at, prominent 
corners downtown. Stores and cigar 
stands and salpons have the petitions 
on the show cases.

Both sides are circulating the peti­

tions. Mayor Johnson, leader of the 
eight-year war against the traction 
company, is circulating them in or­
der to show that he wants the fran­
chises his council passed to have the 
sanction of the people.

The rea.-on for the opposition cir­
culating the the petitions is obvious. 
The franchises are unfriendly to them.

How does the referendum work? 
Both ways. It was a boomerang for 
Johnson once.

Johnson had State Senator Schmidt, 
one of his supporters, push the refer­
endum bill through the legislature. 
He wanted an ace up his sleeve in 
case his opponents beat him.

But Johnson won. His men got 
control of all the lines of the city. 
So his opponents, took the Schmidt 
bill—-Johnson’s own law—and invok­
ed ^it against him. They. won at the

Jack Munroe 
came down from the north raiding with 
plie Butte football team. Had the pleas­
ure of playing football against Jack, 
later on had the pleasure of seeing him 
play. The latter amusement was safer, 
at any rate. Munroe was a great foot­
ball player. While tackle on the Olym­
pic A. C. team he became famous on the 
Pacific slope.

One time just after the football sea­
son Jack took it into his head to try 
fighting for a while. He went into the 
amateur championships. It happened 
that Munroe and Jimmy Britt made 
their first public apprarance, as ama­
teurs on the same night. Both won 
Ma-sily. I remember that among the 
ama-teurs pitted against him the Butte 
miner and football player loomed up 
like a colossus. * * *

Afterward he fought Johnson six 
rounds in Philadelphia. Johnson closed 
one of Munroe's eyes, but was very care, 
ful to get a way from the miner's rushes. 
Munroe disappeared from New York 
rather mysteriously a little later.

When he reappeared lie wore a few 
“rocks” that would make any Broadway 
actor jealous. He had a general air of I 
prosperity. The story he had to tell 
sounded like a fairy tale, but he had the 
proofs handy. Surely, Jack Munroe* 
career •« as strange as that of any of 
the old heroes of fiction. Here is his 
own story:

“1 have always been a miner except 
during my short excursions into the 
fighting game. Even them I only fried 
fighting to get money to go back to 
mining. I needed capital.

"When the strike was made at Cobalt 
I got together.all the money l could 
and rushed up there. When I arrived 
T found that all the good claims had 
been taken. But I knew it was a great 
country, and that there must he un 
discovered districts as rich as Cobalt 
itself. I got a couple of other fellows 
and we struck out northward toward 
Elk lake. There we started a new 
camp. We didn’t have even *a name for 
it at first, but we struck it rich, and 
soon people -heard of us and came rush­
ing along our trail. We called the camp 
Elk Gity. Pretty soon we had 5,000 peo­
ple. and we incorporated. The boys lik­
ed me pretty well and they elected me 
Mayor. 1 got over two-thirds of the 
votes cast, and now I'm called ‘vour 
Worship.' I'm a magistrate and have

THE ANNUAL ADDRESS.
Address of Lord Bishop DuMoulin 

was read in which was sketched the 
progress of the church, and the work 
being done both in the home laud and 
through missionary efforts in foreign 
lauds, all of which were progressing 
very favorably. The Woman's Mission­
ary Society had done some excellent 
work and he was glad to be surrounded 
by such noble men and women. The 
fruits of this diocese have been great ; 
1,155 have been confirmed in the last 
ten months, which was a great show­
ing for the growth of the influence of 
the church. He also traced the changes 
made among the ministers of the diocese 
since the last meeting of the Synod. To­
morrow evening he, with the Syt/xL he 
said, would consecrate the Cafliedral, 
which had l>een freed from dèbt on Eas­
ter Day last, by the faithful work of 
Canon Abbot and his supporters. On Sun­
day the church of St. Mark's would l>e 
consecrated.

Financial affairs of the diocese were 
never in a more favorable condition and 
the «Synod and diocese were to be congra­
tulated.

The Widows' ami Orphans’ fund was 
taxed to its limit, aud the fund should 
be increased. He committed the comnlis- 
sion to the clergy and delegates to make 
it strong appeal to their parishes on be­
half of these helpless ones. He hoped 
that in the year to come clergy and par­
ish would do their duty in this import 
ant work.

The hostile forms of the kingdom of 
evil would continue to the end. This 
Dominion is the land where all nations 

invited t<> come, and for years to j 
come would have a large influx of for­
eigners. and it is the duty of the Ouirch 
to prepare to meet the needs of the na­
tion. In this city and diocese, he was 
proud to say. there are several schools 
to train the boys and girls in the paths 
of truth, and prepare them to meet the 
needs of the people. He believed that- 
the prayer that all might be united will 
yet take place, as it was intended, and 
some day the kingdoms of this world 
shall become the kingdoms of Christ.
