Resolve to Defeat Tax.

Berlin, June 22.—In the lobbies of the
Reichstag the dissolution of Parliament
was freely spoken of to-day as increas-
ingly possible. It is apparent that the
Government cannot have its entire
scheme of proposed taxation accepted;
the Conservatives and Clericals are de-
termined to defeat the inheritance
taxes.

Dissolution can take place only on
joint action by the Emperor and the
Federal Council.
