France Is Angry.

Paris, Nov. 7.—The French Govern­
ment is secretly sounding representatives 
from the South American republics as to 
what warships of these countries are 
available for purchase by France. Pub­
lic feeling is running high, resentment 
against Great Britain being on the in­
crease.

Anger, impotent anger, is the one pas­
sion felt here today. French pride has 
received a blow which will not easily or 
soon be forgotten.

It is not the evacuation of Fashoda 
that is resented, ft is the fact of ‘Eng­
land having insisted upon an uncondi­
tional withdrawal. This is felt to be a 
humiliation.

Everywhere and by everybody the news 
is discussed with furious rage, yet what 
else could France do than recall Major 
Marchand?

The Journal des Desbats argues that 
France cannot for the present negotiate 
amicably with England. “What we 
have just witnessed,’- it says, “of Eng­
land’s sentiments with regard to us does 
not encourage us to enter into such a 
a path. There is nothing to be done 
with a country a prey to superacute jing­
oism. The wisest course is to wait until 
the paroxysm has passed. It is in the 
present case so pronounced that even the 
high intelligence of Lord Salisbury has 
been attacked and obliterated by it. 
Care for the future has momentarily dis­
appeared. Let the fever follow its course 
and exhaust itself by its own violence. 
There is no hurry.

“Wo can resume negotiations with 
England if there is any necessity for do­
ing so, when she may have realized the 
gross fault she has committed.

“If it is true that we have committed 
some ourselves, we have heavily expiated 
them. It is only natural and equitable 
that everybody should have his turn. 
We offered England, Fashoda and our 
friendship. She replied Fashoda suffi­
ced.

“It’s a bargain. There are some things 
that .will not bear repetition, though the 
recollection of the first time lasts a long 
while.”

The Figaro wonders if the misunder­
standing between the London and Paris 
Cabinets is not due to a secret arrange­
ment. on the part of France’s enemies to 
modify the balance of power in the Medi­
terranean. “If ft his is the case,” the pa­
per says, “it is the development of a plot 
hatched long since which we >.1ih11 now 
see unfolded.”

The Gaulois announces that henceforth 
the motto: “God Protects France,” will 
bejstrickeu from French coin. The paper

remarks sarcastically that it is a good
thing, since foreigners might be led to 
believe from seeing the inscription that
Frenchmen still have faith in Providence. 
It suggests that the Government adopt the 
motto: “Sehwurtzkoppes protects the 
Republic.”

The Matin confirms the report that the 
Government will instruct Major March­
and to return to France with his expedi­
tion from Fashoda, by way of Jibutil, oil 
the Gulf of Aden, the only route consist­
ent with French dignity. The paper ex­
presses the hope that the national flag 
“will nor. again be involved in such small 
colonial enterprises, unless success is as­
sured beforehand, both diplomatically 
and by adequate support.

The Figaro declares that the humilia­
tion of France is unprecedented since the 
war of 1870-71. “We leave Fashoda," the 
paper says, “with bleeding hearts and de­
spair in our souls.”

M. Rochefort says in the Intransigeant: 
“Now that Fashoda is gone, England will 
find another pretext for war."

La Liberté puts its feelings into the 
heading- of its leader, “Le Sacrifice.”

La Presse says England has obtained 
satisfaction et apres? This paper is evi­
dently of tiie opinion that England, in­
toxicated with her triumph, is already 
seeking grounds for inflicting further 
humiliations upon France, War, in fact, 
according to many, has not been avoided, 
but only postponed.

St. Petersburg, November 7th.—St. 
Petersburg newspapers show great irri­
tation at England over the settlement of 
the Fashoda affair and agree in declaring 
that her conduct will arouse the powers 
interested in the free navigation of the 
Suez Canal to a common discussion of the 
best- means of preventing the final estab­
lishment of England in Egypt. The No- 
vosti says that since the Egyptian ques­
tion is purely|offon international character 
it must be solved by ay Congress of the 
Powers which can proclaim perpetual 
neutrality of Egypt under the protectorate 
of all the powers.

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Home Grown Beef.

It is possible to profitably grow on 
every large farm some young cattle that at 
2 or 3 years old can be turned off tor beef 
without seriously lessening farm products 
in any way. We have known dairymen 
to do this,_ feeding this young stock with 
much that they could not feed to cows 
without affecting the quality of the milk. 
Such young stock when fattened will 
make beef, for which a ready sale can be 
had by the side or quarter in every neigh­
borhood. If it is killed in cold weather, 
the meat may be kept frozen for weeks, 
so that much of it may be used fresh 
That which is salted will be almost equal­
ly appreciated next spring and summer. 
Every farmer used to barrel one or two 
beeves every year. Now most of them 
only put up pork for the ' meat supply. 
The change has not been a good one 
either for the pocket or for the health of 
the farming population.

. Old Oats Best for Horses.

The amount of moisture in new oats 
makes them much dearer than old when 
used to feed horses. The difference in 
price is almost always offset by the loss in 
weight when the oats are kept till freez­
ing weather dries them out. Buta still 
more serious loss from the feeding of new 
oats is their laxative effect on horses hard 
at. work. They also often cause colic in 
horses not used to them. It is best al­
ways to buy some old oats to mix with 
them, and thus gradually accustom the 
animal to their use. If no old oats can 
be had, mix some wheat bran with them, 
feeding dry of course, and give at first 
very few oats, gradually increasing the 
quantity, as it is found that the horse is 
not injured. If this ration is too laxative 
give some wheat fine middlings with the 
oats.

Harnesses To Fit Horses.

Whenever a horse is sold the harness 
in which it has been used to working 
ought always to go with the bargain. No 
two harnesses were ever made to fit alike 
and especially where the pressure comes 
on the shoulder or neck in drawing. The 
skin under the old harness has been grad­
ually toughened by pressure on one spot. 
But with the new harness the pressure is 
shifted, it may be only an inch or two, 
but it comes where the skin is tender and 
will quickly break when exposed to the 
collar. If the whole harness cannot go 
be at least sure to secure the collar' with 
any new horse purchased, so that the ani­
mal can be worked without ' being tor­
tured. The collar once used for one 
horse ought never to be used for another.

Restoring “Worn Out” Land.

Whether it will pay to restore fertility 
to land from which it has been exhausted 
by cropping, depends much on its origi­
nal character. If it had at first a good 
proportion of potash and phosphate, it is 
probably rather heavy in texture, and 
much of this mineral plant food is locked 
up in clods, as cultivation while the soil 
was wet will inevitably make. Subdue
these clods by thorough cultivation
through one year, and the next spring 
give a good seeding with clover, and it 
will effect a great change, even if no manr 
ure is applied. But in cases where land 
supposed to be exhausted is to be seeded 
with clover some mineral fertilizer in 
available form should be applied.

Disposing Of Old Stock.

At this time of year all the stock 
should be inventoried, and what will not 
probably gain enough or produce enough 
during the winter to pay for its keep 
should be sold or killed. No farmer can 
afford to keep stock that does not at all 
times not merely pay its way, but give 
him a profit besides. At this time of 
year such stock as is used for food will 
probably be in as good condition to kill 
as it can be made, and the sooner this 
disposal of it is made the better it will 
be. Young, growing stock will always 
pay a profit. So, too, will the best blood­
ed stock, even if it is past the time for 
growing.

The Quality Of Pasture.

All the grass roots which root near the 
surface make the best early pasturage for 
these early spring months. June grass 
red top, and timothy pasture are best in 
the order named. Clover is very poor, 
innutritious feed until it begins to blos­
som. Then it very rapidly increases in 
value, but should be cut for soiling rather 
than pastured, stock will trample down 
clover in blossom and waste more than 
they eat.

Specialty Farming.

The farmer’s education having been be­
gun by the various means which have 
been specified, it is carried forward by 
forces which he himself may almost un­
consciously set at work. Specialty farm­
ing means intense application. It means 
the growing of products which are perish­
able or demand much skill either m the 
raising or the marketing.

The man who is successful in this line 
of farming must be alert and attentive 
to his business. The greater the number 
of products which aman raises, the great­
er is the educating power of his business 
The one crop farmer is very apt to be a 
narrow man.

The man over tl.j hills who raises grain

is scared out of a day’s work because if he 
receives a telegram he is sure that some 
one dead. The man who raises fruit may 
lose a day’s work if he does not receive 
telegram, in which case he thinks the 
market-man has forgotten him. The 
style of one’s farming, with jiarticular re­
ference to the number of crops which he 
raises, h as great influence upon the man 
Grass farming makes grass farmers.

Good Roads.

Farmers are in many cases fighting 
against good roads, because they have an 
idea E-hat cyclists will alone benefit by 
them. This is a wrong impression alto 
gether, and every cyclist should point out 
when such an argument is used in his 
presence, that the wish of these cyclists 
are quite secondary to the needs of the 
people who use the roads to take their 
produce to market. They need good 
roads most of all, but in providing them 
the cyclists are also benefitted, and that 
is why the latter are so interested in far­
mers obtaining their rights in this direc­
tion.

The use of fruit for food has recently 
secured very strong advocacy from some 
of our leading physicians. It is now 
said that there is no more speedy and 
ready cure for liver difficulties than to 
make our breakfasts entirely of apples; 
or for a few days to eat nothing else. 
The effect is equally as good in curing 
cases of constipation and other intestinal 
troubles, jit is certain that we have so 
far overlooted the extraordinary value of 
fruits as food.

Cleanihg And Dyeing Feathers.

To dyefeathers black, first wash them 
in a pint ef boiling water in which h%lf a 
tablespooqfnl of soda has been dissolved. 
Then rim* and in the dissolved dye as 
prepared lor silk, holding by the tips of 
the stemSand moving in the boiling wa­
ter. Rime in cold water, dry between 
soft cloth! and over a stove where they 
may be Wived in the warm air. If the 
feathers * me out too light a black, add 
more dye| Curl with the back of a 
knife dratn under two or three flues of 
feather ata time after heating the knife 
slightly ojer a warm iron, which makes 
it curl qutker. White feathers may be 
gently soiled in warm soapsuds until 
clean, rin$d in clear water and dried and 
curled according to the plan given ■ for 
dyed featfyrs. Ladies’ Home Journal.

for Window Boxes.

The plants commonly used for window 
boxes are] geranium, fuchsias, begonias 
and the foliage varieties. All these 
plants shmld be potted in October and 
put into g«od rich soil. The pots should 
be small, at it is better to crowd the roots 
a little thaï allow them too much space. 
Set the slijs in a shady place for about a 
week or ten days, when they will throw 
out new ra>ts aud can then be placed in 
the full sihlight. After they have be­
gun to shew their strength they can be 
repotted o; placed in boxes. It is not 
well to tut too much soil about the 
roots of wiiter plants intended for bloom­
ing.

Windowboxes can be made of wood; 
more fancyones are of tile, set in a frame 
of wood ail lined with zinc, the tile be­
ing only a feneering on the outer side of 
the woodei frame.

An idealwindow box comes in terra 
cotta. Tbs kind possesses the advantage 
of being peons, clean, lasting and con­
ducive to kalthy plants. Care is neces­
sary in harlling these boxes as terra cotta 
is somewhit brittle.

Care o! a Gentleman's Silk Hat

Upon a good wife may often devolve 
the care o(that bad »e of her husband’s 
civilization the tall silk hat. She must 
note that when he brings it in after a 
shower of inn, she should take it from 
him with a direful hand, dab it over very 
lightly witli a soft silk handkerchief; then 
when dry, the customary hat brush 
should be gently used to smooth any ir- 
l-egulariries, Should any of these prove 
obstinate, mid the nap stick together, the 
parts should be damped with vinegar and 
then brislied before the fire until dry 
once m«re. A spot of grease may be re­
moved Irom the nap of a silk hat by 
droppilg on it a drop of benzine and rub­
bing ifvell with a piece of cloth. A silk 
hat shotld never be 'rusted too close to a 
tire as i; is likely to soften and wilt out of 
decorous shape.

The 
other starters were Edward Rosa George 
Dalton and J. Brittahy. Vail von first 
place. The New Brunswicker iso took 
part in the regatta held on the Charles 
river, in which he finished fourth This 
race was won by John McKay; Ten Eyck 
was second, and Wallace Roe third. 
Vail defeated Casey, Hosmer, Connolly, 
Plaisted, Lee and Kennedy. I was a 
close race. In 1889 Vail rowel Daniel 
Galanough, of Philadelphia, whan he de­
feated. In 1890 the New Bruaswicket 
went to Philadelphia to reside pexnanent- 
ly. While there he issued a Aallenge 
for the championship of the Delarare and 
Schuylkill rivers for a race in working 
boats. The challenge was not æcepted. 
His next race was with James A. Ten 
Eyck, when he was defeated. Tail lost 
the race through an accident. The fin of 
his shell caught in a floating bwrd and 
tore a hole in the boat, causing ifcto fill. 
In 1891 and 1892 Vail travelhd with 
Paul Boyton, the swimmer, giviit exhi­
bitions throughout the United jStates. 
Wallace Ross was also engaged ty Boy- 
ton at the same time, and he and Mil row­
ed exhibition races. In the winter»! 1892 
and 1893 he was engaged in “A lark Se­
cret" company, and was undershdy for 
the leading man.

In 1898 he defeated John BraXiea, of 
Halifax, and twice defeated MikeLynch, 
of the same place, making three ictories 
in three weeks.

Won the Second Race.—Hary Vail 
again defeated Lynch of Halifax in the 
single scull race on Wednesday bj half a 
length.

LIFE vu «QPITER.

Hew It Weald Appear aa Keaenred
Terrestrial Standards.

Judged by our terrestrial experience, 
which Is all we have to go by, the magni­
tude of • planet, If It Is to bear life resem­
bling that of the earth, Is limited by other 
considerations. Even Jupiter, which, as 
tar as our knowledge extends, represent» 
the extreme limit of great planetary skH, 
may be too large ever to become the abode 
of living belngo of a high organization. 
The force of gravitation on the anrfaoe u| 
Jupiter exceeds that on the earth’s surfooe 
•s S.64 to 1 Considering the effects of 
this on the weight and motion of bodies, 
the density of the atmosphere, the laws of 
pnoumatlcs, etc., It is evident that Jupiter 
would, to say the very least, be an exceed­
ingly uncomfortable place of abode for be­
ings resembling ourselves. But Jupiter, 
If It Is ever to become a solid, rooky globe 
like ours, must shrink enormously In vol­
ume, since Its density Is only 0.S4 as com­
pared with the earth. Now, the surface 
gravity of a planet depends on Its mesa 
and Itsradlus, being dhcctly as the former 
end Inversely as the square of the latter. 
But In shrinking Jupiter will lose none 
of Its mass, although Its radius will be 
come much smaller. The force of gravity 
will consequently Increase on Its surface 
as the planet gets smaller and more dense.

Tho present mean diameter of Jupiter 
is 86,600 miles, while Its moss exceeds that 
of the earth In the ratio of 810 to 1. Sup­
pose Jupiter shrunk to three-quarters of 
Its present diameter, or 64,800 miles, then 
Its surfooe gravity would exceed the earth’s 
nearly five times. With one-half its pres­
ent diameter the surface gravity would be­
come more than ten times that of the earth. 
On such a planet a man’s bones would 
snap beneath his weight, even granting 
that he could romain upright at all 1 It 
would aeom, then, that, unless we are to 
abandon terrestrial analogies altogether 
and “go it blind," we must sot an upper 
limit to the magnitude of on Inhabited 
planet, and that Jupiter represente such 
upper limit. If Indeed be does not tran­
scend It—Popular Science Monthly.

A NEW SOCIETY.
••Equality Of Races” Its Motto. 

Tyranny Is Warned.

[Royal W. Ferguson in Chatham “Com­
mercial.”]

It had been brewing for some time. 
Numberless little things had given it an 
impulse but that which brought it to the 
point of action was a cei tain sentence in 
the report of the common council to the
effect that there should he a license fee 
imposed on every pig imported into, the 
town from outside the County of North­
umberland. As anyone who has travel! 
ed through these “north shote” counties 
knows, that what the camel is to the Be­
douin or the reindeer to the Laplander, 
so is the pig to our French Acadian fel­
low men. He cares for it in youth. He 
gives it a place in his home with his chil­
dren. He loves it in life and equally so 
but in another way he is fond of it after 
it has given up its last " squeal, and ' of it 
could be written “roquiescat in pace.” 
So it was little wonder, their sensitive­
ness being fully aroused at this last act of 
tyranny that at a place of public resort 
down town, numbers of our citizens of 
Acadian origin or sympathies gathered to­
gether to found a society to alleviate the 
condition of the poor betaxed pigs and 
incidentally to assert their own l ights.

However true it may be that in old 
France the inhabitants are the most 
tes the tic and cleanly _pn earth, equally 
true is it that in the voyage across the 
great waters they must have lost over­
board these characteristics, for in the 
motley throng gathered together however 
picturesque it may have been f'-om an ar­
tists or a student's of human nature point 
of view, truth compels me to add that 
the principal trait of the audience assem­
bled was dirt and vile smells. Some of 
the men smoked, those who did not, 
chewed, and all strove to allay the dust 
on the floor by plentiful expectorations.

On motion of a little round shouldered 
■man who, works I believe in the pulp 
mill, Mr. Octave Tranquil Falley was 
chosen chairman. He was loudly cheered 
as he mounted the platform where un­
covering his unkempt raven locks, he 
thus explained the object of the meeting.

“Me Friends! Where are we our­
selves? We are here! (Applause). We 
want to show English man dat French 
man just so good as she be. (Hear, hear)

one, two, or tree dollar.” Frenchman 
she no fool (tremendous applause, during 
which each man takes a fresh chew, care­
fully placing the old one in his vest poc­
ket to serve for a next day smoke). She 
pay his own tax himself when she can’t 
help, (applause) But de pig she pay allde 

.or she be kill. (Sensation) De 
inîanTs£eMme,'she take him. But 

Frenchman she have vote. She vote for 
man who say we kin have pig, no differ­
ence she come from Tracadie, from Ship- 
pagan or St. Louis. We must get, wat 
you call, learn; so we make dis societee. 
(Applause)

Then the officers were chosen as fol­
lows;

Octave Tranquil Falley, Pres.
Juniper Union Brulette, Sec’y.
Alots Pierre Fabree, Treas.
There was a little hitch in finding a 

secretary who could write his own name, 
but at at last Mr. Brulette who had been 
to school at Bathurst and guaranteed 
that be could tell his own writing from 
a map of the Klondyke was choson.

A slight difficulty also arose with re­
gard to the choice of a treasurer. For 
aot being noted for their confidence in 
others financial integrity, they talked 
both loud and long, but on Mr. Fabree 
giving the meeting a bill of sale of his 
cooking stove and a new tin trunk, he 
he was unanimously chosen.

A committee, consisting of the newly 
appointed officers and, two others, was 
appointed to choose a name for the so­
ciety as well as to draw up bye-laws 
and a series of resolutions for the next 
meeting which it was resolved should be 
held on Monday.

By this time the deal ends having been 
ill consumed and the tire gone out in the 
big box stove, the president borrowed a 
chew of tobacco from the secretary and 
announced that they could now go home.

One fellow then suggested that they 
sing a closing ode as they do in “de En 
glish meetin’s” And as he had been one 
time to Moncton and heard a Salvation 
Army Cadet sing it, he thought that a 
very appropriate thing would be “In the 
Sweet Bye and Bye.”

So most'charmingly’t was sung, as can 
be imagined from the fact that only three 
knew the tune and one knew the words. 
But the noise was encouraging and the 
refrain a prophecy for them, as well as a 
warning to those outside" English ty­
rants who have no respect or thoughtful­
ness for a pig or a Frenchman.

Thus was completed the first stage in 
the series that is i - lead to the levelling 
of English, French and pigs. Upward 
or downward which must it be? Future 
events shall show. For the present as 
our friend the president remarked; 
“Treas. Bien" “It is very good.”

There was quite a gathering of eager
faces, many of them new ones, last night

when the president, wlio by the way had REPORT 
washed his face and purchased a new 8 
cent red handkerchief • in honor of his 
election, rapped for order on the dry- 
goods'box that served for a table.

Everybody was on the “quivive" and 
the “Hill” was stirred as never before.

The whole populace apparently had 
"turned nut to show their sympathy in
the new movement,

The president ordered the secretary to 
read the report of the committee appoint­
ed last evening. 7

It was as follows:

ment Societee.”

II. Dat she be for to show de people 
of dis countree dat we be good people 
and dat we be make better by de learn 
so bye and bye we kin be constable, al­
derman or maybe mayor.

III. Somebody join, she pay 4 cent, 
and den she pay 2 cent every month. If 
she have no money she kin pay in wood 
for de stove or in potat or in herrin.

IV. De members, she be called de 
Honourable.”
V. De members she must never take 

only one drink whiskey or gin at one 
times.

VI. She must never buy tobac when 
she can borrow him.

VII. She must keep his face clean if 
she have to wash two times every week.

VIII. She must mind de president or 
she go out quick.

IX. Englishman, if she behave him­
self, be pretty near so good as French 
man and she be let join the societee but 
she not be called de honourable and she 
can not be any office.

X. When de members what here she 
don’t want work too much she must 
make de pain in de stummick. Den En­
glishman she be sorry and she give him 
some ole clothes maybe.

The reading was- greeted with much 
applause and the president stated that 
discussion was in order. Upon which it 
was moved by the Honorable Infebrile 
Jacquot and seconded by the Honorable 
Juvenus Pavitte that “de societee have 
one coat of arms, and motto same as de 
oder societiees.” This was carried. Then 
suggestions were called for. One honor­
able-thought that a good one would be a 
pig standing erect with a look of yearn­
ing on his countenance and the motto 
underneath “I need thee, Oh I need 
thee.” But discussion brought out the 
fact that the majority thought the yearn 
ing was on the part of the honorable 
members.

Then a herring was suggested as good 
because he is great in swimming against 
the tide, as this socitee proposed to do, 
and the motto “Love me little, love me 
long.” This did not fill the bill. But 
at last a compromise was made by which 
the crest was to be a pig rampart, (with 
out the yearning countenance) a herring 
couchant and a large sized potato on a 
field azure and the motto underneath;—
Our hearts beats true to these 
In the meantime one big honorable 

member had appeared very restless. He 
riow rose to be heard and said:

Meester President, me myself move 
dat dere be add to de laws, dis ting:
Dat where any member she be made a 
fight wid, dat if de man she be smaller 
dat she do best she can himsçlf to leeck 
her, but if the man she be just so big or 
bigger den de member she mnst find out 
kin she scare her. And dis is de way.
Holler loud and swear pretty much, if 
she still come, de member she must leave 
dat place quick herself. For dis societee 
she be houovable and if de member she 
be fight maybe leeck and be shame.

Tremendous applause greeted this a id 
the president took a standing vote on the 
matter which proved to be unanimous.
Then lest some should forget this last 
addition to the bye-laws, it was resolved 
to have it printed in large type, framed 
and hung upon the wall, if it wouldn't 
cost more than 13 cents. “De honor of 
de sociétés,’’ "he said, “must be kep.
(Applause)

The fire had been out for some time 
and the air was chilly, which no doubt 
accounted for the shiv -ing which at 
times most of the mem bets had been 
quite violently indulging in, although 
some were uncharitable enough to sug­
gest that the talk of fighting had been 
the cause instead of the cold but of 
course there are always uncharitable per­
sons everywhere. At any rate the room 
was* cold and the president arose to ad­
journ the meeting and said, “Me friends 
you kin go home alone yourselves dis 
time, and I will go wid you."

The meeting was closed.

A proud pleased smile was on the face 
of the president and be vigorously blew 
his nose as he rapped for order.

“Me friends,” - he said; I, myself, 
have something to say to you yourselves. 
From dis time de Frenchman she be re- 
spec.

De tax she be took off almos’. I been 
tole say to you dat me be j ust so good, 
maybe better dan somebody else. Dere- 
fore our work be done. You kin go 
home. De meetins she be all over. I 
tank you cause I be President and I say 
now “Be good and oder people be good 
too and we be first rate. We now will 
sing “God Save de Queen,” de Treasurer 
will return dc members tree cent each 
and keep de rest and we say den “Good 
Night."

Thus was it eone. Thus easily was a
great reform effected.

Mr. G. H. V. Bulyea, the member of 
the Government wh:i left Regina in Janu­
ary last for Dawson City to apply Terri­
torial laws and regulations, reached Re­
gina, on his return at 5 o’clock on Satur­
day evening, and at an evening sitting of 
the Assembly Mr. Bulyea made a verbal 
statement or report of the work and re­
sults of the exoedition.

When Mr. Speaker took the chair a 
little after eight o’clock, the chamber 
was thronged with spectators, who to­
gether with the, members, listened with 
keen interest to Mr. Bulyea’s exceedingly 
simple, clear and modest recital or his 
work at Dawson City and the extraordin­
ary interference of Major Walsh with 
that work. Mr. Bulyea’s statement was 
confined almost wholly to recounting 
facts, and his abstaining from comment 
upon the astound ing facts seemed but to 
lend force to his recital.

Mr. Haultain after a few introductory 
remarks moved the adjournment of the 
House to enable Mr. Bulyea to speak.

Mr Bulyea was greeted with an en­
thusiastic round of applause. He ex­
pressed his pleasure at being able to taxe 
his seat even at so late a stage of the ses­
sion, and referred to the anxiety he had 
felt at finding the time slipping away 
through his inability to get matters ar­
ranged satisfactorily so as to allow him 
to leave Dawson. He knew how anxious 
the government would be to have him re­
turn, and how important it was that lie 
should return to make his report to the 
House. Only circumstances of most 
peculiar nature had prevented his return 
at an earlier date,—circumstances which 
compelled him, and lie thought justified 
him in remaining on the ground until his 
business was satisfactorily concluded. He 
was glad to know that the government’s 
policy in sending out an expedition had 
already been fully explained, and he 
would need to say nothing in that con­
nection. He would simply make an in­
formal statement of what had been done 
iti the carrying out of the duties, entrust­
ed to him. The expedition had expected 
to meet the Dominion Commissioner, 
Major Walsh, at Dawson, and to have op­
portunity of consulting with him respect­
ing its duties. However, when they 
reached Skagway, they learned that Ma­
jor Walsh was on his way out. They pro­
ceeded to Bennett, reaching there on 1st 
March, and decided to wait for the Ma­
jor’s arrival, Ho arrived on 4th March. 
Mr. Bulyea said he sent the Major a note 
intimating the nature of his mission and 
that be had been appointed by the Lieut.- 
Governor in Council for the Territories.
By appoint they met and Mr. Bulyea
showed Major Walsh the Orders ifi'-tÇôüB"-' 
cil under which he held appointment and 
authority and under which the regula­
tions were passed which he was instruct­
ed to apply. The Major seemed to scout 
the idea’ that his appointment or regula­
tions could mean anything. Mr. Bulyea 
then showed him the N. W. T. Act un­
der and by which the Lieut.-Governor of 
the Territories had the sole right to issue 
liquor permits or regulate matters in re­
lation to liquor, and pointed out to him 
that his appointment was not made under 
an Ordinance of the Territories but an 
Act of the Parliament of Canada which 
conld not be superseded by instructions 
or Order-in-Council from the Govern­
ment at Ottawa. However, the Major 
did not seem to be convinced. Mr. Bul­
yea told Major Walsh that he intended to 
go on and fulfil his duties, and left for 
Dawson which point was reached on 11th 
April. At Dawson he found peculiar 
conditions. Supt. Constantine was very 
highly thought of in his official capacity. 
Mr. Constantine had made no effort to 
regulate the liquor traffic, and saloons 
were much in vogue, with no restraint, 
selling night and day, on Sundays, all the 
time. He afterwards found that it was 
the main desire of the dealers at Dawson 
to sell all night. The expedition was 
welcomed by the officials, the people, and 
even by the better element m the traffic; 
they felt the need of some restriction and 
were disposed to favor it. The Order-in- 
Council empowered him to appoint a lo­
cal commission to frame the details of re­
gulation within limits prescribed. He 
would have to explain f hat the population 
at Dawson was very largely composed of 
Americans. Nearly all the prominent 
business nieit were Americans. The 
place was practically an Ameriean town 
on Canadian soil. He had fell himself 
limited in choice to Canadians for his 
board of commissioners. The irst man 
he asked to become a commissidner was 
Mr. Constantine, feeling that he was the 
best man because of his position and 
standing with the people. Mr. Constan­
tine consented very willingly. The other 
one whose consent he obtained was Mr. 
McGregor, whom he found a map of sound 
sense and liberal views. From these 
gentlemen he received very valuable as­
sistance. Mr. Bulyea acted himself as 
third commissioner. The Commission 
drew up regulations. Of course none 
would look for the application of ordinary 
licensing regulations which would tit the 
conditions of a town here, in that- pecu­
liar mining camp. As an instance of the 
differences prevailing he might say that
when he reached Dawson there was only 
one place which purported to be a hotel 
and which offered accommodation for lod­

gers, and as to closing hours the saloon 
men claimed that if they were compelled 
to close at night the public, who slept on 
the floors, would be turned out into the 
cold. That was a plea made, but it did 
not quite meet the views of the Commis­
sion. Another peculiarity was that dur­
ing a certain season, from 10th June to 
10th August, there was really no night. 
Between those dates one could read small 
print at any time during the 24 hours. 
One trouble with the people, and lie 
found it himself, was the continual un­
certainty as to whether it was night or
daÿ. If one walked down the creeks, 
one party would be found taking a meal 
preparatory to' going to bed, and the 
next party would be having a meal 
just after getting up, In that regard 
everyone acted to suit himself, and one 
man’s day was another man’s night. 
However the regulations. framed provid­
ed that dealers should close between the 
hours of 2 and 6 in the morning, and 
from 12 on Saturday night until 6 on 
Monday morning.. In the eyes -if the 
saloonmen the night closing was the 
most severe of any of the regulations. 
One man said that it was then that he 
made the moat money. Mr. Bulyea told 
him that was one of the strong reasons 
for the regulation, which was provided 
with’a regard for the rights of the general 
public. When they got the regulations 
fixed, they supplied all the dealers with 
copies. As hs had said, there were no 
hotels, and the Commission endeavored 
to encourage and compel the provision 
of accommodation for the public. One 
of the conditions imposed was that each 
“permitted” place should provide accom­
modation for 20 guests. That provision 
was very satisfactory to the public, and 
the liquor men did not object, to it. The 
fee was fixed at $2,000. Mr.' Bulyea 
said that the meaning which appertains to 
dollars and cents here is entirely different 
in Dawson. A $50,000 or $100,000 trans­
action is quite the ordinary thing there. 
He never saw a more surprised lot of 
men than those dealers when they learn­
ed that the fee was to be only $2,000. 
They expected, he learned later, that no­
thing less than $5,000 would be put on. 
There was no objection to the fee. The 
regulations further provided for only one 
bar; and to retain to the commission full 
control and to prevent infractions, a pow­
er to cancel was included upon proof of 
infraction or the permitting of any im­
moral conduct, or even the Commission 
could cancel at pleasure, one condition 
being that if the latter power were exer­
cised the unearned part of the fee should 
be returned. In Dawson 14 applicants 
agreed to conform to the restrictions. 
Ten took out permits early in May. In 
Klondyke City, a suburb across the river, 
there were two applicants, both of which 
were recommended, but only one had 
taken his permit before Major Walsh’s 
arrival. To govern the places up the 
creeks—half-wav houses they wen 
nitfreguiHUons were modified. The fee 
for these was fixed at $1,000, and the 
only restraint put on was the prohibition 
of sales on Sunday. With men working 
and travelling in the night just the same 
as in t.he day, night closing could not 
well be applied to the half-way houses.
The money collected in Dawson was $19,- 
802, the uneven amount arising thus: 
The first permits were dated 30th April. 
Some were not issued until a few days 
later. It was decided to make them co­
terminous, and for the shorter year they 
remitted a proportionate amount. For 
Klondyke City one permit was issuea
$2,000. For half-way houses there were 
six applications. Two were granted— 
$2,000. In addition they collected an in­
spection fee. Before permit was issued 
the premises had to be inspected, and a 
small fee of $50 was levied to cover the 
cost. The $50 was deposited with each 
application. The fees thus collected to­
talled $1,000. The total collections were 
$24,962. Injustice to the traffic, Mr. 
Bulyea had to say that he never saw 
people submit to restriction more readily 
and willingly—when they had to- than 
the dealers in Dawson. He was inform­
ed that, during the four weeks which el 
apsed before trouble arose, no liquor 
could be obtained in prohibited hours. 
Affairs were progressing most satisfactori­
ly to himself, to the board and to the 
public. On all sides he received con­
gratulations on the change brought about 
in the living habits and customs of the 
place. Before there had been no Sab­
bath; under regulation the Sabbath was 
observed, and Dawson City had become 
more like a Canadian town.

The first intimation of coming trouble 
was the receipt by Mr. Constantine of a 
letter from Major Walsh. When the 
former resigned from the board, as a re 
suit, he gave Mr. Bulyea by request f 
copy of the letter. Mr. Bulyea read it 
to the house. Major Walsh wrote cau­
tioning Mr. Constantine against recogniz­
ing the man sent out by the Northwest 
Government to issue wholesale liquor 
permits (Mr. Bulyea said that of course 
the House knew that that was not cor­
rect), and regulate the traffic; that Mr. 
Bulyea seemed to be a first-rate fellow, 
but had no business to be there. Mr. 
Bulyea pointed out that such a letter 
from his superior officer placed Mr. ■ Con­
stantine in a difficult position. He fully 
sympathized with the work of the com­
mission, and believed that the North- 
West Government position was legal and 
right, yet he had to resign from the 
board. There was no difficulty in tilling 
the vacancy, and Mr. Gouin, of Calgary, 
was appointed. Things were proceeding 
very satisfactorily, the dealers were ob­
serving the regulations, and the public 
were highly pleased with the better or­
der prevailing.

Spicy News Items Gathered by 
Gazette Correspondents.

To Editor Queens Coot y Gazette.

A great many of «ur farmers have a 
totally wrong conception of what their 
education should be in older that they 
may know how to farm, aud have it done 
practically as well as scientifically. They 
imagine that to be educated means to have 
a wide knowledge of reading, writing, 
spelling and arithmetic, and some higher 
branches. These are all well in their 
place, and are a necessary part of every 
man’s education. All these form what 
may be termed the fundamental part of 
their education. These, however, should 
not be looked upon or considered in any 
sense as completing it. A thorough train­
ing in these is good (tne writer is poorly 
trained), aud after they are acquired a 
very much broader held opens up to one’s 
view. This is a held large in extent, one 
which affords every person a chance to 
educate himself along the line that will 
best fit him to make a grand success of 
the calling which he has chosen. This 
the farmer has to do as well as the pro­
fessional man if he expectant) keep pace 
with the agricultural world. It isjust- as im­
portant in these days that we young men 
who are going to remain on the farm, 
should have and receive a training that 
will enable is to practice it. The practi­
cal value of an education for the farmer 
in the sciences pertaining to his occupa­
tion is shown very clearly by men who 
have that education. The educated man 
so handles his farm that he can earn fifty 
dollars per month while the uneducated 
man earns fifteen to twenty. Many of 
our uneducated farmers are content with 
their cows each producing twenty-five dol­
lars worth of products per year, while the 
educated man is only content with about 
seventy dollars in the same time; the un­
educated farmer is content with a profit 
of fifteen dollars per acre (of the laud cul­
tivated), while the educated man wants 
fifty dollars at least. The practical value 
of an education for the farmer cannot be un­
derestimated in any way. The farmer who 
knows nothing about the higher branches 
of agriculture, or has not received a thor­
ough training in the best methods of 
practicing his calling, will not maks a suc­
cess of his business. He will not be able 
to make the moet out of his farm.

I find there is a great tendency to re­
trograde, and instead of the farm beconi- 
coming more vlauable it is growing less 
in value. It will lose its productive pow­
ers if proper methods are not followed in 
maintaining and keeping up the fertility 
of the soil. There is no branch of farm­
ing that will respond to skill and advanc­
ed training in the best methods more 
than will the dairy. How is this? Simp­
ly by the farmer getting a thorough 
knowledge and training in the breeding, 
caring for, and above all the feeding of 
his cows to enable them to produce to 
their utmost capacity. The same will ap­
ply to all branches of farming. We have 
got to keep up the proper fertility in our 
aoüa for them to produce to their utmost 
capacity. We apply our Dam-yard man­
ures to keep up tne fertility of our lands,

. toever giving it a moment’s consideration 
<>f what it contains, or if it is deficient in 

/ any of the elements that are necessary to 
the growth of vegetation. Most of us do 
not even- consider what it is wo are carry­
ing away from our farm in our hay and 
grain and fruits and what goes to make 
up the bone and muscle of out animals.
We do not consider that we are taking 
from the soil its phosphates (phosphoric 
acid) year after year, and that a very smal 
amount of that which is * ken is returned 
through the medium our barn-yard 
manures.
