Loxpoxn. Nov, 27.—The Duke of Argyll,
termerly Secretary of State for India, has
published a letter denying certain asser-
tions in Lord Cranbrook’s despatch.

BerLIN, Nov. 28.—A St. Petersburg cor-
respondent says Russia has announ her
intention of actively supperting the Ameer
in the event of the English occupying any
forts in Afghanistan, from which the Raus-
sian dominions in Asia might be effectively
threatened. This announcement is based
upon the assertion England has violated
the alleged Afghan agreement of Lord
Clarendon by the occupation of Quettah.
The intention of Russia to interfere. in
Afghanistag is apparently confirmed by the
Moscow Qazette declaring that intervention
is indispensable now that the occupation of
Quettah has been succeedsd by expeditions
in the direction of Candahar and Herat.

PestH, Nov. 28.—A despatch from Ber-
lin says Raussia is about to begin a
diplomatic campaign with England relative
to Afghanistan. General Kauffman has
handed to his Government a memorandum
pointing out how dangerous to the security
of the southern frontiers of Turkistan it
would be if the Knyber passes were E‘er-
manently occupied by British troops. The
St. Petersburg Cabinet, relying on this
report will ask serious guarantees from
England that no changes be made in the
territory or the independent condition of
Afghanistan.

Lospos, Nov. 29.—The Pall Mall
Gazette’s leading editorial, referring to the
statements concerning Russian intervention
i Afghan irs, says :—“ Russia cannot
sufier us to prosecute our successes in
Afghanistan to whatever issue we may
think fit.

The order takes effect on Nov. 29th, and
remains in force one year.

The Russian garrison at Fort Narin,
north-east of Kashgar, has been consider-
ably reinforced to protect the Thian-Shan
Passes against the Chincse army on and
near the Kuldja frontier. A letter in the
Moscow @aztte states that the Russian
General Lomakine, -who commanded the
expedition from the eastern shore of the
Caspian Sea in the direction of Merv, near
the northern frontier of Afghanistan, re-
turned to Tchikislar at the end of October.

A Paris correspondent represents that
the Czar’s recent disavowal of a policy in-
fringing on the Treaty of Berlin is due to
Prince Bismarck’s refusal to permit the
nuliification of the treaty, with which he
is closely connected. Russia sounded him
to ascertain -whether he would not
give her carte blanche in the East
provided Count Schouvaloff was raised to
office. In consequence of Bismarck’s re-
fusal, the scheme for Schouvaloff 's promo-
tion has been abandoned, at least for the
present.

The Budget Committee of the Aus-
trian delegation on Monday refused
to discuss the bill sanctioning the insertion
of the occupation grant in the Budget
for 1879, and adopted a resolution in
favour of a grant of 15,000,000 florins upon
the condition that any further outlay must
have eonstitutional sanction.

In
the morning they attended Christ Church
cathedral, where the Very Rev. Dean
Bond, the Bishop-elect of Montreal,
preached an eloquent sermon from the 17th
verse of the first chapter of the Epistle of
St. James. The members of the cangrega-
tion were admitted by ticket, and very few
more than the ordinary large co tion
were present. The Rev. Canons Baldwin,
Henderson and Elliott took part at the
services, The vice-regal party occupied
the Governor-General’s pew in the centre-
aisle of the church. e service lasted
two hours, A large crowd had collected
around the church during the service, and
waited to catch a glimpse of the distinguish-
ed party taking their departure, but further
than the gentlemen raising their hats
as: the carriage containing their Ex-
cellencies there was no demonstra-
tion. In the afternoon the Governer-
General attended a special service in St.
Andrew’s Presbyterian church, where the
Rev. Mr. Lang, the pastor, preached from
the 26th chapter of St. Matthew, and 28th
verse, There was no special reference to
local events in the sermon, either at St.
Andrew’s or the Cathedral. A vast crowd
of people of both sexes lined the streets
from the Windsor Hotel to St. Andrew’s
Church inthe afternoon, doubtless to see
the Princess, as she wa8 expected to at-
tend, but they were disappointed. His
Excellency walked to and from the church,
and the concourse of people who had col-
lected did not retire until after his Excel-
lency returned to the hotel. The church
was inconveniently filled, and the doors
had at length to be closed.

On being taken to the police
station, she said her name was Ida Lewis-
ton, was nineteen years of age, and had
been brought out to this country by Miss
Rye.

He effected her ruin, and she
made her way to that city in search of him.
She arrived there onSunday morning at
three o’clock, and wandered about the
streets until the afternoon, when she met
Johnson, who promised to find her a place
to stay and meet her nﬁam for that pur-
pose. But he failed to keep his promise,
and the poor creature being without food
or money (having eaten nothing since Teav-
ing Rochester), kept up her weary tramp
until she was found, wEen, having become
disheartened “and weary of life, she was
about to throw herself in the mill race.
The Chief of Police took her to his own
home and cared for her. The following
day she was sent to the Home at Niagara.

Past and Present of the Bast ile.

Reminiscences of ©ld Times— Escapes—
Executions—Suicides— Births—Religious
Instruction, &ec.

It is a lamentable fact that almost co.’
incident with the founding of a  county
town, comes the building of a place of con-
finement for the law-breakers, for they,
like the poor, are always with us. These
gaols besides being a great expense to the
Government are the centres around which
cluster those criminal incidents which at
various times create great sensations and
arouse popular indignation. THese 'inci-
dents are not only marked by long remem-

bered feelings of horror at the exposure of
fearful crimes and the awful punishments
that follow them, but they have also con-
nected with them many memories of the
awful remorse of murderers and the sad
sufferings of their victims. If the walls of
prisons could tell of the sights they have
seen, of the contrition they have witnessed,
of the penitence that perhaps came too
late, or was forgotten with regained
liberty ; or of the sad recollectic sof bet-
ter and purer days which come to those
incarcerated like a mocking dream, it
would be a recital to which none could lis-

ten without feeling pity fi thodcigndad
md”@y for thrl?nho:ppy. t does

not follow that all who are imprisoned are

ilty, or all who suffer are ' unfortunate,
gzt umooent or guilty, ynfortunate or
vicious, it is certain that many who might
have reformed, when released, have gone
back to vice and crime for the lack of a
helping and guiding hand which some
good Samaritan might easily have extended
to them. It can be easily seen that the
motto ‘ Opce a thief, always a thief,” has
a firm hold on the minds of both prisoners
and good citizens. That the first class feel
this 18 easily found out by conversing
with the erring ones in the gaol, who
tell of frequent and unsuccessful ef-
forts to do better, and of the rebuffs
many have met with, accompanied by sus-
picious and often insulting words. The
universal horror of "?ol birds ” that is
to some extent justly felt by the respect-
able, need not dictate insults nor cast
stumbling-blocks in thle‘c way of tho:ie who
are trying to regain a e amongst decent
peotfeymgOn mrcgi hinp the recg%;s of the
gaol, it is wonderful, among the many

risoners well-known to the gdolers, how
?ew have reformed. There is a regular
stock of “‘old birds,” some of whom can
always be found in durance vile. Most
notable amongst these in the Toronto gaol is

HARRY HENRY,

who has the unexampled record of 369
convictions and accompanying imprison-
ments, nearly all of which were for drunken-
ness. For the past thirty-five years Hnrrf'
has been making regular tripsto the gaol.
The first were lﬁout six months ag:er:, but
for many years past he has onl n eut
long enough to get drunk and be sent
back. .The contest for the next test
number of committals lies with lsabella
Reed, Kate n and Con Leary, all of
whom have resided principally in the gaol
for the last twenty years.

THE OLD LOG GAOL

used to stand on King street near the lot
now occupied by the Auction Mart of F.
W. Coate &Co. Things used to be lively
in those times when a few prisoners were
confined in the primitive ‘‘lock up,” some

of them, 4 ilty of being drunk
and duordlzlr:‘l%. sogl‘::l ““logging ” in
“Muddy Little York.” History does not
state whether a i was provided
to defend the prisoners the rats that
used to thelogs and slabs
of that crazy old edifice.

THE NEXT GAOL

was on the east side of Toronto street,
between Adelaide and Court streevs. While
it was located there the number of prisoners
increased so nridl that the building was
often completely filled' and for the last
seven months of its location there
the Governor was compelled to give
u his _apartments and reside out
o? the building. The average number of
prisoners confined in the gaol while
there was about 200 per month, and one
month it reached the large number of 226,
nearly twice as many as are now occupy-
ing the new building. From Toronto
street the 1l was removed to the build-
ings near the corner of Berkeley and Front
streets, and thence to the present site.
THE GOVERNORS,

Mr. Charles Barnard was the first
governor of whom the ‘‘ oldest inhabitant”
speaks, His term closed about fifty years

o, when he was succeeded by Governor

idd, senr. He was followed by his sen
John Kidd, who held the positien until
1852, when Mr. George L. Allen received
the appointment. Governor Allen had
held the office of Chief of Police for seven
years, and thus when he became governor
was already an old officer. After occupy-
ing the position for about twenty years,
he was succeeded by Mr. John Greeén, who
is the present governor, ar.d isably assisted
by Mr. Peter Ewan, his deputy.

Among the old-time

. TURNKEYS
are Samuel Beatty, William P. Crawford,
and Dennis Allen. Beatty is about sixty-.
six years old, and has been engaged in his
present occupation for over thirty-four
years, befere which he served in the British
army undér the late Col. R. L. Denison,
and was for a time on the Toronto police
force. He has, perhaps, turned the key on
more prisoners any man in the Do-
minion. Next is"Crawford, who has like-
wise been a soldier, and has been a turnkey
for twenty-two years. Dennis Allen was
twenty-two years in the regular army,
served all through the Indian mutiny with
General Havelock, and was wounded and
discharged. With this band of disciplined
old-timers, it is no wonder that the prison-
ers are well looked after.
ESCAPES

from the different gaols have been few.
O’Leary and Traviss, both of whom were
murderers, made abortiveattemptsto escape
their punishment but failed. ’lg-wua, with
the handle of a spoon, dug around a stone
in the wall behind the door of the “water-
closet,and after several days of hard work,
during which he had managed to elude the
observation of the guards, he displaced
the stone and got into the yard. A
prisoner gave the alarm, and the fugitive
was captured before he had scaled the
wall. The man who thus betrayed his
comrade is now in gaol, as, he has often
been, and is regarded with but little favour
by his fellow prisoners. A party of coun-
terfeiters tried the same experiment, but
failed. One man named Donggerty, several

ears ago, noncealed himself in a window
in one of the corriders of the new build-
ings, and when locking-up time came was
not noticed by the turakeys,and managed to
made his escape, and his was, in fact,
the only successful attempt, though many
desperate efforts have béen made.

On the night before his execution he was
left at eleven o’clock by his minister and
the turnkey ; but in the merning it was
found that he had strangled him-
self with the long towel attached to a
roller. Great excitement was felt after it
was announced that he was dead, and
many of the people refused to believe it,
and to convince them the body was ex-
posed to public view for several days.
About three years ago a man who was at
one time a wealthy merchant in Liverpool,
but who had failed and moved to Muskoka,
went crazy and was temporarily confined
in the gaol. One night he hanged himself,
and in the morning was found dead.

The poor unfortunates who come into
the world under such disadvantages are
well cared for, together with their mothers,
who, for the time, are placedin the Gaol Hos-
pital, which is never unoccupied. When
prisoners become patients they are allowed
milk, tea, meat and vegetables, and have

o0od “ medical attendance and medicine,
ﬁut in health the bill of fare includes no-
thing but bread and water, mush and soup,
and the prisoners only get two of these
articles at once.
THE NEW GAOL

will accommodate 250 prisoners, and has
been so full that the workshops and garrets
have been used, but at present it contains
just about . half of that number. 30,272
prisoners have been commifted to the
present gaol since it was first opened. The
increase 18 marked, for in 1866, 1,353 com-
mittals were made, while in 1876 there
were 3,073,

The prisoners were moved from the
Berkeley street gaol to the present one on
the 21st of March, 1864. The gaol was
built some years before that, but was
burned down and rebuilt, and is now as well
appointed as any gaol in the Dominion. On
entering the building and ing through
the main hall, on each side of which are the
various offices, the vestibule is reached,
which separates the corridors for the males
from that for females. The dining-rooms,
corridors, stairways, and indeed every room
in the building, is kept as scrupulously
clean as scrubbing and whitewashing can
make them. The conduct of the turnkeys
and governors to the prisoners is kind and
gentfe.; yet the most perfect discipline is
maintained. There are no prisoners of im-

rtance confined at present, and in the
emale corridors there are only half
as many prisoners as in the male
department, though in olden times
the females wused to outnumber the
males. In the 1, the fallen women who
on the streets look gaudy in their glitter-
ing garments of shame, appear in their
real character, haggard and unkempt in
their prison dress, with downcast faces and
sunken eyes.

THE WORKSHOPS

are unused, as there is no work pfovided.
Shoemaking used to be carried on to-
gether with tailoring, and the female pris-
oners made themselves useful but they do
nothing now but keep the rooms clean
and do the washing.

A NEEDED REFORM

there is nothing, if we except, aps, the
difficulties whx%h have arli)senpe:bo!t)l: the
fisheries, that betokens a disturbance of
that long tranquility with which the
Dominion has been blessed. The Marquis
of Lorne will arrive, it is true, just after a
great and thorough change has taken place
in the relations of the political parties in
the State. The general election has placed
the Liberal, a ‘Grit’ party, in a minority,
and transferred the reins of power to the
hands of their rivals, the Conservatives,
These changes, however, affect only certain
questions of internal policy, with ‘which it
is not likely the Imperial Government will
be troubled. The party of which Sir John
Macdonald is the recognised leader has at
least this claim to our sympathies, that it
cherishes 2 special regug' for the principle
of Imperial unity., It owes its fall a few
years ago, chiefly to the sacrifices it
made to consolidate the Dominion and
to secure the success in the Im-

rial interests of the Washington

reaty. The project ‘of the Pacific
railway, which proved so fatal to Sir John
Macdonald personally, will probabiy be
now revived and conducted to some prac-
tical issue. The scheme of a Reciprocity
Treaty with the United States,. which,
though it meant Free Trade within Ameri-
ca, was certainly Protection as against
England, and could have no other end,
if ever it had any other purpose, than the
political a ation of the Dominien
with the States, will now be abandoned.
In other ts, there is no reason to be-
lieve that what is. called the Conservative
Government in Canada will pay lessat-
tention to the development of the resources
of the Dominion, and the maintenance of a
healthy spirit of loyalty to the British con-
nection than did their predecessors. So
far, therefore, there is nothing in the re-
cent Canadian crisis which need make us
apprehensive that the good feeling which
Lord Dufferin did so much toh:r%ate be-
tween Canada and England will suffer any
abatement under the Marqunis of Lorne,
who starts for his Government under the
best possible auspices, and followed by ‘all
good wishes.”

The efficacy of the Adulteration Act is to
be again discussed. Mr. De Rutzen, of
the Marylebone Police Court. takes a dif-
ferent view of the matter from Sir James
Ingham, of Bow street. He considers that
prejudice $o the public must be presumed
when the milk sols even to the sanitary in-
spector for analysis is not good. Surely
that is a common-sense view to be taken of
the case. Accordingly Mr. De Rutzen, in
four or five cases brought before him, in-
flicted penalties varying from £10 to 20s.,
with costs. A case was, however, granted
for argument in the Superior Courts.

An odd discovery was made after judg-
ment had been given in a case heard in the
Appeal Court in Duablin. The case of the
Great Southern and Western Railway Com-
pany v. Robertson was argued, when, as
the Court was about to rise, the Lord Chief
Justice suddenly announced in dismay that
he was a shareholder. The judgment of
the Court would on that accofint be nul!
and void, though the Solicitor-General
thought there was an Act of Parliament
passed by which a judgment could not be
challenged on that ground alone.

The important event of this week has
been the speech of the Premier at Guild-
hall, on the occasion of the usual Minis-
terial banquet on Lord Mayor’s Day. Both
political parties were anxious for the 9th
November. Tt was understood that the
Cabinet decided in Council, a day or two
previously the line to be pursued ; but not
a whisper of what would be said was al-
lowed to escape, Even the inspired even-
ing Globe was in the dark. Now all anxiety
has passed and almost universal satisfac-
tion prevails. Lord Beaconsfield has at
times indulged in enigma. Nothing of the
kind can be found in this nttemnog. He,
to usea of his own, a ‘‘ master of

sneers,” flung no incisive phrases
i bt:nhmrou the mahogany on
occasion, the nearest approach to a re-
tion of the oppooitiogp being the shot
his Lordghip fired, presumably at ¢!
of his personal friend, Sir Vernon Harcourt,
delivered at Scarborough recently, which
was contained in the apothegm—** the hare-
brained chatterings of irresponsible friv-
olity.” The great point in the Prime Min-
ister’s speech was his declaration that the
Government were determined to maintain
the spirit and the letter of the Berlin
Treaty. Nothing could be more reason-
able ; and it is hoped that the immediate
effect of Lord Beaconsfield’s post-prandial
speech will be to pacify the world and to
revive trade.

8 ing with the authority of an ex-

iceroy, he gave his hearers to under-
stand that he was strongly in favour of
our old policy in regard to Afghanistan,
unless something had happened of which
he was not cognizant. His speech was im-
portant and interesting from an historical
point of view; but the sensation it has
caused is to be attributed to the circam-
stance that his Lordship differed from Lord
Beaconsfield on a question of fact, and
criticised Sir James Stephen on the ground
of his enunciation of what amounted to in-
ternational immorality.

While Ministers were dining at Guild-
hall, the Prince of Wales’ 37th birthday
was being celebrated in town and country.
In London the West End was illuminated,
and the Royal trades-people dined together
at Willis' Rooms. At Sandringham,
H.R.H.’s seat in Norfolk, the labourers of
the estate had a substantial dinner to-
gether, the Prince being host; and there
was a family ty in the evening, at
which, in addition to the Prince and Prin-
cess and their children, there were present
the Duke of Connaught, Prince Leopold,
the Princess Louise and the Governor-

Greenwich and finally
Peckham, At each and all these places he
engaged in burglaries which iwere so
numerouns, daring and skilful, that it was
assumed by the police that a number of
confederates were at work. Like all great
men of genius, however, Pease preferred to
work alone and alone to enjoy the . spoil.
Yet not quite alone in this latter respect.
He kept a well-appointed and sumptuously
iumilged house, carriage and pony and

ts innumerable, chief among these last

ut the most unfaithful being his mistress
(smd to be Dyson’s wife), and her lady
companion who, it is ‘assumed, was also his
mistress. His arrest was due to the faith-
lessness and treachery of one of these. He
being ‘‘wanted” for a burglary, sheconfided
to a policeman, who subsequently arrested
him, that ‘“ Ward,” was an alias for Pease,
and that his capture was worth £100, the
reward offered by the'Home Secretary on
the discovery of the murder. The police-
man caught the man ; and now, together
with his informant, is entitled to the re-
ward.

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MUTINY IN THE OPPOSITION
RANKS.

Besone the close of the session of
1874 it became apparent that the vast
numerical strength of the Reform party
in Parliament was being wealéned by
intestine fonds. Evenat that early day,
the hreach between the Grits.or follow-
ers of Mr. Browx and the Liberals who

cling to Mr. Braks, was widening. The
latter, having lemt the prestige of his
name to the new Government for elec:
tion purposes, had withdrawn from the
Cabinet, and the mutterings against Mr.
Macxkenme, Mr. BrowN’s man, were
loud and deep. Senator FABRE tells
us in L’Evenement that the retirement of
M. Dorioxn precipitated anarchy. He
was regarded as a true Liberal, and his
presence in the Ministry served to rally
the Rouges of Quebec who hated Messrs.
Broww and MAcCKENzIE as cordially as
the Brake wing. On M. DorioN’s
withdrawal, then, the Rouges began to
rutiny ; and their views were set out at
a later period in a manifesto. They also
looked to Mr. Braxe, who thus com-
manded the i of thé more ad-
vanced sections: of the Reform party in
the two Provinoces. The hour for a con-
spiracy against the Dictator had arrived ;
the men were there, and the opportunity.
Mr. Buagnr seized it, and in July,
1874, delivered his famous Aurora speech
in which he virtually declared - war
ageinst Mr. Brow~N. The movement
grew in numbers and strength, and in
January, 1875, the Liberal was estab-
lished in this city as the organ of the
belligerent malcontents. The Dictator
watched these ings wrathfully.
He ignored the birth of the new organ,
shunned its very name during its brief
existenee, and gloated with malignant
glee over its demise. The Awrora speech
he assailed withthat copious vocabulary
of which he is master; Mr. BrLake
he assaulted over the shoulders of others,
and the lash was phied with effect on the
minor mutineers. The Liberal fought
bitterly, striking back with the
strength of hate, and every blow was
secretly applauded by the Lindsay Post,
the Kingston Whig, the Hamilton Times,
the Guelph Mercury, and other sympa-
thetic members of the Reform press.
The fight was waxing fast and furious
when suddenly, and without showing
any prémonitery symptoms of weakness,
Mr. Braxe threw up his hands and sur-
rendered. Mr. BrowN had told him he
must either get into the Cabinet or get
out of the Party, and leaving his com-
rades im the lurch and the Liberal to a
cruel fate, the chief conspirator bowed
himself into the présence of the Dicta-
tor, and humbly made his submission,
recanting his Aurora doctrines and
expressing his willingness to enter the
Cabinet again. ‘Mr. BrowN had tri-
umphed ; Mr. Buake had been guilty
of a fiaseo. The dictatorship of the one
was saved for the time being ; the lead-
ership of the other extinguished in the
ineffable disgrace that attaches to pol-
troonery. At Kincardine a few days
after this, Mr. BLAKE made his public
confession, and stood up before the
Party on the stool of sorrow, like a fast
youth doing penance before the Kirk tflox-
defiling the cengregafion. -After this
abj:;g spectacle, the Liberal wing in
Ontario laid down its arms, while the
Quebec contingent still maintained an
attitude of hostility, and was only kept
fromopen warby the judiciousdistribation
of Federal patronage. But Mr. Brake
was still ““ ill at ease.” He grieved over
the lost camse, and chafed under the
yoke that was wearing into the ‘‘ raw,”
erving Mr. Macoxenzie like a gloomy
captive not as a free agent. When the
Premier blundered, he smiled in scorn ;
when ke simned he fled the divisions,
and by his absence condemned him. He
scemed 2t times to be groping like a
1d Sauson for * the pillars whereupon
house stood,” and though he
lked and muttered, and by his erratic
exits and entrances deliberately weak-
ened the Cabinet, he had not the cour-
age to bring about a tragic smash and go
down avenged in the ruins. On the
eve of the elections he left his
colleagues to shift for themselves, thus
escaping in some -degree their responsi-
bility for the disaster of September. He
now appears in a new, or rather in the
old rble.

Abowt a fortnight ago a caucus of
members of the Liberal wing of the Re-
form press—in short, of the Liberal
cliqre and their fellow conspirators of
1875—was secretly held in this city, at
which it was unanimously agreed that
Mr, Browwn and Mr. MACKENZIE were
mainly responsible for the result of the
elections, and resolved that the
former should be deposed from
his dictatorship and Mr. Brake
called on to lead the Party both in
and out of Parliament. Mr. BLAKE was
consulted, and committed himself into
the hands of the caucus, saying that if
they would give him their unanimous
support and find a seat for him, he
would re-enter public life and as-
sume control. A ‘committee was ap-
pointed to wait on Mr. BRowx and ask
him to lay down his rod and agree to
follow Mr. BLaks ; or, failing that, the
Liberal jowrnals would gevolt. This
wmmim%m.

its spokesman without judice. e
little Premier dare not, p;:thicularly on
the eve of the Local elections, quarrel
with Mr. Beown, and for the same rea-
son he is somewhat afraid to take sides
against the conspirators. He is, in fact,
a neutral bystander, pending the cat’s
jump. Should Mr. Browx gracefully con-
sent to be de; he will go with Mr.
BraxE ; should the Dictator show fight,
he will aid him. The deputation has not
yet visited Mr. Brown but it will do so
within a few days. Meantime the read-
ing public will observe that the Liberal
journals, both in Ontario and Quebec,
are hard at work preparing the way for
the new departure.

This is hard on Mr. Brows. When
Georca the Third was asked to retire
in faveur of the Regent, he complained
of the nation’s ingratitude ; and with
much more forpe Mr. BROWN may pre.
fer the same against the Reform
party. Such as it 1s, he made it.
Twenty years before he created Mr.
BLake out of a Chancery stripling, and
breathed into him the breath of public
life, he was fighting, after his fashion,
for e has grown old inits
service, and grey-haired in the cause.
He has faults, who has not? but it can
never be said that he betrayed it or
neglected its interésts for his own. This
movement simply mneamns that he shall
hand his sceptre over to hisyounger rival,
and henceforth submit himself to those
who a few years ago were proud to look
up to hin as to their guide and patron.
[t is the irreverent hustling of the
veseran from the stage ; the cruel stab
Broros gave Cxsar ; the overthrow of
the dynacty after Sepix—and weall
sywpathise with fallen greatness. To

the Reform however, the new
movement is the omen of a brighter and
a more sucoeasful future. Mr.' Browy
is an incubus. He is essentially a
Reformer _with nothing to re-
form, but having the power ta
extinguish reforms. His yoke has be-
come intolerable, and as old - age
creeps upon him his arrogance increases,
for old tyrants are the worst of tyrants.
Under Mr. BrAke we may expect decent
warfare and some attempt at statesman-
ship. He is still & young man, but old
in his experience ; and if, profiting by the
defeat of the party, he cam accomplish
Mr. Brown’s fall, the country will hail
the change with unalloyed pleasure. It
is not likely that the Dictator will at-
tempt resistance ; for he could not hope
for success against the powerful cabal
against him, He will doubtless make a
virtue of necessity and retire with a show
of digaity from a position he is no longer
capable of filling to the satisfaction of
his followers, illustrating m his involun-
tary abdication the precariousness of all
human greatness and the vanity of man’s
ambitien.

MR. MORRIS NOMINATED.

At the meeting of the Nominating
Committee om Friday night Hon.
ALEXANDER MORRIS was unanimously
nominated to contest East Toronto for
the Local Legislature -in behalf of the
Opposition. This confirms the action of
the convention held ten days ago, and
will receive the warm approval of the
Party not in East Toronto only but
throughout the Province.

There can be no doubt of _ the result.
Mr. Morris is admitted on all hands to
be a strong candidate. The worst Re-
formers can say of him is that he is not
a Toronto man ; but if that be a politi-
cal crime, he is about to atone for it,
and will before many weeks take up his
residence and pursue his profession
here. Mr Morzis has had great politi-
cal experience, and has served the State
faithfully in some of its highest offices,
and throughout a long public life has
borne himself as a man of spotless in-
tegrity. Such men are none too plenti-
ful either in the Ontario Legislature or
in the larger house at Ottawa, and East
Torontomay honourhim with hersuffrages
with the fullest confidence that her
interests will never suffer. When dual
representation was abolished, the As-
sembly lost. many first-class men who
naturally enough preferred the wider
arena of the Dominion, Parliament. It
has been the fashion, indeed, for some
time back to sneer at the Assembly, and
it must be confessed the cynical have
often had grounds for their attacks.
Both sides, wéare sure, would rejoice
to sec it resume the high place in pub-
lic esteem it held from 1867 to 1872, for
as a legislative body vested with great
trusts and charged with the welfare of
this Province, its standing is a matter of
interest and anxiety to Reformer and
Conservative alike. The presence of a
man like Mx: Mokrms in the Chamber,
cannot fail to add to its character, its
tone, and its ability ; and the large class
of independent Reformers will not be
slow to see this. He will bring to his
duties a ripe experience, an intimate
knowledge of Ontario and the wants of
the people, debating powers of a high
order, and a conscientiousness and sense
of honour that will command for him
the respect of his fellow-members. The
knowl he has gained in other spheres
of public life will serve him well,
while the charge that heis * intensely
‘¢ respectable” will'mot, we fancy, lessen
his usefulness or detract from his stand-
ing as the representative of one of the
most intelligent constituencies in the
Province.

Let the Party buckle on its weapons
and fight with the same zeal and deter-
mination it displayed two months ago.
We have had enough of peddling states-
manship on Front: street, and it is time
Mr. Mowar and his colleagues were re-
lieved of duties they were never created
to perform.

FRAUDS IN SUGARS.

Professor PoSTGATE in a recent inter-
esting lecture on the adulteration of food
and drugs, delivered at Birmingham,
said that he ence knew a grocer who, in
addition to grinding up leaves with his
tea, and mustard, cocoa and chicory with
his coffee, used to add leaden shot to his
sherry and port wine to give it additional
sharpness and brightness of colour, care-
less or ignorant of the fact that the con-
sumers would first suffer from colic, and
afterwards from paralysis, if consump-
tion were persisted in. This unpleasant
revelation is not without its match on
this side of the water, as has been re-
cently demonstrated by a Custom House
inquiry at New York. During this in-
vestigation it was shown by some wit-
nesses—sugar refiners—that great quan-*
tities of tin are used in adulterating
sugar, and of sulphuric acid in syrup.
The tin is *‘ cut’” with muriatic acid and
used both in sugars and syrups. A stuff
called glucose is also largely used for
purposes of adulteration. It is a pro-
duct of Indian corn, and a regular manu-
factory for it is said to exist at Buffalo
for supplying sugar refineries. The ob-
ject of the various adulterations is to di-
minish the amount of duty on raw sugars
imported from Cuba ; te cheapen the
cost of refining, and to add bulk to the
refined article, so that when exported, a
larger drawback may be obtained on the
mingled sugar and glucose—though the
latter is exempt from duty. We will
make this clear by giving the results of
a careful analysis recently made in this
city of a nmg;)of refined sugar received
here from tland. The results, in
parts per 100, showed :

Thus, as 1,000 Ibs of raw sugar pro-
duee about 960 lbs umder the refiner,
and there being about. 17 per cent. of
adulteration, the refiner gets the draw-
back of two cents per lb., not on 960 lbs.
as he ought to do, but on 1,130 1bs. * A
further way in which'the United States
Government is defrauded on drawbacks
is as follows : By use of pig tin dissolved
in muriatic acid, yellow sugar on which
the drawback on export is 2.08 cents per
1b. is made white—on which the draw-
back is 2.48. It is estimated that a
profit of half a cent a lb. makes $1.25
profit on a barrel. Thus a refinery
which produces from 3,000 to 4,000
barrels a day for 300 working days will
make a profit of $1,125,000 a year on
adulterations alone.  Although the
American Government'’s loss on draw-
backs is their own concern, and has not
any special interest for Canadian con-
sumers—whose chief concern is the
poisonous ingredients in the sugars they
receive from the States—yet we may add,
while on the subject, that the American
revenue is further defrauded by evasion
of the duties on raw sugars. These
duties are regulated by a colour stand-
ard. . Sugar of a certain colour is
assumed to be, and gemerally is of a
specific quality. Roguish ‘producers of
the raw article have succeeded, how-
ever, by aniline dyes or burnt sugar in
assimilating the colour of superior and
inferior grades. The duty being ad
valorem, the higher grades thus slip in at
the customs rate levied on inferior kinds,

But' leaving JoNATHAN to look after
his own revenue, we now approach some
vital considerations for consumers here.
The Trade and Navigation Returns for
1877, p.p. 341-342, show that our imports
of sugar year were in round numbers
100,000,000 1bs. _If adulteration went on
all round at 17 per cent. our readers can
estimate for themselves the enormous
aggregate of rubbish we foisted on
us instead of sugar, and the amount we
had to pay to the rogues who sent it to
us. Then comes the question of health.
Tin is useful. But everything has its

lace. A tin-coated stomach is more

onoured in the breach than the-ob-
servance. It is a pretty serious business
when, as was done the other day in
New York, a well-known chemist could
exhibit ¢ several sheets of tin” which
he had extracted from sugar purchased
from extensive dealers in that city.
Brooklyn is a city of churches, also of
sugar refineries, and it seems to illustrate
a well-known distich. Altering Pore’s
couplet, we may say :

Wherever woa a;oeu & house of prayer,
The devil builds & sugar factory there.

one of the modern kind—where mineral
poisons are extensively handled and
glucose is found at the rate. of from 25
to 30 per cent. in sugars, and of 756 per
cent. in syrups. Poor starch and flour
are also used, and are said to produce
skin diseases. It is stated by a New
York paper that the imports of glucose
have increased in five years from $2,780
to $265,000 a year. Before the Custom
House commission already referred to, a
gentleman uced a vial filled with tin
e rom two gallons of syrup.
The acid explains why the teeth of our
youngsiers begin so often to decay at an
early As a New York contempor-
ary well puts it, while the white and
fragrant buckwheat delights our senses
of sight and smell, and we im-
agine we are only - consuming hot
cakes  and - syruap, Wwe are in
fact * decorating our ‘interior man
with tin and vitriol. The whole process
of manufacturing sugars seems to have

in ‘such minute quantities that
ey cannot do any harm. Analysis,
however, shows a different result.
Chemists and physicians declare that
the poisonous compounds in these
adulterated sugars will destroy the ¢oat-
ing of the stomach, as they are known
to be powerful enough to eat away the
copper of the vacunm pans used in the
process of manufacture.

HONEST GOVERNMENT.

Ix his speech at the London banquet
in honour of Major WaLkER; Mr, Mac-
keNziE said *“ his faith that the people
‘ would support honest Government
¢ had been sadly shaken of late.” The
people have never, so far as we know,
pronounced against honest Government.
What they did on the 17th September
was to upset a dishonest Administration ;
to put an end to a regime of corrupt and
i bl I:lmpprovdm and to stamp

i ir- di the conduet of
those pablic men who profess one thing
and do another. Thousands of Reform-
ers and the whole of the large class of
independent voters, helped the Conser-
vatives to eject Mr. MACKENZIE on
these grounds. He had taken office to
reform abuses which he said existed,
but he reformed nothing. He was the
advocate of economy, yet his extrava-
gance was unparallelsd. He professed
to detest corruption, yet many of his as-
sociates, WALKER among them, were
notorious jobbers. He pretended that
he had a policy for the better govern-
iment of the country, but if he had he
never divulged it, though “calamities fell
thick and fast upon the people under his
rule. He said he was a pure man, yet
he chose for colleagues some of the mest
abandoned politicians in public life.
He led the country to suppose he had a
mind of his own, yet was unable to take
a step without invoking the Party oracle,
like a high -priest of old consulting the
Urim and g‘hummim. For these rea-
sons the voters, ignoring to a great ex-
tent old party lines, ejected him and
called in another. This should not
shake, but rather strengthen his faith
in the desire of the country for honest
government.

AN advertisement in the Montreal
papers of Saturday furnishes the Cana-
dian public with some grounds for re-
flection. At the same time, unfortu-
nately, it affords our Republican neigh-
bours no little material for ridicule and
derision. It is by just such character-
istics that an insignificant circumstance
may come to attain an importance out of
all proportion to its intrinsic ‘weight.
Col. LrrrLeToN, of the Governor-Gen-
eral’s staff, appends his name to an
advertisement which announces that
ladies desirous of being admitted to the
reception hel@‘by her Royal Highness
at 9.30 p.nil’ on Saturday, November
30th, at the Windsor Hotel, must wear
low dresses : unless they present a doc-
tor’s certificate  of ill-health, in which
case they may come with the front of
the dress cut square ; but in no case are
they to appear in high-necked dresses.
No such ukase limited:the number of
ladies desirous of paying their respects
to the Princess at Halifax. Should her
Royal Highness ever visit Winnipeg, we
venture to think the restriction will
there also be dispensed with. " The
fashions of life in Canada cannot be
changed at twelve hours’ notice, and
milliners cannot furnish new dresses
within that hmited space of time. In
one country it is the fashion to tattoo,
in another to wear rings through the
nose, in a third full-dress is a mere
nominal addition to Nature's covering of
the vital organs, while elsewhere the
ladies at the top of society prove their
lofty rank by the number of skins they
can add to their own. Ciimate has much
to'do with the prevailing fashion in all
latitudes ; and the climate of Great
Britain is as different from that of Can-
ada as the circumstances and conditions
of society in Canada are from those pre-
vailing where Queen Vicroria holds
court. Many estimable ladies, wives of
our most prominent citizens, have never
shown - their shouldors in a drawing-
room ; and nearly all Camadian ladies
have reserved for the privacy of their
owndressing-roomssuch exhibitionsof the
human form divine as are too often seen
at evening parties in London. ‘‘One
‘g e more and I am free,” was the
legend under a picture of the belle of
the  period dressed for a court ball at
Buckingham Palace ; and it was not a
caricature. There is something repug-
nant to many of our ladies in taking the
first step to immodesty, and we hold
that in all such matters immodesty is a
relative term. A man who has never
before a) in anything but trousers
would feel no more i and
shocked at being told he must don kilts
than many ladies must have been taken
aback when they heard they must show to
the public gaze charms hitherto reserved
from man’s bold scrutiny. Custom is a
second nature, and first nature would
of course know nothing of concealment ;
but we repeat that the custom is not one
to be learned at twelve hours’ notice,
while the actual abandonment of it at
Halifax, eoupled with its prospective
absence from the future ceremonial at
Winnipeg, proves it to be one honoured
in the breach or observance at pleasure.

A mock court would be a
deplorable burlesque, from which the
good sense of all eoncerned will, we feel
sure, happily deliver us. We have un-

med ourselves, because the earliest
seems the best opportunity of calling
attention to the presence of a difficulty.
And emphatically we add that the ladies
of Canada, not being accustomed to un-
bosom themselves, should be allowed
access to the daughter of their beloved
Queen in the dress hitherto worn by
them on social occasions. Their taste in
the matter of millinery has ever been ad-
mired by English visitors. It has never
been impugned.

THE reception of the Marquis of LorNE
and of H. R. H. the Princess at Hali-
fax and Montreal, as well as their pro-
gress from the one city to the other, has
been eminently successful.

A shower of addresses, when
youcome to think of it, 18 a most ap-
palling visitation, at which the most
amiab%e and long-suffering Governor may
shudder, but against which he is utterly
defenceless. Noblesse oblige,and courtesy
requires a ‘‘ gracious ”’ reception, and a
‘“ gracious” answer in every case. Yet, a
little consideration must show that—
apart from the difficulty of varying the
phraseology of replies, where the tone
of address jis so uniformly monotonous—
these interminable harangues, in style
as stiff as the parchment on which they
are inscribed, must be inexpressibly
tiresome. ¢

The Daily News of the 14th ult. said
that there was less danger from the
‘¢ exuberance of Canadian loyalty” than
from the impertinence of American
curiosity ; but the writer evidently did
not know the terrible suffering
a new Governor-General must un-
dergo in running the gauntlet of
several hundred addresses. Surely some
scheme might be adopted of * clubbing”
our loyal expressions, or of ¢ taking
‘ them,” like a Congressman’s speech,
‘“as read.”

The schools in the country districts °
the Province of Quebec are represented to
occupy pretty much the distressing condi-
tion they did fifteen or twenty years ago.
In over three hundred schools the teachers,
mostly young ladies and without experi-
ence, are engaged at from seven to twelve
dollars a month and board, In Bolton the
salaries paid are less than six dollars per
menth, which is the sum given in the ad-
joining townships. In many instances, the
teachers have to wait for six or twelve
months for their pittance, and in some
cases it has been given in store pay.

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MURDER IN THE STREETS,
An Old Man Killed by a Negro

THE INQUEST AND VERDICT.

At No. 40 Conway street, a street run-
ning into Bishop street near its northern
termination, an old man named Joseph
Grimanson, seventy years of age, keeps a
grocery store. About seven p.m. on
Thursda a negro named Frank €hurchill,
aged twenty-eight years, entered the store,
and after selecting a lot of groceries, asked
credit for the amounnt. Grimanson refused
to give credit, whereupon the megro caught
up the articles from the counter and walked
into the street. Grimanson seized an un-
loaded revolver and made after the thief,
with whom he soon came up. He demand-
ed pay for the articles or else to have them
restored to him, backing his demand with
the revolver, which he presented at
Churchill. The latter sprang wpon Grim-
anson, bearing him to the ground and fall-
ing heavily upon him. He then seized the

istol, which had fallen from the old man’s
d, and struck him several times

on the head. Leaving his victim lying
upon the ground, he fled. Grimanson
was carried into the house, and a little boy
ran fora policeman. Constable Norman,
who was on duty on Queen street, was in-
informed of the occurrence and proceeded
to Conway street, and finding that Griman-
son had been seriously injured, he went to
Churchill’s house in Cliinton street, near
Bloor, and arrested him. Churchill ad-
mitted that he had committed the assault,
but gave as a reason for doing so, that
Grimanson had fired two shots out of the
revolver at him. After striking the old
man he had thrown the weapon into the
street. Shortly after the occurrence. Dr.
Geikie, jr., who had been called, arrived
at Grimanson’s house, and on examining
the injured man, discovered that several of
his ribs had been broken, his chest bruised
and four dangerous scalp wounds inflicted.
On Friday, at the Police Court, Churchill
was placed in the dock, charged with
committing an aggravated assault upon
Joseph Grimason. Prisoner asked to be al-
lowed to tell his story of the affair,
which request was granted. He
said that on his way home with a
load of swill, on Thursday evening, he
went into complainant’s store, Conway
street, for the purpose of getting some
groceries.  He ordered sugar and bread,
at the same time telling complainant’s wife,

ing the evening and pay for the articles.
This, he alleges, was agreed to by her, but
before he left the shop, the complainant
came out of a back room and told him he
could not have the goods unless he paid for
them at once, and commenced to abuse him
roundly. ,On leaving the store, without the
goods, he was followed to the street by the
complainant, who struck him. He also
affirmed that the complainant had a re-
volver in his hand, and discharged two
shots at him. After this he closed with
the coraplainant, ard acknowledged ad-
ministering to him a severe beating.
Joseph Grimason died about half-past
three on Saturday afternoon. An inquest
was held on Monday morning.

The first witness called was

LouisA CAROLINE GRIMASON, who being
sworn, said—I am the wife of the decease
Joseph Grimason ; about seven o'clock on
Thursday evening last, Frank Churchill
came into my store, on Conway street, to
buy some groceries ; I served him, and he
called for more than I had ; he took what
I gave him, and said he had no money ; I
told him I could not let him have the
articles without paying for them ; he put
the smaller els in his pocket, and
read under his arm ; the
Erisoner went towards the door, and my

usband followed and took the bread from
him, at the same time remarking *“that he
could not let things go out like that ;” the

GOLDWIN SMITH.
To the Editor.of The Mail

Sir,—I gather from your editorial this
morning that the Globe and the London
Standard have between them been com-

unding something curious about my re-
ations to Sir John Macdonald, and the in-
ferences respecting his future policy to be
drawn from my support of him in the late
election. When I voted and spoke in
favour of a friend of Sir John Macdonald
in West York, (which was the sum total of
my electoral activity), I stated distinctly
that I was actuated solely by the convic-
tion that Sir John was the ablest of our
statesmen, and that, as matters then stood,
his return to power could alone hold out
to us the prospect of something like a
national government, and of a respite from
the excesses of party strife.
The financial peril, the extent of which
many .of our people still but im-

rfectly apprehend, would in itself

ave appeared to me a sufficient
reason for a change of Government. Sir
John Macdonald lds, as 1 do, that a
measure of justice is due to the Canadian
manufacturer ; but if I construe his
speeches rightly, we are not as to
what the rgmly:,re should be. Still less is
there any sympathy between us on wider
and more speculative questions; though
enough
to tolerate diversity of opinion, and I am
not so fanatically devoted to any views I
may hold with regard to the uncertain
future, as to sacrifice_to them the present
and certain interests 8 the country. Can
anybody suppose that I want a national
catastrophe in which my own patrimony
would suffer with the rest? The *‘ coach-
ing” of the London Standard is certainly
imperfect with respect to the humble topic
of my personal proceedings. A year or
two ago, 1 rémember, that journal gave an
unfavourable account of a series of politi-
cal speeches which I had been making in
this country ; I having at that time not
made a single ﬂfoh't.ical speech or attended
a single political meeting,

Her Lover Charged with Her
Abduction.

SOME INTERESTING LETTERS.

The case of Edward J. Clarke, charged
with the abduction of Miss Josephine
Leslie, was continued at the Police Court
on Friday. The room was again filled with
spectators, who manifested a great curiosity
to see the persons implicated in the affair,
and -although the trial cortinued until a
few minutes after six o’clock, the Court
remained crowded until the adjournment,
The prisoner betrayed no anxiety regarding
the result, but was pale and appeared thin-
ner than when first placed in the dock.
Miss Leslie’s face also bore traces of mental
dcﬁl;&ion and distress.

., JAMEs LESLIE was recalled :—The
prisoner stated that he had been keeping
the woman named in Court as Mrs. Clarke,
but whom Iknow as Sarah | Wright. He
also said that he had recently been to the
expense of $120 for winter clothing for her.
This was a year last winter.” I told
this statement of Clarke’s to my sister, but
she wouldn’t believe it. I alse told her a
good deal besides reflecting on the priso-
ner’s characver, I do not think my sigter
has ever been illused. I have pushed her
once or twice myself when she said some-
thing disrespectful of my mother. I first
told her to stop talking and she told me
to mind my own business I pusked her
as a response to this answer, .and she slap-
ped me in the face. My father and mother
then told me to leave her alone, and I com-
plied. That was the only squabble I ever
had with her. 1 may have made her angry
by talking ill of Clarke. I do not know
that she has ever threatened to leave the
house. I know she did leave home once or
twice before. The reason assigned for her
going away was because she would not be
allowed to go with Clarke. On one ocea-
sion she went to my married sister’s. on
Terauley street, when she remained away
for two or three weeks. The prisoner has
made representations to me about the ill-
health of his wife. He said she would not
live long, and then he would be met with
smiles where he now received scowls. I
have told my sister this statement also, in
order to show her the kind of scoundrel he
was.

Miss EMymA Lesuie was called :—I am a
sister of Miss Josephine Leslie, and have
lived at home with her, The prisoner has
paid her attentions—they te go out
together. The attentions were not sanc-
tioned by my parents ; they forbade her to
have anything to do with him. My sister
did become attached to him. There was
never any trouble with Josephine until her
acquaintance with Clarke. Josephine has
never been unkindly treated by any one of
the family, with the exception of her
father. If; then struck her with a stick
for being out late with the prisoner—she
was out until half-past eleven. He struck
her more than once. This happened about
the month of June last. Mem-
bers of our family have used farcible means
to keep her in the house. John ke to
her one night after she had come in from
| being with the prisoner. She attempted
| to run out again to Clarke, who was still
outside, but John caught her and pulled
her in. On the occasion that my father
| punished her he did not hurt her severely
as sho was laughing heartily about an hour
afterwards. John has been her best
brother. Before this affair with the
prisoner, Johx was the favourite brother
of Josepiwine. It was only when John
struck Clarke that my e:)il.dter turned
against him. The prisoner my sister,
in my presence, that although he had gene
through the iage ceremony he was not
legally married. ﬁe also stated, ia my
hearing, that he had em
to have the marriage ann and that he
had offered his wife. money for
her consent to a separation. Clarke was
forbidden the house when he and my sis-
ter first became acquainted, but still .
sisted in coming around. I have seen him
myself peering through the windows. He
had a place on the fence for leaving letters
for Josephine. He also sent her letters
to St. Thomas - when she was stay-
ing there. She showed them to
me when she came back. He also
made a post-office of a corner of the barn.
I have seen my sister taking letters from
there, and also putting letters there. Some
time during the summer my meother wanted
Josephine to go to New York city to some
friends of ours, in order that she might get
away from the prisoner. My sister told

ed counsel

' she was glad to be in the house

Clarie of her intention to go, and he said
| that he did not wish her to leave while he
| was so unsettled. I have heard the prisoner
| say that if.Josephine was not used better at
| home he would take her away to a friend
of his, who would be only too glad to have
her for a companion. He said this when 1
was quarrelling with him for coming afte
my sister, and further said that-neither
nor any of the family had amy right to
interfere. He has spoken disrespectfully
of my brothers, both to myself and sister.
On one occasion, in the presence of Jose-
phine; he called me a liar, and said he
would horsewhip me the first time he met
me on the street.r This was in the latter
end of July or beginning of August. I have
heard him tell my sister *‘ that if he could
get no other settlement he would go to the

tates and get married.” He told me, in
the presence of my sister, that ‘Josephine
would do just as he told her, and
not as her parents wanted. She said
that she always believed everything
he said, and that if he was found out in a
lie she would not have anything mere to
do with him, She said she was of age and
could do as she liked. My mother told
her that as long as she was under her roof
she was under her control. The prisaner
fold my sister that he had been toa
lawyer, and found out that being over
eighteen years old she was of age. My
mother told him that he was not to come
to the house, and he said he would come
when he liked. Josephine frequently said
to her brothers that if Clarke was found
outin a lie she would have nothing more to
do with him, My father did not turn her
out ; she went out of her own accord, and
I accompaniéd her, My father followed
her to the door and told her that she
might go if she wished. It was about
twelve o’clock at night. My sister went
over to the house of the prisoner and I fol-
lowed her. I was not taking her part,
but merely sympathized with her. Clarke
drew up a window and asked who was out-
side. He then said he would go over to
our house to see what was the matter, and
subsequently that he would hitch up a
buggy and drive us out to the country,
My sister ‘would not let him come to the
house, as she was afraid he would
get injured. ‘Finally he brought us
to our sister’s at Josephine’s suggestion,
My mother and brother went to_bring her
back, and when she arrived home she said
in.

A MAN-BABY.

The Remarkable €ase of a Man 22 Years
Old whoeis Still an Infant.
(From the New Fork Times.)

In the second story of one of the low,
rickety wooden buildings on the east side
of Chatham street, in humble apartmients,
there lives onme of the most curious of
human monstrosities. It is a boy, or man,
21 years and 6 months old, having been
born in 1857, that is in all respects, physi-
cally and mentally, nothing more than an
overgrown infant. Its parents are Mr,
and Mrs. Jacques Jenn, of No. 165 Chat-
ham street, industrious French people.
The child was born on the 10th ¢f June,
1857, and was christened Jule. Up to his
eighth month he did not differ from other
children-; but at that age he was taken
sick with measles, and for six months it
was thought that he could notlive, one
childish disease . following rapidly upon
another. His last ailment, and the one to
which his parents ascribe his deformity,
was one that baffled the attending physi-
cian, and is described by the father as ‘“ the
English disease.” Both physical and men-
tal growth seemed to be arrested by this
disease. The boy isnot quite three feet
high, but measures fonr feet around the
waist, being inordinately corpulent. His
head is we! al::fed, but looks much too
large for his , being more than two
feet in circnmference. His hands and feet

4 are exceedingldy small, like those of a 1-year-

old infant, and he weighs 160 pounds. Eve
effort has been lx)nndelfoleduc&te him, bz
he is not capable of learni anything.

When he was 10 years old g Was scarce-
ly two feet high, but weighed almost 100
pounds. The physician who attended at
his birth predicted thathe would not live
to be 14 yearsold, but he is now in good
health. The boy’s skin is remarkably soft
and white, like a baby’s. All of his habits
are childish, and he can speak only a; few
words, suchas ‘papa,” ‘‘mamma,” *‘ yes,”
and “no.” His extreme corpulence pre-
vents him from walking, but he is very
active withhis hands and feet. He amnuses
himself with childish tbys, and is very shy
when strangers are about. Ex-Police
Surgeon Baker, who has “watched the case
closely for several years, says that it is the
mogh derful case he ever heavdiof. The
boy has been examined by & number of
scientists, who have all come to the con-
clusion that he is a perfect baby in mind
and body. His father has been approached
by many showmen, who were. anxious to
add the bey to their list of attractions ; but
Mr. Jenn has declined every offer, not
desiring to have his son exhibited to the
public.

A VeTERAN.—The following sketch of
the career of Colonel Maude, of the Royal
Artillery, will be read with pleasure by his
numerous friends in Toronto and its
vicinity :— Colonel Francis Cornwallis
Maude, C.B., V.C., late of the Royal Ar.
tillery, now Consul-General at War-
saw, completed his fiftieth year on Mon-
day last, having been borm on the 28th
October, 1828. This officer is the eldest
son of the late'Captain the Hon. Francis
Mande, R.N. (who was the fifth son of the
first Viscount Hawarden, by his third wife,
Anne Isabella, daughter of Thomas Monck,
Esq., barrister-at-law, and sister of Charles
Stanly, first Viscount Monck), by his mar-
riage with Frances, daughter of A. H.
Brooking, Esq. He entered the Army as
second lieutenant in the Royal Artillery on
the 1st October, 1847; became lieutenant,
30th June, 1848 ; captain, 13th December,
1854 ; brevet major, 19th January, 1858 ;
brevet lientenant-colonel, 20th July, 1858 ;
brevet colomel, 20th July, 1866; he was
placed on half-pay as captain on the 29th
August, 1869, and retired from the Army
a few years afterwards. Colonel Maunde
commanded the Royal Artillery throughout
the operations with Major-General - Sir
Henry Havelock’s column in Bengal in
1857, including the defeat of the rebels at
Futteh actions of Aoung, Pandoo Nud-
dee, wnpore, Oonao, usseru 4
Mungarwar, and the relief and defence of
the idency at Lucknow, He was
awarded the Victoria Cross for his bravery
in one of these actions, as recorded in the
following extract from Field Force Orders
of the late Major-General Sir Henry Have-
lock, dated 17th October, 1857 :—** This
officer (Captain Maude, R.A.) steadily and
cheerily pushed on with his men, and bore
down the desperate opposition of the enemy,
thoSPh with the loss of one-third of his
artillerymen. Sir James Outram adds
that this attack appeared to him to indicate
no reckless or foolhardy daring, but the
calm. heroism of a true soldier, who fully
agpmeiute- the difficulties and dangers of
the task he has undertaken, and that, but
for Captain’s Maude’s nerve and coolness
on this trying occasion, the army could not
have advanced.” Colonel Maude likewise
served with Sir James Outram’s force at the
Alumbagh from January to March, 1858,
as well as at the siege and capture of Luck-
now by Lord Clyde. Besides the Victoria
Cross, which he received on the 18th J: une,
1858, he was nominated a Companion of the
Bath on the 24th March, 1 and was
promoted by brevet ‘t]o;:njonad lieutenant-

- THE CHARGE.

Aannie Louisa, Lady Goochand Ann Walker
appeared yesterday afternoon at the Marl-
borough street Police Court in answer to a
summons charging them with having, at
the Grosvenor tel, unlawfully com-
bined, consapired, confederated and agreed
together to palm off on S8ir Francis Robert
Sherlock Lambert Gooch, of Benacre Hall,
Wangford, Suffolk, and No. 42 Charles
street, Berkeley square, as his own child,
born of the said Lady Geoch, a 'strange
child, with intent to defraud and deceive.
Sir Francis Guoch, eighth baronet, is the
prosecutor in the case, and was represent-
ed by Mr. G. Lewis, and the interests of
the fndy Ellen Emily, the dowager Lady
Gooch, widow of the seventh baronet, were
looked after by Mr. Polsnd. The prisoner,
wife of the tor was defended by
Mr. E. Clarke. As usual, in these society
scandal cases, the Court was crowded te its
utmost capacity, seats on the bench
beside the magistrate . being pro-
vided for those whose social status war-
ranted the gratification of hearing to the
best advantage all the ins and outs of such
a case.

Lady Gooch entered the Court and was
allowed a seat at the solicitors’ table. She
was beautifully and richly dressed, but her
face was hidden from sight by an impene-
trable black veil, which was never raised
for a moment. Her figure and manner,
however, showed that she was a young
woman,

OPENING OF THE CASE,

The counsel for the prosecution opened
the case, and stated 1t briefly and con-
cisely again the prosecutor’s wife. Ad-
dressing the magistrate, he said :—“ I
appear on behalf of Sir Francis Gooch to
lay before your worship certain facts, with
a view to your arriving ata determination
as to whether an information which has
been laid before this Court is well founded
or not. The charge made against Lady
Gooch is that of conspiring with a person
named Walker to palm off upon Sir Francis
a child not her own, with a view to disin-
heriting his relatives of the fortune to
which they would become entitled at his
death, and to pass that fortune to a strange
child instead of to the rightful heirs.

““I need hardly say that Sir Francis
Gooch has no feeling whatever in this
prosecution, and that if any explanations
can be given which are consistent with the
innocence of the defendants, he will be
very glad that theE should be placed before
you, and to hear that your Worship has
arrived at the conclusion that the case need
not go further, In that case he will know
that he has done his duty to,his relatives
and to himself in having placed the facts
before you. It is an extremely painful
matter to him to prosecute his own wife,
but I think I shnlf be able to show that Sir
Francis had no alternative but to bring
the matter before the Court. Under the
will of his father Sir . Francis inherited an
estate of £25,000 on  the decease of his
elder brother. Hehad a younger brother,
after whom the widow of the elder brother
would succeed. At the age of twenty-one
Sir “Francis met "his present wife, and
shortly afterward married her, You will
find from the evidence that there was a
design on the part of Lady Gooch to pre-
vent the brother of Sir Francis or Lady
Eleanor Gooch from. inheriting this pro-
perty by means of the child which she de-
sire({ to palm off upon her husband. After
the marriage of the parties, and during the
absence of Sir Francis from London, a
child was born, which died seven months
afterwards.

THE IMAGINARY HEIR.

*‘From that-time up to the month of
August, 1877, Lady Gooch never pretended
that she was going to have another child,
but in that. .month she represented to Sir
F¥rancis that she was enéeinte, and that she
expected to be confined in the following
May. It appears that in the interval they
went to Brighton, and that Sir Frandis
having strong doubts as to her statements,
insisted upon her being examined there, The
lady saw a doctor, and reported that his
statement was that she had been in the
family way for about a month. Still dis-
ntisged, Sir Francis had his wife examined
by the family doctor (Dr. Laking), who
said she was not in the family way at all
Notwithstanding this statement she in-
sisted that she was, and seemed to get
larger and larger; but this will be ae-

A BHAM CONFINEMENT.

‘“She then came up to London, took
rooms at the Grosvenor Hotel as Mrs,
Gooch, and on Monday, the 28th, after
being absent from Miss Garrod from six to
half-past ten in the evening, she came to
her suite of rooms, and taking a large cloak
went outside the hotel and wrapped it
around the nurse Walker and a child which
she was carrying and brought them
through the hotel without being seen by
any one—a circumstance not remarkable,
considering that it was dark, late in the
evening, and that few people were about.
Walker must have known that the fact of
bringing a child of a fortnight old into a
hotel in such a way and at such an hour
was a matter of serious suspicion. Lady
Gooch then went to bed, and on the fol-
lowing morning the chambermaid was in-
formed that Lady Gooch had been confined
during the night. The chambermaid was
told that the lady was confined at three
o'clock in the morning of a boy. Hot
water and othér things that would be ne-
cessary in cases of confinement were then
ordered up. It will be proved that state-
ments on the subject were made by Mrs,
Walker, but that she herself had broaght
in the child, and it will be for you to con-
sider whether. as she knew those state-
ments to be false, she was not a party to
the conspiracy.

A -DOCTOR'S OPINION OF THE . ‘‘ MOTHER”
AND CHILD,

‘ In the morning the room was darkened,
and a doctor of high standing was re-
quested to go up to the rooms and examine
the child and Lady Gooch, if she submitted
toit. I shall call him, and he will tell you
that the child was fourteen days old; the
child was crying, and he said that it could
not be a child just born ; she said she had
separated from her husband, that she was
desirous of regaining his affection, and she
had addpted tﬁ“ child for that purpose; she
begged the medical gentleman not to betray
her secret; he then made an examination of
Lady Gooch, and satisfied himself that she
had not been confined. Miss Garrod made
a short deposition, and a summens was
granted at this court on the followigg morn-
ing against the parties concerned in the
conspiracy.

‘ Forty-eight hours after the supposed
confinement y Gooch was still in bed,
and the summons was served on her. The
summons had a most wonderful effect, for
within twenty minutes of receiving it
Lady Gooch.was up and dressed, and as
well as ever. I shall prove conclusively
that she never had been confined. When
the child was supposed to have been born,
Miss Garrod was asked to telegraph to Sir
Francis'Gooch, telling him a male child had
been born, and upon her refusing to do so,
she was requested to write to the same
effect.”

A question from the Magistrate elicited
the fact that the baby who had done duty
in Lady Gooch’s arms as Sir Francis Gooch’s
son and heir had been sent back to the in-
stitution from which it had been obtained.

TESTIMONY OF LADY GOOCH'S HOUSEKEEPER.
The first witness called was Miss Eliza-
beth Garrod, who said, in reply to Mr.
Lewis—I was hougekeeper and companion
to Lady Gooch. I entered that position, as
housekeeper, in April, 1877. I have arrived
at that age at which I am called Mrs.- Gar-
rod. In August, 1877, Lady . Gooch made
a communication to me. She told me she
was in the family way. She said she ex-
ted to be confined 1n the following May.
had no reason to disbelieve that. I be-
lieved it. In April last Sir Francis and Lady
Gooch, myself and a young lady went down
to Brighton. Sir Francis in my presence
insisted that Lady Gooch should be exam-
ined by & doctor there. That was on the
next day. I did not accompany her to the
doctor. In my presence and that of Sir
Francis Gooch she said that the doctor
stated that if she was enceinte it wasin a
very early stage.

At Brighton, the first evening we ar-
rived, I had occasion to undress her, and
1 observed that she was very much padded ;
in April we returned to Grosvenor street ;
Sir Francis insisted then upon her being
examined by the family physician; Dr.
Laking came to the houseand said thatshe
was not enceinte, and from certain signs he
feared that she weuld never have a child ;
we returned to Benacre Hall in July; I
fognd afterward that she was continuing
the system of padding ; I have been pres-
ent many times when Sir Francis has
spoken to Lady Gooch about her being in

e family way.

What has he said? He always told her
that he” knew she was not in the family
way, and he warned .me very nmiuch not to
lose sight of her ladyship, as he felt that
she was up to some scheme.

She vowed that she was enceinte, and re-
lated circumstances to try and make him
believe it, To me shedid not pretend
that she was so. She explained to me why

- she acted so, uging she was determined to

have a child: She did not think Sir Fran-
cis would live very long, and she would be
left in such a terrible state at his death, as
there were already two dowagers to be paid
out of the estate, and his brother was in a
very ill state of health and could not pos-
sibly live, and then Lady Eleanor would
succeed, whom she was determined to keep
out.
BRIBERY.

Did she propose to give you anything?
Yes ; she offered me her "jewels to any
amount, if I would help her, and an allow-
ance when she should come into the money,
saying that Ishould be one of the happiest
of women and have £100 a year. ’

To people about her did she make any
statement about her condition ? * Yes, re-

-peatedly ; to tenants and any” one with

whom she came in contact. Her statement
was to the effect thut she was expecting
shortly to be confined. I contradicted it to
every one and told her ladyship that I wae
contradicting it. I hoped that I should
stop her, but she said nothing on earth
should prevent her. From time to time
Sir Francis, in my presence, told her he
did not believeher. She still persisted in
the truth of her statement.

MICHIGAN MILLERS ON WHEATS.

The Michigan millers, whose criticisms
on Clawson wheat were so severe last sea-
son, had this variety up for discussion again
at the meeting of the association held at
Jackson recently.

H. A. Hayden, of Jackson, said there is
as great a difference in Clawson as in other
wheats. He has seen excellent Clawson
wheat raised on rich soils in the vicinity
of Jackson, although good-looking Claw-
son lacks strength. In some markets choice
spring wheat brought quite as high a price
as winter wheats, while formerly the dif-
ference in- price was very marked in favour
of winter wheats. He believed that the
introduction of Clawson and other soft
varieties of wheat had lowered the charac-
ter and price of the whole wheat crop of
this State. Hard wheats were best for
use. There was almost universal condem-
nation of soft wheats, which were now
principally exported. He did not see how
it could be milled abread when it cannot
be milled here. If it could be milled else-
where when mixed with other wheats, the
same thing could be done here.

Mr. William Hayden stated that he ob-
tained the best results from hard wheats.
He believed that soft wheats must be dis-
carded. He liked the Egyptian wheat,
which so far as he had seen 18 a solid red
wheat, good and strong.

stated that he bought all the Egyptian
wheat he could get.

Of these he
rred the Treadwell, Lancaster and
Sgyptian, and looked upon Di¢hl as a poor
wheat. Hard, red wheats were tbe most
profitable for miliers. Treadwell was not
a reliable wheat to sow, but when of good
juality was the best wheat he knew of,
" Mr. Hatch, of Detroit, stated that in
baking, strong flour is needed, and conse-
uently spring wheat flour isin demand,
and quoted higher than Michigan winter
wheat flour. A barrel of the latter will
make about 240 pounds of bread, while
Minnesota and St. Louis flour would make
from 270 to 280 pounds. Samples of bread
submitted for his judgment made from
Clawson wheat were pronounced good by
him. A discussion followed as to the mer,
its of Gold Medal wheat. Mr. Hibbard, of
Grand Rapids, liked it. It is good for both
farmer and miller. Mr, Carey, of Grand
Rapids, ranked it as one of the best
wheats. Mr, Comfort, of Tecumseh, stat-
ed that Lenawee county farmers had tried
Gold Medal and given 1t up. Mr. Merrill,
of Kalamazoo, said that Gold Medal was
good in his section, and weighed three or
four pounds more to the bushel than Claw-
son wheat. His experience in grinding
Gold Medal was satisfactory, and he
thought it as good as the old Soul’s wheat,
It yielded from thirty to thirty-two bush-
els per acre,

Mr. Ward has made tests of the yields
of bread by different flours, which he con-
sidered the best method of testing wheat.
A barrel of flour made from the best Lan-
caster wheat yielded 331 pounds of bread.
Four barrels of flour made at Terre Haute,
Ind., from Wabash wheat, yielded 308%
and 310§ pounds of bread to the barrel,
the former being ‘‘ straight” and the latter
‘“patent.” A barrel of flour made from
the first grade of Diehl wheat yielded 278
pounds. The bread from the Diehl wheat
looked bad. The bread from Wabash wheat
looked best, although the bread from the
Lancaster wheat appeared very nice and
retained its moisture longer than others.

HOME-RAISED TREES—AMATEUR
NURSERIES.
. (From the Annual Register.)

Thereare many planters who cannot give
the attention required for raising the youn
trees for new plantations, and these wil
always purchase of large nurseries. Others
not only can spafe the time and labour,
but they become positively interested, and
derive'much pleasure from planting, culti-
vating, budding and grafting young trees,
and the practice acquired in managing
these small plantings, gives them some ad-
ditional skill in gelecting from large nurse-
ries, and in managing orchards of bearing
fruits. To such persons as these, a few
g:ges of hints and practical directions may

acceptable.

SorL For Nurseries.—A good soil is
more important for a nursery, whether
small or large, than for any other purpose.

There is too much labor expended on a

small space to waste it on. poor iand.

Ten thousand good trees may be raised
on an acre of the right kind of ground, and
the trees will be worth from one to two thou-
sand dollars. But if the soil is wet or sterile,
or otherwise unfi, there may not be a hun-
dred good treesin the whole—ninety-nine
hundredths may be poor, crooked or stunted.

It would therefore be better to pay a hun-
dred dollars annually for the rent of the best
ground, than to obtain poor land for
nothing.

A rich, well-drained, medium loam is
best for a general nursery. A
light or sandy soil will raise
peach and cherry“trees, and
often apples, but a stronger
one is required for pears and
plums. But even a clayey
soil, if thoroughly drained,
well worked, and properly
enriched, will usually grow
all these to advantage, and
better than a light sand.
The ground should be quite
free from stones, as these
would add greatly to the labour of culti-
vating and digging the trees, Nothing is
better than an old pasture, if thoroughly
ploughed and made clean and mellow the
previous year. Or if the soil of the pasture
is deep and rich, it may be turned over
early 1n the spring and put in good order at
one operation, by inverting the sod with a
large double plough. A similar operation
may be performed with a spade and hand
labour if but a few trees are to be planted.
If not rich enough without manuring, the
manure should be applied a year or two
previously, and well worked in by cultiva-
tion ; or if it consists of good, thoroughly
rotted compost, it may be applied the pre-
vious autumn, or even early in the spring
before planting. Forty or fifty bushels of

unleached wood ashes per acre, or two or"

three times as much leachedy will be likely
to have an excellent effect. These may
be spread and harrewed in, or mixed with
the compost at the rate of a tenth or twen-
tieth part of its bulk.

Lavise Our.—The rows may be about
four feet apart, and vacant strips twelve
feed wide may be left at each end, for the
horse to turn upon in cultivating.

SEEDLINGS AND Stocks.—For a small
home nursery it will usually be most con-

venient to purchase
the one-year seed-
lings of dealers;
otherwise they may
be raised in " seed-
beds. In raising
seedlings 1t should
be borne in mind
that the seeds
should besound and
fresh, and from the
best growing sorts

pomace or fruit, should be mixed with
damp sand, and planted either in auntumn
or early inspring. If in autumn, the drills
should be covered with a sprinkliag of old
manure, to prevent the surface crusting be-
fore they come up, and to increase their
growth. Cherry stones should be similarly
kept, for if they dry for only a few weeks,
they will not grow. The same effect will
take place with plum stones, except that
they remain dry longer without injury.
Peach stones kept fresh will succeed bet-
ter than oldand dry ones, and all seed of
stone fruit will germinate better if previous-
ly subjected to ing and' thawing,
Peach and plum stones grow at once if
cracked open at planting, taking special
pains not to allow them to dry a moment
after cracking.

DepreE ¥orR PLANTING.—As a general
rule, seeds should not be buried to a depth
of more than five times their diameter.
Apple and pear seed should be covered
nearly an inch, and peach stones nearly
two inches. It is important to have a dry,
rich soil to receive 2ll the seeds, so that
they may be planted before sprauting, or as
soon as the frostis out of the ground in
spring. Many novices fail because they
leave the work till the seeds sprout, or be-
come too dry, or till the soil is too hard
and dry to impart to
them the needed
moisture. Do not
plant the seedlings too
thickly,, or they will
be crowded and small
—never nearer than
an inch or two apart.
Keep the soil perfect-
ly cléan and the sur-
ﬁ;lce mellow through
the growing season.

On the approach of
winter, the seed-
lmgn may be taken up
and secured in damp
moss or sand in the
cellar, for winter root-
g:nfting; or they may

left, with other

ground till early spring :
when they are to%e set out in the nursery
rows. .
SETTING OUT.—Those which have a sin-
ﬁlie tap-root may be rapidly set out with a

bble, (fig. 1.) by first stretchinga cord
for each row, and then thrusting the tool
into the deep mellow earth toa deptha
litttle greater than the length of the root
(the point of which, if previously too long,
is clipped with a knife) ; the root is insert-
ed, and a few thrusts of the tool into the
soil fills the hole and presses the earth
against the plant. No cavities or inter-
stices are, asin fig. 2, to be left at the low-
er part of the hole, but all must be com-
pactly filled (fig. 3,) or the roots will be
likely to dry and the plants to perish. If
the roots are much branching, they cannot
be well set out in this way, but a spade
must bensed for the planting, one man
holding each successive seedlin by hand
against the stretched line, Wbifc another
covers the roots with the spade, moving
backwards along the row. The cultivation
must continue 'through the season,
keeping the rows perfectly clear of weeds
and the surface mellow, using the hand-hoe
when neccessary,

other substances are used, but we cannot
give precise particulars about these, as
they must only be compounded by, and un-
der the supervision of a8 medical man. It
will be much safer for those not acquainted

bruised and mixed with bran, &c., as most
suitable. There isa danger of some medi-
cines being absorbed, and doing great harm,
belladonna being one in reference to which
we cannot be too careful,

Besides employing poultices in order to
draw the parts, it may be also required to
cleanse them from foul, bad smelling, irri-
uting, and even contagious discharges.
The feet of cattle affected with foul, the
legs of horses affected with grease, &o.,
are often very offensive, and . need much
patience in order to overcome the noisome
odour arising from them. Itis usual to
nglply some substance which will destroy
this odour, and at the same timé, set up
healthy action. ,One of the most common
forms of such cleansing poultice is com-
posed of powdered charcoal, kept warm
and moist by warm water; but as the
action of these appliances really depends
most apon #ome ingredient, which is put
into it as a vehicle, as bran, linseed meal,
sawdust, &e., it is not essential that a dis-
infectant application consist entirely and
solely of charcoal powder. We, therefore,
simply mix with the article preferred, such
agents as carbolic, or cresylic acid, bleach-
ing powder, or chloride of lime, solution of
chloride of zine, chloralum, &c., the main
thing to be remembered being, that such
poultices should be frequently renewed,
and always destroyed as soon as they are
done with. In somé instances ordinary
lime is used with some other substance, as
bran, sawdust, &c., but a more useful
agent, which we would recommend in pre-
ference, is M’Dougall’s disinfecting powder,
mixed in the proportion of 1 1b, to 4 1b. of
the usual article.

In the use of various leavesand plants as
poultices, thereis nothing to recommend
them further than being useful as vehicles
of heat and moisture, and in this particu-
lar are not equal to the articles already
enumerated.

LAWLESSNESS IN KENTUCKY.

Civil War and Wholesale Slaugh-
ter in Breathitt County."

A Feud Arising from the County Judge-
ship Election—Lawlessness and Disorder
Rife—Many Persons Milled and Wound-

Bye"i‘elegnph to The Mail.]

New York, Nov. 30.—The Herald's
Lexington, Ky., special says :—Breathill
county is in a state of civil war. At the
last election great bitterness was developed
between J. W. Burnett and Ned Strong,
the contestants for the County Judgeship.
Captain Bill Strong, a noted desperado, as-
sistel by the negroes, championed Ned
Strong, while Burnett also had special sup-
porters. Other families, known as the
Allens and the Littles, became involved.
On Monday John Aikman, leading a dozen
horsemen, dashed into the town and
furiously attacked Stronf'u clan. Two men
were shot, one of them fatally. The next
day the opposing forces . met and a
number of shots were exc dged When
the smoke cleared it was found that Judge
Burnett had been shot through the heart.
A posse of Allen’s men attempted to rescue
Little, who had been gaoled. Tom Little,
brother of the prisoner, begged them to de-
sist when he was shot dead. From the

1 the mob retired breathing vengeance
or Little’s death. 9 d was detailed
to dig the grave of Judge Burnett by the
side of his sweetheart who died one year
ago. The ladies and citizens who came to
attend the funeral have beaten a hasty re-
treat. Lawlessness and disorder are rife
and everybody is leaving town. The Gov-
ernoror has been asked for troops.

LexivetoN, Ky,, Nov. 30.—The latest
news from Breathitt, dated Mount Sterling,
to-day, states that Jackson is still in pos-
sion of the mob, but that the champions of
law are in possession of the court honse and
gaol. Picket firing is kept up and many
persons have been killed and wounded, No
action has yet been taken by the Govern-
ment,

LexineToN, Ky., Dec. 1.—Communica-
tion with Jackson is almost entirely cut off.
At last accounts the factions still hold the
towp, slaying each other as opportunity
offers. Firing is principally maintained by
sharpshooters from behind barricades and
entrenchments. Several persons have been
killed in revenge for the death of Tom
Little whe was shot while addressing a
mob at the gaol door. Several non-com-
bating citizens have been hit by bullets
and some killed. The disturbance is not
likely to abate without more bloodshed and
violence. Nothing whatever has been
done in regard to sending the military to
the scene.

UNITED STATES NAVY.

Its Present Condition and Future Possi-
bilities—Secretary Thompson's Report.
WasHiNgTON, Nov. 28,—The Secretary

of the Navy’s annual report states that

since the former report the condition of
the navy has considerably improved. There
are thirty-three cruisiog vessels now in
commission and ready for active service,
and nineteen more can be got ready in
a few months, The whole of these nine-
teen vessels can be repaired and put in
thorough condition with the present appro-
priations and those asked for for the next fiscal
year, and therefore without any additional
¢ upon the .. ‘The number of.
monitors fit for active service is fifteen ; of
torpedo boats, two. The Secretary says that
in an emergency thefighting forceof the navy
could soon beraised to ninety-three vessels of
all classes. The Secretary refers to the pro-
posed cruise to the coast of Africa, andsays
the most satisfactory results are expected.

The Secretary’s estimates for next year are

$14,562,381, or $33,950 in excess of last

year. The excess is for the benefit of. the

Marine corps and Naval Academy, and not

for the navy proper. There was an unex-

pended balance 0.1 hand on June 30th of
$501,272. The expenditures from July 1st
to November lst, 1878, have been $520,899
less than for the same period last year.

The Secretary discusses the relations of

the navy to commerce and says :—*‘ No

nation can afford to geave its commerce un-
guarded upon the seas. The duty of pro-
tecting ours is now greater and more urgent
than it has ever been befare. - Our present
navy is, or can be made without any other
than the current annual appropriations,
amply sufficient to protect our commerce
in the present stage of its development,
but as our surplus productions are annually
increasing, and must be transported to
foreign markets or become & fotal -loss on
our hands, the question whether or not
the navy shall be improved o as to provide
for this state of anticipated development
must, either now or at _some time in the
near future, be decided by Congress.”

———

The Secretary of War’s annual report
states that the strength of the army is
24,761 men. He says perfect quiet now
reigns on the Mexican border. The expen-
ditures for the year ending June 30th were

,824,734 less than_for the previous year,

APPLES AS FOOD,

Apples are said to be a drug in the mar-
ket,gnt they certainly need not be 8o in the
farmer’s house, however - plenty they may
be. How we ever got along with so few,
last year, is now a4 mystery to us all. Times
are and money scarce, and apples can
be made %o fill in many a vacant corner un-
supplied otherwise. 2 Toam )

t us first speak of them as being eaten
raw. They have been called a ‘‘ masculine
fruit,” and relished most by men and boys,
but if women and girls understaqud how it
is to be done, they will eat their share,
this winter. Have them upon the table,
morning, neon and night. Before getting
up from the table, eat from one to three,
or even more, if you want them, Then
you will have no extra dishes to wash, and
no dirty, sticky fingers to sew with, which
I honestly believe to be the reason women
eat so few apples. Eating one involves the
trouble of washing the hands before com-
mencing sewing again, whereas men can
brush their hands throngh the grass, over
the husks, or upon their overalls, and are
all right.

Then, considering the many ways of cook-
ing, we hardly know what to say about it,
but oh ! so many housewives know so little
about cooking the apple! Sour apples
should be baked in deep earthen pﬂtes,
and when about half done sprinkle a little
white sugar over and between them., The
sugar and juice will make a nice jelly,
which should be poured over the apples

when'they areputin a dish for eating.

Sweet apples should be baked very slowly
and tumeg over frequently, that ail sides
may be well cooked. Eaten cold, with
milk or cream, they are delicious.

Pandowdies are made by paring, cutting
and coring sweet apples enough to filla
very deep pan ; put in a little cold water—
a cupful perhaps —and cover very closely
with rye and indian meal crust. Bake
four or five hours, then break the crust up,
push it down into the hot apples, cover
tightly with a plate and bake two or three
hours longer ; then take from the oven and
and let it stand covered until morning, when,
with good rich milk, you will have a dish
fit to set before.the king, or any other man.

Apple with tapioca is perfectly Helicious.
Take sour apples, pare and slice. Have
ready two cups of flake tapioca, seaked
two hours in one pint of water. Add one
small cup of sugar, a pinch of salt, and
your sliced apple, a quart or more. Bake
slowly two hours. Kat cold or hot, with
sugar and good rich milk. Stir frequently
while baking. Some pare the apples and,
digging out the cores, set ‘them mnto the
prepared tapioca, whole,and bake as above.

Agl;?le dumplings are made in many ways,
of which I wifl give a few.

No. 1.—Butter a deep earthern pam ; line
it with a paste made like cream tartar
biscuit ; fill with quarters of sour apples;

ut a cover of dough on, and steam slow-
y three hours. Eat hot with sauce.

No. 2.—Pare and dig out the cores to
eight sour apples. Wrap each one ina
piece of dough, made pretty short; place
upon a4 buttered tin, and bake until you
can run a knitting needle through them.
Eat cold or hot with pudding sauce.

No. 3.—Brepare a Eesping pint of flour
as for cream tartar biscunit ; line a squash
gie plate very lightly with a part of the

ough ; fill heaping full with sour juicy
apples ; roll the remainder of the erust just
largeenough to cover the whole and tuck
in. ‘Cut a slit in the top to let out the
steam, or it will burst out &t the sides.
Bake one hour and a half in a pretty quick
oven., Eat hot with sance.
ing pint of flour as
ve ready one
pintof sour apples, chopped coarse ; stir
into the flour or dough, Emt as you please.
Steam in a covered ern dish one hour
and a half. Eat hot with sauce.

No. 5,—Prepare one pint of flour as
above. Have ready sliced one pint of ap-

le. Roll the dough out large enough to

old the apple. Pour itin, roll the dough
up around it, lay in a dish and steam one
hour and a half. This is called ‘‘apples in
a blanket.” Eat hot with sauce.

¢ Slabs” are made by making a dough of
one heaping pint of flour, as you would
cream tartar biscuit; then divide it into
five pieces and roll out the size of'a tea

late ; fry each piece separately in boiling
ﬂrd, and sp while hot with cider ap-
ple sauce sweetened with sugar and spiced
with cinnamon or nutmeg. Spread each
‘“slab,” place one upon another, and cut as
you would pie.

I hardly think one could ever become
satiated with apples, there are so ‘many
ways of cooking. Fried pork and apple,
with baked potatoes, is not a dish tobe
despised. F¥ry a few slices of good sweet
pork. Cut and core, but never pare, mild
apples enough to fill your fry-pan, and put
into the hot pork fat. Cover closely and
cook until soft, stirring up from the fry
pan frequently, or they will burn, When
done, pourout upon a platter, tip the plat-
ter up sideways and let the fat drain out.

A farmer’s wife should plan to have ap-
ples upon the table, in some form, every
meal, when they are as abundant as they
are this year, as by that means they can be
made to reduce the butcher’s and grocer’s
bill.
