E min: t.cn of the !=n er
vl db,cesses at the roots of the
teeth, which is responsible for
a variety of il!s ranging from
rheumatiem’to eye trouble, is
expected tobe the result of re-
search work which has been’
carried out for five years at the
University of Toronto and
which is only now revealed by
an article in the Jan. num-
ber of the Dominion Dental
Joumnal, written by a member
of ‘the research staff. An-
nouncement of the result of
the research werk is now made
to the dental profession at
large alter thorough testing.
The new discovery consists of
using copper amalgam as a
permanent filling for the root
canals of the tooth' This has
been used before as a fiiling
for teeth, but, until the re-
search work at the university,
it was not known to have a
permanent germicidal effect.
Dr. F. C.Husband, a Toronto
dentist, gets the credit for
what is expected to be the
greatest advance in dentistry
in a hundred yéars.

Research work has been
carried on at the University
of Torontoe since March, 1920,
first under the direction of
Prof. J. J. Mackenzie, who
died, and then under Prof. O.
Klotz. Results of the work of
the staff have beefi given be-
fore various dental associat-
ions: and the discovery willkte
explained in a paper from the
Toronto section to be read at
the meeting of the Internat-
ional Association of Dental
Research, which takes place
at Chicago next March.
