Shecking Railroad Disaster.

One of the most dreadful railroad
disasters ever known happened in
Illinois on Wednesday night last, the
1oth inst. The train to which the
accident occurred was a special of
fifteen coaches and two engines, and
had on board over nine hundred ex-
cursionists bound for Niagara. The

train left Peoria, 1N, at 7 o'clock ind

the evening, on the Illinois Central
Railroad ; at a point not far from
Bloowington it switched unto the
Toleda, Peoria and Western road.
Shortly before midnight it passed
through Chatsworth and a few min-
utes later came to a buming bridge
across the Vermillion River near Piper

City. - There was no time to stop the|’

train which was going at a rapid rate,
and the cars with their human freight
were hurled to destruction. Over two
hundred persons were killed outright,
and four or five hundred wounded.
The bridge is supposed to have been
burned by a prarie fire. The follow
ing despatches tell the dreadful tale :

The train
was com wix sleeping cars, six
day coaches and chair cars, and three
baggage cars. It was carrying 960 pas-
senge all excursionists, and was
bound for Niagara Falis. The train had
been made up all along the line of
Toledo, Peoria and Western Road, and
the excursionists hailed from various
points on the Central lllinois, the bulk
of them, however, coming from Peoria
Some of the ngers came from Can-
ton, El Paso, Washington, and in fact
all stations along the line. Some were
rom as far west as Burlington and
Keokuk, lowa. A special chqap rate
had been made for the excursion, and
all sorts of people took advantage of it
When the train drew out of Peoria at
8 ¢'clock last evening, it was loaded to
its utmost capacity. Eyery berth in
the six sleepers was taken and <he day

cars carried sixty people each. The
train was so heavy that two engines
were attached to it, and when it passed

it was an hour and a Lalf behind
time. Chatsworth, the next station east
of here, is six miles off, and he run
was made in 7 minutes, so the terrible
momentam of those 15 coaches and two
engines shooting through space at the
rate of a mile a minute can be nnder-
stood. The train did not stop at Chats-
worth, and sped by the small stations|
with lightuing «peonlv Three miles east
of Chatsworth is a little slough, and
where the railroad crosses a dry run
about ten feet deep and fifteen feot
wide. Over this was stretched an or-
dinary wooden trestle bridge, and as
the excursigp train came thundering
down on it, what was the horror of the
engineer on the first engine as right
before his eyes leaped the bright flames,
and the next instant he was among
them. There was no chance to stop had
there been a warning It would have
takén half a mile to stop that onrushing
mass of wood,iron and human lives,
and the train was within a hundred
vards of the red-tonged mesgonger of
death before they tlashed their fatal
signals into the engiueer's face, but he
passed over in safety. The first engine
ept the rails. As it went over, the
bridge fell beneath it, and it could only
have been the terrific spsed of the train
which saved the lives of the engineer
and his fireman; but the next engine
went down, and instantly the deed of
death was done.
