Montreal Gazette : — « Liberal
journals were mad at what they
called the unconstitutional pro-
posal of the Government to dis-
solve Parliament a year before its
time was up. Now they appear
to be as much annoyed that Par-
liament is not to be dissolved.
They evidently have as little hope
of profit in a session as they had
of gaif in a dissolution.”

Ottawa Journal :—“ Prince Ed-
ward Island shows & considerable
deficit in her financial statement
for the past year. So has every
province in the Dominion save
Ontario.  They are all Liberal
Governments, too, except one.
How much more forcible would
be the diatribes of Laurier, Cart-
wright, McMillen, Davies, Martin,
ete., against extravagance at
Ottawa if only their provincial
allies would show a little econ-
omy.”

Lord Salisbury spoke at Lime-
house, England, the other day, on
religious teaching in the scbools,
and his remarks are somewhat
interesting at the present juncture
in Canada. According to - the
London Spectator he held that
“The sound system is that under
which a man would pay his edu-
cation rate to the school which he
approves, and it is towards that
we must gradually advance. The
state will not be suffered to act
like a Russian censor, and black
out any religious opinions of which
it does not approve.”

The Patriot is not satisfied with
our review of the Provincial finan-
ces. We hardly imagined it would
be, yet we think we were not very
far astray in our estimate of the
Provincial debt.  The editor of
the Patriot, being, no doubt, “a
financial expert” coasiders him-
self qualified to juggle with the
records, and draw from them such
statements as may best suit his
party. If afarmer or a business
man contracts, during the course
of the year,a number of bills, and
at the end of the year, finding
himself without- money to pay
these bills; mortgages his farm or
other property, to raise the neces-
sary funds, does he by that means
free himself from debt ? Is there
anyone who will not say the con-
trary is the fact; that he, not only,
does not free himself from debt;
but converts a floating into
a permanent debt. That is just
the position of the Government.
They find themselves in debt, and
they issue debentures, and raise
money in the form ot loans, to
meet these debts, pledging the
credit of the Province for the
payment of the money borrowed.
If we erred at all, regarding the
debt of the Province, it was be-
cause we put it at too low a figure.
Sufficient has since come to light
to warrant that belief. The report
of the Public Works Department,
shows that the amount of $11,-
292.10 due on contracts, was car-
ried over to this year, and the
Premier, in his Budget Speech
stated that, up to the last of
March, just past, almost $90,000
had been raised in the form of
loans. That makes over fifty
thousand dollars more added to
the debt of the Province than the
Public Accounts for last year
show. From this our yreaders
will readily see that our estimate
of the Provincial debt was not at
all exaggerated.

As will be seen by our report of
the proceedings of the Legisla-
ture, Premier Peters delivered his
budget speech, on Friday even-
ing last. The effort was not one
of extraordinary brilliancy, and
consisted, for the most part, of
laudatjoh of the present Govern-
ment for their wonderful achieve.

previous Conservative administra-
tions for their innumerable sins

there was really ne deficit last
year; that the deficit which did
appear in the public accounts was
only apparent. For the future,
according to the Premier’sideas of
things, deficits are to be unknown
quantities in the public affairs of
this Province so long, at least as
the present Liberal Government
are permitted to rule. He painted
matters in such roseate hues
that a stranger listening to him,
and knowing nothing of the actual
state of affairs, would be lead to
imagine we had an ideal Govern-
ment in this Province, and that
the people were not groaning
under any burdens. He did not
tell the House .the extent of the
permanent debt,  which his Gov-
ernment had saddled on ‘the Pro-

bring about the “apparent deficit”
m the financial statement. His
sipeech from beginning to end, was
a continuous boast of what he
and his colleagues in the Govern-
ment had accomplished, as com-
pared with the “wicked Tories,”
when they held the reins of power.
He claimed particular credit for
the reduction in the expenditure
for the administration of Justice,
last year, this was his own special
branch of the public service. After
recounting to his own satisfaction
what wonderful things that had
yeen (jone by his Government, the
Premier proceeded to outline the
ways and means by which
~evenue, sufficient to meet the ex-
penditure of the current year,
vould be raised. So satisfactory
lid he find his calculation of
revenue, to be derived from dif-
ferent sources, that he exulted in
the anticipation of a small sur-
plus at the end of the year. At
vhis point he took occasion to tell
the House that Liberal Govern-
uents do not want large surpluses.
[o those having much knowledge
f the history of Liberal Govern-
xnents, either Provincial or Fed-
sral, such information was alto-
gether unnecessary. Referring
10 the moneys received by the
Government under the temporary
loan aet, he told the House that,
up to the last of March, just past,
nearly $90,000 had been thus
raised. That is important infor-
nation, as it shows that at least
$50,000 have been added to the
debt of the Province since the
31st December last. The Pre-
:nier estimated that $30,000
would be received from the Land
Office. Inorder that this would
be effected, he admitted that the
delinquents would have to be com-
pelled to come forward. From land
tax he expects to receive $32,500;
from income tax, $6,300; from
commercial travellers, $4,200;
from succession tax$700 or $800.
In addition to all those, a very
large sum is expected from the
steamer Florida. Perhaps so. The
total revenue he figured out-at
$282,000. But the crowsin
glory of the financial year, woul
be the advent of the Grits to
power at Ottawa. The Premier
expressed himself as most san-
guine regarding their prospects in
the next Dominion general elgc—
tion. 1If only they get the Fed-
eral Government, he feels satisfied,
a large amount of money will be
received from them, by the Gov-
ernment of this Province. We
ure very much afraid the Prem-
ier’s hopes will be ruthlessly shat-
tered.

Hon. Mr. Gordon, Leader of the
Opposition, although at a great
disadvantage, being obliged to.re-
ply, at once, to the budget with-
outany previousknowledgeof what
it might contain, made an excel-
lent, spirited speech. He said the
Leader of the Gevernment, special
pleader as he was, had painted
the Provincial affairs in very fine
style.  But he would quote from
the records to show that things
were not just as lovely as the Hon.
Leader of the Government would
have us believe. = The Premier
had severely ecriticised the late
Government’s financial manage-
ment; but he (Mr. Gordon) showed
that, for the thirteen years they
had been in power, the average
annual deficit amounted to .only
$7,500. Look at the state of
affairs now. We were in debt
$185,000 for debentures; over
$40,000 for loans; $45,000 had
been wrung from the " people in
taxes. This was what the poor
people of this province had to
face, in a poor year. Notwith-
standing the plausable story told
by the Leader of the Government,
the people were not satisfied, and
this dissatisfaction would break
out in a voice of thunder before
long. The Premier had brought
up the Registry Office once more.
In 1893 the Leader of the Govern-
ment had told the House, he
thought, that this matter had
came to an end, and that every-
thing was lovely in the Registry
Office ; but it appears it has to be
dragged in once more. He pointed
out that the Leader of the Govern-
ment was wrong in his comparison
of the amounts paid for education
by the respective governments.
In 1890 the late Government spent
$113,000 for education. The
Leader of the Government, he
said, boasted of the correctness of
his estimates ; but what about the
estimated receipts from poll tax ?
He considered the claim against
the steamer Florida a most extra-
ordinary item to put in a capital
account. The road niachines, he
said, had improved the roads
where improvements were not
wanted; but, in the swamps, where
there was the greatest need of im-
provement, they were of no use.
Notwithstanding the Premier’s
predictions when he assumed
power, the era of deficits had not
yet ended; the golden age had
not yet arrived, and he had not
much more confidence in what
had been said now by the Premier
than when he came into power.

During his speech on the budget,in
reply to the Deader of the Govern-

by unearthing a rather amusing pas-
sage from the budget speech of Pre-
mier Peters in 189x. Mr. Pelers

Bishop McDonald sets out for Rome
After the high Mass in St. Dunstan’s
Cathedral on Sunday last, His Lord-
ship Bishop McDonald, approached
the sanctuary railing and addressed
the congregation.

It would
be a pleasure to him, be said, to be
able to tell the Pope of the faith and
devotion of the Catholics of this
diocese. He then referred to the
new Gathedral, and exhorted the pec-
ple to contribute as generously as
possible towards this much needed
undertaking. He expressed the hope
that about a year from now work
would be commenced .on the building.
The intention was to finish the base-
ment and use it for service till the
main building was finished. It was
the hope, if possible, to lay the
corner stone on the 24th of June,
1897, the four-hundreth annniversary
of the discovery of the Island. In
conclusion he recommended himself
to the prayers of his faithtul people
during his absence and bestowed up-
on them his blessing. Since then
great numbers ' have called on His
Lordship, at the Palace to bid
him good-bye and wish him \a
safe journey; and he has been
the recepient in many ways, of tokens
of esteem from his diocesans.

When the
charge indicated by his testimony in
court was read to him, he stood . with
hi§ bands in his pockets, silent-and
apparently unconcerned.

This week the organization of the
Colonial Iron and Coal Company will
take place at St. JohngN. B. 1t is
stated that English and American
capitalists are interested with Mr.
Lsckie, and that blast furnaces pro-
ducing one hundred tons of pig iron
per day will be in operation in Carle-
ton by this time next year.

Mr. Angers. said
that his infomation was received from
a reliable correspondent in Pueblo,
who states that Prof. Mayo, the Ve:-
erinarian of Kansas, State Agricu'-
tural College, reports that the disease
has found footing in Kapsas. Eight
cattle have died with it, and about
fifty head are now suffering from the
disease. Mr. Angers said bhe thought
it his duty to call the attention of
quarantine officers to this report.

Hon. Mr. Peters explained the pro-
visions of the Seduction Act as it ex-
isted at present, and showed under
what circomstances the offence came
within the criminal code. .He pointed
ont that if the proposed change was
made a person Who ~was fined
$200 could be kept in prison for three
years and six months. He thought
this was altogether too long a term of
imprisonment. He did not think the
measare should pass; but be would
have no object om to the passing ofa
gection which wonld provice that the
term of imprisonment should mnot ex-
ceed three or six months. Under the
law as it exists no person can “swear
out” who is able to pay. He believed
the passing of the proposed measure
would not advance public morals, and
asserted that the law, even as it exists
at present, was sometimes used for ex-
torting blackmail.

Hon. Mr Gordon said that young
men were sometimes pnnished er
this Act when they were innocent, and
i bis opinion it would bea retrograde
movement to page a measure such as
the ome under eonsideration. Educa
tion rather than legislative enactment
was the way.to elevate the morals of
the people. ’

Mr. McKinnon did not agree with
the Attorney-Gene:sl respecting the
Curation of the period of imprisonment
He thought that a person imprisoned
under the act could be got out under
habeas corpus. There must be some
gond reason for the making of this
change in the act, otherwise it would
uot now be brought forward. He
moved an amendment which proviced
“that when any debtor applies for dis-
charge under either of the said acts it
shall be in the discretion of any of the

mit him for a period not exceeding six
months.” He thought this amendment
which was in line with the Ontario
law, would meet the views of the
House respecting imprisonment. It
left the whole matter in the discretion
of the judges who could be depended
upon W en circumstances arise to
punish a man according to his deserts.

Mr. Robertson briefly addressed the
ccommittee on the question.

Mr. Rogers (Alberton) did not think
that the mere fact of a man paying
(say) $200 under the civil law prevent-
ed him from being prosecuted under
the eriminal law. He argued in favor
of better protection Tor women in respect
to the matter under consideration, and
thought that the proposed change was
a step in that direction. He thought,
however, that the term of imprison-
ment was too great; t_at it should not
be more than one year.

Hon. Mr Peters pointed out that
under the proposed biil a man could be
imprisoned for three years and six
months, whilst -he cozld not be im-=
prisoned for more than two years when
the age of the girl made the offence
criminal. He thought the passivg of
the proposad law would therefore tend
to make the Legislature ridiculous.
He suggested that the term of imprison-
ment be made shorter, and expressed
the opinion that one year was too long.

Progress was reported.

House resum committee on the
bill relating to the appointment of
sheriff’s, with Mr. . Robertson in the
chair.

Hon. Mr. Peters moved that the bill
be réported agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Gordon moved that the
report of the committee be received
three months henca. In so doing be
put in & strong plea agsinst making any
change in the manner of appointing
sheriffs, and said they shonld ge select-
ed by the Judges as at present. He
thought the sheriffs of the three Counties
discharged their duties well, and were
competent for the positions they held.
He was very sorry to hear the aspersions
cast upon them the other day.

Mr. 8haw, in seconding the motion,
also spoke highly of the manner in
which the sheriffs dischaged their
duties, and said he was decidedly
opposed to the proposed change in the
manner of appointing them.

He was willing to vote for a measure that
would provide for a term of imprisonment
not exceeding nine months. e thought
that if the change he suggested were made
there would be very little opposition to
the bill.

Mr. Bell thought that the Stipendiary
Magistrates should have jurisdiction in
these casea.

Hon Mr Peters advised the House
to be careful not to pass a criminal law
under the guise of a civil law, and thus
defeat the object which it was desired to
attain.

Macaulay on the Influence of
the Catholic Church In
England.

It is remarkable that the two great-
ast and most salutary social revolu-
tions which have taken place in Eng-
land, and that revolution which, in
the thirteenth century, put an end to
the tyranny of nation over nation,
and that revolution which, a few gen-
erations later, put an end to the prop-
erty of man in man, were silently and
imperceptibly effected. They struck
contemporary observeis with no sur-
prise, and have received from his-
torians a very scanty measure of at-
tention. They were brought about
neither by legistative regulations nor
by physical force—moral causes
noiselessly effaced first the distinction
between Norman and Saxon, and
then the distinction between master
and slave.
It would be most unjust not to
acknowledge that the chief agent in
these two great deliverances was re-
ligion ; and it may perhaps be doubt-
ed whether a purer religion might not
have been found a less efficient agent.
The benevolent spirit of the Chris-
tian morality is undoubtedly adverse
to distinctions of caste.  But to the
Church of Rome such distinctions are
peculiarly odious; for they are incom-
patible with other distinctions which
are essential to her system.  She as-
cribes to every priest a mysterious
dignity which entitles him to the re-
verence of every layman; and she
does not consider any man disqualifi-
ed by reason of his nation or of his
family for the priesthood. Her doc-
trines respecting the sacerdotal char-
acter, however erroneous they may
be, have repeatedly mitigated some
of the worst evils which can afflict
society. That superstition cannot be
regarded as unmixedly noxious which,
in regions cursed by the tyraony ot
race over race, creates an aristocracy
altogether independent of race,inverts
the relation between the oppressor
ard the oppressed, and compels the
hereditary master to kneel before the
tribunal of the hereditery bondman.
"I'o this day, in scme zountries where
negro slavery existe, Popery appears
in advantageous contrast to other
forms of Ohristianity.
that the antipathy between the Euro-
pean and African races is by mno
means so strong at Rio Janeiro. as at
Washington ~ In our own ccuntry
this peculiarity of the Roman Catholic
system produced during the middle
ages many salutary effects. It is true
that shortly after the battle of Hast-
ings, Saxon prelates and 2bbots were
violently deposed, and that ecclesiasti-
cal adven'urers from the Continent
were intruded by hundreds into lucra-
tive benifices.

That particular angd undue
prominence s given to the socalled
evidence of Mr. John O’Donoghue,
whilst no mention whatever is made
of the resolutions unamiosuly passed
at a mass meeting of Catholics held
in the city of Winnipeg, which were
read by Mr. Ewart during his argu-
ment, wherein Mr. O’Donohue was
denounced, and it was shown that far
from being a representative Catholic
he has not in any respect the confi
dence or even the esteem of the
Oatholic body in this country.

2nd. ‘That the statement of United
Canada that Mr. O’Donoghue’s “testi-
mony was a revelation,” is calculated
to leave the false impression that there
is some t-uth in the scandalous asser-
tions he made regarding the Catholic
schools in Manitoba.

3rd. That the whole tendency of
United Canada’s report seems to be
in the direction of elevating Mr.
O’Donoghue into the position of a
representative Catholic, and of sup-
pressing everything st was said and
done to show he has no claim to that
character.

4 h. That as a Catholic paper it
should surely have been the duty of
United Canada, if it felt it desirable
to publish Mr. O’Donoghue’s false
assertions as to the langnage uted by
Archbishop Langevin in the pulpit. of
St, Mary’s church, to have at least in
the same issue published the fast
that the resolutiuns of the mass meet-
ing of Catholics read by Mr. Ewart
showed there was not one word of
truth in the statements.
sth. That in further publishing an
interview with Mr. O’Donoghue and
giving what it calls “his version of the
trouble” United Canada seems to us
to have gone out of its way to present
to its readers the impression that
there is a difference of opinion be-
tween the clergy and the laity, the
French and the Irisb, on this question,
when as a matter of fact nothing hss
been left undone that the Catholic
people of all degrees and national-
ities could do to shew their absolute
unanimity.
6th. That in asking the ques.ion :—
“How is it so many prominent Cath-
olics are opposed to your view ?”
United Canada plainly showed that
the resolftions we bave referred to
had confe under its notice, and we
find 1t difficult to understand what
can have lead a Catholic paper ta
publish Mr. O'Donoghue’s statement
without one word of reference to the
said resolutions.

Lastly—=That we desire again to
inform the Catholic people of Qutario
and the east, and all who have read
United Canada’s report of the school
case fhat Mr, O'Donoghue represents
no doe but himself ; that if his testi-
mony was a revelation it could only
have been because of the astounding
audacity of the man, and the length
to which he is evidently prepared to
go 19 his crusade against the most

Bishop Weathers,

The Right Rev. William Weathers,
one of the auxiliary Bishops ot West-
minster, died at Nazareth House,
Isleworth, on Monday, March 4.
The venerable prelate, who was in his
eighty-first year, had received the last
Sacraments. His loss is mourned by
many priests and nuns in Westmin-
ster and Southwark with acute grief,
for a large number of priests in both
dioceses were brought into affectionate
relationship with him as pupil on the
one side and tutor or principal of their
college on the other, while he ordain-
ed many clergy and professed a con-
siderable number of nuns.  Catholics
generally, though prepared for his
d2ath, will learn of it with sorrow.
He was until a few years ago a prec-
minent figure in the Catholic world,
and there was something so persopally
attractive about the man as to”leave
an impression of the kindliest descrip-
tion upon all whom he met. He
was born in London in 1814 and
with his mother, a sister and a brother,
was received into the Church after his
father’s death, both his parents having
been members of the Church of Eng-
land. In 1823 he was, with his
brother, sent to a school in Baddesley,
Warwickshire, under the direction of
Franciscans. In 1828 he and his
brother became students at St. Ed-
mund’s College, Old Hall, Ware, and
he was ordained priest ia 1838. He
remained at the college, holding vari-
ous offices, until he became president
in 1851, succeeding the Very Rev.
Dr. Cox.
seventeen years, receiving the title of
doctor ia the meantime, during his
term as president several additions
were made to the college.

In July, 1869, Dr. Weathers took
charge of the new Seminary of St.
Thomas, Hammersmith, and in that
year received the title of Mnsignor.
Subsequentiy, on visiting Rome, he
was appoiuted Domestic Prelate to
His Holiness. In 1872 he was con-
secrated a Bishup Auxiliarv, receiving
the title of Bishop of Amycla. When
St. Thomas’ Seminary was closed not
very long ago, the Bishop of Amycla
decided to spend the remainder of his
days with the Sisters of Nazareth at
[sleworth, near London. A friend-
ship extending over forty years had
existed between him and the Sisters,
and for the last two years he had re-
sided at the Nazareth House as chap-
lain. Here he has been attended in
his last illness with the most assidu-
ous care. One of the good Sisters
tells us that “the Bishop’s end was
full of faith, piety, humility and self-
denial. Indeed, the Sisters had often
to remonstrate with him on the extent
to which he had practised mortifica«
tion, by not taking the care and the
rest the doctor had ordered. With
his usual humility be yielded to their
remonstrances after a struggle, remark-
ing, ¢ Must I obey, too?"”

A solemu Requiem Mass was sung
at the Pro-Cathedral Kensington, on
Tuesday morning, March 12th. The
funeral took place at St. Edmund’s
Oollege, Old Hall, on Wednesday.—
