All hope seemed now to be lost. The
captain, the sutvivors of his crew, and the
male passengere, stood motionless, gazing
on each other in utter amazement and
despair. The females, whom the inclemen

berths, had been kept in ignorance as to
the extent of our perils, but could be kept
in euch ignorance no longer. They shriek-
ed not, but clasping their hands, and press-
ing their- children more closely to their
bosoms, gazed upwards with looks of sup-
plication, and te:ror, and heaving deep-
drawn sighs, sank back in dispair upon their
pillows. To remedy the mischief of this
terrible disaster was out of the question ;
nor, exhausted as all were by cold and
fatigue, was it poasibie for ue even to erect
jury-masts, while the storm raged with such
wadoess and fury. Nothing more could
now be Jone than to clear thé wreck, and
leave ourselves to the care of Providence,
and the mercy of the waves, obedient oniy
to His control who alone could snield us
from the blast'#dread onsct.
When night begawagain to set in u‘on
us, the gale had in some meas
its fury, and itg violence was partially
abated ; but, as if there could be no diminu-
tion of the horrors of our situation, a new
peril approached with the gathering dark-
ness. ‘I'o our further consternation it was
discovered that the bark had sprung a leak,
and the water was making rapidly in the
hold. The pumps were instantly manned,
but to little effect ; the water increased ;
and before midnight it was found that the
preservation of our lives, even for another
hour, depended uwpon taking.to tue long-
boat, regardless of the fraginenta of floating
ice, and yet heavy swell of the sea. It was
clear that we could not be’ many leagues
from the eastern part of Anticosti : and the
wind, which still swept in a stiff ‘breeze
down through the channel between Ncw-l
foundland and Labgador, would probably
drive the boat thither, could she live upon
the water.

TRANSMUTATION OF OATS INTO
WHEAT, BARLEY, OR RYE.

The statement of the Rev. G. Moore, at
the dinner of the Sittingbourne Agr cultu-
ral Associati having d some in-
teresting discussion, and, we may add, hav-
ing been received with some little incredu-
lity, we give the statement in the “ Vestiges
of the Natural History of Creation,” alluded
to by Mr. Moore. ‘The author of the  Ves-
tiges” says, in his fifth edition, whilst argu-
ing against the persistence of the present
systems of botanical species : — * After
such inetances, it will-not be surprising that
the specific and even (so-called) generic
diffe g the lia, are now dis-
covered to be capable of reduction. It ap-

that, whenever oats sown at the usual
Em are kept cropped down during summer
and autumn, and allowed to remain over the
winter, a thin crop of rye is the harvest
presented at the cluse of the ensuing sum-
mer. Perhaps the greater number of what
may be called the domeésticated plants :are
unsuspected variations of others, which,
growing wild, are recognised as -different
species. One noted instance of such tran-
sition has been detected within the last fow
years, in'the common cabbage of the gar-
den. This plant, with its stout fleshy stem
and large succulent leaves gathered into a
heart sometimes uu:ln'lx several feet in
circumferencq, is now discovered to be
inerely an advance by means of external
conditions from the wild kale of the sea-
share, which trails among the shingle with
a tough slender stem and small glsucous
leaf. After such an array of facts, can it

from each other. The time preferred for
planting is from the second week in Feb. to
the last week'in March. They are depos-
ited 3 inches deep from the surface of the
land, and then immediately earthed up on
one side to the height of 4 incies leaving
the sets 7 inches buried (by this method the
wet is drained off from the sets, which are
also well secured from frost). At the end
of April or beginniag of May, according to
the variations of the seasons, the rows are
lovelled down by means of a harrow or rake,
and after the Potatoes become sufficiently
strong, they are moulded vp in the usual
way. I may add, that he is not an advocate
for early digging ; he generally leaves them
in the ground till late 1n autumn. His plan
of storing is to have them_ placed in very
narrow ridges on the surface of the ground,
banked up with earth, and well covered
with straw or Fern and by this plan fer-
mentation is ina great measure obviated .—
By the observance of the above rules this
gentlemen has been enmabled to obtain,
during” the last three seasons, crops as
abundant and fine as the same land on an
average ever before produced ; and this
present scason he has produced a crop of
1400 sacks of sound Potatoes from 21 acres
of land ; his usual quantity of secd is 4
sacks per acre. &

petition of plonghs, for a premium of £2,
offered by the Strathisla Farmer Club, to
any blackemith or wright bringing forward
the implement of least draught, and making
the best work, took place at the farm of
Drum, by Keith, on the 10th instant. Six
competitors entered. The day being fine,
a great number of farmers and others were
on the ground. Afteér a careful inspection
of the work, and lightness of draught, shown
by the dynomometer, the committee of the
Club found No. 5 plough, belonging to Mr.
Taylor, blackemith, Cobairdy, by bluntly,
to huve gained the prize, being the lightest
of draught, sud at the eame time the best
work—~the draught being 3 cwt. in cutting
and turning beautifuliy.a furrow of six inches
deep, in stiff clay haugh fea, No. I, be-
longing to Mr. Barnet, blacksmith, Keith,
making the next best work, and showing
draught of 3} cwt. Weight of No. 5,1
cwt. 2 qrs. 19} Ibs.—and ot No. 1,1 cwt,
2 qre. 23 Ibs, There was inall the ploughs
a decided improvement of the draught over
those which competed last year — thus
showing the benefit of such competition,
which it is to be hoped will shortly be more
general throughout the country. Among
the many improvements that claim the at-
tention of agriculturists, none are of greater
importance than improvements in agricul-
tural impl ts—the imp! t and
application of which is one of the three
branches into which Professor Johnston
divides agriculture ; and it should be kept
in mind, that in every case in which an im-
plement is improved, so as to diminish
labour, there is a saving of money.— Elgin
Conrier.
