The Game Laws. — According to the 
game laws of 1880 the open season for 
partridge is from the 1st September to 
the 1st January. Deer can only be taken 
from October the 1st to December 15th, 
and the exportation of venison from 
Ontario is strictly prohibited. Ducks 
can be shot from August 16th to January 
1st. It is illegal to take mink between 
April 1st and November 1st, and all 
other furbearing animals cannot be taken 
between May 1st and November the 1st.
It should be particularly borne in mind 
that no dog used for deer limiting is 
allowed to run at large between Nov. 
15th and October 1st under a penalty of 
$25, or not less than $5 tor each offence.

For some time past the quiet 
mtine of mission work and mission life 
ts been disturbed by the rude alarms of 
•uel war. You will of course have 
ien by the public .prints what has al- 
»dy been done by the French war 
lips in the contest with China. While 
te a*rnggte jqs confined to the Tonquin 
iriitory, we could speak of it and read 
le report without much discomposure, 
ut when the roar of the cannon comes 
) be heard almost at nur own doors it is 
uite a different thing. No sooner did 
’e think the matter was amicably settled, 
lian hostilities broke out afresh, and 
rithout much warning the port of 
ielung, some ten miles distant from 
'amsui, waa bombarded, and since then 
'\>o Chow also has been taken by the 
'rench. So far at Tamsui we have aeon 
tone of the French ahipa, but no one can 
ell the time when they may come to at- 
empt an attack. The Chinese have 
een making preparations to oppose their 
□trance to this port, torpedoes have 
■een laid at the mouth of the river, also 
everal junks filled with stones have 
wen sunk,and there is a report that they 
ntend soon to block upthe passage entire- 
y. While those event» have been taking 
ilace around us,we have been endeavour- 
ng as well as possible to care for the intér­
êts of our mission, but of course not a 
ittle anxious as to what the future may 
>ring. A time of trouble such as this is 
Taught with danger to converts, preach- 
na, and chapels ; for the Chinese are a 
wople easily excited, and if once roused 
o violence, no one can tell to what 

lengths they may go. Also the greater 
□art of the people make no distinction 
between French, English, Germin, or 
tny other European nation, but class 
them all aa barbarians. ' So far we are 
glad to report all a« quiet over our 
iniaaion field. There have been threats 
of violence against converts, and one 
man reported that he had even seen Dr. 
McKay’s head cut off, but fortunately 
these have ao far ended in words. Dr. 
McKay caused proclamations to be post- 
el up in all the towns and villiages 
where we have chapels, stating that the I 
missionaries have nothing to do with the 
war againat the French, and that the 
head men of the villages would be held 
responsible for the safety of the mission 
property. These proclamations have 
already done much good in pacifying the 
people. Wo are glad to say that the 
Chinese officials have shown themselves 
willing to assist us in taking these pre­
cautions.

In regard to the mission work proper, 
it of course suffer» considerable interrup­
tion, owing to the unsettled state of 
affaira. The preachers at the various 
stations have been advised to be aa cir­
cumspect aa possible in their intercourse 
with the people, and to avoid whatever 
would be likely to make disturbance. So 
far Dr. McKay has been exerting him­
self to do all that lies in his power for 
the protection of our people, and we can 
but trust ourselves and the future in 
God’» hands We hear and read many 
alarming reporta, but this we know, our 
God rulec aver all. It would not be 
pleasant for ua to find that Taraaui waa 
to be bombarded, nor to learn that For­
mosa waa to be a French possession, yet 
eoch results may lie before ua in the 
future. We can only pray that God will 
watch over and protect His own church 
and people, overruling these events now 
taking place in this Empire,for the great­
er extension of the Qeieemer’a King­
dom. We all believe that although the 
lemon is a hard one, it will in the end be 
for the good of China, for her rulers and 
officials have yet to lay aside much pride, 
ignorance, conceit and duplicity before 
they can properly fill the positions which 
they Dow occupy.

TSf Fealhrrrd Singers.

“Why, you have no idea,” said an old 
and well-known bird fancier to a Demo­
crat and Chronicle reporter the other day, 
“now little care a song bird require». It 
has been my experience—that the most 
of the deaths among the canaries aie 
caused by oveicare and overfeeding, 
How often you will hear people—and 
especially ladies—*ay, "I don’t have any 
luck with birds at all. I have had two 
or three, and they all grew sick and 
died, and now I have one that won't 
aing at all. And if somebody should 
inform them that they had killed their 
oivn birds they would call you crazy, or 
think you were joking them."

“What do you mean by overcare and 
overfeeding ?" queried the reporter.

“I mean just what I say. Let a lady 
get a new bird. The chances are it ia 
the first she hai ever had care of. It ia 
a novelty and a curiosity in the house, 
and she feels aa though she must be at­
tending tq,it all the time, and that if she 
doea not it will die, or atop singing, or 
something. The result ia that she will 
give the bird everything ahe can think 
of or everything ahe has ever heard of 
a bird eating. You will find crackers, 
and cike, aud bread, and candy, ai.d 
sugar, and apple, and heaven only know» 
what, stuck through the bars of the cage 
for tho birds to eat. In the aeed-boxea" 
you will find all kinds of seeds, mixed, 
etc. Now, it does not seem to me that 
it requires an extraordiniry intelligence 
to grasp the idea that this ia all wrong.
I can hush the notes of the hardest Ger­
man canary ever imported tv this country 
by such food in a few weeks. Such 
•weet dainties fatten the feathered musi­
cians. They loose their voice, they be­
come subject to rheumatism,they get the 
gout in thejr fast. They become infest­
ed with lice, and they lose any desire 
for their bath. You hear an uneasily 
brilliant songster, one who ie singing 
loudly, sweetly, and almost incessantly,

“What ia the best bird food j"
“The best bird food is just plain, ordi­

nary, common bird-seed—only this and 
nothing more. It ie all I give my birds, 
and you have heard how they aing. Two 
or three times a year I buy a cuttle fish 
bone for them, and I keep some fine 
gravel or land in the bottom of the cage 
tor them to pick at. I put a bath dish 
of water, with the chill reduced, Into the 
cage every morning.

Florence Marryatt, in her novel now 
running through the English press, “My 
Own Child,” gi*ee the esperienee of 
aixteen-year-old widow, whose husband 
had just died, and whose infant was 
about to be born.

Moberly, Mo.,Special St.Lo tils Globc-Democrat 
Frank James, known here as Col. 

James, arrived in Moberly last evening 
accompanied by hie wife and son, and 
occupied a conspicuous position in the 
judge’s stand at the Fair Grounds during 
the races.

The same afternoon he was on hand 
early, and held quite a levee In the office 
of the secretary and weighing-stand on 
the race track. The libarty granted the

Colonel ’ since hie acquittal and release 
from the Gallatin jail seems to have 
agreed with him, as ho is in much bettor 
flesh.

The Chinese, however, have perhaps 
the meanest saying about women ever 
written, ‘There are two good women— 
one dead, the other unborn. ’

As an expression of confidence, how­
ever, it is closely pushed by the Bengal; 
ese notion, ‘A perfect women is as rare 
as wings upon a cat or air-flowers,or rab­
bits' horns, or tortoise-hair rope. '

Woman as a wife is no less the object 
of proverbial attention. The Talmud 
says : ‘Though the wife be little, bow 
down to her ;’ that is, listen to her ad­
vice ; while the Chinese say, ‘A good 
man will not beat his wife;’ a self-evident 
proposition, the truth of which ia not af­
fected by the Persian, ‘A bad wife is like 
a fig tree growing on the wall’—which 
undermines the wall by its roots.

That journal, daily, has 
from one to ten allusions to the gifted 
member for BothwelL Mr. Mills must 
have-many a laugh at the little jokes of 
the Spectator, but his heartiest laugh 
must be at .he excellent, yet cheap ad­
vertising he and his paper sre getting in 
Hamilton, The London Advertiser, al­
ways a good paper, waa never better 
edited than it is to-day.

In a number of esses that have recent 
ly come under our notice, attempts have 
been made by parties interested in the 
liquor business, to intimidate their op­
ponents by threatening to suspend all 
commercial intercourse with them if they 
did not give up their eppositien to the 
drink traffic. In some cases these threats 
have been carried out. Hotel-keepers 
have withdrawn their custom from tem­
perance store keepers, and have actually 
refused accommodation te that part of 
the travelling public that is fighting the 
whiskey selliug business. Such methods 
of warfare ahow the desperateness of the 
party that employs them. They manifest 
the weakness of a cause that resorts to 
such weapons, and the low opinion that 
liquor men must have of an electorate 
whoie votes they expect to influence by 
such tactics.

We have no doubt many honorable 
h itel-men will repudiate aucb smallness, 
and that business prudence will soon 
compel the perpetrators of this childish­
ness to desist from their suicidal folly. 
Temperance men are strongly averse to 
the use of such weapons, but if our op­
ponents compel us to use them in self- 
defence, they must be prepared to take 
the consequences. We are fighting for a 
worthy cause on the legitimate lines of 
political warfare. We appeal to the 
judgment, the conscience, and the be­
nevolence of our electors, and if we can­
not influence them ill this way we do 
not expect their support. We do not 
want to hare set before us any more 
selfish or ignoble considerations, but we 
have rights as citizens that we must and 
will defend. If society is to be broken 
up into exclusive classes, if the absolute 
heathenism of caste is to be revived, and 
the Jews are to have no more “dealings 
with the Samaritans,” the responsibility 
must rest with those who have brought 
about this state of affairs, and they will 
also be the sufferers from the new order 
of things. Voting on the Scott Act so 
far shows that the temperance men out­
number their opponents by nearly one 
hundred per cent, and if boycotting ia J 
to be engaged in, the advantage will 
certainly be in the hands of the party 
that embraces a great majority of the 
men, and ncaily all the women in the 
country.

We trust that “our friend the enemy" 
will be too prudent to compel us to re­
sort to weapons, which however effective­
ly we could use them, we should bo very 
reluctant to adopt. At the same time it 
must be distinctly understood that the 
disagreeableness of any line of -action- 
will not deter us from it, as tooin us it1 
becomes our duty.— [Canatla Citizen.

Household Hints.
FLOATING 1 BLAND.

Beat yolks of three eggs until very 
light -, sweeten and flavor to taste ; stir 
into a quart of boiling milk, cool till it 
thickens ; when cool, pour into a glass 
dish ; whip the whites of the eggs to a 
stiff froth, sweeten, and set over a dish 
of boiling water to cook. Take a table­
spoon and drop the whites on top of the 
cream, far enough apart »o that the 
“little white islands" will not touch each 
other.

PARSNIP STEW.
Three ilicee of salt pork, boil one hour 

and a half ; scrape six parsnips, cut in 
quarters, lengthwise ; add to ths pork 
and let boil one-half hour, tien add a few 
potatoes sod let all boil together until 
the potatoes are soft.

WHEAT MVrriNM.
One quart of flour, two tablespoon fuis 

of flour, five eggs, a teaspoonful of sods 
dissolved in hut water, two teaspoonfuls 
of cream of tartar, milk enough to make 
a thick batter.

CINNAMON BOLLS,
Take a piece of pie crust, roll it out 

and cut in narrow strips ; sprinkle cinna­
mon over it and roll up tight, put in a tin 
which has been well oiled with butter ; 
bake until brown.

OOOOANCT JUMBLES.
One pound of cocosnut grated, throe- 

fourths of a pound of sugar, three eggs, 
a large iron spoonful of flour ; drop on 
buttered pana

GOLD AND SILVER CASE.
One teacup whiU sugar, one half tea­

cup of butter, whites of four eggs, two- 
thirds teacup of sweet milk, two teacups 
of flour, two teaspoons of baking powder; 
flavor. Gold cake : same as above, using 
the yolks of the four eggs, and adding 
one whole egg.

GRAHAM COOKIES.
Two cups ef sugar, one cup of sour 

cream, one half teaspoonful of soda, mix 
quickly, roll and bake.

CHICKEN FRITTERS.
Cut a cold boiled chicken in small 

pieces, put in a dish and season with salt 
and pepper. Make a batter of three 
Mgs, one pint ol milk aod flour ; stir in 
the chicken and fry in hot lard.

BOO SAUCE.
Roll one tablespoonful of butter in 

flour and stir it into one cup of meat 
broth ; add two beaten eggs ; boil one 
minnte. Pound the yolks of four hard- 
boiled eggs and season ; pour over the 
liquid.

FRIED PARSNIPS,
Boil until tender in salted water ; cut 

into ilicee, dredge with flour end fry 
brown.

Kip shoes may be kept soft and free 
from cracks by rubbing them once a 
week with a little pure glycerine or cas­
tor oil.

The best way to free a wirdrotie in­
fested with moths te to bum sulphur in 
it. Camphor will prevent the coming. 
The cheapest and surest method la to 
keep furs in a drawer, and as you fold 
them well pepper them with common 
white pepper.

A towel folded several times and dip­
ped in hot water and quickly wrung, 
and then applied over the seat of the 
pain in toothache or neuralgia, will gen­
erally afford prompt relief. Headaches 
almost always yield to «the simultaneous 
application of hot wdler to the feet and 
the beck of the neck.

We knew of a lady once who was fam­
ed for her social gatherings.

Dblmonico Pudding. — Three pints 
milk, five eggs, four tablespoons com 
starch, sweetened to taste. Boil starch 
in the milk five minutes, best the eggs, 
leaving out the whites of three, pour 
them into the starch. Flavor to taste. 
Put into a dish, bake. When nearly 
done spread the whites beaten to a froth, 
sweetened and flavored, over the top of 
the pudding.

If your windows are narrow, or even 
if they are of the usual width, and you 
feel than you cannot afford double cur­
tains, single ones may he draped so 
gracefully that they will answer admira­
bly. They should not be looped back 
with ribbons, but be pinned or tacked 
back In*several places. Begin to tack or

Drain tMpi well, and fry 
them in a deep frying pan, with a good 
deal of very hot lard in it. They will

The crazy or mosaic patcliwoek can lie 
need to good advantage in covering Hie 
cushion on the lid of the blacking box, 
and it makes it really ornamental ; if n 
baud of plush or velveteen is put around 
the edge the effect is very pretty. Anoth­
er way to ornament with the patchwork 
is to in ike a panel of it with a strip of 
plain silk or satin on each side, and a 
narrow hand of velvet at each end ; at 
the lower end fringe ursma'l halls should 
be put on.

An inexpensive but neat table cover 
for a common room is made by taking a 
square of cretonne for the centre. Choose 
cretonne with very small figures, and of 
not too bright oo or» ; for s border put a 
band of linen around it—dark drab 
linen ; fringe this out, and make quite a 
deep fringe ; where the linen joins the 
cretonne, on the seam put c row of fine 
feather stitching and on the corners 
also. Dust does not show on this 
spread, and can bo easily shaken from it.

SUNK WITH HER GREW.

The MtMrr Tew Dssslslti Wrecked »ff
«all Islaad -All am Beard Perish.

Port Colbome, Ont., Nov. 1.—The 
unfortunate vessel which was discovered 
sunken about eight miles off Gull Island 
the fere part of the week, and which was 
supposed to be the schooner Van Valken- 
burg, has now boon identified as the 
schooner New Dominion, which was cii 
route from Cleveland to St. Catherines 
with coal. The Dominion hailed from 
Toronto, registering 152 tone, and had a 
capacity of between 300 and 400 tone. 
She was owned and «died by Capt. Jaa. 
Griffith, and Capt. J. J. Daley. Griffith 
acted as captain and Daley as mate. 
Both undoubtedly went down with the 
vessel. Capt. Griffith's wife’s sister act­
ed as stewardess, and it is now supposed 
to bo her body which came ashore at Pt. 
Maitland. Daniel Murray, a sailor be­
fore the mast, who lived in St. Catha­
rine’s, was also one of the victims. The 
names of the remainder of her crew can­
not be learned at present. Capt. Grif­
fith is an old canal captain, having sailed 
St. Catharines vessels for John Graham 
for a good many years. He leaves a wife 
and family * in St. Catharines. Capt. 
Daley is another old canal captain, hav­
ing served for Morris & Noelon a num­
ber of years. He also sailed the schoon­
er Laura for Messrs. J. & J. T. Mathews, 
Toronto. He then bought the New 
Dominion along with Griffith about a 
year or so ago. He also leaves a wife 
sml family in Hamilton.

Dresden, Out., November 2.—Daniel 
Webster, about twenty one years of ago, 
son of Henry Webster, a well to-do 
farmer, living about live miles east of 
this town, committed suicide this morn­
ing by hanging.

FATAL PANIC.

A Discharged Employe Hanes n t ry of 
••Eire.* nn<l Sixteen People «re Tram 
pled to Death Trying to Escape.

Glasgow, Nor. 1.—A panic occurred 
this evening at the Star theatre by a cry 
. f tire being raised. During the rush by 
the audience to escape from the building 
ten people were killed and twelve severe­
ly injured. The performance had pro­
ve ‘ded without interruption until nine 

' o'clock, when some person shouted tiro.
- The wholeaudience rose and rushed to the 

door. The mass of people who occupied 
the pit*met the crowd descending the 
stairs from the galleries, and a fearful 
block ensued. Loud cries of distress 
and shouts fur help arose from the panic- 
stricken and struggling people. The 
crowd was adjure by the officers of the 
theatre and poli0 3 to hold back,but their 
warnings and appeals were unheeded. 
The crowd frantically rushed towards the 
outlets, trampling and jumping over each 
other until they reached the street. 
When the theatre had been finally .clear­
ed sixteen corpses were found on the 
stairs leading from the gallery, and 
twelve persons badly inured. The only 
evidence that life was not extinct was the 
piteous moaning. The whole fire bri 
gade, with the police, did their utmost 
to allay the panic and rescue the crushed 
victims, but they were too late t > be of 
effective service. The ambulance corps 
cmveyed the victims living to the infirm 
ary. The wounded were so mixed with 
the dead that it was only possible to re­
cognize them after their arrival at the in­
firmary. It was subsequently learned 
that the author of the cry of tire was a 
former employe,- who had been dismiss­
ed. The audience numbered about two 
thousand.

Another account says the alarm arose 
while a trapeze performer was taking a 
dive from the ceiling to a net hanging in 
mid-air. One of tlie audience shouted 
“fire,” meaning that the performer had 
gone too near the footlig .us.

The man whose cry of “tire” caused a 
panic in the Star theatre last evening 
his been arrested He was drunk at the 
time. The scene on the staircase is de­
scribed as terrible. The steps wete 
Htrcwn with ribbons, hats and shawls. 
The victims were first suffocated, then 
trampled to death. The panic lasted 
fifteen minutes. The authorities had 
disapproved of the means of exit, and it 
was contemplated to construct an addi­
tional exit from the gallery. The scenes 
with nested when the relatives identified 
the dead were most affecting. Among 
the victims were eight females.
