LORDS MUST NOT 
MUTILATEBUDGET

John B. Gardiner smiled when he 
stood in the witness box of the Su­
preme Court before Chief Justice Sif- 
ton this morning and was asked whe­
ther he was a novice at the real es­
tate business. Mr. Gardiner is one 
of the most prominent realty men of 
Edmonton. He is interested in the 
Capital Hill sub-division and set the 
proposition on foot for the building 
of the Arlington aoartment hpuse, at 
the corner of Sixth and Victoria 
avenue. At the present time he is 
defendant in probably the y largest 
civil action that has ever been tried 
in this city.

The action is brought against Mr. 
and Mrs. Grdiner for thea cancellation 
of an agreement made by the* Union 
Trust Company with J. B. Gardiner 
and wife for the sale of 19,495 acres of 
land in the Vermilion district on 
July 20, 1906. The defendant made 
a cash payment of $1 per acre and 
then defaulted on the fourth payment, 
of which there were to be twelve in 
all, extending to the year 1915, and 
totalling, with interest, the sum of 
$142,838.98. No payments have been 
made since the default, with th econ­
sequence that the interest on the 
arrears is now greater than the cash 
payment made.

Alleges Verbal Agreement.
The defendant alleges that at the 

time the original contract was made 
he had a verbal arrangement with 
one of the officers of the Union Trust 
Company, whereby he was to be al 
lowed to sell portions of the land and 
turn the contracts in on his original 
purchase. The company denies any 
such arrangement, and, while the case 
was in progress, produced letters 
written by Gardiner, in which be 
stated that he never thought of such 
a condition in his contract.

Although unable to make his pay­
ments as required and although his 
contract with the Union Trust Com­
pany was void, and he had in reality 
no lands to sell, the defendant sold 
portions of the property to seventeen 
parties, al! of whom desire that 
their contracte wnb Gardiner ; 1 all be

"uardmer, in the' "cBt* 
hours’ examination in the witness 
box this morning, said that all these 
parties had made a first payment on 
their property and some had made 
a second payment, but that he had 
not turned the proceeds over to the 
Union Trust Company because, as 
he said, it was not accepted. He was 
unable, however, to produce any books 
to show what amounts have been paid 
by purchaser®, but said that during 
the intermission he could figure the 
claim of each one down to a cent.

Action to Abrogate Contract.
The action of the plaintiff company is 

enlarged to include, the absolute cessa­
tion of the contract on the date of June 
8, 1908 a declaration that caveats filled 
against the property by all the above 
mentioned defendants be removed and 
that an order that the plaintiff be given 
recovery of the above lands.

The removal o fthe caveats causes ac­
tion to be taken against'J. B. Kemp, of 
Minneapolis, R. Wfl Gardiner, of Win­
nipeg; Geoffrey Hitzler Walton, of Win­
nipeg; John Johnston, of Saltean, Alta., 
and J. E. Davidson of Winnipeg, all of 
whom bought property from Gardiner 
and filed caveats in the North Alberty 
Land Registration District.

Settlement of the Case.
The case of the Union Trust Co. vs. 

John B. Gardiner, which was ad­
journed in the Supreme court on Fri­
day morning lias been settled out of 
court on terms highly satisfactory to 
both parties. After the adjournment 
the defendants made overtures for 
settlement with the result that Ihc 
opposing counsel got together and ar­
rived at a decision which was duly 
presented to the court and accepted.

The settlement calls for the cancel 
lation of the contract so far as the 
defendants, John B. Gardiner and 
Elizabeth Gardiner, are concerned, 
and for the forfeiture of all payments 
with costs to the plaintiff with a de­
cree and judgment of the court to this 
effect.

It was explained to the court tliat 
the plaintiff company, in view of the 
fact that some nineteen or twenty 
purchasers had purchased a portion 
of the lands in question from Gard 
iner and had paid about one-third of 
the purchase price, agreed to validate 
the contracts of any of the said pur­
chasers -who would pay to them the 
amount owing on their contracts and 
an additional sum making up a cash 
price of $8.40 per acre. < -

It appeared from the evidence of 
John B. Gardiner that various sub­
purchasers had by payment reduced 
the amount owing to Gardiner on 
their contracts to about $5.50 per acre, 
which represents the sum they must 
still pay to secure their title to the

killed. Mesquit Wells is an isolated 
spot 55 miles Northwest of White- 
water on the edge of Death Valley.

Deputy Sheriff Charles Roche was 
shot through the thigh ; John Hide, 
an Indian trailer, was wounded in 
the breast and back, and ISegunda 
Chino, an Indian policeman, had his 
ear torn off by a bullet from the hunt­

ed desperaiio. Reinforcements left 
here this afternoon in automob "es, 
under command of Sheriff Wilson, of 
Riverside tiounty, and another posse 
was sent from the Banning Indian 
reservation.

Willie Boy has been a fugitive 
since September 27, when he shot and 
killed Aid Mike Boniface, a Banning 
Indian, because he would not give 
up his 15-year-old daughter. The 
desperado compelled the girl to flee 
with him and two days later shot her 
through the heart, when she was no 
longer able to keep up in the flight 
from a pursuing posse.

FELL INTO BED OF MORTAR.

Accident on New Parliament Buildings 
at Regina.

Regina, Sask., Oct. 8—While wheel­
ing barrow of mortar across a scaf­
fold on the new parliament buildings 
today Adam Wisebread fell a distance 
of 25 feet, alighting on his neck and 
jhoulder in a bed of mortar beneath. 
The injured man was at once removed 
to the hospital, where he is now lying 
in a somewhat critical condition.

Angle-Cock Handles Too Short.
Orangeville, Oct. 8.—The jury In­

vestigating the death of Jos. Paul, of 
Toronto, killed while uncoupling a 
freight train, returned a verdict of 
accidental death, but reported that 
the handle by which the angle-cocks 
on the airbrakes were operated, were 
too short for safety. The juurors sug­
gested that the railways equip each 
car with a lever which would enable 
the brakemen to operate the angle- 
cocks.

A conference was held on Friday in 
Strathcona between representatives of 
the two cities to discuss what propor­
tion each should pay towards the 
cost of the high-level bridge traffic 
section. There were present Mayor 
Lee and Alderman Manson, from Ed­
monton, and Mayor Duggan, Aider- 
man Bush and Alderman Elliott, from 
Strathcona.

It was suggested by the Edmonton 
representatives that $60,000 was an 
equitable amount to be borne by the 
City of Strathcona of the total esti 
mated cost of the traffic section, 
$586,000. To this several of the 
Strathcona aldermen raised some 
protest, claiming they should be 
assessed for a' lesser amount.

Strathcona’s Contention.
Their contention is that the increas­

ed cost of the bridge over the first 
estimates is largely due to the street 
railway and for that reason the rail­
way department, or the City of Ed 
monton, should bear the additional 
cost of the bridge.

To this the Edmonton people re 
plied that while the street railway 
has added to the cost the larger and 
wider bridge will be of benefit to the 
people of Strathcona as well as of 
Edmonton.

The original amounts contributed 
by Edmonton and Strathcona were 
$17,500 and $42,500, or in the ratio of 
seven to seventeen. The street rail­
way has greatly lessed the proportion 
of Strathcona’s share on the new 
estimate.
Answer From Strathcona Monday.
The Strathcona representatives said 

they would present the case as ser 
forth by Mayor Lee to the remainder, 
of the council and would give an 
-answer before Monday night, when 
the by-law apportioning Edmonton’s 
amount will be submitted at the com­
mittee meeting of the council here.

It is altogether probable that the 
amount Edmonton and Strathcona 
will each be asked to pay will be 
figured out on the estimated cost of 
$586,000, without the suggested reduc­
tions by- elimination of one railway 
track and one pedestrian walk.

It is also likely that the grants of 
$100,000 each from provincial and 
Federal governments will not be in­
creased before the votes of the rate­
payers are taken. The increased 
grants, if any are given, cannot be 
assured until they are passed in the 
estimates at the next sessions.

The Council of United Aids are meet 
ing with much, success in their efforts to 
centralize relief work and to attend to 
cases of destitution. The city council 
has placed $1,500 at the Aids’ disposal 
to cover a period of twelve months. 
Prominent business men have intimated 
,their willingness to act on the council. 
An efficient officer is being sought who 
will devote his* whole time in the so­
ciety’s behalf. An office and wood yard 
and storehouse is being established 
where able-bodied men can do something 
in return for moneys expended on them.

A list of workers wanted,men and wom­
en, to do work, will be kept by the 
council, by which means many uut-of- 
wdrk men and women will be prevented 
unduly draining the aids’ funds, and re­
moving, as far as possible, habitual loaf 
ers, and preventing it being said that 
Edmonton has no place of retreat for 
honest poverty. The real aim of the 
movement is to relieve distress and de­
tect imposition.

The $1,500 the city council has granted 
will by no means do’ all the Council of 
Aids are attempting. It will go but a 
little way, and assistance is sought from 
other sources. The Imperial "'Bank- will 
at all times receive donations from any 
source towards the work.

Every winter for some years Edmon­
ton has been subjeted to a very unfair 
and expensive experience. Physical un­
fortunates . have been brought into the 
city from outlying districts suffering 
from, frost and general disease. Not only 
have they in most cases been unable to 
pay hospital expenses but have been here 
in the city living at the public expense 
and on charity. In many instances they 
have been people who have no claim 
whatever on the public purse of the city, 
often living many miles away.

Travis-Barker, representing the Unit­
ed Aids, waited upon the government 
and made known this. stat</ of things. 
He told of how one poor and unfortunate 
homesteader with frozen feet cost the 
city $360 exclusive of medical attend­
ance which was given free. Many simi­
lar cases where the city was called upon 
to blar, the financial responsibility >f 
outsiders’ relief, were cited. He called 
to the atention of the government how 
wealthy men, living beyond the city 
confines, yet drawing large incomes from 
the city escaped claim made by solici­
tors for help. He instanced cases of 
public men being constantly drained by 
solicitors of charity.

The government promised to give the 
matter immediate attention and while 
no specific grant may be made such 
cases as cited will cease to be a drain/ 
on the city.

Cornwall, M.P.P., on his return thss 
morning from a ten week's trip 
throughout the Peace River consti­
tuency. “There is a whole province 
within a province which will some 
day be the wealthiest section of Al­
berta. I travelled from Peace River 
Crossing to the 59th parallel of lati­
tude which is near the northern 
boundry of the province. Everywhere 
the settlers have had a splendid har­
vest with the exception of the most 
northerly districts, which had a 
slight touch of, frost while the grain 
was ripening, and as a result the 
grades will be lowered. In the upper 
Peace River country and on the 
Grande Prairie, a record harvest has 
been taken off and the settlers are all 
delighted over the very successful 
year.

20 Tons of Machinery.
“As soon as the first fall of snow 

comes so as to make travelling over­
land easier, there will be a string of 
settlers from the Grand Prairie dis­
trict to Edmonton for supplies. 
Among other necessaries they will 
take back with them 60.000 pounds 
of agricultural machinery for their 
harvest operations next year. It 
means a great deal of trouble for 
them to get the machinery into the 
country, owing to the poor facilities 
for transportation, out they must " 
have them.

“What the country needs is roads. 
When the settlers come to Edmonton 
for supplies they will have to take a 
circuitous route of 559 miles to go 
300 miles. Their salvation and the 
future of the great agricultural coun­
try to the north, depends- on means 
of direct ingress and egress to and 
from the northern settlements. The 
people look to the provincial govern­
ment for this but as yet practically 
nothing has. been done.

Its Voice Will Grow/
“To be sure the voice of the north 

is weak, but the time will come and 
that sWnrtly, when ilie colonization 
and development of the north by as­
sistance from the provincial govern­
ment- will he a 'Jive issue.

The Federal government has done 
mneh for northern Alberta, because 
there the situation in ’he north is 
understood. It has given the settlers 
postal service, telegraph service, sur­
veyed the country where settlement 
demands it, and improved the water­
ways. It resfs with the provincial 
government to improve the roads so 
as to bring the country In touch with 
the centres of civilization.

Means Much to Edmonton. 
“Edmonton’s future is dependent 

on the opening up of the Peace River 
country. Hundreds of settlers would 
go in there if the problem of trans­
portation were rendered less acute.
I visited nearly all the new settle» 
who have gone in this year and they 
are doing splendidly as far as pro­
duction of marketable goods is con­
cerned. Although, arriving in the 
country late in the season, not ti tew 
have sow their fail wheat for next 
year’s harvest.” ' "*

Mr. Cornwall was accompanied on 
his two thousand mile trip by Mrs.

German^ Austria-Hungary and Italy

Berlin, October 8—The German 
press yesterday celebrated the thir­
tieth birthday anniversary of the 
Triple Alliance.

Admiral Seymour Take» Clip at Mile 
- in 43 Second».

New York, Oct. 7—Admiral Sir Ed­
ward Hobart Seymour, whose flagship, 
ti e inflexible, is the swiftest war vessel 
afloat, today lowered the record for 
steam locomotives when, as "he "was seat­
ed beside a dust begrimmed engineer f 
the New York Central, a part of the dis­
tance between New York and Ossining 
was covered at the rate of 43 seconds a - 
mile, the fastest mile ever made by a 
steam locomotive. It was the regular 
run of the Twentieth Century Limited, 
which covers l.OOO^miles between New 
York and Chiaego in 18 hours. It was 
not only the fastest run the flyer had 
evèr made over a given distance, bnt it 
surpasses , it is said, all other records 
for steam propelled trains in the coun­
try, if not the world. Admiral Sey­
mour and the party, composed—Of dis­
tinguished visiting officers and officials 
of the road, was absent from thfe Grand 
Central»station just one hour and 59 
minutes.

“Wasn’t it a magnificent trip and such 
splendid equipment for speed a#id com­
fort. I thoroughly enjoyed the exper­
ience.”

The British naval squadron, consisting 
of the Drake, Argyle, and the Duke of 
Edinburgh, sailed today and Admiral 
Seymour only delayed his departure that 
he might take the- trip up the river.

I would as 
lief that you should not come down 
for it would hurt you too much to see 
me decapitated', as I . shall be ‘gosse.’ 
My girl, I have thought it all out for 
you, and if you wish to disappear
soon a’ter me----- . But, little- one,
you might still have, a good time, and 
don’t do it lightly, for once in the 
box you riWver come back again. 
You may be sure that up to the last, 
it will be you that I shall have iii 
my head, and I shall die with your 
hair in my hand. . There is only one 
thing I regret, that I «cannot give you 
a last kiss before the long journey.”

Affection For a Sparrow.
One other curious affection was his 

in the shape of a fondness .for a spar­
row, which had by some accident 
fallen into his cell. He had christ-

tleness in taming it. One of his 
last thoughts was for this little bird, 
which he asked should be given t<i 1 
his wife, with a recommendation to 
care well for it. At the end lie'dis­
played revolting cynicism, and his 
ribald jokes and shouts to the public 
continued until the last phrase was 
cut short by the knife.

FRIDAY’S GRAIN MARKETS.
Winnipeg, October 8.—Bullish on 

corn and bearish on wheat was the 
summary of the United States gov 
ernment report. Spring wheat yield 
was placed at 291,848,000, or an 
average of 15.9. Total yield of spring 
and winter «vas placed at 724,768,060. 
Oats 983,618,000: , Corn condition was 
made 73.8, against 74.6 last month 
and 77.8 last year. This was re­
garded as unduly bullish by many of 
the traders. The market was in 
rather a waiting mood all morning. 
Winnipeg showed a pretty fair cash 
demand, but this seemed to be for 
New York shorts, who were covering, 
as no new export business could be 
located and there was rather a sug­
gestion of congestion about the mar­
ket. The bearish tone of the United 
States government report had little ap­
parent effect on the market. Octo­
ber closed % high, November %, De­
cember unchanged and May % lower. 
American markets higher on a nar­
row range of value, the advance in 
Chicago being % to % for December 
and May and July, unchanged.

Minneapolis ■ showed about the 
same condition. Corn did not pre­
sent any startling effect of the bull 
report, the advance being 1% for 
December, % for May and 1% for 
July. Winnipeg receipts were 708 
cars, against 538 last year. Minne 
apolis reported farmers ceasing to 
hold and an increase of stocks.

Important Legislation To Be Intro­
duced by Hon. Frank Oliver.

Ottawa, Ont., 7.—The most im­
portant legislation in the Interior 
Department to be introduced at the 
approaching session apart from the 
possible Hudson’s Bay railway legis­
lation will be Hon. Frank Oliver’s 
bill to amend and consolidate the 
Immigration Act. The object of the 
bill is to put the various restrictive 
measures promulgated last year by 
order-in-council in the form of a 
Federal enactment.

In the Supreme Court today argu­
ments in Nelson vs. Fort Sheppard 
Railway Oompany were concluded 
and judgment was reserved. At­
wood vs. Kettle River Valley Com­
pany was taken up. The company 
constructed their railway across a 
lot belonging to the appellant at 
Grand Forks, B.C., and she sued 
them for trespass, asking for an in 
junction and damages. At the trial 
Justice Martin refused an injuhetion 
and awarded $1,250 damages. On 
appeal by the company the Supreme 
Court of British Columbia dismissed 
the action. The appellant contends 
that the company did not make a re­
gular expropriation of her /property- 
under the Canada Raihvay Act, and 
asks to have the trial judgment re­
stored. The argument will continue 
tomorrow.

authorities for power to administer 
their own school lands, says: “Should 
the statement prove correct, it wil 
produce a most remarkable situation. 
Two provinces, Saskatchewan and Al­
berta, accepted autonomy upon the 
basis of what they should receive 
from the Dominion, which should ad­
minister school lands. Politicians 
in Ottawa cannot see any reason for 
a change at the present time.

“Subsidies to the provinces will 
have to he redistributed after the 
census of 1911 and it would not ue 
surprsing if the answer of the Domin­
ion was to be that the west must wait 
until that time'for any discussion of 
the financial arrangements.”

DIFFICULT TO GET EVIDENCE

First Volume of Work That Has 
Taken Years to Prepare for Pub­
lication.

London, October 6.—The first 
volume of the authorized and com­
plete edition of Wesley’s journals, 
which the Methodist Publishing 
House has had inactive preparation 
for several years,• is almost ready 
for publication. It contains re­
searches into the early history of. the 
founder of Methodism made by the 
editor, Rev. Nehemiah Curnock. 
Several years ago Mr. Curnock was 
allowed access jo the original early 
diaries of Wesley, now in the posses­
sion of Russell Colman. With the 
aid of his camera, Mr. Curnock 
copied the whole of the precious little 
volumes, taking thousands of plates, 
and preparing thousands of i prints 
from them. With these iascimiles 
before him Mr. Ctirnock began the 
task of reSdifig the diaries. Upon' 
one of the pages of one of the diar 
ies, jotted down amid calculation.» 
and notes, Mr. Curnock found two 
series of letters. Wesley had locked 

1 up in the diary names of persons, 
and places, and events in his life at 

j Oxford in the belief that they would 
be read by his eyes only.

In the Crusade Against Winnipeg's 
Underworld.

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 8.—Segrega­
tion cases, as they are known in po­
lice circles, were on at the police 
court this afternoon.

PROVINCE SWEPT 
BY PRAIRIE FIRES

Except in Cdlga^y, Vermilion, and 
Kinsella Districts Losses by 

Settlers are Slight.

Will Expedite Balloonist's Release.

St. Petersburg, ' October 6.—When 
the news that the American ballonist, 
Mr. Edgar W. Mix, was under arrest 
at Ostrolenka, north of Warsaw, was 
communicated to the premier, M.

In view of the very indefinite re­
ports which have been received from 
time to time, of losses to settlers in 
various parts of the province by pra­
irie fires, the Bulletin has resured 
authentic reports from local corres­
pondents as to the true state of af­
fairs. It would appear that the dam­
age has not been general, and that 
the danger has been considerably re­
duced by heavy rain on Wednesday 
night. As far as the C.N-R. and 9. 
T.P. lines east of Edmonton are con­
cerned, it appears the losses to set- 
tlers by fire, except in the Vermilion 
district .have been very slight.- The 
worst reports come from the Calgary 
district to the north and cast of that 
city, where the losses in the face of 
approaching winter are such as to 
cause a probable request to be made 
to the provincial government for as­
sistance.

Along the U.N.R.
A correspondent from Lamont tele­

graphs that the immediate vicinity 
of the town has escaped prairie fires 
so far this season. South of Elk 
Lake park fires have been burning in 
the forest reserve, doing considerable 
damage to standing timber, but no 
losses are reported by the settlers. 
North and northeast of the town fires 
have destroyed a number of hay 
stacks, also an occasional stack of 
grain, but there is no report of any 
buildings having been destroyed, and 
the losses are Comparatively small.

From Mundarê there is not a single 
kies by prairie fires to report and at 
Chipman prairie fires are said to De 
partly stopped with very little dam­
age done so far.

Serious Losses at Vermilion.
The report from Vermilion is to the 

effect that fierce prairie and bush fires 
which have been raging in the dis­
trict during the past two weeks, but 
have been checked by the heavy rain 
which fell on Wednesday evening. 
The high winds, however, which fol­
lowed, have fanned the smouldering 
ashes and in some places the fires are 
still burning. No mrther trouble^ is 
anticipated however. The following 
is a list of a few settlers who suffered 
losses. Goode nothing left but dwel­
ling; Fleming, all ..utbuildings, ma­
chinery and four stacks of giaiu 
burned; Hazleton, 65 acres of grain, 
a horse and some pigs; Young, com­
pletely burned out; J. Winters, out­
buildings and hay burned; Schofield, 
10 stacks of oats; Jaeklin, stacks of 
oats; Loveless, 5 stacks of grain; 
McLeod, all buildings burned; Bird, 
Stables and one horse. Reports of 
severe losses are coming in from all 
sections and with the winter coming 
on much suffering will be experienc­
ed. The losses are more serious ow­
ing to the unfavorable seasons of the 
past.

Along the G. T. iP.
Localities along the G. T. P. have 

very fe\? complaints to make. At To- 
field the fires are nearly out- and very 
little damage has .been done. Viking 
and Holden report fires extinguished 
and some quantity of hay burned, hut 
otherwise no damage. No fires have 
appeared in the Ryley district as yet. 
At Irma tirés have raged to a consid­
erable extern» and reports of damage 
done appear to be serious. A great 
deal of tile prairie at Kinsella ha® 
been burned over, bringing destruc­
tion to hundreds- of tons of hay and 
considerable live stock and household 
effects. Wainwright reports that the 
heavy rains of Wednesday night have 
put out the fires in the district and 
little damage has been suffered.

In Calgary District.
Joe Belville, a settler living north» 

east of Calgary, lias acquainted the 
Calgary press with the situation in 
his district. He tells of some mirac­
ulous escapes from the flames. The 
only fatality he heard of was the 
burning of the Norwegian, Segelstad, 
whose death has already been reported 
in the Bulletin. The damage to set­
tlers Mr. Belville could not attempt 
to estimate, but on the trip down, to 
the Red Deer he only saw sUew hay­
stacks left out of the many that had 
dotted the prairie previously. . Many 
settlers have lost all they had. Five 
families have 'already arrived in 
Brooks, who have'practically lost all 
they had. One man he saw coming in 
on the trail who had only the clothes 
he stood in. What the unfortunate 
victims are going to do he is unable 
to say.

Terrible Speed of the Flame».
The stories told by some of the peo­

ple who passed through the ordeal are 
marvellous. Ohe man whom, Belville 
was talking to said that he was in his 
shack when he saw the fire coming. 
There was no chance to get away, the 
fire was coming at such speed. He 
stood outside and watched the flames 
approaching, until the fire actually 
drove him inside, which Was some 
little time before the-fire actually 
reached where his house was. With 
an awful roar and a glare like an 
inferno the fire passed and in a few 
minutes the worst was passed and 
he ventured outside. His little shack 
had caught fire in some places and 
with a supply of water he put these in­
cipient fires out and the flames swept 
along in its awful work of destruction. 
He estimated that the flames were ten 
feet higher than his shack.

Belville saw a team of horses all 
scorched', which 'a little boy had rush­
ed through the flames when surround­
ed. He had no chance to run before 
the fire, so when he saw he was fk> 
be surrounded he dashed .the team 
through the encircling danger and got 
through without serious injury.

Requests are coming into Calgary 
for immediate assistance to the suffer­
ers in the district. It is suggested 
that a car of potatoes, onions, cab­
bage, carrots and beets should .be 
shipped out at once. Later lumber and 
seed grain might be shipped. Three 
funds for assistance are suggested-.-

1— Government fund to loan seed.

A discus­
sion was started upon the matter oi 
the offer of the London Missionary 
Board, but Dr. A. W. Flavelle, of 
Toronto, asked wliat sum the offer 
would involve them in approximate­
ly.

That he would deliver a half dozen
addresses in the chief centres of pop­
ulation may have been the hope oi 
the opponents af the measure, but it 
can hardly have ‘been their expecta­
tion.

Lord 
Rosebery steadfastly declines to de­
vote them to the service of his race 
or state, and persistently regards them 
and uses them as the means of main­
taining himself in a position of iso­
lated dignity. Conscious of the influ­
ence he wields over many of«his coun­
trymen, and of the far greater influ­
ence he might exert, he steadily re­
fuses to accept responsibility for lead­
ing public thought or for even active­
ly promoting a cause with which he 
professed the fullest agreement. Claim­
ing the right to criticize others, he 
refuses to propose substitutes for what 
they have to offer. Denouncing the 
budget as a menace to the social well­
being he still refuses to do what he 
can to help avert the* danger. It 
seems to be the ambition of His Lord- 
ship, if he can be credited with an 
ambition, to loom always on the po­
litical horizon, a force of great but 
uncertain character. Amply fitted to 
be a statesman, he prefers to try to 
become an oracle. The result is what 
might be expected. Men have not 
much use for oracles these days, and

It 
quoted the paragraph the other day 
as forwarded by Mr. Kemp ; and did 
not then offer a criticism of it, though 
invited to do so 'by the author. The 
Bulletin, of course, has no objection 
in the world to being held to account 
for its opinions. But it does most 
strenuously protest against having a 
criticism offered on one subject, and 
specifically declared to refer to that 
subject, attached to some other sub­
ject as far removed therefrom as two 
items in the fiscal catalogue well can 
be.

The Bulletin’s views as to tariff re­
duction, the News is pleased to regard 
as reflecting a “hypocritical attitude 
“of the Liberal press and Liberal poli­
ticians towards the tariff.” The deli­
cate compliment may be filed with 
acknowledgments, and without com­
ment, for It does not come with much

The Winnipeg Telegram doe® no’ 
seem to enjoy the publicity its ré­
pertoriai. methods have received 
through the “interview” it published 
with Mr. jA. E. Kemp, and the com­
ments offered thereon by the Bulletin. 
Considering the character of those 
.methods this is perhaps not strange, 
for even the Telegram may be suppos­
ed to long for a reputation it does little 
enbugh to sustain. At least it is at 
pains to give us to understand that 
it does so.

Instead of apologizing to Mr. Kemp 
for any inaccuracy in its report of 
his interview, and coming through 
with what that gentleman actually 
said on the occasion, the Telegram 
launches a conspicuously -heated at­
tack on the paper which had the bad 
judgment to take its report as being 
correct, and the manners to accept 
Mr. Kemp’s assurance that he did not 
say what the Telegram credited him 
with saying. The attack is chiefly 
interesting as proving that the edi­
torial character of the Telegram is o:' 
a-kidney with its news character, and 
that what might have been only ar 
accidental slip of the latter was in 
reality a casual outcropping of the 
mother-lode of deception which under­
lie? the whole policy of the Telegram, 
both in the presentation of news and 
the discussion of public questions. Wi 
are to understand hereafter that what­
ever inaccuracies occur in the news 
columns of the Telegram are there 
through design and not accident ; and 
that whether one take -the contents of 
those columns to he correct or incor­
rect he is liable to find himself the 
target for the editorial pistol.

As an instance of the blood-relation 
bet ween its répertoriai methods and its 
editorial policy, the Telegram in 
forms.the world that the Bulletin, in 
commenting on Mr. Kemp’s alleged 
remarks, told of “the eternal vigilance

The 
proof of this is that when the power 
came into the hands of the Young 
Turks many Moslems were put to 
death simply because they had pro­
pagated the sentiment against the 
Christians among the ignorant people.

“In the meantime thousands of 
Young Turks who had spread the lib­
eral movement among the people were 
killed and many of them were exiled. 
So numerous were the masacres that 
it is impossible to give any idea of the 
extent to which they weih perpetrated.

First Meeting Held in London.
“In 1907 the Young Turks, believing 

that they were strong enough to op 
pose the government, started the move­
ment of liberating their country from 
Sultan Hamid’s cruelties. The first 
meeting was held in London, Eng. 
Many of the most popular .Young 
Turks took part and decided to put an 
end to the sultan’s regime. The first 
active step was taken at. Salonica, 
where telegrams and messages were 
sent to the sultan that he had to give 
his people a constitution. On the 
receipt of these Sultan Hamid called 
his grand vizier and asked that he be 
advised what to do. Chevket Pasha, 
the vizier, told the sultan that the 
people were furious and the onjy thing 
to do was to grant the constitution. 
Great was the joy of the people the 
following day. All the papers, Chris­
tian and Mahommedan, proclaimed 
that liberation had come and: all the 
people regardless oi their religion or 

•creed, greeted one another as brothers. 
Sultan Hamid’s 'blood-thirsty nature 
had to be appeased, however, and af­
ter promising the constitution he put 
to dèath many of the most important 
leaders of the progressive party. In 
fact the sultan began to reign as be­
fore, 'but the people had received a 
taste of liberty and would not let 
him return, to his atrocities.

Second Movement.
“The outcome was the second move­

ment of the Young Turks. Hundreds 
gathered to Constantinople from. all 
parts, forced the gates of the city 
and entered the royal palace. The 
sultan still had a 'body guard of sol­
diers, but as soon as he heard the 
noise of the cannons of liberty he lost 
confidence and consented to receive 
a deputation of Young Turks. He 
was told that the only thing ibr him 
to do if he wished to preserve his life 
was to he deposed. The sultan made 
no show of strength, but delivered 
himself to the public. An instance of 
the charity of the Young Turks was 
shown in that they did not kill the 
eultan* when they had him in their

‘The canyons along the stream 
branching from Fiddle Creek to the 
hot springs are the finest I have seen ■ 
any place in the mountains,” said 
Mr. Douglas, in conversation with 
the Bulletin yesterday afternoon. 
‘Atleigbt or ten different points in 

the distance of a mile they rise sheei 
to ç height of from four to six 
humlfed feet on each side, the width 
being not greater than thirty feet, 
and in some places even less than 
twenty feet. Unlike the Fraser 
Canyon. which extends straight 
away, these canyons wind and twist 
in serpentine fashion. As nearly as 
I could form an opinion, there would 
be no difficulty in making a carriage 
driveway along the top of the ridge 
by the edge of the canyon, and 
bridges could easily be thrown 
aerfis at different points from which 
the dizzy precipices could be ob 
served by tourists.”

Hot Springs on Branch Creek.
“While we travelled in a round­

about wav, perhaps twenty miles 
the canyons and the hot springs, the 
distance by the most direct route is 
probably not greater than five or six 
miles. “The hot springs are not 
on Fiddle Creek, as indicated in the 
maps of the district which we car­
ried with us. We were at a loss to 
locate them at first, but discovered 
them on a branch of the creek severa, 
miles away from the position, indicat­
ed. Norman Lux ton took the tem­
perature of the water at the mouth 
of this branch and discovered a 
difference of nearly three degrees in 
the temperature of the two streams. 
Following up the smaller stream, the 
water gradually became warmer and 
warmer, until the smell of sulphur 

us positive assurance 
that we were on the right track.”

Asked as to the volume of water 
flowing from the springs, Mr. Douglas 
said that he would estimate it as 
being sufficient to supply a four inch 
pipe. It was fully as great as that 
of the hot springs at Banff. Two 
accurate thermometers had taken the 
temperature of the water as it pro­
ceeded from the rock at 116 degrees, 
which is three degrees higher than 
the temperature of the Banff springs.

Bathe-in Indians’ Pool.
Id a small pool built up by the 

Indians with rocks and about twenty 
feet across, the members of Mr. 
Douglas’ party enjoyed a refreshing 
mineral bath after their hard day’s 
travel.

Mr. Douglas brings back with him 
sealed samples of the spring water, 
which will be sent to Ottawa for 
analysis. From the appearance of 
the rock formation at the hot spring 
he judged that the water was much 
more strongly charged with mineral 
elements than any of the Banff 
springs. The Ottawa analysis will 
make possible an accurate compari­
son.

The hot springs, Mr. Douglas says, 
are at an elevatiôn of 1,200 feet 
above the line of the G.T.P., but 
easily accessible.

Near where the G.T.P. will cross 
the Athabasca river, Mr. Douglas’ 
party encountered G. H. Mumms and 
Mr. Hastings, the celebrated Euro­
pean mountaineers, who were re­
turning after an unsuccessful attempt 
to scale Mount Robson, one of the 
highest known peaks in the Canadian

Business the Alberta Govern­
ment’s Long Distance Telephones 
Are Now Connected With British 
Columbia and Washington State 
Cities.

For some time telephone linemen 
have been at work forming a connect­
ing link -between the Alberta telephone 
system and that of British Columbia. 
Word has been received ' at the pro­
vincial telephone branch that the con­
nection is now practically completed 
and telephone subscribers in Alberta 
may -have direct connection with'-cit- 
ies and town in the neighboring pro­
vince and with Spokane and other 
cities across the line within a radius 
of about 800 miles.

The government telephone line has 
hitherto extended to Coleman and 
twelve miles have just been complet­
ed to carry the line to'Crow's Nest, a 
station on the boundary. There it 
formed a connection with the linès of 
the Kootenay Telephones Ltd., whose 
headquarters are at Crankbrook, and 
whose line extends As' far as Nelson 
and Rossland, at which point a con­
nection is formed wj,th the. Rocky 
Mountain Bell Co. wh|çh gives a wire 
into Spokane. With a telephone svs- 
teih Which g i t'es satisfactory service 
over a distance of 600: miles the con­
nection with British Columbia tele­
phone systems means that Edmonton 
will be in direct touch by telephone 
with many cities aerpss the moun­
tains and that many Alberta people 
may get direct telephone connection 
with'the cities of the coast province.

PARLIAMENT TO 
MEET NOV. Il TH.

Canadian Navy Bill to be Most Im­
portant Measure Before Forth­

coming Session of House

Ottawa, Oct. 7—At a meeting of the 
cabinet council yesterday afternoon, 
at which all the ministers were pre­
sent with the exception of Sir Fred­
erick Borden, the Hop. Frank Oliver 
and the Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, who 
are absent from the capital, the date 
for the opening of parliament was 
definitely fixed for Thursday, Nov. 
11. The proclamation calling the 
members will be issued at once. The 
early assemblage of the House should 
allow business to be well advanced 
by the Christmas recess, and’ it is 
hoped that prorogation may be reach­
ed by Easter.

Yesterday’s meeting of council was 
the first for some months at which the 
business of the coming session could 
be discussed with nearly all the min­
isters present. As yet the sessional 
legislative program is in a somewhat 
tentative hjape, hut from povr on 
cabinet meetings will be held -almost 
daily.

Feature of Session.
The promised legislation providing 

for the creation of a Canadian navy 
and for a full measure of co-operation 
with the mother country in the gen­
eral scheme of empire defence, as 
eveloved at the imperial defence con­
ference in London during the summer, 
will probably be the feature of the 
government’s measure for the -session. 
The measures of this defence bill are 
still to be worked out along the lines 
agreed upon by thé Canadian minist­
ers at the -conference.

The insurance bill; left over from 
last session, will be another import­
ant measure for the House to dispose 
of, and it is not improbable that the 
government. will ask parliament to 
make some radical chacnges in the 
rules of the House looking to the’ ex­
pediting of public business.

A Third Officer Coming.
A third officer of the imperial navy 

will arrive in Ottawa from London 
in about a fortnight to join the two 
who are already here, namely, Com­
mander Stewart and Paymaster Ling, 
to aid Hon. L. P. Brodeur, Admiral 
Kingsmill and the. government in 
making preliminary arrangements for 
the organization of a Canadian navy. 
Lieut. R. M. T. Stephens, who is an 
expert in gunnery, will sail for Can­
ada in a few days. The admiralty 
will loan Canada other naval experts 
to act in an advisory capacity to the 
Canadian authorities. The two officers 
who are now here expect to remain for 
a period of two years.

From the Judge on the Scott Case to 
Jury Whose Verdict Was Not 
Satisfactory,

London, Oct. 6—“I trust that none 
of yqu will ever be shot,” was Justice 
Latchiord’s- parting remarks to the 
jury when they returned tonight with 
a disagreement in the ease of Mrs. 
Wesley Scott, charged1 with the mur­
der of her father-in-law, Harvey Scott, 
September 13. The jury stood seven 
for manslaughter and five for acquit­
tal. ~

“I regret that you have been un­
able to agree,” said the judge. “That 
is a matter, however, which concerns 
yourself more than me. It seems to 
me that if there was ever a case 
where a jury -having regard for their 
oath could bring in a* verdict, this is 
one.” k

The jury were out over two hours. 
In his half hour’s charge to the jury 
Justice Latchford practically elimin­
ated the choice of murder or not guilty 
plainly telling them to bring in a 
manslaughter verdict. He pointed 
out that by their oath they could not 
biing in a verdict of ‘not guilty.”

B. C. Appeal Heard in Supreme Court 
ât Ottawa.

Ottawa, Oct. 6—In the supreme court 
today the hearing in La id law vs. the 
Crow’s Nest Pass Company was con­
cluded and judgment was reserved.

Buck worth acted 
as the company’s. land agent at Ymir, 
B.C., under an agreement, with the 
condition that his right to commissions 
on sales should terminate with the 
termination of his agency. He claimed 
commissions on sales in respect to which 
negotiations began while he was agent, 
but were concluded after his agency 
had terminated, and at the trial, re­
covered judgment for $3,500, as com­
mission on the sale of the Porto Rico 
timber limits for $70,000 and a refer­
ence as to other sales on which the 
company was ordered to pay him com­
missions at the rate of 5 per cent, on the 
selling price, from time to time, on in­
stallments being paid under the con­
tracts. This decision was affirmed by 
the judgment appealed from. .Mr. Jus­
tice Irving dissenting.

DESIRE CONTROL 
Of SCHOOL LANDS

Three Western^Provinces Will Ask 
Federal Government to Transfer 

* Them.

Winnipeg, October 8.-'-“The govern­
ments of the three western provinces 
have decided to make a united appeal 
to the Ottawa authorities for the right 
to administer their own school lands 
and school land funds.” This in­
teresting announcement was made by 
Hon. George É. Cold well, minister of 
education for Manitoba1, who returned 
last night from Regina, where he 
was in conference with Premier'Ruth­
erford, of Alberta, and Hon. J. A. 
Calder, minister of education of Sask­
atchewan, on the subject. The whole 
question was discussed thoroughly 
and the three cabinet ministers re­
solved to uTge the co-operation of 
their governments in securing legisla­
tion towards this desired end.

CAPTAIN BERNIER IN 
ERROR ABOUT PASSAGE

Commander of Arctic in Statement as 
to Making Northwest Passage Ap­
parently Did Not Know of Nor­
wegian Explorer’s Feat—The Peary 
Cook Controversy

Ottawa, Oct. 6—Nothing is known 
here as to the claim that the members 
of Captain Bernier’s crew made the 
Northwest passage ior the first time 
in sixty years more than is contained: 
in the press despatches received from 
Quebec, Capt. Bernier’s report not hav­
ing yet been received at the depart­
ment- The officials- are therefore, 
somewhat in darkness as to what Capt. 
Bernier claims to have done. That 
the trip made was an overland jour- 
ney m, however, perfectly clear and 
this doqa of course not constitute what 
is recognized as a Northwest passage, 
which must be made by ship.

BALFOUR’S SCORING OF 
SOCIALISTIC PROGRAM

Unionist Leader, in Birmingham Ad- 
'dress, Says Budget is More Dan­
gerous to Wage-Earners Than to 
Other Classes—Declares Tariff
Reform Would Be Better.

In the course of his address at 
Birmingham on September 22, Mr. 
Balfour, according to the full text ot 
.the speech published in The London 
Daily Mail, referred to some aspects 
of Socialism, saying even the Prime 
Minister had enunciated doctrines 
that seemed to carry with them, by 
implication, the whole creed of 
Socialism.

General Ownership of Land.
"I have always been one of those 

who have ardently desired to see," 
said Mr. Balfour, “and still hope to 
see the ownership oi agricultural 
land—already more widely distri­
buted than some radical critics 
would suppose—distributed in an in­
comparably greater number of hands 
than it now is. (Applause.)

"There is no measure with which 
I am more proud to have been con­
nected than that which has had the 
c-ffect of giving peasant ownership on 
a large scale to Ireland, and I hope 
to see a great expansion of such 
ownership in England. (Applause.) 
Nothing can be more desirable, no­
thing can be more important. Well, 
that is the doctrine which I fondly 
supposed I held in common with all 
the Radical thinkers of the last 
three or four generations.

"I discover that I am entirely in 
the wrong. The old Radical think­
er is extinct, tod he has been fol­
lowed by a modern gentleman who 
does not think! ' but he accepts with 
or without prtifcure small fragments 
of doctrine fro*à the Socialistic gen­
tlemen who support him below the 
gangway. c

“Now, therefore, the modern 
Radical government have given up 
this /view of small ownership. They 
say: ‘Not at all. Socialism requires 
the State to be the owner. The most 
desirable condition is that the State 
should be thÿ sole owner. Let us 
abandon small ownership and only 
give small lédB'eholds.’ Ladies and 
gentlemen, that seems to me Social­
ism gone mad.”

Living Out of Small Holdings.
"Depend upon it, it is not so very 

easy or light a task to make a living 
out of a small holding in this coun­
try unless that small holding be 
specially favorable (situated. But 
What must you make appeal to, what 
is it you can make appeal to, to 
make these small holdings a suc­
cess? A feeling of ownership and 
nothing else. (Applause.)

“I therefore look forward with hope 
and eager expectation to a time when 
a government may come in, not ham­
pered, clogged, and bound by those 
Socialistic crochets, and adapt to 
the very different conditions of life in 
this country what a Unionist govern­
ment has already done with such 
marked success for the eister island.

“To me it seems that we have even 
more to fear from the slipshod 
Socialism now proposed by the Lib­
eral party than from the individual­
ism that was the central dogma of 
their creed fifty orgsixty years ago. I 
think the second was absurd, but I 
think the slipshod Socialism is more 
dangerous, and the people to whom it 
is most dangerous are the wage-earn­
ers of this country—those very peo­
ple for whom some mistaken ob­
servers realy think there are advan­
tages to be extracted from the pro­
visions of this Budget.
General Welfare Greater Than Party.

“Parties only exist for the State; 
institutions are useless if they cannot 
Serve the purpose for which they 
exist. There is something greater 
either than parties or than institu­
tions, and that greater thing is the 
general welfare. And there is no 
conviction I hold with a more vehe­
ment faith than that this country 
has now a choice before it which may 
detenrnine for bur lifetime, and it may 
be for the lifetime of the next genera­
tion—(hear, hear)—which may deter­
mine what the fortunes of this 
country may be, whether we are to 
keep our pride of place as a great in­
dustrial community, whether we are 
to be content to sink to lower and

CANADIAN FLEET 
OP 12 WARSHIPS

Government Considering Naval De­
fence Program—Initial Expen­

diture $15,000,000.

Ottawa, Oct. 7—The cabinet will to­
morrow take up the question of the 
naval and defenpe proposals to be sub­
mitted to parliament during the com­
ing session. There has been no op­
portunity as yet to discuss in coun­
cil the question in any detail, yester­
day’s meeting being the first since the 
retfurn of Sir Frederick Borden and 
Hon. L. P. Brodeur from London', at 
which there was anything like a full 
attendance of ministers.

Meanwhile, howevër, several an­
nouncements have been mad in the 
address, purporting to give an outline 
of what the government’s proposals 
are. Needless to say until the gov­
ernment itself has definitely decided 
on the provisions of its naval defence 
bill these announcements must be 
more or less or as peculative char­
acter.

Twelve War Vessels.
In a general way, however, it may 

■be stated that the coming session will 
see the preliminary steps taken for 
the speedy establishment of a Can­
adian navy, the first program extend­
ing over several years, and including 
the construction of perhaps twelve war 
vessels, embracing two or three cruis­
ers of the Bristol class, torpedo boats 
and destroyers.

Provision will also be made for the 
training of the men to man the new 
bo ate, this ‘being done with the as>- 
sistamce of the British admiralty 
through the loaning of training ships 
and officers.

Training Ship on Pacific.
It is understood that arrangements 

are being made for one of the older 
type of British cruisers to be brought 
to the Pacific coast to serve the pur­
pose of a fisheries protection cruiser 
and^a training ship. A similar cruiser 
to serve the same purpose may be ob­
tained for the Atlantic coast.

The government contemplates a pro­
vision lor the establishment of Can­
adian shipbuilding plants and1 dry 
docks, capable of handling the con­
struction or repair of all ves'sels re­
quired for the fleet, as well as ocean­
going vessels for the 'Canadian marine. 
This is an important part of the whole 
scheme and a deputation representing 
British capitalists will be in the cap­
ital soon to discuss-the question with 
the government.

North Country.

The wigwams of the north have 
.been made glad for another" year. 
Every buck and squaw and papoose 
have received the annuity of $5, and 
the chiefs and councillors have re­
ceived the annual gratuity of $20 and 
$10, which has never failed, since 
Commissioner David, Laird made the 
final treaty with the Indians twelve 
years ago. Then they forfeited their 
great heritage in the north country 
for a monetary consideration each 
year as long as grass grows and 
water runs, which is more welcome 
to them than the flowers in May.

H. A. Conroy, Indian treaty com­
missioner, returned last evening 
from his. annual trip to the north. 
During the summer he lias travelled 
4,000 miles north of the Athabasca 
River, visited eighteen posts as far 
north as Hay River on Great Slave 
Lake, met with 4,000 Indians all 
told and distributed among them 
$20,000 of government money. He 
left Ottawa on April 23, accompanied 
by H. Laird, and picked up Lucien 
Lamothe at Winnipeg. For nearly

tion, Hay River, Fort McMurray, 
Wabiscow, White Fish Lake, Stur­
geon, and three. points on Lesser 
Slave Lake. , He said he found the 
condition of the Indians fairly good 
in comparison with other years. The 
fur trade was short, but the beaver 
catch helped out considerably. Moose 
have been plentiful and tljere has 
been any quantity of fish, so there 
was no scarcity of food. A disease 
like la grippe infested the wigwams of 
Fort Chipewya» and about twenty 
died, but the disease was purely 
local, Mr. Conroy thinks that the 
condition of the Indians is quife 
satisfactory and. that they show a 
slight increase in numbers through 
out the whole north country.

Asked for any interesting incidents 
in connection with his trip, Mr. Con­
roy ‘said there was nothing other 
than that it -was an arduous, mono­
tonous trip and he was glad it was 
over. The north has lost somewhat 
of its glamor for- him, »o far as the 
romance of his annual trip is con­
cerned, and the people in the north, 
too, are sick and tired of attracting 
attention only from the romantic 
viewpoint.

SAYS EMIGRANTS WILL
BE vermin;killers

Remarkable Article on the Freeman’s 
Journal, an Irish Publication, Writ­
ten fçr the purpose of Restraining 
Irish Emigration.

Canadian Associated Press.
Dublin, Oct. 8—In the course of a 

remarkable editorial article, the object 
whereof is to restrain Irish people from 
emigrating to Canada, the Freeman s 
Journal says :

The reason Canada requires emi­
grants is that it must get inhabitants, 
even at any cost in suffering to the new 
comers. When the wolves howl round 
the cow barns there is need of foreign 
thousands if only to act as sort of ver­
min killers. Many of the new comers 

will go mad with desperation and lone­
liness and bitter hardship of life. Manv 
will fall in utter misery by the wayside 
but some will live through it all. The 
vermin-killing will one day all be done, 
and dreary, empty space will begin to 
be really habitable by a normal human 
being. This is Canada’s needs. The 
first band of victims will be romantically 
called pioneers .then afterwards on the 
ruins of these, happier throngs who 
will reap in joy where other sowed in 
sorrow."

The Journal also remarks that the 
free farms in Canada are situated in the 
dreary neighborhood of nature's wildest 
forests.

REFUSE TO /CCEPT OFFICE.

Governor General of Finland Cannot 
Secure Finnish Senate.'

St. Petersburg. October 8.—It is re­
ported here from Helsingford that 
the Governor General of Finland con­
templates forming a senate from the 
Finnish now in the Russian military 
service to replace the senators who 
last month notified him that they 
would not accept re-appointitient to 
office because the Russian cabinet 
insisted that the Finnish senate as­
sign $4,000.000 as Finland’s contribu­
tion for the defence of the Empire. 
The Finns w.ere willing to contribute 
only $2,000,000. This step is propos­
ed as the only way out of the present 
situation, unless some compromise 
between the Finnish leaders and the 
Russian cabinet can be arranged. 
The constitution requires that the 
Finnish senate be composed of Finn­
ish subjects, but the Finns of all 
parties flatly refuse to accept office 
under the present conditions.

NEW PARLIAMENT BUILDING.

For Manitoba Now Being Considered— 
Need Larger Structure.

Winnipeg, Oct. 8—As a result of the 
recent activity in the west in connection 
with the new legislative buildings at Re­
gina and Edmonton speculation has been 
current in Winnipeg as to when the 
present handsome but inadequate struc­
ture on Kennedy street will be replaced 
by another more worthy of the province. 
Indeed rumors have been afloat to the ef­
fect that in the near future operations 
will he commenced to procure a pro­
perty more nearly central and to prepare 
for the building of a fine new structure 
which would even eclipse those of the 
neighboring provinces.

The late provincial treasurer Hon. Mr. 
Agnew, in his report of January, 1908, 
stated that if the surplus continued to 
increase, as it had done that year, in 
three years the government would be ,n 
a position to undertake such a propsi- 
tion.

The matter, however, was not men­
tioned in the report of Provincial Treas­
urer Armstrong, and nothing definite 
can be obtained from the other minis­
ters on the question. At present the 
building is inadequate to accomodate atl 
the government departments and addi­
tional accommodation is urgently re­
quested. Additions and enlargements 
have been made from time to time, but 
it is now realized that the buildings, 
which did good esrvice many years are 
now too small for the volume of busi­
ness, and the additional sub-departments 
of the prosperous province.

FRENCH EXPORTS INCREASE.

Du, to New United State, Tariff Law 
in September.

Paris, Oct. 7—The large increase in 
French exports to the United States un­
der the new tariff law which went into 
effect in September is continuing in Oc­
tober. The first six days of October 
shipments from the district of Consul 
General Mason alone, show 7,061 in­
voices, valued at $14,470,971. as against 
5,725 invoices, valued at $8,472,177 for 
the corresponding period of 1908. The in­
crease is 70 per cent.

Chicago Street Cars Awful Toll.

Chicago, Ill., October 8.—Eleven 
persons on the average have been in- 
jurd daily and one person has been 
killed every other day for the last 
three months by the Chicago street 
cars.

2,067 ALIENS FAIL TO GET PAPERS NO WAR LIKE INTENTIONS.

Three Prisoners and a Guard Dis­
appeared Yesterday Afternoon 
and Have Not Been Seen Since 
—Country . Being Scoured For 
Trace of Missing Ones.

Between five and six o’clock last 
night three prisoners escaped from 
the R.N.W.M.P. barracks at Fort 
Saskatchewan, where they were un­
dergoing sentence for different 
offences. A guard, who was in 
charge, has also disappeared, and as 
he is a recruit, the theory ie that he 
deserted with the men. This belief 
has not been substantiated, however, 
and there is a possibility that he 
may have met with foul play from 
the hands of the men whom he had 
in charge. They had been working 
in a field near the buildings and 
their disappearance Was not noticed 
for some time.

One of the escaped men is George 
Spenc, who was sent down from the 
Edmontpn police court several weeks 
ago for nine months on two charges 
of theft, one sentence being for three 
months for the theft of a pair of 
boots and the other for six months 
for stealing a revolver. There weer 
also other charges, but they were 
not pressed against him. Spence is 
a native of Washington State and 
was connected with the Parker shows, 
coming to the city with that organ­
ization. He left it here, however, and 
started on a career of thefts, which 
was suddenly ended by his arrest 
here.

It is believed that he is at the 
bottom of the sensational escape of 
the three ton, 6s he is regarded by 
the police as a genuinely bad char 
acter.

The entire force at the Fort bar 
racks are out on search today and 
the entire country is. being scoured. 
Descriptions of the men are being 
sent out and it is very improbable 
that they will be able to avoid re­
capture.

DYNAMITE OUTRAGE IN BUFFALO

Viaduct on Which .Non-Union Men 
Were Working Was Wrecked.

Buffalo, Oct. 8—A large viaduct over 
the New York Central tracks near the 
corner of Elk and Michigan streets 
was wrecked by dynamite at 1 o’clock 
this morning. A if unsuccessful at­
tempt was made on the morning of 
Sept. 14 to wreck the same structure

A large section of the bridge was de­
molished this morning. The force of 
th (^explosion was terrific, hundreds of 
windows within a radius of two ’blocks 
being shattered.

The viaduct,which was hearing com­
pletion, was being constructed by the 
John S. McGain company, of Mercer. 
The company works on the open shop 
plan.

This is the fifth outrage of this kind 
in Buffalo, and the fourth within a 
year.

MacLeon’a box factory at 166 Elk 
street, was badly wrecked by flying 
pieces of steel, and a small frame 
building used as an office by the 
Eastern Oil company was also demol­
ished. So far as known, no lives were 
lost. The entire front was blown in 
of the saloon of Jos. McMahon, on 
Elk street.

At the home of Jeremiah German, 
former alderman, a jagged piece of 
steel, three indhes long, and of ir­
regular width, passed through the 
house within an inch of the door sill. 
This piece of steel, halt' an inch 
thick, came from a pillar of the via­
duct underneath which the dynamite 
had been placed. On its course to­
wards German's house it passed 
through a steel girder, turee-eighths of 
an inch thick. Another piece of steel 
pierced German's house on the roof. 
The family was panic-stricken and 
every member of it was thrown out of 
bed.

The steel pillar under which the 
charge was placed, was twisted1 and 
shattered, a section of the superstruc­
ture about twenty feet square oemg 
so badly damaged that it must be re­
placed.

The damage is estimated at $3,500.
All tiie dynamite outrages have been 

directed against jobs in which non­
union men are employed.

Steamers Collide.

Montreal, Oct. 6—The steamer 
Heighten, which lelt Montreal three 
Weeks ago for Hull, Eng., with a full 
cargo of wheat, was in collision with 
the Dutch stcc.mer Betsy Anna, off 
the Port of Grimsby. The Heighten 
had unloaded her cargo and was out­
ward bound again, when the collision 
occurred. She was badly damaged on 
the starboard side and was compelled 
to return to, port. She was com­
manded by Captain Taft and while 
here was consigned to McLean, Ken­
nedy & Co.

U.S. Government Makes New Record 
in Refusing Naturalization.

Washington, D.C., October 7.—Nat­
uralization was refused 2,067 aliens 
during the last fiscal yaari a material 
increase over the rejection of would- 
be United States citizens during the 
preceding year.

These -ses have presented many 
and varied interesting questions. 
Occasionally the disappointed foreign­
er has turned to the courts for relief 
from the action of the naturalization 
bureau of the department of commerce 
and labor, and Chief Campbell, of 
that bureau, is drafting a measure, 
which, if enacted, would provide 
authority for the bureau, through 
the judicial officers of the govern­
ment, to appeal from the action of 
the state courts;

"When is a foreigner—a Turk, for 
instance—a white man?" is one of 
the problems that the naturalization 
officials have worked out.

In a case that will be tried in the 
United States circuit court at Cin­
cinnati next month the government 
has opposed the naturalization of a 
Turk on the ground that he is not a 
white person within the meaning of 
section 2169 of the revised statutes. 
That section declares .that its provi­
sions “shall apply to aliens being 
free white persons and to aliens of 
African nativity and to persons of 
African descent.”

The courts have construed that law 
as meaning only those so specified 
and as barring Chinese and' Japanese 
and their half breeds and Burmese 
and have held that as Asiatic is nei­
ther a white person nor a person of 
African descent, within the terms of 
the statute that governs.

The Massachusetts courts have held 
that congress in designating the 
class of persons who could be natural­
ized, inserted the qualifying word 
“white’’ and so intended to exclude 
from the citizenship privileges all 
alien races except the Caucasian.

In its memorandum of cases defin­
ing the words “free white persons,” 
the naturalization bureau cites an 
opinion from Chancellor Kent, com- 
metator, that “it may well be doubt­
ed whether the copper colored natives 
of America or the yellow or tawny 
races of Asiatics are white persons 
within the purview of the law.”

CALGARY CHURCH CENSUS.

Owen Sound-Meaford Line.
Owen Sound, Ont., Oct. 6—The long-' 

talkcd-of railway between Meaford 
and Owen Sound is likely to be built 
by t'he corporation of Owen Bound. 
The proposed line is over a distance 
of 25 miles. It has long been agitat­
ed for by the citizens of Owen Sound 
and Medford. The board of trade is 
taking up the matter. The govern­
ment subsidy, of $96,000, which is 
available, would T° a long way toward 
building the road.

Show That Presbyterians Are Largest 
Body in That City.

Calgary, October 8.—Approximately 
13,800 names will be shown in title 
church census of Calgary, which was 
taken a week ago under the auspices 
of the Alberta Sunday School As­
sociation. The count, so far as it 
has been made, already 6hows 13,584 
names, and to this will have to be 
added about 200 from small churches 
of miscellaneous denominations, and 
about 100 more from the Sunnyside 
district, the returns from which are 
not yet in the hands of the committee 
in charge. Following is the relative 
membership of Hie local churches, 
according to the census 40 far as the 
count has gone :

Presbyterian 4.182, Methpdist 3.383, 
Church of England 2,480, Baptist 
1,211, Roman Catholic 1,240, Evangeli­
cal Lutheran 420, Salvation Army 155, 
Hebrew 154, Disciples 75, Congrega­
tional 62, Christian Scientist 60. 
Church of Christ 32, no church pre­
ference 390.

According to these figures, the 
membership of the Baptist Church is 
larger by just one than the Roman 
Catholic.

BREAKING AAVAY FROM MACHINE

First Perceptible Ruffle in Histori­
cally Smooth Waters of Tory 
Toronto,

Toronto, October 7.—Ward one Con­
servative Association, by a resolution 
passed tonight, asks the Conserva­
tive central executive, which is the 
governing body or party “machine" 
for the whole city, to allow future 
nominations for parliament and legis­
lature candidates in East Toronto, in 
which Ward One is situated, to be by 
convention, open to all members of 
the association. This would abolish 
the system of having the candidates 
chosen by picked delegates.

The resolution carried almost un­
animously and means an important 
breaking away from political machin­
ery. The move is believed to have 
resulted from the election of Joseph 
Russell, M.t>„ who was nominated 
by an open convention of Indepen­
dent Conservatives, over A. E. Kemp, 
ex-M.P., the straight party candidate 
last October.

Implicated In Russian Graft.
Moscow,' Oct. 6—Colonel Poliakoff, 

a high officer of the military council, 
has ben arrested here in connection 
with irregularities amounting to more 
then $1,000,C00 which were discovered 
last February during an investigation 
of th army quarters.

Negro Hanged by Mob.
Greenburg, La., October 8.—Last 

night a mob took Aps Ard, a negro, 
from the jail here, hanged him and 
burned his body. Ard attempted to 
assassinate Senator Young recently.

Asleep on Railway Track.

Calgary, October 8.—An unknown 
man, very much under the influence 
of liquor, was found lying across the 
rails in the C.P.R. yards last night 
and was arrested by Officers Ross 
and MacRae. The unknown had a 
very narrow escape from death, as 
he was in a particularly dark spot, 
with shunting operations going on 
all around him. He was first dis­
covered bv passengers on the 800- 
Spokane train, who, looking out of 
the window’, saw him lying across the 
rails. They notified the officers, 
who took him in charge and placed 
him in the cells, but he had forgotten 
his name and seemed possessed of 
nothing but a keen desire to sleep.

No Bail For General Jeffries.

Panama, Qetober 6.—General H. O. 
Jeffries, who killed W. N. Chandler, 
business manager of the Press on 
August 25 th, has been transferred 
from the .police station to Ghisiqûai 
prison to await trial. Applications 
made for bail to the Alcade, the 
judges of the lower courts, and finally 
to the Supreme Court, all proved fu­
tile. While the applications were 
pending. General Jeffries remained in 
the police station cell, his transfer 
to Chisiqui following the adverse de­
cision of the court of last resort.

Are Pressed by Germany in Regard to 
Great Britain.

Berlin, October 8.—Count Revente- 
low, after reading extracts of the 
speeches made in the United States 
by Lord Northcliffe, Mr. Moberly 
Bell, Admiral Lord Charles Beresford, 
in which they expressed the belie* 
that war between Great Britain and 
Germany was inevitable, said today :

“War is certain if England desires 
it. Otherwise it is not at all certain. 
On the contrary, Germany will do 
everything to avoid it. As far as 
Germany’s invasion of England- is 
concerned, that is only a foolish 
theory. Theer is one point I want 
to emphasize, and that is that Eng­
land when dealing with external 
affaire and with neighbors ought to 
manifest that boasted liberality of 
spirit which ' she , so cherishes at 
home. It will not do to say that 
Germany, because she is building a 
big fleet, is aiming at England.

“I am for peace and I think we 
shall have it. In the meantime, the 
speeches made by the men named are 
made, in my opinion, for the purpose 
of stimulating the English people and 
government to the game old policy of 
a two power standard and 10 per cent, 
more; also, if possible, a little more, 
because the two-power standard may 
be logical if the two enemies are here 
in Europe and close together, but if 
it fails of efficiency; fi, for example, 
one enemy is here and the other in 
the Orient.

“That raises for Engliand the ques­
tion of India and Japan. Who knows 
but that the United States might not 
some day be taken into consideration 
in some complex international diffi­
culty? In this connection let me say 
that I believe many oratorical Eng­
lishmen sometimes say Germany when 
they mean United States.”

Pirates Are Favorites.

l’ittsburg, Oct. 8—The weather is ideal 
today for the opening game of the 
world’s championship series between the 
Pittsburg Pirates and Detroit Tigers. 
The interest is tremendous. The hotels 
are taxed to their utmost accommoda­
tion by throngs of visitors who are 
packed six in a room. All night long 
a long line waited to secure tickets, 
fires being lighted and coffee made. 
Baseball celebrities from all over the 
coun.try are present. Both teams are in 
prime condition. The betting is 10 to' 6 
in favor of Pittsburg. Receipts of to­
day’s game are estimated at $80,000.

ARREST OF OFFICIALS.

In Marshalltown, Iowa, for Interfering 
With Federal Officers.

Marshalltown, la., October 7.—A 
sensation was caused here today in 
the arrest by United States Marshall 
Clark of Mayor O. L. Ingledue, De­
puty Chief of Police Michael Clark, 
Desk Sergeant R. G. Goodale, Officer 
Frank Haas, all of the police force, 
and Deputy Sheriff G. B. Nasen, on 
an indictment from the Federal 
court at Davenport, charging them 
with conspiracy to prevent the Fed 
eral officers from performing their 
duty. The indictment is the result 
of the action of the police on Septem­
ber 25, when E. E. Van Wert, special 
deputy of the Interior Department ; 
R. G. Smith and W. A. Talbert, of 
Tama, and R. G. He)t, of Sioux City, 
were arrested and confined in jail 
while, trying to secure evidence 
against saloons. Holt attempted to 
buy liquor and was ejected.

The arrested officials were taken 
to Davenport tills aiternoon. The 
government officers were kept in jail 
over twenty-four hours and claim 
thpt the mayor refused to release them 
on bonds. Four other arrests were 
made later, Fritz and Sam Wenger, 
saloonists ; Leo McNamara, barten 
der, and Scott Jones, who were in the 
saloon at the time.

Deputation Waits on Premier and Min­
ister of Public Works.

Ottawa, Oct. 7—Jas Conmee, M.P. for 
Rainy River, this afternoon introduced 
the Port Arthur deputation to Sir Wil­
frid Laurier and Hon. Wm. Pugsley. 
minister of publÿ works. The deputa­
tion, which < onsisted of L. Matthews, 
mayor of Port Arthur, S. F. Wiley, of 
the Port Arthur board of trade and D. 
F. Burk, of Port Arthur ,on behalf of 
the Western Drydock and Shipbuilding 
Company, asked the government to build 
the proposed breakwater for Port Ar­
thur harbor and also that the harbor 
be dredged to the depth of 25 feet. In 
view of the speedy growth of th busi­
ness of the city it was urged that such 
“ work is becoming a necessity. Sir 
Wilfrid and the minister of public works 
both gave a sympathetic hearing and 
promised that the matter should re­
ceive serious consideration. The depu­
tation is hopeful that the sum for the 
breakwater will he provided in the es­
timates.

HUGE VESSEL FOR ATLANTIC.

Order Placed With Tyne Shipbuilders 
for Craft Outstripping Mauretania.
London, October 8.—The order for 

the new’ Atlantic liner which will in 
some ways outstrip the Mauretania 
has been entrusted to the Tyne build­
ers, Messrs. Swan, Hunter <S Wigham 
Richardson and the Wallsend Ship 
Company, the two firms who built the 
present record-breaker. The first 
named will build the hull of the new 
ship and the latter the engines.

The vessel, which is intended to be 
a relief steamer to the Mauretania 
and Lusitania, will measure 600 feet 
by 70, and will have 20,000 tons dis 
placement. It will be thus two 
thirds the size of the Mauretania, but 
on the other hand it is expected to 
be faster, as the specifications, which 
have been accepted, are for all-turbine 
engines of horse power nearly equal to 
that of the Mauretania. This will 
probably mean a speed of thirty 
knots, or five knots faster than the 
Mauretania’s contract speed.

The distance from Zurich to the point 
where Mix landed is given at 1.100 
kilometres, or 683 miles. Erbsloh 
covered 1,403 kilometres (871.20 miles) 
from St. Louis in 1907, which is thé 
longest flight made in an Interna­
tional race, although behind Count 
de le Vaulx’s record trip to Southern 
Russia.

Mr. Mix landed north "of Warsaw 
at 3 a.m. Tuesday. He won from 
Alfred Leblanc, French pilot, his com­
panion in the St. Louis race of 1907, 
who came down at Kubin, Hungary.

PUTTING OFF THE INEVITABLE.

Youth Sentenced at Moose Jaw Will
View Whipping in Edmonon 

Penitentiary.
Mooso Jaw, Oct. 6—At the supreme 

court this afternoon Jacob Harder, aged 
16 years was sentenced to two years in 
the Edmonton penitentiary for incest in 
respect of his sister. Jacob's brother 
received a sentence of six years for he 
same offence last Friday and their fath­
er stands convicted on a simiar charge. 
In sentencing Jacob, Chief Justice Wet- 
more, who is acting for Judge Johnstone 
who is indisposed, said he felt inclined 
to think that the prisoner would be 
more appropriately placed in the cate­
gory of brute beasts.

He would not or­
der him to be whipped but he would 
take pains to write to the Warden at 
Edmonton and ask him to place the pris­
oner in a position to see his brother 
whipped in the hope that it may have 
a deterrent effect upon him. His Lord­
ship concluded by saying that after the 
prisoner had viewed the results of such 
a crime he would be pleased to add his 
recommendation if any 'movement were I 
started to have ■ the boy released.

Diamond Smuggler Suicides.
Berlin, Oct. 6—George Heim, the 

chemist, who was accused by the gov­
ernment authorities of mining dia­
monds in Southwest Africa and smug­
gling them into Germany in contra­
vention of the government diamond 
monopoly in that colony, hangçd him­
self in prison yesterday.

SHEEP CASE, IN COURT.
An interesting sheep case was aired 

yesterday in the Supreme Court be­
fore Chief Justice Sifton. The plain­
tiff, W. J. Bingham, of Lloydminster, 
in the summer of 1907 bought a flock 
oi sheep, numbering about a thou­
sand, and turned them over to the 
defendant, A. Boes, of Mannville, 
Norwegian farmer, who undertook to 
care for them and effect a sale when 
the market was favorable. No sale 
was made that year and in the win­
ter, which was particularly severe, 
over half the number of the sheep in 
the flock died. Boes had the sheep a 
year and nine months. In the second 
winter a great many more died. 
Boes then sold the remainder of the 
herd at a very low figure. The ac­
tion for recovery was commenced last 
year. O. M. Biggar yesterday ap­
peared for the plaintiff and C. C. 
McCaul and C. L. Freeman for the 
defendant.

The plaintiff applied for non-suit, 
but the application was refused.

O. M. Biggar, for the plaintiff, con­
tended that the cofall in which the 
sheep were kept was an improper one 
and that the sheep were- not treated 
right. The men had gone into the 
deal on the basis of sharing profits 
equally. The original capital put in 
by "Bingham was to be returned. 
Judgment against the defendant on 
the ground of negligence was also 
called for.

Put in the witness box, Boes 'denied 
that he had promised to sell the sheep 
at $10 a head, as asserted by thg 
plaintiff. He had fed them 300 tons 
of hay and had a capable man to look
after them through the winter

James Hoopér, M.A., of Picton, has 
been appointed; to the staff of the 
Manitoba Agricultural college at Win­
nipeg. Mr. Hooper is a 1909 gradu­
ate of Queens university on the sci­
ence and a gold medallist in botany. 
His new duties will be the teaching 
of biology and botany.
