Morris Government 
Worst on Record

On two occasions within the past 
fifteen years a cry has been made for 
a change from the Liberal Govern­
ment of the day. The first was that 
of 1897. Hardly had the new admin­
istrators taken seats in their offices 
when the public at large began to 
wonder whether or not they had made 
a mistake. Before much time had 
elapsed they were convinced that a 
serious blunder had been made, 
which would leave behind mischiefs 
that were in part irremediable. An op­
portunity to test the feelings of the 
country was afforded before the usual 
statutory time, and every district in 
the Island, except two, sent back the 
Liberal party to power with 32 men 
out of 36 in the House of Assembly, 
a unique pronouncement in the his­
tory of the Colony and an index of the 
determination of the electorate to 
remedy the blunder of 1897 if possible.

A period of almost twelve years 
passed from the committal of the er­
ror of 1897. when the country was 
again beguiled by a cry for a change. 
After another trial of the Tory party 
of some two and a half years, the 
country finds it has made' another 
blunder, and a quiet determined feel­
ing prevails that ât the next general 
election the Morris party will be 
hurled from power by a vote as de­
cisive as that which turned down the 
Morine party in 1900. i It is conceded 
to-day very generally that it therf 
was a general election this fall the 
Morris party would not have a ghost 
of a chance. ■ '

In his last issue the editor, of the 
Fisherman's Advocate declares that 
no man was prouder of the success 
of Sir Edward Morris at the general 
election of 1909 than he was. but that 
now he has "no hesitation in saying 
that the worst government that evei 
ruled this Colony is the governmen 
in power to-day."

In this opinion he Is not alone. W. 
believe it is/the opinion which pre­
vails predominantly throughout tb< 
Colony. The electorate made a blun 
der in 1897. The mending of the 
mischief was a most costly business 
The electorate blundered again it 
1909. Let us hope that the repar 
ation of the mischievous policy of i 
carnival of extravagance may not hi 
fatal to our autonomy. If it goes or 
much longer, the remedy may not be 
wholly in our own hands.

Good Salmon Fishery

At Hamilton Inlet 
they have to date over 200 tierces as 
against 36 last year, and Sandwich 
Bay will turn out 400 tierces, or 260 
more than last year. The codtishery 
at Rigolet is practically a failure, 
but outside the bay the prospects are 
good for an average voyage.

There are a number of men at work 
on it now and It will be finished in 4 
years. It is a fine land for cattle 
raising also, and it will be open for 
steamers from July to November and 
for trains all the year round. Mr.

Co. for many 
years, will leave by the Stephano for 
Hudson's Bay, taking 25 men—mostly 
from Harbor Main—with him for the 
erection of a large pulp mill. The 
men are under agreement to receive 
30 cents per hour at the work.

Power ol Electricity.
Effect of Electrlcty on School Child­

ren.
A rather remarkable experiment 

has been varried on, tor some years 
in one of the public schools of Stock­
holm, Sweden, to test the beneficial 
influence of electricity on the de­
velopment of the human body. Two 
groups each of twenty-five children, 
as nearly alike as possible in general 
health, and size and weight of the 
individuals, were give» instruction in 
two rooms, both being'equal In size, 
ventilation, lighting and exposure. 
But the group in one of the rooms was 
continually exposed to the influence 
of electric currents, while the other 
group was not.

Now, after three or tour years of 
the tests, it is claimed that the “elec­
trified" children have outatriped the 
other group, growing faster, putting 
on weight quicker, developing better 
appetites and showing more physical 
resistance. As a whole, the mental­
ity of the electrified group was fhe 
greater, as backwardness in the ma­
jority of cases is the result of some 
physical defect.

Oiled Paper Umbrellas 
01 the Japanese.

The umbrellas used by the Japan­
ese are similar in all respects to the 
paper parasols that are common in 
this country, except that the Japan­
ese treat their material with a vege­
table oil which renders it impervious 
to moisture. The oil is obtained from 
the seeds of a plant (Perilla ocimoid- 
rs) cultivated in some parts of Jap­
an. A bushel of the seed produces 
about a gallon of oil. and the crop 
amounts to 350,000 bushels annually. 
The oil is boiled and. when cool, is 
applied to the paper umbrellas with 
a piece of cloth or waste. The um­
brellas are then exposed to the sun 
for five hours.

The oil paper is also used in mak­
ing lanterns and for window panes. 
The paper lantern is in common use 
In Japan for lights on 'rickshas and 
wagons, and as a hand lantern like 
the tin lanterns herA Oiled paper is 
used Instead of window glass in 
practically all of the native houses 
throughout the empire.

With Rev E. J. Peck.
ANGLIC.Uk MISSIONARY TO THE

ESKIMO OF BAFFIN LAND AND
HUDSON BAY.

Though tired and weary after his 
voyage from the Labrador on the s.s. 
Solway, Rev. E. J. Peck. Arctic mis 
sionary of the Church of England 
kindly afforded a Telegram represen­
tative an Interview at his room in the 
Crosbie Hotel last night. Though the 
rev. gentleman has only completed 
bis 63rd year, the trials and hardships 
undergone in his. years of endeavor in 
the bleak northern regions, where his 
mission is located, would give one the 
impression that he had passed the al­
lotted three score years and ten; yet 
as he laughingly remarked, hard work 
has kept him fit instead of militating 
against him physically, and he is as 
rugged and strong as when he was in 
the prime of life. Mr. Peck's home is 
at Barrie, Ontario, near Toronto. He 
goes annually to minister to the 
spiritual wants of the Eskimos in the 
far north, and this year left Halifax 
in the beginning of July with Mr. 
Broughton, a young man. a graduate 
of Wycliffe College. Toronto. The 
Canadian Government were sending 
an expedition out through Hudson 
Straits, one of the vessels connected 
with it being commissioned for mag 
netic obsenations, while two other 
vessels were to survey Fort Church­
ill and Fort Nelson. One of these 
and the largest of the two, was the 
s.s. Minto, the other two being the 
auxiliary schooners Chrissie Thomey 
of Newfoundland, and the Burleigh 
The mission supplies which Mr. Peck 
was taking the Canadian Govern 
nient kindly allowed him to ship on 
the Burleigh, and both schooners 
were taken in tow by the Minto and 
slipped when they reached Hudsoi: 
Straits. Mr. Peck was on board the 
Minto. and before they parted will 
her he transferred to the Burleigh and 
then proceeded to the missionary sta­
tion which is .known as Lake Harbor 
situated on the northern and central 
portion of Hudson Straits. It beiny 
early in the season it was impossible 
for the vessel to penetrate the heavy 
Arctic ice floe, and then an effort was 
made to reach Port Burleigh. Mean­
time the Minto had gone to Fort Nel­
son and the Thomey to Fort Church­
ill, and they parted company in Hud 
son Straits. The same conditions 
prevented the Burleigh from reaching 
Port Burleigh, the time being the lat 
ter part of July, and from contac; 
with the ice she sprung a leak: the 
gasoline engine when used only in 
creased the inrush of water, unti' 
eventually the vessel made from 8 t< 
10 inches of water an hour, and mat­
ters looked serious. It was no' 
thought wise to prosecute the voyagi 
and the leader of the expedition de 
cided to return with the vessel ti 
Halifax, but he generously arrangei 
to land Mr. Peck's supplies at Okak 
the Moravian mission station, to facil 
itate their further shipment to theii 
destination. Now Mr. Peck mover1 
along the coast, trying to find somi 
means whereby the stores could be 
taken north, but could secure no sail 
ing craft, and as it is now too latt 
in the season he must obtain some 
other means of transit, as it is o' 
vital importance that the supplies be 
forwarded to Lake Harbor. There 
are two white men there. Messrs. J 
Bilby and Archibald Fleming, with ; 
population of 400 Eskimos. These 
must be supplied with provisions this 
season or the most dire results must 
follow. These men went out in 1909 
taking supplies for for two years, anc 
Mr. Peck accompanied them. The 
time is now come to replenish theii 
stock and at all hazards, Mr. Peck 
says, he must get relief sent tc 
them. There is absolutely no vegeta­
tion in this sterile northern wilder­
ness and they are dependent for 
every article of fuel and provisions 
on the outside world. He has been 
in communication with the Govern­
ment and it is most1 imperative that 
Mr. Peck secure a steamer, and that 
without delay, to go to the rescue. 
Mr. Peck said the thing must be done, 
if not the lives of the two whites 
and irossibly hundreds of the natives 
will be sacrificed. ■ Mr. Peck will go 
forward with whatever boat he can 
secure and will see the matter 
through despite the dangers and 
hardships incident to such a journey 
at a season when the rigors of the 
Arctic will be more severely felt than 
if it were earlier. His colleague. Mr. 
Broughton, is at Okak with the sup­
plies. and he will be picked up as the 
steamer he hopes to secure goes 
north. He left the Burleigh at Okak 
but does not know where she is now, 
as he had to get along the Labrador 
coast to catch the Solway. His work 
among the Eskimos of Baffin Land 
has been most encouraging and he 
hopes that generous friends in New­
foundland will come to his aid in his 
difficulty and that a steamer suitable 
for the object he has in view will be 
forthcoming.

I In short the report of CafiL Par­
sons,' of- the Solway, is that ttere is 

■ no improvement in the Labrador fish- 
I ery at least on the southern part of 
the ■ coast since her last visit there. 
He says that the Sttila Maris reported 
that she reacted Nineveh, and that 
from Mngford north there was a sign 
of fish with the voyage improving. 
Last time she w> nt north there was 
little or nothing doing. The highest 
fare for schooners on the far northern 
coa$r was, ltflf qtls. From Cape Mug- 
ford sbuth* to llak the schoon* rs aver­
aged from 100 to 600 < ; tIs. At Kigle- 
poit Bay they did fairly, schooners 
ranging from 300 tc 400 qtls. At the 
Fanpyards a lot ot schooners ttefe 
hail for from 300 to 600 qtls. South 
of llak there is little Improvement 
since last report. At Iron Bound Is­
lands last trip there was no fish and 
all the schooners left there except 
three which later reported a good 
sign of fish. This trip, however, the 
captain found 17 schooners there with 
fares ranging from 200 to 400 qtls. 
At Ragged Islands they averaged 
about 100 qtls. a crew, and when the 
ship was there they were trapping 
from 10 to 15 qtls. per day. At AVhite 
Bears the crews had from 200 to 300 
qtls. and boats 70 to 80 qtls. but the 
weather was very stormy. The rest 
of the coast, the captain says, is not 
worth much without a big improve­
ment by next trip. Capt. Parsons 
says the voyage will be a poor one 
and below the average though, of 
course, greatly in excess of last year's 
catch.

The Ways of Gomez.
Havana. Aug. 23.—Jose Maria Yil- 

laverde. managing editor of the news­
paper Cuba, and his nephew, Manuel 
Villaverde. an editorial writer on the 
Cuba, were seized yesterday at the 
residence of the former, placed on 
board a steamer and deported to 
Spain.

The Cuba in its columns has been 
continuously assailing the govern­
ment of President Gomez, and acting 
under a presidential decree, a squad 
of police visited the residence of Se- 
nor Villaverde and demanded admis­
sion. This being refused the police 
battered down the door with axes, 
seized the two Villaverdes. and with­
out giving them time to make any 
preparations, rushed them on board 
the steamship Alfonso XIII. which 
sailed last evening for Spanish ports.

A presidential decree issued last 
night concerning the deportation de­
nounced the Villaverdes, who are 
Spaniards, as pernicious foreigners 
actively hostile to the Cuban govern­
ment and hence subject to deporta­
tion.

The Solway in Port.
The s.s. Solway arrived here at 

7.30 last evening from Labrador. 
From Capt. Parsons, her commander, 
we learn that the ship had very 
stormy but clear weather the whole 
trip, the winds varying from W. to 
S. W„ and being thus off shore, very- 
little sea accompanied them. On the 
24th inst., the day the ship reached 
Illak, a strong breeze of N. E. wind 
prevailed, and the weather all through 
has hampered the fishermen very 
much. As a matter of fact since the 
ship was down on the coast the trip 
preceding this the boats have not 
been able to get out on the ground 
owing to the high winds and general 
stormy weather prevailing. This is 
unfortunate, as the captain says there 
is plnty of cod to be had and plenty 
of herring for bait but it is of little 
use owing to the weather.

Before the Solway got down on the 

Labrador coast this trip there was a 
heavy gjfle of wind along the shore, 
and as a result a deal of damage was 
doue to twine. A man named Moore, 
of Indian Harbor, lost his trap alto­
gether, as did a man named Neville, 
of Indian Tickle. It was a very heavy- 
blow and a big sea ran. In most 
places along the coast the traps had 
to be taken up for repairs, and valu­
able time was lost to the fishermen.

Had any 
person been fitted out to catch and 
cure the herring in the usual way 
ie would have made big money as a 
esult of his enterprise. Several 

- yould have gone into the industry 
mt for some reason or other. This 
pring .110 herring nets could be pro- 
ured in St. John's and a deal of 

noney has been lost to many' a fish- 
•rman and planter. Messrs. Hiscock 
ind Jerrett tried to get five or six 
nets each, and after looking over the 
city in all directions only one could 
lie procured. Capt. Parsons says that 
people who had only pieces of her­
ring nets secured from 3 to 4 brls. 
of these fine fish dally, and so plenti­
ful were they in the waters of the 
coast that cod traps were often found 
to be filled with them, but when 
hauled, owing to the large size of the 
mesh, the herring easily escaped. 
Anyhow people did not go to the Lab­
rador this season equipped for the 
prosecution of this important branch 
of our fisheries, not expecting the fish 
to appear on the coast in such my­
riads. Even if they had nets, they 
had neither salt nor barrels, and tak­
en from an economic standpoint this 
mischance is not alone a distinct loss 
to fishermen and planters but also a 
loss to the colony generally.

Yesterday the first locomotive en­
gine ever built In Newfoundland was 
given the finishing touches at the R. 
N. Co.’s shops, and at 3 p.m. Mr. R. 
G. Reid in the presence of a number 
of the workmen, and the eons of Pre­
sident W. D. Reid set the mechanism 
going which submitted the new en­
gine to a severe hydraulic test. The 
machinery of the new locomotive 
worked smoothly an dwell, and the 
big fabric went over the rails for 
about 3 yards. All were delighted at 
the manner in which the new engine 
stood the test, and to-day steam will 
be got up on it and It will be sent 
out over the rails on a trial trip. The 
new engine is known as 11 and is of 
the same calibre as Nos. 110 and 111, 
and those who know something about 
such things and who were present 
yesterday pronounced it a beauty. 
This is quite an epoch in the indus­
trial life of the country when It can 
turn out its own locomotives, and we 
congratulate the Messrs. Reid on their 
enterprise. Incidently we must also 
congratulate Mr. Turnbull on bis en­
gineering ability and the smart local 
mechanics who worked with him on 
this important undertaking. Eight 
other new engines are in course of 
construction in the Reid Co.’s Shops.
