Take 
the case, for instance, of a certain 
type of gun. The Royal .Gun Factory 
was asked to make thirty-six at the 
same time as three armament firms. 
Vickers, Armstrong’s and the Coven- 
ry Ordnance received orders for pre- 

tiseley the same number of guns. 
Woolwich delivered the guns on time, 
Amt the three firms had only eight 
ready instead of 108.

“From information of this kind 
’which has reached us we can only de­
duct that in the early months of the 
war the responsible heads of the ord­
nance department showed little fore­
sight. The usual armament firms 
were filled up with orders which they 
could not execute within contract 
time. The War Office gave orders, 
but did not make arrangements to 
guarantee that the nation had muni­
tions in time.

Admiral Oscar von Truppet, who 
was at one time Governor of Kiau 
Chau, the German concession in the 
Chinese Province of Shan Tung, 
which was captured in November last 
by the Japanese, contributes an arti­
cle to-day to the ‘Der Tag’ warning 
his compatriots not to underestimate 
the "danger of a breach with the 
States, and asking them to weigh 
seriously the question to to whether 
the value of Germany’s submarine 
warfare against British commerce is 
enough to justify the continuance in 
its present form at the expense of a 
rupture with the trans-Atlantic na­
tion. The article is remarkable not 
only for its open statement regarding 
the wide reaching effects which the 
participation of America in hostili­
ties would have on future course of 
the war, effects which Admiral von 
Truppet says are greatly underesti­
mated in Germany, but also as a: con­
tribution to be heard from a naval 
officer. All the naval publicists of 
Germany hitherto heard ■ from have 
been devoting their energies in ac­
celerating public opinion against any 
modification of submarine campaign, 
endeavoring to prevent or limit .the 
concessions in the Amyican demands 
in the forthcoming German note to 
Washington. The campaign between

Our Debt to Oor
Gallant Seamen.

The submarine warfare by Ger­
many against commerce with the 
British Isles, has now been waged 
for nearly twenty-one weeks, and Ad­
miral Oscar von Truppet, who was at 
one time German Governor of Kia 
Chou, in China, which was wrested 
from Germany by British and Japan­
ese forces, raises the question in ‘Der 
Tag’ yesterday whether the value of 
this submarine warfare against Brit­
ish commerce is enough to justify ils 
continuance in its present form at 
the expense of a rupture with the 
United States. He puts the question: 
“Can we hope, so far as we are able j 
to foresee, to force England to its 
knees through submarine warfare 
against her commerce?" The very 
fact that such an issue is raised after 
five months’ experience in this war- 
fare, suggests that at the very least 
a substantial doubt existed in the 
mind of this maritime authority as to 
the military efficacy of the means and 
of the probability of Germany reach­
ing this military objective by such 
means. The publication of this ar­
ticle from such an authority in an 
enemy newspaper in Germany, con­
firms the views given by statistics 
issued in Great Britain that the effect 
on British commerce is small, and 
that its military value is compara­
tively little. With gallant skippers 
in command of our mercantile marine 
and heroic sailors helping them, the 
commerce of Britain will go on m 
face of all such losses as German 
submarines have inflicted. The hero­
ism of our sailors and captains sail­
ing under the red ensign, was never 
more strikingly shown than in the 
case of the British steamer Anglo- 
Californian, which arrived at Queens­
town yesterday from Montreal, with 
the captain and eleven sailors dead 
and eight injured. The story is an 
inspiring One, and with such cool­
ness, skill and gallantry as that dis­
played by Captain Parslow, his brave 
son, who took his father’s place on 
the bridge, when his father was kill­
ed, and his gallant crew, there can be 
no room for doubt that British sea­
manship and doggedness will win out, 
do what the Germans may with sub­
marines.

Says Britain’s 
Main Desire is 

to Protect Egypt.
London, July 1.—An interesting 

discussion of the German policy is. re­
produced by the Times this morning 
from German newspapers. Dr. Ernest 
Jasckh, a well known writer, main­
tains that if the English statesmen 
had to choose they would rather lose 
Calais than, Suez, and contends that 
England’s main desire is to protect 
Egypt.

Count von Reventlow, military wri­
ter for the Tages Zeitung, agrees with 
Dr. Jasckh in the latter respect. He 
says that the attempted «invasion:- of 
Egypt in January was only an experi­
ment and that German engineers are 
now building a Syrian railway and a 
Sinai railway which will convey the 
necesary heavy artillery and open the

way from Constantinople to Suez. He 
adds that the way from Berlin to Con­
stantinople must be opened by a de­
cisive victory in Galicia; then Eng­
land can be struck a mortal blow in 
Egypt.

“England’s main interest in the 
Dardanelles," he says, “is the protec­
tion of Egypt, and that is the expla­
nation of all the efforts to range the 
Balkan countries against the Teu­
tonic allies.’’

AN HEROIC CAPTAIN.
QUEENSTOWN, To-day.

With nine dead sailors stretched on 
her deck and eight men lying wound­
ed below, toe sides riddled with .shots 
and shells, the British steel ship An-

. town Harbor this morning, after hav­
ing withstood the attack of a German 
submarine for four hours. The ship’s 
escape from destruction was accom­
plished with no other means of de­
fence than the indomnitable spirit of 
her Captain and crew, combined with 
masterly seamanship which enabled 
her to frustrate the efforts of her as­
sailant to torpedo her. The story of 
how Captain Parslow stood on the 
bridge of the Anglo-Californian 
amidst a rain of shot and calmly di­
rected the movements of his ship, un­
til he was killed by shell, how his 
place was taken by his ion, until 
British destroyers appeared and the 
submarine was compelled to flee was 
told by the survivors.

EASES.

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-t)ay.

Much activity was apparent yester­
day in all three elements, where the 
warring powers are coming into ac­
tual contact, but reports as a result 
are generally contradictory. Berlin 
uses a reliable source for a denial that 
a German battleship of the pre-dread­
nought type was sunk by a Russian 
submarine at the mouth of Danzig 
Bay, but the official report from Pet- 
rograd on the occurrence is accepted 
as correct by London, where a re­
sumption of naval operations in the 
Baltic has been watched with intense 
interest. Reading between the lines 
of the various official reports, it is not 
difficult to deduce that the Russians 
are making a desperate-stand between 
the rivers Pruth and Dneister. Grand 
Duke Nicholas, Commander-in-Chief 
of the Russian forces, . reports the 
fighting in Southern Poland is of a 
most desperate character, while Vi­
enna admits that the Russians are at­
tacking in strong force. Austro-Ger- 
man sources, however, declare this ef­
fort to be a forlornf hope. General 
Von Linsingen’s Teutonic army after 
a fortnight of terrific struggles is re­
ported both at Vienna and Berlin to 
have reached the whole front of the 
Zlota Lippa River, Eastern Galicia. 
Berlin also claimed important suc­
cesses in the Western front, where in 
the forest of La Pretre, German for­
ces are reported to have compelled 
the obstinately resisting French to 
evacuate trench after trench of over 
1500 yards front, until a thousand 
prisoners, including a battalion, the 
staff and a number of guns fell into 
the hands of attacking troops. The 
Paris version of this claim is that af­
ter extremely heavy bombardment the 
Germans succeeded along a front of 
one kilometre of regaining an foot­
hold in an old line which had been 
taken by the French. Both sides re- 
poti sanguinary but fruitless attacks 
atmther points along the Western 
line. Rumors are again rife concern­
ing operations in the Dardanelles, but 
public curiosity will be stayed to some 
extent when the morning papers pub­
lish the vivid report of General Sir 
Ian Hamilton, Commander-in-Chief of 
the Allied forces in the Dardanelles, 
covering recent operations in the Gal­
lipoli Peninsula, where fierce fighting 
from June 28 to July 3 resulted In a 
check with appalling slaughter of a 
Turkish offensive attempted under the 
eye of Enver Pasha, the Turkish Min­
ister of War. Citizens of Switzerland 
who have been trying to return home 
across the Swiss-German frontier re­
port the frontier has been closed.

WHITAKER’S OPPOSITION TO NA­
TIONAL REGISTER BILL.

LONDON, To-day.
The National Register Bill encoun­

tered opposition in the Commons last 
night, when Sir Thomas Whitaker, 
Liberal, opposed its provisions, as­
serting the passage of the bill in its 
present form would split the coun­
try. The member also declared dis­
trust in the present coalition Govern­
ment, saying he knew the man who 
had destroyed the late ' Government 
continued to dictate the policy of the 
present Government. Cries of “Name" 
rang through the House, and Sir 
Thomas riaid—It was Lord Northcliffa 
who was advocating virtually all the 
clauses of the Register Bill. Percy 
Alden, Liberal, asked the Premier 
whether he was able to assure the 
House that the Government did not 
contemplate forced labor or conscrip­
tion under the Bill, and was told by 
the Prime' Minister that no such 
change was contemplated. Walter 
Hume Long, father of the bill, mov­
ing its second, reading, said the Gov­
ernment would resist to the utmost 
any suggestion to recede from its 
position to withdraw the bill. He said 
Lord .Kitchener, Secretary of War, 
thought the bill would assist him to 
avoid difficulties with which he had 
nreviously been confronted of men 
having been recruited, who should 
have been left in the workshops. Sir 
Thomas Whitaker moved the rejec­
tion of the bill, until evidence was 
produced that the Government's pre­
sent powers were inadequate. He did 
not object to complusion or conscrip­
tion, if necessary, but he asserted the 
bill was needless and raised the 
greatest controversy of the day. The 
bill he viewed with grave disgust; es­
pecially as men always came forward 
when asked. The powers conferred 
by the bill at any rate must not be 
placed in the hands of the military, 
who were hopeless in business mat­
ters. He concluded by saying: It is 
not a register that is wanted, but 
wholesale dismissals in the War Of­
fice. Conservative speakers followed, 
and earnestly appealed to the House 
to support the Government Bill. The 
House passed the second reading of 
the bill, after rejecting Sir Thomas’s 
motion by a majority of more than 
200 votes. The debate proved the op­
position to the bill came from a some­
what small minority of Radicals.

OBSERVER AND PILOT BURNED,

London, June 28.—A dramatic air 
duel, in which a British aeroplane, re- 
connoitering over the Belgian town 
of Pcelcappelle at a height of 4,000 
feet met and engaged a large German 
biplane, which had double engines 
and propellers, is described» by the 
eye-witness at the British army head­
quarters in a narrative made public 
to-day by the official press bureau. 
He writes:

“The German machine first circled 
around ours at the same time shoot­
ing a machine gun, but so far as 
known not inflicting any damage. 
Then our observer fired fifty rounds 
in return at a range of less than 200 
yards. It had some effect for the 
hostile biplane was seen to waver and 
after more shots its engines stopped, 
the enemy airplane then dived to a 
level of 2,000 feet where it again Flat­
tened its course, flying slowly and er­
ratically.

“Under heavy anti-air craft fire 
from below, our pitot turned toward 
our line to complete his reconnaiss­
ance. When his machine was hit lie 
decided to make for home, but the 
petrol tank had been pierced and as 
the aeroplane glided downwards on a 
slant the petrol was set alight by the 
exhaust and ran blazing down the 
front of the body of the aeroplane 
which travelled on to the accompani­
ment of a rattle of musketry as the 
unused rounds of machine gun am­
munition exploded in the heat and 
the pilot’s loaded revolver was dis­
charged.

•The pilot, however, did not lose 
coqtrol, and the æroplane proceeded 
steadily on a. downward course. Be­
fore it reached the ground a large 
part of the frame work had been de­
stroyed. Even the hardwood blades 
of the propeller were so burned that 
the propeller ceased to revolve. When 
the machine finally landed back of 
our lines both officers had been se­
verely burned, and the pilot climbing 
out of the blazing wreck tripped over 
a wire and sprained his ankle. The 
serviceable portions of the aeroplane 
were then collected and removed un­
der the shrapnel of the German guns.

Santa Fe is one of the two cities 

of North America which have already 
celebrated their 300th birthdays.

Boston and New York are proud of 
their age and 6f the amount of action 
which has been crowded into their 
careers. But little Santa Fe, which 
had 6,500 people twenty-five years 
ago and has been growing rapidly 
backward ever since, has had a live­
lier time than either, and is old en­
ough to be the parents of both. In its 
310'years it has been under five gov­
ernments—‘has been captured several 
times by Indians—has -had - Spanish, 
Indian, Mexican Confederate and Un­
ited States governments—and has 
been capital of half a dozen varieties 
of States, territories and nations.

Santa Fe was founded by the Span­
iards in 1605, and is now capital of 
the State of New Mexico. It is located 
almost 7,000 feet above the sea in 
the' mountains and the transcontinen­
tal traveler has to climb off his train 
and travel eighteen miles to find it. 
Its old section with its narrow, crook­
ed streets and mud houses which last 
longer than stone, is as picturesque 
as anything in America. Its new sec­
tion is as up-to-date. It has the capi­
tol, the historic library, two Spanish 
papers, an interesting Plaza, a monu­
ment to Kit Carson and many relics 
of American history which were get­
ting old before the Mayflower furni­
ture landed.

Santa Fe has citizens who can trace 
their ancestry back to the founding of 
the town. They would be just as 
proud of it as the Boston people if 
they knew how to read.

Santa Fe was captured and ruled 
by Indians for twelve years from 
1690 on. It was captured again in 
1863 and the governor was killed. 
General Lew Wallace lived in its 
quaint 300 year old abode governor’s 
palace and finished “Ben Hur” there. 
It was the western terminus of the 
Santa Fe trail which began at Kan- 
kaskia, Ill., and. in the first half of the 
last century saw more miscellaneous 
excitement and dodged more bullets 
from bad Indians and worse white 
men than any other American town.

Those of us who cannot go to Spain 
will do well to stop off at Santa Fe, 
where we can see the ruins of many 
a Hidalgo and can learn more of the 
early struggles of the wonderful 
Southwest than we ever suspected be­
fore.

Dear Sir,—By reason of the repre­
sentations made to the Government 
at Ottawa by the Government of this 
Colony, the Immigration authorities 
have decided to admit the entrance of 
Newfoundlanders who are going to 
assured employment, but who may not 
have the necessary money qualifica­
tions. In order to guard against tbe 
over-supply of labour from New­
foundland which might occur if the 
money . qualification were entirely 
waived, the Immigration authorities 
of Canada have stipulated that those 
coming forward, without the $25 in 
their possession, mus tsatisfy the 
Agent that they are going to as­
sured employment. All persons from 
this Colony therefore, going forward 
to take up promised employment, 
must see that they have with them 
documentary on other evidence to 
show that work awaits them at some 
specific point immediately upon arriv­
al. Without such evidence, the au­
thorities will not admit them unless 
they possess the necessary $25.

Meeting of
Patriotic AssociationNALLY to 75c.

A meeting of the Patriotic Associa­
tion was held at thff1 Board of Trade 
Rooms last night, at which His Ex­
cellency the Governor presided, and 
some fifty members were present.

The reports of the7 various commit­
tees were submitted and adopted. The 
report of the Patriotic Fund Commit­
tee showed that up to June 30th $95,- 
568.22 had been subscribed, and that 
$4,183.65 had been paid to the bene­
ficiaries in Newfoundland and $938 in 
Canada, which leaves a balance on 
hand of over $90,000.00. The total 
number of beneficiaries of the fund 
is now 194. Up to the present no in­
formation has been received from the 
Admiralty regarding allowances for 
the dependants of the Naval Reserv­
ists lost to date, and pending the re­
ceipt of this the Patriotic Fund will 
pay an amount equal to the allotment 
and separation allowance to the de­
pendents of these men for a period of 
six months after death, and in cases 
where no allotment was made help is 
being provided in the same way, un­
til some definite arrangements are 
made by the Admiralty. The Govern­
ment has stipulated that all such pay­
ments are to be regarded as part of 
any pensions or allowances to which 
the dependants may be found to be 
entitled.

The Finance Committee reported 
that the cost of conveying company 
F across had been paid, and that the 
providing of equipment for Company 
G had been authorized and measures 
taken to provide ammunition for rifle 
practice. Up to June 30th $353,173.02 
had been paid on account of the First 
Newfoundland Regiment and $150,697. 
80 on account of the Reserve Force.

The Reserve Force Committee re­
ported that they had held eight meet­
ings since the last general meeting of 
the Association, and expressed their 
gratification at the splendid arrange­
ments made for the transportation of 
the last Company which were mainly 
due to His Excellency the Governor, 

fgfind which resulted so satisfactorily 
and with the saving of considerable 
expense to the Colony.

Some 65 men are already on the 
Volunteer Roll and training for No. 7,

. or G Co. The usual instructors are 
doing good work and the officers com­
manding the over-seas force have 
been requested to nominate and de­
spatch officers to take charge of the 
new company. The total number who 
have volunteered since the formation 
of the Reserve Committee is 2018, of 
whom 1100 have been sworn in for 
service abroad. These numbers do 
not include those who enlisted in the 
First Contingent. Ail departments 
connected with the training of Co. G. 
are very efficient and credit is due 
those in charge, particularly of the 
Equipment and Musketry Committees. 
The report contained a tribute of 
praise to the work of Capt. Mont­
gomerie in connection with F Co., and 
referred to the satisfactory reports 
being received continually of the con­
duct and efficiency of the men in 
Scotland.

After the adoption of the reports 
Mr. W. G. Gosling, Chairman of the 
Civic Commission, referred to the 
communication recently received from 
the Overseas Club, re the contributing 
of an aeroplane to the Aviation Ser­
vice, and stated that the Commission 
would meet this evening to consider 
details regarding the matter. It is 
thought that two machines may be 
supplied, one from the Colony and 
one from the Municipality. His Ex­
cellency was thereupon empowered to 
nominate a committee to raise the 
necessary funds.

After the business of the meeting 
was finished His Excellency delivered 
an address on “Some Developments 
of the War” dealing with the subject 
under the following headings:—

(1) Present Military Position.
(2) Submarines.
(3) Warfare in the Air.
(4) Effective strength of the Armies
(5) War Losses.
(6) The Dangers. which beset Ger­

many.

REMARKABLE RESULTS OF IN­
OCULATION FOR TYPHOID.

London, July 1.—Remarkable evi­
dence of the efficacy of inoculation 
against typhoid was furnished by 
Harold J. Tennant, Parliamentary 
Under-Secretary for War in the House 
of Commons this afternoon.

In the British Expeditionary Force 
in France, he said, there had been 
only 827 cases and 128 deaths up to 
May 27. Of this number 508 cases 
were persons who had not been in­
oculated and 106 of these died. There 
were only 22 deaths among the 308 
men innoculated who, despite innocu- 
lation, contracted the disease.

| have gained a lasting name," and his 
I narrative of the fierce encounter is 

one of the first to be given.
“We had," he says, “to attack the 

German trenches at Hooge, which 
they recently captured by the use of 
gases, and y hen we passed over the 
ground spme of our victims were still 
lying there.

“In the afternoon we set off from 
tlio catiip, and reaching Ypres march­
ed silently to the point of attack.

‘ “The attack was prepared by the 
artillery, and while the bombardment 
lasted it was absolutely murderous. 
Our men poured out high explosive 
shells and shrapnel by the hundreds/ 
and the whole earth seemed to be in 
eruption, made worse by the reply of 
thé German guns.

Amazing Dare-Devilry.
“Our first trench was not more than 

cigthy yards from the first German 
trench, and our men, who practically- 
anticipated the order to advance, 
•swarmed over the parapets with the 
utmost keenness. Their dare-devilry 
was amazing. Later, I saw our O.C. 
being helped away, blinded with 
blood, but he would not leave the 
fight until he was practically compell­
ed.

“From the first the Germans, when 
.they found that their machine gun 
fire availed them nothing, turned 
round and ran, and in their frantic 
haste wounded and dying alike were 
trampled underfoot.

“It was a terrific time, but fri tlYh 
midst of it all the splendid spirit of 
regimental rivalry whicft exists 
throughout our army, was much in 
evidence. Jocks and Tommies fofgfed 
ahead at breakneck speed, eager for 
the honor of being the first in the 
enemy’s stronghold.

“Shattered forms were everywhere, 
and the destruction of life and limb 
was appalling. The force of the Brit­
ish artillery was such that the Ger­
man trenches' became mere shambles, 
and in places only glimpses of grey 
cloth showed through the masses of 
shattered sandbags.

“A dense pall of greyish black 
smoke overhung the scene, and chok­
ing fumes mingled with the sickly 
blood smell.

“Charged Into the Teeth of Hell.”
“There could be nothing finer than 

this attack of our infantry as, led by 
the officers, they charged, stubborn­
ly and steadily, right into the teeth 
of hell—machine gun and rifle fire-- 
with the sole unanimous desire to get Î 
at it.
