Comments of a London Editor on the 
New York Tribune?» Estimate of the 
Character ancf/Quality Of the Two 
Kinds—A Cléar Statement of the 
Englishman’s- Way .of Thinking.

(Mourning Post, London.)
We Republish in another column an 

extremely interesting article which 
appeared a little' While back in the 
New York Tribune (August 9, 1916). 
It is a critical estimate of the char­
acter and quality of British and Ger­
man "hate” respectively—an estimate 
provoked by certain recent utterances 

Professor Muénàterberg, of Har­
vard, the leading exponent of Ger­
manism in the United States. The 
Professor has been, moved to suggest, 
as a vision of the future, ah alliance 
between the United States, Germany 
and Great Britain “as one of the logi­
cal and necessary consequences of the 
present deplorable conflict,” and no 
doubt he intends the proposal as a 
high compliment to. this country, and 
we are only surprised that it did not 
occur to Professor Kuno Meyer, let us 
say, to indorse this offer of future 
friendship with his own trusty right 
hand. Such is the curious mentality 
of the German—it seems to him that 
all that has happened during these 
last two years is merely something 
that can be wiped from memory by 
an offer to shake hands. That he 
should have reached the stage already 
when his impulse is to let bygones be 
iiygonès is extremely instructive. It 
manifests a severe chastening of thé 
Teutonic mood. Thor’s hammer is ex­
changed for Loki’s guile—why? Is it 
that /‘our old German God’’ has failed 
tiis devotees? Is he, like Baal, when 
the priests cried unto him to produce 
fire from heaven, sleeping or perad- 
venture on a journey? But a few 
months ago the German press and the 
German professors were still pro­
claiming the imminent overthrow of 
England and her Allies and the ruth­
less imposition of the German will to 
qonquer on the whole civilized world. 
Toward this country implacable en­
mity was still breathed, and to Ameri­
ca insolent warnings were given to 
take heed to her ways lest a worse

thing should befall her. Now, sud­
denly, the British and American na­
tions are invited to ignore all these 
threatenings and to contemplate the 
prospect of a friendly aiiance With | 
the people who so recently uttered 
them.

Discussing this suggestion, The Tri­
bune points out very shrewdly that 
Professor Muensterberg does not seem 
t} understand the mood of the Brit­
ish people. He fails to realize the 
effect which has been produced by his 
countrymen’s methods of making war, 
and how entirely negligible beside the 
frohtÿ demonstrations of German 
"bate” is the silent but deep-seated 
loathing of the British nation. ' As
The Tribune says, this feeling among 
us has not been inflamed by profes­
sorial campaigns, by organized .press 
Incitements, by “hymns Of hate” and ■ 
such like stimulants. It, has grown] 
up spontaneously under the influence j 
of events. It has grown slowly, but 
now it has overrun the land. It is . 
deep and strong as an instinct, and is, ' 
except by slow time, ineradicable. | 

Our American critic preceives very j 
clearly what is so completely hidden 
from German eyes—that generations , 
must pass before the very name of j 
-German ceases to be in this country . 
anything but a byword of reproach 
and disgust. That, we are glad to 
think, is profoundly true, and We are 
glad also to recognize, that the Brit­
ish- character is so well understood, 
at any rate by our American cousins. 
“To-day the German is for the Eng- 

l lishman,” writes this clear-sighted 
American observer, “the man who 
abuses women and children on land 
'and murders them on water. He is 
the man who brutally maltreats Brit­
ish wounded prisoners. He is the 
author of the Zeppelin raids, and he 
is the criminal who employs the sub­
marine for assassination, not for war. 
Above all, and-this is. comprehensive­
ly, he is not a ’clean’ fighter; he 
doesn’t ’play the game;’ he recognizes 
no rules of 'humanity, of law, of 
sport.” An Englishman could hardly 
have stated hts own case better. The 
German is exactly all that-and a little 
more, and to condone his crimes— 
even to think of it—would be a crime 
almost as great; a betrayal of the 
very standards of honor and decency 
that the German has already out­
raged so shamelessly.

The antagonisms of war in them­

selves need create no Impassable gulf 
between the opposites. On the con­
trary, they may resolve themselves in­
to stronger friendships founded1 oa 
mutual understanding and respect. 
Our age-long wars with France hâve 
left no bitterness; our fierce rivalry 
with the Dutch has subsided into per­
fect good will. But the memories that 
this war with Germany will leave be­
hind are not memories of honest 
blows given and taken, but of actions 
that have disgraced humanity and be­
fouled the very fountains of chiv­
alry-actions possible only to those 
with whom honour is but a name and 
to whom the only operative restraint 
on ill deeds is fear. "As the writer in 
The Tribune truly points out, no na­
tion :can do stich thitigs and escape thé 
consequences —“consequences which 
will not be abolished by a treaty of 
peace, liquidated by victory, or settled 
by an Indemnity.” He adds that 
“those who know the Englishman 
best are at times a little awed by the 
revelation of the effect upon him of 
two years of wartime relations with 
hie German neighbor." It is gratify­
ing to know that in America things 
are seen so clearly; and the time shall 
yet come when even the German in­
telligence will also awake to the 
facts. We could not forget if we 
would; „we would not forget if we 
could. The sentiment of heartfelt 
passionate detestation for the German 
(ind all his works throbs through 
every fibre of our national life. It 
knows no limitation of class or local­
ity; it is universal, it is overwhelm­
ing; and no minister who valued his 
career and" reputation at anything 
more than contempt would dare to 
disregard the portent. For' us, at 
least, and probably for our Allies as 
well, Germany is henceforth excom­
municated from the comity of nations, 
she is the leper of Europe, whom It is 
a deadly contamination to approach; 
a leper infected by the foulness of her 
own soul. And Professor Muenster- 
berg dares to talk about ail Anglo- 
German-American alliance! The most 
effective commentary on that revolt­
ing proposal is made by the New York 
Tribune when it dryly observes: “At 
all events, let us hope that the 
United States will not become the al­
ly of Germany before Great Britain 
does.”

Gel Off ]be Stilts.

vious occasions Frank A. Vanderlip 
called the turn exactly on our coun­
try's immediate financial future.

street, Brooklyn. Last night the police 
were trying, to make him tell why two 
skeletons, each with its skull battered 
in, have been dug out of the “skeleton 
farm" in -the last two weeks. Romana 
was arrested on two charges of homi­
cide and will be arraigned to-day.

The bones are now believed to be 
all that" is left of Rosario Passerelle, 
who lived at 2290 Atlantic avenue, 
Brooklyn, and,Dominic La Rosa, who 
dwelt in a tenement somewhere on 
Pacific street. One skeleton, tricked 
out in the clothes of Passerrello, gave 
the police this information.

Passerelio disappeared from his 
home on Nov. 16, 1914. Three men 
came to the door that evening and he 
went out with them. He never re­
turned. The case was reported to thé 
police, who were unable to find à tracé 
of him. .1

On Saturday men working in the 
excavation at Powell ffurêet and "Ha- 
german avenue dug up a barrel con­
taining the second skeleton, the first 
having been found some weeks ago. A 
check in the pocket of the mouldering 
cloak in which it was wrapped bore 
Passerello’s name. Captain Carey 
conferred With Lieut. "Grant Williams, 
of the Bureau of Unidentified Dead, 
and they, with the help of Dr, Pecchini, 
of the Standard Testing Laboratory of 
the Board of Estimates, clothed the 
bones in a suit which had belonged ta 
the missing man. Wires bound the 
joints so that the thing would stand.

Onofrio Monasphind, Passerello’s 
cousin, was the first to be confronted 
by the figure. He turned several 
shades lighter and backed out of the 
room declaring that he could not stay 
in such company. Then Mrs. Maria 
Tielo, another. cousin, was brought 
face to face with it

She looked solemnly at the skele­
ton for a moment. Then she said, 
slowly: . “It is Rosario. The hat, the- 
shape of the head, the shoulders—it is 
all him. It is my cousin.”

Then, watching the skull, with its 
fixed grjn, she told tlie rest of the 
story. La Rosa and Passerelio had 
once been friendly with Romana. They 
had quarrelled. A little later La 
Rosa had beep shot in the back. Ital­
ians suspected that Romana had done 
It, hut following their " custom, they 
did not impart their suspicions to the 
police. La Rosa recovered from the 
wound and then disappeared. Soon 
thereafter Passerelio went off with tl\o 
three men, and never returned.

She whispered other Information to 
the police. When she had finished she 
broke down and had to be led out. 
The police then took down their gaunt 
witness, put him away and arrested 
Romana for his murder."

in the West will lose its sting or be 
suspended altogether. The idea may­
be good, the best, at any rate, in a 
desperate situation. What Germany 
looks for in the spring is another 
matter. If she can achieve a smash­
ing victory in the East before winter 
descends and yet hold her West front, 
her position will be materially im­
proved; but neither feat is a certainty 
and both hopes may be disappointed. 
If Russia stands firm behind Rou­
manie and the weather favours Joffre 
and Haig, the present demonstratlpn 
by the enemy may have in it the 
germs of a greater disaster than any 
with which it temporarily threatens 
the Allies.

Perhaps the most popu­
lar question of the day, 
after the one ‘When will 
the war end?’ is its com­

panion ‘Where?’ It is rather an ab­
surd question, even when it is more 
exactly stated as the particular area 
or front where the coup de grace will 
be7 administered and Germany’s last 
resistance broken. It is impossible 
to answer it, because it is impossible 
to put it fairly. The war may well 
end, in this sense, in the West, but the 
major victories that make it possible 
be won in the East; or vice versa. The 
probability is that it will end on all 
sides, just as it is being won, in reg­
ality, on all sides. But without look­
ing to the end, it is not difficult to 
mark a distinct movement to and fro 
of the large tides of battle, if tides 
can ever be supposed to move in this 
way.

Beyond all doubt, there is such a 
movement now. It is from West to 
East, and it so moves, as it has al­
ways- done, at the choice of the Cen­
tral Powers. The reason, however, is 
by no means the same now as it has 
been :. it is far more satisfying to the 
Allies. For two reasons at least, 
which are cumulative, Germany will 
fight more and more in the Eastern 
Theatre, so far as she may be allowed 
—because she sees the impossibility of 
holding her western conquests and be­
cause she knows the imperative need 
of holding the eastern ones. She has 
to make a decision, and makes the 
only one possible under the circum­
stances.

She is not able to do this, however, 
altogether of her own sweet will, and 
the effect of her decision is a little 
peculiar. The Allies have undeniable 
mastery in France, while the enemy 
seems for the moment to have the 
upper hand on the other side. The 
essential difference is that the Allies 
aim at adding to the conquests they 
have -made since June, while the Ger­
mans can orily hope to make their own 
more secure, always excepting what 
they can do to Roumania. Now this 
is not to Germany's liking. It will 
profit her nothing if she cleans up 
Roumania at the cost of being her­
self cleared out of France and Bel­
gium. It is therefore most improb­
able that she is denuding her lines in 
the West to any serious extent in or­
der to feed her lines in the East. 
The consequences would be too rapid 
and too disastrous. She must be 
drawing her undoubted reinforce­
ments from another source. What 
is- it? Hardly her Russian and Gali­
cian fronts, the latter of which at 
least has itself been greatly strength­
ened. No doubt the higher commands 
of the Allies know what it is, for the 
movements of all enemy units are 
closely followed, but even they might 
be a little misled by the reconstruc­
tion and re-naming of different corps. 
But however it may be done, there is 
little doubt that Germany in one way 
and another is drawing largely upon 
her reserves, those, bodies of men 
which are reserves in the true sense. 
She is collecting what troops she can 
possibly, spare from the defence of her 
lines on the Somme to make Lemberg 
and Koval impregnable while she en­
deavours to crush Roumania.

•In a sense, therefore, the position 
at present resolves itself into a sort of 
race between Falkenhayn and M icken- 
sen on the one hand and Joffre on 
the other.

Gave Life For Cause.
Sir Victor Horsley Worked Hard for 

Soldiers in Mesopotamia.
Of Sir Victor Horsley, who died in 

July from heat stroke while serving 
as a consultant with the forces in 
Mesopotamia, The Times says: Sir 
Victor volunteered for service in 
Mesopotamia last March, after he be­
came aware of the bad conditions 
prevailing. His patriotic and unsel­
fish offer was accepted, and lie left at 
once for India, from which country he 
went to the scene of operations. At 
first he was stationed at the base at 
Basra, but within a short period he 
passed up to Amara, where, it is stated 
his death took place.

All those who were privileged to 
know the late surgeon will feel that 
this last sacrifice for his côuntry was 
but the consummation of a life full of 
sacrifice and generous patriotism. Sir 
Victor did not consider his years when 
the chance of being useful offered it­
self, and the welfare of our soldiers 
was his first anxiety. Very early in 
the war he,was in France on behalf of 
the British Red Cross'Society, and la-, 
ter, on being gazetted Colonel, he was 
sent to Egypt as a consultant by Sir 
Alfred Keough. He had served also in 
the Boer War. j.

Sir Victor Horsley was not. only à 
very distinguished surgeon; he was. 
a pioneer; in the field of scientific 
medicine, one of those rare men who 
seek out new paths into the unknown, 
and lay there foundations on which 
all those who follow after must build. 
His work on the surgery of the brain 
belongs to this category, as also does 
the experimental study ot the ductless 
glands, which he carried out with so 
great eagerness and enthusiasm. In 
1684, for example, he proved by ex­
periment that the disease myxoedema 
was caused by absence of the thyroid 
gland. It was his generous custom

■

to invite other workers to his labora­
tory and to place his resources at their 
disposal; he would carry out all the 
delicate manipulations necessary at 
the request of any colleague, and 
would then resign to that‘colleague all 
the credit ot his work accomplished.

Supreme in his own sphere, Sir 
Victor took an active interest in so­
cial questions. His abhorrence of 
alcohol and his efforts to restrict the 
sale and use of it are well known. Not 
less well known at the time was his 
championship of the woman suffrage 
movement. He contested the Univer­
sity of London as a Liberal, and, was 
prospective candidate for Market Har- 
borough on temperance and woman 
suffrage lines, though on these 
grounds he was afterwards refused the 
support of the officials. He was Vice- 
Chairman of the London County Coun­
cil Sub-committee of Inquiry into the 
Medical Inspection and Treatment of 
School Children, and also Vice- 
President of the English League for 
the Taxation of Land Values. His 
strong personality and unyielding ad­
herence to his convictions frequently 
brought him into collision with his 
opponents, but none ever denied to 
him the meed of respect and honor, 
for above all things he was a man.

Honors were showered on him by 
almost every university and learned 
society in the world.

Zeppelin Raids
JDo Not Pay.

New York Sun:—The Zeppelin raid 
has become a'spectacie which the peo­
ple. indifferent to the risk they ex­
pose themselves to. turn out to see. 
So from any point of view these vici­
ous enterprises are an absolute, fail­
ure. That thdy stimulate recruiting

has been proved over and over again 
But what of the attrition in crews and 
ships that has now become a feature 
of many of the raids? The Germans 
have been industriously building Zep­
pelins at great expense, but they can­
not afford to lose an airship a week— 
four have been destroyed in as manv 
weeks. No longer can the efficiency of 
the London defences in high angle 
guns and scouting aeroplanes be 
doubted. Zeppelin service has become 
unexpectedly deadly, and the danger is 
one that the bravest men recoil from. 
If the capital is not vulnerable, it 
would seem hardly worth while to 
keep up the fiction that something of 
military value was being accomplish­
ed on English soil by the air raiders.

Germans Are Not
Good Losers,

Glasgow Herald,—We are quite pre­
pared to see Germany collapse with 
startling rapidity, for destiny has un 
mistakably declared against her. We 
have had no experience ot how nations 
organised for war to the last man will 
behave under the stress ot unavertible 
defeat and the economic straits induc­
ed by isolation. But it is conceivable 
that the distracted proletariat may 
react not to the “moral" suasion of 
its rulers and philosophers, but may 
yield to the clamorings of its wants 
and its yearnings for peace. The Ger­
man has never been what Is collo­
quially called "a good loser.”

Serious Accident
At Cranaford's Saw Mill, Near Tickle 

Harbor—Man Now In Hospital.
About 9.30 Saturday morning while 

working at Cranaford’s saw mill, 
about eight miles east otr Tickle Har­
bor, a man named Cranaford, brother 
of the owner ot the mill, met with a 
serious accident resulting in the loss 
ot hie right arm. It happened that 
Cranaford, who -is an experienced mill 
hand, was feeding logs to the big saw 
which has a diameter of some feet, 
when he receive^ a severe blow from 
a large log and knocked several feet 
in the air, and in descending, hie right 
arm fell across the saw which was 
revolving at a tremendous speed and 
which cut the limb abçut three inches 
below the shoulder. The man’s cry 
for help was heard by the men work­
ing at the mill who rushed to his as­
sistance and did everything possible 
to stop the flow of blood. Binding up 
the wound they brought the sufferer 
to the side of the railway track where 
he was placed on board the incoming 
express and received further attention 
from Dr. Chisholm, who complimented 
the mill hands on the excellent man­
ner in which they had handled' so diffi­
cult a case. It appears that the un­
fortunate man held on too long to the 
lever that controls the rotajry over 
which the logs must pass, thus al­
lowing the machinery time to concen­
trate its power on one particular spot, 
which resulted in the accident. " On 
arrival of the express about 2.30 in the 
afternoon the sufferer was removed to 
the General Hospital and was imme­
diately taken to the operating depart­
ment where the limb was amputated. 
On inquiry at the institution to-day 
we learn the patient is doing well.

British Empire Review : Papineau 

v. Bourassa.—No , more interesting 
document has seen the light of day 
than Captain Talbot H. Papineau’s 
open letter to M. Henri Bourassa, 
quoted at some length in the Times 
of the 22nd August. The grandson of 
the French-Canadian rebel of 1837 ad­
dressed to the Canadian 
leader of ; 1916, an appeal not to re­
duce what he represents of French 
Canada, to contempt by continuing to 
oppose French-Canadian assistance to 
Great Britain and France in the 
sternest struggle civilization has ever 
been called upon to face. As Captain 
Papineau won the Military Cross at 
St. Eloi, his words carry the weight of 
one who is prepared to sacrifice him­
self for the ideals he holds. He is a 
man of action, as’ he is certainly a 
master of words. Bourassa’s strange­
ly perverted views will not blind the 
Empire or the world to the devoted 
service of those French-Canadians 
who have bled apd died for the great 
cause. Not on the platforms of Que­
bec has the true nationhood of Canada 
been born, but on the stricken fields 
of Flanders and France. That at 
least is Captain Papineau’s opinion. 
What would Canada’s position have 
been it Germany won? Captain Pa­
pineau is staunch for that Empire 
unity which M. Bourassa would break 
asunder. “If I thought that the de­
velopment of a national spirit in Can­
ada meant antagonism to the spirit 
which unites ^he Empire to-day I 
would utterly repudiate the idea of a 
Canadian nation, and would gladly 
accept the most exacting of Imperial 
organic unions.” What good to his 
country, asks Captain Papineau, does 
M. Bourassa think he will be able to 
accomplish after the war.” “You will 
bring disfavor and dishonor upon our 
race, so that whoever bears a French 
name in Canada will be an object of 
suspicion and hatred.” It is a strange 
fate that calls upon a Papineau to 
sit in Judgment on a Bourassa; it is 
also an attribute of the British Em-- 
pire.

Incandescent
Gas Lighting.

Possibly, the feature of incandescent 
gas lighting most frequently noted by 
casual observers is the great ease 
with which tasks, ordinarily arduous 
under artificial light may be perform­
ed under the Welsbach gas mantle. 
The light has a peculiarly “soft” qual­
ity, difficult to describe, but which is 
readily recognized by those who have 
had experience with the gas mantle 
lamp.

In ■ its general effect upon bodily 
health and comfort, the use of incan­
descent gas lighting is decidedly fav­
orable. The currents of air set up by 
the burning gas improves ventilation, 
tending to expel the air vitiated by 
respiration and draw in fresh air to 
replace it. Harmful Or dangerous dis­
ease germs are instantly destroyed in 
the flame. The extent to which this 
effect takes place may be verified by 
placing a gas lamp close to a ceiling 
without any provision for interfering 
with the up-rushing air currents. The 
charred particles which collect imme­
diately above the lamp are the re­
mains of dust particles which before 
passing through the flames were lad­
en with germs and microbes.

Contrary to the popular notion the 
temperature of rooms lighted by in­
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark­
edly greater than under incandescent 
electric light, even under unfavorable 
conditions of ventilation, while in 
rooms provided with the ventilating 
facilities required by the demands of 
hygiene, the temperature in gas-light­
ed rooms is frequently lower.

PARIS, Oct 15.
The Germans delivered a strong at­

tack last night on Ablaincourt, south 
of the River Somme, and reoccupied 
part of the village, as well as trench­
es northeast of it. This was officially 
announced here to-day. The French 
immediately launched a counter at­
tack. North of the Somme the French 
made progress on Malassia ridge, 
north of Boucahvesnes.

Hand-to-hand fighting.
BERLIN, Oct. 15; •

British attack# on the Somme front 
north of Thiepval led to a hand-to- 
hand fight in the German lines. At 
one point the invaders obtained a 
foothold, says an official issued to­
day. South of the River Somme, the 
statement adds, French troops ob­
tained a foothold in the village and 
sugar factory of Cenermont.

GERMAN SUCCESS.
BERLIN, Oct. 15.

A battle between French and Ger­
man troops for the French town of 
Ablaincourt, south of the RiVer 
Somme, has been revived with German 
success, says an official to-day. The 
Germans have gained a portion of 
Ambos Wood and have taken 400 
prisoners.

ALLIED AIR RAIDS.
BERLIN, Oct. 15.

Details of operations of the Entente 
air squadrons in their raids in South­
ern Germany on Thursday are given 
in reports issued to-day by the war 
office. These attacks are declared to 
have been carried out by from forty 
to fifty machines, but it is asserted 
that no military damage: was done at 
all. Seven persons killed, and more 
than a score injured were the casual­
ties, says the statement.

RUSSIANS STORM TRENCHES.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 15 (Official.)

Russian troops after a stubborn 
battle north of Korytnizza, in Volhy- 
nia, stormed the Teutonic" trenches. 
Counter attacks were repulsed with 
heavy losses. Two machine guns were 
captured and a number of prisoners 
taken. The German counter attacked 
fiercely with the bayonet, several times 
but were repulsed with huge losses.

TURKISH TRANSPORT CAPTURED.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 15. 

The Russian submarine Tulen, on 
Oct. 12th, after an engagement near 
the Bosphorus, captured the Turkish 
six thousand ton armed war transport 
Roditsto, says to-day’s Russian official. 
The transport was commanded by a 
German officer and taken to Sebasto­
pol.

SUCCESSFUL PATROL OPERATIONS 
PETROGRAD, Oct. 15. 

Successful patrol operations along 
the Stokhod, further north in Volhy- 
nia, are reported in to-day’s war 
office statement. Numerous hostile 
trenches were occupied as the result 
of this outpost fighting, says the 
statement.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.
ROME, Oct. 16 (Official.) 

There were artillery duels in several 
areas. Enemy artillery was "very ac­
tive in Upper But Valley, southeast of 
Gorizia. Troops have extended Brit­
ish occupation on Seber ridge ; some 
prisoners were taken, as well as large 
quantities of arms and ammunition, 
which were abandoned by the enemy.

BRITISH AND BÜLGARS CLASH.
I SALONIKA, Oct. 15.

British patrols yesterday came In 
contact with Bulgarian forces on the 
railway south of Seres in Greek Maoe- 

I donla, says an official. Seres station 
and Barskli Juma have been shélled 
by our artillery. On the railway

south of Seres our patrols came In 
contact with hostile forces. On the 
Doiran front enemy communications 
everywhere were shelled. During the 
night of Oct. 13th several encounters 
between patrolling detachments oc­
curred. Bombardment continues 
heavy on both sides.

FERDINAND TAKES COMMAND.
BUCHAREST, Oct 15.

King Ferdinand, of Roumania, an­
nounced to-day that he would person­
ally take supreme command of the 
Russo-Roumanian armies. Consider­
able Russian reinforcements are ex­
pected in Roumania.

ALONG THE SERBIAN FRONT.
LONDON, Oct. 15.

Serious fighting occurred on Satur­
day along the entire Serbian front, 
according to A Reuter despatch from 
Salonika. The Bulgare were expelled 
from some of their trenches on the 
left bank of the Cerna. Bulgar coun­
ter-attacks were repulsed.

CONSTANTINE’S DECISION.
ATHENS, Oct. 14 (Delayed.)

King Constantine has decided to 
turn the men of the navy into an army 
corps, with the officers and crews of 
the ships which were delivered over 
to the Entente Allies. They are being 
formed into a regiment.

MORE STEAMERS SUNK.
London, Oct. 16.

The sinking of the British steamer 
Gardepee is announced by Lloyds. 
Twelve members of the crew landed, 
thirteen are missing. She was of 1,663 
tons, and last reported as having sail­
ed from Fraserburg, Scotland, on 
Aug. 22nd for Archangel.

Lloyds announce the sinking of the 
Russian steamer Mercator. She was 
1,616 tons gross, and sailed from Bu­
enos Ayres on Aug. 8th for Dunkirk. 
She was last reported leaving St. Vin­
cent, Cape Verde Islands, Sept. 19th.

REPORT CONTRADICTED.
BOSTON, Oct. 15.

At 10 a.m. the Charlestown radio 
station contradicted a report that a 
German submarine was chasing an 
unknown Dutch liner off the Massa­
chusetts coast radio station. They de-^ 
dared that they had absolutely noth­
ing to say.

FRENCH CRUISERS REPORTED 
SUNK.

BERLIN, Oct. 15.
The small French cruiser Rigel, 

built as a submarine destroyer, was 
sunk in the Mediterranean on October 
2nd by two torpedoes fired by a Ger­
man submarine, it is officially an­
nounced to-day. A German submarine 
on Oct. 4th, the Admiralty statement 
adds, sank the French , auxiliary 
cruiser Gallia, with Serbian-French 
troops aboard, bound for Salonika. 
About 1,000 were drowned.

U-BOAT SIGHTED.
NEW YORK, Oct. 16.

The nationality of the U-boat was 
not identified. The Bovic in fear of 
attack because of being a freight ship, 
put on full speed and steered directly 
west. At the time that she passed out 
of sight of the other two vessels the 
Danish boattstill seemed to be endeav­
oring to escape from a submarine. 
The weather was clear and the Helli- 
golar was between two and three 
miles distance at the moment she was 
first observed, with the submarine 
about one mile to the Dane’s stern. 
This was about 8.30 a.m. when the 
Bovic was approached. The Helligolar 
left here on Thursday for Copenhagen 
and other Scandinavian ports, carry­
ing 336 passengers in first class, 37 in 
Second class and steerage passengers. 
A great many of them in the cabin 
are Americans. At the time she wa's 
sighted by the Bovic the Dane was 
flying no flag, but she was distinguish­
ed by her name and the Danish flag 
painted along her sides.

THE STEPHANO.
WASHINTON, Oct. 15.

The British steamer Stephano, sunk 
by the German submarine U-53 off the 
New England coast last Sunday, was 
filed on without warning, her captain 
reported in an affidavit received to­
day by the State Department. Capt. 
Smith declared that three shots were 
used, the first of which hit the ship’s 
bow. No . evidence corroborating the 
statement has been received by the 
State Department, and action will 
probably not be taken until the U-53 
had time to reach home.

ACQUIRE CONTROL.
LONDON, Oct. 15.

An official announcement is made 
that the Ellerman Line has acquired 
control of the Hull firm of Thomas 
Wilson & Co.

SUNDAY SCHOOL ANNIVERSARY 

SERVICES.

Yesterday was “Rally Day” at 
Queen’s Road Church, when the post­
poned Sunday School anniversary ser­
vices' were held.

Centennial Methodist Church, who was 
to address the meeting. A splendid 
programme of solos, duets and reci­
tations were then gone through, in 
which the scholars of the various 
classes, from the tiny tot upward, took 
part; all the performers acquitting 
themselves in a manner which re­
flected credit alike on themselves and 
their teachers.

Rev. Dr. Bond’s address was listen­
ed to with rapt attention by all pres­
ent.

Zeppelin Broke in Two 
As it Fell. |

Spectators Saw Blazing Shapes»! Men 
Dropping From Gondolas^ 

London, October 2.—For the second 
time within a calendar month people 
at Potter’s Bar have seen a Zep­
pelin brought down almost at their 
very doors. Just four weeks ago a 
German airship came to ruin at Cuf- 
fley, which Is only about three miles 
from Potter’s Bar. This’ second visi­
tation, therefore, was not so much a 
surprise as the first. A man living 
at Potter’s Bar, who watched the com­
ing of the raider from the northeast, 
gave the following account*of its ar­
rival:

“What struck me most about it was 
the evident uncertainty of the crew as 
to where they were or where they 
wanted to go. They stopped; they 
turned this way and that; they ma­
noeuvred In every direction In order 
to avoid the searchlights which were 
darting about all around them—but 
all to no purpose. The way in which 
the great beams of light followed the 
airship in all Its desperate efforts to 
escape was really wonderful.

‘A few moments , afterwards ■ the 
guns began to shell the Zeppelin.

! They burst all around it, some of 
them so near that It seemed as though 

' hits had been scored. Then in a mo­
ment a bright light burst out in " the 
body of the airship; and in another

moment she was a mass of flames 
from end to end. She seemed to turn 
over on her side and then gradually 
sink to the earth. While cominFdown 
she broke in halves and during the 
descent threw huge hunches of some 
flaming material.”

“Upended Like a Duck in a Pond.”
Another resident of Potter’s Bar, 

who watched the airship through pow­
erful field glasses for eighteen min­
utes before it fell to the earth, said:

"It was about 11.45 p.m. when I first 
saw the searchlights pilek the raider 
out. Aeroplanes were humming and 
climbing in the air, and once I saw 
them thrown in sharp relief by the 
sweeping searchlights. Then a tongue 
of flame ran the whole length of the 
Zeppelin. The raider upended like a 
duck in à" pond. I distinctly saw the 
engine in the rear gondola come slid­
ing out of its framework, strike 
against the fore gondola, and fall to 
the ground.

‘The Zeppelin was now a vertical 
blaze, with a flare of some 200 feet 
blazing above the extreme limit of the

the falling or jumping shapes of men. 
For the greater part of her descent 
the Zeppelin was a vertical cage of 
flame, but before the climax came she 
began to split almost amidships.”

London, Oct. 9.—The Chronicle, the 

only Monday morning paper to com­
ment editorially on the exploit of the 
German U-53 expresses the hope that 
the United States Government will 
reconsider the announced attitude 
toward belligerent submarines be­
cause "if Germany is allowed to wage 
such a war off the United States coast 
we must take counter-measures.”

Referring to the peace dispatches 
the U-boat Is believed to have brought 
the paper adds: “It is palpable that 
American peace intervention at this 
stage is not in Allied interest. We do 
riot require the assistance of neutrals 
in laying the foundations of future 
peace, but we should be sincerely glad 
in the interest of future good under­
standing and good feeling, to see them 
decline to let German submarines op­
erate from their ports.”

Says Neutrality Violated.
New York, Oct. 9.—Following are 

some of the editorial opinions pub­
lished in New York and elsewhere on 
the new German submarine warfare 
on the American side of the Atlantic:

“A virtual blockade of New York 

and other American ports has been 
created by the appearance of the 
Prussian submarine U-53 and its des­
truction of shipping in American 
waters.

Led Black Watch In Battle—Played In
Clouds of Smoke and Shrapnel Till
Victory Came—Then, Dying, Intoned
Bequlem of Dead.
Philadelphia, Oct. 9.—It was in the 

wards of an Edinburgh hospital that 
I heard a wonderful story of human 
bravery. It was told me by a wound­
ed private in the famous Black Watch 
Régiment—that regiment which for 
centuries has been one of Britain's 
bulwarks, writes Ellen Adair in the 
Evening Ledger.

"It’s the tale of a little piper chap," 
he said, "who did one of the finest 
deeds I ever witnessed.”

From beneath his pillow he drew 
out a photograph of a football team. 
“Before the war I was a ‘professional’ 
football player," he said, “and so was 
the piper. Here he is in the corner of 
the group.

“One day the doctors told him ho 
wasn’t strong enough to continue. So 
l>e had to give it up. When war 
broke out he tried to enlist. But they 
w'ouldn’t pass him. He tried fifteen 
times. And then they let him in—but 
only as a piper.

“We met out at Flanders—the little 
piper chap and I. It was the day be­
fore a great charge. We had a game 
of football—the Black Watch and the 
Seaforth Highlanders. The Black 
Watch won.

"Next morning, just at dawn, we 
were given the order to charge. Be­
fore us lay a village, a mere huddle of 
wreckage, for ou? artillery had play­
ed havoc with the little place. Our 
orders wer to take it at the point of 
the bayonet.

“We ‘dribbled’ a football right 
across No Man’s Land up to the dan­
ger point. You may think that curi­
ous—playing a game right in the face 
of death—but it’s a glorious way to 
charge!

“A hail of bullets greeted us. Bombs 
dnd rifle fire thinned our ranks. But 
we pressed on. The village was a 
v/reckage, it’s true, but wreckage 
makes as good defence work as hous­
es. Each broken building was a fort­
ress, a machine gun citadel,

“In the midst of all the uproar I 
suddenly heard the sound of pipes. It 
was the mad, merry skirl of the Scot­
tish air, ‘The Dell Among the Excise­
men.’- I stared around, and there was 
the little piper chap, marching up and 
down the wrecked street, with his 
pipes in full blast How he got there 
Heaven alone knows.

“At times he completely vanished 
in a swirl of belching smoke. But 
when it cleared there he was again, 
playing his pipes as joyously as if for 
pennies at a fair—a solitary and splen­
did target for German guns. Myself, 
I wouldn’t have done it tor a thous­
and pounds!

"His gallant Scottish tunes did won­
ders In cheering us on.

"It was after a sudden cloud of 
smoke had cleared away that I saw 
the little piper was staggering as he 
walked. A bullet had got him in the 
side. But his music was as clear and 
loud as before.

"They were simple, indeed, who 
thought that the German Government 
was paying postage on routine cor­
respondence with- submarines of the 
latest and most extensive type. They 
know now that it was not.

“Yesterday morning’s bag for the 
U-53, off Nantucket, was the British 
ship Westpoint, 2,412 tons gross; the 
British ship Strathdene, the steamer 
Stéphane of the Red Cross Line, and 
some other vessels.

“It was clean work, according to 
all reports to hand, without loss of 
life, and unattended by any of those 
Invasions of our neutral rights which 
have so often attached to the oper­
ations of British warships on our 
coasts. This is a beginning creditable 
alike to the officers and men of the 
U-53 and the service which they or­
nament."
