On no subject would opinion seem 
to be more hopelessly in conflict than 
that of the Palestine Mandate. In 
1917 a pledge was given by Mr. Bal­
four that the Jews should have the 
opportunity of establishing a na­
tional home, Arab rights being fully 
safeguarded ; in the name of self- 
determination the Arabs strenuously 
opposed the policy embodied in the 
Balfour declaration; the agitation 
won considerable support in Eng­
land and acquired momentum when 
a concession was given to Mr. Pinhas 
Rutenburg, a Russian Jew, for elec­
tric and industrial developments in 
the valley of the Jordan. In the House 
of Lords towards the end of June, 
Lord Islington moved that the Man­
date In Its present form was unac­
ceptable.

Huge Mold For Guns, EAST END FEED &Quo Vadis.
Not BO long ago one of the great 

steel companies turned out the largest 
ingot mold ever seen. It is octagonal 
in shape, 15 feet 7 inches high, with 
an average inside diameter of 91 1-2 
inches. The thickness varies from 16 
to 20 inches. The mold was used In 
casting the 300,000-pound steel 
Ingots from which our 16-lnch 
and 18-inch guns are forged.

The Bessemer iron for the mold was 
melted in three large open-hearth 
steel furnaces and suspended in three 
ladles over the mold- at one time. The 
molten contents then mingled In a 
trough or runner, so that the iron was. 
thoroughly mixed 'before it entered 
the mold. It took 340,000 pounds of 
Iron to pour the casting. After the 
mold was thoroughly cooled two 100- 
ton cranes lifted It;from the sand pit 
—Washington Star.

The Coal Strike.
But little news in connection 

with the Nova Scotia coal strike 
has been sent through the 
agency of the Canadian Press to 
this country. The last dispatch 
gave the terms of the agreement 
reached by the negotiators on 
both sides, with the additional 
intelligence that a referendum 
would be taken on these, the 
date being set for to-morrow. 
Twelve thousand miners are in­
volved and it is expected that all 
will vote. Follows then that it 
will take some little time to get 
through with the ballotting, if 
each miner has to cast his “Yea” 
or “Nay” individually, and that 
is apparently the idea. The 
checking and counting also will 
occupy a considerable time, so 
that it is within the bounds to 
expect that we in Newfound­
land, will not learn the result for 
a couple of days. One thing is 
particularly noticeable through 
out the present strike, and that 
is the order which has prevail­
ed at all the collieries both on 
Cape Breton island and in the 
Pictou and Springhill sections 
on the mainland of Nova Scotia. 
True there were a few sporadic 
disturbances but no acts of vio­
lence were committed, a circum­
stance which speaks volumes for 
the good intentions of the men 
and their amenability to reason 
and the law of the land. A splen­
did spirit prevailed and a high 
tone of amity was shown by the 
personnel of each party to the 
negotiations, though all were 
glad when the conference came 
to an end, According to press 
reports in the Cape Breton news­
papers the miners were jubilant 
over the result of the negotia­
tions and cheered loudly when 
the terms of the agreement were 
announced to them. This should 
augur well for their acceptance 
in the referendum. The new 
wage conditions have already 
been published in the Telegram, 
and should they win a majority 
of votes—of which there is 
every hope—the present tension 
will be relieved as much in New­
foundland as in the Maritime 
Provinces. Commenting on the 
quasi-secrecy of the Conference 
the Sydney Record editorially 
expresses a sentiment, which 
goes to show that it is not at all 
times wise to publish in detail 
the inner proceedings of confer­
ences of the nature referred to 
so that it is not for us to exces­
sively complain if we received 
no more inside information of 
the progress of the negotiations 
than did our Canadian contem­
poraries, who were on the scene, 
as it were. The Record takes the 
position as given in the append­
ed article.

"Official announcements given out 
at the close of the several sessions 
of the conference between officers 
of the United Mine Workers and re­
presentatives of the British Empire 
Steel Corporation have been con­
fined to bald, general statements. A 
public naturally curious as to what 
Is taking place does not have Its 
curiosity very fully satisfied; but

Street Murders.

ACCUSED CHINAMAN BBFOBB 
MAGISTRATE.

Looking in very much better con­
dition than he did when he made his 
first appearance before the Magis­
trate, Wo Fen Game, the young 
Chinaman accused of the murder of 
three of his fellow-countrymen in 
thajlurray Street Laundry last May, 
took an active interest in the opening 
of the preliminary enquiry yesterday. 
Wo,' who was conveyed from the 
Penitentiary in a motor car, was not 
asked to plead, but had the privilege 
of cross-examining the witnesses 
through Kim Lee, the interpreter. 
The accused did not avail of this 
privilege, but appeared to be fas­
cinated, during the hearing, by the 
tapping of the typewriter on which 
the court stenographer took down 
the evidence. He appeared very alert, 
however, when Kim Lee gave him a 
digest of the evidence. P. J. Sum­
mers, K.C., Deputy Minister of Jus­
tice, conducted. the case for the 
Crown. Two witnesses were called. 
These were J. C. Parsons, Photo­
grapher, and Head Constable Byrne. 
When these had concluded their ev­
idence, Judge Morris stated that as 
the Crown was^uot ready to proceed 
further, the hearing would he ad­
journed. The prisoner asked when he 
would have to come again, and was 
told that that depended upon the 
Crown.

Where Dempsey
Might Be Helpless.

I have known at least two great 
boxers whose belief In their powers 
of defence received rude shocks, says
a correspondent of the “London Daily 
Mail.”

The first was “Sailor” Sharkey, 
whose prowess In the ring was not 
far short of that of Dempsey or Car­
pentier. He provided “Bob” Fitz­
simmons with the fight of his life, 

Yet Sharkey, as the sporting world 
knows was handled savagely in the 
streets of Tokio by an unknown coolie 
basketeeller.

A rough push from Sharkey, more 
in fun than malice, set the colie up­
on him. The pugilist confessed after­
wards that the coolie tripped him 
and then flung him with jujitsu arm- 
lock over a wall. Sharkey went into 
hospital with a damaged shoulder 
and two broken ribs.

I was present, in the late ’eighties, 
when a crowd of Japanese sailors 
Invaded the White Horse Hotel, Syd­
ney, New South Wales. The place 
was kept by Larry Foley, then cham­
pion boxer of Australia.

His barman and “chucker-out” was 
no other than the immortal negro, 
Peter Jackson.

One of the invading Japanese made 
scathing remarks regarding the im- 
polltlness of permitting negroes of 
Jackson’s complexion to wait on 
gentlemen from Osaka.

Jackson always anxious to placate 
fiery customers, treated the remarks 
as a joke; but In spite of his affability 
and good temper, the ahuslveness of 
the Japanese increased.

To avoid a scene that might attract 
the attention of the police, Foley and 
Jackson made a good-tempered effort 
to rush the offender Into the street.

At the first clinch the Japanese 
threw the black pugilist violently 
across the bar table, and before he 
could rise had tied him down by 
means of a painful neck and thumb 
grip. It took the whole of Foley's 
training staff to eject the fellow.

I have pondered many times over 
that particular Incident and am re­
luctantly drawn to the conclusion 
that Jackson was all the time at the 
mercy of his opponent.

The Japanese who handled Sharkey 
and Jackson so severely would not 
be permitted to enter the sacred 
precincts of the halls where the judo 
men foregather in their own country. 
Theirs was only a fift-hànd know­
ledge of jiu-jitsu, and in no way 
comparable with the deadly science 
practised by the exclusive judo clan.

For within the sacred judo cult arq 
students with a profound knowledge 
of every artery, bone, and nerve In 
the human body. They are scientists 
in the art of rendering inoperative 
all forms of violence emanating from 
an assailant. And in this system of 
defence the jndo expert has attained 
perfection. Moreover, his scientific 
knowledge is welded to his religions 
beliefs, which Invest him at times 
with an almost supernatural skill.

What chance would any of our 
white champions have against the 
pick of these “jndo” men in a place 
where there was no referee to Inter­
fere with a man-to-man death 
grapple?

I have often 
crossed hack and forth to Bell island 
in a boat but I bate never crossed 
with so much wind blowing as was 
blowing at the time ot the accident. I 
have never been out in Conception 
Bay with as much lop ae was on that 
day. I do not know the build of the 
little boat and the sail did net appear 
large from where 1 saw It. the wind 
was pretty well off the land but in my 
opinion there would be too much 
wind tor even a larger boat than we 
had at foxtrhp to go out. I do not 
know it any beats crossed to or from 
Bell Island that day or from Kelli­
grews or any where down the shore. 
In my opinion thefe would be too much 
wind tor any beet to cross either back 
or forth to Bell island at the time Of 
the accident. By boat I mean the or­
dinary fishing boat or motor boat. The 
wind continued blowing all during the 
evening uç to nightfall making It still 
impossible to go out to look tor the 
boat and men but during the evening 
It got a little better than it wAe at the 
time ot the accident. To my know­
ledge there were no boats went out to 
the scene of the accident even after 
the wind had gone down a bit 
At no hour from the time 
of the accident to nightfall was 
It fit for Any ot our boats to go out 
from Toltrap. On Sunday evening I 
heard the names ot the men 1A0 were 
In the boat but I forget them now, I 
also heard that their beat was found 
somewhere around Portugal Cove. 
Taking Into consideration the wind 
and sea at the time ot the accident 1 
would not he able to say whether the 
occupants of the boat would be able 
to hold on to the boat tor any length 
of time or not. I have often been fish­
ing around the place where the ac­
cident occurred and to my mind the 
water Is about 86 or 40 fathoms deep. 
Kelly’s Island lies from Poxtrap beach 
about N.W. and when I saw the boat 
first she was about a mile from Kelly’s 
Island, I do not understand the com­
pass' properly and I am not able to 
eay exactly the course from the Is­
land to tiie last place where I saw the 
boat

necessary component. Just how much, 
however, has been a subject of some 
Interest. While the umbrella Industry 
is not a large user of steel its total 
consumption ot wire and sheets is 
substantial, considering the light 
weight of-, the finished product

A maker of umbrella frames on a 
; large scale in Philadelphia is reported 
to use 2500 tons of high carbon steel 
rods, 380 tons of soft basic rods and 
360 tons of bessemer sheet steel each 
year.

Wire tor the manufacture of ribs 
and stretchers is made from high 
carbon rods, while the runners, no­
tches and-various other small parts 
used In the frames are fashioned from 
bessemer sheets.

Four companies make practically all 
umbrella frames In the United States. 
Of these three are In Philadelphia and 
one Is in Newark. Philadelphia there­
fore may be said to be the home of 
the umbrella Industry of this country.

Being threatened by the 
landlady that it he wasn’t willing to 
give two, he would have to give one 
or else she would serve notice on him 
to get out. Well, rather than have 
any trouble, he agreed to give one 
to this family of three, making a to­
tal of nine people, or three families, 
each one using separate cooking 
stoves. Now you can imagine the 
heat and unhealthy condition of this 
house for small children. The au­
thorities don’t seem to mind the con­
ditions even when they have been in­
formed. It is about time for some 
one to act in cases of this kind, and 
I am one that will take an active 
part on behalf of tenants that are 
abused. A writer signed “Right Over 
Might” in your paper of March 6th, 
made a few good remarks in refer­
ence to the law under the Tenants 
Act, of overcrowding. Now here is 
an instance, and I am not going to let 
it pass, where the Medical Health 
Officer should act. Imagine people 
eating in a room where a man is 
sleeping night after night, and in the 
day a No. 7 stove going in this same 
room. How can the sanitary condi­
tion of this house be healthy with a 
place boxed in opposite as a toilet. 
Now, “Right Over Might” what do you 
think of this house. I hope that the 
organization you referred to in your 
letter of March will come to a head.

Why he did 
not give out anything regarding con­
federation while in Newfoundland, 
does not seem clear. He held up the ; 
country as an ideal one; but of course ! 
he considered that we were backward ! 
in Industrial development, and exprès- | 
sed himself in favor of cold storage 
and the sale of fresh fish throughout 
the Island.

Unfortunately for us, throughout 
the Morris regime, some promises 
were never fulfilled and yet some 
promises in their fulfilment put the 
country pretty nearly where she is 
to-day. We are not forgetting that 
the present administration is complet­
ing some of the errors made.

However, how about Confederation? 
Does any right thinking man think 
that Canada would ever look towards 
this country when considering the 
financial outlook, with the increasing 
liabilities?

We talk of hard times and the or­
deal which the present Government 
had to face at the beginning of their 
term. And how can the Government 
reconcile the fact that they were not 
a bit economical in view of the fact 
that times are hard? Or how extrava­
gant would the Government be if it 
were prosperous times?

It seems that the present day theory 
is “get all you can, keep all you can, 
and do as little in return as you pos­
sibly can,” so that if the country does 
not go “back to the wall” we can slip 
out and make merry while suffering, 
starvation, pauperism and bankruptcy 
helps to rot down the bit of structure 
we managed to put up in by-gone 
days.

Comet’s Tail Breaks 
all Speed Records,

PUBLIC NOTICEOne of the most remarkable things 
about comets is the presence of a 
tail. Not that all have them. Many 
possess such appendages, and some 
make marvelous displays. However, 
the tail appears to be a transient af­
fair somehow due to the comet’s 
proximity to the sun. A periodic 
comet which displays a magnificent 
tail with one appearance may show 
little or nothing of this character up­
on another occasion.

As a typical comet swings swiftly 
round the sun, the tail seems to 
swing around as well. Always It 
stretches from the comet" In a direc­
tion away from the sun. As the tall 
may be many millions of miles in 
length, an explanation is needed to 
cover the question as to how it is pos­
sible In a few days to swing the tall 
through an arc of 180 degress. Some 
comets are extraordinarily rapid 
movers as they round the sun. Thus 
the periodic comet of 1843 reached. In 
its swing around, the wonderful ve­
locity of 300 miles per second. How­
ever, it Is more particularly the rapid 
angular swing of the tail that needs 
explanation. If the tall is precisely the 
same object throughout, 72-hour swing 
of 100,000,000 miles of tail through two 
right angles would mean that the 
terminal particles covered an ar& con­
siderably over 150,000,000 miles long 
at the rate of some 600 miles per sec­
ond.—Scientific American.

SAILOR.

(Glasgow Weekly Herald.)
The Board of Trade Inquiry Into 

the tragic loss of the Egypt has re­
vived the old, old question of the re­
spective merits of the British and 
coloured sailor; and the real tacts of 
the case should prove Interesting.

And where does he come from? 

The lascar is a native of India, which 
has an area of 1,778,088 square miles, 
and he may—and Indeed does—come 
from the very remotest corners of that 
huge tract of land, ^here, In fact, the 
white man Is little known, l*t alone 
the white man's ship. Provided he 
brings with him the necessary amount 
of rupees, annas, and pies, he may be­
come a sailor whenever he lands on 
the coast. I have seen and handled 
this “rare" bird—the countryman or 
“mnlhk walla" signed on as able sea­
man, who cannot even tell “the sharp 
end of a ship from the blunt end"— 
and I have often wondered what the 
passengers would say it they knew 
their slÿp was manned by such "sail­
ors.” The majority of the lascars are, 
however, coast men, with a certain 
amount of coastal experience to their 
credit, but even they are a poor lot.

Deficiencies as Seamen.
The coast men are, on the whole, 

an orderly crowd, amenable to dis­
cipline, but Inveterate slackers. Phy­
sically the majority of them are but

Cape Town Suggested

FOR NEXT IMPERIAL CON­
FERENCE.

Cape Town Is suggested as a suit­
able jitacé in which to hold the next 
conference of Dominion and British 
Prime Ministers as there is a pros­
pect that the Prince of Wales may 
visit South Africa next year. The Cape 
Times strongly advocates this. It 
points out that Cape Town has a geo­
graphical advantage ln being half­
way between Great Britain arid Aus­
tralasia, and says It Is obviously not 
a good thing for the Dominion Prime 
Ministers to go to London for all the 
Imperial Conferences. The Cape 
Times, ln suggesting that the Imperial 
Conference be held next year ln 
South Africa, urges that the Domin­
ion Premiers’ knowledge of Great 
Britain is far greater than of the 
Dominions, and also that the great 
racial problems of the future can be 
found ln South Africa ln actual ex­
istence as nowhere else in the British 
Dominions. Further, the cry of empty 
lands for white settlers Is an Incident 
ln South Africa as to Australia and 
Canada. These facts, the Cape Times 
suggests, point to Cape Town as the 
most expedient place outside of Lon­
don Itself for the next conclave of the 
British and Dominion Premiers.
