has to offer to the first settler, As Bd-
ward Sulley did his work as a fisher-
man with James Morris, he was at-
tracted by just such a place on the
shore between Jigging Hole and Cuck-
hold’s Cove; and he made wup his
mind ‘that when he became his own
master he would marry < and settle
down there. The year 1795 marked the
accomplishment of both objects in
Hdward’s 'life. His apprenticeship
ended on August 1st, and the follow-
4ng entry in the old Church Books in-
dicates the taking of the mnext step:
#1795, August 16th: Married, Edward
Sulley, of Yonghal, Cork, Ireland, afid
Hlizabeth, danghter of James and |
Frances Morris.” Edward Sulley died
in 1840, and his wife died a few years
later, and though so far as I ¢an find,
no child was born to them to per-
petuate the family name, that name is
still remembered, for the little unat-
tractive place in which they lived so
