The Fishery

Revolutionized.

We are glad to find in t'/he
Trade Review the comments
which are published below, as
sthe ideas expressed with regard
to the development of our fisher-
jes are fully in accordance with
the remarks that we made yes-
terday on the same subject:

“Twenty-five years ago the old
fashioned fishing - boats were as

plentiful round thg coasts of Great |

Britain as punts are with us to-day
but harvesting of sea products is

now prosecuted by over three thou- |

sand up-to-date steam trawlers, be-
sides a great variety of motor-driven
and sailing craft. By no other country

are the deep sea fisheries so widely |

or so efliciently exploited, and all

have been brought about by the ap- |

plication of science in a practical

way.
We think that we know something

about fishing pursuits

will show that ‘we are mere infants

at this work.

The total value of Newfoundland
fishery producfs was only about ten
million dollars last -year,
shows how far behind we are in the
race, but these figures should stimu-
late us to greater efforts,

Instead of supplying England with |

salt codfish as we did formerly, their
own fleets now supply that country
daily with all the fresh fish they re-
quire, and are shipping to the mar-
kets that we thought belonged to us
in the Mediterranean their surplus
catch of codfish. s

Very much more could be said on
this subject, but let us consider the
practical way to intreduce

this country.

Professor Stanley Gardmer states
that Newfoundland’s method of air-
dried salt codfish, makes' a good sec-
ond to their own old-fashioned Bri-
tish pickled herring, and this shows
the conservation of the British race
while the world moves on.

There are so many different ways
that fishery products are put up to-
day in which we could double and
treble the value of our fishing Te-
sources that it would be ‘only heaping
shame upon our heads to mention
them.

The practical way to get to work is
to establish Fishery Schools, secure
the services of the best expert pos-
sible, and then start in a small way
with classes each winter. Scores and

hundreds of our young men would |
gladly attemd, and with . correct in- |

formation they would soon start
work, and their operations would be
supervised during the summer by the
experts, who had schooled them. in

the winter. i
It is useless to ask am old man to

change his hand, bat the young men
will eagerly learn, and will quickly
adapt the new process of work %6
local conditions. In this way without
spending a great deal of money we
could quickly thrash out these gues-
tions for the great benefit of our

country.”

Nova Scotia has already seen
the necessity for developing her
fisheries along new lines. She has
determined to apply scientifie
knowledge to the industry, and
to inaugurate an edueational
system whereby those engaged

in fishing may apply ' their en-

eroy snd resources to their full
advan*age. The scheme is out-

Lord  Shaugh-
nessy died st his residence, 505 Don-
caster St., West, this City;

his heir, Hon. §§Vm. J. Shaughnessy,
and all immediate members of his
family, His Spiritual Advisor, Rev.
Gerald J’ McShane, Pastor of St. Pat-
rick’s Church, was also present. Dur-
