The Fergus Brass Band turned 
out in the afternoon, and greatly enlivened 
the proceedings by playing some choice 
airs in first class style. Altogether the 
Show may be regarded as a great success, 
■till we look upon it as only a beginning 
to what the Riding Is capable of doing, 
and will yet do in the way of Fall Ex­
hibitions.

The show of horses was excellent, much 
better in fact than we have seen at any 
place this fall. There was a fine lot of 
brood mares. In this class Messrs. Ellis, 
Cromar, and Davidson beat all their com­
petitors. We noticed a very handsome 
mare in this class belonging to Mr. W. B.

The grades were superior even to the 
Durh&ms, and more numerous. We never 
saw a better lot of milch cows shown any 
where. The one belonging to Mr. H. 
Larter, which took the first prize, is a very 
fine animal. Among the fat stock were 
two splendid steers belonging to Messrs.
J. 8. Armstrong and David Allan. Mr 
Hugh Roberts had a fine yoke of Galloway 
steers.

There was a very creditable display of 
sheep, more especially of long woolled. 
We notice that Messrs. Tindale, Robert 
Scott and James Gordon keep up their 
old fame for having first class sheep. 
Messrs. John Broadfoot, McKerlie, Mac- 
kay, and Roberts had also some weH bred 
and well conditioned animals. The fat 
sheep belonging to Mr. Telfer, which took 
the first prize, was a splendid animal. 
There were not many pigs, nor poultry, 
but those shown made a creditable 
display.

Only one sample of fall wheat was 
shown, but it was a good one. Spring 
wheat was fair. There were 10 entries 
of Fife, and 10 of other spring wheat. 
The other grains were above the average. 
Potatoes and turnips were very good, of 
the former there were 32 entries, and of 
the latter 22 of Swedes and 12 of other 
kinds. Vegetables were not so largely 
represented. There was a very good 
show of dairy produce, there being 10 
entries of tub, 29 of moderately salted, 
and 22 of fresh butter. The quality of 
most of the samples was superior, and the 
taste displayed in making them up worthy 
of all commendation. Fruit was well re­
presented. Mr George 8. Armstrong had 
some fine lots of apples and pears. There 
were about 50 entries of apples of all 
kinds. There was a better show and 
more variety of ladies work than we have 
seen for sometime, and the same may lie 
said of domestic manufactures. Some 
very pretty quilts were shown, and several 
specimens of ladles’ finer work showed 
taste in design and skill in execution. 
There were no lees than ten gentlemen s 
shirts shown.

George and R,obkbt Stephenson.—

the locomotive in their earlier stages 
The author Is Samuel 8 Ailles, a well 
known writer, and this edition published 
by the Harpers has been carefully revised. 
A very complete memoir of the dis­
tinguished engineer Richard Trevithick 
has been included in the introductory 
portion of the work. The author declares 
his object in publishing this volume, In 
its original form, some ten years since, 
was to describe, in connection with the. 
“ Life of George Stephenson.” the origin 
and progress of the railway system, and 
to show by what moral and material 
agencies its founders were enabled to 
carry their ideas into effect, and to work 
out results which even then were of a re­
markable character, though they have 
since become so much more extraordinary. 
The reason why it is a double biography 
is explained as follows : Father and son 
were sc intimately associated in the early 
period of their career, that it is difficult, 
it not impossible, to describe the one apart 
from the other. The life and achieve­
ments of the eon were in a great measure 
the complement of the life Md achieve­
ments ot the father. The book is inter­
esting and instructive ; it contains por­
traits of the two eminent men mentioned, 
besides a number of illustrations, and will 
form a valuable addition to any library.
