brought by her to Gibraltar on Deer. 13. 
When discovered she was under foremast, 
staysail and gib, and utfder this light 
canvass she had been pursuing her way 
for ten days, without a soul on board, 
the last entry on the ship’s log being on 
November 24th. No' other papers were 
found on board ; manifest, Li 11s of 
lading, every document which could 
have thrown any light ’upon the his­
tory of the derelict, had been remov­
ed. Tho cargo, consisting of barrels 
of spirits, is untouched, with the excep­
tion of one cask which had started.* 
There are no signs oi the vessel havhg 
suffered from bad weather in any respect, 
the most minute examination having 
failed to detect any injury above water 

below it. A harmonium in the cap­
tain’s cabin, and the music books, are 
all in their places untouched by salt 
water. A little phial of oil was sti’l 
standing by a sewing machine, and a 
reel of cotton and thimble has not yet 
rolled off the table. Nor had the cabin 
been plundered, for its contents,belonging 
to a lady and child, were Of considerable 
value. A sword was in its scabbard, 
rusty, and with mayks of bloocl 
having been wiped off. There are marks 
like sharp, cuts on the topallftnt rail, and 
on both sides of the vessel’s btfvvs, which 
appear to have be*i done on purpose ; 
whether this points to any act of violence 
and with what motive committed—why 
the vessel was left under sail, or, in the 
apparent absence either of plunder or of 
peril, why she was ever deserted at all­
ia still an absolute mystery ; for up to the 
present moment no trace has been found 
of the lady or child, of the captain, or 
any one of the crew.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Ottawa, March 8.

Mr. Blake rose to caff the attention of 
the House to one of the questions of 
privilege of which he had given notice, 
namely, the case of the. West Peterboro' 
return. He proposed to move a resolur 
tion, which was framed upon precedents 
of the Parliament of the l'ato Province of 
Canada, to the effect tliat Mr. Bertram 
ought to have been returned by the Re-" 
turning-officer as duly elected. He 
should have to" trouble the House at 
greater length than perhaps would be 
necessary, were it not for1 the exceptional 
and very extraordinary position in 
which, as a deliberative assembly they 
met, with reference to the electoral law. 
It was to be remembered that no less 
than 47 members of this House were re­
turned under four different statutory 
provisions, and that the remaining mem­
bers were returned under laws different 
again from that. After a long and able 
speech he closed by moving substantially 
that Mr. Bertram was the condidate duly 
elected for West Peterboro’ and tliat he 
was entitled to his Beat.

Sir John Macdonald took the ground 
that the House was not tho proper tribu­
nal to dispose of such a case, and that it 
should be referred to a committee. He 
movedjn amendment that the return in 
qn'âfifion be referred to the Committee on 
Privileges and Elections, to report imme­
diately as to the proper and legal course 
to be adopted. Ho further declared that 
he would take the same course with re­
gard to all the other similar cases.

Mr. Mackenzie contended that there 
was no force in tho argument that the 
House being largely composed of laymen 
were not competent to adjudicate iu a 
case of controverted election, especially 
where the only question to be determined 
was whether the candidate who.reoeivcd 
705 votes or the one who received 745 
vôtêT,"wâl'ëhtitied tcTbS' returned^ He" 
moved in amendment to the amendment, 
" That this House deems it proper to 
follow the precedent furnished by the 
old Parliament of Canada, and iu con­
formity with these precedents to forth­
with redress the flagrant violation of law 
committed, by returning the defeated as 
the successful candidate, and declares 
that John Bertram should have been re­
turned saving the right to contest lus 
election.”

Mr. Mackenzie’s amendment to the 
.amendment was lost, 79 voting for and 
96 against it.

The original motion as amended was 
then deolaredearried on the same divison, 
and the House adjourned.

Municipal Loan Fund, apd said that ho 
had now to ask the House that it would 
resolve itself into Committee cn a future 
day on resolutions with reference to tho 
Municipal Loan Fund debts and the sur­
plus : These municipal debts had, by the 
effect of the award between Ontario and 
Quebec, been assigned to Ontario. Ho 
assumed, with the two Governments that 
the present one had succeeded, that the 
award ivonhl be maintained. If it should 
not be sustained, still there was no doubt 
that this asset would be assigned to 
Ontario, and therefore there was no diffi­
culty in proposing to the House to legis­
late on the subject of these debts. The 
amount of them was’sliown, by the return 
which had been presented to tho House 
last session, to he 86,612,092 of principal 
then due besides interest. He went on 
to explain how the Municipal Loan Fund 
debt was created, and proceeded to give 
in detail the position in which most of 
the municipalities were situated with re­
gard to the Fund. The mode of di. 
tributing the surplus is fully explained in 
the resolutions we give below. Mr. 
Mo wat’s explanations occupied fully two 
and a half hours in delivery, and seemed 
to give general satisfaction to the House. 
The further consideration of the resolu­
tions were laid over till Monday week.

Hon. Mr. McKtilar moved that the 
House go into Committee of the Whole 
on Tuesday next to consider the resolu­
tions regarding tho Agricultural College 
and Model Farm, which was agreed to. 

RESOLUTIONS.
1. Thatltjis expedient to providejfor the 

re-arrangement of the Municipal Loan 
Fund debts, so as to secure the due .and 
regular payment of such of them, cr of 
such portions thereof, as are to be paid.

2. That it is expedient to distribute 
amongst tho Municipalities of tho Pro­
vince for local purposes, the future pro­
duce of the said debts, and so much of 
the other funds of the Province as may, 
with-the produce of the said.debts,be equal .. 
to the allowances hereinafter mentioned.

3. That with respect to those debts to 
the Municipal Loan Fund, on which an 
assessment, of. five cents in the dollar on 
the assessed annual value of the property 
of the indebted municipality in 1858, was 
not • sufficient to pay the interest, the 
practical effect of the Statute 22 Victoria, 
c. 15, (entitled An Act further to amend 
the Consolidated Municipal Loan Fund 
Acts), has been to reduce eveiy such 
debt, on the first day of December, 1859, 
to the sum on which the said rate of five 
cents in the dollar would pay interest at 
five per cent.; that it is expedient to ac­
cept this reduction ns the basis of a new 
settlement with all municipalities "which 
desire the benefit of a settlement on that 
basis, and to give to other municipalities 
some compensation in respect thereof by 
making to such other municipalities the 
allowances hereinafter provided.

4 That for many years it has been the 
policy of this country to give public aid 
to useful railway enterprises : that tho 
lato Province of Canada largely aided 
certain railways in Upper Canadathat 
other railways iu Upper Canada were 
built without any aid from the Province 
of Canada, but with large aid from some 
of the municipalities in Upper Canada, 
by taking stock in the railway com­
panies which -vere to construct the said 
railways, and by making loans to tho 
•aid companies, which stock was taken 
and which loans were made on the mis­
taken representation to the said; muni­
cipalities, and in the delusive expectation 
by them that their advances wmfld he 
made good out of the profits of the rail­
ways ; that the railways so respectively 
aided by the said Province and -by the 
said municipalities, have been greatly in­
strumental in developing the wealth and 
resources of this Province ; and chat, 
with respect to the said railways -so built 
without any Provincial aid, it is expedi­
ent, in view of the said fact's, to credit to 
such of the said municipalities as are-^ 
not benefitted by the.Statute 22 Viet., c.
15, a sum equal to 82,000 a mile of rail­
way so aided, the said sum to he divided 
amongst tho municipalities respectively, 
in proportion to the amount of their said 
contributions, and to be allowed to each 
as a payment at the date of its debt 
therefor being contracted.

5. That after the Confederation of the 
Provinces in 1867, and before passing of 
the Railway Aid Act of 1871, divers uSt- 
nicipalities, which will not be benefitted 
by the said Statute,. 22 Vic. c. 15, have 
given sums of money by way of gift or 
bonus to clivers railways, or portions of 
railways, which, if not commenced prior 
to December 7th, 1870, would have been 
entitled to aid under tÉe said Act ; 
that the suir.e so given were - 
larger than might have beenneces- 
sary if the said railways had receiv­
ed aid from the Province in the same 
way as the A at of 1871 provided with re­
spect to railways commenced after the • 
said date ; that it is expedient to make
to these municipalities an allowance, as 
of the 1st January, 1873, at the rate of 
81000 per mile of the portions of railways 
aided by the said municipalities respect­
ively ; such allowance to bo divided 
amongst the said municipalities, in pro­
portion to the amount of their said con­
tributions to the railway ; providéd that 
this allowance shall not entitle any mu­
nicipality to an allowance in respect of 
any railway which may receive aid from 
the Legislature during' the present ses­
sion, or to any railway which, if com­
menced after the passing of the • said 
Railway Aid Act, would not be entitled 
to aid under the provisions of that Act.

6. That it is expedient to give to muni­
cipalities in default, 'and not benefited by 
22 Vic. c. 15, credit, as of 1st January, 
1873, as against their debts, for the share 
which would from time to time have 
been payable to them respectively, of the 
Clergy "Reserve Fund, if they had not 
been in default to the said Municipal 
Loan Fund.

7. That it is expedient to allot to all 
municipalities not benefited by the Stat­
ute, 22 Vie. Cap. 15, the sum of two dol­
lars per head of the population, according 
to the census of 1871 ; which allotment 
shall be in addition to the railway allow­
ances aforesaid, where these are appli­
cable ; and that the allotment and rail­
way allowances aforesaid shall be applied 
as follows :

1. The amount going to a county, city 
or separated town indebted to the Muni­
cipal Loan Fund, shall be applied first to 
pay the debt to the said Fund.

2. Where a balance remains of |the 
allotment to a county, the share, accord­
ing to population of atiy local municipal­
ity therein, which is indebted to the said.



*

Municipal Loan Fund, shall be applied 
towards the payment of such debts.

8. The remaining sum going to a coun­
ty, (or in case the county was not indent- , 
tid to the Municipal Loan Fund the whole 
sum going to the county), in respect of 
Jhe said allotment and railway allowance, 
shall be divided among the local munici­
palities therein, (or the other municipali­
ties therein, as the case may be), accord­
ing to population, and shall be applied 
m aid of railways, of drainage of the 
building, or improvement of the Court 
House or Gaol, of the building or im-| 
provemeut of an hospital, of providing 
for the use of the municipality of an in­
dustrial farm,) a house of industry 
or of refuge, or in Jbuildiiig or improving 
schools, public halls, bridges, harbours, 
piers, or gravel roads, or shall be applied 
in making other permanent improvements 
affecting the "municipalities, or shall be 
applied in or towards the reduction or 
payment of municipal obligations already 
contracted for permanent works ; and 
proper provision should be made for the 
due application of the money to the ob­
jects spicitied. *

4. The amount going to any city or 
local municipality after the payment of 
debts shall be applied to any of the said 
objects which maybe determinek by the 
council of the city or local municipality 
at-any time afterthe first day of February 
next.

5; Where* a portion of a county, or 
union of. .counties, indebted to the Mu­
nicipal Loan Fund, has been separated 
from the indebted county or union, and 
has assumed part of the debt of the 
county or union, the allotment in respect 
of the railway allowance shall be divided 
iu like manner.

8. That a like sum of $2 per head be 
allotted to those districts which have not 
yet been organized into municipalities,
i d shall be applied to permanent im­
provement affecting the localities, and 
approved of by the Legislature.

9. That, in view of the past history of 
the Municipal Loan Fund, it is essential 
that the new debentures to bo obtained 
from municipalities indebted to the said 
fund shall not exceed an amount which 
shall constitute such debentures good 
and reliable investments. to all holders ; 
that by the Municipal aqt of 1866 it was 
enactrfl that no Municipal Council shall 
assess or levy iu any one year more than 
an aggregate rate of two cents on the 
d-illar (exclusive of school rates) on the 
value of the rateable ' property in the 
municipality ; that it is expedient, in 
making a filial arrangement of the Mu­
nicipal Loan Fund debts, to act upon the 
policy involved in this enactment, and to 
provide that in case a rate of two cents 
in the dollar would be insufficient to pay 
five per cent annually on the debt, or 
reduced debt, to the said .Fund, after al­
lowing for the ordinary and necessary 
expenses of the municipality., (other than 

’school^,) the amount ot fEcuebt to the 
Municipal Loan Fund shall be placed at 
such a sum, that the interest thereon at 
five per cent shall not exceed vvhat.au a.-:- 
hCi-»mèut of two touts in the dollar on

of the public or of other parties, and' has 
resulted cither in no railway’ being built, 
or in the building of n railway which has 
not advanced the local interest of the in-

view of such injurious legislation' to.can- 
col the balance still duo. by any such 
muuicipafity to the Municipal Loan Fund

11. That the City of Hamilton too!; 
stuck in the Berlin and Preston railway," 
uud issued debentures therefor amounting 
to 520'1,000; that $8'),000 of these deben­
tures ■ were purchased by the late Province

lected thereon since the same were pur­
chased by the Province of Canada, short- 
l v after the issuing of the said debentures;
