Four Feet Eight and a Half,
The change of gauge is now an accom-
plished fact on the Grand Trunk. On
Baturday afternoon a gang of men were
busy narrowing the gidings at the Guelph
passenger siation, Over the bridge the
change was effected by moving the longi-
tudinal beam or “sleeper” upon which
the rail rests, so that the fastenings of
the rail were not disturbed. In the work
all along the main line, much-time was
saved by the previous insertion of spikes
in the ties in the places where the inside
edge of the rail wes to come, so when
moved the rail had only to be pressed
against these and the outside spikes dri-
ven home. The first train over the new
gauge was & special car from Stratford
sent to piock up the men and test the
road, which passed Guelph between five
and six on Baturday evening. The first
up train was a similar special, which pas-
sed here between 10 and 11 on Sunday
morning. This morning (Monday) the
trains commenced to run as usual, com-
mencing with the Berlin mixed train due
out from here at 7.80 a.m.

More Condemnation.

The Pall Mall Gazette, an influen-
tial English journal, has an impor-
tant article on the Pacific Scandal.

The annual ¥all Exhibition of live
stock, grain, roots, &c., was held in the
g ds of the P h Agricultural So-
clety st Aberfoyle, on Friday, Oct 8rd.
There were 600 entries, against 410 last
year. The membership is nearly 200.
Although there were so many entries,
many of the articles entered did not put
in an appearance. The gathering wss
small there being not over 400 on the
grouni, although the merning was fine.
In horses thejshow was fair, there being
79 entries, butas a gemeral thing the
horses were not as large and heavy as in
former years, still the display was very
creditable for a Township Bhow. There
were some very good thoroughbred cattle,
the exhibitors of which were Messrs.
Evaus, Carter, Crawley, Beattie, and
Grant. Grade cattle were better repre-
sented, there being 81 entries. Some
very good 'grades were exhibited. In
sheep there were 65 entries, consisting of
long wooled and Bouthdowns.

Under this now well known head-
ing the Canadian Monthly contributes
another article on the Pacific Scan-
dal. The freshness and elegance of
the writer’s style, with the pithiness
and conclusiveness of his argument,
will cause his remarks to be read
with deep interest even on this well-
worn but vitally important subject.
We append’ extracts:—

“The dangerous dilemma in which
Canada is now placed, and for her ex-
trication from which we look, not
without trembling, to the constancy
of her people, is traceable in more
respects than one, we will not say to
the fault, but we must say to the
action of the mother country. The
Parliamentary Committee would have
finished its work, and the opportun-
ity for a misuse of the prerogative
would never have been afforded, had
not the Oaths Bill been disallowed
on grounds which, if technically cor-
rect, are practically senseless; for no
good reason can be imagined why the
Legislature of a self-governed coun.-
try should not be at literty to con-
fer upon a Committee of the House
of Commons a power which it bas
conferred upon a Conimission nomin-
ated by the Prime Minister, who is
himself virtually nominated by the
Parliament. Again, corrupted and
bedevilled as Parliampent has been,
it would almost unquestionably, on
the 13th of August, have obeyed the
impulse of the nation, which de-
manded that the Government should
be purified and the national charac-
ter redeemed, had it not been pre

cented by the interposition of the
prerogative in the hands of a British
Governor General, whose rank ig
high, and whose personal qualities
are most estimable, but who as a
new-comer must be very imperfectly
informed with respect to the gener-
al features of the situation, the vari.
influences at work, and the
characters of the public men with
whom he has to deal ; as, in fact, the
one-sided selection of Royal Com.
missioners into which he has been
