THE ALBERTA LEGISLATURE

The Alberta legislature, the second 
session of which begins this after­
noon, occupies a unique position in 
the Dominion of Canada.

A provincial fish and game protec­
tion association meeting was held 
last evening at the old Alberta club 
rooms. There were nearly mem­
bers present and some 20 delegates, 
includ ng E. A. Adams, Inspector 
Dufîus, C. Oakley, R. A. Darker, Dr. 
Ings, Calgary; Messrs. Collingwood, 
Priddis; Stevenson, Red Deer; Stan­
ford, Stavely; Sibbord, Gleichen ; 
Brewster and Luxton, Banff; McDou­
gall, Morley; Andrews, Maclleod; F. 
Deddington, Pekisko.

Rev, Mr. Hogbin, Calgary, was in 
the chair and R. A. Darker acted as 
secretary.

Capt. Coddinton proposed and Mr. 
Ford of Red Deer seconded that the 
meeting form itself into a provincial 
fish and game association.

It was proposed by R. A. Darker 
and seconded by Mr. Ford that the 
constitution of the Ontario Fish and 
Game association e>e adopted -mi 
verbally altered to suit the require­
ments; of this province. Carried.

The chairman said that the 
members could be elected by their 
branch and the name sent in to the 
secretary at the earliest possible 
convenience.

On the proposition of Messrs. Cod­
dington and Ford, $1 per member 
for the branches was made of which 
50 per cent, will be sent in to the 
treasury of the provincial associa­
tion. Some delegates thought this 
was not enough, but R. A. Darker 
explained it would - be better to have 
five dollars from five members than 
five dollars from two members.

A. Lawton, provincial game guar 
dian, went through the proposed al 
terations to the game ordinance as 
published in the Albertan a short 
time ago.

Some of the clauses brought out 
discussion and motions from various 
delegates. The mountain sheep por 
tion brought out some important 
points. Mr. Brewster thought that 
the season should be shorter. Insp 
Duff us had he%rd of slaughter whole­
sale in the mountains, and a closed 
season for two years would not be 
too long. Mr. Stafford gave his ac­
count of the / Stoney Indians and how 
they killed. These Indians were un­
der the same game laws as the white 
man. - Insp. Duff us thought more 
wardens should be appointed to 1 look 
after these Indians. Mr. McDougall 
thought that the Indians were under 
some misunderstanding regarding the 
treaty made with them some time 
ago. The resolution was afterwards 
passed that the season be closed for 
one year instead of two years as per 
Mr. Lawton’s suggestion.

Other suggestions and resolutions 
passed were as follows:

That the magpie be added to the 
birds that may be ; killed at any time.

Mountain sheep and goats should 
have a closed season till October, 
1908.

Closed season on elks till 1909. 
Prohibit the buying, selling and 

bartering of game birds.
Caribou, *noose and . wapita, closed 

season for one year.
Protect the females and young at 

all times.
That young ducks that cannot fly, 

commonly known as flappers, be 
protected.

Cut out helpers and make guides 
responsible for any infringement of 
game laws with parties out shooting 

Quite a discussion took place over 
the chicken. It was proposed that 
the season be shortened and last dur­
ing October only, and then only 15 
birds could be shot in one day. An 
amendment y was put that ithe season 
be closed for one year. On a vote 
being taken both amendment and 
proposition received an eqùal num­
ber and the chairman’s vote was 
necessary- Mr. Hogbin was of the 
opinion that chicken were not so 
scarce as reported. Accounts from 
the north said that chicken were 
plentiful, and it was h s firm opin­
ion that they changed their ground, 
and where chicken may be plentiful 
one season they would be scarce an­
other, therefore he would vote 
against the amendment.

After the meeting, which lasted 
till nearly one o’clock, the delegates 
were invited to supper by' the Cal­
gary members.

The development of the institution 
and the growth of the business has ex­
ceeded the most sanguine expectations 
entertained by any one at the begin­
ning of the year; and we are pleased 
to say we believe the character of the 
business obtained by the Bank is well 
up to the average transacted by Can­
adian Banks, and perhaps in some re­
spects better than the average,

The Profit for the year, after paying 
charges of management, business tax­
es, etc., and making full provision for 
bad and doubtful debts, amounted to 
$50,502.83.

Into account, the sum of $10,897.34 for 
expenses incurred In the establishing 
Branches. The amount actually ex­
pended In the establishing of Branches 
was greatly in excess of this sum, but 
the remainder of the cost has been 
charged up to the Profits of the year, 
and It is included as a portion of the 
expenses of management.

Your Directors have had under con­
sideration the propriety of paying a 
dividend for the last half of the year 
1906.

After mature deliberation, however, 
It was determined that it would be pre­
ferable to carry to Rest Account a 
sufficient amount to replace the sums 
spent for organization, establishment, 
etc. (which was Intended to be provid­
ed for out of the 10 per cent, premium 
at which the stock was sold), and thus 
enable the Bank to start with Its 10 
per cent, reserve fund Intact.

The Directors have carried to the 
credit of the Rest Account the sum of 
$50,000.00, and when tne remainder of 
the Stock payments are completed they 
anticipate having a further sum of 
$75,000.00 to add to this account.

It Is hoped that this conservative 
policy will commend itself to the 
Judgment of the shareholders.

The Directors hope to be able to pay 
dividends for the year 1907. They are 
of the opinion that It will be prefer­
able, and will save expense In view of 
the large proportion of moderate, and 
small holdings, to pay these dividends 
half yearly, for the present, Instead of 
quarterly..

In view of the rapid development of 
the Bank, and the apparent magnifi­
cent opportunities for the expansion of 
its business whlqh constantly present 
themselves, your Dfrectors believe it 
will be wise to prepare for any pos­
sible contingency that may arise, and 
to that end recommend that It will be 
desirable to obtain permission to in­
crease the authorized capital stock.

A By-law will be submitted for your 
approval asking for authority to ap­
ply for permission to Increase the 
authorized Capital Stock to $6,000,000.00 
and it Is hoped that the proposal will 
recommend Itself to you.

Amehdmente to your By-laws will
also be submitted asking for a change of the community.

places as might seem advisable. As a 
matter of fact more Branches have 
been established than was originally 
intended. There has been very con­
siderable pressure constantly brought 
to bear upon us from different sources 
to open Branches, and in order to con­
serve the best Interests of the Bank, 
we have been almost compelled to give 
heed to applications, which we might 
have preferred to defer action upon 
until a later date. It appeared in 
many instances to be a case for imme­
diate action, or the loss of a desirable 
point for the time being with every 
prospect of having to consider it at a 
later date, and then as a competitor 
for business already obtained by 
others.

Although a large number of offices 
have been opened, applications and pe­
titions from three times the number of 
places considered have been declined 
because it was beyond our power at 
the time to entertain them.

It is a pleasure to be able to say that 
the majority of your Branches are al­
ready on a self-sustaining basis and in 
nearly every instance the Branches es­
tablished In the larger centres are re­
turning a fair profit above their ex­
penses. So that it would seem that 
the policy which has been pursued has 
not been a mistaken one.

Changing conditions in the country 
and the construction of Branch Rail­
road lines, which may to some extent 
divert the trade and change the coun­
try tributary to certain points, may 
make It desirable from time to time to 
close certain offices or to transfer 
them to other points. Our Branches 
have been distributed so far as could 
be arranged, so that we have not very 
many In any one particular district, 
and it does not seem probable that It 
will be necessary for us to add many, 
if any,'-offices to our present number 
for some time to come.

The problem of the transportation of 
the crops Is a matter of( serious im­
port to the whole country, and par­
ticularly to that part of it In wheth our 
chief operations are carried on, the 
difficulty has this year been consider­
ably enhanced by the unprecedented 
heavy snow falls.

The continual and Increasing specul­
ation in Real Estate Is a matter for 
concern, and It is a question whether It 
is to the best Interests of the country 
that it should continue.

If we as Directors do our duty—and 
I am sorry I have not done more in the 
past—I believe that we ought to be able 
to put this bank in a position to pay- 
eight per cent, in three years, ami in 
ten years from now every dollar in 
stock in it ought to be worth 200 e nts 
instead of 110.

We have not to go back very far or 
strain our memories much to recall 
many cases of the Directors sitting 
round the board with the General 
Manager, then going to ask him to lend 
money or take a position that he might 
feel uncomfortable about and yet not 
feel strong enough to refuse, so that I 
think in this respect the Directors de­
serve praise.

As far as my advice may be taken.
I certainly will recommend that we will 
resort to every precaution for the 
safety of this Bank. While it would 
be foolishness to obtain a lot of money 
and sit on It and do nothing, I would 
like to see the Bank conduct its busi­
ness—While anxious to expand al­
ways—feeling more anxious for the 
safety.of the depositors and the Bank 
generally rather than be too anxious to 
expand.

Considering the Immense develop­
ment that Is before us In this Western 
country it is possible for this Bank to 
obtain one hundred million deposits 
during the life of at least some of the 
Directors.

I have much pleasure in seconding 
the motion offered by the President for 
the adoption of the report that has 
just been read by the General Mana­
ger.

The motion carried.
The motion of Mr. F. Nation. of 

Brandon, seconded by Sheriff Inkster, 
a By-law was passed asking for per­
mission to make application for the in­
crease of the authorized capital stock 
of the Bank to $6,000,000.00.

On motion of Mr. R. T. Riley, second­
ed by Mr. R. J. Macpherson, By-law- 
No. 1 was amended reducing the num­
ber of Directors necessary to constitute 
a quorum.

On rising to move this amendment 
Mr. Riley said:
Mr. President:

I congratulate you and the Directors 
of the Bank on the report you have 
submitted. Of course it is impossible 
to remember all of the figures, but 
the statement which you have present­
ed showing a paid up capital of more 
than $1,000,000 and deposits of upwards 
of $4,000,000 is certainly very gratify­
ing.

One of the hardest things to inspire 
the public with is confidence.

I did not suppose the deposits the 
Bank would receive in the first year 
would have amounted to anything like 
$4,000,000. It speaks well for the Di­
rectors, General Manager and Local 
Managers.

It makes a great difference what 
kind of a local manager the Bank has.
If the local manager does not give 
confidence to the public they will not 
deposit their money in the Bank, no 
matter who the General Manager is. 
or who the Directors may be.

Another thing that surprises me is 
the number of Branches you have 
established. You have opened forty 
branches. This seems a very large 
number for a Bank to open during 
the first year of its operation.

The Chief Inspector of an important 
Bank with head office in an Eastern 
Province, informed me that in the east 
they^expect to have to conduct busi­
ness at a Branch for two or three 
years before it is on a paying basis. 
Repeating this conversation to a rep­
resentative of a Bank with a^ large 
number of Branches In the West, he 
told me that in this country if a 
Branch is not On a paying basis in .='x 
months, it is an exception to the rule, 
but that their experience wttn 
Branches in the Eastern Provinces was 
identical with the experience of otner 
Banks. He added that in the West 
here he expected a Branch to pay fr01 
the first day that it opened.

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A Bit of Paradise Which Was 
Never Destroyed Says One

PEN PICTET

Description of the City Destroy­
ed by the Earthquake

\ picture of Kingston, Jamaica, 
as it is. or rather as it was, is a 
vorv difficult thing to paint. When 
Charles Kingsley first saw Jamaica 
he described it as “a piece of Paxa- 
dise which God had forgotten to 
destroy,” and let t go at that.

But that will hardly suffice for 
the present purpose. My first im­
pression of Kingston then, when I 
snW it during the days of 
qept 1903, was something like

this:
In the foreground, the deep blue 

harbor, which is the third harbor 
of the world. Beyond a fringe of 
waving palm trees and beyond that 
again, the wooden, stone and parti­
colored roofs of the houses of the 
town, half hidden among the fol­
iage. On your left as you enter the 
harbor were the batteries of Fort 
Henderson and other forts, backed 
once more by the dark green edging 
of the swamps. The town 
itself lies but forty feet above the 
sea level but the land behind 
sweeps upwards and ever upwards 
until the tops of the peaks of the 
Blue Mountains seven thousand feet 
high are buried in a thijk, white 
fleecy haze. There is nothing rugged 
about these grand mountains, there 
is nothing harsh, there is nothing 
repellent. Every inch of them is 
covered with foliage, every foot of 
them is complex with varying shad­
es. And over all the topical, sun 
tules insistent, almighty and all- 
penetrating. Entering the town of 
Kingston many things strike us. 
Smells strike us, many smells strike 
us. The dust of the roads ' is abnor­
mal, surpassing the dust of any 
country. The public buildings are 
fragile, many of them wooden struc 
turcs only, and the remainder built 
of either stone or concrete, wear a 
neglected sort of air as if they 
were tired of life and longed for 
dissolution. Small wonder is it that 
they were overturned by an earth­
quake. As we walk along King St, 
aod pass the solid structure of the 
Colonial Bank, the buildings im­
prove considerably until we reiach 
the post office, which Is perhaps 
the most forlorn looking erection 
of the group, with the possible ex­
ecution of the court house.

Electric cars run up and down the 
street and these are filled with black 
and white people, without distinc­
tion of color. The finest building on 
this main street without doubt is 
the Myrtle Bank Hotel, the proper­
ty of the Elder-Dempsey Co., which 
stands on the right hand side. Built 
of brick at great expense it defies 
hurricanes and it has prorved in 
this case to some degree earth­
quakes. Leaving the main street and 
penetrating into the town towards 
the mountains. I am using .guide 
book language for the purpose of 
qeing more explicit. We find the 
English cathedral, a squat ugly 
building devoid of architectural 
beauty, .but rich in historial inter­
est because it contains the memor­
ial to Admiral Penbyw, the conquer­
or of the French in many hard 
fought fights. And then seven miles 
over, dusty roads to the Constant 
Sp/.ing hotêl, which, lying at the 
foot of the hills, some eight hund­
red feet higher than the town af 
Kingston, is the place of peace 
and dwelling of the numberless tour­
ists from England and America, 
who have visited Jamaica—also 
that this should not be written at 
the present time—during the past 
few years.

To write adequately of Kingston 
within the limit of a column or so 
for the matter of that within the 
limits of a whole paper, is impos­
sible. This city of 75,000 inhabit­
ants, or more, is permeated with 
historical events. Here it was that 
the bold wild buccaneers ravaged 
the Spanish Main in days gone by, 
and here it was towards the close 
of the eighteenth century, twelve of 
the last of the sea robbers hung in 
chains until the John Crows—a hid­
eous bird of the vulture family 
which haunts the island and which 
cannot lie killed because he acts as 
a scavnager, pi ked their hones.

Here it was that the refugees 
from the tyranny of Oliver Cromwell 
found a resting place and upon 
these plains and among these moun­
tains Royalists and Puritans pas­
sed its other with ill-con/cleaed hat­
red. In those plantations which show 
green again the dusty roads’ slaves 
labored and died, while the sugar 
kings took their ease and stood 
for the millionaires of those times.

But this is idle dreaming, We live 
in an age of facts.

What theq will, be the effect of 
this awful catastrophe upon the life 
of the Antilles, as the people of Ja­
maica love to name their home.

After many years of depression 
owing to the immense drop in the 
price of sugar cane, ?he island 
v. s beginning to prosper once more. 
The hearts of the inhabitants were 
being turned from sugar and owing 
primarily to the United Fruit Co.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even number section of Domin­

ion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
West Provinces, exception 8 and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person the sole head of a family, 
or male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
inspection must be made in person by 
the applicant at the office of the locai 
Agent or Sub-agent.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent's office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and if the land 
applied for Is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

Hon. Frank Oliver recently Intro­
duced a bill amending the land act 
and giving homesteaders the right to 
pre-empt a quarter section adjoining 
their homesteads where poslble to a 
minimum price of three dollars an 
acre, payable ‘one third dollars and 
date of pre-emption and the balance 
in five equal annual installments. The 
act which is to be known as the Do­
minion Lands Act, and which received 
its first reading on Dec. 10, last con­
tains the following clauses relating to 
pre-emption.

Pre-emption
A person who has obtained entry 

for a homestead and who continues 
to hold has not acquired or does not 
hold a pre-emption, may pre-empt any 
available quarter section lying along­
side such homestead or separated 
therefrom by only a road allowance, 
and upon the payment of a fee of ten 
dollars. Such quarter section shall 
be entered in the books of the land 
office appertaining to the homestead; 
and in returns of the agent as the 
agent shall issue a receipt for such 
fee in the form O in the schedule of 
this Act and upon (a) completing the 
requirements requisite to obtaining 
letters patent for his homestead (b) 
residing on his homestead or on the 
land so appertaining thereto for at 
least six months in each year subse­
quent to the date of entry for his home 
stead (c) cultivating in addition to 
such cultivation as he may be requir­
ed to make on his homestead, fifty 
acres either on his homestead or on 
the land appertaining thereto, and (d)' 
paying for such land on the terms 
hereinafter set forth, such persons 
shall be entitled to letters patent there 
fore:

Not Including Railway Land
empt a quarter section lying along­
side a homestead or separated there­
from by only a road allowance, shall 
not apply to any quarter section ly­
ing alongside or separating only by a 
road allowance from a quarter sec­
tion taken as part of a land grant 
by any railroad company or includ­
ed in any tract of land reserved for 
the purpose of there being selected 
therefrom land for a railway land 
grant.

May Pre-empt Other Land
A person who previously to this en­

actment, obtained entry for a home­
stead, but did not acquire or does 
not hold a pre-emption, and lying 
alongside whose homestead there is 
not a quarter section available for 
pre-emption under sub-section of this 
section, may, after the issue of let­
ters patent for his homestead, or if 
on completing the requirements re­
quisite tb obtaining letters patent 
therefor pre-empt any quarter sec­
tion open for entry as a homestead 
In the manner set forth in this sec­
tion; and upon the payment of a fee 
of ten dollars, for wltidh a receipt 
shall be injured at. ateresatiS- eu 
quarter section shall be entered in 
the books of the ' land Office and in, 
the returns of the agent as to pre 
empted; and after (a) residing upon 
the quarter section so pre-empted six 
years subsequent to the date of pre­
empted, (a) cultivating fifty acres 
thereon *) erecting a house of a 
value of at least three hundred dol­
lars thereon, and (d) paying for such 
land on the terms hereinafter set 
forth, he shall be entitled to letters 
patent for the quarter section. Provid­
ed that the quarter section so pre­
empted is situate within a distance 
of not more than nine miles from the 
homestead, residence upon the home­
stead shall be reckoned as residence 
on such quarter section. And provid­
ed further that when it is shown to 
the satisfaction of the Governor in 
Council that the conditions obtaining 
in any township or group of town­
ships are such as to make the require­
ment of fifty acres of cultivation ex­
cessive, he may fix a lesser area.

Application to pre-empt shall be in 

the form L in the schedule to this 
Act, and shall be supported by affi­
davit, in either of the forms M or N 
in the said schedule, and the provi­
sions of section 1» of this Act as to 
the time and place of making appli­
cation for entry for a homestead, and 
as to the making of the same to a sub­
agent, shall, mutatis mutandis apply 
to the making of an application to 
pre-empt; and when such application 
le made to a sub-agent, he shall give 
an interim receipt for the fee in the 
the form Q in the said schedule.

Three Dollar Minimum.
The minimum rate payable for land 

under this section shall be three dol­
lars an acre, and the amount to be 
paid shall be payable one-third on the 
expiration of three years from the 
date of the receipt for the fee for 
pre-emption and the balance in five 
equal annual installments; and inter­
est shall be payable at the rate of five 
per cent per annum at the end of each 
year from the date of the said receipt 
on the amount remaining unpaid at 
the time: Provided that, on the com­
pletion of the requirements requisite 
under this section fdr obtaining letters 
patent for a preempted quarter sec­
tion payment in full may be made for 
the same and letters patent therefore 
may there upqn issue.

A person who has obtained a pre­
emption to purchase shall pending the 
issue of letters patent, have the same 
rights in and to the lands pre-empted 
as are conveyed by an entry for a 
homestead under this Act, and the 
agent’s receipt for the fee in either of 
the forms O or P in the schedule of 
this Act shall be the evidence there­
of; and the provision of this Act as to 
the completion of the requirements ter 
obtaining letters patent for a home­
stead, making application for letters 
patent and the issue thereof in the 
case of a person who obtained entry 
for a homestead dying or becoming 
insane or mentally incapable, shall, 
mutatis, apply.

If a person who has pre-empted a 
quarter section fails to fulfil in any 
year the requirements of this Act in 
respect to his homestead or to such 
quarter section, the Minister may 
cancel the pre-emption, and in his dis­
cretion cause to be refunded any 
moneys paid on account thereof.

Failure on the part of the person 
who has pre-empted a quarter sec­
tion to apply for letters patents 
therefore within a period of eight 
years from date of pre-emption shall 
render his right thereto liable to for- 
fiture 6n the order of the minister.
