New York, Oct. 17.—A four-story 
building in course of construction at No. 
443 East One Hundred and Fifteenth 
street tumbled in this afternoon about 4 
o’clock, and the mechanics at work were 
burned in the ruins. At six o’clock this 
evening six dead bodies had been taken 
out. Four men were *lso taken out from 
the ruins seriously injured and almost suf­
focated.

The front wall fell in first and 
was followed immediately afterward by the 
side walk The buildipg was to be used as 
a school house for Italian children belong­
ing to the parish of the church of Our 
Lady of Mount Carmel. Two hook and 
ladder companies Mid numerous citizens 
are searching the ruins for the men unac­
counted for. There are no sounds to be 
heard from the wreck, and it is thoimht 
the men still buried are all dead. The 
names of the killed, as far as known, are 
John Durkin, Henry Reicheuberger and 
Carlo Gilleberto. Father Kinner, pastor 
of the church, was among the wounded. 
The priests connected with the Mount 
Carmel parrish were among the first to ar­
rive at roe scene, and at once gave conso­
lation to the wounded and dying. It is 
thought Father Kinner cannot recover. 
When the rescuers had been at work for 
about an hour two of the victims were un­
earthed and were found to be dying. The 
priests from the parish clambered over the 
ruins and, amid dust, and falling debris, 
administered the Holy Eucharist. One 
account says there were twenty-seven per­
sons in the building at the time it fell in.

Trafalgar Square Riot*.
To-day’s riot in Trafalgar Square was a 

ridiculous thing at the best, ahd reflects 
no credit upon the police, who might 
have prevented any demonstration ap­
proaching violent disorder. Their action 
to-day, however, has done more harm 
than good, and has caused great deal of 
sympathy with the mob in quarters or­
dinarily, and for the best of reasons, op­
posed to so-called “unemployed working- 
men" and their claims. The chief cause 
of complaint against the police is that 
they allowed the mob full license up to 
the point of rioting, and then, when the 
crowd, acting upon the natural assumption 
that the police were afraid of them, be­
came noisy and violently demonstrative, 
began to push and pummel them into sub­
mission. Everybody who had an oppor­
tunity to observe the affair from begin­
ning to end is of the opinion the crowd 
could have been dispersed by the exercise 
of a little more firmness on the part of 
the police at the outset, without the 
necessity of striking, and agree that the 
dangerous element is still convinced by 
the temporizing of the authorities that 
they are held in fear, and will persist in 
holding meetings, forming processions 
ani making riotous demonstrations unless 
some decided action is taken. Should the 
troubles continue drastic measures must 
be resorted to, and the belief is general 
that they should be taken at once. 
The mob was chiefly composed of 
victsand other dangerous elements that 
would scarcely be tolerated in America.

S THE BRITISH POST OFFICE.

The annual report of the postmaster 
general of Great Britain furnishes some 
interesting figures. Its army of officials 
and employés include 64,000 on the per­
manent staff, besides some 47,000 post­
masters and assistants. The number of 
women employed is above 55,000, of whom 
18,000 are postmistresses or receivers of 
letters. The postal service handled dur­
ing the year 1,459,900,000 letters, an 
average of 40 per head of the population, 
besides almost incredible numbers of post 
cards, newspapers, packets and parcels. 
Besides this 40,137,175 telegrams were 
transmitted and delivered. The deposits 
in the postoffice savings banks is above 
$250,000,000 including 3,731,421 separate ) 
accounts. As might be expected iu a 
large and dense population, the postotfice 
is a revenue producing department, even 
though the telegraphic business is not 
quite self-sustaining. The net revenue 
for the year was above $12,500,000. It 
will be long before our Canadian postal 
system can be made self-sustaining owing 
to the enormous extent of our mail routes 
and limited population.

Therefore it would be in 
the interests of morality, and as a preven­
tative against the ceremony being utilized 
for illegal purposes, that Chinese who de­
sire to be married should be certified to 
by an interpreter in whom confidence can 
be placed as to his honesty. There aie 
Chinese living ift the city who are legally 
married and who are, so far as can be 
known, happy in their domestic life, but 
of the many marriages that liave been 
performed by Chrrstion ministers, there 
are grave fears that they were nearly all 
consummated for the purpose of abetting 
the traffic in Chinese slaves.

The 
(Jueeu—This case was called up in the 
supreme court yestorday The return to 
the writ uf error being hied, Mr. Davie, 
who appeared for the pnaoner, before aa- 
signing error aUeged certain matter, which 
he stated ought to have been included m 
the return: 1st. That the evidence having 
established intercourse it was not oompe- 
tent tu the jury upou an indictment which 
simply charged rape to find guilty of 
aault; and, 2nd, That upon an indictment 
vVith a simple count for rape it was not 
competent to find guilty of assault. Both 
of these points, counsel stated, had been 
un>ed at the trial and taken in arrest of 
judgment, and the chief justice 
asked to reserve the points, but had re­
fused. Mr. Drake, for the crown, con­
tended that these were not matters which 
should appear upon the record.

The Victoria people are priding them­
selves upon the presence among them of 
three live baronets and one knight. It 
seems that the Western city has more 
baronets than all the rest of Canada, and 
more knights per head of the population 
than any other city. In its rivalry with 
Vancouver, Victoria has certainly scored 
a point.—Toronto Mail. It was recently 
said of Victoria that it is the wickedest 
city in Canada. Now it seems to be be- 
knighted.

It is believed that the issue of the new 
British double florin or dollar, is the be­
ginning of the end of pounds, shillings, 
pence and farthings. The London Cham­
ber of Commerce has under consideration 
a plan making the four shilling piece the 
unit of value or dollar, and dividing it 
into cents. By this plan nearly all the 
existing coins can be utilized without 
creating any confusion from having a 
double standard of unit value. The sov­
ereign would become five dollars, two 
shillings a half dollar, one shilling twenty- 
fivé cents, while the new coins would be 
ten and five cents, the new penny two 
cents, and the half-penny one cent. 
There can be no question about it that a 
decimal currency is far more convenient 
than any other, and certain it is that no 
one in Canada would care to return to the 
old and circumlocutory form of calcula­
tion.

It is noteworthy that Rear-Admiral 
Vignes took occasion, while the officers of 
the French flagship were being feted at 
Montreal, to run across to the Pacific 
coast and make a thorough examination 
of the Canadian Pacific railway. The 
French are not only sentimentally inter­
ested in Canada, but they are very prac­
tically interested in Egypt; and, although 
Tenterden Steeple may have no dose con­
nection with the Goodwin Sands, they are 
quite sharp enough to perceive the con­
nection between the “Queen’s Highway” 
to the east and the reduced importance 
which England will henceforth attach to 
the Suez canal. Some time ago the Whe- 
well Professor of International Law dwelt 
upon the much stronger position which 
England could assume as regards the 
Egyptian question when once she had se­
cured an alternative and a safer connec­
tion with her eastern dependencies. We 
may therefore fairly suppose that the 
French admiral’s trip was not altogether 
un voyage d’agrément, but was due to a 
desire on the part of his government to 
have an official report upon the work 
which seems destined to be of so great a 
political as well as commercial importance 
in the future.—Canadian Gazette.

Miss Fay, who has received several 
flattering notices in leading London 
papers, was giving a “spiritualistic’ 
seance at Blackburn recently; but the 
performance came to a sudden termina­
tion, for some people in the audience 
struck lights.

Dr. Mlhre Devotes Another Twenty Minutes 

to the High ? School Scholars.

Yesterday afternoon Dr. G. L. Milne 
again gave a twenty minute lecture to the 
high school scholars on physiology. About 
200 were present, and strict attention was 
paid to the lecturer’s remarks. He first 
treated of the terms physiology, morphol­
ogy and biology and their comparative re­
lation to the science of life. The places 
taken in nature by the animal and vegeta­
ble kingdom were also compared, showing 
how secretions given off by one were taken 
up and assimilated by the others, this be­
ing especially mentioned and illustrated in 
the air, which when breathed and 
vitiated by being inhaled into the 
longs, becomes food for plants 
when exhaled chaiged with carbonic 
gas. Other illustrations were also given 
in a most intelligible manner.

death was also cleverly explained, show­
ing how the body was built up and kept 
in repair, though constantly wearing 
away. The science and principle of life 
was dwelt.upon at some length, and the 
source of life, protoplasm, was discussed, 
and its constituents, nitrogen, etc., given.

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Ottawa, Oct. 13.—Advices from Sitka 
have been received by the Dominion Gov­
ernment here which contain the brief un­
derstood to have been prepared in Wash­
ington and read in the court at Sitka by 
A. K. Delaney, as counsel for the United 
States in the latter’s claim to executive 
dominion over Behring Sea, as brought 
out in the existing seal fisheries dispute. 
Delaney takes the position that Behring 
Sea is not a portion of the open or high 
sea, but is an inland water cut off from 
the ocean and essentially land-locked.

upholds the idea of the .three-mile limit 
in the Atlantic ocean and opposes the 
same in Pacific is disposed of by Delaney 
as follows: “Concerning the doctrine of 
international law establishing what is 
known as the marine league belt, which 
extends the jurisdiction of a nation into 
the adjacent seas for the distance of one 
marine leauge, or three miles, from its 
shores, and following all the indendations 
and sinuosities of its coast. There is at 
this day no room, for discussion. ^It must 
be accepted as the settled law of nations, 
it is sustained by the highest authority, 
law-writers and jurists. It has been 
tioned by the United 
foundation of the Government.

“Well grounded as is this doctrine of 
the law of nations, it is no more firmly 
established as a part .of the international 
code than that other principle which gives 
to a nation the supremacy and jurisdic­
tion over its own inland waters, gulfs, 
bays and seas. If a sea is entirely enclos­
ed by the territory of a nation and has no 
other communication with the ocean than 
by a channel of which the nation may take 
possession, it appears that such a sea is no 
less capable of being occupied and becom­
ing the property of the nation than the 
land, and it ought to follow the fate of the 
country that surrounds it. The Mediter­
ranean in former times was absolutely en­
closed in the territory of the Romans, 
and the people, by rendering 
master of the strait which joins it to the 
ocean, might subject the Mediterranean 
to their empire and assume the dominion 
over it. They did not by such a proceed­
ing injure the rights of the other nations 
in particular, a particular sea being mani­
festly designed by nature for the. use of 
the countries and

dress or in the course of conversation 
without attracting particular attention 
have oftentimes an awkward look when 
presented before the eye in cold type.

A SUCCESSFUL MINISTER.

It is very pleasant to find thSt the 
»local press have at last come to the con­
clusion that the Hon. John Robson’s trip 
to Ottawa 'was on business, not on 
pleasure. The moment his departure 
was announced they broadly acclaimed 
that, under the guise of attending to 
pressing affairs of government, he 
had taken advantage of his position to 
visit the scenes of his youth and have a 
good time generally. They have, how­
ever, been forced, from a news point of 
view, to narrate his doings at the Federal 
Capital, to tell of the " important 
questions which he has been instrumental 
in definitely settling, and to acknowledge 
that he h*s done good service to British 
Columbia. The provincial secretary’s 
eastern trip was takeq solely in the in­
terests of the province, and it has already 
been proved that it was as necessary as it 
has been fruitful in good results.

WILL STAY IN AFRICA.

The New York Times, on authority 
which it does not give, states that Emin 
t’a&ha refuses to be rescued by Stanley 
and proposes to remain where he is, con­
ducting the work of civilization and de­
velopment in Central Equatorial Africa. 
The only basis for this statement appears 
to be an assertion of Sir John Kirk, Brit­
ish consul general at Zanzibar, to the ef­
fect that Emin could have cut his way out 
long ago through the Uganda country to 
the coast near Zanzibar if he had chosen 
to do so. The theory is intrinsically pro­
bable, but the public would like a little 
better ground for it than a mere conjec­
ture. Stanley must have reached Emin 
some time in August, and we may hear 
from him any day by way of the Congo. 
Travelers whe are familiar with Central 
Africa entertain no apprehension regard­
ing his fate. They doubt whether the 
natives would attack so well appointed a 
party as Stanley’s, and if they did the be­
lief is universal that the great explorer 
would hold his own. With modern arms 
of precision mere number of sav 
as small a figure in warfare as they did 
when Pizarro invaded Peru. In geograph­
ical societies no uneasiness is felt what­
ever. If it be true that Emin refuses to 
abandon the theatre of his last ten years’ 
struggles Stanley’s chief office will be to 
supply him with an outlet for his surplus 
produce, and a line of communication 
with the outer world. These will proba­
bly be by way of the Albert Nyanza, and 
the rivers Aruwimi and Congo. Even if 
King Mwanga opposes no obstacle to the 
establishment of a caravan route through 
Uganda, the country between the lake 
watershed and the coast—a stretch uf 
some 700 miles—is too barren to sustain 
expeditions. Each caravan would have to 
carry its provisions and water for the 
whole journey; whereas, on the other side, 
the country is fertile and water is abun­
dant everywhere. It may be found very 
practicable to build a road from the lake 
to the Aruwimi, over which Emin may 
keep his communications open with Eur­
ope. If this^is the upshot of the expedi­
tion, a new people, numbering anywhere 
from twenty to forty millions, may be 
added to the commercial and industrial 
peoples of the world, with ample means, 
in the shape of ivory, drugs, oil ind nuts, 
to pay for any quantity of manufactured 
goods. Such an addition to the world’s 
army of consumers and producers would 
place Emin Pasha by the side of those 
great men of pasthistoiy who extended the 
area of civilization with the sword and 
blunderbuss, and he would not suffer by 
the juxtaposition.

Adam Darling, whose sudden exit from 
Mwtfcreal last year was the sensation of

City, and is said to have made a heap 
of money since he went west. He is secret­
ary of a mining and prospecting, company, 
and formed one of a syndicate of four 
which cleared $120,000 in a real estate 
deal. His Montreal estate paid the credi 
tors 27 cents on the dollar.

Two men condemned to the penitentiary 
from Rimouski arrived at Montreal en 
rouie to St. Vincent de Paul, and while 
the constable’s back was turned, one of 
them, a man sentenced to three years for 
highway robbery, walked out and is still 
at large.

The Federal Government has asked the 
leading banks to tender fur a supply of 
exchange on London in blocks from £10, 
000 to £200,000 sterling. This is probably 
to meet the October interest.

Contrary to what has already been stat­
ed, the sittings of the inter-provincial con­
gress will be strictly private.

It is rumored at Montreal that a small 
western bank made recently a very heavy 
loss which will seriously impair its capit- 
al. The matter is the subject of comment 
in financial circles and developments will 
shortly follow.

BEECHER’S ORTHODOXY.
Rev. Dr. Joseph Parker’s Estimate of the 

Great Divine’s Theology.

Rev. Joseph Parker, D. D. deliver­
ed his eulogy on the late Henry Ward 
Beecher before an immense audience 
at the Brooklyn Academy of Music. 
He spoke for an hour and a half, 
moving his audience at times to the great­
est enthusiasm and again to tears. On the 
subject of Mr. Beecher’s orthodoxy Dr. 
Parker said:—

But was not this brilliant orator some­
times considered to be uncertain in his 
theological position ? Was he not hereti­
cal ? unorthodox ? irregular ? Before 
answering th* question I should like to 
know who puts it. Who are the custodi­
ans of orthodoxy ? Who are the divinely 
appointed sentinels of truth ? I am pre­
pared at once to own that Mr. Beecher’s 
theology was impatient of system,, form or 
whatever looked like finality. He dislik­
ed all narrowness, sectarianism and her­
esy hunting. I will go further, and say 
that we did not always know where Mr. 
Beecher was in his theological thinking. 
Some of us could not follow him when he 
entered the radical cloud and passed out 
of our sight, because some of us have no 
wings, and even those in whom there are 
budding pinions 
fly. The microscope should find no fault 
with the telescope, though the one can 
never do the work of the other.

Mr. Beecher’s theological speculation 
was telescopic. He never returned to us 
to report that the universe is, much smal­
ler than he supposed it to be and that 
God is infinitely further away than the 
wings of dream and hope can carry the 
inquiring soul.

STANDARD TIME.

To the Editor:—A good deal of dis­
cussion has taken place lately as to the 
propriety and policy of adopting th 
mon standard of time iu this city.

As a matter of paramount convenience 
the railways of this continent agreed upon 
certain fixed standards of time, which 
represent broadly the mean times of four 
great sections, and this has been in com­
mon use since November, 1883.

The eastern standard of time extends 
from the coast to about the 82d degree 
west longitude. The* 75th degree, win­
ning south, nearly on the lines of Ot­
tawa and Montreal, Washington and New 
York, is taken as the meridian of that 
section, and the great and populous cities 
of the east agreed to merge this difference 
ot local time into one common standard— 
the mean time of the 76th degree west of 
Greenwich.

The central standard, time is based 
upon the 90th degree, which is contiguous 
to Port Arthur, Chicago, Minneapolis 
and New Orleans. The solar time vary­
ing one hour in fifteen degrees, the ceu 
tral standard of time is placed exactly one 
hour later than eastern time. This sec­
tion embraces rill the continent between 
the 82d and the 97th degrees, and all the 
railways and and all the populous cities 
which crowd this area, by common con­
sent, adopt this standard of time.

An .insect that eats iron is certainly a 
curiosity, although by no means unknown 
to science. A creature of this character 
has recently made great havoc in various 
part» of Germany. The " detestable 
microbe is named “railoverous, ” from the 
fact that it makes a specialty of eating up 
railroads. Tlfis astonishing vermin is 
said to devour an ordinary iron rail with 
as much gluttony as the phyllo 
a grape vine. The German- government 
had its attention directed to the work of 
this creature by railroad accidents fre­
quently occurrii^g-at certain spots with­
out the slightest apparent reason. A 
commission appointed to explain this 
matter, after six months of careful sur­
veillance, has made a most interesting 
report. New rails put down when the 
watch began at the end of that time were 
found to be badly corroded, as if bÿ pow­
erful acid. On being taken up and 
broken it was seen that the sound iron 
was but a mere shell, thé inside being 
literally hollowed out by a thin gray 
worm, about two centimeters long, and a 
sixteenth of an inch in thickness. Upon 
its head are two glands filled with a corro­
sive secretion, which is ejected every few 
minutes upon the iron. This potent fluid 
destroys the metal’s integrity, rendering 
it soft, spongy and in appearance very 
much like common iron rust. In this state 
it seems exactly adapted to the stomach 
of the worm. No means have as 
been discovered to guard against 
creature’s appetite.

The total consumption in 1886 
was 31,608,304 pounds, against 32,286,-

the tea consumption per head is now 
4.87 pounds per head, against 4.52 
pounds in 1877. The total consumption 
in 1886 was 178,909,881 pounds, against 
151,274,852 pounds in 1877. The changes 
which have occurred in the course of 
Great Britain’s tea supply * are in­
structive. In 1876, 84 per cent, of the 
British supply came from China and 
Hong Kong and only 15 per cent, came 
from India and Ceylon.

The collection 
altogether comprised 160 pictures, 130 of 
which were from points in and around 
Victoria, the balance from various Ameri­
can points. They were tastefully ar­
ranged on the two side-walls of the room, 
the major portion being without frames, 
only a few of the most important subjects 
being thus embellished.

A water-color of Mfc. Baker from 
McNeil rock, by Mme. D. L’Aubiniere, 
is a lovely picture. The view takes in 
the land lying between the straits, San 
Juan island and the grand snow-capped 
peak. The subject has been given care­
ful study. The soft colors of eventide- on 
landscape and sea are faithfully given, 
while the whole composition of the pic- 

sfcrikingly realistic, 
the artist’s beat efforts, and is an evidence 
that the high place she has attained in 
the world of art has been fairly won.

“The Angels’ Gateway” is a picture in 
oil, taken from Pemberton’s rocks, over­
looking toe straits and taking in the pass in 
the Olympian range known as the 
“Angel’s Gateway. ” The 
resents the beautiful coloring of dawn 
streaming over the mountains, and the 
lovely tinting of cloud and snowy peak, 
and the gray light on the waters is truly 
caught by toe artist. The picture is a 
gem that reflects the greatest credit upon 
M. D. L’Aubiniere's talent.

Another picture by the latter gentle­
man is one taken from the north side of 
Foul Bay, skirting the shore, and taking 
in the point of land between Foul and 
Roes Bays, and dimly outlining the 
shore extending to Clover Point, as shown 
in the uncertain light of early morning. It 
is a pretty picture and a vivid representa­
tion of the lovely view, though hardly so 
fine a picture as the “Angel’s Gateway.”

The three pictures referred to above 
are typical of the grand and beautiful 
scenery of Victoria, and will give a fair 
idea of the beauties of the city’s surround­
ings.

“A Spring Song” is a creation of Mme. 
D. L’Aubiniere’s, though the groundwork 
for it is secured at Beacon HQ1 park. It

It would be useless to attempt a des­
cription or mention of the bewildering 
number of oil and water color sketches 
that M. and Mme. D. L’Aubiniere have 
secured. Each of them is a charming 
bit of scenery, caught here and there in 
Victoria, at Coldstream and Saanich, and 
give the individual who would take in 
their loveliness, many delightful hours in 
contemplating them.

Among the black and white oils of M. 
D. L’Aubiniere there are many striking 
pictures, the work being bold and the 
effect pleasing. This is especially the 
case in nis marine views, the water being 
startlingly realistic. Among the black 
and whites are copies of some of the oth­
ers in oil and water colors, .but they lose 
none of their attractiveness by being, as it 
were, so simply treated.

Mme. De L’Aubiniere’s studies of the 
wild flowers that are to be found in the 
fields and along the roadsides, are a very 
attractive feature of the exhibition and 
worth a close inspection.

The circulation of so many of the beau­
ties of our scenery as depicted on can­
vas, must result in very materially bene­
fiting our city. They should also be the

Earty in September two more German 

men-of-war arrived, and in all 3,100 sol- 
diera and marines were landed. The 
Germans now have control of the islands, 
thus breaking the agreement of 1884 that 
the independence of Samoa would be pre­
served. These islands have recently be 
come more important from the fact that 
they lie in fche proposed Pacific route 
between this city and New Zealand 
and Australia. If the) are to remain in­
dependent and neutral, well and good, 
but if not, Great Britain will doubtless 
see that it is not in her interests thau they 
should pass into the hands of a foreign 
power. The Feejee islands were annexed 
by Great Britain in 1874; but the Samoan 
group would pffer a more easBy accessible 
port of call. Hawaii also lies in the new 
Pacific steamship route and it goes with­
out saying that this position will not be 
allowed to pass into the hands of any for­
eign country. The outcome of fche pres­
ent difficulty will evince whether Great 
Britain thinks as highly as she ought to 
think of the new Pacific steamship route 
which Canada has opened up to the 
Australian possessions of the empire.

According to a recent inland revenue 
report the annual tobacco consumption of 
the United Kingdom is 63,006,000 pounds. 
In l841fche consumption was 23,000,000 
pounds weight. Thus in forty-five years 
the tobacco consumption has more than 
doubled. The population of fche kingdom 
has only increased about 42 per cent 
while the tobacco consumption has 
increased 130 per cent. In 1841 13f 
ounces of tobacco were used per head 
of population, now 1 pound 7 ounces are 
used. In 1878 a higher rate of duty was 
fovied on tobacco, which checked the con­
sumption somewhat. It is claimed that 
no cases of tobacco adulteration of h°nae 
manufactured tobacco have occured. The 
report shows the results, so far, of the at­
tempts made to build up the infant to­
bacco-growing industry in the United 
Kingdom. The total area planted is five 
acres. The growers are twenty-four in 
number. In twenty instances only did 
tobacco grown reach maturity, and in 
fourteen of these cases the crop was de­
stroyed owing to its defective quality. 
The total quantity of tobacco finally 
raised was 232 pounds, and the duties 
paid amounted to £14. Notwithstanding 
the above results, tobacco-growing exper­
iments are to be continued.

The official notification that thé grav­
ing dock is now ready to receive ships 
has been published.. At last Ahis great 
work, which has passed through so many 
vicissitudes, has been completed and fo 
such a manner as to reflect the highest 
degree of credit upon both the Provincial 
and Dominion governments of the present 
day. It marks a new era in the ma­
rine history of British Columbia. Here­
tofore steamers and large vessels which 
required overhauling have been obliged to 
go to San Francisco, the nearest 
port where proper facilities could be ob­
tained. This was a long trip, and fo fche 
case of vessels severely damaged, a dan­
gerous one. Now all that is changed. 
We have here as fine a graving dock, nay, 
fche finest, on the Pacific coast, which has 
already held as huge a ship as H. M. S. 
Cormorant, which looked a mere bagatelle 
in its capacious recesses. It is true that 
in fche course of time an enlargement may 
be called for, but it is for the present cal­
culated to answer all the demands made 
upon it. Henceforth all the trade which 
flowed to alien ports in the case of 
wrecked, disabled and damaged vessels 
on thenorthero coast, will now come here, 
and very great benefit will be reaped by 
their presence.

The latest advices from Apia, the chief 
city of the Samoan Islands, state that 
Germany has virtually taken possession. 
As long ago as 1677 the Samoan chiefs 
petitioned Great Britain to establish a 
protectorate over the islands but this was 
refused. Two yea» later Germany 
effected a treaty with Samoa obtaining 
certain commercial concessions, but sub­
sequently both Great Britain and the 
United States negotiated similar treaties. 
In 1881, the German Reichstag, anxious 
to secure a larger feottiold'in fche Pacific, 
discussed the question of annexing these 
islands, but upon mature consideration 
declined to take the step. The Germans 
continued to push their colonization 
schemes fo the Pacific, and Great Britain 
fo 1884, fo order to prevent Germany 
gaining an undue ascendency in this quar­
ter, entered into an agreement with that 
country, binding both parties to respect 
the independence of these islands. 
Despite this agreement, the German con­
sul-general at Apia concluded a treaty 
with King Malietoa, by which Gerpiany 
virtually assumed supreme control of the 
Samoan group. In November, 1884, fche 
king addressed a letter to the British 
government, asking that a protectorate be 
established over the islands, and alleging 
that he had been coerced against his will 
into signing this agreement with the Ger­
man consul-general. In January, 1886,
