;g.. EXPLOSION AT ROME.

The Historié Olty Shaken as if by an Earth­
quake-Many People Injured and 

Monk Property Destroyed.

Rome, April 23.— About -7 o'clock, this 
morning, a tremendous explosion shook the 
city to its foundation, spreading terror and 
dismay on all sides. People rushed af­
frighted from their houses info the streats, 
houses rooked, pictures fell from the walls, 
thousands of panes of glass, were broken 
everywhere, crockery shattered, furniture 
overturned, and chimneys crashed down 
upon roofs, and in some instances templed 
over into the street below..

Tl^e cupola of the house of parliament, 
immediately after the explosion, shook vio­
lently, and then collapsed with * «rash, 
which added still farther to the feeling of

The scene on the streets and in the houses 
after this fearful explosion have possibly 
never before been equaled during the history 
of modem Rome. All the thoroughfares 
are strewn with brisk, atone, splinters, and 
other debris hurled there by the force of 
the powerful concussion. The doors, win­
dows and cupboards of houses were buret 
open, rents and cracks appeared in the 
walk, plaster fall from the ceilings and gen­
eral desolation prevailed.

In many instances people were thrown 
from their beds by the shock, and cries of 
terror filled the air as thousands of families 
rushefi out into the streets, parents with 
their children m their arms, children lead­
ing aged parents, the younger helping the 
elder. All made for the streets as if their 
only chance for salvation was dependent on 
reaching open air.

CHINESE COURT ETIQUETTE^
His Views Upon A, Variety Of Topics 

—Our Provincial Mineral 
Prospects-

Foreign Ministers to Be Received Here 
after by "The Son of Heaven.”

Recent dispatches from Peking stated 
that a great change had occurred in dip­
lomatie relations between the Chinese 
Government and the foreign Ministers 
accredited tqthe Imperial Court. It is 
known, says the New York Tribune, 
that, barring a few exceptions, these 
diplomats were never admitted into the

CotFAX, Wash., Aprils—Twelve years 
ago William O’Donnell left his home near 
St. Paul, Minn., to seek his for­
tune on the Pacific coast. Soon he 
ceased to write, and until a short time 
since nothing was known of his where­
abouts, although his father came twice to 
the coast in search of him, and on one 
of his trips found his son’s name on a 
San Francisco hotel register.

It seems, however, that 
William was hopelessly insane, bat in a 
sane interval he had the good judgment 
telegraph his father to come at once. This
the latter did, and, on arriving atOakes- 
dale, had his qpn brought to this city, 
where he was yesterday adjudged in­
sane. He will be taken to the asylum 
at. Steilaooom to-morrow. The 
father feels the affliction very keenly, 
finding his son after all these years, only to 
lose him the more completely.

Great Development-

Mr. D. L. Lockerby, of the well-known 
Montreal wholesale grocery firm, and for­
merly associated with Mr. Duncan Mc­
Intyre, one of the leading men connected 
with the Canadian Pacific Railway com­
pany, is at present in town. He said that 
he had come out to look at some gold min­
ing properties on the Thompson river, and 
other business interests had induced him to 
visit Vancouver and Victoria. He should 
visit the Thompson on his return, but should 
not leave until after the arrival of the C.P.R. 
Mail Steamship “Empress of India,” as he 
not only desired to satisfy his curiosity re­
garding her, but to see hia old friends, 
Messrs. Van Horne and McIntyre, He re­
ports that the nickel mine at Sudbury, 
owned by the Dominion Milling company, 
of which he is one of the directors, is doing 
splendidly, and is shipping 100 tons a month 
to the United States and 400 to England. 
The export takes the form of nickel matte. 
The “ Copper Cliff" mine is not working at 
present, but expects to get a bonus from the 
Ontario Government, in which event it will 
put np large works to produce Faro Nickel 
Steel He remarked that with all our 
mineral interests the great difficulty is the 
lack of transportation facilities, which, if 
they were secured, plenty of cash would be 
forthcoming.

He had distributed the 
fruit he got here, last year, all the way to 
the East. This was an excellent fruit­
growing country—the Kamloops and Chil- 
liwhack countries especially so. There was 
nowhere that finer cherries and plums could 
be. grown. A more suitable kind of pears 
was wanted, and they should be grown on 
the side hills rather than on the alluvial 
flats.

Li Yamen, or Foreign Affairs Bureau. 
The young Sovereign of China pub­
lished on December 18, 1890, a decree, 
in which he says, among other things 
highly complimentary for the diplo­
matic corps at Peking:

“It is nearly two years since we have 
taken in hand the reins of government; 
and our duty is to receive the envoys of 
all friendly countries. We decree, 
therefore, that a reception in honor of 
the foreign Ministers and Charges d’Af­
faires shall take place during the period, 
of the first moon of next year, and the 
Tsung Li Yamen will get in due time 
the necessary orders firing the date of 
the reception. On the succeeding day 
a banquet will be offered to the diplo­
matic body in the palace of the Tsung- 
Li Yamen. That ceremony .shall be re- . 
peated every year at the same epoch. 
These arrangements show that we en­
tertain the most sincere desire to main­
tain and strengthen continually our 
good relations with friendly countries. 
Let this be respected!”

In launching forth his decree, the 1 
young Emperor Sieh-Tn-Yen implicitly 
abolished the humiliating ceremony of 
the Kaou-Taou, which , was required 
formerly of any foreigner admitted into 
the Imperial presence. He was aware 
that the foreign Ministers of this time- 
would not submit to such à ceremony. 
The Kaou-Taou consisted in making, 
not only before the Emperor himself, 
bnt even before a yellow draped manikin 
representing him, the three kneelings 
down and the nine “prosternations” 
prescribed by Chinese etiquette. In 
1805, Count Golofkine, the Russian Min­
ister appointed to the Court of Peking, 
was requested to do the Kaou-Taou be­
fore a yellow puppet supposed to repre­
sent the “Son of Heaven.” He indig­
nantly declined to submit to that humil­
iation or to cross the Chinese frontier.
In 1793, Lord McCartney, the British 
Minister, also refused to perform the 
Kaou-Taou, and consented only to pot 
one knee down, as he would have done 
before his sovereign in London. He was. 
finally received by the Emperor Klen- 
Loung; but the “Council of Rites” 
blamed the latter; and the augurs pre­
dicted all sorts of evils as about to fall 
upon China, whose ruler had forgotten 
for once the time-honored customs. 
Still, almost one century later, in 1878, 
the foreign Ministers were received in 
a body by the Chinese sovereign, whose 
Empire Was passing then through » 
series of calamities The Imperial de- 
créé announcing1 that animal receptions 
will be given to the foreign Ministers 
amounts to a revolution in the govern­
mental customs of the Middle Kingdom*.

THE LORNE INCIDENT.
Collector Bradshaw’s Action in Fining the 

Tug Questioned by the Puget Sound 
Steamboat Men.

“ The fine imposed by Collector Brad­
shaw upon tbe| British tug boat Lome was 
arbitrary and unjust,"said Capt. Monntfort 
to a Tacoma News reporter the other day,
“ and was only another blow aimed at 
Tacoma ns a sub-port of entry.”

“ Why; how’s that?” asked the reporter.
“ The tonnage rates on Puget Sound are 

subject to an advance of five cents per ton 
after a vessel has once come to anchor, and 
as a result tug boat owners are anxious that 
all vessels entering Puget Sound for other 
ports than Port Townsend should enter at 
that port, as it gives them an advance on 
towage rates. Of course, ship captains are 
anxious to avoid this expense, and they 
would prefer to have their vessels towed 
direct to their destination when the destin­
ation is a port of entry, as at Tacoma. The 
owners of most of the tags on the Sound 
are Port Townsend men, therefore it is 
doubly to their advantage to have 
vessels enter there. There are eleven 
tugs on the Sound, nine of which 
are American tug boats and two British.

“By the law a British tag boat has the 
right to tow a vessel to an anchorage at a 
port of entry, and the tug boat Lome had a 
perfect right to tow the vessel to this port 
so long as no anchorage was made at any 
other port in the United Slates.

“International law gives every foreign 
tug the right of entry at one port coming 
from a foreign port. The tug Lome entered 
and cleared from the sub-port of Tacoma 
and in every way complied with the law.

The Mogul undertook 
to tow a vessel beyond the port of entry 
from one Canadian port to another, and was 
feed for that offence, which 
was perfectly regular. Had 
tow come to anchor in Port Townsend there 
would have been no kick unless she attempt­
ed to tow beyond that port after having en­
tered to another American port The action 
of Collector Bradshaw in fining the Lome is 
condemned by all ships’ captains. The 
Lome’s right to tow a vessel into Port 
Townsend being unquestioned, why should 
her right to tow to any other port of entry 
be questioned ? Why, unless in the effort 
to coerce vessels to enter and clear from the 
port of Port Townsend, and thus. lessen the 
value of Tacoma as a port of entry ?”

The Tacoma Ledger editorially says;
“ The fine imposed by Collector Bradshaw 
on the British tug Lome, for towing a ves­
sel to Tacoma, seems to have been imposed 
solely because the tug did not tow the vessel 
into Port Townsend, where it did not want 
to go, and where it would have been com­
pelled to pay tribute for nothing. The 
right of a British tug to tow a vessel into 
American waters is not questioned. If it 
had stopped at Port Townsend, it would 
have been compelled to surrender part of 
the business it had undertaken, Mid the 
Port Towosend tug-boat ring would have 
got the benefit. As it saved its tow from 
an unnecessary tax and its own business 
from a divide with its competitors, it has 
been fined for violating the “quarantine 
law.” An appeal will doubtless set the 
matter right.”

THE JAMAICA EXPOSITION.

Washington, D. C., April 24.—The 
bureau of American republics is in, receipt 
of information from Jamaica to the effect 
that the Canadian commissioners to the ex­
position there are making extraordinary 
efforts to extend the sale of Canadian 
breadstuff» and manufactures in the 
island.

SKUNK FARMING.
A Michigan Man Getting Rich by Breed­

ing tihe Animals for Their Fur.
A few years ago Abram Freeland, the 

owner of a small farm near this town, 
started a new industry—that of raising 
skunks for the fur he could get off 
them. He started, says the Chicago- 
Mail, with a single pair, and his origi­
nality has brought him profit amt. 
notoriety. The skunks increased: rap­
idly, and the first year Abram cleared: 
about sixty per cent, on his investment. 
The second year showed a profit of 
nearly two hundred per cent., and he 
expects the third year, now that he has 
about fourteen hundred polecats in his 
inclosure, will yield him a profit of fully 
fax hundred per cent, Abram is a very 
patient and kindly man and has trained 
the older polecats so they will answer 
to their names when he calls. He robs 
the business of its terrors by submitting 
the skunks, when a few days old, to a 
surgical operation that robs them of 
their weapon of defense and makes 
them as harmless and odorless as pup­
pies. He is a kindly man and kills 
them by chloroform. It is the only 
farm of its kind known and attracts a 
great deal of attention among the resi­
dents of Southern Michigan. As he has 
a monopoly of the trade in skunk skins 
he will grow rich if the present tariff. 
holds out long enough. -

Locust Plague In Australia.,*
Accounts of the locust plague in Ans- 

trails are still most dismal, except in 
Adelaide, where the locusts have been 
good enough to" drown themselves in 
myriads. The sea-shore of Adelaide at 
last reports was lined with the drowned 
locusts. At Minyip, however, the ar­
rival of an immense column from the 
north was seriously alarming the in­
habitants. The atmosphere presented 
the appearance of a snow-storm; the 
roads and fences were covered to a 
depth of three inches oir fonr inches 
with a solid mass of locusts. The gar­
dens were quickly denuded of vegeta­
tion and all herbage was fast disappear­
ing before the pest The caterpillar 
plague is also causing the Australian 
colonists serious anxiety. Failures- 
among agriculturalists is attributed to 
these pests; and no wonder, when as. 
much as six hundred pounds sterling is. 
said to be the loss of one farmer alone 
through the destruction of his barley 
crop by the caterpillar.

CHASED BY A MAN-OF-WAR.
Captain GeteheU, «f the American ship Sea 

King, Has Aa Exciting Adventure 
fat Frau.

Captain Getehell, of the American ship 
King, which is at Departure Bay load­

ing coal for San Francisco, has an exciting 
story to relate. His latest voyage took Mm 
to the harbor of Pisagua, Peru, and while 
there he went through some exciting adven­
tures.

ENGLAND’S ULTIMATUM
Fores* the Portuguese to Open the Pungwe 

River to the Free Passage.of British 
Subjects.

London, April 24.—It appears by the 
action taken by the Portuguese cabinet 
in connection with the representations made 
by Lord Salisbury to the Government of 
Portugal, in connection with the recent 
events on the Pungwe River, in South 
Africa, the British Premier has forwarded 
an ultimatum to that Government, declar­
ing that unless immediate facilities were 
afforded to British subjects to open the 
Pungwe River, in accordance with the 
modus vivendi now existing between Great 
Britain and Portugal, the former Govern­
ment would have recourse to force in order 
to compel respect 00 the part of the Portu­
guese Government to its treaty engagements, 
and the result would be disastrous to Portu­
guese enterprises in that quarter of the 
world. Under the pressure of this ultima­
tum the Portuguese cabinet to-day granted 
free passage of the Pungwe River.f____ _

Long Winter Evenings.
As to amusement, yon may trust a 

Bavarian not-to be behind in that. The 
men meet almost nightly in theAdifferent 
inns and beer-houses, according to their 
status in the local society, where they 
have talk, singing, music, cards, etc., 
the large glass mugs of beer at their 
side being constantly replenished. The 
beer is fortunately light and whole­
some, but the amount drunk is a serions 
expense, and much more than the men 
usually can properly afford.

Besides these nightly gatherings 
there are different clubs or societies 
that meet at certain times at one or 
other of the inns for an evening’s 
amusement, some of them under the 
patronage of the priest. In many of 
them the women join, but the women’s 
chief entertainments are kunki or spin­
ning parties at home, and very cozy and 
picturesque these spinning parties are.

The great feature in a Bavarian sit­
ting-room is the large porcelain stove 
that stands out into the room, and that 
is usually lit from the passage outside. 
Round this stove a bench runs, making 
a delightfully warm seat, the back being 
the porcelain stove.

But besides this stove, in the older 
houses there is in the wall a hole with 
a chimney, where a particular sort of 
pine, that burns brightly without send­
ing out sparks, is burned at night for 
the purpose of light only. In olden 
times, whep such luxuries as lamps 
were unthought of, it was often the 
only means of illumination. Some still 
use them constantly; others keep them 
only for festive occasions. A man (gen­
erally the wag or story-teller of the 
party) sits beside it to keep it replen­
ished. The women have their spinning 
wheels or knitting, and the men sit in 
the darker corners; and there are al­
ways some to sing songs or tell stories 
or keep the fun going in some way.

One such scene especially recurs to 
me, says a writer in the National Re­
view. Imagine an old, dark-panelled 
room. In her armchair, close to the 
stove, in the full light of the blazing 
pine wood, sits the handsome old hoe- 
tress, in her picturesque costume, busy 
with her spinning wheel. A young 
woman with a wheel is in an opposite 
corner. Three daughters knitting and 
guests sit in a circle, more or less, the 
light playing on the varied faces and 
time-worn furniture as bright firelight 
alone can.

One man has a guitar, and two young 
girls sing Tyrolese songs and the com­
positions of one of the men present 
pleasantly together.

Portugal is again making trouble in East­
ern Africa. The policy which that nation 
is pursuing in that part of the world is that 
of the dog in the manger. The Portuguese 
kave occupied a strip of the African coast 
for centuries. # They have not formed a sin­
gle colony there that is of the -slightest im­
portance. They have not improved the 
country at all, and. they have not elevated 
the natives in the least. The native popula­
tion have,indeed,done more to uncivilize the 
Portuguese settlers than the Portuguese let- 

fb tiers have done to civilize the natives. 
Neither Portugal nor Africa has been in the 
slightest degree benefitted by the settle­
ment of the Portuguese on the east coast of 
that continent Yet the Portuguese are ex­
ceedingly jealous of the men of any other 
nation who settle in the region of the in­
terior adjoining their settlements. They 
lay claim to sovereignty over territory 
which they never occupied and which they 
have done absolutely nothing to improve.

The British South African Company last 
year sent an expedition into Mashonaland. 
They had received from the native King of 
that, country, Lobengula, leave to make a 
road into the country, and to settle in it 
for the purpose of carrying on mining And 
other operations. In conformity with the 
terms of this “concession” an expedition 
under the command of Lieut-Colonel Penne- 
f&ther entered the Mashonaland from Kim­
berly. It was composed of pioneers, police 
and soldiers. It was somewhat more than 
semi-military. Sir John Willoughby accom­
panied, or rather followed, the expedition 
as Staff Officer. His account of “How 
we * occupied Mashonaland ” is to be 
found in the April number of the 

, Fortnightly Review. It is exceedingly in­
teresting. He describes Mashonaland as a 
country abounding in natural wealth. The 
soil is exceedingly fertile, capable of pro­
ducing everything that can be raised in a 
warm climate ; the pasturage is excellent, 
and the area of land fitted for stock raising 
is immense. The climate is pleasant and 
exceedingly healthy, and the miners who 
accompanied the expedition are quite satis­
fied with their prospects. Though this 
rich country has been for hundreds of years 
within arm’s length of the Portuguese on 
the coast, without their having made the 
slightest effort to develop its resources, yet, 
as soon as they see the South Africa Com­
pany attempting to settle it and to make 
some use of its great wealth, they become 
exceedingly angry and do their best to ob­
struct their progress.

Sir John gives the results of the hundreds 
«of years of occupation of a strip of the 
ooastjn a few pithy sentences. He says :

/•Beyond establishing posts at Tete and 
Zumbo' du the Zambesi, they have been 
mere occupiers of the sea coast at Quil- 
limane, Mozambique, Sofula, Beira, inham- 
bane and Delagoa Bay, etc., there making 
such profits as they could by encouraging 
the slave trade and by the sale of the vilest 
-of intoxicating liquors to the natives. It is 
well-known that Tete and Zumbo are hot­
beds of slavery, under the auspices of so- 
called Portuguese subjects, a set of degraded 
half-caste rascals, who would disgrace any 
civilized nation, and yet whom the Portu­
guese Government, for reasons beat known to 
itself, has thought fit to acknowledge as its 
subjects. It is no secret that, on this 
coast, open encouragement is given to the 
slave traffic, by means of Arab dhows, 
which for a consideration are allowed to fly 
the Portuguese flag, and thus protect them­
selves from being searched by the British 
cruisers, employed for the suppression of 
the slave trade. It seems almost a charac­
teristic of the race to remain in lazy idle­
ness until a temporary spirit of jealous 
activity is stimulated, by the approach of 
■civilization under a more enterprising flag. 
Then, and only then, are the so-called 
Portuguese representatives stirred to the 
formation of nominal trading stations on 
the outskirts of the country to which they 
intend to lay claim.

Sir John Willoughby is not the only man 
who gives this character to the assertora of 
Portugese sovereignty ip eastern Africa. 
Every one who has come in contact with 
them describes them in the same way. They 
are lazy, ignorant, immoral and arrogant 
«emi-barbarians. These are the men who 
are trying to stir up strife between Great 
Britain and Portugal, and it appears that 
there is quite a large party in Portugal 
who are ready to espouse their cause.

Dispatch, stands the ruins of a log cabin 
where years ago a mysterious and 
bloody crime was committed.

The two miners rented the cabin and 
went to work prospecting among the 
bills- They had been there only a few 
weeks when other miners and pros­
pectors noticed they went out early in 
the morning, always going in the same 
direction, and did not return till night. 
Many suspected they had struck it rich 
somewhere in the hills, but as no one 
else had been able to find gold in paying 
quantities it was finally agreed that 
Burke and McLeod were merely follow­
ing some blind lead.

One day the two men were missed.

A NEW SYSTEM.

It would appear that the days of expen­
sive fortifications are over. Walls cannot 
be built strong enough to resist modern ar­
tillery, and the havoc which shells make 
amongnnen who fight, behind earthworks 
renders the old methods of defence almost 
obsolete. But a new system of fortification, 
called after its inventor, the Moncriéff sys­
tem, bids fair to supersede all others. The 
guns of a fort, under this system, are sunk 
below the surface. There is nothing, either 
guns or men, above ground tohit. The gun 
is loaded under ground, raised by machinery 
to the surface and fired. The recoil of the 
gun is utilized to set the machinery by 
which it is lowered in motion. The gun is 
not above the surface for more than a mo­
ment. The power used in raising and 
lowering the gun is “hydro-pneumatic.”

One of the advantages of working the 
guns without fortifications above ground is 
that they can be pointed in any direction 
that may be required. There is nothing to 
hinder the gun from firing all round the hor­
izon. There are no works in the way, and 
the enemy can be hit whatever his position 
may be, provided he is within range. The 
advantage kof freedom such as this can be 
readily seen.

In an article on the Moncrieff Defence in 
the Fortnightly Review for April, is the fol­
lowing passage on the advantage of the in­
visible gun :

“Since it needs no lateral protection,as in 
cases where it is always in evidence, there 
is nothing to interfere with, its training, 
therefore one gup can .cover as much ground 
and do as much work as two or three 
mounted on the old system, and peering 
through narrow embrasures. But this be­
ing admitted, it follows further that the 
massing of guns in batteries must be to a 
great extent abandoned. They are not 
needed, and they would limit one another’s 
lateral range. In this way we proceed from 
invisibility superseding armor, whether 
of earth, wood, or iron, to dispersion of 
pins superseding the old construction 
n costly structures offering a conspicuous 

mark for the enemy’s fire. In other words, 
the logical development of the central idea 
of the Moncrieff counterweight carriage 
makes a clean sweep of the old system of 
fortifications taught hitherto in military 
schools and practised by the Royal Engi­
neers.”

HEADS OFFAMOUS FRENCHMEN
How Some Great Character. Are Judged 

by Scientific Measurement.
Scientific Paris is just at present en­

thused over a new fad, well known in 
America—the shapes and measurements 
of the heads of famous people, says the 
New York Journal. Among the recent 
experiments, made with a measuresuch 
as is used by a hatter to shape hats to 
order, are some extremely curious re­
sults. Of course the exact dimensions of, 
the cranium? , of historic personages 
have to be Secured from pictures and 
busts.

One of the most irregular is that of 
Voltaire, which is almost pear-shaped, 
bulging out suddenly and offering a curi­
ous number of indentations. If this is 
the philosophical head—philosophy not 
in mixed with poignant satire and cynic- 
sm—then the legal cranium differs rad­
ically from it.

M. Demange, one of the ablest crim­
inal lawyers in Paris, the man who con­
ducted with the most consummate skill 
the defense of the murderer Pranzini, 
has a perfectly round head.

General Le Brun might represent the 
military head, almost oblong, but Gen­
eral Ferron’s, a brave and capable 
French commander, is entirely round. 
The latter is prudent and cautions in 
his movements.

Gambetta had a very ordinary head, 
coming slightly to a point in the rear. 
This is the French political cranium.

M. de Cassagnac has an enormous 
head, almost perfectly round, and quite 
ample enough to harbor all the differ­
ent feuds to which he has been a party. 
If his head is to be taken as an illustra­
tion of combativeness, as shown in-the 
numerous duels in which he has been a 
principal, then M. Henri Rochefort’s, 
his rival in that regard, is almost the 
opposite type—rather long, narrow and 
of a very irregular shape.

The head that wears a crown, or 
rather should wear a crown, if the Roy­
alists are to be believed, is narrow in 
forehead and almost regular in shape. 
The Due D’Anmale and the Duc de 
Montpensier are similar in regard to the 
shape of the forehead, but the latter’s 
is enormous in its proportions.

Marshal MacMahon is a combination 
of the military and the political—a nar­
row forehead, small oblong head, a lit­
tle like Voltaire’s, but of much smaller 
proportions. It is almost the same as 
that of Gambetta, but not so regular. 
A very small head is that of the Prince 
of Monaco, who has never distinguished 
himself in any particular; while a reg­
ularly long and narrow one, almost the 
fae-slmile of a foot, belongs to Osman 
Pasha.

The French scientists believe that 
race and nationality have much to do 
with the shape of the head. The same 
military genius who in one part of the 
world has a long, narrow head, in 
another part will be small and round. 
According to them the North Germans, 
Swedes, Norwegians and Russians are 
long-headed, deriving their origin from 
Eastern sources, while the South Ger­
mans, the Austrians, the Hungarians, 
the Swiss, the Irish, the French, being 
of Celtic origin, are round and broad in 
the shape of their craniums.

Something About the Use of the Mueh-’ 
Abused Word.

To the average landlubber, and in 
fact to many seamen, the knot is the 
same thing as the geographical, nauti­
cal, or sea mile, and that is used solely 
to prevent confusion with the statute ' 
land mile. This use of the word; how­
ever, is improper, and the authorities 
in naval and manne matters abroad 
have taken the subject in hand of late, 
and are sending out the true meaning 
and usage of the salt-flavored unit.

The knot, they announce, is simply a - 
unit for measuring speed at sea, and 
has nothing to do with distance, which 
is measured by the nautical mile of a 
little over 6,080 feet, says the New 
York Times. Their exact definition of 
a knot is “a speed of one nautical mile 
an hour,” so that one knot is a speed of 
a little more than 101 feet a minute. 
Therefore, on a log line with a half- 
minute glass or time interval, the dis­
tance between the knot should he near­
ly fifty-one feet. The word is derived 
from the knots ou the log line, and the 
number of knots which pass over a 
ship’s rail during the half-minute or 
other time measurement give the speed 
of the vessel. ,

In late years, through an exagger­
ated straining after precision in general 
marine writing, the expression “knots 
per hour,” which from the above ex­
planation may be seen to be a nautical 
barbarism, has jumped into use to ex­
press the speed of a sMp. So the proper 
word mile has been practically dis­
placed, and it is a common thing to read 
that “the City of Paris’ daily run was Box 27. 
500 knots.” This would be about 4 1-6 
miles, which would.be slow going even 
for a raft.

The word knot is also used incorrect* 
ly in speaking of coal endurance, as - g 
“the Growler’s coal endurance is 26,000 |g 
knots at t. 10-knot speed.” One might 
as sensibly say “the vessel lay within 
two knots of her dock.” Chief Engineer 
Isherwood of the United States navy, in 
hts reports on speed trials, goes so far 
out of his way to avoid these errors «g 
that he uses the lengthy expres­
sion “geographical miles an hour” to 
express speed rather than use the sim­
ple, but much abused term, “knot.”

MANUFACTURES OR NOT?
To the Editor :—Victoria is now about to 

pass out of the swaddling clothes stage of its 
existence as a wholly residential town, into 
the throbbing and vigorous life of a manu­
facturing metropolis, and it behooves the 
guardians of her interests, both provincial 
and municipal, to be mindful of the fact.

During the last few years numerous cities 
and towns have sprung up upon the Pacific 
coast and most, if not all of them, are keen­
ly alive to the importance of making for 
themselves a name as a manufacturing cen­
tre. It has now become the settled policy 
of the younger cities, in their ambition to 
lead the van in this respect, to hold out 
every possible inducement to intending man­
ufacturers to locate in their midst.

Exemptions from onerous taxes, free sites, 
free water, etc., and even actual money 
bonuses£are freely and faithfully promised, 
not to say urged upon the intending manu­
facturer, and, when such promises are ac­
cepted and relied upon, they are Invariably 
honourably carried out.

Such being the settled policy of the 
younger cities, how stands it with Victoria?

Undoubtedly, there is a disposition jupon 
the part of the more spirited and progressive 
city fathers to do all m theirpower to foster 
manufactures, recognizing the fact that 
concessions such as I have named must be 
made. Bat there is anotiier class that 
stand aloof ai>d assume an attitude of, at 
least indifference, if not actual opposition, to 
any efforts made in this direction. Now it 
seems to me that it altogether depends upon 
which of these two attitudes will prevail as 
to what will be the future, as a manufactur­
ing centre, of Victoria. For what is 
opinion in this matter will eventually 
crystallize into law. We have come to the 
parting of the ways.

If the city is going to attract manufactur­
ers, some at least of the regulations and en­
actments that at present stifle manufactur­
ing energy will have to be abolished. The 
inquiring reader would, perhaps, like to hear 
of an instance.

And the Corporation has not 
corrected the mistake of those who made 
the .first plan of the city. Individual pro­
perty-owners have been permitted to lay 
ont streets in the direction that beet suited 
their convenience, and of the width 
that seemed to them sufficient. 
These individual property owners made no 
allowance for the probable future of the 
city, and paid but little regard to any sys­
tem of streets. The City Fathers were very 
indulgent and permitted them to do pretty 
much as they pleased. The streets running 
east and west are in almost the same con­
dition as those running north and south. 
They began at the water's edge and ended 
nowhere. No one apparently ever dreamed 
that the city would need eastern outlets 
to the shore of the peninsula. Fort street, 
after it left the settled part of the city, ap­
pears to have followed some ancient cow 
track, or Indian trail It winds in and out 
in the moat purposeless kind of way. Here 
again the city government did not interfere 
to regulate the opening of streets. There 
seems to have been no system, either as to 
direction or width of streets. In course of 
time Yates street was extended so as to 
meet one of the windings of the Cadboro 
Bay road, and Pandora street, one of the 
first in the city, came to a full atop, appa­
rently by accident. The. only other outlet 
.to the east except Cadboro Bay road, is the 
one by the Edmonton road, a continuation 
of Bay street, which is narrow and a good 
deal more crooked than the proverbial ram’s 
horn.

This is a state of things that should never 
have been permitted. The city should have 
been planned with an eye to its future and 
on some, intelligible system. The main 
streets should have been run to the city’s 
extreme limits, and all the new streets 
should be disposed in conformity with the 
original design. It is too late now to cor­
rect all the mistakes that have been 
made, , and to remedy all the evils 
which neglect has caused. But a 
good deal can still be done to give the 
city a better system of streets.

Government street should be continued 
in, as' nearly as possible, a straight line 
until it reaches Beacon Hill Park. This 
could have been done at a trifling expense a 
few years ago, and, although to do it now 
will cost more money, it should be done 
without any needless delay. Bird Cage 
Walk should be continued until it merges 
into Carr street!- To do this will require 
the expropriation of parts of two lots, and 
these lots can never be purchased so cheaply 
as at the present time.

Douglas street should be continued across 
James Bay flats and extended south, 
parallel with Government street and end at 
the Park. Cook street is fortunately con­
tinued in the same direction, to the water’s 
edge. When these improvements are 
made, what may be called the arterial 
streets of: thé $iSpg: north and south, will, 
pierce its whole length in that direction. 
The continuation of these streets will 
greatly improve the appearance of the_gity 
and add to the convenience of its inhabi-" 
tanta. -

If Pandora street were extended in a 
direct line to the point where the Oak Bay 
Avenue joins the Cadboro Bay Road, the 
city would have a short and pleasant road 
to one of the most beautiful places in its 
vicinity. A glance at the plan will show 
that this improvement can be easily made 
at a comparatively small cost. It would 
bring the inhabitants of the north end of 
the city near the shore of the Strait and 
would form one of the finest drives in or 
near the city.

The Corporation should take these 
matters into their consideration, without 
any needless delay. The improvements 
that we have pointed out are all required, 
and they can never be so easily made, and 
at such small cost, as at present.

While the bark was in Pisagua, the crew 
s^y bullets came on board like a shower of 
hàiL Thé Arthur Stone was ordered to 
leave port, but Captain Adams decided to 
stay and finally got a load. He had* to 
leave without clearance papers and will 
have some trouble entering at this port. In 
talking about the trouble Captain Adams 
said : “ During the fighting the shell struck 
the British bark Biros tone between wind 
and water, and she was nearly sank. The 
Birdstone is still at Pisagua. The American 
bark Lottie Moore had her yards 
shot, away and the British bark 
Strathern had her mizzen shrouds shot 
away. During the engagement the Chilian 
admiral’s flagship dropped shell into the 
coal depot and set it on fire. A fortnight 
later, when the Arthur Stone left it was 
still on fire. All around the Bay barges 
were at anchor, and the people of the town 
took refuge in them at night. One day 
while walking up the street I counted 18 
dead bodies. The day the rebels captured 
the town there was a frightful explosi 
The rebels were on the slope of the hill and 
began dropping shell into the town. Half 
a dozen families had taken refuge in a ware­
house in which were stored 75 cases of 
dynamite. A shell dropped into the ware­
house exploding the dynamite and blowing 
the building and all the women and child­
ren into the air. The concussion made all 
the vessels roll as in a storm.

A late copy of the Buffalo Gap’ (S. D.) 
Mirror gives an account of an ingenious 
invention of a citizen of that place. 
Blookitt Ferguson. We learn from th- 
Mirror’a excellent account that Mr. 
Ferguson is a blacksmith, having a 
shop in Cheyenne avenue, and living 
with his wife and family in the sub­
urbs. He has long been known to his 
fellow-townsmen as a most ingenious 
man and has been responsible for 
eral inventions of more or less merit, 
among them being a safety ..cg-catch 
on mine-hoisting apparatus. We clain 
no expert knowledge on mine-hoisting 
machinery, says the New York Trit> 
une, but we should say that a dog- 
catch must be a very important thing 
about the mouth of the shaft, and it 
can not be pleasant to have clogs 
stantly tumbling down on the miners.

But Mr. Ferguson’s present invention 
is something as far removed from min­
ing as possible. He- has lived on the 
frontier (though bom in Connecticut) 
and been through several Indian dis­
turbances. In these he has always lost 
more or less stock, for, though never a 
stock-raiser, hb Vas been in the Vabit of 
keeping a cow and sometimes a calf or 
two. These the Indians have invaria­
bly swooped down upon and killed. 
Buffalo Gap is situated only a few miles 
west of the Bad lands, and when the 
late trouble began it instantly occurred 
to Mr. Ferguson that it probably meant 
the loss of another cow, as he owned 
one of these useful and nutritious ani­
mals. The thought was depressing, 
and he began to cast about for some 
plan to prevent the coming sacrifice, if 
possible. While turning the matter 
over in his mind Mr. Ferguson hap­
pened to glance in an illustrated copy 
of “Don Quixote.” He had scarcely 
opened the volume when the idea came 
to him: Why not construct a bullet­
proof armor for his cow? To think is 
to act with Blookitt Ferguson, and in­
side of thirty minutes he had the pa­
tient beast in his shop and was busy 
hammering out thin plates for her 
back.

Mr. Ferguson is a rapid workman, 
and at the end of a week’s time he had 
the cow clad in complete mail. Her 
body was covered with large plates, and 
her neck, head and legs with smaller 
ones, all carefully articulated so that 
she oould walk, lie down, and indeed 
perform all ordinary movements with 
ease. In the helmet holes were, of 
course, left for eyes and mouth, though I 
these were no larger than were abso- I 
lntely necessary, and had she been as I 
bibulously inclined as the knights of I 
Branksomc hall she would have “efrunk 
the red wine through the helmet I 
barred.”

Finally, however, he hit on the plan of 
winding her tail with wire, like a gar­
den hose, and he found that it worked 
admirably, interfering but little with 
its flexibility and affording reasonable
protection. ThejComplete armor weighed
about three hundred pounds. When 
every thing was finished Die cpw was I 
led out to the Ferguson homestead and 
allowed to graze about in the neighbor­
hood on the dry prairie grass, there be- I 
ing but little snow.

Fault-FindingHow a
Was Trapped by Hercoun-

Bt Peel Stable Fire
St. Paul, April 22.—St. Paul was visited 

by s disastrous and fatal fire, to-night. A 
tramp crawled into the big livery stable of 
J. H. Cook, who has omnibus lines in the 
principal cities of the country,-and set fire 
to the barn while smoking. Flames soon 
enveloped the entire building, a large two 
story and a half structure, in which there 
were more than 100 horses and a large num­
ber of carriages and other vehicles. The 
work of taking out the horses began, but 
flames drove the men back and 60 horses 
were roasted to death. The cries of the 
horses as they were burning sounded almost 
human. They could be seen through flames 
and smoke rearing and 
at every lunge large pieces 
dropped from their bodies.

SIGNIFICANT SILENCE.

Our readers, no doubt, observed that in the 
speech which President Harrison made in 
Galveston, taking credit to himself for hav­
ing inaugurated a policy of reciprocity, not 
one word was said about reciprocal free 
trade with the Dominion of Canada. Mr. 
Harrison completely ignored’ this country. 
It would never have been thought from 
what he said that reciprocity with the 
United States had been but a few weeks 
before the- issue, and almost the only issue, 
of an election contest in this Dominion. 
The President’s absolute silence with re­
spect to reciprocity with Canada shows very 
clearly that it is only the Liberals f of this 
Dominion who regard free trade with the 
United States as a matter of paramount im­
portance. It is now seen that the President 
of the Great Republic does not consider this 
question, which Canadian Liberals made so 
much of, and which they would have the 
Canadian people believe they could have for 
the asking, worth even a mention in a 
speech, of which reciprocity with the South 
American republics was the principal 
and, indeed, almost the sole topic. This 
silence was most significant, and should 
convince the Liberals of this country of the 
folly of making reciprocity an issue at the 
polls before they have found out whether 
the Americans are willing to enter into 
close trade relations with Canada.

The reciprocity which President Harrison 
advocates can hardly be said to be recipro­
city at all. tie is willing to admit free of 
duty into the United States only such com­
modities as the United States does not and 
cannot produce/ mud then only on condition 
that the country entering into the recipio- 
cal arrangement admits American manufac­
tures and breadstuff* free of duty. He will 
allow the duty to be taken off tropical fruits 
and sugar and coffee on condition that the 
tropical country admits American products 
free. And for this favor the United States 
expects the Southern Republics to discrim­
inate in its favor against Great Britain, 
which opens its ports to almost everything 
raised or made in a tropical country with­
out demanding anything in return. It re­
mains to be seen how Great Britain will act 
when Brazil, gay, has one tariff for 
the United States commodities and another 
and much heavier tariff for the products of 
her fields and factories; Will she continue 
to give for nothing what the United States 
demands a high price for ?

W hen Mr. Harrison’s,or rather Mr.Blaine’s, 
reciprocity policy is put in operation a very 
heavy strain will be placed on British free 
trade. Will the free traders of Great 
Britain continue to put in practice their 
principles when they see that countries 
which are so greatly indebted to the policy 
which the British have followed, for the 
prosperity they have enjoyed, turn upon 
them and return evil for good—when they 
grant favors to an exacting protectionist 
nation which they deny to a country which 
has afforded them for many years a free 
market? Our opinion is that they will 
find it necessary to treat those protectionist 
countries to a taste of their own policy.

If the British nation, exasperated at the 
unfriendly trade policy 
States, imposed a discriminating duty on 
American breadstuff* and provisions in fav­
or of the products of her own dependencies, 
the American farmer would find that the 
markets of the South American Republics 
would not be anything like an equivalent 
for the loss of the free markets of Great 
•Britain.

There are, however, indications that the 
South American Republics are not so great­
ly charmed with the offer made by the 
United States as President Harrison would 
have them believe. They are hesitating, 
and seem to think that American recipro­
city is not snoh a very great boon after all.

«I- wouldn’t have believed its 
Rachel»” said Mrs. Edmonstonej 
tively- “No, I wouldn’t, notunlea 
Tacker had told mej and.

V. ». Immigration laws.
Washington, April 23.—Collector Bene­

dict, at Burlington, Vh, encloses in a letter 
to the Secretary of the Treasury, a report 
from an immigration inspector at Montreal, 
who states that during a period of ten days 
thirty-three carloads of immigrants had ar­
rived at Montreal, about one-third of whom 
were destined for the United States. F. A. 
Woodbridge, collector at Newport, Vt., re­
ports that 400 immigrants per day pass 
through that port for the United S 
Most of these, however, he says, are Cana­
dians, who work in the New England fac­
tories, and after the season is over they re­
turn to Canada. Neither collectors have 
any definite plan to suggest to prevent this 
immigration in violation of the law, but 
Collector Benedict suggests that if an im- 
migratibn inspector be stationed at Mon­
treal, he might trace the immigrants to the 
United States, and in other ways help the 
United States authorities.

It seems to be the general impression that 
the new law respecting the sale of ferment­
ed and spirituous liquors does not come into 
operation until the 1st day of January, 1892. 
This is a mistake. The whole of the Act, 
except Section 4, is in force now. That sec­
tion is the part of the law that forbids the 
opening of places in which liquor is sold 
from eleven o’clock on Saturday night until 
one o’clock on Monday morning. The fine 
for selling between these hours is not less 
than $20 nor more than $50 for the first of­
fence, and not leas than $30 or more than 
$100 for the second offence. The sections of 
the law which makes it an offence punish­
able by fine to sell liquor to a “ drunkard,” 
or to any intoxicated person, are now in foil 
operation. The definition df drunkard by 
the statute is any person who, “ by exces­
sive drinking of liquor, misspends, wastes, 
or lessens his estate, or greatly injures his 
health, or endangers or interrupts the peace 
and happiness of his family.”

Berlin, April 24.—The death of General 
Von Moltke, although not entirely unex­
pected, owing to his advanced age, was a 
great shock in court and military circles. 
He was loved and respected, not only by 
all who came 
but by the people of every class and rank in 
the German empire. Berlin and every part 
of the realm where the news of his death 
has reached is in deepest mourning over the 
sad event. The direction of his obsequies 
will undoubtedly be {assumed by the 
Government. In view of the fact that the 
Kaiser is known to have the highest regard 
for the deceased warrior it is expected that 
his funeral will not be wanting in anything 
to make it a fitting close to the great 
strategist’s career. The military display 
will probably rival any similar demonstra­
tion of modern times. The death of Von 
Moltke removes the greatest soldier of 
Europe. “ The most wonderful strategist 
of modern times,’' says Gen. Wolseleÿ, of 
England; “none ever excelled him.” 
An imposing figure, am unforge table
character in "that great continental com­
bat which changed the map df Europe 
and realized the dream of a consolidated 
German empire. He was conceded by all 
the most illustrious military critics of the 
world to be the most perfect personification 
of the trained commander of vast bodies of 
troops. As a disciplinarian he was match­
less: No single feat in military annals can 
equal his almost lightning-like mobilization 
of the three divisions of the German army 
on the French frontier in 1870, the first 
army under Gen. Steinmetz, the second un­
der Prince Frederick Charles and the third 
under the then crown prince 

During the retirement of his later years, 
and especially since the death of his wife 
not long ago, the old soldier has shunned all 
public display. His wife’s grave was his 
Mecca, and to that his only pilgrimages 
were made. He was prevailed on on the 
26th of last October, the ninetieth anniver­
sary of his birth, to receive the affectionate 
greetings and homage of the German peo­
ple. The young Emperor called in person 
to pay his respects to the venerable warrior, 
whose services had done much to consolidate 
the empire, while all over the land demon­
strations of some sort were held. Since 
that occasion the general has maintained 
the privacy he desired on his estate near 
Berlin.

SORROW AND MOURNING.

GRAN® DUKE MICHAEL’S MARRIAGE.

London, April 25.-—In order to aid his 
son-in-law, the Grand Duke Michael of 
Russia, to recover social position, Prince 
Nicholas of Nassan has solicited his step­
brother, the Grand Duke of Luxemburg, to 
have his wife, the Countess Meremberg and 
her daughters raised to the rank of Prin­
cesses of Nassan. The Grand Duke has re­
fused to comply with the request on the 
ground that none but persons of royal or 
princely descent should be Princesses of 
Nassau. The Czar has determined not to 
declare the marriage invalid, as he at first 
intended, but only to banish the Grand 
Duke Michael from Russia. He is said to 
be much softened by the sad death of his 
aunt by marriage, the Grand Duchess Olga, 
and that at an early date he may permit 
Michael to return to Russia.

A BIG GAME LAW.
The German imperial commissioner in 

East Africa, has introduced a new levy in 
the form of shooting fees. One hundred 
rupees is to be exacted for the first elephant 
shot; two hundred and fifty for each suc­
ceeding elephant, and fifty for each rhino­
ceros.

’S THE TELEGRAPH IN CHINA.

Since the first telegraph line wm erected 
in China the wires have been carried 
through twelve provinces. Lately, the 
province of Kansu has been connected with 
the telegraph centres, and the provincials 
express much wonder at the rapidity with 
which the messages are transmitted. In 
their ignorance they think that telegrams 
are written on sheets of paper and these 
sheets pass over the wires. When the 
working commenced on the Kansu line, 
crowds of people gathered round the tele­
graph poles to see the message sheets travel 
over the wire.

News was received in Shanghai on the 
23rd nit. of the total lose of the steamer 
Queen Elizabeth on Ikeeima, an island some 
twenty miles from Nagasaki, at midnight of 
the 20th March.

THE ORGAN RECITAL.

Mr. Freflerle Archer la St. Andrew's Church,
Last Night—Re-Appearance This Evening.

Last night, Mr. Frederic Archer, the head 
of modern organists, held a large audience 
spellbound at tha marvellous effects he pro­
duced from the organ in St. Andrew’s 
church. The great majority of the nota­
bilities of the city and those prominent in 
cultured art circles were present. Mr. 
Archer’s mastery of the instrument is sim­
ply phenomenal, the perfect command of 
every conceivable form of technical difficul- 
culties and startling reproduction of every 
species of orchestral effect, are alone, suffi­
cient to entitle him to the position he holds 
at the head of his profession. Beyond this, 
he is a sympathetic artist, and gives to 
every composition, he peri 
meaning of the composer’s conception, in a 
striking manner.

His versatility was displayed last night 
in a wonderful way, as the programme con­
tained examples of the various organ 
schools. Sparkling works of the piquant 
charm of the modern French composers ; 
the scholastic profundity of the classic 
German, the pure and unalloyed charm of 
Mozart, the mystic grandeur of Wagner, 
the refined grace of Mendelssohn, or the 
brilliancy of Rossini were each and all 
faithfully portrayed. To those who have 
no acquaintance with the resources of the 
organ oeyond its allotted functions in con­
nection with public worship, Mr. Archer’s 
performance was a révélation. Every item 
on the diversified programme was of- such 
intrinsic excellence that it is difficult to 
select any particular piece for special men­
tion.

Perhaps the overture to Tapnhauser was 
the most extraordinary instance of virtu­
osity, more especially as the stupendous 
orchestral effects were produced with such 
limited means at command. The opening 
movement of Mendelssohn’s Quintett in 
“ A ” was invested with a poetic charm that 
enrapturèd-the audience, who insisted on its 
repetition. The overture to “ Semira- 
mide ” brought the programme to a brilliant 
tf rmination, and the player was the reci­
pient of an enthusiastic ovation.

In the course of the evening 
ing announcement was madejby 
McF. Macleod, to the effect that arrange­
ments had been made with xMr. Archer to 
give an extra recital this z(Wednesday) 
evening, particulars of which will be found 
incur advertising columns. With the de­
sire of affording extended opportunities ot 
hearing him, the church authorities have 
resolved to adopt a popular price of admis­
sion on this occasion.

A MIDNIGHT FIRE-

The Elite Restaurant on Johnson Street 
Completely Gutted.

At midnight, on Sunday, George Amor- 
sen, proprietor of the Elite restaurant, on 
Johnson street, extinguished his lights, 
locked his doors mid retired for the night; 
his rooms being over the kitchen, and on 
the second floor of the new Anderson build­
ing, in which the restaurant is situated. 
Less than an hour later he was awakened 
by the smell of thick, suffocating smoke, to 
the fact that his premises were* Ob'fire. He 
removed his wife and two children. to the 
Oriental hotel, carried his trunk to a place 
of safety and then reported the fire at 
gine house No. 2, where Box 31 was pulled. 
By this time the fire had assumed threaten­
ing proportions. A huge column of black 
smoke was ascending, and flames were 
bursting from all the windows on the first 
and second floors. The firemen got to work 
without delay, three streams from the John 
Grant being directed into the building. In 
a few minutes the flames were quenched, 
and the labor of fighting a 
blind fire commenced. The con­
tents of the restaurant. and Amorsen’s 

sly destroyed ; the stoqjt of 
shoe store, adjoining, was 

slightly damaged by water, and some sam­
ples in Shorey’s rooms, on the second floor, 
were also thoroughly soaked. The third 
floor, unoccupied, was not reached by the 
fire, nor was any damage done to Mr. Hart’s 
establishment adjoining. The building in 
the rear, connected with the restaurant by 
a wooden bridge, caught twice, but was not 
damaged. $1,500 will cover the loss on the 
building ; $700 Amorsen’s loss ; and $300 
that of Martin & Co. The two former items 
are covered by insurance. The origin of 
the fire is a profound mystery, and the sud­
denness with which the flames appeared in 
all parts of the building, accompanied by 
clouds of heavy smoke, is also surprising. 
Three minules after the alarm was given, 
the plate glass front burst, and fell with a 
crash ; and a quarter of an hoar later no 
fire was to be seen. It is puzzling to see- 
what produced or fed the volume of flame. 
An enquiry into the cause of the fire may be 
made.

An elaborate supper, with 
plenty of champagne, thawed the icy tem­
pers of a majority of the guests, and the 
affair ended in an orgy. One of the party, 
who escaped from tne house, has signified 
his intention to prosecute Reimann for 
forcible detention, blackmail and extortion 
by threats, though his course is discouraged 
by the bther victims.

Moreover^ they fear that 
particulars regarding themselves and their 
concerns may leak out and be used to their 
disadvantage. These objections are covered 
by the following extract from the manual of 
instructions to officers—“These schedules 
are never seen except by the commissioners 
and others engaged in taking and compiling 
the census, who, besides being sworn officers 
bound not to divulge any individual infor­
mation, care very little for and have no in­
terest in the several statements contained 
in them. The obligation of individual citi­
zens to give the information demanded is 
enforced under the subjoined penal danses :

“ 17. Every person who wilfully, or with­
out lawfulexcuse refuses or neglects to fillup, 
to the best of his knowledge and belief, any 
scheeule which he has been required to fill 
up by any enumerator or any other person 
employed in the execution of this Act, or 
refuses or neglects to sign and deliver up or 
otherwise return the same when and as re­
quired, or makes, signs, delivers or returns, 
or causes to be made, signed, delivered or 
returned, any wilfully false answer or state­
ment as to any matter specified in such 
schedule,—shall incur a penalty not exceed­
ing forty dollars and not less than one 
dollar.

“Ton know I have been in the news­

paper business a long time and I was 
never known to shirk, not even during 
a riot or blizzard,” says an old-timer in 
the St. Louis Republic. “Well, 1 came 
very near tossing up the pencil a few 
nights ago. It was very cold, and I had
to call on Bishop ----- in reference to
some church matters. Taking a car 
down-town I soon reached the street 
on which the bishop lived. It was just 
striking the hour of twelve. But I had 
to see the bishop. Well, sir, I hunted 
for the number in the dark for some 
time. Not finding it, I waited to see if 
I could meet some straggler who lived 
in the neighborhood. Pretty soon along 
came a nicely-dressed young fellow in 
a rather mellow condition. I asked him 
if he lived in the Neighborhood, and he 
said yes. The truth is, the young man 
was none other Jhan the bishop’s son. J 
He told me in a semi-articulate way 
that he would go up to his father’s room 
and speak with him about the matter in 
question.

The only question with the Government 
then is can it afford to do without the duty 
now levied on raw sugar ? We see that the 
decrease in revenue which the abolition of 
the duty on raw sugar will cause is calcu­
lated to be three millions of dollars.

And what has been gained by this $97,- 
000,000 or so sunk in labor contests in the 
United Sûtes in six years, and the suffer­
ing and bad feeling of which they were the 
occasion? It is said that the dondition of 
the workingman has been ameliorated by 
these battles between capiul and labor. 
Perhaps so. But we think that the gain 
has been far less than many who are fond 
of agiution imagine, and certainly not 
more than could be achieved by peaceful 
means.

It would be well for both employers and 
workingmen to enquire seriously* and dis­
passionately into the loss and gain of labor 
contests. The matter is one of the very 
first importance, and if it is not made the 
subject of serious thought and painstaking 
enquiry by the thinking men of both sides, 
the most deplorable results will be sure to 
follow. So far, men who do not think, men 
who are guided by passion rather thaa by 
reason, have had too much influence in the 
struggle that has been going on for many 
years between capital and labor. It is time 
that*thoughtful and earnest men should ex­
ercise their influence, and not allow them­
selves to be berne down by those who use 
threats instead of argument.

One encouraging sign of the times is that 
good men, men of intellect and extensive 
knowledge, are taking an active interest in 
the labor question. Among these is Car­
dinal Gibbons, who has Written an article 
in the North American Review on “Wealth 
and ita Obligations.” He gives good advice 
to the men of capital and the men of labor. 
H8 says, “ let employer and employed 
together jn amity, with a view to mutual 
understanding. Let them state their 
tual grievances and ascertain their mntnal 
demands; and, temperate Christian counsels 
reigning, the result will be lasting peace.” 
This is good advice. Will it ever be fol-

PRE8IDENT VAN HO]regulate its operation. The Newfound­
landers cannot, or will not, enact this law, 
therefore Great Britain has no choice but to 
enact it herself.

the C. P. K.When the fleet of nations consisted of 
big wooden vessels Ericsson constructed 
a monitor armored against their shots 
and able to destroy a great number of 
ships without being damaged itself. 
Two formidable weapons not in use at 
that time—the ram and the torpedo— 
have been introduced, either of which 
may destroy in a few seconds millions 
of value in armored vessels. Ships of 
great size for carrying guns have there­
fore been furnished with these auxil­
iaries. The United States in its latest 
type, says the Chicago Mail, has dis­
carded the gun and the torpedo, and in 
the Ammen ram places its sole reliance 
in the spur, the vessel being heavily 
armored for her displacement and of 
quick maneuvering qualities. A Danish 
inventor, conceiving the idea that small 
rams to destroy the propeller of an ad­
versary are desirable adjuncts to a fleet, 
of war vessels, has designed what he 
calls a swordship. His plan is for a 
vessel of one hundred and ten tons dis- 

i placement, intended for spoiling shafts 
or propeller blades or punching holes in 
.the bottoms of the smaller ironclads or 
armored cruisers. Its sword is more 
than ten feet long and has teeth like a 
saw to prevent it from slipping. Its 
upper point is six feet below the water 
level, its lower point being five and a 
half feet deeper. The sword* carried 
and supported by two arms which 
should be as thin as is consistent with 
strength in order not to impede the 
maneuvering power. Swordships should 
be furnished with twin propellers, 
with a balanced rudder between 
them, and should have many water­
tight compartments, some of which, 
when action is impending, should be 
filled with water in order to submerge 
the ship still deeper. The speed ought 
to he higher than that of torpedo boats 
of equal power and displacement—that 
is, over twenty-five knots per hour, be­
cause the swordship has no projectiles 
to discharge and her mission A to de­
stroy the larger game. The conning 
towers should be armored and arranged 
so as to lessen as much as possible the 
shock of collision. Although any kind 

-of propeller can be used the maneuver­
ing power is thought to he especially 
improved with the two-bladed pro­
pellers.

The’errival of the Empress -of India, the 
first of the Canadian Pacifie Company’s line 
of ocean steamships, is an epoch in the his­
tory of Victoria.

It is difficult for us to understand what 
the people of Newfoundland mean by “ co­
ercion.” It is not the policy of Great Brit­
ain, in these days, to coerce her colonies. 
Where hcr intereste alone ate concerned 
they are allowed all the liberty that 
sonable men could ask, and very much more 
than colonists, within the memory of many 
now living, dared to expect. They manage 
their domestic affairs exactly as they tike.

The Dnke of Marlborough has not been 
generally regarded by the newspaper reader 
of Great Britain or Canada as a man of 
business.

A RAILWAY CENTRE.
(Vancouver News-Advertiser, April 25.)

As a 
mad dog manifests of symptoms of hydro­
phobia whenever it sees water, so the peo­
ple of Victoria develop their feelings in the 
most acute stag*, whenever railway projects 
in other parts of the Province are under 
consideration. The residents of the. Main­
land will, we are sure, sympathise with 
this weakness of their Island neighbors rad, 
while .pitying the waste of energy which the 
latter display on this one point, will not 
fail to take to themselves the lessons which 
are to be learned from the actions of the 
people of Victoria.

There are three nostrums presented for 
the relief of this longing to see a railway car 
start from Victoria and go through to New 
York or Montreal with its freight of pass­
engers or merchandise. Each of these pro­
posals is backed by enthusiastic promoters, 
all professing themselves able to carry 
through their schemes to completion if the 
taxpayers of Victoria will only foot the 
bills. The last in the field, but not the 
least successful in working np public opinion 
in favor of their schème, are the promoters 
of a railway from Beecher Bay (about 20 
miles southwest of Viotoria) to Port Cres­
cent, in Washington. The scheme includes 
a railway to the former point, and then a 
railway ferry across the Straits, a distance 
of about nine miles, to Port Crescent, where 
connection would be made with a railway 
which is to run in a southerly direction 
from there and connect with the Northern 
Pacific Railway. In fact, it is understood 
that the latter railway company is giving 
encouragement to the scheme. AU that is 
asked of the City of Vietoria is 
$1,000,000, not a large sum to secure a per­
fect cure of the malady with which it is 
afflicted—railway centre hunger.

The next proposal (although in point oi 
time anterior to either of the others, having 
been before the taxpayers for consideration 
some two years ago, when one of their pe­
riodical attacks was upon them) is that of a 
short line of railway to Saanich. From 
there a ferry is to carry the railway a rs 
across the Gulf of Georgia to a point near 
tbe mouth of the Fraser river, and thence 
over a railway to be constructed to New 
Westminster, they would be turned over to 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, and through 
railway communication be established with 
the East. Like the Beecher Bay route, the 
Saanich scheme contemplates a railway 
ferry over a wide expanse of sea and in 
both instances across waters, that would 
make the operation of a railway ferry more 
arduous than, as far as we know, is the 
case with any other railway ferry in exist­
ence. But this does not deter the project­
ors if they can only land a through 
the wharf at Victoria, even though the car 
itself should serve no other purpose than 
that of a packing case after it left the 
Canadian Pacific Railway.

With the occurrence oi the present at­
tack, the familiar name of the Canadian 
Western Railway is again heard. Ita pro­
moters have accepted the invitation of the 
Victoria Board of Trade, and make the fol­
lowing modest-proposal, the acceptance of 
which may induce them to commence active 
operations in the way of the construction of 
their read. They ask for a guarantee from 
Victoria of five per cent, for 25 years on

variety of feminine ornamentation in 
the different nations, and hew what 
may be considered as a beautifler by 
one race becomes a positive monstros­
ity and deformity m the eyes of another.

One of the most curious decorations 
in the world is adopted by the women 
of the Manganja tribe, inhabiting a 
country in Africa near one of the north­
ern tributaries of the Zambesi, It is 
called the “pelele.” This is a ring, but 
bat it is fixed neither in the ear nor the 
nose, as with other races, hut in the up­
per lip. It is a ring made of Ivory, 
metal or bamboo, according to the 
wealth of the wearer; is nearly an inch 
in thickness, and varies in diameter at 
the will of the wearer, many being 
nearly three inches in diameter from 
outer edge to edge.

When the girls are very young they 
have the lip pierced with two holes 
close to the nose, and a small wooden 
peg inserted to keep the wound from 
closing. When the wound heals two 
small holes are left in the lip, into 
which larger pegs are successively in­
troduced until in about two years the 
full-sized “pelele” can be worn. Its ef­
fect, when worn, is indescribable.

When at rest it hangs down over the 
mouth; when food is taken it projects 
horizontally, like a small shelf, and 
when the dusky maiden smiles upon her 
admirer it elevates itself, turning up­
side down until its lower edge rests 
against the bridge of the nose, the tip 
of the nose appearing through the cen­
ter, and the eyes looking round each 
side, writes W. P. Pond, in the Ladies’ 
Home Journal As the teeth are gener­
ally filed to Sharp points, until they re­
semble those of a crocodile, the effect 
may be better imagined than described. 
Chikanda Kadze, wife of the great chief, 
had a “pelele” that hung below her

Who is to compel France to accept 
the mode of settlement which Newfound­
land dictates, and which Great Britain 
approves ? Nothing less than a resort to 
the last argument of kings can settle this. 
But Great Britain is ■ naturally unwilling to 
accept this terrible alternative.

While this dispute is going on how are 
the relations as regards ^Newfoundland to 
be regulated ? Some temporary agreement 
most be made : there must be some rule 
acknowledged by both nations or there is 
no telling how soon acts may be done 
that will precipitate a rupture between 
the two countries. Such an agreement 
is made—the modus vivendi—and the 
Newfoundlanders are indignant. Seeing 
that the colonists will not legislate 
upon this treaty matter, the Government of 
Great Britain finds that the task of carrying 
out the treaty is left to them. They, there­
fore, bring down to Parliament an Act 
which, by an inadvertence, had been re­
pealed. When the Newfoundlanders hear 
of this they become fearfully agitated, and 
raise the cry of “ coercion.” Where is the 
coercion ? The Treaty is in force—is bind­
ing on both countries.

I the aggregate for 309,047 days, 
strikes 10,376 were successful, 8,910 failed 
utterly, and the rest were partial failures. 
The stated losses are enormous, they being 
charged up against the strikers and help in­
volved at $51,814,723, tod against the em­
ployers at $30,701,622. The strikers were 
assisted to the amount of $3,324,657, and 
at the end of the contesta there were 25,788 
men whom employers refused to take back.”

Here we see that considerably more than 
half of the strikes were complete or partial 
failures. The loss to workmen and em­
ployers is simply stupendous. Counting in 
the sum raised fo assist the strikers it was 
in those six years very nearly $86,000,000, 
or $14,333,333 a year. But the loss in 
dollars does not show all that the strikes 
cost the community. What the 13,411 
establishments could have produced during 
the 309,047 days they were closed would 
have been a benefit to hundreds of thousands 
who were directly, or indirectly, affected 
by their being idle. Then the misery suffered 
by the strikers, their wives, and children 
and others dependent on them, cannot be 
set down in figures. A money value cannot 
be set upon sighs and tears and sleepless 
nights, and the mental agony of those who; 
day after day, saw those they loved suffer­
ing for the necessaries of life. Neither are

CHEAP SUGAR.

It is more than likely that the people of 
the Dominion will have cheap sugar before 
very long. The abolition of the duties on 
raw sugar in the States will make a similar 
measure necessary in this country. It sugar 

■is very dear in Canada and very cheap 
across the tine, it would be simply impos­
sible to prevent sugar being extensively 
smuggled into Canada. Human nature is 

«so constituted that, whenever the duties ere 
«so high as to «pake smuggling worth while, 
men will smuggle, and the facilities for 
smuggling along a frontier of three thousand 
miles long are very great indeed.

It is not likely that the Dominion Govern­
ment will allow either Canadians or Ameri­
cans to be exposed to the temptation which 
a great disparity in the price of sugar on 
the two tides of the boundary line would 
create.

By giving the people cheap sugar the Gov­
ernment will be, so to speak, kill two 
birds with one stone.

The growth of the plant makes plain 
two facts: One, that it gathers solid ma­
terial from the air and water, the other 
that it is nourished by pieces of coal and 
small stones without reducing the 
weight. If the bulbs be placed in water 
in some deep dish and nearly submerged 
there will appear, if stones or very 
coarse gravel be plenty, white, stringy 
roots which shoot outward from the 
base, while from the top will grow flat, 
palm-like stalks of a deep sea-green.

W e are not aware 
of the expenditure so far, but it will reach 
one huudrèd thousand dollars at least.

The Mudlark was hard at work, all 
through the winter months, dredging the 
basin and the approach to the wharf to the 
required depth, and it was thought, before 
the vessel was permitted to*go to Vancouver, 
to provide sufficient depth of water for the 
new boats to land there, that twenty-eight 
feet, at lowest tide, had been secured in the 
approach and alongside the old outer wharf. 
Unfortunately for Victoria, when the official 
survey was made this did not prove to bé 
the case, for it was found that a small 
ridge of sand had been overlooked by the 
dredging party, and on this, at the lowest 
tides, there were but twenty-two feet.

If there was a failure to provide sufficient 
water to float the China boats at all stages 
of the tide it was not the fault of the enter­
prising owner of the outer wharf. In fact, 
R. P. Rithet & Co.’s dredger has been do­
ing the work that the Dominion Govern­
ment should have undertaken. It is un­
doubtedly the duty of the company to do 
dredging at the wharves, but it is not re­
quired of them to dredge the approach to 
Victoria’s Jiarbor. That is the work of -the 
Government, and every dollar that has so 
far been expended by private enterprise in 
carrying on such work should be re­
funded. When the Empress arrived on 
Tuesday morning the water was at half-tid^ 
and the harbor master and pilots all concur 
in stating that it would have been possible 
to have docked the boat at the outer wharf, 
and that she might have .remained there for 
some hours in perfect safety.

While it is to be regretted that the 
dredger’s work was not “ checked over ” 
before she was allowed to depart for Van­
couver, so that no question as to the depth 
of the water could have arisen, it cannot be 
said that little or nothing had been done to 
provide safe dockage. The sneers in the 
Times, therefore, are quite uncalled for. 
That paper must either be deaf or itr does 
not tell the truth, when it says : “ We hear 
of no effort being about to be made whereby 
this port can be made available as an actual 
point of touch for ships the size of the Em­
press of India.” As has been stated, it was 
believed, when the dredge was sent to Van­
couver, that a sufficient depth of water had 
been provided for the first boat. And so 
there was except at a very low stage of the 
tide. The new pier, on which a largenum- 
ber of men are now working, -is being built 
of masonry, and will be extended out so that 
vessels of any draught wiUfind plenty of water

Venice Lying In a Bath of Glory When 
Night Falls on the Ocean.

During the whole of the past year, as 
well as the last five months of 1889, the 
whole of the sea of Venice has been as one 
vast expanse of phosphorescent waves 
whenever lashed to- even the slightest 
extent by1 the winds. Formerly, says 
the New York Journal, this luminous 
appearance had been noticed only at 
intervals of about ten or fifteen years, 
then only from the beginning of sum­
mer until about the end of harvest, and 
in places abounding with sea grass.

Now every thing seems changed, the 
whole surface of the sea or gulf appear­
ing as a sea of pale white-fire as soon as 
darlmess-sets in on a windy night. In 
calm nooks the mere drawing of a stick 
or cane back and forth through the 
water 4ft; sufficient to give the effect of 
an electric flash, the light dying out and 
again returning with the ebullitions of 
the water. A flask filled with the 
water emits no light until shaken vio­
lently; the introduction of a lead pencil 
or small stick, however, will cause the 
fluid to glow with greater intensity 
than any amount of shaking on the 
part of the experimenter.

Strained through a fine cloth the 
water loses all of its peculiar proper­
ties, they having been imparted to the 
cloth, which now flickers and glows all 
over the entire surface like the spot 
where a damp match has been scratched 
in the dark. After the last-mentioned 
peculiarity was noticed scientists made 
examinations of cloths used in such 
operations and were rewarded for then- 
pains by the discovery of the light-giv­
ing midge, a minute worm or maggot, 
scarcely the one-seyen-hundredth of an 
inch in length, each how-shaped and 
very lively.

Each of these little creatures is pro­
vided with twenty-two mammilæ in­
stead of feet, eleven on each side, and 
has eleven luminous rings around his.

The belief is general that cities are 
everywhere becoming disproportionately 
large. People in all civilized countries are 
flocking from the rural districts into the 
towns. The quiet life of the farm and its 
continuous and unexciting labor is distaste­
ful to many yonng persons of both sexes. 
They condemn life in the country as dull, 
and long for the excitement and bustle of 
the cities. Besides, if the truth must be 
told, there are not a few who do not like 
tiie hard and rough work of the farm. 
They believe that a living can be made 
more easily in the city. They read, too, of 
the prizes which are te be won in cities 
and each hopes that he or she may win one 
of them. They know little about the draw­
backs of life in cities, how very small a 
proportion of those who live in them attain 
any great measure of success.

• SUMMONING CARRIAGES.
The Gross Outrage That Dives Perpe­

trates Upon Hie Neighbors.
When primitive man—he of the bone 

caverns and paleolithic implements— 
wished to summon his retainers he 
stood up and howled for them, says the 
Philadelphia Inquirer. His descend­
ants have sought ont many inventions; 
they have devised the telegraph, the 
telephone, the special delivery, the dis­
trict messenger and a great variety of 
contrivances for making signals—and 
yet when Dives gives a ball and finds it 
necessary to summon the carriages of 
his guests in the small hours of the 
morning he has no better means of 
doing so than were possessed by his 
historic ancestor. He sends a servant 
to stand on the sidewalk and howl for 
an hour or two until the carriages, 
which are scattered about the streets 
for two or three squares in every direc­
tion, have been called up and loaded, 
during which process his neighbors, 
who have not been invited to the ball 
and who are kept awake by the racket, 
writhe in agony and call down maledic­
tions upon the. head of Dives, his guests, 
his retainers and all their descendants 
to the fortieth generation.

In this way Dives advertises himself 
to his guests as a man of wealth, who 
can afford to entertain liberally, and to 
his neighbors and the public generally 
as a man of influence, who can break 
the peace with impunity and need not 
fear the afrest of his servants for mak­
ing a disturbance one-tenth of which 
would land a casual reveler in a dun­
geon cell before he had time to begin 
the second installment. It is very 
pleasant for Dives—but how about his 
neighbors? In this land of the free, 
where every man is, theoretically, as 
good as another, and in his own estima­
tion a great deal better, have they no 
rights which even Dives and his • howl­
ing henchmen are bound to respect? 
Must their rest be broken and then- 
sleep destroyed that his servants’ legs 
maj be spared the fatigue of running 
after carriages? We learned, some 
while ago, that, as to the subordinate 
temples of Bacchus, “rum and music 
won’t mix.” Does the same principle 
apply to wine and midnight ululations?

If not, why not? Why should one 
man who has been making merry with 
his friends be arrested for singing 
“We Won’t Go Home Till Morning!” 
and another he permitted to stand for 
hoars in the public streets - shouting: 
“Number Forty-two—Number Seven— 
Number Eighty-six!” in a voice that 
scares the sparrows from their perches 
three blocks away? The conceded 
fact that the former is enjoying him­
self, while the latter is not, has noth­
ing to do with .the question. Simple 
enjoyment is no crime per se, though 
some cross-grained persons would like 
to make it so; nor is a man justified in 
making a nuisance of, himself by the 
fact that he is working or even doing 
penance. It is hard work for a burglar 
to break into a safe, but his labor is 
not counted to him in mitigation of his 
sentence.
V CABINET TRAGEDIES.
Those Under President Harrison Matched 

by Those Under President Tyler.
The tragedies in the official family of 

President Harrison, great though they 
are, are matched by those in the Cab­
inet of President Tyler, fifty years ago, 
says the New York Sun. That adminis­
tration began with a tragedy, for the 
death of the aged General Harrison, 
though occurring from natural1 causes, 
can not be counted, in view of1 all the 
circumstances, as aught but tragic. In 
December of the next year, 1842, oc­
curred the tragedy of the United States • 
ship Somers—the mutiny; the trial by 
court-martial, and the execution of 
three sailors, one of whom was the son 
of the actual Secretary of War. In 
June, 1843, the President, with some of 
his Cabinet, journeyed to Boston to at­
tend the ceremonies of the dedication of 
Bunker Hill monument; and there, 
Hugh Legare, Secretary of State, was 
stricken with a mortal disease and died. 
But the tragedies of the administration 
had not reached their climax. On Feb­
ruary 28, 1844, at the invitation.of Com­
modore Stockton, the President with 
his fianpee, Miss Gardner, her father, 
and with the members of the Cabinet 
and nearly one hundred other persons 
of high official rank, embarked on Cap­
tain Ericsson’s new steamer Princeton, 
belonging to the navy, to inspect the 
new machinery and to watch the firing 
of the two great guns which the vessel 
mounted. On the trip two of the guns 
were fired twice. On the homeward 
trip, above Mount Vernon, preparations 
were made to fire a third shot. Around 
the gun stood nearly all the principal 
men who carried on the Government of 
the United States. The gun was fired, 
and burst, killing eight persons and 
wounding nearly a score. The Presi­
dent had been called aside the instant 
the gun was fired, but Secretary of 
State Upshur and Thomas Gilmer, Sec­
retary of the Navy, were killed, i 
as Mr. Gardner, Commodore K 

-Virgil Maxey, two sailors, and the 
President’s servant. Mr, Gilmer had 
been Secretary of the Navy for only ten 
days, and had taken the post much 
against his own inclinations. Thomas 
H. Benton was one of the party whose 
gayety was so terrible stilled; hut 
though the President’s servant, who 
stood at his left, was killed, he himself 
was unhurt, except the breaking of his 
left ear-drum.

A PLACE FOB JEWS.

Baron Hlrseh Gives *1,50#,000 Teward a 
Colony for Bunts’» Outcasts.

London, April 28.—The Pall Mall Gaz­
ette gives great prominence to the scheme 
which is said to have been drafted in order 
to transport Hebrews from Poland and from 
Southeast Europe to an immense tract of 
uninhabited land in Australia or Brazil. 
Baron Hirsch is credited with having orig­
inated this idea, and is said to have had a 
long conference in Paris this week with the 
prominent labor leaders. The baron, ac­
cording to report, has decided to give $1,- 
500,000 himself, with which to start the 
project. Tbe full details as to his plan for 
wholesale Hebrew immigration are not 
given, but it is understood that he will be 
supported in this undertaking by other 
opulent Hebrews. The adoption of this 
plan, it is asserted, is greatly due to the 
fact that the United States is closing her 
porta to destitute persons.

The Pall Mall-Gazette adds : “ This de­
cision comes at an opportune moment from 
England, for the new United States legisla­
tion against tbe immigration of the destitute 
aliens might result in converting the United 
Kingdom into a dumping ground for the 
Hebrew refugees of Europe.

BRITISH ENTER MANIPUR.
The Place Found Deserted—The Ghastly Sight

Simla, April 28.—The British columns 
have met and entered Manipur, which they 
found totally deserted.

Settled by Science.

A recent microscopic study by Herr 
Schultz of the skin of toads and sala­
manders has yielded some interesting 
results. There are two kinds of glands, 
mucous and poison glands. The former 
are numerous over the whole body, 
while the latter are on the body and 
limbs, and there are groups in the ear 
region behind the eye, and in the sala­
mander at the angle of the jaw. The 
poison glands are, of course, protective, 
and the corrosive juice is discharged 
differently, in toads and salamanders 
on stimulating electrically. In the lat­
ter it is spurted out in a fine jet, some­
times more than a foot in length; where­
as in tire toad, after long action of the 
current, it exudes sparingly in drops. 
There is no reason for supposing that 
the mucous glands become poisonous.

New vari­
eties were constantly announced. -tien 
traveled many miles to look at-a single 
blossom. Artists took up-the matter, 
and to-day you may see scores of tulip 
pictures painted when the craze was at 
its height.

The tulip craze gradually spread all 
over Europe, though nowhere was it so 
severe as in Holland It was specially 
marked in Great Britain. There was 
much religions persecution in Europe 
during the latter half of the seven­
teenth century, and many refugees fled 
to liberal little Holland They caught 
the tulip fever, and when some thou­
sands of them went to England from 
Holland they carried it to Great Britain. 
Even yet the finest British tulips are 
grown by mechanics, the! descendants 
of those refugees.

Holland is long past her tulip craze, 
but die remains the great flower-grow­
ing country of Europe. Even yet fine 
Varieties of tulips are quoted in Dutch 
catalogues at from twenty-five to one 
hundred and fifty florins. Hyacinths 
are also grown to great perfection, and 
sold at high prices. The light sandy 
soil of Holland is peculiarly well suited 
to the tulip. The plant is probably of 
Asiatic origin, but it has been brought 
to its hwhest perfection in Holland, 
and especially about Haarlem. The 
Dutch tulip raisers protect their beds 
in spring with hoops and mats.

River Teeming With King Salmon.ed, but he answers almost perfectly the des­

(From a Census Bulletin.)cov-
The Yukon will probably, in the future, 

be looked upon as the chief salmon river of 
Alaska as soon as it is made accessible by 
surveys or perhaps by railway connection. 
The quantity of marketable fish, both of red 
and king salmon, thronging the river and 
crowding it» waters during three months of 
the year is truly wonderful. A large por­
tion of these fish ascend the river for a dis­
tance of between twelve and fifteen hundred 
miles, where they are to be found in an ed­
ible condition Upon their first arrival. The 
thousands of people, both 
moe and Athabaskans, 
the banks of this river depend al­
together upon the red salmon for their 
food supply, the magnificent king salmon, 
which here reaches a length of from five to 
six feet, aad a weight of from eighty 
hundred and twenty pounds, being con­
sumed by them fresh. Schools of white 
whales can be met with in this river from 
four to five hundred miles from its month 
in pursuit of salmon and other fish. The 
fur trade of the Yukon 
been in the bands of one 
ten years, does not exhibit any signs of de­
crease in the supply, thongh there can be no 
doubt that this is dne to a display of greater 
energy in hunting the animals. The value 
of the annual catch which is collected at 
the trading station of Saint Michael’s is 
about $75,000, the most valuable furs being 
the black fox, the marten and the beaver.

IRONCLADS BLOWN UP- ’
Two Chilean Insurgent Beats Destroyed by 

Torpedoes—One Was the Famous Huascar.

London, April 27.—A dispateh to the 
Times from Valparaiso says: The casual­
ties on the Government boats at the battle 
of Caldera were one killed and ten wounded. 
On the Aconcagua 150 were killed. Tele­
grams received in Paris from the insurgent 
forces confirm the foregoing, and say the en­
gagement lasted 90 minutes. The Acon­
cagua was hit 70 times.

Pams, April 27.—The congress party in 
Chile telegraphs that the loss of their war­
ships will not .impede military- operations, 
and that their army continues to march 
south. The insurgents have occupied Can- 
igal and Caldera, and are advancing on 
Cepiapo. The waship Florence, which until 
recently was loyal to President Balmaceda, 
has now gone over to the insurgents. It is 
said the president is much in dread of being 
poisoned. His mother prepares all his 
meals.

Nbw Yobk, April 27.—The Chilean lega­
tion and fleet have cabled advices regarding 
a naval battle, stating that on the 22nd the 
government croisera Lynch and Condell 
attacked in the bay of Caldera the ironclads 
Blanca Kncalada and Huascar and destroyed 
them with Whitehead torpédos. The at­
tacking cruisers suffered no damage, and re­
turned to Valparaiso, where they are pre­
paring to cruise after the remaining vessel 
of the revolting equadron. This is con­
sidered the death-blow of the rebellion.
