The Admiralty court was filled on Monday 
by sealing men to hear the case brought 
against the schooner E. B. Marvin, which 
had been seized for alleged infraction of the 
Behring sea act.

Chief Justice Davie, local judge In Ad­
miralty, presided.

Hun, Mr. Pqol»y 
read the statement of olalm, 
that the E. B. Marvin, Captain W. D. 
Byers master, was seized by Captain 
Hooper, of the U.S. cutter Rush, on Septem­
ber 2 in Behring sea, in lat. 56° 25' N. and 
long. 172* 59' W. The vessel had on board 
when seized 386 seal skins, “ including the 
akin of one fur seal which had been killed in 
Behring sea by the use of fire arms by some 
person in euoh ship.” The Marvin was 
then seized, sent to Dutch Harbor near 
Onnalaska, and there handed over to Com­
mander Garforth, commanding H. M. S. 
Pheasant, and was then ordered to Vic­
toria. The charge was that the Marvin had 
used firearms to kill seals contrary to the 
Behring sea act. The manifest of the cus­
toms officer at Attn on July 29 showed that 
there were then on the Marvin 1,152 filled 
brass shells, 903 empty brass shells and 138 
empty paper shells, In all 2,193.

Lieut. F. 8. Van Boskerck, U.3.N., first 
lieutenant of the Rush, testified that on 
September 2 he had 
Marvin in Behring 
examined
One of these skins had, in his opinion, been 
shot. He had counted the ammunition and 
found 1,081 loaded brass shells, 734 empty 
brass shells, 44 loaded paper shells and 170 
empty paper shells, in all 2,093, showing a 
discrepancy between the manifest and the 
actual number found. He made the count 
very carefully and was assisted by Lieut. 
Ballinger of the Rush. The vessel was 
then seized. The mate had stated that if he 
had seen the skin the vessel never would have 
been seized. The guns on the Marvin were 
not plugged, as is usual on sealing vessels, 
to keep the barrels from rusting. He noticed 
on the breech of one what looked like 
powder marks. The skin which was the 
cause of the vessel’s seizure was here pro­
duced in court, and, after examining it, the 
witness pointed ont a hole. He had tonnd 
336 skins on board and did not know how 
the apparent discrepancy occurred between 
that number and what was mentioned in the 
statement of claim.

Ae a result of the exchange of telegreme 
between the representatives of the Powers 
and their respective governments, lasting 
nearly all Saturday and this morning, an 
important meeting of the ambassadors was 
held today, when the situation was 
thoroughly discussed. It was decided to 
send fresh representations to the Turkish 
mlnbter for foreign affairs, Tewfik Pasha, 
renewing in much stronger language the de­
mands addressed by the ambassadors to 
Said Pasha on Nov. 5, Insisting upon being 
informed without delay what measures the 
Turkish government contemplate to restore 
order in Asia Minor, and reminding the 
Turkbh government that it haa already 
been notified of the intention of 
the Powers, while acting to concert, 
to take their own steps in the matter, should 
it develop that the action of the Porte b in­
adequate to deal with the state of anarchy 
now prevailing to Antolia. The Sultan still 
refuses to believe that the Powers are in ac­
cord as to the action to be taken by them in 
case of the Porte’s failure to restore order in 
the Turkbh empire. No amount of per­
suasion seems strong enough to bring Abdul 
Hamid to reason, and the opinion b freely 
expressed that nothing short of a naval de­
monstration will awaken the Turks to 
realization of the actual state of affairs.

The news from the provinces continues to 
be of the gravest nature, and the fear exists 
that the mobilizing of the army reserves, 
which is progressing so slowly, might just as 
well have been left alone. The general im­
pression prevails more strongly that Euro­
pean intervention in the affairs of the Turk­
ish empire will soon become absolutely 
necessary in order to aver t further and more 

•serious bloodshed.
Some echoes of. the utterances of the Mar- 

qnb of Salisbury at the Loid Mayor’s ban­
quet on Saturday last have reached here, 
the main feature quoted being hie statement 
as tojthe concerted action of the Powers to­
wards Turkey. But the premier’s remarks 
are not eonaidered as forcible as hb previous 
utterances on the same subject, when parlia­
ment assembled after the general elections,

Then again it is believed that even if they 
were actuated by the beat intentions, the 
Turkbh authorities have let matters run 
until they are now powerless to stop the 
constantly growing movement among the 
Kurds, who are continuing on an inoreased 
scale the work of massacre, fire and rapine.
That they are either acting under direct in- 
struotione from Yildiz Kioeh, or else with 
the secret approval of the Sultan, nobody 
here seems to doubt, and thb conviction be­
comes stronger ever day. It is true a semb­
lance of activity is displayed by the Porte.

It b announced to day that the Porte had 
decided to call out many reservists, and 
steps were taken to send 120,000 soldiers 
against the Kurds, but to view of the finan­
cial situation here, it ie considered, more 
than doubtful whether the Porte would be 
able to carry out its plans, even if the gov­
ernment had a genuine desire to suppress 
the uprising which has now become almost 
general throughout Armenia.

It was stated this afternoon that Bafcari 
Pasha, who was diembsea from the govern­
orship owing to his ill-treatment of the Ar­
menians, on the representations of Britbh 
Ambassador Sir Phillip Currie, and who on 
Saturday night was decorated by the Sultan 
with the grand cordon of the Osmanlch or­
der “ as a reward for good services,” Is to be 
appointed to a command on the Turkish 
troops going to Zeltoun.

The number of victims of the Bairburt 
massacre ie now reported to be 1,500, and it 
is estimated that the total number of Ar­
menians, men, women and children, killed 
during the most recent massacres exceeds 
10,000, and that the total b being constant­
ly added to.

In spite of the desperate efforts of the 
Turkbh authorities to suppress the real f»cte 
in the case matters are daily growing 
in the province». Massacres and depreda­
tions are reported from the Eastern prov­
inces, in which the Kurdbh tribes are said 

" to have perpetrated atrocities more terrible 
than any before credited to them. It Ie 
stated upon apparently good authority that 
whole districts of Erzetoum and Slvas, 
have been devested by the Kurds, who have 
wiped village after village out of existence, 
and sword and fire are sweeping over the 
country.

The rioting and bloodshed at Ereeroum 
the scene of eo much bloodshed in the past, 
are said to have been much more serious 
than any reports previously pnblbhed 
have pictured it, and it is asserted that 
even the presence of Shakir Pasha, with 
his troops, failed to stop the massacre. 
Unresisting Armenian men, women and 
children were bludgeoned to death by 
hundreds in the streets. A traveller 
who arrived here recently from Treblzond, 
says he met between Erzeronm and Baibnrt 
300 women, who fell on their knees by the 
roadside imploring protection, saying their 
husbands were murdered and they were 
starving and homeless.

Under oironmstanoes like these it is not 
to be wondered at if the most sanguine doubt 
the possibility oi restoration of order with­
out the intervention of the Powers. If:

THE BISHOP ON MIXED SCHOOLS.

To the Editor:—I have made it a rule 
not to answer anonymous correspondents in 
local newspapers, and I could see 
for making au exception In the case of the 
letter to which you refer in your leading 
article to-day. The argument of the writer 
would hold good if there were no wider cir­
cle than that of the family ; but “ life can­
not be completed within the shelte 
olncts of the home,” and amongst 
ceesities schools arise.

No one can be more anxious than I am to 
grasp the working of the sohool system in 
this province, I have carefully abstained 
from going Into the eohoole ae a visitor and 
interrupting the teachers in their work, but 
I am most willing to serve on any board of 
managers, and I can claim an apprenticeship 
of more than twenty years.

I have not seen any report of the few 
words which I said in the Victoria theatre, 
but if yon will allow me a little space I will 
try and explain clearly the position which I 
take with regard to mixed schools. I hold 
that there is a vast difference between town 
and country. In the “ little red sohoo1- 
houaee ” scattered over onr thinly populated 
Dominion It le evident that boys and girls 
must be taught together. This system ob­
tains in the old country, and ae tbe in­
dividual children are under the care of the 
teachers, all may be well.

But, in a town, surely it will' be allowed 
that things are different. In Southampton, 
the provincial town to whioh I referred, 
there were unhappily a few ‘'mixed 
schools,” but they were admitted by Her 
Majesty’s inspectors and: by popular opinion 
to be “ neoeeeary evils.” The idea of open­
ing a new " mixed sohool ” would have been 
scouted. Nor were we specially prejudiced.

Under the London sohool board nearly 
half a million children are educated and the 
idea of opening a " mixed sohool ” would 
not be tolerated for a moment. This was 
my point with regard to tolerably recent ac­
tion in this city—when new schools have 
been opened—in whioh boy» and girls have 
been taught together. And it seemed to 
me a question which onght to be moat care­
fully considered by a body like the local 
Council of Women, who are virtually the 
representative» of the women workers in 
the city. A full entry into the harm of 
mixed schools in towns would not be pro­
fitable in the columns of a newspaper, and 
individual parents are unwilling to come for­
ward publicly in tbe matter.

My experience Is not sufficient to justify 
me in any attempt to analyze the Canadian 
character, but not a few of my Canadian 
friends in this city have been loud and long 
in their complaints of "hoodlums.”

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BLINDED BY BATE.

Anti-British Americans are continually 
saying foolish and stupid things about Great 
Britain, its people and its government, but 
the stupidest and the most foolish of these 
utterances that we have seen for a long time 
is contained in the leading article of the 
Portland Oregonian of the 9 th inst. That 
article ia headed "Unappeasable War”— 
whatever that may mean. In this article the 
British are described aa being the “natural 
enemies of popular rights.” " In no coun­
try,” says the Oregonian, “ where the people 
are anything, or expect to be anything, 
is there the necessity of a formal 
declaration of war against Great Britain, 
The war is always flagrant, knows no truoe. 
is unappeasable, Inheres in the very nature 
of things and will go on until this arrogant 
representative of oligarchy and feudalism 
shall be deprived of the power of troubling 
the world further.” All this of a nation 
which has the honor and the extreme felicity 
of having given to the world the model re- 
public of this age and of all age*. The 
United States of America is essentially 
British. The bulk of its people are either 
native Britons or of British descent. They 
speak the British language and all that is 
most valuable in their üws and institutions 
has been borrowed jfrom Great Britain.

If the Oregonian Were not blinded by na­
tional prejudice it would see that in 
country where the people are anything or 

. expect to be anything, the upholders of free 
institutions are under the deepest obligation 
to tbe people of England, for it was the peo­
ple of that little ot&utry who won freedom 
and established free institutions, not only 
for themselves but for the peoples of other 
countries and of ages far 1* the future. Our 
contemporary would, if It had eyes to see, 
be ready to acknowledge that England’s 
deepest debtor in this respect is the United 
States of America.

Great Britain the enemy of popular 
right* 1 In what oonntry of the world are 
popular rights so freely exercised and ee 
fully enjoyed as In Great Britain and those
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money stolen 
by embezzlers and defaulters in the United 
States in 1894 amounted to $25,234,112. 
The widespread distress and depression in 
the United States, the fact that our share 
of paying the pension fund of $140,000,000 
would be $10,000,000 per annum, 
than the Interest of our gross debt of $300,- 
000,000 all tend to show that annexation 
cannot appeal to the Canadian people on 
any ground either moral or material.

The total for all these countries amounted 
to 20,111. For the United States the 
turns gave 23,472, or an excess over the nnm- 
ber of all the others together of 3,361. 
It will be eeen that there are no re­
turns for Spain, Portugal, Greece, Mexico 
and Central and South America, and it is 
doubtful whether, if the divorces and separa­
tions in these counties were known they would 
aH told be equal to the surplus of 3,381.

Canadian woodmen have been refused per­
mission to work in the forests of Maine dur­
ing the coming winter.

Ottawa, Nov. 13 —The cabinet to-day 
decided to subsidize the winter steamship 
service of the Beaver line between St. John 
and Liverpool. The contract stipulates that 
preference roust be given to freight from the 
Western provinces and that rates must be 
as low as from any port in the United 
States. Each steamer must furnish 
for live stock equivalent to 400 head of 
cattle.

Considerable speculation is still being in­
dulged in in regard to the political situation. 
If Hon. Mr. Daly accepts a judgeship it is 
likely that his portfolio will be assumed by 
Sir C. H. Tapper, while the portfolio of Jus 
tioe will go to Hon. W. R. Meredith. This 
arrangement, it is thought, would, so far as 
the interior is concerned, be only tentative, 
as when Hugh John Macdonald ia ready to 
accept a portfolio that particular one will be 
his. Before the dissolution there is likely 
to be a shuffle of portfolios, and Sir C. H. 
Tupper will take charge of one of the great 
spending departments.

Lieut.-Governor Dewdney left for British 
Columbia to day, having completed his busi­
ness here.

Constantinople, Nov. 13.—It le believed 
that the Powers will not take definite action 
against the Porte until all the naval squad- 
rons are aeeembled in Turkish waters, after 
the British ambassador, Sir Philip Carrie, 
hae returned after consulting with hie gov­
ernment. Nobody doubts that the time for 
action is coming, and it seems only » ques­
tion of a few days.

According to official Turkish advloes the 
Arméniens of Zeltoun have, since capturing 
the battalion of Turkish troops and practi­
cally obtaining Tsohoukovrhissar, killed 35 
Mussulmans, pillaged a house at Donghel, 
carried off the arms and cattle of the Inhabi­
tants of that neighborhood, and assassinated 
the secretary of the collector of customs of 
that part of the country.

The y all of Aden, situated some distance 
- from Zeitoun, and nearer the coasts, tele­

graphs that 200 Armenians, disguised as 
Circassians, have attacked and plundered 
the Mussulman villages of Zsitunbell and 
Narl, killing a number of the inhabitants.

It is believed in some quarters that the 
number of Armenians killed during the re­
cent massacres, may come nearer 15,000 than 
10,000. It is admitted that there has been 
terrible bloodshed and that a large part of 
the town was burned.

According to fresh advices from Diar- 
bekir, the Armenians are alone responsible 
for the recent disorders, which were origin­
ated solely by the rebels firing on the 
moeque and attacking the Mussulmans. The 
fire was started,by Armenian incendiaries, 
as 90 per oent. of the shops destroyed and 
every article of merchandise burned be­
longed to the Mussulmans.

U.S. Admiral Selfridge has been tele­
graphed at Havre to proceed at onee to Mar­
seilles and fly his flag over the San Francis­
co, relieving Admiral Kiikland, who will 
return home. The Marblenead is at Mer- 
oine, a few hours' sail fr >m Alexandretta 
and the two vessels will represent the 
American government in Turkish waters.

Beblin, Nov. 13—A dispatch to the 
Cologne Gazette from Constantinople says 
that all the Armenian Christian teachers in 
the Trebizond and Erzeroum districts have 
been killed.

Washington, Nov. 13. — DUqnietieg 
rumors regarding the security of Christian 
teachers In Turkey between Trebizond and 
Erzeroum were about the State department 
to-day, but the officials refused to allay the 
popular apprehension.

A battalion of Turkish troops, which was 
in garrison in Zeitoun, and whioh recently 
distinguished itself by surrounding and 
shooting down a number of Armenian in­
surgents, was later besieged in the barracks 
by the Armenians, to whom the soldiers 
eventually capitulated with arms and 
munition, bag and baggage, 
that the Armenians now occupy the quar­
ters at Zeitoun previously oooupied by the 
Turkish soldiers. The Armenians have 
garrisoned all the important poeitione in and 
about Zeitoun, and are gathering ammuni­
tion and provisions, throwing up fortifica­
tions and in evlry way preparing to hold 
the place.

According to advices received to-day 
from Hadjiu, several villages in that vicinity 
have been attacked by rioters, who 
sacred the inhabitants and plundered their 
property. It is feared the disturbance will 
extend to Hadjiu.

It is stated in European official circles 
here that as the result of an additional ex­
change of views between the Powers, 
through their representatives here and at 
the different capitals, a joint course of ac- 
tioo, involving the display of nazal, and 
possibly military, forces, hae been decided 
on with the view of restoring order in Ar­
menia.

From Arabia, the most vulnerable point 
of the Turkish empire, news has arrived of 
a conflict between Turkish troops and the 
Arabs, near Senha, In whioh thirty persons 
were killed. Despite the reports of trouble, 
the last detachment of troops sent to 
Arabia was detained five days at Port Said 
for lack of money to pay canal dues.

A dispatch to the Times from Constanti­
nople says Kiamil Pasha, just appointed to 
the post of Vail at „-Aleppo, after having 
raised strenuous objections to the represent­
atives of foreign governments because of hie 
appointment to the undesirable position of 
Vali Aleppo, is still very ill. He was suffer­
ing severely when he embarked on the 
steamer, but none of hie friends was allowed 
to approach the house or the boat 1er the 
purpose of bidding him farewell.

Vancouver, Nov. 13.—(Special)—Stan­
ley Smith, the well known British Columbia 
explorer, is dead. The provincial govern­
ment recently arranged to have a eearoh 
party of Indians look for Mr Smith, who 
rad been missing since July. Last Monday 
Chief Michel, of the Halmalko tribe, found 
his remains in the Halmalko river. Al­
though It is probable that he was drowned 
as long ago as last July the remains were in 
a fair state of preservation. In a diary 
found in one of his pockets the discovery of 
several mineral claims was recorded. The 
late Mr. Smith started from here in June 
last to - explore the Chilootin 
try, and was conveyed to 
Inlet on the Stella, and 
oaptain of the Stella haa performed the 
painful duty of taking the unfortunate 
man’e remains back to hie friends in Van­
couver. Mr. Smith was a quiet man of no 
pretensions whatever, preferring to live 
alone in a cabin in the outskirts of the oity 
than to set himself np in town us a pro­
minent citizen. He was a college-bred 
man, possessed of considerable means and 
hat’ rich parents living in the East. Al­
though but 40 years of age he had acquired 
a marvellous amount of useful knowledge, 
having lived for ten years practically alone 
with Nature and his books. In spite of hie 
lonely existence he was so full of humanity 
that almost every night in his little cabin 
on False creek ho preaided as arbiter among 
the poor who could not afford to secure the 
services of a lawyer

He always steadfastly refused to reoeiye 
pay for his services, his only aim being to 
do what was nearest hie hand to ameliorate 
the snfieringe of needy humanity. Hlr 
purse was ever open, and he gave money an 
freely as his valued advice. He had ths 
heart secrets and business secrets of hun­
dreds of men and women, tut never be 
trayed a confidence. In hie colling os an ex­
plorer he opened up many new districts and 
settlements. All who knew Stanley Smith 
here, revered, respected and admired him 
as a man, while in his public character as an 
explorer, the province loses the valued 
assistance of one whom it will be almost im­
possible to replace. The late Mi. Smith, it 
a supposed, was coming down the Halmalko 
in his canoe when he was caught in a log 
, am, the canoe sank and the unfortunate 
man was drowned, the body being kept in 
place by the logs. An inquest was held to­
day by Coroner MoGnigan and a verdict of 
accidental drowning returned.

Dundee, Scotland, Nov. 13.—U. S. Am 
bassador Thomas F. Bayard was presented 
with the free lom of Dundee to-day by the 
oivic authorities.

This fuel, it is estimated, can be 
laid down in Kootenay cheaper than coke 
can be purchased at the ovens in the United 
States, so that the Kootenay market is as­
sured, and with the blowing in of the Hall 
Mines smelter and the Trail reduction works 
there will certainly be a demand for coke.

Mr. E. G. Prior, M.P., of E. G. Prior A 
Co. Ltd , announces very little improvement 
in the line of hardware. There is, however, 
he says, a probability of considerable busi­
ness being done with the Upper Country, 
though the trade will require some study 
by the Coast houses making lees than car­
load shipments. At Winnipeg shirt mixed 
shipments are made up, and in this manner 
goods are laid down at Kootenay points 
cheaper than smaller shipments can be got 
in from tbe Coast. Added to this the com­
petition for Kootenay trade is so keen that 
st»el is being laid down practically at cost.

Mr. W. J. Pendray finds business brisk, 
and considers that things are taking a de­
cidedly upward tendency.. Collections are 
fairly good. He believes that Victoria could 
help along the good times by giving a prefer­
ence to local manufacturers, who make just 
as good articles as are brought in from the 
outside and in many Instances cheaper. 
Patronizing home industries keeps money at 
home and gives employment to local work­
men, and eo helps indirectly to benefit the 
whole oity.

Mr. S. Leiser, wholesale groceries, said that 
this oity is getting some of the benefits of 
the Kootenay trade and a general improve­
ment is also being felt.

Wilson Bros., wholesale groceries, find 
trade on a healthier footing than last year. 
Perhaps there is rot more doing, but it is of 
a more satisfactory character and therefore 
of real benefit.

Mr. L. G. McQuade, of P. McQuade A 
Sons, ship chandler, has not noticed any dif­
ference in that class of trade since last year. 
Prices have risen in the Eist, which natur­
ally tends to keep down improvement in the 
trade here and, in the heavy class of goods 
in which the trade deal an upward tenden­
cy would not be felt so quickly as in neces­
saries such as groceries or dry goods.

John Earsman A Co., wholesale commis­
sion, report the fall trade, as shown by the 
returns for September and October, as show- 
ing a considerable improvement over last 
year.

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Improved Conditions in Vancouver 

City While New Markets Are 
Being1 Sought.

finan- TeleBusiness Men of Victoria and Van 
couver Speak Cheerfully of the 

Present and Future-
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THE LOCAL PRODUCERS.

They and Other Chief Traders Speak Hope- 
tolly and Make Important Practical 
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Mr. D. R. Ker, of the Braokman & Ker 
Milling Co. and President of the British 
Columbia Board of Trade, gives it as bis 
opinion that business all round is on a bet­
ter basis than last year and has been steadi­
ly improving during the past few months. 
His firm bad nothing to complain of and he 
ventures to say that in the next twelve 
months the record of failures will show a 
decided decrease as compared with the past 
year.

Mr. T. B. Hall, of Hall, Ross & Co., notes 
a decided improvement in trade. He pointa 
out, however, that the people of Victoria 
can do a great deal towards building np the 
town by patronizing local manufactures in­
stead of sending outside for what can be 
cheaper purchased at home and of just as 
good quality. One trouble in the past has 
been that the hard times on the other side 
and consequent want of money have induced 
large shipments to be sent here of flour and 
farm produce at slaughter rates, to the de­
triment of home industry. He would like 
to see something done here as in Seattle on 
the principle of a householders’ association, 
with the object of training the members to 
prefer the products of local industries to 
those of ontalde places.

“ One manat work In Victoria is worth 
ten over on the Sound,” said Mr. Hall, “and 
Canadian products should be preferred to 
foreign.”

The Okell A Morris Co, canned and 
served fruit, consider the outlook far 
favorable than last year, their own trade 
having increased seventy per oent. and pay­
ments being more promptly met, a certain 
indication that money Is easier.

Hon. J, H. Turner (of Turner, Bee ton & 
Co.) reports considerable improvement in 
trade both aa regards the volume of business 
and collections. The development of the 
Upper Country, especially West Kootenay, 
is having a very beneficial effect upon the 
wholesale trade at the capital. Respecting 
his own house the encouragement has been 
sufficient to induce him to open np branch 
establishments in Kootenay. In his opinion 
the improvement will continue to grow and 
keep pace with the great schemes of develop­
ment now being worked out in the interior 
of the province.

Mr. Lawson, of R. P. Rithet A Co., said 
that business shows a decided improve­
ment, while collections are coming in 
freely. In the general increase in the trade 
of the Province, particularly In Kootenay, 
Victoria is doing her share and is holding 
her own at all points. There is every 
to believe that the bnsinees outlook is a 
cheerful one and that the coming year will 
be one of prosperity.

Mr. W. A. Ward, of Robert Ward A Co., 
Limited, says that while their bueineae is 
of oonrse largely a foreign one, the firm 
prioe of salmon in England has naturally 
proved most beneficial to this province. 
Speaking of general lines, he notes a dis­
tinct improvement in bueineae locally.

Mr. R. H. Hall, manager for the Hudson’s 
Bay Company, admits a marked improve- 
ment in bueineae. Trade ia generally bet­
ter and payments are met more promptly. 
Thé increase to the volume of business is 
doe largely to provincial trade.

Mr. Gustav Leiser, of the firm of Lenz 
A Leiser, saya business is better than last 
year, with a promise of even greater im­
provement in the trade of 1896. Competi­
tion hae oat into profits, bnt the volume of 
business has considerably increased. Losses 
will about equal those of last year, bnt an 
improvement in this respect may be expect* 
ed next year. There it sufficient business, 
in his opinion, for all the houses ill the pro­
vince, and with more rustling he thinks 
mneh of the bueineae at present going to 
Eastern houses could be handled here.

C. E. Seabrook, speaking for the Al­
bion Iron Works, reports a marked improve­
ment in the business of that oom$Sny. Not 
only has the general business been good, hot 
the stove founding department, of which a 
special feature has been made this year, has 
enjoyed a particular measure of 
Tbe freight rate upon stoves from Eastern 
Canada is such that considerable induce­
ment is offered for their manufacture in this 
province. The Albion Iron Works this year 
made up a very attractive line of the most 
approved patented stoves, especially suited 
to the requirements of the provincial trade, 
and the demand for their wares has been eo 
brisk that the company fiave not been able to 
keep up their stock, thq. stoves on exhibition 
In their show room being robbed to assist in 
the filling of orders. Some difficulty was

Mr. Luke Plther, of Pither A Leiser, whole­
sale wine merchant», found that the develop­
ment of the province had resulted in a 
larger and more profitable trade for whole­
salers.

Mr. J. Pleroy, of Pleroy A Co., reports 
business at fully twenty-five per oent. better 
than daring the previous year. The upper 
country is offering a new market for manu­
factured goods, which together with other 
point*, has caused snob a demand that de­
spite additional facilities and help the house 
has all it can do to keep the supply up. 
Local business has also increased. Collec­
tions are easier to make than formerly and a 
better feeling prevails generally. Mr. Pieroy 
says his house is now competing very success­
fully with Eastern rivals in manufactured 
goods.

Mr. Joehua Davies, who is also largely in­
terested in mining and other business enter­
prises, says that assuredly times are getting 
better.

nterviewed prominent men in all branches 
of trede and commerce for the purpose of 
obtaining opinions on the eta be of trade in 
this part of the Province of British Colnm- 
bia, the Colonist correspondent has to 
submit a series of statements of the most 
encouraging nature. They speak for them­
selves, and are given below without farther 
comment than to merely mention the two 
leading points brought ont—that the 
ar general trade is progressing as might be 

expected on sound conservative lines, after 
recovery from the effect» of the world-wide 
depression, while the unexampled develop­
ments In the Kootenay country have opened 
an entirely new field for commercial enter­
prise, in which the merchants and investors 
of the cities of the Coast may find golden 
opportunities without limit.

PRICELESS TREASURE.

Is VICitizens Can Hasten the Good Times 
by Favoring Excellent Local 

Products.
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During the past several months there has 
been a noted increase inbutiness throughout 
the Province, and generally a more oheertnl 
feeling amongst all classes of business men. 
The improvement in trade ia more apparent 
in wholesale provisions and dry goods and 
also in the retail of these lines, but commer­
cial people as a whole look forward with 
greater cheerfulness than for the past several 
years, for the outlook is most encouraging. 
The belief is general that the trend of busi­
ness is upward, and that the large mining 
development now going on, and an improved 
lumber market, are sure to bring good re­
sults. The working of the gold and silver 
mines of Kootenay and of the gold mlnee of 
Cariboo hae had much to do with the in- 
crease of trade, and as their development 
will proceed on a much larger scale from 
this forward, it is but reasonable to con­
clude that general business will be propor­
tionately benefited. The recent improve­
ment in the circulation of money was ef 
coarse induced to a considerable extent by 
the large payments made on account of the 
salmon, sealing and far industries, which 
moneys have drifted into various channels 
to the benefit of all. The belief is in the 
air, however, that times are on the mend, 
and this has mnoh to do with the better 
state of affairs.

Lugubrious prophecies of direful things 
to happen have ceased, and the prophets on 
the business outlook are dealing out more 
pleasing forecasts. It is Impossible to say 
anything on this head without first and fore­
most mentioning the mining movement. 
The mines of British Columbia this year will 
produce from five to eight hundred per cent, 
more than during any year in the past five. 
The prospect is that next year this will be 
repeated, and double the amount taken from 
the placer and quartz mines than will have 
been secured when 1895 ends. There is good 
reason, then, for the statements of the busi­
ness prophets, for all lines of trade will be 
benefited by the mining alone. However, 
the coal, fish and timber industries are bejng 
added to, and farming, dairying and fruit 
raising are being entered into by greater 
numbers. While the resources of sea, mine 
and forest are being developed the supplies 
to feed the workers are thereby being 
produced in our midst, and the province 
enriched to the extent of keeping the money 
paid for the same at home.

Representatives of the Colonist have in­
terviewed a number of the business men of 
Vicioria and Vancouver on the state of 
trade, and below will be found a brief record 
of their Individual statement» en the matter.

MONEY ACCUMULATING.
Savings Banks Deposits Increasing While 

Taxes and Other Obligations Are 
Well Provided For.

A conclusive proof of money being freer 
is found in the payment of taxes into the 
oity treasury. Mr. Charles Kent, the 
treasurer, says that he has been surprised at 
the way the taxes have come in this season ; 
and for the ten months ending on-October 
31, the receipts from this source were larger 
than for the whole of • the preceding year. 
For 1894 the tax receipts 
over $179,000, while for the.. ten months 
ending October 31,£180,500 was taken in. 
One hopeful symptom is that people are pay­
ing up their arrears. To his mind these re­
sults point to money being mnoh easier and 
times better.

Another highly satisfactory indication of 
improvement is that the deposits in the 
Dominion Savings Bank branch here are not 
only far in excess of the withdrawals, bub 
the number of small depositors has also in­
creased. The deposits are also larger than 
last year.

Mr. A. J. C. Galletly, manager of the 
Bank of Montreal, saya that while there has 
not yet been any very marked change, the 
prospecte are much better. The most en­
couraging feature is that the progress though 
small has been steadily in the right direction.

Mr. G. H. Burns, manager of the Bank of 
B N.A., pronounces business better than for 
some time past, but does not attach very 
much importance to the circumstance, aa he 
considered it waa to be expected. Collections 
have improved as they generally do at this 
season of the year. There le a better feel­
ing generally, and as money is more ready 
payments have improved. In his opinion it 
is difficult to say whether the improvement 
will be permanent or not.

Mr. D. R. Harris, of Loewenberg, Har­
ris A Co., financial and .insurance agents, 
says that his experience is that, taking 
aervative view, bneiness generally is most 
encouraging. People have taken a lesson 
from the financial stringency and have 
eoonomlzsd and got their affairs down to a 
better basis, so that they know just where they 
stand. This gives a healthy tone to business 
operations and a brighter outlook generally.

Slocan has a limited 
area and has already produced one very ex­
cellent mine.

“ Trail Creek Is another limited area and 
it possesses two well developed and good 
mines, so that if you take into account the 
area and the time that has been given to 
their development, the results obtained are 
certainly good.

“ Partially developed mines could not 
well be discussed at this particular stage. 
Some, however, have very good prospects 
before them of becoming in time equal to 
the more fully developed pioneers. For 
this to come to pass it is essential that sys­
tematic underground explorations be made 
instead of, as up to the present, a somewhat 
disultory mode of purely surface working.

" It is a matter of current gossip among 
the miners of Trail Creek that it is not a 
poor man’s oamp. From observation I 
think this report is perfectly accurate. 
The ground is hard ; expensive rock drilling 
plants are necessary. In many cases tun 
Dels are impracticable, and the sinking of 
shafts with expensive machinery has to be 
carried out. Further, with one 
ception, there is no free gold in
the camp. All the ore is refractory 
and has to be shipped to a distance. 
However, speaking generally, the oonditlone 
under which the mining will be carried on 
are very encouraging. The labor is of ex­
cellent class and obtainable at reasonable 
wage. Wood and water are abundant, and 
nnllke so many mines worked with British 
capital, these are easily reached. I was en­
abled to pursue my investigations with all 
the more rapidity as I was so courteously 
and frankly received at the various mines.

On Dallas 
road, Mr. F. M. Yorke’s pretty cottage at­
tracts attention. Contractor Mesher has 
the work in hand, and he has just complet­
ed an extensive and handsome addition to 
Mr. G. Gillespie’s home on the Esquimalt 
road. Rising above the lagoon, in Eiqui- 
malt district, may be seen Capt. McCallum’e 
residence and farm buildings. The house is 
large, striking in design and conveniently 
arranged. It is built entirely of wood— 
wood panelling and wood lining having been 
substituted for plaster. G. C. Mesher is 
the contractor. He has also just completed 
a large cottage for Mr. C. McCollam at 
McPherson’s, on the E. & N. railway. Mr.
Hans Price's new two-storey house on Mac­
aulay plains is another addition to Etqui- 
malt district, which is daily becoming more 
popular as a residential quarter. The archi­
tect for all the houses was Mr. J. Gerhard 
Tiarka.
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After undergoing a thorough overhauling 
during the past three months, the big steam 
colliery Wellington will to-day leave for 
Departure Bay to load ooal. She left the 
Esquimalt marine railway during the middle 
of the week and her repairs are now com­
plete. The run to Departure Bay will not 
only inaugurate her re-entrance into service 
but the trip will serve as a test of her ma­
chinery, the overhauling of which was the 
most extensive part of tne work done on the 
vessel. Steamboat Inspector J. A. Thomp­
son will make the trip In his official capacity 
and it is anticipated from the careful man­
ner in which the repairs have been carried 
out that he will have nothing to complain 
of. In addition to what has already been 
spoken of as having been done on the collier 
there have been rolling ohocks placed on the 
vessel’s bottom, which will give her steadi­
ness in a heavy sea. Altogether the work 
on the Wellington is one of the largest con­
tracts of the kind ever undertaken in Vic­
toria and reflects credit on those having 
charge. Until recently such extensive re­
parations on coasting vessels were generally 
carried out in San Francisco bnt latterly 
many ship owners have manifested a prefer­
ence for work done at Victoria.

The opening lecture of the series arranged

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AN OLD PIONEER GONE.

George Brown on the 22 id of last month. 
The news oomes only as a report which had 
reached Refuge Bay and whioh was there 
beam by the Thistle on her way to Victoria. 
The report la to the effect that the streamer 
in attempting to pass a slough on the 
Skeena got caught on a sand bank at high 
water and when the tide receded she broke 
her back. More Information than this con­
cerning the accident, Capt. Langley of the 
Thistle is unable to give, bnt from the 
nature of the news it is generally believed 
the machinery of the vessel has been saved. 
The steamer is now owned by Messrs. 
Saunders, Shotbolt, Dempster, and others 
and had but very recently gone North to 
enter service after a long idle spell.

The C.P.R. steamship Empress of China, 
inward bound, left Yokohama yesterday 
morning.

Mr. J. R. Anderson British Colum- 
bia’s Deputy Minister of Agricul­
ture,: who has just returned from an 
official visit to West Kootenay, says that 
although that district is not an agricultural 
centre, yet at the month of the Kootenay 
river there are 45,000 acres of delta land ad­
mirably suited for agriculture. The Re­
clamation oompapy have a part of this now 
dyked and some of it under cultivation. In 
East Kootenay there is a fine ieetloa of agri. 
cultural land from Golden to Fort Steele, 
and at Fort Steele, especially at Eugene 
Mission and Cranbrooke, the land is excep­
tionally fine. As soon as the Crow’s Nest 
railway branch is built East Kootenay will 
be able to supply agricultural produce to 
West Kootenay.

The North Star mine in East Kotenay has 
been shipping ore for some time past and 
there are 700 tone now on the dump. Dan 
Mann, the owner, expects to ship 5,000 tone 
during the next year. There are 26 claims 
in the group, the ore averaging 45 ounces in 
silver and 68 per oent. lead. The St. 
Eugene mine, whioh averages 60 onnoes in 
silver and 70 per cent, lead, has just been 
sold to some Calgary people. Mining is 
lively on the Wild Horse creek near Fort 
Steele, the quartz running 81 ounces in 
silver and $5 in gold.

Mr. Andersoh while In the neighborhood 
paid a visit to Spokane and attended a fruit 
fair there of which he speaks highly. The 
fruit grown in that district in Washington 
shows what can be done on this side of the 
line, in West Kootenay. In Okanagan, 
Oioyoos and Slmitkameen the crops are very 
fair this year. At Keiemeos peach growing 
has done well and grape vineyards are being 
started.

At Coionna, Collins and Holman have four 
sores of tobacco growing, and Mr. Anderson 
was shown splendid speoimens of Havana, 
Virginian and Connecticut tobacco that had 
been raised this year. The big drying 
bouse, 100 feet long and 30 feet wide, is full 
of this year’s crop, and some samples of last 
year’s oaring were brought down by Mr. 
Anderson amtwlll be tested at Kurtz’ tobao» 
oo factory here. Experte speak very highly 
of the tobacoo grown by Messrs. Collins end 
Holman, and the result is that tobacco 
growing is likely to be extensively followed 
in that part of the province, if 
the trial proves a success. At Trout 
lake, on the west side of Okanagan lake, 
and in other places very fine fruit is grown.

There are likely to be favorable rates for 
Okanagan farmers so that they can ship 
their produce profitably into the Kootenay 
country, and already the farmers have built 
a store house et Three Forks in whioh to 
keep a supply on hand. If the Fire Valley 
road were extended thirty miles more it 
would give the district en outlet on Arrow 
lake for shipping.

The boat had a jib hud mainsail set and the 
wind blew very equally from the southwest.

According to William Gill, one of the 
saved, the boat was on the starboard tack 
and when near the San Pedro it

and Hagan was steering. Instead of coming 
up to the wind to tack, she was gibed and 
the main sheet being in some way fast, the 
wind struck it fair on the side and capsized 
the boat.

The contractors for the new post office and 
customs house, Messrs. Elford & Smith, 
have let the contract for the sandstone for 
superstructure to the Gabriola Granite Co.

Friday the first cargo-will probably be land­
ed and cntt*s at work on it. The amount 
of this stone to be used on the new post 
office and customs house is about 60,600 
superficial feet. Messrs. Elford & Smith 
have already sheds erected so that inclement 
weather wiU not interrupt the cutters and 
sawyers. Of these thirty will have con­
stant employment during the winter and on 
fine days there will be room for more. A 
new feature in Viotoria is the use of elec­
tricity to operate the laws fdr cutting the 
atone into slabs. The electricity will be 
furnished by the tramway company’s power 
house, and the saws will be ruu from 6 
o'clock in the morning till midnight.

CHOOSES SPEEDY TRIAL-
Yesterday Mr. Juatioe Crease decided 

that J. C. Prévost bed a right to change his 
mind after electing to be tried by jury, and 
might choose a speedy trial before a judge 
instead. His Lordship in his judgment 
overruling the objection raised by Hon. Mr. 
Richards, for the Qrowo, said that he was 
satisfied that the practice of re-election by 
those accused of offenoee of the higher class 
—as already allowed by this Court in sev­
eral oases—was a correct one, and well with­
in the scope of the speedy trials act. The 
right to speedy trial saved unnecessary ex­
pense, and it made the punishment of a 
crime more effective when It followed close 
on the commission of the offence.

;etructions were given me that inch records 
were required. For the first few months I 
was so busily engaged in the work inciden­
tal to the completion of the new station, the 
moving of the old plant, engine tests, in» 
speotion ol fire alarm system, and extension 
of electric light lines, eto., etc., that I did 
not have time to plan the system on which 
such necessary recirds should be kept. 
However, in August last, after the plant 
had been put inrunning order, I drafted dally 
reports and a record which would have given 
complete information as to everything 
connected with the department. These 
draft forms were handed by me to 
the electric lighting committee, and I 
have understood that the committee had de­
cided to recommend to the council their 
adoption, and I have been waiting for such 
action and instructions based thereon. I 
fully appreciate the value of such records, 
and will have much pleasure in carrying out 
any instructions the committee or the coun­
cil may give me in this connection. As to 
the latter portion of the charge, permit me 
to say that as soon as the draft records 
above mentioned (or other similar ones) are 
adopted, it will be an easy matter, from 
documents available, to prepare the record 
since the plant was started with accurate 
details of all material, coal, etc., used, the 
only exact Information lacking being the 
run of the machinery which however can be 
closely approximated.

“2. Non-attendance and general neglect. 
—This charge, however honestly made, is 
false and unfounded. My outside work has 
prevented me being at the plant as muoh 
as may have been expected, but I say that I 
have done my duty faithfully and well, and 
1 am prepared to face an investigation upon 
oath. It would be ridiculous for me to 
spend my time at the station, when there 
was urgent work to be done elsewhere in 
connection with the system. As a general 
rule, there is nothing to be done at the 
station by the superintendent, there being 
competent men in charge of the various de­
partments there, and I conceive that my 
duties as superintendent require that I 
should give pereenal attention to all the 
outside work as well as to the inside work. 
It is not true that I have not visited the 
station except at long intervals, as reported. 
The allegations as to the lamp trimmers 
■never having seen me on duty are wholly 
false.

“ Re Devonshire Road Circuit. — This 
matter was-fully reported in the regular 
way at the time of the occurrence. The' 
circumstances are briefly as follows : The 
dynamo was disabled from excessive floor 
vibration during the first engine test, a cause 
completely out of my control. One armature 
was burned in the coils, and on the follow­
ing night’the other armature gave out in 
the commutator. The latter I repaired as 
soon as I could obtain proper fibre for in­
sulating rings, and half the lights on that 
circuit were working in the shortest possi­
ble time, net-being dark longer than six or 
seven days. The other armature, for want 
of time and appliances, I gave out to be re­
paired, as I considered it in the Interests of 
the city to do so, as there was a great deal 
of work incident to the completion of 
struotion work, demanding my constant at­
tention. Further than this, the city has 
no electrical workshop, and in the erection 
of the station there was no provision made 
for a room where repairs can be executed 
and proper machinery for that purpose kept. 
What repairs I have done (and the 
ture in question is the only piece of repair 
work given out) have been done principally 
at my old workshop at Langley street, 
where I still have my lathe and tools.

“ Re Cadb-iro Bay Circuit.—This also was 
reported at the time. The dynamo 
damaged io the coils of one armature, and 
was repaired by me as soon as possible at 
my owa shqp and with my own tools and 
lathe »nd appliances. While these repairs 
were being made only alternate lamps on tfee 
circuit were operated, and the fact that the

DEATH IN THE STRAITS. MIXED SCHOOLS. SHIPS AND SHIPPING.
To the Editor Kindly allow me space 

to advert to the remarks made by Bishop 
Perrin anent mixed schools in his speech 
from the theatre platform last night.

I would like to know how much time 
Bishop Perrin has spent within the doors of 
the mixed public schools of this city at 
which he has his little fling. If the Bishop 
has the courage of hie convictions, why is he 
not consistent ? In that sphere where hie 
authority is paramount—his own ohuroh 
Sunday school—why does he not establish 
separate departments for boys and girls ? 
Why not keep youths and maidens apart in 
all church societies ? And, indeed, if the 
principle be a good one, why not extend it 
to his adult congregation and put his 
devotees and women worshippers on separate 
aides of the ohuroh ?

No, no, reverend sir ! "God’s own plan is the 
family plan, boys and girls under the 
roof-tree, trained side by side from the 
kindergarten to the university, giving and 
receiving mutual help throughout the whole 
joürney. The object of all education is the 
attainment of perfect manhood and perfect 
womanhood. What affects the one affects 
the other. As Tennyson has it :

He did not know 
that the skins must be entered in the official 
log every day, as long as they were correct- 
ly entered during the voyage. The Mer­
chants’ Shipping act required the ship’s log 
to be all entered np at least twenty four 
hours after arrival in port, and hia license 
did not specify that the sealskins must be 
entered each day.

This was all the evidenoe.
Mr. E. V. Bodwell for the defence argued 

that no offence had been committed by the 
entry of the skins not being made in the 
official log the same day they were taken 
According to the Merchants’ Shipping act 
entries must be made in the log as soon 
after their occurrence as possible, but did 
not specify that such entries had to be made 
the very day. He quoted a large number of 
authorities to prove that the words “as 
soon as possible ” meant within a reasonable 
tinté governed by the circumstances of the 
oase. The object of the entries In the 
official log was that the different govern­
ments might have a record of the seals 
canght. Therefore a record made within a 
reasonable time would be all that 
was necessary. There could be no 
possible necessity for the entries to be made 
day by day, provided the captain had an 
accurate record from which he oould enter 
them in the official log within a reasonable 
time. Even If there were an offence, the 
aot providing that the penal clauses of the 
Merchant Shipping Act applied and made it 
only a penalty of a fine on the master. He 
also srgued that the seizure wae illegal and 
therefore a oase for damages.

The Court held that even in the event of 
the seizure being irregular no oase for dam- 
ages oould be brought against tbe naval 
officer*. The matter might be one for 00m- 
peneatlon if the Court found in favor of the 
•ohooner.

Hon. Mr. Pooley, in reply to Mr. Bod- 
well, fully admitted that the words “ae 
soon as possible » meant within a reasonable 
time ; but it had been shown that the master 
had been quite able to make his entries if he 
had wanted to do so. The official log was a 
most Important document, and it was de­
sirable that the entries of the oatoiies to be 
perfectly aoourete should be made immedi­
ately. The captain’s neglect to make the 
!®*jties was clearly an infraction of the 
Bearing sea aot and justified the seizure.

The Court reserved judgment and inti­
mated that the jndgmtiit in the Shelby oase 
would be given on Friday morning.

An investigation Into the cause of the 
grounding of the Dominion steamer Quadra 
on the 25th of last month, was yesterday 
morning opened by Capt. Devereux, super­
intendent of the Ejqulmalt graving dock.

for the training of kindergarten teachers. 
The experience of Ontario, of England and 
of Germany fully justified the confidence 
thus expressed in the kindergarten for the 
production of good pupils and good citizens. 
As to the expense, she held that the State 
owes jnet as much a duty to the child from 
four to six years of age as to the child from 
six to twelve.

Mrs. Soaife in closing the debate also 
presented the authority of numerous educa­
tional experts, including Hon. Geo.

Colonel the Hon. Jamas Baker, provincial 
minister of education, felt quite sure that 
the proposer, seconder and supporters of this 
resolution were actuated by the best of mo­
tives. He felt bound to point out, however, 
that no obstacle existed to Chinese children 
attending the public schools of the province 
In the same manner as white children—in 
fact many were so doing. If, however, it was 
attempted to make their attendance compul­
sory he would consider such legislation nnjnst, 
not only to the Chinese, but to the taxpay­
ers of the country. The fact must not be 
lost sight of that the Chinese are aliens— 
here to-day and possibly away to-morrow.

BY Mrs. Day quoted numerous statistical re­
ports relative to the growth of the kinder­
garten system, and to the thorough practical 
nature of kindergarten training. It was im­
possible, as well as unnecesssry, to make 
attendance at a free public kindergarten 
compulsory.
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Smuggling seems to be a regular, though 

not a legitimate, business In Newfoundland. 
The vicinity of the French ieland of St. Pierre 
affords the smugglers great facilities. The 
goods smuggled are chlefly[llquore, tea, sugar 
and tobacco. The duty on rum ii$2a gallon. 
The dealers in St. John’s and elsewhere can 
buy smuggled rum for $2 50 a gallon ; the 
price in St. Pierre is $1.25. Consequently 
the legitimate trader has no chance as 
against the smuggler. The Customs House 
officers even in St. John's are not by any 
meant vigilant. Small craft carry the rum 
in email oaake from St. Pierre, land the 
liquor with hardly a pretense of conceal­
ment In open day at the wharves, 
and then are off again for another cargo 
which Is run in generally successfully. At 
the outposts the illicit trade goes on briskly. 
This is the modus operand! as described by 
the very able St John’s correspondent of 
the Montreal Gazette :

Tea, sugar and tobacco are taken out of 
bond In Halifax 
where there Is almost no duty. An agent 
receives them there and tranships to various 
points along the Newfoundland coast. This 
trade is found to have numerous ramifica­
tions. The profits must be immense as the 
duty here on sugar is nearly 100 per cent ; 
on tea five cents per pound 
and thirty per cent ad valorem ; 
and on tobacco manufactured 5 per cent, ad 
valorem and 30 cents per pound, cigars $9 
per thousand and 20 per cent, ad valorem. 
It will thus be seen that the temptation to 
smuggle is very great. A vessel can ran in­
to St. Pierre, load with ram, gin, sugar or tea 
and in a few hours she reaches a port in New­
foundland. From Halifax the distance is 
greater via St. Pierre, but not more than 
three or four days. There is nothing sur­
prising there to find smuggling carried on 
with enoh facilities as St. Pierre offers.

It is calculated that the revenue of the 
colony is defrauded by the smugglers out of 
from $100,000 to $150,000 a year. We 
would not be surprised if, the secrete of the 
trade were made known, the loss to the re­
venue would be found greatly to exoeed these 
figures.

Notwithstanding the smuggling and the 
very hard times that Newfoundland has seen 
and suffered from, the revenue keeps well 
up to the figures of former years. Times 
are getting better in Newfoundland. “Ten 
months ago,” says the Gazette’s correspond­
ent, “ we were in the slough of despond. 
Business was arrested ; we had no currency; 
importations ceased ; the shops and stores 
were deaerted ; industries of all kinds col­
lapsed ; thousands were idle and on the 
brink of starvation. To-day business is 
brisk ; three banks of high reputation are 
established ; the shops and stores present 
their former busy aspect ; importations have 
almost reached their former dimensions, and 
the revenue is but little below its former 
evel.”

It is cheering to see that the “ Old Col­
ony ” has got so well out of its troubles. In 
its day of distress and disaster the faint­
hearted among its inhabitants declared that 
the colony was ruined, that it would never 
get over the ehook it had suffered or out of 
the troubles into which it was immersed. 
But the event has proved that they were 
false prophets and that it was the cour­
ageous and the hopeful who took the right 
view of the situation. It was the croakers 
who In the Newfoundland and in almost 
•very other crisis who were mistaken.

—Kindergarten Training for 
the Young.
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The first annual general meeting of the 
Council of Women of Victoria and Vanoou-m Miss Agnes Deans Cameron, in speaking 

against the motion, was glad of the oppor­
tunity it afforded her to correct a false im­
pression left by her remarks on Friday last. 
She had been accused of being an enemy of pro­
gress—that is of kindergartens. To this 
she would say that she had not been on Fri­
day and was not now discussing kindergar­
tens per se, bat was speaking to the resolu­
tion before the meeting—a very different 
matter. While she was not prepared to ad­
mit that kindergartens are snmmnm bonnm 
of all that is desirable in primary education, 
she would most heartily add her testimony 
that much good had been done and is bjlng 
done along that line. But this 
was not the question under dis­
cussion. She took exception to the 
motion on several grounds. First, she at­
tacked the truth of the statement in the 
preamble, that “ the kindergarten is morally 
superior to any other educational method 
extant.” Deriving the word morally from 
thd Latin and giving Webster’s authority 
for i^s meaning, she contended that neither 
in kindergartens nor klndergartners did 
virtue Inhere. Virtue, morals, ethics, true 
good, by whatever name called, is apart 
from all systems, and can be imoarted to its 
disciples by no school of pedigogy, but 
silently, without ostentation, makes its in­

T1of the Women’s Connoil was everywhere to be 
seen, and the delegates from affiliated so­
cieties, in discussing the various resolutions 
on the efternoon’s programme, showed 
themselves keen and capable debaters, 
ready to meet fact with fact, argument 
with argument, and statistics with statis­
tics ; and also quick to realize and take ad­
vantage of any weak point in their op­
ponents’ line of attack or defence.

Routine business having been disposed of, 
the Countess, before taking up the pro­
gramme of the session, directed the atten­
tion of the Council to a matter of procedure 
that had apparently been overlooked in the 
making of preparations for this annual 
meeting. The standing orders of the coun­
cil required that a preliminary agenda set­
ting forth all proposed resolutions, as well 
as other items of business should be, submit­
ted to each of the societies in affiliation; at 
least two months before the date of the an­
nual meeting ; this agenda having been dis­
cussed by the affiliated societies, should by 
the rales be returned with suggest one, 
to the corresponding secretary of the oounoil 
in time to allow of a final agenda being Issu­
ed before the date of the meeting. This had 
not been done on the present occasion, from 
want of time, and in consequence action up­
on any of the resolutions proposed would be 
technically unconstitutional, as the affiliated 
societies had not been able to disease them 
or instruct their delegates. Those of the 
resolutions already considered having had 
set upon them the seal of unanimous ap­
proval, the point did not so much arise in 
connection with them ; as several cf the re­
solutions still to be considered promised, 
however, to call for a division of opinion, it 
seemed necessary for Her Ladyship to point 
out that these resolutions could not legally 
be put to the vote, not having been submit­
ted before the issuing of the agenda to each 
of the affiliated societies, so that each might 
have opportunity of instructing its delegates 
how to act and vote. The omission to com­
ply with all the formalities set forth In 
the rules was regrettable,
mast not be forgotten
was the first annual meeting of the 
connoil and the members had hardly had 
time as yet to familiarize themselves with 
all the working rales and regulations laid 
down by the National Council for their 
guidance. Under existing circumstances it 
was plain that the attending delegates conld 
only consider the resolutions placed before 
them in their capacity of individuals, not as 
representatives of the various affiliated 
societies, and Her Ladyship suggested 
therefore that the papers and arguments 
prepared on the several resolutions still 
standing for consideration be heard, but 
that no action be taken upon these resolu­
tions. Her Ladyship also felt called upon 
to remind the delegates and members pres­
ent af the extreme Importance of their pro­
ceeding very carefully and in accordance 
with the rules laid down for their guidance.

schools as a basis, there would be about 
1,200 additional pupils, requiring the erec­
tion of three new schools as large as the 
present graded buildings. Then for the 
army of little people there would be re­
quired a teacher for every thirty at 
a salary of $50 per month, making 
an addition to the monthly pay roll 
of $2,000, or $24,000 
Who was to pay for this? 
says the government. The government was 
the people of British Columbia. Well, then 
we ask the people of the province to support 
the schools. There are in operation to-day 
one hundred and ninety rural schools in ad­
dition to the twenty-six graded schools in 
cities. Kindergartens could not be plaoed 
in all rural districts ; the idea was too ab­
surd to combat. It then oomee to this—
“We must place an additional per capita 
tax upon all adnlt males in the province to 
support city kindergartens.” If the prov­
ince would not pay, the city must. That is, 
we would force people, whether they feel 
they can afford It or not, to educate their 
children in kindergartens. As it is 
the rich, who favor that system of edu­
cation, pay for it and get it; 
those who can't afford it or don’t wish It, 
do without. If those schools were estab­
lished and made a burden on the ratepayers, 
how then would the conditions be changed?
The rich would certainly have the advan­
tage, for they would get their children 
educated mnoh cheaper than at present, and 
the poor people would pay the difference.
Miss Cameron went on to say that the cry- 
iog need to-day in the province is a train­
ing school for teachers. She said that a 
humble beginning had been already made in 
that direotion, by placing pupil teachers in 
the graded schools, and that if the school 
system were to be widened now, the widen­
ing should be in the direction of a normal 
school.

Miss Matthews held that “theuniversity 
training commences in the kindergarten and 
that three years’ training is thereby saved at 
the other end.” If you prevent the crime in 
this generation, you save the cost of dealing 
with it in the next.

Mies Lawson, though a firm believer in

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asSALISBURY'S ULTIMATUMS.

I® Lord Salisbury has not been very long in 
office, yet he hae found it necessary to as­
sume a decided and even a peremptory tone 
in his dealings with several nations. British 
subjects residing in China suffered outrage 
at the hands of Chinese mobs. Lives were 
lost, wounds inflicted and property de­
stroyed. The Chinese Government was 
asked to punish the offenders and to indem­
nify those who had suffered loee. That 
Government did not aot promptly. It sig­
nified its willingness to pay in money for 
injuries inflicted on British subjects but it 
showed no disposition to punish the mur­
derers and rioters or the officials who per­
mitted the outrages to be committed. 
Lord Salisbury gave the Chinese 
Government time to do what it ahonld do 
in the matter, and seeing that it took no 
efficient measures to convince the guilty of 
the magnitude of their offence and of the 
danger of killing and Ill-treating British sub­
jects residing in the country, he took steps 
to convince the Chinese authorities that 
he was in earnest. His measures were 
such as the Celestials conld understand and 
appreciate. They were, therefore, effectual. 
The Governor of the Province in which the 
outragea were committed was degraded and 
the rioters and murderers were punished.

The King of Ashanti, besides being a bad 
neighbor to the British settlements on the 
Gold Coast, allowed barbarous rites, which 
are a disgrace to humanity, to be practised 
in his dominions. Finding remonstrance 
vain Lord Salisbury caused an -ultimatum to 
be sent to him, which if he rejects will be 
followed by a display of physical force which 
cannot fail to bring the savage potentate to 
his senses. A little war in Ashanti within 
the next twelve months is on the cards.

A great deal has been heard about thé 
boundary line dispute between Great Britain 
and Venezuela. The matter is really noth­
ing like as important as some of onr Ameri­
can neighbors tried to make out. Some of 
them saw that abuse of Great Britain would 
be in order while the election was going on, 
so the Venezuelan dispute was made the text 
of a large number of violent vr tides calcula­
ted to tlekle the ears of the Anti-British 
American voters.

EDUCATION OF CHINESE.

Miss Bowes’ Resolution Upon This Subject and 
the Slavery Question.

As seconder of the resolution, Mrs. Spof­
ford had fortified hereelf with a vast array 
of statistics relative to the success of kinder­
garten work in Boston. She quoted Colonel 
Parker ae authority for the statement that 
while the teachers of Boston (than whom 
there are do more progressive educationists 
in the world) for a while opposed the intro­
duction of kindergartens, they had bien 
speedily forced to realize their efficiency, 
and there were now kindergartens in 
nection with all the primary eohools of that 
city. The Boston teachers, too, 
a unit in pronouncing the kindergarten an 
invaluable aid in the imparting of primary 
education. While she had nothing against 
the educational system of British Columbia, 
a really excellent eyetem as all would admit, 
she thought it still capable of improvement ; 
and when the primary system was brought 

in harmony with the kindergarten 
theory, and snob was included in the public 
schoole, she believed that better and 
practical results would be obtained.

Mrs. Jenkins, while heartily in favor of 
kindergarten training and believing it to be 
the broadest, deepest and beet preparatory 
educational system, was not prepared to say 
that there should be no limit as to age. She 
therefore moved that the words making no 
restriction as to age should be struck out.

This was seconded by Mrs. Leiser.
As an amendment to the amendment, 

Mrs. William Angus moved that all words 
in the original resolution after “ Kinder- 
garten” be struck ont, and that the follow­
ing be substituted : “ Has a moral and up- 
lifting tendency, and that we therefore 
direct the attention of those with a super­
abundance of means to the desirability of 
establishing a free kindergarten in this 
olty.”

While she had nothing but praise for the 
kindergarten system and entertained no 
objection to a free public kindergarten, Mrs. 
Angus held that there were fortunately ae 
yet no sinms and no slam children in Vio- 
toria, and that therefore the state would 
not be justified in undertaking at the 
present time the heavy 
expenditure necessary 
and
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The consideration of the remaining re- 
solntions upon the agenda was then proceed­
ed with, Miss Bowes, on behalf of the Wo- 
tnan’s Christian Temperance Union, moving 
that,

“ Whereas Chinese children are growing 
up in the cities of British Columbia without 
instruction, education or training, resolved 
that education relative to the Chinese and 
other foreigners in British Columbia be com 
pulsory ; and whereas slavery among Chinese 
girls on Canadian territory exists, resolved 
that if the law bearing on slavery be clear 
and definite, it be enforced ; if not, that it 
he so amended and enforced that no Chinese 
girl or other foreigner can be held as a slave 
on British territory.”

The mover explained the scope and tenor 
of the resolution plaoed in her hands, and 
pointed out that while the Chinese are 
possibly an undesirable element of the 
community, the fact remains that they are 
here, and while they meet all the obliga­
tions imposed upon them by the govern­
ment and the country they are entitled to 
some consideration. At the present time a 
great proportion of the Chinese residents 
remain, as do their children, in absolute 
ignorance, receiving no education of any 
kind. Is it right. Miss Bowes inquired, 
that the State should take no step toward 
presenting to the Chinese living amongst ns 
the advantages of education ? Was it not a 
disgrace that any portion of the community 
under the British fl ig should grow up In 
abject ignorance ? As to the second portion 
of the resolution, it was an inoontrovert- 
able fact that alavery was an actuality 
among the Chinese of this province and that 
existing legislation was insufficient to meet 
the difficulty.

The resolution was seconded by Miss 
Shepherd, who briefly endorsed the remarks 
of the previous speaker, and was immedi­
ately challenged by an attending delegate 
with the following inquiry :

“ There oan be no question but that our 
existing law against slavery is ample and 
sufficient : have you not only to bring your 
proofs to have the remedy applied ?"

To this the reply was that it was very 
difficult to secure proofs among the Chinese, 
and that having brought the matter into 
court those who Interested themselves in the 
Chinese found many obstacles thrown in the 
way of aeouring a oonvldtion.

Mra. Gordon Grant held that at the pre­
sent time the Chinese were on the same level 
in regard to educational advantages as the 
white children of our

It would not be easy to exaggerate the 
calamitous nature of the shape that the 
shipbuilding crisis has now assumed. Con-, 
tinental politics, especially when they ate 
boiling as at present, have such a fascina­
tion for the British press and the reading 
public that up to now small attention has 
been given to this really serious domestic 
matter.

In the number of men involved the 
deadlock will not compare, of course, with 
many other; of recent times, but in value 
to the nation, of interests involved, and in 
the danger of irrevocable damage to the 
country it has no parallel. The great 
builders of the Clyde and of Bel­
fast say that they are forced to stand to 
gether, because if one began to out the 
other in wages or other matters it would 
be impossible for either to maintain himself 
against foreign competition ; hence an agree­
ment of masters under which the Clyde firms 
n iw shut ont their men because the. Belfast 
men are on strike. It is snspéotéd that 
three Clyde firms which got the Admiralty 
contracts will withdraw from the associa­
tion and keep their yards open, bat, even if 
they do, this will effect the situation only 
slightly. • • Theexperienoe of Londonshows 
that shipbuilding is the most difficult of in­
dustries to get back, once it is disestablish­
ed# and the possibility that the enormous busi­
ness of the Clyde and Belfast, incomparably 
the greatest in the world, is to be rained 
and dispersed may well frighten the whole 
nation. As was obvions it would happen, 
the English Tories are beginning to write to 
the papers, pointing ont bitterly that£it was 
for the sake of these Belfast strikers that 
the Unionist Party waged a ten years’ 
against home rule, which they now repay by 
doing the best that they oan to destroy irre­
trievably the greatest and most vital of 
British industries.

vera their disagreement with Great Britain 
by seizing British policemen doing duty in 
British Guiana.

Lord Salisbury’s despatch 
to the Venezuelan Government on the sub­
ject, It is said, was couched in terms that 
were both strong and plain. This ultimatum 
had nothing to do with the boundary dis­
pute. It dealt solely with the offence of 
seizing on British territory British officers 
of the law and imprisoning them in Vene­
zuela.

veyed to British territory. But this was 
not desmed a sufficient reparation for the 
offence that had been committed. It is 
more than likely that the Venezuelans will 
see it to their interest to comply with Lord 
Salisbury's terms, and peace will be 
stored, at any rate for a time, on the 
western frontier of British Guiana.

It is qnite possible that it will be the Brit­
ish Premier’s duty before very long to write 
a fourth ultimatum. The Sultan’s policy 
with respect to the Armenians appears to be 
very dilatory, or he is unable to carry out 
what he declares to be hie policy in that not 
very distant province. It is said that the 
Armenians are themselves at fault ; that 
they are making disturbances in their own 
country for the purpose of exciting the sym­
pathies of the people of Europe and America. 
But if the Sultan b not able to restore peace 
in that Province it may happen that the 
powers el England, France and Russia may 
make up their minds to do It for him.
