Yaqui river valley. During the skir-
mishes that have.already occurred the
troops have suffered severely, while the
Indians retired to cover with but slight
loss.

GLENCAIRN WINS .
IN A STORM.

Canadian)Yacht Now\’\on Even
Termis in Contest for
Seawanhaka Cup.

By Assoclated Press.

Dorval, Aug. 2.—This was another
Glencairn day, the Canadian boat win-
ning her second and fourth race for the
Seawanhaka cup. During the race
there was all kinds of breezes, from east
to west and north to south, and it was
difficult to say at times just which boat
had the advantage as to wind. Undoubt-
edly, however, Duggans’ able seaman-
ship told well in placintg the Glencairn
5 minutes and 30 seconds ahead of the
American challenger at the finish. The

excitement in-local sporting circles as to
the otitcome of to-morrow’s race, now
that both boats have two wins to the
good, is intense. .

The wind was rather light as the whis-
tle sounded for the start at 1:05. Con-
stance. succeeded in "crossing the line
just at 1:55:25. Glencairn following
2 seconds later smartly crept in to wind-
ward and ran up a reaching-jib, taking
the wind of her rival and leaving her
standing. The Constance’s sails, how-
ever, soon began to fill up again, and
she ran under Glencairn’s stern, but
Glencairn by clever . seamanship got
abead and kept so right up to the first
buoy, rounding it 1 minute and 50 sec-
onds ahead of Constance.

From the first to the second buoy it
was a beat to windward, but the wind,
which was from the southwest was light
and the Glencairn steadily drew away
from Constance, the latter making poor
headway in the lulls, between the short
puffs of wind. Glencairn gounded the
second buoy of the first rould 3 minutes
and 38 second$ ahead of the American
boat. -The next was before the wind,
and ‘Constance did so well as to lose
only 29 seconds on a course favorable to
the Glencairn, which captured the first
round 3 minutes, 7 seconds ahead of her
rival. Meantime heavy clouds formed
in the west, and thunder and lightning
was almost constant, and both boats
had to reef in anticipation of a big
storm, while most of the small pleasure
boats ran for shelter. The storm, how-
ever, did not turn out as bad as was
expected. By the time the boats were
running for the first buoy on the second
round the wind had gone half ‘way
round the compass, and it was a reach
sail to starboand. The rain came down
again, and it ‘was difficult to see the
boats in the mist. It soon began to be
seen that the Constance was now gain-
ing on her rival, and when she rounded
the buoy she had reduced the length be-
tween her and Glencairn by 36 seconds.
The wind, however, kept dropping, ‘little
by little, and Glencairn again gained 1
minute 2 seconds on this leg, rounding
the second buoy of the second round 3
minutes 33 seconds ahead of Constance.
Instead of running before the wind,
both boats now tacked to the starting
buoy. ‘The storm was increasing, but
it could be seen that Constance was
again gaining, and in completing the sec-
ond round of the course, she reduced her
lead by 24 seconds on the last leg,

After turning the starting buoy and
reaching up to the first buoy. Constance
evidently miscalculated in some way, as
Glencairn simply appeared to run away
from her and rounded the buoy 7 min-
utes 23 seconds ahead, having gained 4
' minutes 18 seconds on the leg. Just be-
fore reaching this buoy on _the south
shore, the mist was so heavy that the
boats could not be distinguished for
some seconds.

Constance made a gain of 2 minutes
3 seconds on the eighth leg, both boats
carrying full sail in a fresh northwest
breeze. Glencairn rounded the second
buoy on the last round at 4:04:05, being

Boston, ‘Aug. 3.—The Victorian Club,
whose membership includes all the lead-
ing representatives of British societies in
this city, propose to erect a monument
in the central burying ground on Boston
Common, to the memory of the British
soldiers whe fell at Bunker Hill. Per-
mission has been asked from the commit-
tee of the board of aldermen, and if suc-
cessful the club will build ‘the monu-
ment by subscription among its mem-
bers and other Britons in this city.

OFF BROOKLYN BRIDGE.

Theatre Man Gratifies Child’s Desire to
See Somebody Jump—He
Will Survive.

New York, Aug. 3.—Herman Hauser,
treasurer of the Herald Square theatre,
jumped from the Brooklyn bridge about
5 o'clock this afternoon, and was res-
cued by Frank Luckey, an employee of
the Long Island Express Co., who hap-
pened to be on the ferryboat Southamp-
ton.

Strange/ to say—and yet in thorough
consistency with past examples of muni-
cipal apathy—there were very few prop-
erty owners out to vote on the by-law
so deeply affecting the interests of the
city.

There is a great deal of work to be
done in connection with the scheme be-
fore it takes a tangible form. Plans
have to be prepared and then a com-
pany organized to carry -out the under-
taking, which is a larger one than ap-
pears on the face, In the first place
there is the bridge to . be built, Mr.
Croft’s idea being to erect ohe that
would last for a life-time. It would be
principally of steel, supported by steel
cylinders filled with concrete. The road-
way would be of blocks with a concrete
foundation, and the sidewalks of con-
crete. Mr. Croft has been asked why
he would not make a permanent road-
way instead of erecting a bridge. A
permanent roadway on a level with Gov-
ernment street would shut out the view
from the recreation grounds, while with
a bridge a view could be obtained
through the arches, and ‘besides it would

isier to approach the water, it being
the intention to have steps leading down
to the water, so that launches which
the company would have plying on the
harbor could make a landing.

Mr. Croft also promises that the
bridge will be ornamental as well as use-
ful.  On the east side would be a num-
ber of kiosks, or one-story stores, and
extending from them over the east side
sidlewalk a glass roof, a refuge from
rough winter weather. Thege Kkiosks
would be the company’s chief but not
only source of income. Behind them
would be salt water swimming baths,
for summer and winter; Turkish baths;
tennis courts; lacrosse, baseball, foot-
ball and ericket groumis; a bicycle
track; a theatre, cafe and a large hall
with glass roof and sides, which could
be used for balls, public meetings or a
winter.garden. .All of these would be
thoroughly first-class, Mr. Croft realiz-
ing that anything of an inferior charac-
ter would be disastrous to the enterprise.
To carry out the project in its entirety
it would be necessary to expropriate all
the property to the nerth of the flats on
Humboldt street, from Government to
the Reformed Episcopal church. The
whole would be filled in to four feet
above high-water mark, and would be
surrounded by a hedge, and in the sec-
tions not needed for other purposes
would be lawns and flower gardens. If
necessary a small charge might be made
for admittance, but it is hoped that .it
can be made to pay without that.

That the filling in of the flats and the
building of a permanent bridge would be
a great improvement all agree, but Mr.
Croft believes that the recreation park
would be the greatest benefit to the
city, .giving the people somewhere to go-
It would be extensively advertised all
over the world, and undoubtedly would
attract many visitors.

Mr. Croft has gone very carefully into
the scheme, and does not think he will
have any difficulty in carrying it out.
He realizes that it will not pay from the
start, but with the growth of the city
the park will become a big thing for the
promoters, one of its chief advantages
being its proximity to the ecity.

A CARIBOO ENTERPRISE.

How a Happy Thought Started Gigan-
ti¢ and Profitable Hydraulicing
for Gold.

From the Asheroft Journal.

In 1893 a party of officials of the C.P.R.,
including the president, now Sir William
C. Van Horne, while at North Bend, on the
Fraser river, noticed Chinamen rocking
the river gravel for gold, and the remark
was passed by one of the officials: “Let
us form a syndicate to examine into the
merits of Cariboo as a field for hydraulie
mining.” It was greeted as a happy sug-

gestion and funds were subscribed on the
spot. A mining man named Spaulding,
from California, was first sent for. He
made a cursory examination and reported
in a general way favorably and recom-
mended the syndicate to, if .possible, secure
the services of John B. Hobson, of Cali-
fornia, one of the best known hydraulic
engineers on the Pacific coast, and that
means in the world, for California is the
home of hydraulic mining. - Mr. Hobson
w‘ seen and agreed to put in a season,
or so long as might be necessary; in looking
hup properties for the company, provided
if he found anything that suited him he
should be allowed to retain an interest
with the syndicate. Briefly, the result of
his examinations in the Cariboo country
were that he found an immense and very
promising field for hydrauliec mining in
Cariboo. It far surpassed his expecta-
tions. He #elected three properties for
his syndicate to dec¢ide upon, his first choice
being the Dancing Bill and South Fork
properties, mow amalgamated with many
‘other locations in the grouy, known as the
Cariboo Consolidated Mines. His second
choice was the Maud hydraulic mine, situ-
ated some 20 miles down the Quesnelle
river from the Forks, and as yet meot
opened up; and his third choice was the
property now known as the Horsefly hy-
draullc. The company or syndicate decided
to take up the Horsefly proposition, and
Mr. Hobson was instructed to conclude
negotiations for the same, which he did,
but again saw the South Fork properties
and started down the road to go to Cali-
fornia and place the property. As he
reached Asheroft, by chance he again met
the leading spirits of the Canadian syndi-
cate, and Sir Willlam Van Horne said to
him: “If you are so determined about this
propérty; go up and buy it for us.” Mr,
Hobson, - om his -return, called a meet-
ing of the owners of the South Fork mine
and unfolded his plan to them.

It was to give, we believe, $65,000 for
the property in cash or shares, in a com.
pany to be formed on certain lines. Some
accepted the cash proposition, others the
stock, and to the honor of the company,
the too often repeated programme of freez-
ing out the small fry did not result. On
‘the contrary, all stockholders, small or
large, had exact justice dealt out to them.
Some $35,000 was pall for the Chinese
ground at the outlet, and since that time
many loeations have been added to the
company's holdings, until now theére is
an old channel system some 12 or 14 mliles
in length owned by thig company.

Rev. Canon Beanlands Gives an Inter-
esting Talk on Decorative Art.

Nowadays, howéver,
multifarious designs are in vogue that
do not always reflect credit on the ar-
tists designing them. Some very artistic
and beautiful designs are included in the
collection on exhibition, with which the
lecture was illustrated. The collection
will be on exhibition all next week, the
oanly charge for admission, 10 cents, be-
ing asked for defraying expenses, there
being no desire on the part of the ladies
to do more than this.

TWO WOMEN IN THE KLONDIKE.

Mrs. Hitchecock’s Story of Trail and
Tent Life in the Golden
North.

The first impression produced upon
the reader of “T'we Women in the Klon-
dike” is that the- author writes out of
a fuil experience, and one lays down
the book with the conviction that she
could tell very much more if she chose
to do so. The literary merits of the
book are notable. Mrs, Hitchcock has
a style of her own, which is almost clas-
sical in the absence of superfluous des-
cription or attempts at word-painting.
She tells an anecdote—and her book
abounds with them—in a direct and sim-
ple fashion, which brings the incident
clearly before the mind’'s eye., That any
one, much less an educated lady, could
make a tour up the Yukon from its
mouth to its source just the other side
of White Pass and not be impressed
with the scenery would be impossible.
Our author certainly was .impressed, bat
the bits of description fit closely into the
narrative in a natural way. They are
as much a part of her story as the scenes
are a part of the life in the golden
Northland, of which it is the purpose of
the book to tell.

Perhaps the most valuable feature of
this book lies in its fidelity to every-
day life on the river, in camp, on the
trail and in the mines. The Klondike
rush will go down into history. It is
the first on record where men have risk-
ed all, even life itself,-in a rush for
gold to the land of the midnight sun.
There have been other gold rushes, and
the list is yet far from complete, but
that to the Klondike is umique. Mrs.
Hitchcock can hardly claim to be its
historian, for she makes little effort in
that way, but she is unquestionably the
first and only writer to tell the world
just what it was like, that is, how it af-
fected individuals. After all, this is the
true history of the rush. Details of
dates, and how many people were car-
ried by this steamer and how many: by
that; the doings, bad, good and indif-
ferent, of officials and governments;
these were a part of the news of the
day, and the papers gave it all, Then we
had the writers in search of sensations,
whose chicf object was to send out
something that would lend itself to the
grotesque illustration of a Sunday news-
paper. These things had their use, but
what people want to know is just what
the life itself was like, and this Mrs.
Hitchcock tells us in a fashion that dis-
pels any suggestion of exaggeration. The
book is one that deserves the wide cir-
culation that it is gainimg.

The illustrations are many, and all
from photographs. They have been se-
) lected. with good judgment, the idea be-
ing to represent characteristic scenes.and
incidents, and not merely to make the
pages look pretty.

The talented author has in prepara-
tion a book dealing with Atlin; which
she has visited and explored. It will re-
ceive a hearty welcome from all who
have read “Two Women in the Klon-
dike.”

Col. Prior’s Unanswerable Argu-
ment for Justice for

The Huge Annual Tribute Paid

to the Federal Gov-
. In the House of Commons recently
Hon. Col. Prior, as briefly reported by
telegraph, made a demand upon the gov-
ernment for fair treatment for British
Columbia. He particularly referred to
the failure of the government to put a
vote in the estimates for Victoria har-
bor. His speech was reported in Han-
sard as follows: k.

Before this vote ($4,000 for the Will-
iam Head quarantihe station) passes, I
have some remarks to make in reference
to the fact that, so far as I can see, there
s nothing in either the main estimates
or the supplem estimates for the
harbor of Victoria. I am very much dis-
appointed, indeed, to see this neglect on
the part of the goverhment, because my

colleague and I have made application
to the deépartment for some work in that
harbor that is necessary, and we would
like to know what the reason is that
there is no vote in the estimates. I know
that it is late in the session to make any
lengthened remarks, but I cannot sit in
my place without raising my voice when
I see the constituency which I have the
honor to represent neglected in this man-
ner. Since this government came into
power I do not know that a single dol-
lar has been put in the estimates for the
harbor of Victoria. When the Con-
servatives were in power there was a
little work done in that harbor—not as
much as should have been: done, but
still we managed tp get a little,

Mr. Mills—Follow Bethune and you
will get it.

Mr.. Prior—I do not know what the
reason is, but last night when the com-
mittee wus voting money for wharfs and
breakwaters, the honorable minister of
finance made this remark:

“As to ‘the political side of the case,
it is quite true that there should be no
distinction, but that™ wherever these
works are required, they ought to be
constructed.”

1 quite agree with the honorable gen-
tleman as to what should be done, but
he went'on to say:

“But I suppose there is a little hu-
man natuge in party  politics.”

b The Minister of Finance—Read on.

Mr, Prior—I will read on.

“It is alleged that during all the years
the Conservative party was in power,
they gave a preference to counties rep-
resented by their friends. I do not dis-
cuss how far that is correct. If it is
so, and for a time some of the counties
that were overlooked received a- little
eonsideration, perhaps, in the course of
time, matters ‘will be evened up.”

The Minister of Finance—That is good
. logic.

Mr. Prior—It may be, from your
standpoint, but I do hope sincerely that
is not the reason the minister of public
works has neglected the harbor of Vic-
toria. If it is, I can say most emphatic-
ally and most distinetly that it will hot
work, -The people of Victoria are not
going to_be starved into subjection to
the wishes: of the minister of public
works. They have a little more inde-
pendence than that. I can hardly be-
lieve that this is the reason. If there was
no work needed in the harbor of Vie-
toria, I should be the last man in the
world to ask for money to be expended
therg. But with a harbor of that im-
portance, and the amount of shipping
there is there, it is disgraceful that the
government cannot afford to spend $10,-
000 or $15,000 or $20,000 on that harbor.
I firmly believe that if British Columbia
had justice done to her by having a rep-
resentative in the cabinet, such neglect
would never have taken place, because
there would have been some one to watch
the estimates when they were put
through council, and he wou'd have made
his voice heard on behalf of his province.
It caunot he because no business is'done
in ‘the harbor of Victoria, for before I
sit down I will give' the house some fig:
ures showing the amount of shipping ana
the amount of business done i British
Columbia, and in the port of Victoria in
particular. I am sorry the honorable
;member for HEast Toronto (Mr. Ross
{Robertson) is not here, because some
time ago I saw a little article in"the
paper he owns, the Evening Telegram,
which stated that Victoria was asleep
six days in the week. Well, I think the
house will agree with me when it hears
the statistics that I shall read, that it is
4 good thing for the country if that is
the' case, because if Victoria - worked
seven days in the week instead of one,
the rest of the country would have very
little business left to do. Now, I do
not wish to be sectional, or to run down
the rest of the Dominion. I do not
wish to see the votes for the other prov-
inces reduced; but I dp say that British
Columbia should have a share. I am not
sectional myself, but I think the govern-
ment is showing its sectionalism in the
present estimates. In looking over them
we see that millions on millions are ex-
pended everywhere except in British Co-
lumbia, and that there is practically
nothing for the port of Victoria. Yes-
terday we saw that the province of
Nova Scotia had votes for no less than
91 wharves and breakwaters, aggregat-
ing nearly $250,000, while a very few
thousand dollars ‘are granted: to the
whole of British Columbia, although the
shipping of that province in sea-going
vessels, both inwards and outwards, as
you will see, is far larger than that of
the province of Nova Scotia. I find from
the blue-beoks that the province of Brit-
ish Columbia heads the list. The fig-
ures are as follows: ;

duties were paid in Ontario and Quebec.
But that also applies to British Colum-
bia, for British Columbia uses a great
many goods on which the duties are paid
in these two provinces.

The Minister of Finance—To the same
extent?

Mr. Prior—I think sox_ British Co-
lumbia does not now import anything
like the amount of goods from England
that she used to, in comparison to her
population. In . this list I have
taken everything that I could possibly di-
vide up among the different provinces
-—customs, Chinese immigration, excise,
postoffice, revenues from public works,
revenue from minor public works, can-
als, casual fines and forfeitures, marin-
ers’ fund, electric light inspection, steam-
boat inspection, gas inspection, weights
and measures, cullers’ fees, penitentiar-
ies and fisheries. The total revenue
from all these sources received by the
Dominion in 1897-98 from all the prov-
inces amounts to $35,733,610.24. T have
left out altogether railways, $3,313,-
847.10; ordnance lands, premiums, dis-
count and exchange, $191,559.52: su-
perannuation fund, $45,643.06; Domin-
ion lands, $975,792.34, because I could
not divide them up.

CONSTITUTIONAL LAW.

One good result of the political unrest,
whith has characterized this province
during the last year, is that people are
being familiarized with some of the prin-
ciples of constitutional government, and
a!though much remains to be made pop-
uiarly known, a decided change is mani-
fest in the public appreciation- of the
principles involved.  There are a few
puints.on which it seems desirable to say
something, because considerable misap-
prchension seems to prevail. 5

Here is a question which has been
propounded to the Colonist by several
people: “Must the attorney-general of
British Columbia be a lawyer, and must
he have a seat in the legislature?” Per:
haps some of the misapprehension exist-
__ifdg on this point is due to the Qolonist.
"~ Some time ago, in speaking of the ne-
‘cessity of adhering closely to the prin-
ciples of constitl;ﬁf)nal- government, as
understood elsewhere in the British Em-
pire, we mentioned that the Constitution
Act of this province did not require the
attorney-general to be a lawyer or to
have a seat in"the house, and therefore
if we once took leave of the unwritten
law of the realm and permitted a person-
al government to supplant responsible
government, all manner of anomalies
might arise. *“But,” said one person, to
whom this answer was given, “if the
Constitution Act does not prevent such
a condition of things, what does?”’ The
answer is: ‘“‘Constitutional usage, which
is as much a part of the law of British

Columbia as though it were enacted in|

a statute.”

A needless piece of legislation, known
as the Attorney-General’s ‘Act, was pass-
ed at the last session of the legislature.
‘Whether it was due to ignorance on the
part of the person responsible for it, or
to a desire on his part to pose as one
ready to assume large responsibilities,
we shall express no opinion, but every
duty therein prescribed to be performed
‘by the attorney-gemeral is properly his
under ‘the British constitutional system.
‘The act in question-is of a class similar
to those passed in some of the neigh-
boring states, where legislation proceeds
on the assumption that the members of
the Executive Council have no powers
except such” as are specially delegated
'to them by legislation, which may be
‘trae in the United States, but it is not
true in the British Empire, It is not
-even wholly true in the former coun-
try, but it is not necessary to discuss
that pqint. In the British Empire. every

for the government must go on. This is

|2 fundamental principle of the British

Constitution. Hence, the attorney-gen-
eral, being by the very nature of his of-
fice the first law officer of the crown,
is charged with the obligation fo advise
the crown, that is, not only the sovereign
or her representative, but every officer
in every department of the government,
unless the legislature steps in and de-
clares the contrary, as is done in many
places by the creation of the office of
solicitor-general. This is not written in
the Constitution:- Acf, nor is it to be
found in any other statute, Tt is a part
of the Common Law of England,
Here we may add what many- people
overlook. Every British subject, when
he leaves home to establish himself in
any other part of the world under the
British flag, carries with him the Com-
mon Law,. If a habitable region should
be found at the 'South Polé, and Britons
should colonize it under the protection of
the flag, the Common Law of England
would at once be in force there. ' No
legislation is needed in a British colony
to give effect to this great monument o
human wisdom. g
Answering the question stated above,
we may say specifically . that the attor-
ney-general of British Columbia must
be a lawyer, because he must advise the
Lieutenant-Governor, the government
and the legislature on the questions of
law; he must be a member of the legis-
lature, because under the British system
of responsible government, there must
1be some ome on the floor of parlianment
to explain to the representatives of ‘the
people, and defend, if necessary, the le-
gality of the acts of the government,
el gl g e S

A BUSINESS GOVERNMENT.

The Greenwood Miner thinks it is
“ quite possible to have a good, business,
government administration imbued with
a proper sense of the requirements of the
country.” * This is very true, and it is
exactly what the people of the province
want and will have:. We do not pretend
to be able to forecast the immediate
moves on the political checker-board,
but we think it is possible to discern the
trend of public opinion, and this appears
to be clearly towards what the Miner
favors. In the long run, and in this
part of the world not a very long run,
either, the people generally get what
they want. They do not want party
government. They are not interested
in the schemes of one set of politicians
or another to get office. Like the Colo-
nist, they care very little who gives
them good government, so that they get
good government.

Elsewhere in the article from which
the above extract is made, the Miner
says that in its darkest days the late
administration was never so fnpopular
as that of Mr. Semlin is now. The
reason of this is not far to seek. It lies
immediately on ‘the face of the facts.
Whatever may have been the faults of
the Turner ministry—and doubtless it
had its share of them—donothingism was
not one of them. It attempted to do
something for the province. We hold
that it succeeded in doing much and
would have done more if it had remained
in power, but even those who may deny
this will not accuse that administration
of standing idly by and letting things
drift. To the extent that it endeavored
to give the province a policy of develop-
ment, even its staun@t enemies will
admit that it was progressive. They
may dispute the wisdom of its plans; but
they cannot deny that it had plans‘and
endeavered to carry them into effect.
This cannot be sid of the present ad-
ministration Its policy- has consisted
of a series of “ Don’ts.” It has devel-
open nothing but discord. Its progress
has been in the direction of confusion.
The people of British Columbia, who are
building so much on the future, natur-
ally resent being inflicted with a govern-
ment of reactionaries. Hence the ex-
treme unpopularity to which the Miner
refers, an anpopularity which will find
expression .in the house, if the govern-
ment lives to meet it.

THE RAILWAY SUBSIDIES.

The Toronto Globe prints a very inter-
esting statement in regard to the railway
subsidies granted by parliament at the
present session. To Colonist readers
the plan for a new transcontinental line
therein outlined will not be new, for we
believe this paper was the first to an-
nounce that such a project was in con-
templation. We will let the Globe tell
the story in its own way, merely premis-
ing that the matter dealt with is one of
supreme importance to British Columbia,
though we take leave to doubt if it is
quite right in the details as far as relates
to the terminus of the line on this coast.
‘This is uncertain. The Globe says:’

The railway subsidies proposed by the
government amount to $6,540,295, of
which the new votes are $4,893,175 and
the re-votes $1,647,120. The largest
items are the grant for the Ontario &
Rainy River railway, $896,000, and for
the St. Lawrence bridge at Quebec,
$1,000,000. In the grant to the Rainy
River railway, together with the grant
for an extension of the Canadian North-
ern from a point north of Swan river to
Prince Albert, and the grant for fifty
miles of a railway from Edmonton west-
ward through the Yellowhead Pass, we
find some of the links of what is intend-
ed to be another transcontinental rail-
way from Quebec to Port Simpson. This
is an enterprise which has been carried
on quietly, pieces of railway constructed
here and there, until now a large propor-
tion. of the new line is built.or projected.
The scheme includes what is known as

It will open up in Western
Ontario a country rich in minerals and
timber, in- Saskatchewan and Northern
Alberta lands eminently adapted for
settlement. In British Columbia it will
pass between the Cariboo gold ﬁglds and
the Omineca gold fields, following' for
some distance the bed of the Fraser
river, emerging on the coast at Port

impson, just south of the strip of coast
claimed by the United States.

THE END IN SIGHT.

It is generally understood that the
attorney-generalship was offered yester-
day to Mr. H. Dallas Helmcken and
declined. It is also said that Mr. Cetton,
who made the offer, coupled it with an
intimation that the government would
alter its policy in certain respects if Mr.
Helmeken would come in and bring over
with him two or three members of the
opposition.

The end of the crisis must now be
very near. Mr. Semlin must realize
how powerless he is to save himself, and
Mr. Cotton must be convinced that fur-
ther intriguing is hopeless. The country

is tired of the whole outfit.

THE POLITICAL CRISIS.

It is nearly a month since Mr. Semlin
made up his mind that he would have to
get a new attorney-general, and the of-
fice became actually vacant six days
ago. Under ordinary circumstances, the
post would have been filled immediately
upon its becoming vacant, but so far as
the public knows Mr. Semlin has not
advised the Lieutenant-Governor to call
any one to the position. We assume that
no such recommendation has been made,
because if it had been the name of the
gentleman would have been announced,
if the Lieutenant-Governor had been
willing to accept him, and if he had been
objectionable to His Honor, Mr. Semlin’s
resignation would have been forthcom-
ing.

We draw public attention to an extra-
ordinary state of things. There is no
attorney-general and the two most im-
portant portfolios in the cabinet are held
by one man. Mr. Semlin is apparently
tnable to get a man to accept office as
attorney-general, or to find anyone to
relieve Mr. Cotton of one of his port-
folios. It is clearly the duty of the Lieu-
tenant-Governor to put an end to this
state of things at once. We have de-
layed expressing this view, because we
desired to avoid being in too much of a
hurry. We can imagine the Lieutenant-
Governor saying to Mr. Semlin some-
thing as follows: ‘“Some months ago I
consented to the assumption by Mr. Cot-
ton of two portfolios, either of which is
quite spfficient for one man. A month
ago you called upon your Attorney-Gen-
eral to vacate his office. You do not ap-
pear to be able to suggest any one to
take one of Mr. Cotton’s portfolios, or
to find a person willing to become attor-
ney-general. Under these circumstances,
it is idle for you to claim to be in a po-
sition to carry on the government, and
I must ask for your resignation.” If
His Honor should take such a course, he
would be cordially supported in it by
public opinion, which has grown heartily
sick of the present state of affairs. The
constitutionality of such a course would
also be beyond all question, for there
can be no greater proof of the weakness
of a government than the inability of the
Premier to fill all the portfolios.

Provincial interests imperatively de-
mand that such a course shall be tak-
en. Important public business is sus-
pended while Mr, Cotton ransacks
the roll of barristers. to find some
one willing to saerifice himself to keep
him and Mr. Semlin in power, although
he well_knows that his own constitu-
ency stands ready to repudiate him on
the first available opportunity. Not only
is this the case, but it is an open secret
that the government itself is badly di-
vided, and the party which presented
such a so-called solid front at the caucus
is known to, be split asunder.

The only concern of the Colonist at
this juncture is that the present anoma-
lous cOndition of things shall be speedily
terminated.  Whether the new “Japhet
in search of a father” shall prove suc-
cessful or not, the fate of the government
is sealed. If the search fails, the end
will come in a day or two. If it sue-
ceeds, the collapse will be postponed for

a few weeks. What the province needs
is that the Lieutenant-Governor shall

select a new premier, and that some time

before the close of the present yvear there

shall be a new election. A new premier,

a new policy and a new house are what

British Columbia requires, and the Lieu-

téenant-Governor can give them.

ROYALTIES IN THE YUKON.

It is announced that royalties in the
Yukon are not to be reduced. There is
of course a great deal of complaint about
this.  Colonist readers will remember
that this paper contended at the outset
that the royalties were too high, but al-
ways spoke favorably of imposing a
reasonable .¢charge. ™The government
claims that the present charge is reason-
able, and it ecan point to the large
amount collected in proof of the asser-
tion that it has not seriously retarded
mining.. While we are not prepared to
agree with Mr. Sifton entirely in his
view and believe the royalty might be
further modified with advantage, we are
unable to join in the chorus of those who
want the percentage cut down as low as
possible in order that the country may
be developed., The word “ developed ”
is Thisapplied when used to signify - the
exploitation of -placers. - Exploitation,
Which means to take and earry away,
is the proper;term, and it is just a ques-
tion if the more rapid exploitation of the
wealth of the Yukon ought to be encour-
aged- That distriet is making very
satisfactory progress. Enormous values
of gold are being won from the placers.
Perhaps-if no royalty were exacted more
gold: would be taken out during the next
few years, but if this were the case the
distriet "would be likely to be quickly
abandoned. On the other hand, what
is. now being ddne in the way of mining
is sufficient to lead to the opening of
good channels of communication and the
introduction into the Yukon valley of the
appliances of civilization. This will
make the working of poorer ground pro-
fitable, and 'after the very rich claims
have been ekhausted, the latter will be
opened up, and then the royalty can be
reduced or entirely abolished.

Probably Mr. Sifton was nof influ-
enced by these considerations in placing
on the royalty in the first place, or in
refusing to reduce it now, but we sub-
mit that they may well have weight with
the ministry and with the country.

A PATRIOTIC COURSE.

Fwo of the most important matters
brought before the attention of parlia-
ment during the present session were the
Pacific Cable and the Alaskan Bound-
ary. It is worthy of note that on both
these questions the government received
the heartiest support from the opposi-
tion. In a sgssion that has been especi-
ally marked for the length of the debates
and the sharpness of the criticisms, this
fact stands out very comspicnously, and
we think redounds to the credit of the
Conservative party and its patriotic
leader. In regard to the first-named
subject, the. position of the Conserva-
tive party was already very well known,
for indeed the enterprise would never
have reached its present advanced stage
if it had not been for the action taken
by that party when in power. : The
latter subject is a new one so far as par-
liament is concerned, and there was an
excellent opportunity, if the Conserva-
tives had so desired, to give ‘Sir Wilfrid
‘Laurier an uncomfortable quarter of an
hour. Instead of this every effort was
made to strengthen his hands;, and he
will have theésatisfaction of knowing,
and what is more Great Britain and the
United States will also know, that he
has behind him a united Canada in any
steps that hé may consider necessary to
protect our rights under the treaty of
1825.

He then set forth the claims of |
the province as a whole to a larger
share of public expenditure, presenting
the official figures on the subject, which
leave no doubt as to the correctness of
his coutention. Following this he took
up the subject of cabinet representation.
We do not think it necessary to reprint
this portion eof his remarks, which would
occupy more than a column of the Colo-
nist, but it is worth mentioning that just
about the time he was delivering this
speech in parliament, the Times of this
city was charging him with opposing
such a step. Among the reasons ad-

ought to' have representation in thg'
cabinet may be mentioned its remoteness
from the apital, which makes it impos-
sible for i non-resident to be closely in
touch wiih its needs, the variety of the
interests centering in British Columbia,’|
its ldrge commercial interests, its ex-
cessive contribution to the revenue of
the Dominion, and the fact that all the
other provinces have had portfolios given
to their representatives. It is proper to
say that Col. Prior laid less stress upon
the last mentioned comsideration than on
the others, and in this we think he was
wholly right. British Columbia asks
for cabinet representation, mot on sec-
tional grounds, but because of thg im-
portance of this province as a part of
"Canada.

PROSECUTING OFFICERS.

The Vancouver World thinks the sug-
gestion of the Colonist, that if a prose-
cuting officer is to be appointed in Vap-
couver to attend to eases in the Police
Court he should be paid by that city,
shows ill-feeling on the part of this
paper against the Terminal City. Our
contemporary is quite astray, just as it
is astray in supposing that the Attorney-
General’s offide pursues any different
policy ‘in this regard im Vietoria to that
which obtains in Vancouver. The mat-
ter is worthy of a little more extended
consideration than has been given to it
either in the World or the Colonist,
and applies to other parts of British Col-
umbia than Vietoria and Vancouver.

Owing to the sparse population, Brit-
ish Columbia has thrown more work
upon the Attorney-General’s office than
it ought to be obliged to attend to. One
line in which this is the case is the pro-
secution of criminals. It is proper that
the supervision of this work should rest
with the attorney-gemeral, but it is not
desirable that the expemse should be
borne by the provincial government. In
the larger. cities, where the greater
number of the eriminal cases arise, the
salary of an officer to prosecute in pre-
liminary examinations ought to be paid
by the municipality. In some of the
older provinces, this duty in each county
devolves upon an officer appointed by the
government and paid by the county. It
is proper that the appointment should
vest im the government, because the
attorney-general, being responsible for
his proper performance of duty, ought
to have something to say about filling
the position. Our reason for thinking
that the salaries ought to be paid by the
cities. is that it is desirable to lighten
wherever it is possible the charges upon
the general revenue of the province.

ELECTION FRAUDS.

The disclosures in connection with the
West Huron eleetion are alarming. It
is true that the Liberal press is able to
resort to the tu quogue argument and that
ne very conclusive defence can be made
against it; but this does not lessen, but
rather increases, the danger to the coun-
try which will eertainly follow from cor-
rupt practices at elections. If money is
to be used freely in the purchase of votes
and if ballot-box stuffing and other il-
legal practices are to be tolerated in the
slightest degree, it is time to despair of
the future. There may have been other
elections as bad as that of West Huron,
but we do not at this time recall any.
If there were fifty as bad, or even worse,
that would be no exeuse, and would not
render less culpable the action of the
government in declining to take the
strongest action permissable under the
law to punish the guilty and purge par-
liament of the presence of a member,
who, whatever may be his personal gual-
ities, is certainly representative’ of the
worst possible practices at elections. We
submit that it is the bounden duty of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to make an example of
West Huron, so that, if possible, the
tide of fratid and corruption may be
checked before it does irreparable dam-
age to the country.

Of course the claim which the alien
‘holders of free miners’ certificates are
mz}king for their alleged losses in Atlin
cannot be sustained, but the matter is
certain to be a subject of diplomatie
correspondence.

This the Times categorically denies on
the authority of Mr. Cotton, the denial
referring expressly to this extract, which
was quoted, and that no mistake might
be made abeut it, the Times says the
denial applied. to what appeared on the
first page of the Colonist. Ordinarily a
newspaper in. denying a statement made
by another, does not feel called upon to
specify the page on which the statement
appeared. The reason for this explicit-
ness in the present ease is obvious, for
on page four of the Colonist of the same
date there was the following editorial
statement:

It is generally understood that the
attorney-generalship was offered yester-
day to Mr. H. Dallas Helmcken and
declined. It is also:said that Mr. Cotton,
who made the offer,. coupled it with an
intimation that the government would
alter its policy in certain respects if Mr.
Helmcken would come in and bring over
with him two or three members of the
opposition.

This is not denied.. Mr. Cotton says
the government did. not offer to make
any radical changes in policy and repeal
some of their obnoxious legislation if Mr.
Helmcken would accept; but he does
not deny .that he intimated that the
government would be willing to alter its
policy in certain respects if the desired
deal could be made. To ‘the man on
the street” there may be no difference
between the. two statements, but to a
politician like Mr. Cotton there is a wide
difference between. an offer of radical
changes and of ‘thie repeal of certain laws
made by the government, and an inti-
mation by himself that the policy of the
government would be altered in a
certain contingency:

The statement that Mr. Helmcken was
intimidated by his friends does that
gentlemen a great jnjustice. That he
consulted with his. friends on the offer
being made to him.is-altogether probable.
It was his duty to comnsult them. That
they ‘advised him not to accept is to be
presumed from the fact that he did not
accept. ,That they intimidated or at-
tempted to intimidate him is untrue, and
the Times has simply been guilty of a
coarse slander upen a gentleman whose
assistance its political friends sought.
We are satisfied also that it grossly mis-
represents Mr. Helmcken when it says
that he was willing to accept t port-
folio without  a: radieal change ofolicy.
We do not believe he would have accept-
ed it under any circumstances, and we
refuse to admit for a single moment that
he would think about it unless he had
some guarantee that the policy, which he
had opposed, would be changed so as
to Gemform to the wishes of his consti-
tuents and the requirements of the

province.

THE BOUNDARY DISPUTE.

Senator Mills has been talking out of
school. In otheg-words he has given the
public an idea of the reasons why the
United States.commissioners were afraidi
to leave- the Alaskan boundary question:
to arbitratiem. The Senator says that
the true reason was that they knew thex
would lose, and he refers to sections 7
and 10 of the treaty of 1825, as throw-
ing light upon. the whole question. These
sections provide that the vessels of Rus-
sia amd Great Britain shall have the
right-of free ‘access to the ports owned
by each mation respectively for the pur-
pose of trading with the natives or to
refit in ease of damage by storm. From
this the Senator argues very properly
that the treaty must have contemplated
that some of the ports would belong to
Great Britain and some to Russia,
whereas, if the contention of the United
Stites is® correct, Great Britain' would
have no_right whatever to amy of the
ports. The crux of the American con-
tention %/ that .the boundary line goes
around the head of all the inlets. Mani-
festly, if it does, not one .of the inlets
would belong to Great Britain, and hence
the provision that Russia should have
free access to them would be absurd.
On the other hand, if the line is drawn
in accordance with the plain and ordi|
nary meaning of the langunage used, and
in accordance with the rules of interma-
tional law, Great Britain wonld have
sovereignty over some, at l'e_q/s’t,r ‘of the
harbors en the mainland of tae conti:

Search to Be Carried On Along
"~ West Coast and Else.
where,

The Board of Trade, Liverpool, will}:

shortly hold an jnquiry into the f:ause
of the loss of the British bark Dominion,
which left Honolulu for the Royal roads
on the 19th of last January, and of
which nothing has since been.seen, elx-
cept possibly in wreckage. This, as told
in the Colonist some months 5_18.0.. was
seen on the West Coast in the yicinity of
Oape Scott, and was taken to be part of
the Dominion from two boards' on\whieh
were carved lettering representing,’ fls the
Indians intended, the name appearing on
the fragment of the vessel. These .boards
were subsequently brought to, Victoria,
and given over to the Colonigt. One
has since been forwarded to the under-
writers in the old country, and,' it is ex-
pected, will be produced in evidence at
the Board of Trade inquiry. The re-
semblance of the letters on  the :b\oard
to the letters in the names of a few wves-
sels overdue at the time gave rise to the
theory that the.Dominion’s “bones” were
the ones which had been discovered. It
will be remembered that at the time the
wreck ‘was first reported to Captain
Hughes of the steamer Waillapa, the
weather was too rough for a vessel to
approach the locality with safety, and
continued so for some time. The part
of the vessel seen was that of a portion
of the stern, and the Indians, not being
sufficiently educated to read the name,
did the next best thing in making a rep-
representation of it. Capt, Hughes did all
he could, also, to find out more about the
wreck on later voyages, but was unable
to learn anything further. No systematic
search was, however, made ' for the
pieces of shipwreck, and it is quite possi-
ble that evidences of the Dominion are
yet obtainable on the West Coast. At
least, this is the opinion of some inter-
ested parties, and on the strength of it
an investigation will be at once made,
not only along the coast of Vancouver
Island, but along the shores of Queen
Charlotte Islands, where the strong cur-
rents from the Asiatic side have been
known to cast up wreckage after having
carried it for hundreds of miles. The
steamer Willapa when she leaves here
on the 20th inst., will according to pres-
ent plans, have some one aboard who
will conduct the investigation on the
coast of this Island, while word is to be
at once sent to the Indians on the Queen
OCharlotte islands to be on the lookout for
any wreckage which might have been
found there. The Dominion left Hono-
lulu in a perfectly seaworthy condition.
She was well ballasted for the voyage,
and was coming to the Royal roads for
orders.

AN IMPORTANT JUDGMENT.,

Writ of Summons in Wilson Bros. vs.
Donald Dismissed by Mr, Jus-
tice Walkem.

In the Supreme court yesterday Mr.
Justice Walkem delivered judgment ‘in
Wilson Bros. vs. Donald, an action re-
specting the steamer Horsa, setting aside
tlhe writ of summons,- The judgment fol-
ows:

“This is a motion to set aside the ser-
vice of a writ out ¢f the jurisdiction
and to discharge the order allowing the
service. The plgintiffs sue on behalf
of tpelnselves and all other execution
creditors of one James Morton, and on
behalf of the sheriff of Victoria. Morton
beu}g the owner of the steamship Horsa,
registered  here, mortgaged her on the
27th of August, 1898, to the defendant,
John A. Donald, to secure payment to
him of $15,000. After the mortgage was
executed, and before it became due, the
plaintiffs severally recovered judgments
here against Morton for various sams
due to them, principally “for supplies to]
the ship, and placed writs of fieri facias
in the sheriff’s'hands, with instructions,
as I understand, to seize Morton’s ‘equity
of redemption in the shares of the ship.
Morton having failed to pay off the mort-
gage, Donald, under a power of sale
In it, sold the ship on the 31st of De-
cember, 1898, to H. P. Saunders, of
New York, for $20,000, that is to say,
for about $5,000 over what was due to
him. The bill of sale to Saunders was
registered at the customs house here on
the 16tk »t Jaunuary last. The ship left
this port some time ago.
. “Notwithstanding the sale to Saunders,
it is contended on behalf of the plaint-
iffs that the equity of redemption in
the shares bad been seized, and is now
held by the sheriff, and that the shares
are thus,”in effect, now within the juor-
isdiction of this:eourt. But the equity of
redemption. ‘could not, as a matter . .of
rrocedure, have been seized by any-com-
mon law process; and hence, .not_ by

am acquainted with some of the
owners of the Red Line claim, which was
bvonded last week to the British-America
Corporation for $100,000. It is a big ledge,
with stringers running through it of very
high ‘grade ore. It is said that the aver-
ags values across 18 feet of ledge are
$15 to $18. "1t is far up on the cliffs, where
there is no timber’ but plenty of water
from the- snow banks, which  never melt
entirely. Governor Mackintosh's people
have paid down $10,000, and have started
a Plg crew of men up to open the mine,

I went to the district especially to see
the. Chickamunstone mine, which is the
talk of that part of the country just now.
It is on the Bull river, six miles from the
Kootenay river, and 11 miles from Ward-
ner. We -are building a road six miles
from the ‘nine to connect with the gov-
ernment stage road which runs along the
Kootenay river between Fort Steele and
Wardner. The latter town will be our
shipping point.

“We are opening a rich copper vein. In
all we have over 300 feet of work done,
the greatest depth attained being 90 feet,
and this has opened for a considerable
length a fine fissure vein cutting through
porphyry and carrying remarkable uni-
form values throughout. It varies in
width from 18 inches to four feet and a
fair average of its width.is two and a half
feet. The principal value is copper, with
a fair amount of silver and some gold.
When I was at the mine in June, I thor-
oughly sampled it in every part, and out
of a large number of samples made from
every place the lowest assay was $23 and
the highest was $83, with the great major-
ity of the assays running between $50 and
$65. While up there this time I sampled
one ore dump on which are about four cars
of ore assorted ready for shipping. A
thorough sampling showed $45.32 copper,
$9.90 silver and 20 cents gold, a total value
of $55.42 per ton.  On another dump of a
new shaft just started for an air connec-
tlon we have obtained 18% per cent. or
$68.45 copper, $17.70 silver and 62 cents
gold, a total valne of $86.77 per ton.

“I' think it likely that the Chickamun-
stone will ship the first trainload of ore
out of East Kootenay. We expect to ship
ont eight carloads about the time we get
the road cgmpleted.. We have obtained a
freight and treatment rate of $10 per ton
at the Trail smelter, a rate which is cal-
culated to encourage develonment.

‘““We expect to sink on the mine to a
depth of €00 or 700 feet. We have started
A. winze frol the tunnel level and shaft
iz being sunk on the vein at a point to-
ward which the drift is driving. When
we have proved the mine as good at depth
as it shows on the surface. we shall go
down the hill to the level of Bull river and
drive in a working tunnel which will open
the vpin to a.denth of #00 feet in rufining
800. Work will be pushed aggressively on
the mine.”

Satisfactory Condition of Affairs Shown
at Recent General Meeting
of Shareholders.

From the Financier of July 20, 1899.

The half-yearly general meeting of the
Bank of.

Mr. S. Cameron Alexander (secretary
and manager) read the notice convening
the meeting.

The Chairman said: “It is a matter of
regret to the directors, as I am sure it
will be to yourselves, that our esteemed
chairman, Sir Robert 'Gillespie, is not
presiding at this meeting to-day. He is
detained at home by indisposition, and
desires me to say how 'sorry he is to be
‘unable to occupy the chair on this occas-
ion. You are aware that it is not cus-
tomary to present accounts of the bank’s
affairs at the July meeting, con.sequent
upon the early date at which this meet-
ing is always held. - Printed accounts
will be circulated amongst. the sharehold-
ers, when théy have been examined (af-
ter arrival from the Pacific Ooust._L I
can, however, inform you that the results
as telegraphed to us justify the directors
in recommending a dividend at the rate
of 5 per cent. per annum for the half-
year, carrying forward a balance slightly
in excess of that which was brought for-
ward in January last. ; The presence of
the shareholders here to-day indicates
their desire to have information as to the
existing state of business in British Co-
lumbid, Oregon and California, and’ also
as to the prospects of the present half-
year, Our advices state that the indica-
tions of trade, whether as regards Cali-
fornia, Oregon or British Columbia, are
all favorable, bearing evidence to in-
creasing activity and to development of
enterprise; but, on the other hand, we
have to report that, with improving pros-
pects comes also increased competition,
and consequent thereupon increased dif-
ficulty of obtaining remuneration for the
bank on.the old scale, or on a scale
which; 1n the opinion of the directors,
is commensurate with the accommoda-
tion they are called upon to afford. This
will be readily understood when I inform
you that whereas a few years ago there
were only two banks, there are now more
than eight banks operating in the prov-
ince of British Columbia, in addition to
other financial institutions who advance
money on loan. The problems which we
have to work out are to combine enter-
prise with caution, and to meet the
growing requirements of British ,Colum-
bia with economy in expenditure. These

It is gifted by nature
with qualities which warrant belief that
at some future time it will rival the old
country in population, wealth and indus-
try, but these developments will not .}.)e
in the time of any of those present in
this room to-day. We must be content
to do our part towards bringing about
this state of affairs, and endeavor to ob-
tain benefit to the bank in connection
with the circumstances and conditions
which exist. We are supported by a:loy-
al and industrious staff, and you may
rest assured that, in so far as lies in
their power, your directors will qndeav-
or, by following a cautious policy, to
further the interests of their sharehold-
ers, It'now only remains for me for-
mally to propose: ‘That a dividend be
paid on the paid-up capital of the bank
at the rate of 5 per cent. per annum,
free of income tax, for the half-year
ended the 30th of June last, payable on
or after the 22nd, inst.””

ore from Vancouver Island to the Ta-
coma smelter, says General J. M. Ash-
ton, who has just made an extensive tour
of all the Alberni canal and Clayoquot
sound country, but when the ore-produc-
ers start in to concentrate, the profits, at
the present rate of percentage, will be
much larger yet. General Ashton was
asked as to his observations while he
was on the Island, and he replied:

‘“There is a mjne now shipping ore on
the vAlbetni canal—sending its product
without concentration to the Tacoma
‘smelter—and making good money at it,
and there are quite a number of pros-
pects on the canal, and also on Clayoquot
sound which are being developed and
which will also ship to the Tacoma smel-
ter. I should judge from the way the
work | of development is being pushed,
that these prospects will be shipping here
next summer.

“Priesident A, L. Mohler, of the O. R.

N. is one of the principal stockhold-
ers in this mine, which is now shipping
its ore here, and a Mr. Hayes, a promi-
nent, Victoria, B. C., capitalist, is also
interested.

“The character of the ore on Vancou-
ver Island is about the same as in the
Cascades of our own state—chaleo—-
pyrites, and carrying a small amount of
gold and silver—but it appears to be in
large deposits, rather than in continuous
leads. There is also abolt 9 per cent.
of iron in it, which helps out in the
fluxing. I should estimate that the gen-
eral average run of the copper will ‘will
be all the way from 5 to 30 per cent.

“The Alberni mine gets a rate of about
$2.50 per ton, but ore from any part of
the Vancouver Island coast ¢can be mined
and. transported to Tacoma at a maxi-
mum rate of $10. This includes mining,
you -understand, and lays it down at the
smelter " here, The  mines there are so
close to salt water harbors that ocean
vessels can lie right alongside the moun-
tains where the ore is produced.

“It is all concentrating ore. It will
concentrate 4 to 6 tons into 1. But
even now, without concentrating, and
allowing from $5 to $7 a ton for treat-
ment at the smelter, there is a net profit
to the mine owners of”$18 per ton, fig-
uring on a $35 average ore. The Al-
berni mine is doing this, and is making
good money.”

FALL BACK ON-HENDERSON.

Member for New Westminster Has
Been Offered the Attorney-
Generalship.

Having been unable to induce Mr.
Helmcken to enter the cabinet, the mem-
bers of the provincial government yes-
terday fell back on their only lawyer
supporter in the legislature, Mr, Alexan-
der Henderson, of New Westminster.
and asked him to take the position. Be-
ing the only lawyer on the government
side .of the house, it would ndturally be
supposed that Mr. Henderson would re-
ceive the first offer of the position, but
no doubt Premier Semlin did not hasten
to reward the man who had turned over
to him from the party which had elected
him. Instead, he called upon Mr. Helme-
ken as his first choice. This may have
been because there were and still are
very grave doubts whether Mr. Hender-
son would be re-elected in New West-
minster, and “a bird in hand is worth
two in the bush.” Mr. Henderson may
decide to hold on to his seat, and ask
Premier Semlin to look further for an
attorney-general. .

‘Whether Mr. Semlin accepts or not,
however, the government cannot expect
to last long, now that they have lost the
support of Messrs. Martin and Higgins,
with the prospect of other defections.

A VICTORIAN’S HISTORY.

An Interesting Biographical Sketch of
" One Who Arrived Here Forty-
six Years Ago.
4

Mr. Henry Glide, of Erie street, will
to-day celebrate the 46th anniversary
of his arrival in Victoria on the Hudson

Bay steamer Otter. Mr. Glide is, there-
fore, one of the oldest residents in Vie-
toria, and stiill looks hale and hearty.
The Lewis’ & Dryden Marine History
has the following interesting-biography:

“Mr.  Glide was born in England in
1835. In 1850 he began an’ apprentice-
ship with the Hudson’s Bay Company,
on the bark Prince of Wales, and was
transferred from there to the steamer
Otter in 1852, coming to the Pacific with
her the following year. The voyage out
was an eventful one for Glide. The cap-
tain was intoxicated almost éontinually
from the time they left the Thames un-
til-well into the Pacific, and made such
a long passage that all the crew, with
the exception of Glide, were down with
the scurvy. This threw much additional
work on the apprentice. Although the
vessel left England.in December, 1852,
it was not until the following August
that she entered the Straits. Here she
narrowly  escaped  destruction, being
caught by a strong tide and swept
through.between Tatoosh island and the
Mainland, fortunately without injury,
and on' August 4th she reached Victoria.
Mr. Glide continued in the service of the
Hudson's Bay Company after his arriv-
al, and received the first pilot’s certifi-
cate granted in British Columbia. It is
dated July, 1858, and was issue@ by Sir
James Douglas and Captdin Prevost of
H. M. S. Plumper. On’the 8th of. Au-
gust of that year he sailed eight barks
and two-schooners into Victoria harbor,
all from San Francisco; and when they
were discharged he took them out again,
there being no tow boats in those days.
In 1861 he married a daughter of the
late -Robert ‘Laing, who had joined her
father at Victoria in 1854. Mr. Glide
left the water several years ago, and .at
present is living in contented retirement
in a snug cottage overlooking the en-
trance to tde harbor into which he pailed
46 years ago.”

Railway Now Tapping This
- Wonderful District and Ship-
ments at Hand.

Greenwood City, July 30.—Greenwood is
in the full enjoyment of. the fiowing tide
of prosperity. - Its hotels are’ full, it cafes
are crowded and its bankers, merchants
and traders wear that svnny se'f-confident
air which betokens abaormal profits. There
is all the bustle and hurry aad iie resiless-
ness that pervades a fron:ier c¢ity on the
eve of a great campaiga. And, in trath,

Greenwood is on the eve of great things.
The Canadian Pacific 12i'road is expending
$5,000,000 building a railroad frcm Ross
land to the Greenwood counmtry. That rail-
' road will span mountains, «ross ravines and
‘ precipices and when . completed will be
one of the finest engineering triumphs that
Indeed,
the Columbia & Western is destined to fame.
and fortune. The traveller who journeys
in a palace car from Rossland to Greenwood
will. wend his, way through a country of
glorious beauty and of enchanting scenery.
While the cars rattle along the slopes of
Bulldog mountain, he will see Lowe‘ Arrow
lake spread out before him a mirror of the
most perfect beauty of mountain, lake and
forest scemery in the world. Scarcely has
he crossed the summit and lost sight of
Arrow lake when a new' wonder bursts
upon his view, and there below is Christina
lake, lovely, ecalm #nd placid, - with its
wooded shores and its majestic mountaips.
From Christina lake to Kettle river it but
a step, and then the traveller is rushed
along the banks of the most enchanting
river in the West. I have strolled and
hunted along the bénks of this lovely river
when  the woods that overshadow the
crystal waters were gold and green and
purple; and I have almost prayed to the
gods that my lot might henceforth be
among the glades and woods and meadows
and gardengmof the Kettle River Valley.
But while this land of lotus-eater is not
for me, blessed are they whose waking
hours are spent in the shadow of the
lovely mountains that overlook the Kettle
river. Not all the beauty of the romantic
Rhine nor all the loveliness of Blackwater’s
tide can rival the enchantment of this
valley of the Kettle river. And this is
the country through which the Columbia
& Western railroad will carry the traveller.
And yet it was not for tourists, poets or
artists that millions are being spent build-
ing this railroad. When completed it
will extend from the Columbia river to
Hope on the Fraser. It will cross three
dividing ranges and it will tap the richest
mineral region on the globe. It will be
nearly 400 miles long, and it will be seen
that this vast mineral country over which
this Columbia & Western railroad will
spread itself is a kingdom In itself and
a kingdom richer in golden treasure than
any ever before given by the gods to the
sons of men.

One of the branches of the Columbia &
Western will extend south from Eholt and
spread itself out into a number of tiny
branches gridironing the slopes and sum-
mits of the district enclosed by Boundary
creek and the north and west fork of the
Kettle river. This district is as large as
an Ontario county or a New England state,
and its mineral wealth promises to sur-
pass anything ever known before.

Now-
adays men do not spend millions building
roads and smelters ana developing mines
before they have become thoroughly satis-
fied that those millions will come back
in dividends. The Canadian Pacific railroad
expects to reap a golden harvest of big
dividends from its Columbia & Western
branches, and it is rushing them to com-
pletion. Over at the Greenwood camp
proper are deposits of gold and copper ore
of almost fabulous extent. ‘“‘Our ore bodies
in the Knob Hill and Ironsides are so ex-
tensive,’’ said Superintendent Williams to
me recently, ‘‘that when the time comes
we shall quarry and not mine. It will be
just as easy for us to mine a thousand
tons as a hundred tons a day.”

The Stemwinder, the Brooklyn, the Raw-
hide and other mines owned by the Mann
& Mackenie people are just as promising
as the Knob Hill and Old Ironsides. Sena-
tor George Cox is associated with Mann &
Mackenzie, and they are about to build
smelters to treat:the ore from their mines.
In the same gold belt also is the Tamarack
and Monarch, owned by R. E. L. Brown, the
world-renowned ' mining engineer. Mr.
Brown holds a judgment against Paul
Kruger for a couple of millions, which, I
understand, the United States will pretty
soon enforce; but I am told by the best
experts that the Monarch and Tamarack
will make Mr, Brown.more money that his
judgment against the Transvaal. Lying
between the Tamarack and Knob Hill is
the War Eagle. Three crews are actively
developing the War Eagle, and Mr. Peter
Joyce, the superintendent, hopes to make
as big a mine as Brown’s Monarch or Dan
Mann's Brooklyn or Jay Graves’ Old Iron-
sides. I looked over the property along
with Major Leckie and Alexander Dick,
and both these excellent judges of mineral
property look for golden things for the
War Eagle. These are only some of the
mines in the Greenwood camp. They are
being developed by men of large capital,
and it looks as if they would furnish- vast
traffic to the railroad, large employment
to labor and big dividends for many gen-
erations to come.

It is impossible yet to say what the
value of the ore in the Greenwood camp
will average. Roughly speaking, it ought
to run about one-half ounce in gold and
about twenty-five pounds of copper to the
ton. But the ore- can be mined in large
quantities, for the deposits are phenomenal.
Five miles to the northwest of Greenwood
camp is Summit camp. Here I saw a mine
called the B. C. that is a copper mine par
excellence. On the 150-foot level I measur-
ed between walls 29 feet of calco pyrite
ore, and this ore will run over 10 per
cent. in copper. I found the same ore
chute on the 50-foot level, and I saw three
other ore chutes in the mine. A tyro can
calculate 50,000 tons of ore in sight, ana
this ore is worth $1,000,000 in copper alone.
It runs low in gold only, about $3; but In
silver it runs over $5 to the ton. But it is
a great. copper mine. There is 1,000 feet
of ‘shafts and’ tunnels in the B. C., but
when the railroad reaches the mine ore
hoisting and compressor- plants will be
installed, and then the B. C. will take its
place as the biggest copper producer in
British Columbia. This miine has been
developed under the management of Major

: 4 measured myself 202 feet of solid ore
between Wwalls in this mine. It is not a
high-grade ore, but it- will pay to work
on a large scale, and some day it will
make a fortune: for its stockholders. The
Mother Lode people are about to build a
smelter, and the railroad is granded to
within a mile of the mine, and will be
ready to haul ore in ninety days.
Close to the Mother Lode is the Morri-
son. Peter Joyce, under whose able man-
agement the Great Centre Star .mine of
Rossland was developed, went through the
Morrison with me., He was highly pleased
at the work done, and at the earmarks
the Morrison gives of developing inté a
great mine. A tunnel was driven to strike
the majin vein at a depth of 170 to 500
feet in; an uprise was made to the shaft
and the tunnel is in 40 feet beyond the
shaft, and is expected to strike the vein
at any moment.

200 feet of stoping ground to the sur-
face. When driving the tunnel to conmect
with this shaft and to cut the main ledge
two other veins of fine ore were encounter-
ed. The first of these was eight feet wide
and looked big and strong enough to make
a mine by itself. The second was a small
vein, but it has shipping ore. When the
big lode is struck all three veins will be
developed and the tunnel will be pushed
on to cut other veins that are knmown to
exist to the east of the main vein. In
fact,” the Morrison seems to be honey-
combed with deposits of fine ore, and the
management is pushing work rapidly so as
to be able to ship when the railroad reaches
them. ' This will be in a few months.

The Buck Horn is another of the Dead-
wood properties that promises to make a
great copper mine. Fourteen nmen are
working at it prospecting the ledge, putting
up buildings, making roads and getting
ready to install the big machinery plant
which is to develop the mine. The Buck
Horn is a high-grade copper ore and is
rich from the grass roots, and the vein
looks as if it were thirty or forty feet
wide, and I shall not be surprised if the
Buck Horn develops into one of the great
mines of the Deadwood district.

To the northwest of Greenwood and close
to the Deadwood camp is a group of mines
managed by Mr. John Leckie and owned
by a London and Canadian syndicate, of
which Hector McRae is the representative
in Canada. These mines give fair promise
from the surface, and with depth rich de-
posits of native silver have been discover-
ed, and this ore is being sacked and ship-
ped and is found to run thousands of dol-
lars to the ton. The development is high-
ly gratifying to the people of Greenwood
as well as to the syndicate of London and
Canadian capitalists who own these prop-
erties.

It is the development of the mines, the
building of railroads and the influx of ex-
perts and capital from all parts of the
world that make merry times in Green-
wood. I find no pessimists here. The
folks believe that the mountains surround-
ing Greenwood are store houses of mineral
wealth surpassing anything ever yet dis-
covered, and they expect to share in the
golden harvest of the morrow. That mor-
row will bring many and varied disappoint-
ments, for human life is a life of vicissi-
tudes; but yet this country will enable
multitudes to live in happiness and com-
fort, and will confer wealth and affluence,
if not renown and fame, upon some of the
soldfers of fortune whom chance or fate
wafted to these glorious mountain regions
of the West.

A SHIP’S COMPASS.

Cargo of Canned Fish One of
Many Causes of Tem-
porary- Deviation.

From the Montreal Gazette.

Discussions have recently taken place
with reference to compasses on board iron
and steel built vessels. Few people among
the general public have any knowledge of
the difficulties encountered by officers of
ships in connection with the action of iron
on the compasses situated in different parts
of the ship. It may therefore appear
strange ‘to some to be told that it is quite
possible for the north point of the needle

of each compass on board to take a different
direction while the vessel is upon the stocks
being built and for some time after being
launched. This is called the natural de-
viation, and will remain until the com-
passes are adjusted to be as near as possible
eorrect magnetic, which is the object to be
attained by swinging the ship for that
purpose.

Should a number of compasses be placed
upon separate wooden rafts, situnated in
different parts of our harbor, their needles
would all point to the north magnetic pole,
provided that no iréon bolts had been used
in the construction of these rafts to affect
them,

It is, however, a fact well' known to
seamen that every iron or steel ship be-
comes a magnet during the process of
building. The magnetism of each individual
ship depends upon the hemisphere in which
she is constructed, the direetion of her
head or bow is placed in while being built,
the dip of the needle in that locality, the
length of time oeccupied in building, and
the amount of percussion the vessel Is
subject to while she is being riveted. - -

It is admitted that eertaio magnet'e direc-
tions in which is lay down the keel of a
vessel are preferrable to others, but build-
ing yards for ships cannot always be select-
ed with this end in view.

While upon the stocks, the magnetism
of some vessels is strong and of a very
pronounced character.

After launching a portion of it is lost,
especially if the bow be reversed for any
eensiderable portion of time.

It is 2 good plan to change the direction
of a ship’s head Immediately she is floated,
and for some tme before she proceeds upon
a voyage. This custom is adopted in meost
of the large passenger steamship com-
panies.

It has been frequently observed that
after an iron ship has crossed the At-
lantic, coming west, theé compasses were
affected when the vessel’s head was turned
up to the northward, making for this har-
bor; this is usually termed retentive mag-
netism, and does not remain very long
after the cause has been removed, which
is in consequence of her having been for
some time in one on.

Bimilar circumstances take place when
a ship is lying in one direction in a dock
for a considerable period.

A man who takes command of an iron
vessel ought to be acquainted with every-
thing in connection with her magnetic char-
acter. He should understand his ship as
a jockey knows all the points of a horse,
and it is the duty ol a ship owner or
manager of a shipping eompany to inform
him of the position the vessel’s head was
placed in when being built, the date she
was swung for the adjustment of her com-
pases and also provide him with cards
of deviation for each of the compasses.

Wooden ships have very little deviation
eof their compasses, and the binnacle com-
pass needle generally points to the correct
magnetic north pole unless it is influenced
by the magnetism of any iron, especially
vertical iron situated in its vicinity, or by
the magnetic action ‘of the cargo.

“THE NORTH POLE.”

The horth magnetic pole is situated to
the: northward of Hudson’s Bay on the
Booth’s peninsula and probably includes
a portion of the land at Cape Felix, on
King Wiliam’s Island, as the magnetic
pole is not a point like the true pole, but
it covers an area of from 45 to 60 miles.
Sir John Franklin met his death near this
locality in 1847,

Many large ships carry a standard com-
pass, to which the others may be referred,
although each eompass should have a separ-
ate deviation card. When a ship {8 supplied
with a standard compass, it should always
be used for navigating purposes, and on
most of the large ocean passenger steam-
ships such is the casg. Officers of ships
should therefore be continually taking ob-
servations for ascertaining the errors of
this compsass, and note any changes taat
are taking place in the deviation. Many
accidents occur from want of knowledge
of how to apply the deviation. It is well
known that a large quantity of railroad
iron affects the compass, and sometimes
the magnetism induced in case oil tins will
also attract the needle, as these so-called
tins are generally made of thin sheet iron
covered with a coating of Llin. Lobster
tins, In the vicinity of the compass will
also have an influeace upon tihe rpeed:e.

_ Several cases of this kind of attraction
have been reported to me, having -ome
under the notice of dfficers of wooden sall-
ing ships, when making voyages from New
York to BEastern waters. They were im-
pressed with the idea that it was some
metallic quality in the oil that caused the
compass disturbance. This, of course,
eould not be the case.

An iron spanner or monkey wrench, or
even a marlin spike, ‘carelessly ieft near a
compass, will sometimes make an altera-
tion of the direction of the compass needle,
amounting to ome or more points, and it
has been known that a magnetic belt worn
by a seaman steering a ship has materially
affected the compass, causing the vessel
to deviate from her course to a considerable
extent.

SLIGHT CAUSE OF A WRECK.

It is very probable that the loss of a fine
steamer some years past may partly be
attributed to the negligence of the car-
penter in forgetting to remove the iron
spanner he had been using to tighten up
the spider band of the mast head compass.
This being left in a vertical position near
the compass while the man went to his
dinner.

Dynamos used for the purpose of lighting
the ship by electricity have sometimes af-
fected the compass so that the steering of
the ship was made eratic. For safety no
dynamos should be placed at a distance of
less than thirty-five feet from the standard
compass. The Admiralty Manual states
that experience has shown this as being
sufficient to avoid any chance of disturbing
the needle. On board H. M. ships great
care is generally taking in the manage-
ment of the compasses, which are under
the supervision of the navigating officer.
As a rule one dynamo is always in opera-
tion in most men-of-war, even during the
daytime, for the purpose of lighting up the
engine room and stoke holds and bunkers,
as most of these places are under the pro-
tected decks. While these ships are being
swung.for the adjustment of the compasses,
deviation cards are sometimes made out
when each dynamo is running segarately
and for the dynamos when running all
tozether.

Affairs therefore in connection with the
compass become complicated if the greatest
possible attention is not given to the mat-
ter. I am informed by an officer of one
of the vessels in port that most men-of-war
are swung for compass correction at least
once a vear, or upon any great change of
geographical position. Observations for as-
certaining the deviation are to be taken at
least once a day, or upon any change of
the compass course. This officer has also
allowed me to inspect some Napler dia-
grams or curves of deviation, taken in
various loealities. showing the deviation
upon the different directions of the ship’s
head as the result of swinging her at dif-
ferent ports. which is most interesting.

I am aleo indebted to the navigating of-
ficer of the cable steamship Minia for dia-
grams taken on board that ship. This
afficer passed a most creditable examination
before me at St. John, N. R, and was
selected by the Iate Capt. Trott as the
navigating officer for the ship.

Well. Known Authoress Relates

Her Experiences of the
Gold Fields.

Hardships and Troubles of
- Those Who First Entered
the Country.

Mrs. Roswell Hitchcock, author and
mining investor, now of Atlin, B, C.,
is enjoying the midsummer delights of
Victoria asoccupant of the big, top-
storey apartments at the Hotel Driard
that have come to be known among the
attaches of the house as “Mrs, Hitch-
cock’s rooms.” From their broad win-
dows the grandest possible panoramic
view of Victoria is obtainable—with the
shimmering Straits in the middle dis-
tance, and the majestic Olympias for a
background.

And yet Mrs. Hitcheock fails to find
the prospect as entrancing as she possgi‘

e
has since been in Atlin, and agrees with'
Governor Mclnnes that there is no dis-
trict in America to eclipse this section
of the new North in scenic variety and
natural charm.

As for her future plans, Mrs. Hitch-
cock cannot speak yet with definiteness.
She may go back to Atlin; she may go
inte the copper mining region of Ore-
gon; . she may take a trip to the West
Coast of this Island:~ In the first place,
hewever, she will: revisit New York,
which still claims her as a New Yorker,
and launch a worthy successor to her
Kiondike book—two volumes dealing
with Atlin life and scenes.

The one will be a photographically-
true recitation of actual conditions in the
mew district; the other a bouquet of
miners’ yarns brought together under the
caption of “Tales Told by the Camp
Fire”—and both profusely illustrated.

When she pays her occasional re-
spects to hér old city haunts and friends
they one and all express their wmtter
amazement that she does not end her
excursions into the distant parts of the
edrth, and proceed to enjoy life after
their fashion in the metropolis of Ameri-
ca. They are full of commiseration,
tes, for her isolation among a crowd
of rude Western miners.

Yet it is just this life among unpol-
ished nature, and men as far removed
from artificiality, that she has learned
She has discovered a zest in the
freedom of the mountains and mountain
manners, and it will be surprising in-
deed if gay New York can convince her
at any time that “the city” is a better
plz.xc_e to live in than a typical Western
mining camp,

Atlin just at present elaims a large
share of Mrs. Hitchcock’s affection. She
is oonvinced of the brightness of the fu-
ture of the camp, both as a hydraulic-
ing and a quartz mining district, hav-
ing given more particular attention to
the exploiting of possibilities in rock
mining. Her prospectors have scoured
the country tributary to Atlin City, and
she is assured that she has in certain
properties there a genuine mother lode,
and a greater proposition in low grade
ore than even the famous Tredwell.

While others have been looking for
rich quartz, she has been searching for
a vast body of low-grade ore. And now
she thinks she has it,

All the country is mineralized, -she
says, ‘the ledges running from southeast
to northwest, and being easily followed.
Values increase the further one goes in,
while the lead widens correspondingly.
Bven at the crowns of the mountains
good ledges may be picked up—with per-
haps greater facility than lower down.

As for the placer mining of Atlin,
Mrs. Hitchcock anticipates ‘that it will
end before many years. She has been
informed by old miners that with a
double crew working it was possible to
clean out any of the creek elaims in from
six to eight weeks, $15,000 being the
average result, :

Of the tangle from which -the miners
of Atlin are now emerging, with the as-
sistance of Justice Irving, Mrs. Hitch®
cock gives a truly pathetic description,
many of the claim-owners having fought
their way through the winter, hungry an
yet cheerful—unable to work their claims
through the mismanagement of affairs
by the authorities; face to face with
starvatien, ;

As a woman, and one known to pos-
sess a goodly supply of provisions, she
eame nearer to the heart of the situa-
tien than it was possible for the authori-
ties to_de, and some of the cases of dis-
tresg brought within her personal obser-
vatiom were pathetic in the extreme. The
plight of two young Englishmen in par-
ticular is an instance in point, these poor
fellows being found at their cabin actu-
ally too weak to rise, yet too proud to
speak of their want or to ask assist-
ance.

And after thus fighting hunger, the
claim-jumper, and the obstacles which
nature puts in the field to guard her
gold, many of the claim owners found
all their hope swept away by the de-
mand of a fee of $25 before the law
would consider whether or not to undo
the injustices from which these men suf-
fered, but of which they in no way the
cause. -

As the poor fellows had nothing left,
the outcome may be imagined.

One of the present erying mneeds of
Atlin is a public hospital, and in this
direction Mrs, Hitcheock thinks the gov-
ernment should take positive action im-
mediately. The outlay involved would
not be much, and the miners of Atlin
have an excellent right to such an in-
stitution. It 'would be, in a measure,
partial compensation for the injustices
from which they have. suffered hereto-
fore. And in the end:-the government
would gain, not lose, by the investment.

Like most people who are brought
prominently before the world through
their own achievements, Mrs. Hitchcock
while in Atlin has been the recipient of
some pdd invitation. One of these she
tells of came to her from the directors

of a church association down in one of|

the New England states, who calmly in-
formed her that it. was their intention
to invite but two lecturers this season—
herself and Rudyard Kipling.

She was further assured that while
it was not the custom of the organiza-
tion to pay for lectures, expenses would
be paid, and the audience was noted for
its generosity with flowers.

Taking into eonsideration the fact that
Atlin is a long way from New England.
Mrs. Hitchcock admits that she was
tempted to write an acceptance to the
association in question, although, after
paying expenses from Atlin, there would
probably . be little left for investment in
floral tributes for the lecturer, .

Jury and
Lord Aberdeen’s butler, who wrote a
fulsome election poem about Sir Wilfrid
are conducting agencies. ' Frank Ped-
ley, an excelient stumper, is the com-
missioner at Ottawa to direct these
people, and Preston has béen sent over
at a comfortable salary to “inspect”
them,

At the beginning of the present re-
gime there was a vigorous campaign
against politicians in office. Thousands
of dollars were taken from the public
treasury and paid to commissioners to
investigate charges of active Toryism
and to vacate upon the slightest pre-
text all desirable positions, so that the
fovernment service might be freed
from “offensive partisanship.” One
-officer’ was actually discharged because
he was overheard to say on the night
of the general election, “Gibson’s in
‘the soup.’” Simultaneously, Mr. Sif-
ton developed an unexpected degree of
virtne. He had heard from an inform-
er.that there had been ballot-stuffing
in Manitoba. At once he wrote Sir
Wilfrid of his “find.” He had in his
possession, he said, “evidence of an
organized system of tampering with bal-
lots, yvhich constitutes the: most colos-
sal crime against honest eleetions which
I ever had any knowledge of.” 5

“I now know that two constituencies
were secured by means of these prac-
tices.

“I think it can be proved eventually
that others were secured in the same
way.

“1 am also in a position to say that
there are strong indications that the
same practices’prevailed in Ontario,

“ As I have said above, detectives are
now at work, and my purpose is to
promptly but secretly push the enquiry,
and secure evidence upom which to con-
vict the guilty parties.

“It is also important that no means
be left untried to unearth these frauds
in the province of Ontario and punish
everyone guilty of complicity.

“I have spent 'a considerable portion
of my time since the elections in con-
nection with this matter, and I cannot
conceive of any more urgent public duty
resting upon you as Premier of the
Dominion than to leave no stone un-
turned to expose these frauds and pun-
ish the perpetrators.

“You must be aware that representa-
tive government and vote by ballot are
simply a farce if such practices are per-
mitted.” :

These were really admirable words,
although the information upon which
Mr. Sifton was acting was unfounded,
as the subsequent trials proved. Now,
however, we have the assertion of Mr.
Macnish, an important member of the
party, that in West Elgin, where Mr.
Preston worked as organizer, outsiders
were employed to operate om. behalf of
the party. Further, Mr. Maenish says:

“Fraudulent and corrupt -means were
used by some of such persons to secure
his election.

“ Several of the said persons illegally
and without authority acted as deputy
returning officers.

“In many of the polling sub-divisions
there were grave irregularities connected
with the return of the ballot boxes and
their contents. the voting and the count-
ing of the ballots thereat. ,

“ Large numbers of persons were
brought into the riding for the express
purpose of personating  legitimate vot-
ers.

““The declared pumber of ballots for
Mr. Macnish largely exceeded the num-
ber of hona fide votes cast for him.

“ A large number of ballots cast for
Mr, MeDiarmid were in some nefarious
and corrupt manner manipulated.

“Some of these strangers paid large
sums of money to electors to induce
them to vote for Mr. Macnish.”

‘Wonation, ballot-stuffing and bribery
against somebody—charges A made, not
by Tories. but by one” of the Liberal
leaders.., Where is Mr. Sifton in the
presence of these fearful accusations?
Is he declaring that “no stone should
be left unturned: to expose these
frauds and punish the perpetrators?
Has he employed detectives to find out
the criminals? , Is he anxious to kmow
whether or not Mr. Preston, who was

It a specimen of gold in rotten quarts
BOow in possession of Captain John Ire
ving proves to have come, as his inform-
ant declares, from a ledge reaching up
from an Atlin creek-bed, the Captain
may count himself a Monte Cristo. ~If
it is merely float—remarkably rich float-—
and the boulder a big one, he cannot
escape being a very rich man. g

The specimen is_ the finest sample of
free gold ore seen for many a day,
weighing 214 pounds,.and more than halg
solid gold. It was found by a French-
Canadian prospector in the Commodore’s

employ, at & point not 30 miles from
Atlin City, on a new creek which is to
be nameless (like its exact location) until
after the return of the captain, when a
sufficient number of men will be sent in
to take possession of the available
ground.

The rock is a crumbling, yellow-brown,
and the gold as pure and pretty yellow
treasure as eyes ever. feasted on.

But besides this - wonderful specimen
the Captain has others, One of them
is a 3% nugget of virgin gold, uncon-
tnmm.ated by so much as a suspicion of
thermg quartz, which came from
Birch creek and is an eloquent advertige-
ment of the country of its origin. He
has ‘also a sample of native copper, ab--
solutely pure, taken out with an axe
from a 12-inch ledge that has been
traced for upwards of 6,000 feet.

. With such tangible evidence of Atlin’s
richness in his pockets, it'is no wonder
that Captain Irving hails the new dis-
trict as richest in promise of any gec-
tion of British Columbia, or that he is
going back just as soon as the business
that brought him south ean be disposed
of—in about a week.

Besides the fabulously rich quartz
ledge from which _his  most treasured
specimen came, Captain' Irving reports
that rich  free-milling ore has been un-
covered at the head of Big Horn river,
to the southeast of Otter lake, and eight
miles from the mouth of Big Horn
river. This is in the district known as
the glacier field of Taku Arm, the dis-
coveries having been made by P. J.
Mahrer, George Brockie and P. D.
Whitehead, who had gone in by way of
the White Pass, Glacier creek, Warm
Pass, and through Meadow and Hawley
creeks to Otter.

There they picked up a stream giving
good indications of placer gold, which
feeds the Big Horn. Taking the larger
stream next, they traversed a grey gran-
ite country barren of mineral, and strik-
ing off to the eastward encountered a
slate formation with ledges of both gold
and copper, and gold and copper in com-
bination.

It was near the mouth of Big Horn
river that the greatest claims were
staked, specimens .of free-milling ore
taken therefrom having assayed $1,365
to the ton, and the claims being promptly
bonded by George A. Brackett-and M.
J. Heney for $70,000.

These finds are in British. Columbia
and only about 30 miles from Skagway—
and they are only some of many equally
indicative of the superlative richness of
the country and of the great extent of
its mineralized area.

Speaking of the recent mishaps to the
northern river boats already referred to
in the Colonist, Captain Irving says that
neither the Tyrrell nor the Anglian will
be lost. The former struck a rock and
punched a hole in her hull; she will be
floated and repaired, however, in less
than a week. As for the Anglian, she
had gone to the bottom, but men and
necessary apparatus had already _bee'n
despatched to the scene of her misad-
venture, and there was no doubt but
that she too would be raised and made
fit for business again, in a very short
period.

Atlin is looking better than ever as
each day goes by, and everyone is now
convinced of the future ef the camp and
its stability.

Toronto, Aug. 1.—Mr. A. Y. Wright
has been appointed Conservative organ-
izer, under salary, for Western O.ntmp.

MR..HIGGINS POSITION.

Denounces Helmcken Offer and Pre-
diets the Defeat of the
Government.

From the Victoria Globe.

‘A Globe reporter called on Mr. Hig-
gins, member for Esquimalt, yesterday
morning, and questioned him as to the
correctness of a statement in yester-
day’s Colonist to the effect that he had
strayed from the government fold.

Mr. Higgins replied that so far from

his having left the government fold, it
seemed as :f the government fold had
left him. He felt like the Indian who
when he could not find his way out of
a forest, declared it was the wigwam
that was lost, not the Indian. As the
government had offered Mr. Helmcken
a portfolio, passing over Mr. Henderson,
without first consulting their supporters,
their position is a most unenviable one.

“Were you not a consenting party to
the offer?”

“Certainly not. I never heard of it
until it reached me as a street rumor,
and I have not found a government sup-
porter who was consulted. I do not
know it as a fact, but I am strongly ot
the opinion that at least two members
of the executive were not consulted.”

“Do you think that Mr. Cotton’s offer
involved a sacrifice of principle?”’

“How else can it be regarded? Look
at it for a moment. If Mr. Helmcken
had accepted, he would have sacrificed
his friends and his principles. This he
very properly refused to do. In making
the. offerr without the knowledge and
consent of their party, Mr. Cotton and
Mr. Semlin manifested an intention to
throw overboard their friends. With
their party out of the way, and a new
combination formed, principle would be]
cast to the winds, and there would be an
entirely new policy framed, presumably
on opposition lines.”

“You may then be regarded as no
longer a government supporter?”

“Not unless this extraordinary busi-
ness can be explained away. It seems to
savor very much of an offer to sell the
government to the opposition at a price
that they would not pay. In making the
offer, Messrs. Semlin and Cotton have
shown a disposition to hold on to office
at all hazards, and. at the sacrifice of
their personal and political friends and
the principles which they. have advocat-
ed for years.”

has been shipped during that time, while
it is estimated .that owing to recent de-
velopment ‘about half that amount of ore
is blocked out now ready for shipping.
The mine originally cost about $120,000.

Second Lieutenant W. A. Galliher has
resigned his commission in the Nelson
rifle' company, and Sergeant George S.

YMIR.

The inquest upon the body of the late
J. N. Greensill, .which was recovered
from the Salmon river Friday was held
in the Ross house parlor. Dr. Fo-
rin of Nelson was the coroner, and a
local jury wds empanelled. The jury,
without retiring, returned the wverdict
that the deceased met his death through
accidental drowning in the Salmon river
on the night of the 13th of May, 1899.
The deceased was a mining broker of this
camp, and came of a good family from
Worcester, England.

The
announcement that the smelter company
Propeses enlarging its smelter to a capacity
of 3,000 tons daily, as well as establishing
a refinery here for the treatment of matte,
naturally evoked a great deal of enthusiasm.
The climax was reached when Mr. Carroll,
a New York expert, declared that the
Boundary district was destined to become
the greatest mining section in the world.

B. M. Carroll, New York; A. L. White,
Montreal; A. B. W. Hodges, superiutcnd-
ent of the smelter; A. C. Flumerfelt, Vie-
toria; and Dr. Northrop, president. Mr,
Armstrong congratulated the members of
the board of trade at the presence of so
many prominent visitors. A:though 2n ut-
ter stranger at the time he incidencally
learned in Montreal 1ast winter that Mr.
Miner would not become associated with
any industry which did not possess the
earmarks of unqutlified =svccess.

of the product of the mines.

After a lengthy debate, in which the
delegates took part, the following resolu-
tiom  was unanimously agreed
“Resolved, That it is in the sense of the
association that the largest possible amount
of relief would be given to the lead mining
indwstry of° British Columbia by a reci-
precal arrangement with the United States,
in which lead in bullion and in ore would
be admitted free of duty into the markets
of the United States, and that we shall
comtinue to urge upon the Canadian com-
missioners to the international conference
the paramount importance of using every
effort to secure such an arrangement.

‘“That pending the conclusion of such a
treaty or in the event of the final fallure
of negotiations for such a treaty it is the
semse of the association:

1, That lead smelted in Oanada and re-
fined abroad should be re-admitted duty

free in Canada.
“2, Phat import duties upon manufactured
