Weeds most common
red clover fields are Canada thistle,
ragweed and wbite cockle,
while wild mustard, ox-eye daisy, sow
tbistle*and several others are found less
frequently. In alsike fields, also
white cockle. sheep sorrel,
mayweed and lamh’'s-quarters ave frequent-
Iv found. All of these weeds may be read-:
ily seem while growine, and before the
seed ripens is the proper time to remove
them. They may be either spudded or
pulled, and removed from the  field. This
system is practised by some of our most
snecessful growers of clover seed., and
when once given a trial is fonnd to be not
oniv practicable, but also thorough, fairly
rapid, and verv profitable. §

It may be claimed that to do this where
weeds are very plentiful is out of the
question; that it would take a great deal
of time, and the tramping would injure the
crop. A field in which the weeds are too|
plentifu] to be handled in this way should,
not under any consideration be devoted !
to the production of clover seed. It is ab-
solute folly to grow seed whieh is ten or
fifteen per cent weed seeds, as there is no
‘surer way of widely disseminating weeds
ithan to have the seeds mixed with other-
| wise good wgrades of small commereial
i'seeds, such as those of the grasses and
clovers. To sell seeds adulterated with
ten per cent of sand would be regarded by
many people as' criminal, but how much
more criminal should it be regarded to sell
seed containing ten per cent of noxilous
In the former case the only
injury is an increase in price; in the latter
the enhanced price of ‘the good seed is
a small matter compared with. the injury
done by the introduction of new weed
pests.

It s Impossible to effectlvely enforce
legislation to prevent the growth of im-
pure seed. We must teach the producers
to see the folly of growing anything but
the best. Seedsmen find it necessary to
make differences in price in order to pro-
tect themselves, and there is no doubt that
the increased price for good seed will more

Eleetion of a pope is eifected by three
methcls, by acel mation or adoration,
in which is embodied the idea of g
direct divine inspiration by compromise
or by vote. The late Pope Leo was
elected on the second day of the con-
clave by acclamation. - The system of
voting, called the scrutinium, is regu-
lated by exact prescription. The pro-
ceedings are under the direction of six
cardinals—two from each order of
bishops, priests and deacons. Every
cardinal is provided with a voting

his chosen candidate, but not his own
name; no one is permitted to vote for
himself. When the requisite interval
has passed, each eardinal, beginning
with the one of most ancient creation,
leaves his staff and advances to the
high altar, amid a solemn hush. The
elector prays ‘for a while on the altar
steps. and then declaring aloud that his
vote is given in accordance with his con-
science, drops his voting paper: in the
chalice,

When all have voted in like manner,
the six scrutineers examine the papers

itself on the first floor of the Vatican,

has obtained the requisite numbver of
votes—two-thirds of the number of car-
dinals present, plus one—the result is
declared void and the voting papers,
collected together, are burned in a
brazier with damp straw, the dense
smoke from which issues through a par-
ticular chimney, visible from outside,
and proclaims to the outér world that
no election' has taken place. Under
¢hese circumstances, on the aftermoon
of the same day a second vote takes
fplace, supplementary to the first and
called the accessit vote. In this the
procedure embodies the theory that the
cardinal who has obtained the largest
number of votes in the morning is the
most aceeptable to the conclave. Cen-
sequently his name is the only one con-
sidered for the moment, and each car-
dinal votes for him by writing the word
*“accedo” on his scheds or voting paper,
or signifies his dissent by the words
‘“‘accedo nomini.” If this new vote
leads to no result, the papers are burned
as before, and the conclave adjourns
until the followiig morning, when the
election begins afresh and quite irre-
spective of the previous day’s proceed-
ings. 'When at length the determining
vote is taken and the cardinal deacon,
as scrutineer, announces that a certain
candidate has been elected pope, the
election being over, a summons is at
once sent to.the prefect of ceremonies,
who speedily enters the chapel, bearing
the fisherman’s ring. An interval then

The people then flock into St. Peter’s
to see the pope and receive his blessing,
and it is a stirring scene which presents
itself in the noble cathedral when the
sovereign pontiff, clad in the richest
vestments and wearing the triple tiara,
is borne aloft with all the princes of the
church in his train, through the ranks
of kneeling worshippers, on whom His
Holiness bestows his pontifical benedic-
tion.

Ifrench Warship
For Esquimalt

The Cruiser is Now En Route

to the British Naval
Station.

Will Arrive Here in August --~
And is Now at Golden
Gate.

The French warship Protet is to come to
Esquimalt on August '19th. The French
cruiser, which has been in service in the
Southern seas, with headquarters at Tahiti,
is now at San Farncisco, where she arrived
on Friday last, and the vessel will remain
at the Golden Gate until August 15th, when
she wilt safl North to visit Esquimalt.
From Esquimalt the cruiser will return to
Tabiti. She left the French colony in the
South Pacific three months ago, and reach-
ed the coast of this continent at Central
America. She has been coasting north
since, remaining at the various ports for
lengthy stavs en route. She was at San
Diego for two or three weeks before ar-
riving at 8an Francisco on Friday.

The Protet has been at BEsquimailt prior
to this visit, having come north on a
cruise three or four years ago. The French
cruiser is a picturesque and typical war
vessel. She has a wicked looking ram with
an almost razor edge, and although not
a new vessel, can still develop a speed of
more than 20 knots. She is coper sheathed
and carries a large crew.

She is commanded by Commodore Adi-
gard, who was visited recently by many of
the army and navy officers statiomed in
San Francisco.

It
marks the fact that m many important
particulars, in spite of our enormous
natural resources, we are not a self-sus-
taining nation. But if we balanced the
account by exporting to the United
States our raw material more freely than
we do, we should merely aggravate the
disease and not eure it. An unfavorable
balance of trade is to be measured not
by the monetary figures involved, but by
the character of the goods exchanged.
To attempt to correct an unfavorable
balance in our trade with the United
States by a freer export of our raw ma-
terials would be worse than useless, be-
eause it would leave our people equally
as much in need of the manufactured
goods they import from the United
States, and so far as the returns of ex-
port trade are concerned, simply able
to pay for more of them. Any country
which exchamges rtaw materials for
manufactured goods is foredoomed to
poverty and a low guality of civilization.

Inr the
news we are receiving from the Far
iBast now, there is the confusion of
many voices, but there is no confusion
as to Russia’s real designs nor as to
the ineradicable hostility of Japan to
those designs. The two things taken
together mean war. 'The war may be
delayed by elusive and apparent avoid-
mnces of her ultimate end by Russia.
But it cannot be mprevented because
there is no doubt as to what that end
is, and no possibility of concealing it
firom Japan. Manchuria confines Rus-
sia to the north, and Russia does not
peopose to be confined to the north. For
the rounding off of her Empire the pro-
wince of Manchuria is absolutely neces-
sary. The incorporation of Manchuria
in the Russian Empire means its closing
to the-rest of the world. But to Japan
it means more than that, an.ever pres-
ent menace to the independence of Jap-
an itself. At the first blush it would
seem as though China were the more
affected of the two. But China is
threatened with internal disintegration
and China’s rulers set up an ever weak-
ening opposition to the modern influ-
ences which have already revolutionized
Japan. It would not be remarkable,
therefore, if the Chinese dynasty pre-
€erred a Russian entente to the autn-
«omy of their own country. We have
ween the same ‘thing in British history
yhen Charles the Second preferred an
%rrangement with France to the inde-
pendence of Great Britain, for the rea-
gon that Great Britain did not greatly
approve of himself and still less of his
brother and heir. The result was that
the arch-enemy of France was placed
on the British throme, and a struggle
initiated which cannot be said to have
really terminated for over a hundred
years. We should think that a Russo-
{Chinese entente was more than likely to
hasten the disintegration of China, and
that if it is recemented into an intel-
ligible unity the cementing element will
be the spirit of progress as exemplified
in Japanese civilization. Such a dis-
turbance as that would be a magnificent
thing for the trade and commerce of
the continent of America with the
QOrient. We do ndt refer to the tem-
porary stimulus to trade from the out-
preak of war, but to the eventual re-
sults which the war would bring about.
'China, vevivified by resistance to Rus-
sia, would be compelled to rely more
upon the Western influences from which
her strength to defend herself against
the Russian yoke had been derived. And
the continent of America would be in a
fetter position to minister ¢o this de-
velopment in the case of China than it
was in the case.of Japan, as Pacific
trade routes and connections become
petter opened up.

He condemned the Canadian Northern

At Two Oclock This Morning
His Holiness Awoke

Rome, July 13—2:50 p» m.—The Pope’s
condition took a-turn slightly for the
worse this morning, but the change does
not excite apprehension of an immediate
climax. Last night was rather a
sleepless one, particularly during the
morning hours. The official bulletin
frankly speaks of agitated periods during
the night, and confesses the general con-
dition .of the patient is somewhat de-
pressed. It developed soon after the is-
suance of the bulletin that this depres-
sion was quite marked, and it continued
to manifest itself throughout the fore-
noon, at one time assuming an alarming
aspect. T.hii iwas when tge.i’ﬂ) e Qeg'
ed to lose his grip on tangible x-
‘roundings. For g‘e first time eince his
'il.]nessn‘ﬁgan there was a momentary
hallucination, the patient believing that.

The
doctor and the attendant succeeded in
quieting his fears. Outside of these
passing periods of depression the gen-
eral condition of mental alertness con-
tinues.

When Doctors Mazzoni and Lapponi
made their morning call, the patient en-
quired about Dr. Rossoni, asking: “Why
doesn’t he come to see me?”

Being told that Dr. Rossoni was ill,

he said: ‘““Tell him he must take care
of himself.” :
" “I think he will live to be one hun-
dred,” said one Italian priest in the
court yard of the Vatican last night as
he read the latest bulletin regarding the
Pope’s condition. “I don’t believe this
bulletin,” said another. These expres-
sions illustrate the differences of opinion
exhibited by those who have to rely for
information regarding the Pope’s illness
solely upon official bulletins, i

Cardinal Satolli, in a conversation
with a representative of the Associated
Press. said that the life was only kept
in the body of the Pontiff by the con-
stant use of powerful restoratives, and
other persons equally reliable who saw
the Pope yesterday, and who had seen
him on previous days of his illness, agree
with Cardinal Satolli in saying that
death has made all his ravages, save the
separation of the soul and the body.

The doctors announced to the public

that Pope Leo’s general condition is sat-
isfactory. An explanation of the ap-
parent contradiction lies in the fact that
the doctors expected His Holiness to die
long before this, and now are exercising
in their bulletins an excess of caution.
and a comparative method of expression,
which is ' incomprehensible to the lay
mind.

Ottawa, July 13.—The ministerial
crisis foreshadowed two. days ago, has
come, but somewhat earlier than antiei-
pated. ~ Another seat 'is vacant at the
council board, Hon. Mr. Blair is" out.

So marked did this ‘“turning
down” policy become that he was ac-
tually left off the sub-committee of the
cabinet, which was appointed to confer
with Messrs. Hays and Wainwright on
the subject of the Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway scheme. .The proposal to kill
his pet line, the Intercolonial Railway,
by paralleling it with a road from Que-
bec to Moncton, was more than he could
stand. The crowning indignity, how-
ever, imposed upon the minister ‘was
with regard to the Railway Commis-
sion Bill, which for days has occupied
the attention of the Commons. From
his own side, Mr. Blair got no assis-
tance whatever. Ministers _absented
themselves from the chamber. Mr, Blair
struggled on alone or with the assis-

Lumber Company Adds  One
More Factor to Towa’s
Prosperity.

Ladysmith, B. C., July 11.--Timber in
considerable quantities is now being
taken out from the Victoria Tumber
Company’s limits just North of Lady-
smith, recently tapped by a railway line
which Tuns several miles up into the
woods from Ladysmith harbor. The
timber in those areas is of very fine
quality, and in quantity sufficient to keep
the lumbermen busy for a good many
years. Thig little line of railway has
added another to the list of industrial
noises in Ladysmith, for the sound of
the engines operating up and dewn the
line hauling out logs or going up to
the camp can be distinctly heard here.
At the head of the bay extensive
wharves have been built, the water be-
ing deep enough to enable the com-
pany’s steamers to come alongside, and
for booms to be operated. They are
made up in the big pool near the wharf
and then towed  the ten miles to Che-
mainus harbor for use at the mills there.

This time last year the spot where
the wharf now stands and the smoke of
the machinery ascends into the air, ac-
companied by the busy sounds of indus-
try, was the favorite haunt of the lonely
and contemplative heron, the coot and

RRSSIA’S ATTITUDE
IN MANCHURIA

Excitement in Japan Still Con-
tinues---Revolt Expected in
Korea.

Tokio, June 27, via San Francisco,
July 13.—The Japan press continues to
exhibit excitement as to the Russian
attitude in Manchuria and in the bor-
ders of Korea.

Rescued From
Wrecked Ship

Captain Oertel and the érew of
the German Ship Edith are
Safe.

With Eleven Men He Starts Sea-
Ward and Reaches Norfolk
Island.

Specdial to the Colonist.

Port Townsend, Wash., July 11.—The
fears existing for the safety of Captain
Oertel, of the German ship Edith, which
after going from Victoria loaded lum-
ber on the Sound, was wrecked on
March 19 last on Nereus shoal, north-
west of New Caledonia, were set at
rest this afternoon by the receipt of a
cablegram annouuncing the safe arrival

at Norfolk island of that well known
mariner and the eieven men of his crew
who left the vessel when she broke in
halves, and started seaward in an open
boat. Mate Kruger, commanding the
other boat from the Edith, was picked
up eight days after the disaster by the
German oil laden ship C. H. Watjen,
herself disabled, and landed at Yule
island, from whence they made their
way to Port Pirie. The Edith took a
lumber cargo from Uort Ludlow, and
sailed on January 18.

Capt. Oertel of the Edith was well
known in Viectoria—his vessel having
remained here for some time after arriv-
ing, long overdue from Hongay—and
news of his safety, together with that
of the 11 men who were thought to
have perished, will be received with re-
joicing here. 3

As was told in these corumns on ¥ri-
day morning, the Edith broke in halves
soon after the two boats crews left her,
lying fast on a submerged reef near the
Nereus shoal. The mate’s boat drifted
in the open sea for eight days, the men
suffering great privations, for the sea
swept over them  continually, Then
they were picked up by the oil laden
bark C. H. Watjen, which had been
‘dismasted and was drifting a derelict.
The vessel had been drifting for ovet
two months, and three weeks after the
shipwrecked men from the Edith board-
ed her, and were companions in misery
‘with the unfortunate crew of the oil-
iaden vessel—for provisions were low on
her and water was secured only by
catching rain in sails—the Watjen drift-
ed into New Guinea, where she was
found lying with 100 fathoms of cable
out, and in danger of going ashore, by
the steamer Moresby.

MThe Moresby towed her into a safe
position, and picked up the shipwrecked
men, both of the Edith and Watjen,
who were living ashore with the French
missionaries on Yule island, to Sydney,
via Cooktown. A small crew was left
with the Watjen until word was re-
ceived from her owners.” T C. H.
‘Watjen, when disaster overt®0k her,
was on a voyage from New York to
Yokohama with 100,000 cases of kero-
sene. She was caught in the same cy-
clone that played such havoe in Towns-
ville, and by the time the storm had
passed away she was almost a complete
'wreck. She lost all her masts as well
as her rudder and gear. Over 20,000
cases of kerosene were jettisoned for
the safety of the ship and jury masts
were rigged. The C. H. Watjen lost all
her masts with the exception of her low-
er mizen mast. In this condition and
without a rudder she drifted for a dis-
tance of over 900 miles.

The men saved from the mate’s boat
of the Edith, thought that Capt. Oertel
and the men with him had without
doubt been drowned, and in an inter-
view given at Sydney they said that
after the veseel struck the boats were
at once lowered, and the crew was divid-
ed into two parties—one of 11 men, in-
cluding Captain Ortel, and the other
comprising eight men, including the first
mate, M. Kruger. The weather was
fine at the time. The mate’s boat was
fairly well provisioned, but in a very
leaky condition, and had a3 compass on
board. The captain’s boat was under-
stood to have had a compass and sex-
tant and good supply of bread, but not
quite as much water as the mate’s boat.
It was calculated, however, that with
care they would be able to subsist for
about 14 days on the provisions they
had. On the night of wreck, though the
weather was, fine and there was some

The Dying Pontiff had Another
Very Remarkable Rally
Yesterday.

e

Arose From Bed, Dressed and
Received Four of the
Cardinals.

Rome, July 15.—1:20 a.m.—Another
remarkable rally in Pope Leo”s condi-
tion occurred yesterday afternoon, after
a morning in the course of which His
Holiness suffered spells of delirium, and
at times his strength sank to the lowest
ebb, and now tonight he lies in no worse
condition than he was on Wednesday
evening, except for the steady diminu-
tion of his strength.

Mgr. Bisleti, master of the chamber,
visited the sick room just. after mid-
night, and after emerging, stated that
the Pontiff’s -condition was umnchanged.
A little later the Pope fell into a sleep,
which has just been announced is fairly
tranquil, although the patient’s respira-
tion is troublesome &

Yesterday's rally was characteristicar~
ly oppaesite. He persisted in getting out
of the bed in which, two hours previeus-
ly the Pope himself had prepared for
death. Not satisfied with this exhibition
of vitality, he transacted business an
received four cardinals, with whom he
talked in an animated way. In fact,
{Pope Peo’s record for yesterday, little
of which appeared in last night's offi-
cial bulletin, would be incredible if it
were not confirmed by the doctors. and
cardinals present in the sick chamber.
None. seemed more perplexed than the
doctors themselves. [Dr. Lapponi said
frankly: “I cannot imagine how the
Pope manages to keep alive.”
According to the physicians, the Pon-
tiff may die at any moment, even -in
the midst of one of those extraordinary
intervals, when his mind and body pre-
sent a comparatively sound “ appear-
ance. Al those ‘around the Pope have
long ceased to ‘hold definite opinions re-
garding the duration of the Pontiff's ex-
istence. The slow but progressive de-
minution of strength of the august pa-
tient foretells- the approaching end of
the struggle with death, but the doc-
tors will not wventure to predict how
near the end he is. Constant relapses,
they say, such as created alarm yester-
day, are gradually wearing down the
Pope’s constitution, which seems im-
mune from; any specific disease. More
persons are inclined to the idea that the
Pope may go through perhaps two or
three repetitions of yesterday’s ups and
downs till, as [Dr. Rossonni puts it, “his
pulse stops for ever.,” The causes may
accelerate the end, viz.,, continued in-
ability to take nourishment, which was
exhibited today; sudden heart failure,
or the progression of pleuric disease.
The latter is thought the least proba-
ble. As day succeeds day, it becomes
clear that it is a case of a very old man
dying because he has lived his allotted
time. ;

The Pope himseif, yesterday after-
noon, ordered the four cardinals to be
admitted and received them standing.
He was supposed to be at the point of
death, and said, ‘“Please be seated.” He
then received the benediction of the
Franciscan order. The cardinals inform-
ed him of the world-wide prayers for
his life. Pope Leo answered that he
was much gratified, but that he was
ready for his final departure, conclud-
ing by saying, “God’s will be done.”
IMuch more striking was the Pope’s in-
terview with his secretary, Mgr. Angeli.
His Holiness sent for him, saying he
wished to discuss a certain paper whica
the secretary brought. Then, after a
short explanation, Mgr. Angeli wished
to know the Pope’s decision on the mat-
ter, but Pope Leo said: “Well, well, not
today. 'We will attend to that souu
other time!” : ;

An MHlustration of the “Unity”
Prevailing in the Liberal

“Mghting Joe” Martin. appeared in 'all
his war-paint before an audience at Eburne
on Friday night, and proceeded to illustrate
the ‘harmony” which now prevails in the
Liberal party dn British Columbia.

Mr. Melean deseribed the manner in
which the accused carried on his busi-
ness, which was to buy up odds and ends
from wholesale houses. It was not his
practice to deal in staple goods such as
blankets and denim, which were em-
braced among the merchandise alleged
to have been received by him as stolen
goods. The Deputy Attorney-General
then detailed the suspicious c¢ircum-
stances in connection with the case.
The goods had been obtained early in
the morning, and were delivered to' the
drayman by an employee of the firm.
The money had been handed to an em-
Dloyee, and not to the manager of the
prm. Mr. Thompson, the manager of
Turner, Beeton & Co. had obtained the
first clue, his suspicion having been
aroused when he saw a dray with denim
Dassing along the street at an early hour
in the morning. He followed the.dray
to Kercheimer’s store, where the goods
were left. The identity of the goods
had been proven by obtaining the wrap-
pers which' showed that they were fromr
Turner, Beeton & Co. The goods in-
cluded in theten counts had been found
in different stores, where Kercheimer
had disposed of them. Kercheimer had
also ‘sold the denim at a lower figure
;_célan Turner, Beeton & 'Co. were selling

The first witness was Joseph Haney,
drayman, He had been employed by
JTurner, Beeton & Co. '‘On the 22nd of
December he was called to the ware-

house of Turner, Beeton & Co. by mes-

sage. He met alter Lorimer, a por-
ter at the side door and was instructed
to deliver two bales of goods and two
bolts at Kercheimer’s store, ‘where he
was told by a bdy to take them to the
ijback door. Mr. Thomson came and
looked at the goods whilst he was un-~
,loadxpg them. He had not been given
any invoice of the goods. i

To Mr. Powell—He was not surprised
to get a message at that early hour. It
was unusual to deliver goods in the city
at that early hour. Sometimes invoices
were given to him for delivery with the
goods, and sometimes they were not.
Kercheimer was not present to receive
the goods. He was not surprised when
Lorimer paid the bill, having ocecasion-
ally received payment from the clerksy
: .Alex. Haney, a brother of the last
witness, testified that he had on three
occasions delivered goods to Kercheimer
from Turner, Beeton & Co., early in the
morning, the goods having been handed
to him by Walter Lorimer.  The boy
received them the first time at the front
door, and on the other occasions he had
delivered them to XKercheimer at the
back door. He had been paid by Lori4
mer. He had not been paid on a
fourth delivery of goods, Lorimer hav-
ing promised that he would do so in a
few days. ’

Mr. Walls in cross-examination elicit-
ed the statement that he had never
taken any linoleum or carpet to Ker-
cheimer’s store. "
.. 'W. Wilson, a teamster, had also made
delivery of goods similarly to the pre-
ceding witness. On one occasion he had
delivered a roll of linoleum. It was
customary to deliver pareels around
town in the afternoon.

To Mr. Walls he said that goods were
often delivered without invoices. i

The deposition of John Lindsay, an-
o‘th.er draman, was put jn by consent
owing to his absence, the tenor of his
evidence being of the same character as
the previous witnesses,

T. Walkey, of Turner, Beeton & Co.,
gave, evidence that he had received per-
mission from E. G. Prior & Co., to oc-
cupy the back portion of their premises
for the purpose of overlooking the rear
entrance of Kercheimer’s premises, He
‘had observed an Indian woman take two
burlap coverings. He identified the
burlap coverings produced in court as
those obtained from the Indian woman.
He recognized them as having been ob-
tained from Turner, Beeton & (Co., by
the stamping. He took the burlaps to
{Manager Thompson. There were usuaal-
ly ten pieces of denim in a bale. Nine-
teen pieces of the two bales had been
recovered, (The retail price in December
of this denim was 18 or 19 cents. There
was no record of the denim being sold.
There were about $2,000 worth of den-
im, roughly speaking, which had gone
out without any record being shown.

Gong Fook, of Fook Sing & Co., had
fbought one piece of denim from accused.
iHe had received no receipt for payment.
. To Mr. Powell, he stated that he had
not asked for a receipt.

Chu Tai, of Wing Chong & Co., tes-
tified that he had purchased goods from
the prisoner for two or three years. He
identified goods in eourt as those pur<
chased by him from Kercheimer.

To Mr, Powell—He had paid Turner,
Beeton & Co. about % .a cent a yard
more for denim than he had paid Ker-
cheimer. Had exteusive dealings with
aecused.

Han Yick' and Lung Dick were exam-
ined in respect to goods purchased by
them from accused, the latter testifying
that he had paid 164, cents per yard for
denim bought from Kercheimer.

Tim Kee had numerous business deal-
ings with accused, He had purchased
denim from accused on November 15
last, and paid him 16% cents a yard.

To Mr, Powell the witness said that
Kercheimer had told him that he could
buy denim cheaper from Turner, Beeton
Co. than he could. .
The Deputy Attorney-General produc-
ed a written consent to the deposition
of M. Lenz at the preliminary hearing,
being used at the trial in the absence of
Mr. Lenz.

According to advices received by the
Empress of India today, the ecrisis in
the Far Hast is close to a breaking
point, and even the most conservative
journals fear that war will result. Rus-
so+Chinese intrigues, culminating in the
draft of a secret treaty between China
and Russia, have fired the war party in
Japan, and many newspapers urge an
appeal to arms, In this connection they
quote Pekin correspondence in connec-
tion with the Anglo-Japanese protests
to Prince Ching, to the effect that when
M. 'Lessar was informed by the IChinese
chancellor of the protests, he told Prince
{Ching to be at his ease, as Russia was
fully prepared to meet the combined
movements of Britain and Japan. As
a result, Prince (Ching refused to deal
with the Anglo-Japanese protests. This
resulted in excitement throughout Jap-
an, and conferences of the' cabinet, elder
statesmen and the throne followed, at
which, according to vernacular Japan-
ese papers, the situation was discussed,
and, the newspapers aver, a decision
was reached to adopt resolute measures,
and, if necessary, attempt to oust Rus-
sia from Manchuria by force of arms.

The Pekin correspoudent of the Mai-
nichi, says M. Lessar’s reference to
Russian preparedness. is taken to mean
that troops are now on thé Yalu, and
that the force along the coast of the
Yellow sea is in sufficient strength. The

A correspon-
dent of the Shanghai ‘Mercury, writing
from Ta-chien-lu, on the Thibetan bor-
der, on political affairs in Thibet, says
a rumor is current that the Talai Lam-
ma cast the Thibetan king in prison
some time ago and took over the seals
of government. (This so enraged the
people that the king had to be liberated,
but the-Talai Lamma kept the seals, and
has been practically ruling Thibet, mak-
ing the condition of the Chinese unbear-
able.

The correspondent also reports that
severe fighting has taken place at Li-
tang, Thibet, between the people and
priests. The abbott of the monastery
had defied ‘Chinese interference, and
fighting tesulted, in which the priests
were defeated and the abbot deposed.

TRAMS FOR FARMERS.

Well Known Mining Engineer of Nelson
5 Installing rrants in U. S,

B. C. Riblet, the well known mining
engineer of Spokane, and, Nelson, B. C.,
has turned a well known mining device
to the benefit of the farmers of Idaho,
says the Seattle P.-I. The aerial tram-
way is a familiar feature of almost
every mining eamp, but it is something
of a movelty to see that appliance used
for hauling wheat down the mountain
sides. Mr. Riblet, who makes a specialty
is now
constructing two above the Clearwater,
near Lewiston, Idaho. When seen at
the- Northern last night, M. Riblet said:

“I am now building two aerial tram-
ways' for the farmers of Lewiston,
Idahe. They are not quite the first of

other parts of the state, but they are
still a very unusual feature of a farm-
ing distriet. In this particular place the
farms are situated far up the mountain
side, and owing to the state of the roads
it is .almost impessible to get the crops
to market.

“For instance, with another harvest
coming -on, there-is still .a portion eof
last year's wheat that has not yet been|
got down the mountain side. Hauling
crops in that vicinity is very: expénsive
work, especially owing to the fact tha

t

hauled on sleds and then transferred to
wagons. With the aerial tram, all you
have to do is to load the buckets, and
gravity does the rest.

“Mining in British Columbia is re-
covering somewhat from its long depres-
sion. The Dominion government has
granted a $500,000 bonus to be divided
among the refiners of lead. 1 forget the
exact figures, but it is a bonus ef so
much per pound on all lead smelted in
the province. This has stimulated the
lead imdustry, and among other proper-
ties I hear that the big East Kootenay
silver-lead mine, the St. Eugene, is go-
ing to start up at once. ]

“Perhaps the greatest mining activity
just now is being displayed in what is
known as the Lardeau district, between
the head of Kootenay lake and the main
line of the Canadian Pacific. I am now
putting in four tramways for mines
‘there, the Silver Cup, Nettie L., Eva
and Criterion Oyster. These properties
are all concentrating, -and reduction
plants will soori be put in. There is
also a great deal of development work
going on in the less well known mines
of the district.”
