By the treaty of 1783, which confirmed
the independence of the United States,
England abandoned the whole of the terri-
tory south and west of the great lakes
which she had acquired from France
twenty years before, and actually fixed the
northerly boundary at a\ line drawn from
the northwest angle of the*'Lake of the
Woods *“due west” to the sources of the
Mississippi ! Thus the most fertile portion
of our country was signed away with as lit-
tle indifference as a millionaire would. feel
in tossing a shilling to a beggar.

But a few years later it was discovered
that the sources of the Mississippi were sev"
eral hundred miles south of the “due west”
line agreed upon, and by Jay’s treaty in ;
1794 the northerly boundary of the United
States was fixed at the 49th parallel. This,
however,still gave to Americans the natural
highway to the Northwest,

Then followed the treaty of 1814, at the
close of the three years’ war. Great Britain
had her hands full on the continent, and the
Canadians were left to defend themselves,
The mother country spared a few regulars
and officers, aud some stray ships from her
fleet.
