The catholic doctrine is 
that the grant of power is not given by 
the people, bnt they only designate who ie 
to wield it. People are commanded to seek 
the law from the priest’s lips in all mat­
ters of civil life appertaining to faith and 
morals.

Lawrence at Montreal.

Montreal, March 30.—The ice bridge 
broke iu front of the city yesterday after­
noon. A thrilling incident occurred which 
was witnessed by a large number of people 
on the rëvetment walL A farmer with a 
team of horses started from the city to cross 
to St. Lambert’s by-road. When near St. 
Lambert shore a shove occurred, breaking 
up the ice and leaving a yawning gap be­
fore him. Seeing $his peril he started back 
for the city, but what was his horror to see, 
when about thirty yards from the wharf, 
that the ice had broken np there, too, and 
left an open space between him and the 
wharf. The people on shore discerned the 
extreme danger the man was in and called 
tne police, who advised him to abandon his 
team and make an effort to reach the wharf. 
This he did. He scrambled across the de­
tached pieces of ice, and finally reached the 
shore safe. His team on a ‘‘dump” in the 
river was carried down by the ice opposite 
to Lungueil Ferry, where the “dump” stop­
ped drifting, and was held fast here. Two 
cabmen volunteered for a consideration of 
$20 to cross over and bring the team to 
shore, and on their offer being accepted they 
accomplished their dangerous feat success­
fully, and the man deputed with his team 
rejoicing. The river ■ i \ night was break­
ing np fast below, and .1 crossing has been 
stopped.

A Division on Mr. Marriott’s Amendment—The 
Debate Adjourned.

London, March 30—Over a hundred 
members of parliament absent from Lon­
don returned yesterday to vote on the 
cloture question. Only a few members 
paired—all, except one, on account of ill­
ness. Over three hundred liberals, and the 
whole conservative strength, with lour ex­
ceptions, have signified their intention of 
voting.

The house of commons this evening was 
crowded in every part. It is rumored 
that after the division to-night Gladstone 
will announce a modification of the clôture 
resolution. Gladstone on proceeding to the 
house was cheered by the crowd.

The debate on the cloture resolution was 
resumed. John Bright arose, and was re­
ceived with cheers from the liberals. He 
said there could be no doubt unless some­
thing was done to deliver the house from its 
difficulties it would stand before ‘the coun­
try as having neglected its duty. If the 
proposed resolution erred it was in net 
being sufficiently severe. He concluded 
with an appeal to members to assist the 
government.

Mr. Sexton said he would rather his name 
go down to posterity with the names of 
base informers who had sworn away the 
lives of innocent Irishmen than with the 
names of the Irish members voting with the 
government

Marriott’s amendment was rejected, 318 
to 276. Gladstone then moved the ad­
journment of the debate until Monday. 
Carried.

The Case of Romaine v. McLean at Oigoode flail 
—The Young Lawyer Who was 10 Nearly 
Married—The Case Enlarged.

The Ottawa breach of promise of marriage 
case has attracted considerable attention of 
late, and it has now found ita way to Os­
goods hath The points involved in the 
breach are pretty well known. Mr. D. L. 
McLean ia a young lawyer, formerly of this 
city, where he practiced his profession be. 
fore removing to Ottawa. While at the 
capital he met Miss Helen Romaine. This 
young woman waa a light at all the fashion­
able gatherings at Ottawa. She is said to 
be well educated, a proficient linguist and a 
charming conversationalist. She stopped 
at the beat hotel at Ottawa, and had many 
callers of the male sex. She has also re­
ceived many invitations to kettle-drums, 
receptions, levies, etc., given by the society 
swells of the town. After a time Mc­
Lean and her were engaged to be 
married, and in fact they were so near ac­
complishing the hymenal feat that “there 

no fun in it" While Archdeacon 
Lauder of Christ church cathedral was 
in the act of performing the ceremony, he 
informed the groom that the young wo­
man’s name was not Romaine but Nolan. 
The marriage was immediately broken off, 
and McLean left the church in a harry and 
refused to have anything more to do with 
the woman. The result is a breach of pro­
mise suit.

Yesterday an application was made in 
chambers to Mr. Dalton to strikeout fourpleas 
of the defence, the pleas being the second, 
third, fourth and fifth. The second plea 
said that if the defendant did promise to 
marry the plaintiff he did so on the faith 
that she waa a chaste woman, but he after­
wards discovered otherwise, and for that 

refused to marry her. The third 
plea set up waa that if he did promise to 
marry her it waa in the belief that she was 
truthful and honest, but he discovered that 
she was an adventuress and imposter, and 
for that reason also refused to marry her. 
The fourth plea says that supposing the 
defendant did go to Christ church for the 
purpose of having the ceremony performed, 
the clergyman (Yen. Archdeacon Lauder) 
refused to perform the service because of 
the plaintiff s name not being Romaine, and 
because of her doubtful parentage and 
generally immorta1 character, which waa 
whollyjunknown to the’defendant prior to 
this time. The rector also warned him 
against| the plaintiff as an impostor and 
confidence woman. The defendant made 
enquiries and these statements were con­
firmed. The fifth plea says that even if 
he did promise to marry the plaintiff it 
was upon the faith of her representations 
as to the circumstances of her family and of 
her previous life, but he subsequently dis­
covered that these were false. The sixth 
plea alleges that the agreement was fraud­
ulently obtained.

Mr. Ogden appeared for the plaintiff to 
support the motion, and Mr. Holman to 
oppose it. After some discussion the ai- 
gument was adjourned until to-day.

John Bull Becoming Alarmed—Protesting Against 
Its Construction. *

London, March 30.—A protest is pub­
lished agaioet the channel tunnel on the 
ground that it will involve England in mili­
tary dangers. The protest is signed by a 
number of peers, members of parliament, 
Tennyson, B»owning, Herbert Spencer and 
other authors, Generals Simmona, Havelock 
and other prominent military gentlemen, 
numerous financiers, and several leading 
journalists. It is reported that the govern­
ment intend to stop the work.

There is a limit to the amount of food 
which we can sell abroad and it is a great 
mistake to suppose that Europe cannot raise 
tooil in competition iu America. The sit­
uation, if not alarming, is already very 
serious. The existing tariff was enacted 
as a war measure to raise revenue at any 
cost. It produced $150,000,000 annually 

than needed for national expenditure 
and to that extent it imposed an unneces­
sary burden upon the productive energy of 
the people. Obviously it was the immediate 
duty of congress to remove this excessive 
tax.

Only by 
a double accident, the diversion created by 
the landing of the Northmen in the 
Humber and the dearth of provisions which 
compelled the English fleet to put into 
port, was it prevented from exempting »
Saxon realm from feudal aristocracy, and a 
National Church from Papal domination.
In the sixteenth century, and again in the 
seventeenth, it saved the Reformation. In 
the time of Louis XIV. and the Absolutist 
reaction it saved liberty. In the time o 
the French Revolution it saved order. In

IT SAVED NATIONAL INDEPENDENCE,

not the independence of England alone, 
but that of all nations. By exempting 
England from the necessity of keeping up 
a large .landing army, it has preMrvel her 
from military despotism, and enabled her 
to move steadily in the path of politick 
progress. It is now the barrier between 
her industrial people and the conscription, 
saving her thereby from what would be 
equivalent to an immense load of additional 
taxation.

It is a glorious thing to be a lieutenant-governor 
in the Dominion t-f Canada, He of the Province of 
Ouebcc gets a salary of 310,000 a year, which is sup 
demented by a bi 1 of expenses amounting to 315,- 
M3, oi which 31361 is lor carriage h.re alone.— 
American paper.

The salaries paid our lieutenant-gover­
nors are out of all proportion.to the 
vices rendered and the ability of the people 
to pay. Contrasted with the salaries paid 
to state governors in the neighboring coun­
try they are excessive, and naturally enough 
lead our cousins to think that it is a glor­
ious thing to be a lieutenant-governor in 
Canada. In only two states of the union
__New York and Pennsylvania—is the
amount equal to that paid in Ontario or 
Quebec, namely, $10.000. Tile next high­
est salary paid is iu Illinois, $6000. Indi­
ana, New JersfiV and Virginia pay $5000, 
the remaining states running from 
$4600 down as low as $1000, the 
latter amount being paid in Oregon. In 
drawing this comparison, it , should be 
borne in mind that in New York and Penn­
sylvania, where the salaries of the govern­
ors touch the figures paid in Ontario and 
Quebec, the population is in each consid­
erably over 4.000,000, or more than double 
Ontario and Quebec combined. Last y- ar
